B- C. Hollifield Fatally Injured
Sunday Morning When
Struck by Hillls Auto

BURIAL HERE

‘an automobile at
1:30 o’clock Sunday morning
near Neeley's garage in the
Porter Addition to ' Prestons
burg, Night Policeman B .
Hollifield, 49 years old, of this
place, ‘died at his home here
about noon Monday.

The tragedy took place a
short distance: below Neeley’s
garage as an auto, driven by
Jack Hill, of this place, was
passing two cars parked on
the Mayo Trail. Mr- Hollifield,
unaware,
approach of young Hill’s auto,
stepped in front of one of the
cars and onto the highway and
was struek. Hill and his two
companions, Billy Goble and
Cottrell Burchett, said the
tragedy was unavoidable.

Impact of the auto hurled
Mr. Hollifield approximately
20 feet. The officer’s wright
leg, which was broken when
his hip ‘was crushed and his
back broken in 1926 in a mine
accident at Auxier, was twice
broken, and his head was in
jured. Sinee his injury in 1926
Mr. Hoellifield had been in 1
weakened condition and this
is believed to have contnbuied

The injured man was rushed
to the Paintsville hospital in
the auto of Dr. H. E. Hughes
by Dr. Hughes and the three
yvoung men who occupied the
car which struck Mr. Holli
field. He was later that night
returned to his home here:

Death of Mr. Hollifield came
as a distinet shoek to his hun
dreds of friends and relatives
in this and neighboring coun
ties where he was well and fa
vorably known.
