1'05.8-1‘6_ to “the business of banking and
its place in the life of our country.”
Mr. Hecht declares that “we have

profited by the lessons of the past, is
determined to approach all questions
of banking policy from the broad view
point of public welfare and is prepared
tp carry its full share of the burden in
connection with all efforts to restore
sound prosperity inthis country.”

The Means Employed
