He has not fully recovered 
from the recent attempt to assassinate 
h!m. 

BRAZIL was experiencing another 
revolt, in the northern part of the 

country. Latest advlces said the rebels 
bad control of the city of Natal and 
that a bot fight was on for possession 
of Pernambuco. The uprising was 
laid to the Communists and was be­
lieved to be led by Luis Carlos Prestes, 
Communist leader for all or South 
America. It was said he planned to 
spread the movement all over Brazil,.
