Navajo Woman Boss of Wigwam, 
Says Authority on Indian Customs

White women insist on their rights 
and fight for independence . .!l:avajo 
\Yomen are such complete t.osses in 
the .. vl~wam they don't have to 
worry about emancipation. 

They head their clans, which are 
established on the mother's side, 
and holds the strings of thP. family 
purse because the Navajo wealth Is 
in sheep, which are handed down 
from mother to uaughter. 

This i~ divulged by Wick !\Hiler, 
who has given much time and study 
to Indian arts and customs. 

"Navajo women don't argue about 
equal right,," he said. "<\.nd they 
don't insist on deferential gestures; 
they know their wore is final, their 
position [;:; enviable.'' 

One of the Navajo weavers, Eekh­
pah (Coming Again Woman), sub· 
stantiated this idea. "I don't argue 
about my rights," she said. "I don't 
even think about thrm. and neither 
does any other Navajo woman.'' 

Dressed in deer skin moccasins and 
a gayly colored skirt topped by a 
dark velveteen blouse, Eekh·pah 
fi ngered her turquoise·set bracelets 
and talhed quietly atout the cus· 
toms of her people. 

"Our women keep busy," she ex· 
plalned, "with making blankets qnd 
rugs. We get th:l wool from our 
sheep, comb and card It, and then 
spin it on that." She pointe!! to a 
distaff, a remnant of the ancient type 
of spinning wheel. 

She further explained that the wool 
Is dyed after it is spun and then 
woven into rugs and blankets on a 
loom. 

Eekh-pah speaks English as well 
as a white woman for she wPnt 
away to school. Returning to her 
tribe, she married a young brave who 
already had a wife and baby. " 

"I didn't want to marry him. 
didn't love," she confessed. "But my 
people persuaded me to marry him. 
Now, I no longer live with hlm; J 
1lm divorced." 

Divorce among the Navajos con· 

7· 

sists in separation without benefit of 
a court decree. Marri:::ge, also, often 
takes place without a ceremony. The 
common procedure is for the Navajo 
maiden .tnd her love1 to begin living 
under the same shelter, thereby an­
nouncing to the clan they ate mar· 
r!ed. Occasionally, after the first 
child Is born, they have a marriage 
ceremony. 

"It is not strange," said Eekh-pah, 
"for a Navajo man to have more 
than one wife at the same time. But 
the woman never has two husbands 
unless one is dead 01 unless she has 
a divorce.'' 

Freedom Is Right and 
Power to Do Your Duty 

Those who are crossing the thresh· 
old of manhood or womanhood 
should meditate on the two para· 
doxes which seek for solution-the 
paradox of Authority and Freedom 
and the paradox of lllght and Duty.

Duns by Post Forbidden 
by the U.S. Government 

Despite all that has been said on the 
subject of dunning by postal card, says 
Pathfinder Magazine, there still exists 
some confusion on this matter. Section 
471 of the United States postal laws 
and regulations says In part: "Any 
postal card upon which any delinea­
tions, epithets, terms, or langtJage ot 
an indecent, lewd, lascivious, obscene, 
llbelous, scurrilous, defamatory, or 
threatening character, or calculated by 
the terms or manner of style of dlsplny 
and obviously Intended to reflect in-· 
juriously upon the character or con­
duct of another, is unmailable." 

The Post Office department has ruled 
that this "threatening" provision cov­
ers cards which threaten bringing ot 
suits or legal action in the event ac­
counts or debts, etc., are not paid. 
However, thls does not Include notices 
or fraternal and other organization!! ot 
dues, assessments, etc., even though 
they call attention to the fact that 
failure to remit will result in suspen­
sion or other action. Neither does it 
Include notices o! when accounts wlll 
te due nor a re3pectful request fo-, 
settlement of current accounts. But 1111 
any case sucb payments must not ap­
pear to be nor be referred to as post 
due.
