"The l10lding cvmpa!JY nas developed 1'1 t "t ., ~wblic util:.y field for the same reasons that 
it den!!oped in other industries, and presumJIJly for tho? same reasons which made it useful to 
tl~e Gc,·er!lment in establi:-hing the T.;nn~<>.sce Vallt>y ,\uU.ority. 

"~he Pr2:;id ~ ~1t ha~ st.:tted that 'if we coul:l rem.~r t· u:..z financial history in the light of 
exper :once. certamly we woulct ha,·e none of th1s holoillg company business.' 

"That ~tatement apparently eliminates from any further consideration the great achieve­
ments made pos,;ible by the holding company in e\'ery major American industrv. Most of the 
ba~ ic products which the American public buys come from holding companies. 'rhe corporate 
names best I nown to the public and most repres~mtative of high standards are those of holding 
companies. The destruction of the holding company, as provided in th~ proposed bill, is no 
long:?r a cor"ern for the public utilities alone, but for all industry. 

''Moreover, the bill goes further than destruction of the holding company. It is not merely 
a holding company bill; it is also a bill directed against the operating companies, which so com­
plctelv limits th eir powers as to make Federal agencies virtually the managers of the industry. 

"The public utilities have opposed this bill because they believe it to be unsound and 
harmful to both investor and consumer, and contrary to the public interest. 

"The right to express opinion, even when it is opposed to an ADMINISTRATIO N measure 
has not yet been abrogated. The utilities have endeavored honestly to inform investors and 
the general public as to the disastrous effects of this legislation. According to newspaper re­
ports and the statements of Congressmen, thousands of individuals have written in protest 
against the bill. We shall continue to urge them to so express their opinions frankly and fully. 

"The President states that he is as 'unimpressed' by thEse protests as he was by the simi­
lar effort against the Securities Exchange Bill last Spring, and that 'the Securities Exchange• 
Act is now generally accepted ·as a constructive measure.' We would respectfully point out 
tha~ what made that A~t workable. was the o~position !hat.developed agains~he original bill 
wh1ch forced the adoption of drastic changes 111 the legislatiOn as finally enactea. 

"That is all that we are seeking to do in our presentation of the facts before the House In­
terstate and Foreign Commerce Committee. We do not object to a fair and constructive bil1. 
But we will not be deterred from our purpose in submitting to the Congressional committees 
the true facta of the situation, convinced in the belief that in due time the justice of o~ p~si-
tion will prevail."
