This is even more favor-
able. If the farmers organize
into' a co-operative unit, the
government will finance them,
without the utility taking any
risk whatever.”

Mr. Flyan is careful to
point out that REA has mno
quarrel with the utilities. The

sort of reinforcement for the
Giovernment’s designs against
the ytilities is in no sense true.
It is the one arm of the Gov-
ernment which aims to aet in
friendly cooperation with the
utility interests.”
