Drop in Attendance 
Discourages Leaders 
In Youth Center Work 

A sharp drop in attendance at 
the Youth Center here since its lo­
cation was changed from the Muni­
cipal buildil1(5 half a mile north on 
the Mayo Trail is causing the board 
of supervisors and Coach Bob Wal­
lace, nightly supervisor, deep con­
cern. 

"We are very unhappy about the 
drop in attendance since the change 
in location," Mrs. Lon Hill, chair­
man of the Interclub board, told 
The Times this week. "Our super­
visor reports that instead of 35 to 
45 youngsters, both boys and girls, 
attending, we now have only about 
15 boys and a f ew girls every other 
week. Thus we are meeting only a 
part of the need of our young peo­
ple for supervised recreation."

Center now is reaching only the 
boys who want active recreation 
but that it is not serving the girls, 
or even the boys who congregate 
where the girls are. "This is a dis­
appointing situation for us all, es­
pecially after we had such a good 
start in our first location," she 
added. 

The Youth Center was moved 
from the Municipal building after 
three weeks' operation when the 
ceiling board in the room below 
loosened under vibration because of 
the weight in the room above when 
the youngsters gathered there. At 
that time Lee Shannon, Prestons­
burg architect, reported that the 
city building is sound but that there 
should be bridging support of the 
joists. He estimated cost of proper 
installation of the ceiling at $200.

According to Harrod Newland, 
director of the Division of Forestry, 
some 40 acres of seed beds will be 
planted eventually.

"We will encourage needed plant­
ing and establishment of farm wind­
breaks and improvement of exist­
ing woodlands by producing these 
seedlings and selling them at low 
cost", Jackson said. 

"Actually, this nursery is a co­
operative effort by the Department's 
of Conservation, Welfare and Eco-

petuate our forests and at the same 
time, conserve our dependent youth. 
Under a pl:w worked out by Corn­
missioner Jackson, Vego Barnes, 
Commissioner of Economic Security,

Allphin, we intend to use dependdent 
teenage youths to do much of the 
work in the nursery," Chandler add­
ed. 

l Jackson elaborated on the plan. 
explaining that it will amount to
