ALLEN BtAST 
BEING PROBED 
·Door of Union Building 
Ripped Off by Dynamite 
Early Monday Morning 
Floyd deputy sheriffs and state 

police were making a quiet probe 
this week into the dynamiting of 
a union hall at Allen between 2 and 
3 o'clock Monday morning. 

They were considering the case in 
the light of a recent dispute and 
threatened violence at the plant 
under construction near Maytown 
of the Kentucky Hydrocarbon Com­
pany, but none of the officers had 
found a direct link between that 
situation and the dynamiting, it was 
said. 

The door and part of the door 
framing of the small uinon build­
ing in New Allen were blasted off 
by what is believed to have been a 
few sticks of dynamite tied to the 
door-knob. The building is used by 
both the Carpenters and Pipefit­
ters locals, American Federation of 
Labor. Dama~e to the structure was 
unofficially placed at between $50 
and $60. 

The dispute at the Maytown plant 
was between the Carpenters local, 
an A.F.L.-C.I.O. affiliate, and the 
United Construcdou Workers, witicn 
is affiliated with District 50, U. M. 
W. A. The Carpenters local won out 
at the plant, and it had this week 
eight carpenters and one foreman 
on the job. 

A U.C.W. member said this week 
one of his union officials told him 
the U. C. W. would have liked to 
have had the Maytown job but that 
it had lost and considered the mat­
ter closed.

Cancer Sufferers Told Of Hospitals ·

Sufferers from cancer, their 
families, physicians, aod all con­
cerned with the care o'f cancer 
patients are advised and warned 
that the so-called Hoxsey Treat­
ment for internal cancer has been 
found by the United States Court 
of Appeals .for the Fifth Circuit, 
on the basis of evidence present­
ed by the Food 'and Drug Admin­
istration, to be a worthless tr~at­
ment. 

The Federal Food, Drug and 
Cosmetic Act authorizes dissem­
ination of information regarding 
dn1gs in situations involving im­
minent danger to health or gross 
deception of the consumer. 

The Hoxsey treatment for in­
ternal cancer involves such drugs. 
Its sale represents a gross decep­
tion to the consumer. It is im­
minently dangerous to rely upon 
it in neglect .of competent and 
rational treatment. 

The Hoxsey treatment costs the 
patient $400 plus $60 in additional 
fees: expenditures which yield 
nothing of any value in the care 
of cancer. It begins with a super­
ficial and inadequate examination 
of the patient at the Hoxsey Can­
cer Clinic, Dallas, Texas, or Port­
age, Pennsylvania. The patient at 
Dallas is then supplied with one 
of the following "cancer" medi­
cines: Black pills, red pills, a 
brownish-black liquid, or a light 
red liquid. The black pills and the 
brownish-black liquid contain: 
Potassium Iodide, licorice, red 
clover blossoms, burdock root, 
Stillingia root, berberis root, poke 
root, cascara sagrada, prickly ash 
bark, and buckthorn powder. The 
red pills contain potassium iodi._de, 
red clover, Stillingia root, poke 
root, buckthorn, and pepsin. At 
Portage the patient is given the 
same "cancer" medication al­
though the colors of the pills arc 
different. The light red liquid 
medicine is potassium iodide in 
elixir of lactated pepsin. There is 
evidence that potassium ioide ac­
celerates the growth of some can­
cers. 

The Food and Drug Adminis­
tration has conducted a thorough 
and long-continuing investigation 
of Hoxsey's treatment. His claim­
ed clli'es have been extensively 
studied and the Food and Drug 
Administrati:m has not found a 
single verified cure of internal 
cancer effected by the Hoxsey 
treatment. In addition, the Na­
