Magill Cites New Law
Prescribing Procedures
For Hahdlmg Claims

House Bill 334, enacted by the
1956 General Assembly, is of In-
terest to all persons doing business
with county fiscal courts.

David Magill, local finance offi-
cer, Kentucky Department of Re-
vente, says the bill established pro-
cedures that must be followed by
the fiscal courts in handling claims
against the county.

This bill requires all claims fo be
filed with and recorded by the fis-
eal court clerk, Magill said. The
¢laims must then be considered by
the fiscal court in chronolozical
order as filed with the' clerk. The
court is without authority to con-
sider any eclaim which is not filed
with the clerk, he said.

The procedures will have litile
or no effect on the majority of
fhe counties whiehh pay all valid
claims currently: Thete are a few
counties, howeyer, thal find it
necessary to ecarry over valid
claims from one fiscal court meet-
ing to another. In those counties,
it is essential for the claim hold-
er to file their bills with the fis-
cal court clerk as early as possible
to insure that their claims are
paid by the fiscal court in proper
order.

Purpose of this law is not to|
restrict the power of the fiscal
court but to provide an orderly
manner for cendueting the county|
business, Magill said.

Wash Wells came back at the
close of the war and life Iength-
ened out, with hard work on a
farm featuring most of his days.
Belle and a brother, Alex plowed
with an ox-team, named Rum
and Rowdy. Alex held on to the
plow handles; Belle drove them
with a line wrapped around the
lead steer’s horns.

Old enough, she started to
school. The old log school house
at the forks of Daniels Creek had
a dirt floor but was replaced with
puncheons years later. She re-
members her first teacher as Wal-
lace Spears, her second as Bill
Johnson. “Lots of the  teachers
used a lot of birch but you know
1 never got a whipping,” she de-
clares.

In 1883 she married James R.
Wells, a neighborhood boy, and
they went to housekeeping near-
by. Her husband farmed and log-
ged. He entered into a partner-
ship with his uncle, Jim Perry,
on a river saw boat. These two
wandered up and down the
stream, doing custom sawing at
any place a man wanted to skid
a few logs.

In the meantime, hard work for
her filled every waking hour. She
sheared sheep, picked, carded,
spun and wove the wool, picked
geese, wove coverlets, made
blankets out under a shed near
the barn. “I got up every day be-
fore daylight. You couldn't lay
and snooze those days,” she af-
firmed.

She and James had eight chil-
dren, five of whom are yet living.
The family made a couple of

James R. Wells died in
1905 and is buried in the family
cemetery overlooking the home
and the river.

Turning to the subject of rafts
on the Big Sandy years ago, she
recalls a wealth of information on
rivermen and river customs. ‘Tt
seems strange now when I look
out at, the river and see no rafts.
My husband walked the river one
time on the floating logs,” she
said.

Wireman's Shoals was a place
much dreaded by the raftsmen.
When the flotillas of giant poplars
and oaks were heading over the
shoals, Mrs. Wells could offen
hear the rending of breaking tie-
poles and the noise of logs buti-
ing each other as the rafis broke
up on the shoals.

3. That it can be established
without undue injury to existing
local thrift' dnd home-financing
institutions.

It was emphasized that the East
Kentucky Federal Savings &
Loan Associatio nis a community
project formed to ehcourage
home-huilding and is not design-
ed to have any harmful effect on
existing banking institutions. This
argument, it was said, is supple-
mented by the fact that under the
Federal Reserve System banks
may not make a lean off more than
five years’ duration while a fed-
eral savings and loan association
may not make a loan for any
period less than five years.

Ground-floor offices are reguir-
ed of such an institution, and the
East Kentucky Federal Savings &
Loan Association expects to locate
in the business section of Pres-
tonsburg. It was said this week

Miner, Crushed by Car and Roof,
Says God Intervened for Him

By QUENTIN ALLEN

Virgil Webh is a coal miner who
knows that God heard his prayers
deep in a coal mine and shaped
circumstances so he could be rescued
and eventually saved.

The night of December 9, 1955 is
likely to be a night which Webb,
a miner for twenty years, will al-
ways remember. It was this night,
he says, when God intervened with
certain death to spare his life.

The Prestonsburg man had gone
to work at the Princess Elkhorn
mines as usual that day, not sus-
pecting that before his shift was
over, he would be lying, maimed and
bruised, as near death, as death
could be approached.

Webb, before he starfed his ac-
count of that fateful day's events,
said that most people don’t think
an accident can happen to them. It
was always happening to the other
fellow. He was happy that day. His
wife was expecting, and Christmas,
4 very special time of the year in
the Webb household, was mnear,

He was checking the skids with
only thirty minutes left in the
evening shift, just returning from
the loading point when he hit his
back against something and pitch-
ed forward onto a loaded coal car.
Almost immediately he felt unbear-
able, excruciating pain tear his leg.

The action was too fast for com-
prehension, except, when his leg
pulled loose from its hip pocket,
he was sure it had been torn away
from his hody. “Everything was just

the stiffest penalty I would have to
pay is dusting myself off,” he said.

The car ploughed Webb into a
passage which measured from the
top of the loaded car to the ceiling,
had only five inches clearance.
Webb was a thick 202-pounder. The
coal in the car pressed into him
with crushing force. Small V's were
imprinted into his chest as a result.
“When a man is crushed by coal,”
Webb said, “he has V shapes all

Webb was lying in a grotesque
position. His left leg was dangling
over the rear left side of the car.
His abdomen was firmly lodged over
the car and his leg, as the car pass-
ed between the timber support, was

caught at the thigh. As the car|, . .

moved it bared the bone to the
knee. His body now, caught at two
places, the chest and the knee, was
being stretched to horribly that it
tore his body at the groin.

The pressure against this ehest
forced tremendous pressure towards
his neck. As a consequence his neck

swelled to a freakish size, as did his
head, causing his eyes to pop from
their sockets and come to rest|
upon his cheeks.After his leg had|
slipped from the enclosed space, the |
car came to rest 29 feet from|
where it had started.

But Webh, even after the terrible
punishment, was still conscious. He
was thinking, frantically—and pray-
ing.

“When death stares any man in
the face he calls to the Lord to
save him. I asked Him if I could
just spend this Christmas with my
{family and to see the baby that was
on its way. I wanted to get my life
squared away and redeem myself. I
wanted to live right. In a few sec-
onds a person can think of a thou-
sand things, T knew I had to have
help ., .fast...and I prayed that
He might help me,” Webb said.

Webb desperately realized that it
was only a matter of seconds when
the car would again be moving. He
knew that his battered body could
not survive additional torture. He
expected the mine foreman, Glen

He remembers that Glen Dixon,
John Bays, Jr., and Galen Pickle-
simer, taking & jack and lowering
the cars two more inches, removed
him from the car by “pure main
strength and awkwardness” out of
the seven-ineh space. He ‘collapsed
in the lap of Dixon. When one of
the four noted that Webhb's eyes
were resting on his cheeks, Webb
grasped his eyes with beth hands
and replaced them. “They were
stretched real tizht so when
I put them close to the sock-
ets, they popped right out of my
hands into place,” he said.

As Webb awaited the ambulance,
Dr. John Archer administered a
shot. He remembers I. C. Spotte
asking him how he felt and the
men outside saying that he prob-
ably wouldn’t live to reach the hos-
pitla.

Later, when Franklin Moore, Dr.
Archer, and John Bays, Jr., accom-
panied Webb to the hospital, he
was reporfed as screaming por-
tions of the Lord's Prayer. He would
then successively repeat the Lord's
Prayer, each time in a quieter, more
controlled voice. By the time he
reached the Prestonsburg Genergl
hospital he was repeating the com-
plete Lord’s Prayer in a perfectly
calm vpice.

His wife was not given any false
hopes. Drs. John and George Argh-
er, physicians who had seen mine
cases suecumb from lesser injuries
told her if Webb lives 72 hours they
would then, perhaps, take hope.
Webh lived. Inside two weeks it
was apparent that only time would
be required to heal the injuries.

No one can understand, the doe-
tors least of all, why this man did
not die. Why did not shock take
its expected course as it might on
one who had had his heart; lungs,
and his entire chest badly mangled?
Twelve ribs were cracked. his leg
bared, on one side, of flesh, and, ac-
gording to the doctors, they had
never seen a heart so badly bruised
without being punctured.

SENATORS HIT
OIL IMPORTS

Solons of Both Parties
Claim Foreign Oil Over
Level Set by President

WASHINGTON—Thirfy-one Sen-
ators, 15 Republicans and 16 Demo-

erats, calling attention to the faet

that the amount of oil imports is
exceeding the level set by a Presi-
dent's Committee last year, Monday
asked Director of Defense Mobiliza-
tion Arthur S. Flemming for “as-
surances” that remedial action will
be taken. The request was made in
a letter pointing out that the De-
fense Amendment of ‘the Trade
Agreements Extension Act of 1955
was adopted with the understand-
ing that the Executive branch of
the government would not permit
oil imports to exceed the 1954 rela-
tionship to domestic production,

“It is our understanding th_at oil
imports have continuously exceed-
ed the 1954 ratio to domestic = pro=
duction, and that these excesses
have been increasing despite the ef-
forts by your office during the past
year to obtain a veluntary restraint
on these imports through a number
of appeals to the importing com-
panies,” the letter stated. “It is our
further understanding that the fu-
ture programs of these companies

.. show greater excesses in sched-
uled imports at a time when domes-
tic production is being curtailed.”

The Senate members informed
Dr. Flemming that “no evidence is
available to us that oil imports have
been, or are being, restrained with-
in the limited determined to be
necessary in the interest of national

| defense.”

The letter further stated that DI
Flemming’s plans to re-examine the
basic standard for determining im-
port levels “indicate a further delay
in accomplishing such restriction.”
In conclusion the Senators wrote:

“As Senators inferested in assur-
ing that oil imports do not impair
the necessary developments of do~

| preciate any further advice or in-

formation you can furnish us as fo
this matter, including whatever as-
surances you can give us that ac-
tion will be taken to carry out the
intent of the Defense Amendment
to hold oil imports to the 1954 rela-
tionship.”

ITo Push Passage
Of Bond Issue

Frankfort, Aug. 2 — The Ken-
tucky Better Roads Council was
formed recently in Louisville, to
promote passage of the State’s $100,-

Nov. 6 general election,

Former Governor
was named president, with Mayor
Hecht Lackey, Owensboro, and H.
P. Minch, road chairman of Ken-
tucky Rural Letter Carriers Associa-
tion, co-vice-presidents, Dewey Dan-
iel, of Hazard, was named treasurer
and Glen Weinman, Lexingtqn,
secretary.

If the bond issue, passed by the
Legislature last spring, is approved
by the voters, the money will be
used to match federal funds for
construction of a 640-mile inter-
state highway system within the
State, and for primary, secondary
and rural roads.

Speakers at the organizational
meeting  included Frankfort attor-
ney Joseph J.: Leary, who largely
drafted the  bond-issue act passed
by the Legislature; State Highway
Commissioner Bert Kiser, Dwight
Bray, chief engineer of the State
Highway Department and Dr, James
W. Martin, state finance commis-
sioner,

The five-point program as out-
lined by Leary was:

1. Kentucky could receive an
estimated $486,100,000 for the con-
struetion of inter-state highways.

2. State would receive $55,620,-
1000 in federal aid for other roads
during the next three years.

3. To secure all federal aid avail-
able on a matching basis, including
money at ratios of 9 to 1, 50-50,
and 60-40, the State would have to
put. up $57,550,000 during the ne ~.I
three years.

4. Of the $57,5560,000 proposed to
be spent for matching funds during
the 1957-59 period, $11,930,000 would
be matched 8 to 1 by the Federal
Government and the remainder at
50-50 or 60-40 ratios.

5. Per cent estimated cost of the
640-mile inter-state highway sys-
tem in Kentucky would be $486,-
100,000 over a l3-year-period.

Of Ex-President Gave Church Its Name.
Truman Says In Lette;' To Ky. Senator

Former President Harry S. Tru-
man tells an interesting story of
how historic Long Run church

got its name in a letter to Sen-

ator Earle C. Clements.
Commenting on a bill intro-
duced in the Senate by Senator
Clements requesting a study of
making the Long Run area in Jef-
ferson county a national monu-
ment, the former President said:
“My two grandmothers and one
of my grandfathers were mem-
bers of that church, and I remem-
ber Grandmother Young telling
me how the church got its name.
It seems that her grandfather and
some of his neighbors were be-
ing chased by Indians. When they
scattered, her grandfather crawl-

ed into a hollow log to hide. The
Indian who was after him jump-
ed up on the log and, after look-
ing in vain in all divections, said,
‘Long Run, white man

The grandfather of President
Abraham Lincoln owned the area
where the church was built 111
years ago, and he was killed by
Indians there. His body is buried
under the church.

Pending consideration of the
bill, Senator Clements has asked
the National Park Service to
make a report on the historical
importance of the site. Governor
Chandler also has expressed in-
terest in preserving the famous,
old church
