FOUR LARGER
SCHOOLS SHY
OF TEACHERS

Qualifications Demand,
Pay Create Shortages
Of East Ky. Teachers

As the county's 10 largest
schools prepared this week for
next Monday’s opening of their
high school and grade depart-
‘ments a definite shortage of teach-
ers beset principals of these
schools and the office of the coun-
ty superintendent of scheols.

“We're worried,” Superinten-
dent Virgil ©O. Turner admitted.
“But,” he added, “we still aren’t
as hard hit as some other counties
in this section.”

The trouble is centered mostly

in the high schools, and it has de-
veloped from more than one
cause, notably two:
1. The demand by the State
Department of Education for fully
certified teachers in the high
schools in compliance with ideals
of the Minimum Foundation Pro-
gram.

2. Competition from other
states where teacher salary in-
creases have been greater than in
Kentucky and where teaching
standards have been lowered
rather than raised.

The State Department's rule
was relaxed last week. “But it
came too late,” Mr. Turner said.
“We had one teacher with a
master’s degree, but Frankfort
said, ‘No’, 7 commented D. W.
Howard, principal of the Betsy
Layne school which is one of the
three schools hardest hit.

ENTERS TEST

Martin in Competition
With Other Area Towns
In Civic Improvements

Martin has entered into com-
petition with other towns repre-
senting a 16-county area for the

county $100,000 it was pointed
out this week by attendance of-

bert Prater. Martin said that this
would buy a lot of instruetional
needs, housing and fransportation
facilities.

“Under the law the amount of
money allocated Floyd county
and all other counties is based on
the average daily attendance in
our schools,”” Martin and Prater
said in a prepared statement.
“This means that we get paid for
only those who attend school from
day fo day and not for those who
are absent. To have a good school
system necessitates ample returns
from revenue, When our boys
and girls are absent from school
we lose the money which was
provided for them fo get an edu-
cation.

“The records show that one
child out of every ten enrolled
in Floyd county is not in regular
attendance. Instead of giving an
education to everyone, we are
giving an education to only 90
per cent of our boys and girls.
The records also show that only
|1 out of every 4 or 5 who enters
| first grade goes ahead to com-
plete high school. Here are the
records, which are not very pleas-
ant to see, and it seems that Floyd
county needs to wake up and do
something about this problem. If
our attendance does not improve,
Floyd county could stand to loose
approximately $100,000 dollars
this year under our new law, lost

'PLANT, MAINS
SET, SEPT. 6th

Low Bid To Determine
Amount of Bond Issue
Prestonsburg To Offer

The City of Prestonsburg will
open contractors’ bids Sept, 6 on
its proposed new water treatment
plant, new reservoir and approXi-
mately 14,000 feet of water mains,
plus smaller connection piping
and fittings. :

The decision to advertise for
bids was reached at a recent
meeting of the City Council. The
low bid received, if acceptable,
will determine the amount of the
bond issue to be offered for sale
| by the Council.

Three contracts are offered for
bids. The first ecalls for furnish-
(ing and installing of a steel reser-
| voir of 400,000-gallon capacity, 40
!feet in diameter and 42 feet high.
| The second contract calls for
furnishing and installing water
mains with fittings and acces-
sories. The mains range from 14
inches to 6 inches, with 9,832 feet
of 12-inch line and 2,289 feet of
8-inch line comprising the greater
part of this phase of the work.

The third contract provides for
the construction a million-gallon-
per-day water ftreatment plant
witl raw water intake and excav-
ation and construction of the
foundation for the reservoir and
other miscellaneous items.

The reservoir and water treat-
ment plant, both to supplant ex-
isting installations which engi-
neers have declared inadequate to
Prestonsburg’s needs, will be lo-
|cated on city-owned property on
| the Mayo farm, about tweo miles
east of downtown Prestonsbuig.
Water main consfruction will be
between that site and the main
part of Prestonsburg, also in oth-
er points within the corporate
limits of the town.

Specifications and plans for the

COVER CROPS
Mr. Farmer, do you have valu-

this winter? You will unless you
plan for a winter cover erop now.
Cover crops can do many things
for your soil that nothing else can |
do. They protect it from evosion,
prevent valuable plant foods from'
leaching during the winter, add
miuch needed organic matter and
plant foods and improve

physical condition of your seil.

The recommended seeding dates !
are August 1 to September 30 for
small grain and hairy vetch. A
mixture of one bushel of Balbo
rye and 20-30 pmmds of vetch per
acre seems to give best results
in Floyd county.

A cover crop should always he
seeded in a prepared seed bed and
not on the bare ground. Seeding
on bare soil very seldom results
in a good stand.

LATE LAMBS

Lambs that have not “topped
out” by now should be drenched
and held over until fall. "During
the hot summer months, lambs
make little or no gains. It is dif-
| ficult to get enough finish on
[them to be sold for slaughter. By
|holding them over until fall, they
can be finished as heavy weights.
The sheepman will gef less per
pound but the differenee may be
made up by additional pounds.

NEW FLOCKS

This is the story all over this|
section, Superinfendent Turner
said. The Pike county situation is |
much worse than Floyd's, he said. |
Of 25 grade and high school
teachers needed to staff the Jen-
kins schools in Lefcher county
two were available this week, it
‘was reported.

The relaxation of rules effected
by last week’s order of the De-
partment of Education permits
teachers who have a college de-
gree and an elemenfary certifi-
cate to teach in the high schools
on an emergency basis without
being cut to the salary level of an
emergency teacher. Prior to issu-
ance of that order, such teachers
were scheduled to be paid on the
basis of an emergency teacher,
and this caused teachers to look
elsewhere for emplcvment—-eithel
in eother states or to private in-
dustry.

Floyd schools are going begging
for instructers in mathematics,
home economics, secience and
musie. They are hit from another
angle under the Minimum Foun-
dation program: a teacher whose
major, for instanee, is in the field
of English but who is gualified to
teach mathematics cannot be
shifted to the latter course in the |
event there is another teacher at |
hand qualified for the teaching
of English.

A MINOR ERROR

Then
in the Ice Age the Levisa Ferk
flowed along on bedrock at a low-
er elevation than now. Slowly the
glacial ice crept southward, then
in a few thousand years receded.
The Ohio River tributaries, like
the Big Sandy, filled their val-
leys with typieally fine grained
sediments from their drainage
areas. After this alluviation the
streams beds were higher., Thus
the present low water level in
the Big Sandy, particularly in the
Prestonsburg quadrangle, is 40 to
45 feet below the top of the yal-
ley fill. So the survey report de-
scribes the changes of time.

The paper notes the disposition
of the precipitation in the area
near Prestonsburg. Between 1934
and 1951 there was an average of
44.6 inches. About one-third, or
15.3 inches, is discharged by
streams, and 29.3 inches is dis-
charged by evaporation and trans-
piration.

Chief source of underground
fresh water in the Prestonsburg
quadrangle is in the Breathift
formation of the Pennsylvanian
system.

matter. It is reported that the |
Western railroads are neot In
agreement as to whether such
petition should be filed now or
should be held up untii an ac-
curate appraisal ean be made of
{the effect of recent wage increases
{on operating costs, It is likewise
{reported that the Southern rail-|
roads are not in favor of seeking|
further increases and are parti-|
cularly opposed to asking for any |
further increases on coal. |
