One of Floyd county's 10 major
schools — Betsy Layne's—failed
to open for actual business this
week, as scheduled, for the want
of teachers,

The school had its registration
of pupils and home visitation
work by teachers, but after that
there was not enough teachers on
hand to do the job. So a recess
was called till after the Labor
Day holiday when, it is hoped,
sufficient additions to the faculty
will be made to carry on the full
schedule of classwork.

There are three teacher-vacan-
cies in the high school there, but
one is certain to be filled within
the next few days. The contract
of Robert Dean Elkins with the
“Wilderness Road” cast at Berea
will end Saturday, and he will be
available immediately thereafter
to teach commerce at Betsy
Layne. A son of Ned Elkins, he
is a native of Harold. He has been
a member of the “Wilderness

| Road” cast in both of its seasons.

D. W. Howard, principal at Bet-
sy Layne, said addition of EI-
kins to the faculty will still leave
vacancies in the mathematics and
social science departments. The
school this year has already hit
a record enrollment.

He point-
ed out, as the attendance depart-
ment of the county schools did
last week, that truancy is costly
to this county. Since the per capi-
ta of $80 is based by the state
upon the average -daily atten-
dance, non-attendance or irregu-
lar attendance may cost this coun-
ty $100,000 this year.

“Every timd. you see a boy out
[of school he is costing our school
system a dollar a day,” Ratliff
explained. “The biggest loss is to
the child and to future society
| where he can only say, ‘Gimme,
|Gimme." " Turning to Judge Hen-
|ry Stumbo who presided Ratliff
|said: “If we bring a case to you it
will be a chronic case that will be
eredit to you for curing.”

The director of instruction also
discussed school building care
problems, said that some build-
ings were well cared for and a
credit to the communities in
which they stood but added that
some were not,

State Superintendent Martin said
the $20,000,000 increase will fully
finance public education through
the 12th grade in Eentucky.

“This is the greatest opportunity
education has ever had in Ken-
tucky”, said Governor Chandler.

Turning to Martin, Chandler ask-
ed:

“Would you say that I kept my
campaign pledge?”

“Yes"”, replied Martin.

Chandler pledged during his cam-
paigns last year to finance  the
foundation program fully.

The program guarantees to each
public-school district at least $80
per pupil in average daily atten-
dance, or the distriet's per capita
allotment for 1955-56—whichever is
greater.

This year's single foundation pro-
gram fund replaces the per capita
account and equalization account in
operation before the education law
was amended by the 1956 Geuneral
Assembly.

Last year's per capita account of
$26,212,500 was distributed to school
districts at the rate of $36.84 for
each child between 6 and 18 living
in each district, The equalization
fund of $8,573,000 was sent to poor-

of education.

The foundation law was enacted
in 1854—and strenzthened by the
$20,000,000 inecrease in 1956.

The four districts other than
Floyd which receive more than $1,-
000,000 are:

Louisville, $3,346,520, an increase
of $866,068.

Jefferson county, $2,337,304, an in-

crease of $820,007.
Pike county, $1,679,723,
crease of $153,400.

Most of the state aid will be
spent for higher salaries for teach-
| ers. Dr. Martin said (eachers with
college degrees will receive an aver-
age salary of $2,900. Estimated aver-
age salary last year was $2,300 to
$2,400, he said.

Under the foundation program,
he continued, every pupil in Ken-
tucky can attend school at least
nine months. Last year, 12 county
districts had shorter school terms.

There will be 1,778 one, two and
three-teacher schools, compared
with 2,096 last year, Dr. Martin

added. There will be more class-
rooms because of new construction,
remodeling, and rental property.
I “Public educatign in EKentucky,”
Martin continued, “has never been
more adequately financed or treat-
ed more fairly in its history. The
Administration has provided the
tools.

“The teaching profession has ac-
cepted the responsibility to  use
these tools wisely, vizorously, and

will be improved at every level.
Kentucky is taking her place edu-
cationally with other states of com-
parable resources. . .

"We stand at the threshold of
potentially the greatest year in pub-
lic education in Kentucky. We urze
all friends of public education to
join hands in order that we may
build an educational system which
will in years to come, be the pride,

and not the shame, of our Com-
monwealth.”

Dog Law SUCCBSS

Is Told In Review

By Administrator

Dangerous dogs are disappearing
and the livestock pepulation is in-
creasing, Wayland Rhoads, adminis-
trator of the 1954 Kentucky dog
law, avers.

During discussion of progress
under the law, Rhoads said the most
aggravating problem is around the |
state line. Farmers near the Tcn-l
nessee border are having their herds |
raided often. Complaints came |
mostly from Graves, Simpson, Ful- |
ton and Lozan counties, he said.

“Not even the Ohio River is pro-
tection against dogs from other
states,” Rhoads said. “We constant-
ly pick up strays dropped by own-
ers who drive across the river from
Indiana and Ohio. Maybe they
think the river is the best guaran-
tee the dogs won’'t come home,” he
| said.

The 1954 law made provisions for
cracking down on unlicensed dogs, |

1t required payment of $1.50 h-i
| censes for all dogs and earmarked
the revenue for hiring dog wardens
and accumulating a livestock fund
to pay owners whose stock is killed
by dogs. |

15 persons were killed during Labor

Day week-end last year,

All-time high for
week-end in recent years was in
1954 when 17 persons died, he said.

“Labor Day marks for most people
the end of summer's vacation per-
iod,” Widener said. *Vacationists
rush  madly in search of a last-
minute place to relax—and it's in
such a rush that people get killed.”

TO BE STOLEN

IF 1952 POLL FRAUD REPEATED

Over g million votes will be stolen
in the forthcoming presidential
election unless citizens are more|
vigilant than they were in 1952.

This predietion is based on a
country-wide survey showing in-
creasing election frauds reported by
Jack Harrison Pollack in a Septem-
ber Reader's Digest article, “How
Crooks Steal Your Vote,” condensed
from the National Municipal Re-
view.

The Honest Ballot Association
estimates that at least a million
votes were stolen in the 1952 presi-
dential election.

Samuel H. Still, veteran investiga-
tor of election campaigns for Con-
gressional committees, told Mr. Pol-
lack that about 50 public figures
in offices they would not
have won if the elections had been
legally conducted. Election thievery
is not confined to any area nor to

any type of -election, the survey
finds.
Paper ballots, still used in two

thirds of the United States, offer
the greatest opportunity for fraud.
They are easy to change, easy to
fake, easy to stuff. "A favorite trick
of the crooked ballot-counter,” Mr.
Pollack writes, "is to conceal a
piece of pencil led (with wax to

Voting machines have helped re-
duced election frauds. But they are
required in general elections in only
six states. Desirable as they are,
voting machines aren't 100 percent
tamper-proof. Ballot thieves can
wedge a matchstick, hairpin  or|
metal clip under a lever to prevent
it from registering. They can mani-

pulate the curtain release cord so
that your vote does not register.
Or they can take advantage of laws
permitting assistance to handicap-
ped voters to step inside the curtain
with you.

Antiquated laws still encourage
phony registrations of “ghost” vot-
ers listed as living in flophouses,
office buildings, vacant lots, turkish
baths, mental institutions and grave
yards in whose names party work-
ers can vote undetected. Or they
may cast a vote in the name of a
legally registered voter who plays
hookey on election day. Signature
identification of the voter, which
permits comparison with his regis-
tration, is required in only 24 states.
(Kentucky is one of the 24 —Editor.)

Absentee voting permitted in
many states to accommodate sick
persons encourages fraud when par-
ty workers are allowed to pick up
the ballots.

You can foil ballot thieves by tak-
ing these precautions:

Vote early and don’t let anyone
interfere with you inside or outside
the polling place. Mark paper bal-
lots neatly, get a new ballot if you
make a mistake, and watch to see
that it is put in the proper box.
See that the curtain is closed before
using a voting machine and press
the levers all the way down. Seal
an absentee ballot with wax, mueil-
age, or [tape. If you are rezistered
and cannot vote, you can be sure
no one has voted for you by cheek-
ing the registration book after the
election is over. Report suspected
frauds to election judges, your local
newspaper, district attorney or a
citizen’s organization. Volunteer to
watch at the polls for crganizations
like the Honest Ballot Association
in New York which is working to
improve conditions

STORING VEGETABLES:

Just before frost threatens, put
into storage the vegetables that
are worth storing. Store only
sound vegetables: Under ripe veg-
etables are almost sure to shrivel;

longer be palatable. Onions may
be hung in small bundles in a cool
pléce until the tops are complete-
ly wilted.,

Potatoes should be stored in a
cool moist place or if there is no
place for them they should be
left in the ground, and the soil
turned up over the rows with a
plow. Then cut a furrow to a
depth below the potatoes on
either side of the rows and heap
