"The situation is serio1is ... -- Dr. 
Teague said , "Polio, as a r ule, af­
fects adults more severely than it 
does voung children, and the ra­
tio of adults to all polio patien~ 
has ri~en steadily in recent years". 
In 1956 anroximntely 24.2 per 
cent of all polio cases in the 
United Sb•tes occurred in ncrsons 
between the atTPS of tf>n through 
nineteen, an dabout 25.9 per cent 
of the total cases Wf>re among per­
per~ons over twenty. 

"Our voung peoplP need to 
know."

State Polio Cases 
Down, Salk Vaccine 
Credited with Gain 

The number of Kentuckians con­
tracting poliomyelitis has been re­
duced since the use of Salk vac­
cine throughout 1955 and 1956, de­
spite the fact tl:iat too few persons 
here are being protected with the 
full series of vaccinations, accord­
ing to figures reported to the Ken­
tucky State Department of Health 
by the 120 county health depart­
mens. 

The reduction of paralytic polio 
is attributed by the National Foun­
dation for Infantile Paralysis to 
Salk vaccine, as the incidence of 
paralytic polio in 1956 was uncheck­
ed in those who received no vac­
cine, but was drastically cut in those 
who did. So far this year no case 
of paralytic polio has been reported 
in Kentucky in a person who receiv­
ed the full series of three properly­
spaced injections. Salk vaccine is 
most effective in preventing the 
paralysis that so often accompanies 
poliomyelitis-it does not necessarily 
prevent the disease itself. 

Comparative J>tatistics show that 
for the five-year period, 1951-55, an 
average of 26.1 Kentuckians out of 
every 100,000 contracted polio each 
year. In 1955 alone, however, Ken­
tucky's annual rate of polio inci­
dence was 15.2. For 1956, through 
November 24, Kentucky's polio cases 
numbered 182 or an annual rate of 
6.6 cases ,fler 100,000 population. 
These attack rates are ba,sed on 
the first 47 weeks of each year, 
1951-1955, so that they may be com­
pared with available figures for 
1956.

was told his car was mistaken for 
another's. He said Salyersville po­
lice then decided to book him for 
reckless driving and that he was 
held incommunicado in jail about 
three hours. He added that he 
paid a $25 fine, took a receipt and 
announced he "would be back." 

Strahan said here that he was 
not drinking, was not driving 
recklessly and waS' unarmed. 

Chief of Police Prater said 
Tuesday that the roadblock was 
maintained_in an effort to capture 
five men in a car similar to that 
of Str·ahan's. The five, he said, had 
shot up the town an hour or two 
before the incident involving the 
Prestonsburg man, and police 
were stopping all cars. 

Prater said Strahan .refused to 
stop, although he did slow dgwn, 
that an argument followed and 
the Prestonsburg man refused to 
get out of his car. He claimed 
that Strahan started the car to­
ward the officers and that they 
fired at the tires of the auto. The 
chief of police declared Strahan 
admitted he was drinking. 

Strahan has employed counsel 
and plans legal action against Sal­
yersville police. He said he will 
allege false arrest and will sue 
for damage to his car. 

In the incident which preceded 
the firing on Strahan's auto the 
chief of police and State Trooper 
Minix joined in the shooting in an 
attempt to halt the foray by the 
five men in the auto.

Johnson urged the people to map 
a program, considering the work 
that is needed most and that should 
be done first. "We should work to­
ward a program of several years in­
stead of this little improvement or 
that little improvement," he said. 

He said the right-of-way for the 
by-pass around Paintsville is being 
purchased by the highway depart­
ment, and the work on the survey 
through the county is completed. He 
said that U. S. 23, highway, like U. 
S. 460, belongs to the federal aid 
primary system and that federal ap­
propriations under the new federal 
aid >highway bill can be used for 
improving Route 23. However, he 
warned that it is still a "squeak­
ing wheel" proposition, referring to 
the old adage, "A squeaking wheel 
gets the grease." 

He said we should undertake to 
encourage the government or state 
to determine what part should come 
first and make It a continuous pro­
gram but he warned that the "price 
is eternal viglance." ' 

The engineer emphasized that the 
highway needs on the route are 
growing enough, in comp:uison to 
the means, to bring about improve­
ment. "We have a sound program­
if we present a unified claim, agree, 
and act in one aecord, we will get 
a better ear to requests." 

Mr. Johnson who is a native of 
Pikeville, and who has served in 
the State Department of Highways 
for 30 years with four years as 
chief of engineer of design, explain­
ed that the time element is impor­
tant. He said the state will be re­
quired to spend a tremendous 
amount of money on roads within 
the next three years, in order to re­
quest more funds from Congress at 
the expiration of the three-year 
period.

The Stumbo boys from Wolf 
Creek, Ore., are selling off thei11 
161h foot stretch of U. s. Highway 
99 in chunks two inches square.

The Stumbos, who are relatives 
of the Floyd county family accord­
ing to oldsters, are laying claim to 
a portion of the highway they say 
the State never purchased.

Health Group Personnel 
Attends Ashland Seminar; 
Lung Diseases Discussed 

Attending a seminar at the state 
tuberculosis hospital, Ashland, re­
cenLly were Regina M. Roberts, 
Elizabeth Harris and Milton Stum­
bo, of the Floyd County Health De­
partment staff, Dr. J. A. S tumbo 
and Dr. Russell Hall, of the Floyd 
County Medical Society, Mrs. Stum­
bo and Mrs. Ethel Dickerson, secre­
tary of the Floyd County Tubercu­
losis Association. 

A tour of the hospital, a banquet 
and a program differentiating the 
various lung diseases were features 
of the visit. Dr. Donald P. Conwell, 
director of the Bureau of Preventive 
Medicine, told the iroup of the 
State Health Department laboratory 
facilities that are available to phy­
sicians in the diagnosis of lung 
diseases which often resemble tuber­
culosis. He stressed the necessity 
for proper means of handling re­
calcitrant TB patients and express­
ed the opinion that patients who 
refuse to remain in hospitals long 
enough to get well present the 
state's greatest health problem. 

Dr. Davidson, of the Children's 
hOspital, Louisville, gave a demon­
stration of childhood tuberculosis 
and told of treatment with new 
drugs to prevent the dreaded tuber­
cular meningitis which 'l.lntil recent­
ly has been 100% fatal to children.

Pushing aside leaves and the bones 
of animals, he wiggled through the 
tight, dark tunnels and emerged 
several hundred feet downstream. 
That was nearly a century ago and 
nobody ever tried it again. It's just 
a bit of local history but it is recall­
ed by all who pass that way. 

The Big Sandy is a great place to I 
live, as the First Man said, and 
especially so if you like stories com­
pounded of history and legend. Some 
are trival and of interest . to no one 
except the local' residents, but oth­
ers may intrigue the entire region. 

There was the Wolf Creek posse 
which went after Bill Pruitt in 1847 
on the headstreams of Tug River 
and killed him. Abner James was 
sentenced to hang. Billy McCoy rode 
to Frankfort and importuned Gov. 
William Owsley to pardon the con­
demned man, who was his broth-
er-in-Jaw. The pardon fil.'ially pro­
curred, McCoy rode hurriedly back 
to Big Sandy. arriving4i:le night be-
fore the day set for execution. That 
is history.

1 danger," State Fire Marshal Ray 
Humkey declared.

The state fire official cited the 

following suggestions from the Na­
tional Board of Fire Underwriters 
in his appeal to Kentuckians for 
Christmas tree safety: 

1. Until the tree is set up, keep it 
outdoors. Throw water over the tree 
occasionally to keep it moist and 
fresh. I 2. Place the tree in the coolest 
part of the house, away from fire-

places and radiators. Don't let it 
block an exit. 

4. Never use untreated cotton or 
untreated paper for decoration on 
or around the tree. 

5. Do not put electric trains 
under the tree. 

I 6. Use only electric lights, never 
candles, and see the wires are not 
frayed. Be sure that the wiring sets 
are labeled by Underwriters' La-
boratories. 

7. Provide a switch some distance 
from the tree for turning tree lights 
off and on. Don't plug or unplug 
them beneath the tree. Do not leave 

j the lights burning when no one is 
home. 

8. Throw away all gift wrappings 
as soon as the presents have been 
opened. Don't let them pile near the 
tree.

This is the first of a series of 

brief statements designed to inform 
the people of K entucky on the 
status of Education. 

In the development of plans for 
improving- the educational oppor­
tunity of Kentucky's boys and girls, 
professional educators asked the 
people for their sUpport. Their re­
sponse made it possible to enact 
legislation that has had, and will 
continue to have, far reaching ef­
fects in the improvement of our ed­
ucational program. 

We learned that the public was 
not only vitally inter ested in see­
ing Kentucky advance educationally 
but. was willing to do its part in 
making that desire a reality. Be­
cause people were informed then on 
the status of education, they realiz­
ed that th ere was a great need for 
a better school program; without 
that support we would not now have 
the Foundation Program. 

I believe that the public deserves 
to know what has been accomplish-

' 

ed since then and what is expected. 
I believe that if the people are cur­
rently informed of the educational 
picture, we can do even more-for 
indeed, much remains to be done. 

This is a crucial year for Public 
Education in Kentucky because it 
is the beginning of a new era. For 
the first time, there is money avail­
able to the districts for improving 
their programs. 

The General Assembly this year, 
on the recommendation of Gover­
nor Chandler, appropriated an ad­
ditional $20 million to the Founda­
tion Program fund which is enough 
to finance that instrument in full 
for the 1956-57 school year. 

What has this money meant to 
Kentucky's public schools? It has 
meant that there is definite im­
provemeut in Sf!Veral areas. 

For example, it is giving our chil­
dren the advantage of a full nine­
months school term throughout the 
state this year. 

The additional financing has 
made it possible to provide more 
adquate school centers. That means 
that there are fewer on e, two, and 
three- teacher schools than in the 
past. These new facilities afford our 
boys and girls the advantages of a 
widet· choice of subjects and ex­
panded school acconunodations. 

It has meant that teachers sal~· 
aries are higher than they have 
ever been in Kentucky. Last year 
there were more than six-thousand 
teachers who received less than $2,-
000 annually. This year, teachers 
who are qualified with degrees will 
receive a base average of ~,900, and 
it is estimated that the average 
teacher's salary next year will be 
about $3,200. 

The Foundation Program is pri­
marily a financing program but it 
does have implication for t he im­
Pl'Dvement of instr uction as well. 
This year, Instructional Supervisors 
are provided for .under the Founda­
tion law, which means a more en­
rich ed learning situation through 
professional supervision of instruc­
tional methods.

had a tremendous impact upon the 
consciousness of pioneer families. 
History and legend of her travail' 
are now so garbled and interwoven 
that historians, baffled and defeat­
ed, repeat with little credit what is 
known or said to be known about 
her. But in the more remote sections 
of Big Sandy rural mothers even 
now croon the Jenny Wiley lullably 
and sing their babes to sleep. When 
the child grows older it hears the 
Wiley story and in the daytime, 
when it starts to stray from the 
house, the mother calls, "Jenny 
Wiley, Jenny Wiley." The ancient 
fear of the pioneer instilled by the 
old stories come and it hurriedly 
retu1·ns to the house. 

Travel up B1g Sandy, pass Pike­
ville, turn up Shelby Creek and 
cross over onto the headwaters of 

1 Elkhorn. Soon you come to the foot 
1 of Pound mountai11, a ridge of the 

Cumberlands. Here is Pound Gap, 
through which the settlers pow·ed 
to people the Big Sandy Valley. _A 
great highway is being fmished 
through the historic pass but not 
so long ago the road was only a 
wagon trail, rocky and beaten under 
the traffic of a centUl'y or longer. 
Col. James A. Garfield, Union com­
mander, fought a battle. there and 
routed the surprised Confederates. 
Picket Rock stands sentinel near the 
gap, so named because Confederate 
commanders posted men there to 
watch down the Sandy 'road. But 
Dr. M. B. Taylor, the Red Fox of 
"The Trail of the Lonesome Pine," 

paralyzed mountain patriarch, fell 
forward in the wagon, that was 
half over-turned by the kicking and 
wounded horses. Mrs. Mullins and 
a 15-year-old boy escaped. Dr. Tay­
lor hid in the woods of Letcher, Pike 
and Wise county but his two as­
sociates fled to the "log-woods" of 
West Virginia. 

The authorities sent for Ed Hall, 
a native of Floyd county. Every­
body called him "the Mountain 
Man-Hunter." When outlaws defied 
all ordinary officers Ed l,_Iall would 
bring them in. He took tllr. Taylor 
from a fruit tree box at Vpe Blue­
field, W. Va .. express offif'~ where 
his son llad shipped him from :Nor­
ton. Taylor died on the 1;c affold. 
Ed Hall was· sick when they hanged 
Taylor and did not see him die, 
but, recovering, Hall and two others 
walked six days into West Virginia 
and killed Cal Fleming, brou-':l'ht 
his brother, Heenan, back for trial. 

Dr. Taylor, murderer and mystic, 
was an educated man who mixed 
science and sorcery to cure his 
mountain patients. He was a dep­
uty United States marshal for a few 
years and rode Lhe woodland trails 
under the towering cliffs of the 
Curnberlands, carr:v,ing a Winchest­
er, and a long telescope. In track­
ing his adversary or seeking to es­
c_ape an enemy, he would put his 
shoes on backward to baffle pUl'­
suers. He preached a long sermon 
to the curious crowd that saw 
him hang, said he would rise 
the third day from the grave. 
Nobody admitted believing him but 
just in case they put a lighted lan­
tern on his grave for a week.

Elkhorn Cl'eek was the locale of 
John Wright, alias Devil4B'udd Tol­
liver, of John Fox, Jr.'s "Trail of 
the Lonesome Pine." He lived in a 
big, two-story Jog house near where 
Jenkins now stands, was host to all 
travelers who went that way and 
cared to accept his hospitaiHy. 
Friends of Bad Talt Hall, the 
Beaver Creek outlaw, he· went to 
Wise, Virginia, took his body from 
the scaffold and broug·ht it back 
to Kentucky for burial. Wright and 
Hall feuded with "Old" Clabe 
Jones, the Floyd and Knott coun­
ty bad man; each with his hench­
men traveled back and forth over 
the headstreams of Beaver, Elkhorn 
and Troublesome creeks. Both lead­
ers were duly deputized officers, 
fought the feud under auspices of 
the law with warrants for each 
other's arrest. The warrants, issued 
by different counties, were never 
served.

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The Civil War added to the le­
gends of Big Sandy. The battle of 
Ivy Mountain was fought in Floyd 
county in 1861. "Bull" Nelson, Union 
leader, drove the Confederates 
under Col. A. J. May back toward 
Virginia. It was a rebel debacle 
but Southern sympathizers would 
not have it so. They composed a 
song, sang it in defiance of the 
facts of history: 

"You ought to have heard them 
Yankees shin-bones rattle, when at 
the Ivy Narrows they were strick­
en with horrors." 

The song· was written by a mol.ln­
tain balladist long after the fight 
when, believe it or not, few Big 
Sandians would admit the Confed­
erates lost the battle. But Anthony 
Hatcher and five of his fellow reb­
els knew it then. Hatcher had a 
thigh broken by a "Blue Brute" ' 
bullet, and his friends quickly put 
him on a horse and fled up Ivy 
Creek. Entering Mare Creek through 
the Sugar Camp Gap, they dumped 
the wounded man off at a Union 
home where pre-war friendship 
brought care and medical attention.

Are Most Unusual 
In Commonwealth 

Frankfort, Dec. 17 (Spl.) - Ken­
tucky, richly endowed with many 
outstanding qualities, boasts of one 
honor proudly upheld by its citizens, 
yet virtually unpublicized. 

A combination of the desires, trib­
ulations and expectations along 
with rugged individualism possessed 
by the Commonwealth's founding 
fathers resulted in some of the most 
unusual community names found 
on any map. 

FondeBt desires and hopes of early 
settlers is seen in such names as 
Independence, Liberty, Bliss, Joy 
and Paradise. 

Like the Commonwealth's coun­
ties, many towns are named for men 
closely identified with Kentucky his­
tory and occasionally was used with 
variations producing towns named 
Henry Clay, Clay, Clay City, Boone-

1 ville, Boone, Clark and Shelby City. 
The influence of trees and the 

great forest which was once Ken­
tucky caught the imagination of 
pioneers who preferred the names 
Oak, Oakland, Hickory Grove, Peach 
Grove, Beechburg, Hickory Flat, 
Pine Ridge, New Cypress, Olive 
Branch and Walnut Grove. 

Many community names were 
coined by the method used by Rob­
ert Harrison when he formed Cyn­
thiana from the first names of h!!' 
daughters, Cynthia and .Al1ha. This 
tradition has been retained in Beu-

J lah, Tillie, Inez, Irma, Nancy, Ce­
cilia, Judy, Josephine, Virgie, Cru:­
l'ie and Elsie. 

Water, which played a prominent 
role in selection of town sites be­
came the basis for Allen Springs, 
Big Springs, Clear Springs, Russell 
Springs, Mays Lick, Salt Lick and 

j Paint Lick. 
A cosmopolitan influence is clear­

ly seen in the names Cuba, Mexico, 
Moscow, Geneva, Holland and 
Ghent. From the French were de-

l riYcd Paris, Versailles, and Napo­
leon. The English influence is noted 
in London, Canada, Dover and Man­
chester.

While many community names can 

be traced to their source the reason­
ing used in choosing others has long 

1 since become confused_ with the 
passing of time. In these instances 
it is desirable to assume that a glint 
of pride combined with a generous

helping of rugged individualism 
ruled the thinking of many settlers 
when they chose the most unusual 
names in Turkeyfoot, Rabbithash, 
Uz, Vi and Monkey's Eyebrow.

- All 
coal mines planning to operate in 
1957 should be licensed immediately 
after Jan. 1, according to James 
Phalan, commissioner of mines and 
minerals.

Bluegrass Strains Resist 
Invasion by Crabgrass 

Seventeen of 25 test selections of 
bluegrass had "significantly less" 
crabgrass invasion than regUlar 
commercial varieties, says Robert 
Buckner, uK Agricultural Experi­
ment Station grass-breeder, in a 
test run this year at Lexington. 

Buckner said 25 individual plant 
selections were made from old pas­
tures and similar areas in central 
Kentucky. Seed from these was used 
on plots for a check against com-

mercia! varieties. 
Plots were sown in the fall of 

1954 and seed t:il::en from them last 

l
!iJring. 'T'he plots were harvested 
three times last summer, to stimu· · 
late pasture conditions. 

I At that time, Buckner said, 17 of 
the selections had "significantly less 
crabgrass invasion than commercial 
varieties; and 18 of the 25 selec- I 
tions yielded significantly more for­
age than the commercial ones." 

He also evaluated the plots for 
color. Those with the best color in 
February and April generally had 
poorest color in summer; and those 
poor in February and April had the 
best color in the summer. A few 
strains had fair color throughout 
the year. 

Tests plots were seeded this fall 
with the selections for a check on 
palata bill ty.

Louisville, Ky. - During the 

Korean War 600,000 men who had 
faced fire in World War II were 
called on to fight a second time. 
Yet more than a million and a 
half non-veterans who had since 
come of military age were never 
called to do their share because 
they could not be made ready in 

'I time. 
In the past this country had a 

"time buffer" in which to mobil­
ize and prepare. Modern inven­
tion has drastically shrunk that 
buffer. The atom bomb has an-

I 
nihilated it. 

For these reasons it was clear 
that the military problem could 

I 
only be solved through legislative 
action providing an equitable sys­
tem for basic training and con­

' tinuing active participation by 
non-veterans and obligated vet-

' 

erans alike. 
Beginning in 1953 with a study 

by the National Security Training 
Commission, the search for a solu-
tion was pushed. Opinions were 
sought from civilian and military 
sources and counsel as taken with 
all significant segments of Ameri­
can life. The result was the .en­
actment by Congress on August 
9 of the Reserve Forces Act of 
1955. 

This law has three principal ob­
jectives: To establish and main­
tain adequate effective Reserve 
Forces; to provide maximum 
equity of obligation for all quali­
fied young men; and to assure 
minimum impact on essential ci­
vilian activities. 

The important feature of the 
new law is the fact that every 
American man wbo acquires a 
Reserve military obUgation is re­
quired by law to participate in 
the training of an active Reserve 
unit. 

The effect of this requirement 
on our defensive strength may be 
seen when it is considered that 
young Americans have been ac­
quiring a Reserve obligation at an 
average rate of 500,000 a year. 
Before the new law, however, Re­
serve training was entirely volun­
tary and relatively few participat­
ed. 

The new act provides a series of 
enlistment programs which give 
young men considerable leeway 
in planning their personal ca­
reers around service ' to th eir 
country. 

There are two major enlistment 
programs which should be well 
understood by all Americans.

about 510,000,000 tons. In turn, 
1956 shows a gain of nearly 8 
per cent over 1955 and a climb 
of nearly 30 p er cent over the low 
mark of 394,000,000 tons consumed 
in 1954. 

McCarth y quotes the bankers' 
pamphlet as noting that between 
1946 and 1955, there was a 171 per 
cent increase in the use of coal 
to produce electricity. Between 
1949 and 1956 the power com­
panies nearly doubled their con­
sumption of coal, McCarthy re­
ported. 

Their coal consu mption for the 
production of elect ric energy dur­
ing 1956 will, on th e basis of Gov­
ernment figures, r each 159,900,-
000 tons, McCarthy said, an in­
crease of 11.3 per cent over 1955, 
with the 1957 increase expected 
to be even greater. ' 

Exports, McCarthy said, are ex­
pected to rise to at least 55,000,-
000 tons next year, an increase of 
7,000,000 tons over 1956. 

Domestic - retail consumption 
seems to h ave leveled off at about 
50,000,000 tons a year, McCarthy 
said.
