The number of youngsters 
the ''shots" in Prestonsburg 
nesday was cut down because 
measles epidemic. Clark: and Dr. 
John G. Archer, who worked at the 
clinic here, agreed the number ap­
pearing fat vaccination was re­
duced by at least 200 for this rea­
son. 

Youngsters appearing at the clinic 
here were told not to take the vac­
cine if they had been given a mea­
sles "shot" recently, and all were 
checked as to temperatures and 
symptoms. 

With the age for those eligible to 
receive the Salk vaccine extended up 
to 20 years, high school pupils in­
creased the number at the clinics. 
Another factor in the success of the 
program is the disappearance of 

fear of the vaccine. 
Mr. Clark said children whd did 

not receive the vaccine this week 
because of colds. measles or other 
illness may get the immunization 
by gain gto the health department 
on any Monday, Thursday, or Sat­
urday. "Our serum supply is ade­
quate to serve all eligible to receive 
it, and we are anxious that they get 
it," he added. 

He also pointed out that the "polio 
season" will begin in May and that 
all children should have received 
two shots by that time. 

Floyd doctors, clubwomen and 
school leaders are cooperating in 
the immunization work this week, 
as in earlier clinics. 

Whitley county farmers received 
approximately $50,000 for strawber­
ries the past year; 200 acres wm be 
harvested this year.

Final­
ly released, he went back io 
Breathitt county, but soon dis­
appeared. He was declared legally 
dead after Sf)Vcral years.
