ROAD DISPUTE 
IN FISTICUFFS 

Mare Creek Residents 
. Protest the Impairment 
Of Road, Schoolground 

F ists began flying on Mare Creek 
Wednesday: afternoon when truck­
drivers of a Plke county contractor 
allegedly refused to 1·epair the road 
impaired by cinder hauling. One 
driver, refusing to dump a lot of 
cinders on the school playground 
which has been destmyed nnd 
Deputy Sheriff Wheeler Lewis en· 
gaged in fisticuffs. 

Residents of the cre:ek have been 
trying for two weeks to get the 
contractor to repair the damaged 
road which was o!ndered seven 
years ago by J. E. Hanis. One of 
the biggest complaints is that the 
loaded cinder trucks have destroy­
ed the school Playground. Com­
plaints to County Attorney Hollie 
Conley resulted in a rec:uest by him 
to Pike County Judge {rvin Pruitt 
to pull the contractors off the l'Oad 
until the rain ceased. 

Residents were assembling today 
(Thursday) to put their ·own trucks 
to cinder hauling in an effort to re­
pair the road them&elves. A spokes-, 
man for the group said that a ne\v 
attempt would be made today to get 
the contractor to repair the broken 
road and use his loader to fill the 
farmers' trucks with cinders fo r dis­
tribution on lhe road. 

The cinders, called "red dogs" by 
contractors, are a product of burued 
slate and are excellent material for 
rural road construction. The cinder 
dump is on the property of the 
Pit.tsburg·h - Conso!idation CoaJ Com­
p:my. Contractors have been haullng 
cindets from it for years and many 
instances of broken places in the 
road have l'esulted from the worl.;.
