The State Board 01 Edticatlon will
be asked to tackle the knotty ques-
tion of merging the Prestonsbura
independent sehool distriet. with
the Floyd county school system.

cal eourt members, Ellis Martin, M.
C. Wright, Edgar Howell, Milt Stan-
ley and J. E. Harris, were named as
eo-defendants in each action.

The actions were filed by Jesse K.
Lewis, of Lexington; legal counsel
for the Tax League. Judge Grau-
man's decision in the cases already
had been appealed to the Court of
Appeals. He denied plaintiffs’ right
to maintain an action against the
officials.

Legality of Judge Grauman's sit-
ting in the cases as special judge
was attacked under Section 23.220,
Kentucky statutes, which provides
that a judge of a court of continu-
ous session may not preside as spec-
ial judze of any cirenit court in
Eentucky.

IT'S A
GOOD WORLD

This ecolumn really is the last,
The new book, “Kentucky Thru
Thick and Thin"”, just off South-
side Press, Lexington, is too rich
in mountain lore to be omitted. No
Kentuckian can afford to miss its
vivid accounts of pioneer days in
the hills; logging trips on the river,
the famous Licking River flood,
that neavly cost the life of the
author, Mr, Shelby S. Elam. Mr.
Elam, a native of Morgan ecounty,
lived much of his life in Salyers~
ville. .

Included in the book are the
late A. B. Palrick, U. 8. marshal,
and father of Thomas Patrick, of
Morgantown, form@r Consressman
FA. J. May and his late brother W.
H. (Bill) May, We imagine the
hospitabie Jones family, in EKnott
county, whom the author mentions,
was Wiley Jones' people.

Mr. Elam has rendered the state,
and Eastern Kentucky particularly,
a' real service. He does not evade
facts, including the hard ones. He
is the first native author of a bhook
to discuss candidly the causes of
Kentucky’s low- educational rating.
He was prominent in educational
circles. Had the suggestions he
made over twenty years ago to state
educators been adopted then, in-
stead of more recently, the state
would not be at the bottom of
the list.

“If I have dealt unauly in loeal
politics it is because the politicians,
in the past, as in few other states,
were enabled to spoil this wirgin
land; to rob its upstanding men
and womeén of their inheritance of
education—those Kentuckians who
would otherwise have made a rich
contribution to America.” This does
not. mean that many have not con-
tributed much. He only means
countless others might have; too,
but for the lack of education fo
which they had a right.

He refers to the hills in closing
paragraphs: “Hitherfo there has
beeri too much darkness. But the
lizht is there. It will shine brightly
when once the curtain of ignorance
is drawn aside te show its full
splendor.,” His refererice there is
only to those who are still in need
of light. His entire book helps to
make clear the duty of others to
them, and how {requently those
wiho would help are thwarted by
some who profit more when the low-
ly are ignorant and oppressed.

He says no one ¢an tell the moun-
tain people from others today. I can
g0 him pne beiter on that point:
No one EVER could tell the pro-
gressive and intelligent mountain
citizens. of ANY generation from
others.

Mr, Elam tells how some lawyers

and public ofifcials connived to cheat
justice; destroying pages from court
reeprds, to get their way. He dis-
closed how he was offered bribes for
teachers’ certificates, and jobs.
while county superintendent, by
someé who seemed so uninformed
they were, unaware it was bribery.
He tells how one politician or group
could get their way in a county and
hold it for years, dominating every-
thing, and how those who sought to
prevent such were hated by the
guilty.

All threugh the book he shows
the connecting link between great-
er education and civilization. From
the 1940 census hie found.only 63
percent of Kentucky children, from
geven fo thirteen, enrolled in school.
Misgissippi, the next lowest, (with
52 percent colored), had 88 percent.
Mr, Elam adds, “No wonder we led
the remainder of ‘the country in
homieides.”

His deseriptions of triple mur-
ders of fine young men wring the
heart, as do the stories that show
the love of revenge, and the atti-
tude of the oufside world toward
the mountains, in the past. You
will enjoy the U, K. incident, when
the brains of sharp mountain stu-
dents influenced an important de-
cision of school hegds.

That incident ealls to mind a
story we have often told: A little
barefoot mountain boy stood in
front of his log cabin home, as a
huge ecar swooped down the trail,
while his eyes grew big with won-
der.

The driver said, “Can you tell me
the way te Ashland, sonny?”

“Naw si,” answered the little Iad,
who had no schooling:

“"Can you tell me the way to Pike-
ville, Sonny?” the visitor begzed.

“Naw sir,” came the answer, and
the little fellow zaped in amaze-

find the highway?"

“Naw sir,” our little hero answer-
ed.

Flinging himself back inte his car
very impatiently, the world-famous

HEALTH NOTES

By Floyd County Health Department

The infectious disese we call
tuberculosis has had many names
in. its long history, The Greeks
had a word for it —phthisis—
which means a consumption. The
early Hindus ealled it by a word
with the same meaning, as did the
peoples of many other countries,
both ancient and modern.

“Consumption” was a good
word to deseribe the wasting
away of the body caused by
disease of the lungs. But it didn't
cover the situation when the
diseage attacked other organs of
the body. The disease masquer-
aded behind many names, and
many different symptoms,

It was way back in the seven-
teenth eentury that medical men,
first diseovered that “tubercles”
or tiny nodules in the lungs were
always found in consumption. It
took many mote years to discover
that these tubercles were typical
of a whole group of conditions
that doctors had thought were
separdte diseases. The name
“tuberculosis” did not come into
common use until the beginning
of the 20th century.

“consumption” is still the most
common form of TB. But the
germs that cause tuberculosis—
tubercle bacilli—can attack any
part of the body. The disease af-
fects hundreds of thousands of
our fellow Americans. It is esti-
mated that 1,200,000 people now
require -medical supervision be-
cause they have TB in either
active or inactive form. Close to
100,000 people develop this con-
tagious dlsease each year.

Unlawful Persons Posing
_ As Internal Revenae Men,
District Director Warns |,

Warning was given this week by
Wm. M. Gray, district direetor of In-
ternal Revenue, to Kentucky taxpay-
ers to be on their guard against be-
ing defrauded by persons posing as
internal Revnue field officers as
has happened recently in several
cities in Ohig, in Covington, Ken-
tucky and in New Albany, Indiana.
The method followed by such indi-
viduals usually is of a pattern:

A strange persen visits a taxpay-
er, usually a small businessman, asks
to see his books and then informs
him that he owes the government a
specified amount, The imposter at-
tempts to secure-cash in payment. In
several instanees these imposters
have quantities of various tax forms
which they use to “window-dress
their activities. Of coukse it is well
known that tax forms are available
to everyone and should not be given

any weight in a situation of this
type.

INCREASED FLOOD CONTROL |

FUNDS ASKED BY CLEMENTS

13 (8pl)

Washingfon, D, C., Feb.
—Specific details of a campaign he
will wage for increased federal
fiinds for East Kentucky flood con-
trel projects were announced here
today by Senator Earle C. Clements.

They include money to begin con-

i struetion of the Buckhorn reservoir

on the upper Kentueky river near
Hazard; to complete the survey of
the Biz Sandy river and its fribu-
taries; to hasten complefion of the
floodwall at Catlettsburz; survey of
the Kentueky River; and work on
the Ohio. /

Senator Clements sald that he
has conducted intensive discussions
with the Corps of Engineers and
other persons since the President's
budget was submitfed fo Congress
January 15, and is now convinced
that the specific appropriations

| are needed to provide realistic pro-
| gress on tlood c¢entrol.

“The contrel and development of
sastern: Kentueky's water resources
| are vitally necessary to the economic
| future of that area,” Senator Cle-
ments said. I feel strongly that the
federal government should give in-
c:eqqed recognition to this; and
'R}J(’Pd up studies of rivers to deter-
mine what should be done, and then
hasten the construection of projects
| which these studies show are need-
ed.”

Senafor Clements summarized his
program as follows:

“The Presidenf's budget contains

| only $30,000 for the Big Sandy sur-

vey. I will seek $76,000, the amount
needed to complete this study.

“Only $30,000 is recommended for
the Kentucky survey. I will ask for
$50,000, which' the Corps of Engi-
neers needs to make proper pro-
gress.

“There are no funds in the bud-
get for Buckhorn reservoir, plans
for which have heen completed. I
will: ask for $1,500,000.

“The budzet calls for $1,000,000
the CGatlettsburg floodwall. T
I shall request appropriations for

such additional sums for this im-
| portant work as the Corps of En-
gineers will support in aid of my
presentation of a sound case fo the
| Congrass.

“There is no money in the budget
for a survey needed on the Little
Sandy River and Tygart's Creek. T
will ask Cengress to appropriate
$20,000 for' this study.

“Modernization of navigation fa-
cilities on the Ohio River is im-
portant to eastern Xentucky, be-
cause these projects are necessary |
if our hopes to provide for naviga-
tion on the Big Sandy are realiz- |
ed, and they will stimulate the in-
dusirial development of the area.

“Last year Congress agreed with
me that construction of the Green-
up and Markland-Warsaw locks and
dams should be speeded up. “Sen-
ator Clements added. “The Corps
of Engineers informs me that the
$9,900,000 in the budget for Green-
up will be adequate, and that if
it is found that more money can
be used it will be transferred to
Greenup from other funds. 'The
same is true of the $5,000,000 in the
budget for construction of Mark-
land-Warsaw locks and dams.

“However, I feel strongly that an-
other of the great Ohio River navi-
gation projects should be started
in fiscal year 1957, and I will press
for $1.150,00 to start construction
at Lock 41 at Louisville. The budget
