FOX-GASSING 
WORK BEGUN 
Extermination at Dens 
Begins on Abbott Cr.; 
Rabies Cases Reported 
Fox dens on Abbott Creek were 

being gassed this week under the 
direction of the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources in an 
effort to destroy the rabid ani­
mals. 

The gassing program, initiated 
here two weeks ago, is being con­
ducted in the Abbott and Middle 
Creek sections. Foxes usually 
hole up to whelp at this time of 
year and it is an auspicious time 
to exterminate them, conservation 
officers say. 

A presumably rabid fox was 
found by Coett Handshoe, Salt 
Lick Creek farmer, Monday 
morning in his barn when he 
went to feed. It attacked Hand­
shoe but he was able to beat it 
off and kill it with a plank be­
fore he was bitten. Handshoe did 
not know whether his mules were 
bitten or not. The animal's head 
was nearly destroyed when killed 
and was not sent to Lexington for 
analysis. 

A report received here Wednes­
day said that a rabid dog had 
bitten three persons at Wheel­
wright, but details could not be 
procured.

Attorney General Rules 1 

County Judge Henry Stumbo is 
without authority to revoke a 
roadhouse permit on the sole 
ground that the owner or mana­
ger has been convicted of viola­
tion of the local option law, the 
Attorney's General's office wrote 
Stum~o last week in respohse to 
his request for an opinion. 

Judge Stumbo sought clarifi­
cation of his authority after the 
grand jury had recommended 
that he take such action following 
local option conviction of oper­
ators or owners of such places. 

Commenting on the opinion, 
Judge Stumbo said, "Although I 
do not have the right to close 
these places because of a convic­
tion on a liquor charge, any citi­
zen. the Sheriff or the County 
Attorney can file a petition to 
close such a place and upon a 
hearing I will close all where t:1e 
evidence JUStifies action of that 
sort." 

The opinion from the office of 
the Attorney General was writ-

1 

ten by William F. Simpson, as­
sistant, who said that, although 
violation of the local option law 
does not give the County Judge 
the right to close the place of the 
person convicted on that charge, 
an inde~endent action can be 
taken if the person could be 
charged with permitting certain 
conditions to exist in violation of 
KRS 231.110. 'The defendant in 
that case would be charged with 
a vwlation of that statute and if 
convicted "the judgment of the 
court should provide that the 
roadhouse perm1i be forfeited un­
der provtslons of the other 
statute, KRS 231,120." 

"We fail to find any provision 
in the law authorizing revocation 
of a permit," Simpson wrote, "ex­
cept for violation of KRS 231.110 
which prohibits certain conduct 
on the premises."

Thirteen-Unlucky 
Number, Also Disgraceful 

Two of the three men in 
the automobile which killed 
an elderly man here this 
week have admitted they 
had been "drinking a little." 

Of course the driver did 
not intend to kill the old 
man. But the old man is 
dead, and that is what mat­
ters. 

One wonders if many auto 
victims do not lie uncomfor­
tably close to the doors of 
officers and officials who fail 
to crack down on drinking 
drivers as well as drunk 
drivers. 

Officers are often hamp­
ered by legal restrictions, 
and should not in all cases 
be censured for permitting 
a motorist who has had a 
few drinks to go his way. At 
the same time they have a 
grave responsibility, as this 
and other deaths so eloquent­
ly and tragically emphasize. 
Courts are often rendered 
powerless by namby-pamby, 
weak-kNeed jurors, but they 
have a duty to perform 
which lies wholly within 
their own power, and that is 
to do their very best to cor­
rect a situation that threat­
ens human life. 

Floyd county last year had 
a disgraceful record: thir­
teen deaths on its highways. 
Liquor did not figqre in all 
these deaths, but it did in 
most, and in the others reck­
less driving had its part. 

Thirteen deaths in Floyd 
county, mind you, was a 
greater number than were 
killed in highway accidents 
in Pike, the state's largest 
county and one which has 
more than twenty thous-and 
population greate1· t h an 
Floyd's. Floyd county had 
more highway deaths than 
Campell county which in­
cludes the city of Newport 
and an urban population. 
Thirteen highway deaths ig 
more than any but a mere 
sprinkling of Kentucky coun­
ties had. 

Thirteen is an unlucky 
number, we are told. And 
we tell you, it also is a dis­
graceful number when it re­
presents a gruesome toll in 
human life.

The biggest single item in the 
ARC budget is $36,358,800 for the 
traditional services to members of 
the armed forces and their families 
here and abroad, and for the mil­
lions of war veterans and their de­
pendents.

A sum of $5,232,400 is budgeted 
for disaster relief operations in the 
coming year, this being based on a 
30-year average. However, much 
more may be needed as was the 
case during the current fiscal year 
when more than $20,000,000 was i 
spent assisting disaster victims.

JUDGE HOGG DffiSENTER 
IN NUN-TEACHER DECISION 

Kentucky's Court of Appeals ruled 
last week that Roman Catholic Sis­
ters may teach in the public school 
system of the state while clad in 
the garb of their religious order and 
that their doing so will not be in 
violation of the Constitution of the 
state. 

The court's opinion,-a six to one 
decision.-prepared by Judge Porter 
Sims, Bowling Green, affirmed on 
all major points the ruling of 
Franklin Circuit Judge W. B. Ard­
ery in the controversy and observed: 

"We find no provisions of the 
federal or state constituttons which 
are violated by sisters teaching while 
wearing religious garb, emblems, or

A dissenting opinion was prepared 
by Judge Astor Hogg, Harlan, who 
wrote:
