Informed of the suit, Keck 
said, "The first information we 
had on the insolvency of the com­
pany was the notice that we re­
ceived from the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Insurance." 

"As a matter of fact.'' he added, 
"we took what policies we had with 
the company and replaced them 
at our own expense at a loss of 
five to six thousand dollars-! don't 
recall tbe exact figure. I never re­
ceived one penny from the Ameri­
can Casualty Company." 

Hall ba~ked up Keck's remarks 
and added that he didn't know any­

condition until "I read a little piece 
in the paper."

A Presldential campaign was un­
der way, too, and in the 1904 num­
bers the magazine was devoting 
much space· to picturl'!s of the candi­
dates, "Teddy" Roosevelt and Judge 
Alton B. Park:.er.
