Seedlings Are Available
For Reforestation Work
In County, Johnson Says

Price lists and order blanks for
trees to he used in reforestation and
wildlife planting are now available,
L. R, Johnson of the U. S. Soil Con-
servation Service announced today.
Although there are ' still several
months before planting time, land-
owners who delay placing their
orders may be disappointed in the
spring, Johnson pointed out that
frequently in past years, late orders
were returned because the supply of
desirable trees was exhausted.

Farmers and others who are co-
operating with the Floyd Soil Con-
servation District will plant about
200,000 trees and shribs in 1956.
Last year, as part of their soil con-
serving program, they  planted
138,000. These, plus the many thou-
sands established since the soil con-
servation district was organized in
August, 1950, are covering up bare,
eroded soil, growing into useful pro-
duets, furnishing valuable habitat
for wildlife and are improving the
generdal appearance of the land-
scape in this county.

“For salary purposes the new|
school law classifies Lr:‘a\'.‘l'.u in
Rank T to Rank VII depending
upon the number of hours the
teacher has, and whether or not

that same teacher holds a valid
certificate,” Turner wrote the
teachers.

“Consequently we thought it
important fo you to know that
under Ky, Rev. Statute 157.390

teachers are placed in Rank V
who hold a certificate based on|
sixty-five to ninety-six semester
hours of college training or the
equivalent; provided, however,
that persons holding emergency
certificates shall not be classified
higher than this rank.

“In other words if you hold an|
emergency certificate, even|
though you have a Ph. D. degree
you would receive the same salary |
as a teacher with a regular certi-
ficate based on sixty-five 1o
ninety-six semester hours of coi-
lege training. Thus; failure to
have a certificate, other than anj

emergency, could reduce you|
from rank I to rank V in sal-|
ary.”
