OF DETECTIVE 
Says Crime Decrease 
Voids Need for Post; 
Settles With Sheriff 

The Floyd fiscal court at Its meet­
ing last Thursday declined to em­
ploy for another four-year term a 
Commonwealth detective, and it di­
rected the coun ty budget commis­
sioners to transfer all funds in the 
Commonwealth's Detective l:i'und J-2 
to Emergency on Reserve Fund X-1. 

Alex l. Davidson, of Prestonsburg, 
who had held the detective post the 
last four years, was re-appointed re­
cently on motion of Commonwealth's 
Attorney Burnis Martin. The office 
was created by state law.

Not an acre of wheat was raised 
in Floyd county last year, but 37 
years a go, according to the old files 
of the Extension Service, farmers 
here sowed and harvested 1,743 acres 
of the golden grain. 

In 1917 only 143 acres were har­
vested and the sudden 1,119 percent 
increase in 19111 was due to the 
efforts of R. T. Johnson, assistant 
emergency demonstration agent, a 
title that now is designated as 
county agent. 

World War I was dragging to a 
close, but the government wanted 
wheat for our own country and a 
hungry world. F loyd county was 
a,sked to sow 3,00Q acres. The farm­
ers and R. T. Johnson responded to 
the challenge. Over 700 bushels of 
seed wheat were shipped in and 
sown.

Former Raceland Coach 
New Morehead Mentor, 
Succeeding Jamerson 

Paul Adams, football coach at 
Raceland high school, has been 
named head football coach at More­
head State College replacing 
"Shorty" Jamerson, who resigned as 
head coach in October. 

Adams' appointment came after 
a meeting of the college's board of 
Regents last week and was announ­
ced on January 11 by Morehead 
President Adron Doran. "Paul Ad­
ams was selected for this position 
after a thorough and careful con­
sideration of persons available, and 
on recommendations of representa­
tive alumni and the faculty Com­
mittee on Athletics," Doran said. 

The new coach, who was a Little 
All-American selection during his 
playing days with the Eagles, will 
take over his duties on February 1'.

2. The agency administrator is 
authorized to make loans or grants 
up to 100 per cent of the cost for 
construction of industrial plants 
and commercial facilities, includ­
ing commercial water, to attract I 
new industries to depressed areas. 

3. The administrator is author­
ized to construct needed public 
facilities, including secondarv 
roads, to attra,ct new enterprise-s 
and help established business. 
The contributions of local com­
munities will depend upon their 
ability to pay. The United States 
Government will pay the balance. 

4. Federal procurement agen­
cies shall buy supplies and serv-~ 
ices to the maximum practicable 
extent from depressed areas. 

5.The agency shall make avail­
able to depressed areas market 
research and other forms of tech­
nical assistance. 

6. The secre~arv of labor is di­
rected to provide suitable re­
employment training and voca-
tional education to the unemploy­
ed. 

?.Unemployed persons in de­
pressed areas who avail them­
selves of retaining opportunities 
are entitled to extension of un­
€mployment insurance for an ad­
ditional 13 weeks.

In 
daytime they must be r outed from 
hiding places. 

Weather plays a big part, accord­
ing to an article by Byron Dalrymple 
in Sports Afield magazine. Very 
cold weather and storms will send 
cottontails below ground, into wood­
chuck buiTows and hollow logs. A 
thaw, with warm, bright sun, will 
send them int o open grass fields to 
sit in little "forms" all day, soaking 
up sun. Jacks. and snowshoes react 
about the same, except that they 
do not hole up. and that snowshoes 
seldom willfuly go out into complete­
ly open territory. 

Rain is not relished by rabbits 
and it affects hunting. Oold wind 
makes rabbits uncomfortable. sends 
them to the lee side of the hills and 
woods to bask in what sun is avail­
able. High winds make all rabbits 
flush wild, run wild, and cotton­
tails often hole quickly. It is dur­
tng average gcod weather, the sort 
when the hunters feel best and most 
active, that rabbits feel likewise.

$5,000 To $10,000 Income 
Group Growing Rapidly 

The number of families making 
$5,000 to $10,000 increased 80% in 
the past five years, according to the 
Kiplinger washin~ton Letter. In 
1950, there were 8.7 million such 
families, just 19% of all families 
In 1955, there were 15.7 million 
families in this income bracket, and 
they represent 32% of all families. 

Kiplinger editors point out that 
this expansion of "middle incomes" 
is largely responsible for the boom 
in sales of autos, houses and appli-
ances. 

Correspondingly, the number of 
low-income families is shrinking. 
Families with incomes of less than 
five thousand dollars have decreas­
ed by 5.2 million, a drop of 15 per­
cent. 'There is still poverty, but it 
is diminishing progressively.

WRAPPING UP 

Some\\ here along the way from 
the hardy pioneers, who were sup­
posed to have had too few clothes 
for the severe weather they had to 
face, to the generation just before 
mine there grew up a fear of cold 
that was almost pathological. we 
used to decla\:e that Mother wanted 
us to take an extra blanket or quilt 
for wrapping up when we were 
merely drivillg a few miles to a par­
ty, often to a dinner and on days 
that were not so very cold by the 
thermometer. And how we padded 
ourselves with clothes! I should say, 
"How our mothers padded us!" Why, 
when I was a little tad, I woxe a 
red flannel "underbody," a cotton 
flannel body on top of that, a shirt 
on that, and then my coat and 
overcoat. Still later, when knitted 
underwear came into cur remote 
place, I wore "long handles" from 
early cold weather until l:lte, what 
seems like spring now. When I was 
still in short pants, I would have 
those long-legled things down to 
my ankles and over them I ''ould 
pull home-knit yarn ~tockin;s 

My legs looked like some diseased 
members that should ha~·e been 
remedied by surgery. especially after 
I had trudged to the schoolhouse 
and had run a few hundred miles 1 
playing Wolf over the Ri\·er. With 
so many clothes on. we always were 
too hot or too cold. Our houses. 
until stoves came in, were drafty. 
with blistering heat on one side and 
a re;lular storm of cold wind on the 
other. After the arrival of stoves, 
people stewed in their houses. rarely 
thinking to remove some of the 
heavier outer clothing, even keep­
ing on their hats. 

And ears must be a lot toug'1er 
now than formerly. Those caps with 
earflaps that we used seem rarely 
used now, except by hunt\!I'S or 
woodcutters, and then only on t,he 
very coldest, windiest days. As I 
have said bef01 e, many men 
of my generation should be for;:-iven 
for having ears that turn down like 
some of those of James Thurber's 
d06S in his numerous cartoons. That 
special set of our ears was without 
question helped or eren started by 
our pulling down the P.ars with the 
flaps. If we did not have flaps on 
ow· caps, we often borrowed a dis­
carded fascinator, and then we were 
literally "wrapped up." so wrc1pped 
up that we sweated copiously but 
.~till wore the ·ool f scinaror, n 
directed by our n:othc:s. It has 
been years since I have had any­
thing over my ears for more than 
a very few minutes, even though I 
am often out for hours in the very 
bitterest weather. And I do not 
see yery many men and practically 
never see boys so defending their 
cars a~ainst the cold. Maybe some 
extra blood vessels have developed 
in my ears to keep them so \/arm. 

When I think of the oads o! 
cover that I used to sleep under, I I 
wonder why I am not flatter than a I 
pancake rather than so "round and 
firm and fully packed.'' There must 
have been eight or ten quilts, be­
sides homc-wov en wool blankets. 
Then there was the fat feather bed 
beneath and around, so that a 
sleeper was tucked away as-snuggly I 
as a bear in his cave or 11ibernacu- 1 
lum. In an unheated rcom that \\as 
not so bad, but mauy of us slept 
only a few feet from what was left 
of the booming wood hrc In the 
fireplace and probably kept too hot 
part of the night and cold the test 

and boys used to be! Gloves were 
as much a part of one·s beirw: dress­
ed in winter as shoes or socks. Wool 
gloves, tufted gloves, buckskin 
gloves--they were everywhere. It 
makes my hands sweat to think of 
such things, even when I am out 
in far-below-freezin& we~ the 1'. 
Gloves are still pretty common, but 
not compared with t~eir former use. 
Evidently we are better able to 
stand cold or think we are; and we 
are healthier, too.
