Elg·ar Brown, who wrote the story that fol­
lows, has for 25 years been a reporter for the 
Chicago American. Three weeks ago, his auto 
hit a little boy. 'Ihe story of thai experience, 
full of the man's anguish, disproves the popular 
theory that reporters are hardboiled and unfeel­
ing-J!;ditor. 

My car struck a little boy. 

That's the accident most dreaded lw all car 
drivers. And rightly so. It is quite as t~agic and 
emotionally shocking as envisioned in your bad 
dreams. 

Nevertheless, the experience has served to 
convmce me that people arc inherently good. 

Today I am thankful, first; because the six­
year-old victim is recovering; and second, be­
cause I've learned that a "stranger" is just a 
friend waitin for you to need him. 

How I needed friends, that afternoon in a 
South Side street. 

The time was 4:30.I had just checked my 
watch, since I was due to meet my wife's Illinois 
Central train at 4:35. 

I was driving slowly(thank God) north-bound 
in a one-way street. Killing time to reduce my 
waiting period. The station was only two blocks 
away. 

My speed was cut to 15-20 M:P.H. for another 
reason. In this block there were children at play. 
Not in the street, but on the sidewalks. 

Several cars were parked at the curb to my 
right. The two I shall never forget were separated 
by perhaps a half-car length. 

Just like in the nightmares, it happened be­
tween two seconds. In one seco,nd I was proceed­
ing placidly. In the next, there was ihe little 
boy. 

It's unbelieveable what you can observe in a 
split second. 

Exploding from between those parked cars, 
ihis lad was no more than two feet from my 
right fender when I first saw him. He was run­
ning hard, whooping,. his tiny fist clutching a 
to.v pistol. Chasing Indians'! 

I saw his smile freeze, and the eager look in 
his eyes change to that of horror. He realized 
his danger; he could not siop. 

My heart pounding wildly, I jammed on my 
brakes. Too late. There was a little thud. 

I came to a halt abreast the second of those 
two parked cars. I wanted just to sit there and 
play like it hadn't happened. But I leaped out. 

Back of my car I couldn't see the boy. I shout­
ed: 

"Where is he? Where is he?" 
I looked around desperately, but saw no :1dult. 

One child cried: 
"He's under the car!" 
But he wasn't under my car. I spotted him at 

last, under the parked car, in a weird position­
on his hands and knees, as jf prostrated in prayer. 

Now two men came runnin~l· I asked one: 

"Please call the police and an ambulance." 
He noodcd and returned to his home. The sec­

ond man looked at me and told, in the kindliest 
tone I ever heard, to take it easy. 

I managed one look at the little fellow as 
they turned him over. A good man-one of many 
good men-sat down and pillowed the tin3-­
head in his lap. Another appeared with a blanket. 

I was no good. I walked in a circle and said, 
over and over: 

"He's dead. rm just afraid he's dead."· 
The man with the kindly voice took my

"No, . he's alive. Take it easy." 
I thought about that little figure, and about 

my five small grandchildren, each in turn. 
I prayed. Being human, I also thought of 

own plight. 
I could not have avoided this, but who woulc;l 

understand? I was in a strange neighQol'hood;

The answers came rapidly. Already the 
dence was building that people are good.A 
man approached, put a hand on my shoulder 
said:

"Since the number of cases in 
dogs and cattle remained almost the 
same and the increases in cases 
among other animals, this indicates 
there is still a definite wildlife 
problem,'' Dr. Hectorne said.

CELERATION OF GASOLINE

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OF PRESTONSBURG, 
KENTUCKY AS FOLLOWS: 

1. All gasoline-driven vehicles in 
the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky 
shall be equipped with standard 
mufflers on the exhaust. No vehicle 
shall have any kind of equipment 
whatsoever affixed thereto or used 
thereon which would cause any un­
necessary noise in the operation of 
such vehicle. 

2. No gasoline-driven vehicles in 
the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, 
shall be accelerated in such a man­
ner as to cause the wheels of such 
vehicle ~ spin, resulting in the 
screaming of the tires, which is 
commonly refened to as "scratch­
ing off."
