Two-Year Study Shows 
Poor Eating Habits 

Frankfort, July 2 (Spl.) - A two­
year study of food habits of Ken­
tucky children released by the State 
Department or Health showed seven 
out of 10 children interviewed were 
eating enough protein foods, about 
4 out of 10 yere eating enough vita­
min C foods and only about a third 
were drinking enough milk. 

The survey, among 3,102 children 
in 15 counties and 37 schools, also 
showed less than one-third were 
eating enough green and yellow 
vegetables and slightly more than 
half were eating enough other fruits 
and vegetables. 

In adclltion, the surveys revealed 
one in every five children inter-

viewed ate no green or yellow vege­
tables and approximately one in 
six ate no vitamin C fOOds. In three 1
