Motion Is Made Jane 8 
Lexington attorney Jesse K. Lewis 

asked the Court of Appeals Friday 
of last week to disqualify itself in 
three suits brought by the Floyd 
County Good Government Taxpay­
ers League. His motion was in a 
petition that sought a rehearing of 
three suits dismissed by the appel­
late court June 8. 

The three suits were Joe H. 
Cooley et al, vs. Troy Sturgill; Polk 
Saunders et al vs. DuRan Moore, 
individually, and as County Court 
Clerk; and the Good Government 
Taxpayers League, Inc., et al. vs. A. 
B. Meade, as sheriff. The fiscal 
court was made a party defendant 
in each action. 

Lewis' motion asking the seven 
judges of the appellate court to dis­
C!Ualify themselves is the first of 
its kind within memory. The court 
on occasion has voluntarily declined 
to hear a case. 

One such time was last year when 
disbarment proceedings were 
brought against Lewis and Com­
monwealth's Attorney Bumis Mar­
tin.

Meted Fine, Suspension; 
Political Activity, Cited 
State policeman Carl M. Farmer. 

formerly stationed at Prestonsburg, 
but now at the Dry Ridge post o! 
the State Police near Williamstown, 
was fined 2 per cent of his salary 
for a year for attending the Madi­
son County Democratic Convention 
June 30 In uniform. 

The fine was assessed Wednesday 
of last week. 

Farmer resigned Tuesday of this 
week, saying: "I feel there might 
be some prejudice against me in the 
department in the future." 

The punishment was meted by 
State Police Commissioner P. A. B. 
Widener, III. Farmer earns $320 a 
month, hence, the fine would be 
$76.80. 

Farmer was under a 15-day sus­
pension for "misconduct" other 
than his activities at the party con­
vention. His suspension ended Mon­
day. 

Don Stw·gilJ, State-police coun­
sel, said Widener wrote a letter to 
the 275 State policemen to clarify 
their political rights. 

Sturgill said the letter prohibit­
ed political activity- factional or 
otherwise-by the troopers. Gover­
nor Chandler has agreed with Wid­
ener's views, Sturgill added. 

Earlier last week, Assistant At­
torney General Walter C. Herdman 
said in an opinion that Farmer had 
a ri, ht to stand up and vote pub­
licly for the Chandler faction at 
the convention. The law forbidding 
political acti\'ity by State police 
did not apply in that instance, said 
Herdman.

Payments Expected Aug. 1 
Mr. Roy C. Gray, Chairman of 

the State ASC Committee, announ­
ced recently that the national 
average price received by producen 
for shorn wpol marketed during the 
1955 marketing year was 42.8 cent~ 
per pound. He stated that this 
means that producers who filed ap­
plications for shorn wool incentiV£ 
payments will receive an incentive 
payment of $44,90 for each $100.0C 
that they received from the sale of 
shorn wool and that producers who 
filed applications for lambs and 
yearlings incentive payments will 
receive 77 cents per cwt. of live ani­
mals which were sold for slaughter. 

Mr. Gray went on to say that lo­
cal ASC offices will begin making 
payments to producers who have 
filed applications about August 15, 
1956, and that it will not be neces­
sary for producers to go to their 
county ASC office to receive their 
incentive payment as it will be 
mailed directly to the producer.

8. It is alleged that County Super­
intendent V. 0. Tw:ner is a stock­
holder in The Bank Josephine. 

9. It alleges that Joe Hobson, 
attorney for the Floyd County 
Board of Education is a stockholder 
and director of The Bank Jose­
phine. 

10. W. A. Spradlin, a member of 
the Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation since the merger of the 
city and county systems, is an as-
sistant cashier of The Bank Jose­
phine. 

11. The plaintiff bank says in 
its petition that the action of the 
Board, without requiring Interest 
from The Bank Josephine was 
"arbitary and capricious and an 
abuse of the Board's discertion." 

The First National Bank asks 
that it be permitted to bid and if 
it is the low bidder that it be desig­
nated the depository of the school 
funds. It also asks the coUl't to en­
join the Board from designating 
The Bank Josephine from serving 
as the depository in the absence of 
a contract to pay interest. 

Both the Preston<;burg banks '!re 
members of F. D. I. C. and Joe 
Hobson, attorney for the Board of 
Education says that "it is a viola­
tion of the Federal statutes for a 
member of the F . D. I. C. to pay 
interest on demand deposits." 

"Interest may be paid only on 
time deposits, saving accounts and 
certificates of deposit which are 
maintained and against which no 
withdrawals are made for a period 
of six months. . . . If The Bank 
Josephine violated this law it 
would be subject to a fine of 
$100," Hobson wrote in a prepared 
statement to The Times.

The dead man is John Gilman, 61, 
Turkey creek, Ky., third-shift fore­
man. His body was recovered near 
the jeep by members of a rescue 
crew and federal and state mine in­
spectors about 5 hours after the 
blast. 

Earl Edgar Van Hoose, 50, for­
merly of Johnson county, motol·­
man, his light lmocked out, maue 
his way to the outside about an 
hour and a half after the accident. 

Van Hoose sufered facial burns, 
but did not require hospital treat­
ment. 

Deputy coroner Russell Rodgers, 
of Pike county, who conducted an 
inquest, received Van Hoose's state­
ment as to the probable cause of 
the accident, but returned no find­
ing. 

Van Hoose and Gilman both were 
equipped with respirators, but Gil­
man appeared to have been killed 
outright. The two men were on a 
fire-test run at the time. 

Members of the rescue crew, from 
the Eastern Coal Corporation mine 
at Stone, Ky., said a flash fire ap­
parently followed the blast, and that 
damage to the area was heavy.

Today, Lewis again charged Judge 
Grauman was appointed illegally'. 
He contended in his brief that 
the appointment was ille,Jal because 
Judge Grauman was a judge of a 
court of continuous session at that 
time. 

Lewis noted that Judge Grau­
man heard the testimony for three 
days before 'he dismissed the suilt 
adding: ' 

"We categorically and confidently 
say to the court that there is a line 
of substantive and competent testi­
mony in the record to support the 
finding made by Judge Grauman." 

The opinion by the high court, 
Lewis continued~ did not touch 
the basic and fundamental issues of 
the cases "top, side, or bottom." 

"The court should withdraw its 
opinion and reverse the judgment of 
the illegally appointed trial judge 
for the further reason that under 
the law it is necessary for the court 
to determine whether or not Judge 
Grauman was disqualified to sit as 
special judge," the brief said. 

Lewis also charged in his brief 
that the court is antagonistic toward 
him, adding: 

"In view of the antagonism which 
some members of this court hold to­
ward the attorney ... it is respect­
fully requested that this be con­
sidered as a formal written motion 
for the members of this court . . . 
who may have become biased or 
prejudiced against the appellants or 
their counsel to disqualify themsel­
ves to sit in these appeals."

1 State Changes Titles 
To Be Effective, July I 

Effective July 1, the name of the 
Agricultural and Industrial Devel­
opment Board of Kentucky was 
changed to the Department of Eco­
nomic Development of Kentucky.
