To Kentucky Power, 
Manager Kincaid Says 

Kentucky Power Company has 
been presented an a ward by the 
Edison Electric Institute for i ts 
safety record in 1955. 

The company received the Acci­
dent Frequency Reduction award 
"in recognition of the achievement 
by its employees of a 25 percent, 
or greater, reduction in its accident 
frequency raLe during the year 1955 
as compared with the preceding 
three years." 

In making the announcement of 
the award H. H. Kincaid, Pikeville, 
district manager of the power com­
pany, said, "Employees in this area 
helped win this a ward by making 
safety a personal responsibility." 

Accident frequency rate is the 
number of lost-time accidents per 
million manhours worked by the 
company employees. Kentucky em­
ployees also reached another nota­
ble milestone last year, running 
up a record of a million consecutive 
hanhours without a disa bling in­
judy.

Stockmen Reminded About ' DRIFT 
Vaccinating For Blackleg I The Drift woman's Club met 

"If you have only a few cattle, 
or if you have many, don't let your­
self grow careless about vaccinating 
for blackleg," is the advice of R. F, 
Behlow, animal pathologist at the 
U. K. Agricultural Experiment Sta­
tion. 

Blackleg causes great losses in 
Kentucky cattle each year, Behlo 
says, in spite of the fact that t e 
vaccine is so effective that the dis­
ease could be practically wiped out 
if the vaccine were more widely 
used. 

The most practical way to pre­
vent blackleg, the pathologist says, 
is to establish a practice of vaccina­
ting all young stock. "Vaccinatin6 
calves under 3 months of age gives 
them immunity until they are 6 
months old. When they are 6 
montl1s old they should be l·evac­
cinated. This will give them Ln­
munity to the disease for the rest 
of their lives." 

All young cattle purchased should 
be vaccinated, Behlow pointed out, 
as well as those raised at home. 

After an animal shows symptoms 
of blackleg the ·e is little that can 
be done in the way of treatment.

Truckers Are Arrested 
For Tax Non-Payment 

Frankfort, July 26 - Kentucky 
revenue men have caught more than 
1,600 truckers at road blocks and 
charged therh with violating the 
state's motor fuel tax laws. 

Of the 1,626 arrested between 
April 5 and July 1, 1,431 were fined. 
Under state law, truckers are re­
quired to procure highway motor 
fuel users' licenses, post bond and 
file quarterly tax reports on truck­
ing activity in Kentucky. 

A 1956 law requires truckers op­
erating heavy equipment of four 
or more axle to pay a special two­
cent-a-gallon surtax on each gallon 
of fuel consumed in Kentucky. This 
is in addition to the regular seven­
cents-a-gallon tax on gasoline and 
diesel fuel imposed on all vehicles. 

Proceeds from the new surtax, 
with other thighway usage taxes, 
will be used by Gov. A. B. Chan­
dler's administration to help pay off 
the proposed one hundred million 
dollar bond issue to be voted on 
Nov. 6. 

The roadblock program, Revenue 
Commissioner J. E. Luckett said, 
was designed to obtain compliance 
with law, not to penalize tnlCkers. 

The fines and court costs have 
averaged between $30 and $35. 
Under the law, a fine could range 
from $19 to $500.

I To My Friends and People Annual Patients' Picnic College Enrollment 
Of Floyd County : At Eastern State Hospital To Start August 1 

I cannot resist feeling I have 
to tell you all som of my exper­
iences as a magistr te in making 
trips to Frankfort t talk to our 
state officials on busi ess that per­
tain to all of us and our children 
of F loyd county. 

In 1950 I made a trip to Frank.­
fort along with the rest of the fis­
cal court. This was on a special in­
terest of my own and of all other 
Magistrates of the state. Wh en the 
former administration had taken 
away almost all the pay we got for 
our services, when the law was 
changed so that we were not to be 
allowed anything for our road work 
and to hire a road foreman instead. 
We talked to the key man of that 
administration, John Keck, and this 
is the reply we got-"We are a€ainst 
this method of paying the magis­
tr ates from the Governor on down. 
The magistrates are breaking up the 
coun ties by working two days and 
t utning in four. " 

Then Happy Chandler came along. 
I did all I could do and am not 
sorry of it. He won. Some of my 
best friends jumped on me, said 
that I was sticking my neck out 
for no good. This time I did not 
have my own interest at heart, I 
was thinking about being in a 
position to help the people of my 
district, and all of Floyd county. 
I was not promised any job-! did 
not get any job. I did not want any 
job. I did not ask for any job for 
any of my kinfolks. I won my point. 
I am so well pleased and so cin­
fident, after my first meeting with 
this administration, in Frankfort 
on J uly 16, that I am not afraid to 
talk about. 

We met with Rural Highway 
Commissioner J . B. Wells, also met 
with Bert }$:iser, State Highway 
Commissioner. Those fellows treat­
ed us real nice-took all the time 
we wanted with them, went over 
the whole program thoroughly. We 
also met with and in Harry Lee 
Waterfield's office, then Governor, 
as Happy was out of state. Just like 
talking to ou1· home town man. We 
were not made any wild promises. 
I am not making any promises here 
but I can say that I feel in my own 
mind that here in Floyd county we 
are not goin-5· to be overlooked nor 
forgotten when it comes for help 
with our roads.

ERtdNS ASKS 
STUDY FUNDS 
Says Research Program 
For U.S. Coal Industry 
Should Get $25 Million 
Representative Carl D. Perkins 

urged last Wednesday that the Gov­
ernment appropriate not less than 
$25.000,000 for a research program 
:for the coal industry. 

The Hindman Democrat said the 
industry is composed of many small 
mines and companies and cannot 
finance such research itself. 

"Of the 6.500 mines operating in 
1955, over 3,000 mines produced less 
than 10,000 tons each, a true small­
business operation," he said. 

"In 1952, 1,665 coal-mining cor­
porations filing income returns In­
dicated profits averaging just $20,-
000." 

Perkins, testifying before the 
House Interior Aifairs Committee, 
said : 

' 'We all hope that the coal in­
dustry reached its lowest ebb in 
1954." 

lie said the industry absorbed the 
loss of the markets, railroad and 
domestic heating, which accounted 
for over a third of sales. The pres­
ent recovery comes from three ex­
panding markets-steam generatron 
of electricity, increased demands 
from the steel industry, and for­
eign exports. 

"The recovery is more apparent 
than real and is unevenly spread," 
Perkins said. 

"Captive'' mines, with an assured 
market from their parent cmn­
p:mies, are booming, he said. So are 
mines with advantageous transpor­
tation . 
. But the bulk of the industry, par­

ticularly smaller companies, are 
leading a hand-to-mouth existence, 
he declared. 

The many small mines in his 
own district are a t a disadvantage 
when competing with larger com­
panies more advantageously locat­
ed, he added. 

"Yet it is areas like this which 
must expand in emergencies, that 
:nust provide the margin of safety 
m fuel and energy needs," he said. 
"This can be accompanied only by 
a thorough program of research."
