Know Your Seil, Say
Lawn Experts; Analysis
Should Precede Sowing

With those first balmy breezes of
spring due soon, a perennial fever
will toueh most homeowners again.
It's lawn fever, and the symptom is
irenzied activity out of doors. But
much of this effort is wasted since
we quell the fever with bodily exer-
gise Instead of straight thinking.

You ean have a beautiful Ken-
tucky bluegrass lawn without an
aching baeck, if you start richt away

Here is step one and you can ac-

| complish it before the fever strikes.

KNOW YOUR SQIL.

Simple? ¥Yes, but how many times
have you had your soil analyzed?
State agrieultural experimental sta-
flons say more than half the na-
tion's homeowners have never heard
of the practice gnd-most of the rest
think it's an expensive proeess used
only by parks and golf courses, It's
not. It's the wisest couple of dol-
lars you ever spent.

Most of the state experimental
stations or state agricultural colleges
will do it for you, as will thousands

of nurseries, seed companies and
research organizations. Moest hard-
ware stores carry inexpensive “do
it yourself” kits.

There is nothing to digging up
a few ounces of soil but be sure
to go down six to eizht inches.
That's where your Kentucky blue-
grass rools will grow and that's

where you get the true pieture, Of
gourse, vou may need to take more
than one sample if you have a
large y
extra samples from places where you
arve having trouble getting a good
stand of bluezrass.

When vou get the chemical ana-
Iysis of your lawn, it’s timne to think
instead of aet. Look at your lawn.
Kentucky bluegrass grows through
most of the winter. Bare spots and
weed patches mean trouble and if
it’s all bare or all weeds you'll want
to prepare 4 .seed bed and do some
fertilizing. If wvou have blue
zrass you prebably have only a few
areas where you need plan to con-
centrate yowr efforts, seeding the
trouble spots and feeding the whole
lawn generously.

Remember, the final goal of most
lawnowners is a Kentucky bluegrass
lawn and bluegrass thrives on a
high nitrogen plant food. But, if you

| wait too lenz the weeds that come

in the spring will thrive on that
same fertilizer to the disadvantage
of Dbluegrass.

What is the purpoese of round
heel of Jumping Jack Shoes?

It is easier to explain the ad-
vantage of the round heel of
the: human foot. Few people
realize that the heel of every
human foot is round. Nature is
very sticky about the subject.
She goes all out for variety for
the fronts of feet— they are as
different as faces—and some
times prettier—but human
heels are all alike, all round.

Walking has been defined as
a process of falling forward.
The first duty of the foot is to
catch the weight of the falling
body. For this purpose  the
round heel 1s as important to
the foot as the round wheel is
to the automobile and the soft
cushion of the heel is as im-
portant in absorbing shock as
the air-cushioned tire. Can you
visualize the effects of equip-
ping a car with square wheels
and hard tires?

The roundness of the heel al-
lows the foot to contact the
ground with a smooth rolling
motion. A flat heel would
cause the forefoot to slap. Since
twenty four of the twenty six
bones of each foot are located
forward of the ankle, slapping
the forefoot is a flattening ac-
tion similar to dropping a
beanbag.

SOIL TUSTING AND
FERTILIZATIONS

Every farmer that is planning to
raise a crop of corn, tobacco, straw-
perries or a garden as well as those
with pastures and hay crops, should
be planning to have a soil test
made. A soil test will show which
of the plant foods are deficient in
the soil, and this information:c¢an
be used to determine the best kind
and amount of fertilizer to buy, to
meet the reguirements of the crops.

A farmer can save money two
ways by seil testing, first by buy-
ing only the fertilizer that he needs
and second by increased crop pro-
duction,

Farmers in Floyd county have re-
ported that they have inereased
‘their corn yields from 15 to 75
bushels per acre by soil testing and

Only through a soil test can &
tell what plant foods he
has in the soil, and whatis needed
fo prodiice a high yield.

Sam-
ples ecan be tdken either with an
auzer or.a shovel, by taking borings
six inches deep in 10 to 12 places
scattered over the area. to be tested.
This dirt should be mixed thorough-
ly, then bring one pint to the Ex-
tension Service office; for testing.
There is a leaflet available at the
Extension Service office, entitled
“How to Take a Soil Sample” that
i3 available to anyone requesting
it.

The First National Bank, of Pres-
tonsburg, has purchased a supply of
soil sample bags to be given to
farmers, who are planning to test
soil, These bags are of double
strength paper and of the proper
size to hold a sample. These bags
are ‘available at the First National
Bank and at the Extension Service
pifice.

The higher analysis f{ertilizers are
miich less expensive per unit of
plant food than the lower analysis
fertilizers such as 3-9-6, 4-12-8, and
6-8-6. Another disadvantage of the
low anelysis fertilizer is that there
are more pounds to handle and
scatter.

CHANDLER PRESENTS PLAN

OF STATE REORGANIZATION

By Robert B. Horine, Jr.

The Chandler administration’s "bill
on staté govérnmental reorganiza-
tion was. presented to the Legisla-
ture in special session Tuesday.

Before a joint session of the
House and Senate—starting the first
of four extraordinary sessions—Gov.
A. B. Chandler Monday night out-
lined ‘12 ‘proposed c¢hanges in the
govarnmental setup.

One would create a new depart-
ment—the Department of Public
Saiety-—to absorb the present State
Police Department, lowering it to
division. status. Ofher divisions
would be fire preventlon, operator
responsibility and seccident control.

Chandler said be plans to increase
the number of state policemen “to
patrol the highways constantly ahd
do everything . . , humanly possible
to. reduce the needless loss of life”

Another section of the proposed
reprganization would empower the
superintendent of public instruction
Lo reorzanize the Education Depart-
ment to cope with its—as Chandler
put it—"Yremendous responsibili-

Jties.”

Chandler said this change was to
help the Education Department “get
its house in order to perform the
task which les ahead of it,” He has
promised to lhave the Legislature
fully finance the foundation pro-
gram for commonschool educatlion.

The governor was congratulated
on his speech by many lezislators
and spectators. Before starting his
prepared address, Chandler had
complimented the lawmakers for
heir work in the regular session
which ‘ended February: 18,

Meantime, autheritative sources
said the reorganization bill woeuld
call for increasing the number of
appointive. regents at each five
state colleges Irom four to seven.

This would allow Chandler to
name thieée new regents at each
school—Mmtay, Motehead, Eastern,
Western and EKentucky Stale:

One source said consideration had
been given o asking. for a greater
increase In the number of appcintive
regents at each institution. That
would have given Chandleér appoin-
tees a majority. But the source said
it wab decided not to do fhis.

Transfer functions of the Strip
Mining and Reclamation Commis-
sion to a division of the Conserva-
tion Departmeni where "these ac-
tivities properly belong,” making
only a change in the “administra-
flon."

Replace the Division of Publicity,
now in the Conservation Depart-
ment, with a Department of Public
Relations.

Give the Agricultural and Indus-
trial Development Board full de-
partmental status as the Depart-
ment of Economic Development.
Chandler said he hoped the new
department would give “agriculture

The experts now declare that the
once “sick” coal industry is entering
an era of growth and prosperity that |
will lead to production of a bhillion
tons a year in less than two de-
decades.

Buyers of Insurance
Warned By Officials

Frankfort, Ky.. Feb. 28 (SplL)—
Commissioner of Insurance Cad P.|
l.Thurman today warned Kentuckians
against doing business with unauth-
orized insurance companies. A safer
practice would be to do business
with a firm authorized to transact
business in the Commonwealth, he
said.

Authorized companies are those
laws and have obtained a certificate |
of authority to transact business in
the state.

“Omne practice that has caused |
citizens of our state grief is that|
of buying mail order insurance from
unauthorized companies”, Thurman
continued.

Authorized companies are those
that have complied with state laws,
and ' must meet high standards of
solvency and may be sued in courts
of Kentucky in event of a dispute
over a claim.

He suggested that any insurance
patron. in doubt ‘about whether a
company is authorized to do busi-
ness, or whether any agent is duly
licensed, should contact the insur-
ance department here.

Dr. H. Beecher Charmbury, of
Pennsylvania State University, for-
sees an annual coal production of
one hillion tons by 1975 as a result
of the nation’s increasing popula-
tion.

Coal production in the past few
years has been a marvel of indus-
trial efficiency. Coal is still selling
at about the same price as eight
years ago. Wages are higher, hut
the increased costs of mining coal
have been offset by greater efficien-
ey and productivity.

“The coal industry’s advance in
this respect has been phenomenal
when compared with other industry
and foreign counterparts says
Joseph Pursolve, research chief of
Pitt-Consolidated Company. “Tons:
per man mined during 1955 prob-
ably averaged close to 10 a day,
compared to 6 in 194%-and 5 in pre-
war years. And the decade of the
1950's probably will see coal mine
productivity doubled.”

Already electronic-controlled con-
tinuous miners are ripping coal
from the veins at rates of up to
four tons a minute.

With the skability of the coal in-
dustry established, electric utilities
are increasing the production of
their output produced by cozl. In
1954, coal was the source of about
64 per cent of the steam-generated
electricity in America. Last year, in-
dustry sources say, coal's share rose
to 68 per cent and is expected fo
reach 70 per cent this year.

In addition, several primary alum-
inum producers are building plants
in the coal fields to reap the bene-
fit of cheap and plentiful fuel,

Coal men belleve atomic power
cannot compete economically with
coal in the foreseeable future. Elec-
trieity produced by the first full-
scale atomie generating plant, now
under construction at Shippingport,
Pa., will”cost 52 cents per kilowatt
hour at the outset.

The widow, Ellen Flannery, stir-
red early, for she had children to
feed and the many chores In and
around the mountain cabif would
take hours to do. Smoke rose from
the Pert Creek home as she filled
the stove with wood. The fire going
well, she opened the ecabin door,
looked out af the sun rising over the
Cumberlands. Soon the valley fog
would disappear and the little vak
ley, buried deép in Letcher county
under the shadow of Pine Moun-
tain, would be bathed in the spring
sunshine.

Back to the kitchen and the pre-
paration of breakfast, she ponder-
ed a little on the needs of the day.
The two older of the five children
she would send to Whitesburg on
an errand, the other three could
play in the cabin while she picked
greens for dinner., The field salad
gathered, she would return to the
garden. Part of the garden had
been planted and the peas and oth-
ed early vegetables were already
peeking through the ground.

The family gathered for the mea-
ger morning menl, the eldest of the
children, who was 13, assisting with
the others. Mrs. Flannery picked
up the youngest, a mere babe of
three, fed it on her lap. Between
lulls in the chatter and the han-
dling of food, she. explained the
Whiteshurg errand and her inten-
tion to pick greens and work in the
garden. Breakfast was soon finished
and the two children started for
town. The mother, with last min-
ute instructions to the three re-
maining in the cabin, took a pail
and knife, went out into the open
fields.

It was @z beautiful day, the sun
shining early, dispelling the fog.
Oldsters of the mountain valley re-
calls now the pleasant warmth of
that day. It was May 21, 1907, and
most of them stirred early, either
worked in the garden, or plowed for
crops in the field.

In the Flannery home the three
children awaited their mother. She
had not returned when the older
two, who had gone to Whitesburg,
came home.

When darkness came they huddled
around the fire, the babe dropped
off to sleep after a long cry and
the others sat, mute and numb, un-
til day broke again. The eldest
early in the morning, went down the
road, looking and inguiring for his
mother.

The absence of Mrs. Flannery and
the story of her children alone all
night in the ecabin brought the
mountain valley to life. Yesterday
Ihad Peén a day of dull chores and|
work, today all was action and life
as people converged on the widow's
home, spread out to search the
fields. A rider spurred to Whites-
burg for the sheriff. The magis-
trate came, directed the combing
of the watercourses and woods. As
the day heightened others from
miles around came to search. One of
the most indefatigable of those
combing the country-side was Floyd
Frazier, a 23-year-old ummarried
neighbor of the widow.

The searchers fanned out, broke
into little groups, peered into the
waterholes, looked in the willows at
the creek-side. Several climbed up
the hillside to hunt under the great
trees. Coming down from the forest-
ed slope, they gathered on the edge
did Frazier fear to search the bot-
tom. Someone suggested that it be
searched.

“I wouldn't go into that hottom
for $50." Floyd Frazier said. The
others looked at him, and wonder-
ed a bit. Just why, they considered,
did Frazier fear to search the bot-
tom?

The men descended toward the
level land, met a searcher from an-
other group. To him Frazier said.
“She's not down there; there's no
use of going down there,” Never-
theless the searchers fanned out in
the bottom with /Frazier tagging
along, seeming to have overcome his
fear of the place. Suddenly a man
stopped at a low place near the
creek, looked down, called to the
others. Mrs, Flannery lay on the
ground, rocks piled on her head and
chest, her dress torn off and lying
under the body. Knife wounds were
on her throat and great bruises were
all over her head. Around were the
evidences of a struggle. Blood was
on a nearby bush, on the leaves and
grass,

They found the pail a few feet
away, picked up a man's track, fol-
lowed it toward the main road. The
strides became longer as the tracks
neared the big road; peculiar tacks
in the shoe heels marking the trail
clearly in the sandy bottom. The
man had been running, they said,
as he neared the road, Before they
entered the road they found a case
knife, and a little further along the
widow’s bonnet, eovered with rocks;
between two logs.

Following the tracks in the road
was impossible because of the heavy
traffic, and they paused, looked at
each other, as if someone should
suggest a move or form of action, A
man saw blood on Frazier's shirt
sleeve and remarked on it. Frazier
started home but the magistrate
ordered him back, placed him under
arrest. He complained greatly of his
detention, tried to explain the blood
by saying his nose had bled. His
clothes were now examined more
minutely. The shirt sleeves looked
as §f they had been washed, blood

. m found m_his_ pants, “had soak- |

stripped him 'dewn, naked in the
road, found an ‘abrasion on his
shoulder and arm.

Cornered now, and facing the
steady stares of his neighbors,
Frazier tried to explain the skin
euts by saying he had been carrying
briars the day before. Sternly they
said he lied, told him the briars
hadn’t cut him nor had his nose
bled,

Frazier argued with the magis-
trate, admitted he had been in the
bottom the day before to get some
sand. He would show him if he'd
come. The magistrate and others
followed the suspected man down
into the bottom agdain. Here was
where he got the sand, he said,
peinting. The magistraté now began |
to measure the footsteps in the soft |
bottom, told Frazier to hold up his
foot: The shoes had no facks in them
to form the peculiar, concentrated
pattern driven in by a cobbler. They
took him down the road to his|
home, searched for evidence. In a |
closet they found a pair of bro-|
gans with the same pattern of tacks |
in the sole that made the imprint
in the bottom where the widow lay. !

Jailed at Whitesburg, he began
to ponder on his fate, asked a dep-
uty jailer what he thought the law
might do to him. The jailer said he |
didn't know., He asked again and
heard the jailer say the second time |
that he had no idea what the court |
might do. Suddenly the deputy: jail- |
er turned, stared him 'in the eye.|
asked: “Did you kill her?” F1-az.ier|
admitted he had, said; “I cut her
throat and she bled to death.”

Frazier's ‘eonfesion brought rumors
of mob action; men gathered on the
street and around the courthouse
with threatening mien. The auth-
orities were alarmed. They hurried
the confessed killer off to Pinewi]lel
for safe-keeping. [

The trial date neared and a dep-

wy sheriff went to Pineville to
bring him back to Whitesburg. He
was afrald now, was apprehensivel

of what the law would do.

“When I first went there he ask-
ed me what I thought they would
do with him and I never told him,”
the deputy testified. “He asked me
again. T don't know how many times
he asked me and finally I said to
him, ‘I think they will penitentiary
yvou for life,' or something just about |
that ‘way and then he said, “I done
it in self-defense,' and we went on|
a few steps further and he said. “I|
done it because I had it to do. "

Plackd in the jail at Whitesburg. |
he sought to unburden himself as if |
the confession would give him hope. |
A fellow-prisoner said Frazier con-
fided in him. “He told me he never
kiled her when he came to get the |
sand, but he got the sand and took
it back home and came back to fix
up some fence.” When he returned

y the bottom, Mrs, Flannery was
there, picking greens. He ordered
her to come to him and she re-
fused. The prisoner went on to testi-
{y: “And he said he picked up a
rock and knocked her down and she |
raised up and said, ‘Don't do that; |
you have killed me already, and
she run or raised up and he said
he ‘cut her throat and put some
rocks over her, laid them on her|
and said he done that to hide the|
blood.” - |

Frazier, upon advice of ct)unsel,1
refused to testify in his own behalf. |
His attorneys, David Hays, B. G.|
Wililams and R. Menroe Fields, af- |
terwards eircuit judge of the Pike-
Letcher judicial district for nearly
three decades, fought an uphill bat-
tle. In desperation they infroduced
Frazier’'s mother who swore he was
feeble-minded, that he would not
work unless someone was with him
to aid or show him, that she had
sent him to school te no avail. He
was inclined to sudden fits of pas-
sion, his mother swore, would go
into a rage for no reason at all
Others, too, testified he was addicted
to great rages for no known reason
and that he had many peculiar-
ities, |

The jury disagreed, Some wanted
to hang the prisoner; others, reflect- |
ing upon the defense evidence as to
his mind, wanted only to send him
to the penitentiary for life. The jury
was dismissed after several hours as
hopelessly deadlocked and a new
trial was held in April, 1008. This
time the prosecutor had his way.
Frazier was sentenced to hang. His

A year later April, 1909, for the
third time, Floyd Frazier
the dock. The prosecutor, D. D.
Fields, asked the death sentence,
and the defense attorneys, faced
with ‘unchallengeable evidence,
fought to get Frazier off with a
sentence In the penitentiary. Fields
thundered at the jury, “Don't send
this: man to the penitentiary—as
the attorney for the defense asks
you to do—where you Know
every man returns in four or five
years. Don't send him to the peni-
tentiary to come back in four or
five vears.” The defense objected
strenously to this argument but the
court overruled. For the second time
a Letcher county @ jury sentenced
Floyd Frazier to the gallows.

Again the case went to the appel-
late court, the defense attorneys
askinz a new trial on the basis of
Fields' fiery argument and errors in
the instructions. The case was re-
viewed by Judge J. P. Hobson. After
a lengthy and learned discussion
of the law upon the questions posed
Hohson denied Fraz-

TWO CHANGES|
FACE VOTERS

On State Constitution
As Amendments Offered
~ After Study is Made

Voters of Kentucky will be faced
with two constitulonal amendments
at the November 1957 general elec-
tion, as & result of action taken by
the regular session of the 1956 Gen-
eral Assembly.

First of the amendments would
authorize establishment of a consti-
tutional State Board of Education,
appointed by the Governor, to hold
terms for nine years each, the first
appointments to run from one to
nine years so that one appointment
would be annually., In turn, the
Board would name the Superinten-
dent of Public: Instruction, now an
elective official. He would hold of~
fice for an indefinibte term.

The other amendment is desizn-
ed to make the process of constitu-
tional revision simpler. It would
permit the offering of five, instead
of two, amendments to the people
at any given election. Proponents
of this amendment argue that the
process:  would facilitate the eayly
removal of so much that is out-
moded in the present Constitution.

The new amendment, too, would
authorize submission of constitution-
al amendments at special elections.

Both proposals were recommended
in principle hy the Constitution Re-
view Commission and bore the ap-
proval of the Chandler adminisirg-
tion. The education amendment also
had approval of educators through-
out the State as a means of remoyv-
ing the Department, so far as pos-
sible, from political manipulation.

The submission of the amendment |
to raise to five the number of amend- |
ments to be submitted to a wiven |
elegtion was the oulgrowth of a
Constitution Review Commission
study suggested that 10 amendments
be submitted at once. This was re-
duced to five in order not fo have
too: many proposals at'one time
tending to confuse voters.

CREDIT PROBLEMS. The jolt
of the 456 million dollar decrease
in tobacco income last year and
the drop in hog prices is just now
being felt. Banks and other credit
agencies find that they are hold-
ing more past-due notes than
usual, This, added to declining
farm deposits, will make credit
tighter in 19586.

A good credit standing at a
sound finaneial institution is one

he should try to maintain it. Some
suggestions which will help main-
tain one’s credit standing are:

1. Meet all obligations prompt-
ly. If imposible to do so, consult
your creditors before the due
date.

2. Have a definife repayment
plan. Don’t go into debt without
knowing how it will be repaid.

3. File a financial statement
with your financial institution
each vear.

4. Borrow only for essentials,
and buy non-essentials only after
other debt obligations have been
met.

5. Keep accurate records.

6. Make a budget of expected
income and expenditures and live
