FOOT SAVING 
EDUCATION

Does sleeping posture effect 
walking habits"? I have heard 
only one lecture that touched 
upon the subject. It was the 
opinion of this authority that 
there has been an increase of 
cases of pidgeon toes and splay­
foot (like a duck) since it has 
become popular to train babies 
to sleep on their stomachs. The 
speaker pointed out that other 
animals that are anatomically 
similar to humans sleep on 
their sides. 

My experience in the shoe 
store has been that almost all 
pidgeoned toe children sleep 
on their stomach, with their 
toes turned in. Three mothers 
who retrained their children 
to sleep on their sides have 
commented on improvement in 
walking. 

It is interesting to note that 
the left foot of a right handed 
child is more likely to toe-in 
than the right foot is.

Big Sandy River S-urvey 
Funds To Be Considered 
In Appropriation Study . 
U. S. Senator Earle C. Clements 

an d Congressman Carl D. Perk­
ins wired The Times Tuesday 
that the House Appropriations 
sub -committee on public works 
will hold a hearing next Tues­
day of all U. S. Army Corps of 
Engineers p roject s, with similar 
hearings before the S enate sub­
committee tentatively set for the 
following day. 

"We plan to request sufficient 
funds to complete the Big Sandy 
survey next year," the telegram 
said. 

Clements said he will ask high­
er appropriations on virtually all 
K entucky projects. 

He listed the following projects 
with amounts covered in the bud­
get first and the amount he wants 
second: 

Big Sandy River, $30,000; $76,-
000. 

New Richmond Dam, $50,000; 
$150,000. 

Lower Cumberland Dam, $200,-
000 (for planning); $500,000 for 
planning plus $800,000 for con­
struction. 

Nolin R iver Dam, $50,000; 
$150,000. 

Buckhorn Dam, $1,000,000; $1,-
500,000. 

No money is provided for four 
other river surveys. Clements will 
ask $20,000 for the Little Sandy 
River and Tygart's Creek; $10,000 , 
for the Laurel Dam and flood 
control project; $15,000 for Clarks 
River, and $17,000 for Cypress • 
Creek.

Better farming mtthods, better 
equipment, more fertilization, im­
proved plants and livestock have 
also helped to offset the fewer acres 
in production. 

What about the water supply? 
Old-Timers often say the climate is 
changin~ and we have less rainfal:

A let~r from Paul T . Wayland, 
Batesville, Box 59, Arkansas, thinks 
the town of Wayland here may 
have been named for one of his 
Wayland relatives. "My ·_5reat-grand­
father came from Kentucky some­
time after 1800 and I am naturally 
interested in knowing for whom 
WRyland, Ky., ·was named. I do
