pel me fo evaluate my own experi-
ence and try to work out some sort
of score card for education in gen-
eral. Maybe I had better not try to
do that. Anyway, I will accept the
privilege of an older man and do a
bit of reminisecing.

That first period in school was
not, strictly speaking, a part of my
public school life, for the little
school was what used to be called a
Subscription School, Some one “got
up” a schoeol, charging a dollar or
two a month for pupils. Mys. Aman-
da Winvers was just such & person.
Who she was or where she came
from I cannot remember; she was
not from Fidelity or near it. Some
twenty of us miscellaneous children
who were not big enough to work on
the farm. in the spring were her
pupils drom about the first of April |
to the end of May. I cannot say that
I'learned to read under Mrs. Win-
ters, for I had learned that at some
time before starting officially to
school. But I recall with great joy
how our feacher taught us simple
arithmetic by having us bring peb-
bles from the brook, “rocks from the
branch.” We played with  those
quartz pebbles for days and days
and lean}ed addition, subtraction,
multiplication, and division without
knowing that we were doing any-
thing else than having a great time.
And Mrs. Winters died of tubercu-
losis bhefore another year came
round, never knowing how modern
She was in her teaching, how me-
morable were her excellent methods
of teaching plain country children.

Another thing happened in that
first school that has given me many
a laugh. After my first day I pre-

tended: to be sick and got to stay
at home. As soon as the other chil-
dren had gone, I got well at once,
played all day, but was strangely
ill the next morning. Mother sus-
pected that my iliness was not very
(deep-seated and proceeded to rap
my bare legs with a small switch.
I broke away from her and ran
most of the half mile to school, The
funny thing is that Mother, when
I was on the last lap of my Ph. D.
and she was past eighty, told some
of the neighbors that if she had
known that I would keep on going
t0 school all my life, she might have
hesitated to switch me. One of my
regrets was that Mother died nearly
4 year ‘before the degree was con-
ferred. Nobody would have enjoyed
the occasion more than she. The big
university with its throngs of peo-
ple and its formal commencement
would not have overawed her.

ARE WOUNDED

Knott Child, 10, Loses
- Arm from Gunshot; Row
Between Families Blamed

Three members of a Knott coun-
ty family were wounded by shotgzun
blasts fired at close range Sunday
afternoon, with the youngest of the
three, a 10-year-old girl, losing her
left arm,

Arm of the ¢hild, Minnie Terrell
Slone, was amputated at Our Lady
of the Way hospital, Martin, and
she is recovering. Her mother, the
youngest of whose seven children
was only 11 days old at the time of
the shooting, was shbt through the
hand, and Ellis Slone, her father,
suffered a flesh wound in his thigh,
The parents have been dismissed
from the hospital at Martin.

Arrested Tuesday and jailed at
Hindman as the alleged gunman was
Joe Johnson, about 35, a resident of
the Rock Fork meighborhood where
the Slones reside. Scene of the
shooting is a few miles from Gar-
rett, this county.

A quarrel between the Slone
and Johnson families a few days
earlier is blamed for the shooting,
The report received here said John-
son weni to the Slone home and
opened fire as the parents and their
young daughter sat on a bed. One
report said he was either drunk or
demented.

3. Judge Combs' statement re-
leased to the newspapers, Tues-
day: “I realize the Governor is
too busy to engage in a private
quarrel with me, and I have no
desire to bicker with him.

In
the first place, the Governor’s
statement is not responsive to
what I said, and, secondly, it is
completely and entirely false. The
substance of my statement of the
28th was that the Governor last
summer deliberately deceived the
people about the only real issue
in the campaign, to-wit, new tax-
es, and that he will not tell the
truth unless he can twist it to his
benefit,

“Now supposedly in response to
my charges against him, he has
issued another false statement.
The substance of his statement is
that I should not criticize him be-
cause he once gave me a state
job. That is not true. Gov. Chan-
dler never gave me a job at any
time of any kind, and I was not
on the state payroll in any capa-
city during his gadministration.
The regords will show that during
most of his administration I was
a student at the University of
Kentucky and was later engaged
in the private practice of law.

“The Governor also says that
all the issues of last vear's cam-
paign have been definitely set-
tled. No issue is ever settfled un-
til the truth is known. The Gov-
ernor is fond of quoting Seripture
when it serves his purpose. He
should give consideration to John
8:32, which reads, “Ye shall know
the truth and the truth shall
make you free.”

RISE HINTED

Jackson C_'I;'—n; Parks
Are Not Breaking Even;
Swim Charges Planned

Frankfort, Ky., April 26 — The
state park system may have to in-
crease the prices it charges Ken-
tuckians and tourists, Conservation |
Commissioner Laban Jackson said
today.

Jackson contends the parks o,v.e
not breaking even.

The prices c¢harged for food,
lodeinz, and recreation facilities
should not be so low that. the parks |
are ‘underselling” hotelmen and |

the parks, Jackson said.

Jackson did not speeify whieh
prices may be raised. Earlier this
month, the Division of State Parks
announced that it would build
fences around swimming areas in
three more parks and charge an
fdmission fee. Tentative plans called
for a charge of 25 cents for adults
and 15 cents for children.

Claims by the conservation com-
missioner and Mrs. Ben Kileore, di-
rector of state parks, that the parks
lost about $375.000 last year were
based on an audit that compared in-
come from park facilities with op-
erating costs, according to Jackson.

This was the reason that the
audit, made by the Conservation
Commission auditor did not take in-
to account the $275,00 State subsidy
appropriated last year for the parks,
said Jackson.

“That was not actual income,”
declared.

And he said that if the park sys-
tem ever gets to a point where it
operates within its actual reyenue
from patrons “we could use the

he

parks or expand existing. facilities.”

The annual appropriation will be
$225.000 in 1956 and 1957.

Jackson said he is *“not contend-
ing, that we shoyld make money”
with the parks.

“But if we are going to spend
all this money on schools” the
park system will have to institute
charges for some services now pro-
vided free and increase charges on
other serviees to operdte within its
income, Jackson said.

He said "if isn't fair" to pri-
vate operators in eommunities near
the park sites for the parks to
charge less for food and lodging.

“They (the private operators)
can't survive” under  those condi-
tions, he said.

Two 450,000-kilowatt coal-burning
steam-electric generating units—the
largest ever undertaken in the his-
tory of the electric power mdustry—
will be built on the American Gas
and Electric System, it was an-
nounced this week by Philip Sporn,
AG&E president.

Locations for the two units on
the seven-state AGE system have
not been selected, The units will be
installed on the power systems of
two of the three largest companies
in the AGE system — Appalachian
Electric Power, Ohio Power Com-
pany and Indiana & Michigan Elec-
tric Company, Studies ol site and
fuel considerations, however, will not,
be completed for several months, at
which time the exact locations will
be announced.

Each will cosf an estimated $55,-
000,000.

Mr. Sporn said that the units will
attain a higher level of efficiency in
the produetion of eleciric power
than has ever been achieved before,
They will combine a great many out-
standing features. ineludinz a large
number of record-breaking specifi-
cations or performances, and are
the result of several years work in

equipment and the price of labor
have been rising,
keeping the cost of a kilowatt of
capacity—with its improved effi-
ciency, made possible by projecis
like this—at its present low level.

“*The size chosen, 450 kilowatis,
was thade possible by the growing
size of our system and by the ability
of the AGE system’'s 330,000-volt
transmission network to supply the
necessary back-up power from other
major generating sources whenever
one of these large units must be

| nanee,” Mr, Sporn said.

Something more than material is
impelling American landowners and
operators to become conservation
farmers or ranchers. Something
more than the established fact that
soil and water conservation increas-
es farm buying power is motivating
businessmen and countless others
to support conservation work.

A farmer or rancher finds pleas-

tion-treated fields, pastures, wood-
lands, and wildlife areas. And I
feel that all the rest of us share his
pleasure as we drive by or fly over
his acres; or, when we're extra
fortunate, have a chance to feel

our feet, or join the owner in har-
vesting a wildlife crop more abun-
dant now than a few years ago.

But there is another
motivating force for conservation.

I believe it is the fast-growing
realization in every community I
know about that wise use and treat-
ment of soil is a moral reésponsibility
—that sofl is a gift of the Creator,
and that we, all of us, have a stew-
ard’s responsibility for it.

Unless we pause to consider the
spiritual man, we may be amazed
by this spread of the soil steward-
ship conceipt in a time when we are
troubled hy temporary erop surplus-
es and when only one person in 25
actually tills the soil for a living.

Unless we accept as a fact that
men do . recognize the spiritual

values of soil and water conserva-
tion, we are unable to explain fully
the personal sacrifices thousands of
them make to serve as members of
the governing boards of nearly 2,700

locally-organized and managed Soil |

Cinservation Districts. These men—
and there are some women in these
governing boards—already are con-
servation farmers or ranchers, They
alroady are, personally, reaping the
material benefits of greafer net in-
come, lower production costs, and
greater efficiency in the use of labor
and machinery that comes with con-
servation,

But these local lead&s, eannot,

and do not, expect material gain |

from their services as District Sup-
ervisors, commissioners, or directors.
They receive no salaries. In some

states, they are not even reimbursed |

in part for their expenses,

They surely must be motivated by
the truth of the Psalmist's words:
“The earth is the Lord's and fthe
fulness thereof. . . ." They are heed-
