Good Riddance—But
More Of Same Is Needed

. The Kentucky Court of
Appeals last week handed
down a deeision which
means the end of the fee
system in the courts of the
state. It is a pity that by the
same summary action the
fee system eould not be elim-
inated from all offices of
the state.

The Appellate Court’s
opimion, and this newspa-
per’s salute to such an opin-
ion, is no refleetion on the|
ability of any Justice of thei
Peace to eonduct a criminal |
trial. It simply states a stand-
ard of justice, which is to the
effeet that the accused is en-
titled to a trial beyond any
taint of bias because of any |
possible pecuniary gain the
presiding judge might ac-
quire in the event of eonvic-
tion of the accused.

We are told that the fee
gystem in other offices of the
counties of Kentucky cannot
be thus and forever eradica-
ted except by amendment
of the state constitution.
This may mean that the state
is to be afflicted with such
an ancient and antiquated
gystem for years to come,
but it does not mean that
Kentuoky should ot -make |
a start, now, to rid itself of
the system.

If every official in every
county of the state were paid
by the state treasury a de-|
finite and fixed salary, a11d|
if these officials were requir- |
ed to remit to the state treas-
ury every fine and all of the
fees collected, the w hole'
political atmosphele of the |
Commonwealth would im-
prove. Fixed income for of-
ficials would control the
amount candidates could
with expectation of profit
spend in an election, and in
this way slush funds would
dwindle, . eleetion fraud
would be less tempting and
the general moral tone of
politics would improve.

Getting rid of the pernici-
ous fee system wherever it
touches should be a matter
of deep concern to every
Kentuckian,

right of refusing trial before fees-
paid magistrates, on the grounds
that the trial judge in such courts
receives part of the fine imposed
on the defendant and that conse-
guently the defendant is not guar-
anteed a fair and impartial trial.

Trial for any ecriminal offense
must hereafter be before county
judees, police judges, or some other
judicial officer not compensated by
fees.

Justices of the peace in Jefferson
county, however, are paid a flat
salary of $4,000 & year and thus are
exempt from Friday's ruling. In
other counties, they are paid on a
fee basis, and thus have a financial
interest in the fines they impose.

“It is our opinion that no jus-
tification exists for perpetuating a
system that is designed and calcu-
lated to deprive accused persons of
due process of law," the court said.

Said the court:

“It is our opinion that until some
other method of compensation is
provided by statute, justices of the
peace in counties having less than
260,000 population have no juris-
diction to try ecriminal cases,

“This does not affect their juris-
diction fo hold examining trials in
criminal cases, however, or their
Jjurisdiction in ecivil cases.,”

(The 350.000-minimum population
is the arbitrary figure set by state
law to place Jefferson county in
a separate classification.)

In handing down its opinion, the
court upheld a decision of Judge
Jean L. Auxier of Pike cireuit court.
It was based on a case involving
Fon Roberts, justice of the peace in
Pike District No. 1, and Brown Mar-
tin Noel.

This is how the case developed:

Noel was arrested December 31,
1954 on a charge of drunken-
ness in a public place.

He did not appear in Roberts’
court, but was represented by his
attorney who filed an objection to
the jurisdiction of the Justice of the
Peace Court.

The attorney also filed a motion

| to transfer the case to Pike county

duarterly court on the ground that
trial by the justice court would
constitute a violation of due process
of law because “of the pecuniary in-
terest of the justice of the peace”
in the outcome.

Roberts denied the motion, but
announced he would waive his costs
and fees. He then declared Noel's
appearance hond forfeited, em-
paneled a jury, and tried Noel in
absentia. The jury set a $20 fine.

Noel, then applied to Pike cir-
cuil court for an injunction to pre-
vent Roberts from earrying out the
judegment, Judge Auxier granted the
injunction, and Roberts appealed to
the Comrt of Appeals. - .

In réaching its decision today, the
court: relied on two earlier decisions
—the United States Supreme Court
case of Tumey versus the state of
Ohio, and the EKentucky Court of
Appeals case of Wagers versus Size-
more. The Appeals Court upset a
previous Court of Appeals finding
in the case of Adams versus Slavin.

After the Tumey case, the court
held in the Wagers case that a de-
fendant in a justice of the peace
court may object on the ground of
finaneial interest and thus causé the
Jjustice to be disqualified.

In“the Adams case, it had in-
terpreted the Tumey case decision
to mean that the fee system was
not absolutely declared unconstitu-
tuional, but only recognized the con-
stitutional right of the defendant to
object because of “pecuniary inter-
est.”

The court said last week:

“Upon re-examining the opinion
in the Tumey case, we now conclude
that the Supreme Court intended to,
and did, declare the entire system
unconstitutional.”

COUNTY STUDY
IS CONSIDERED

‘Army’ of 1000 Needed
If Program Undertaken,
Is Word Received Here

Wanted-—1,000 men and women
welded into an effective organiza-
tion to plan and project a multi-
phased program of development in
Floyd county. i

If the personnel were available
this ambitioug program would be
started immediately and continue,
perhaps two years or more, After
all the facts were in, the probléms
stated and the answers indicated
Floyd county would be in position
to implement the findings with a
constructive program of develop-
ment.

So say the University of Kentucky's
Extension Service specialists. It
has been done in other states; even
a few counties in Kentucky did it.
Pike did It in a very limited way
with a few people and is now test-
ing the findings and lecking for any
“pugs” in it. The program in Pike
county, if no hitehes develop, will
be expanded to a meore thoroughly
planned and projected affair in the
future,

“Program planning and projec-
tion will differ from previous plan-
ning chiefly in scope and intensity,”
specialists' of the Egtension Service
say in a statement to county agents
and local advisory gommittees. “The
planning will be directed by a plan-
ning committee, The nucleus of this
committee will be the county ex-
tension advisory committee with re-
presentation from other organiza-
tions having a stake in the welfare
of rural people and the rural com-
munity."

Specialists in sociology and in
other fields of extension map seven
steps in planning procedure. First
step, and basic ‘to the program, is
determination of what the people
need or want. From there the next
step would be  definition of the
problems involved in attaining de-
sirable standards of living. A deter-
mination of the physical resources
available in the solution of the prob-
lems would be the third step. The
sixth step in planning is set out as
a “charting of a course of action
which would bring the solution to
bear upon the problem.” Final ob-
Jective would of course be the set-
ting of goals.

One primary need to launch sueh
a planning program in this county,
according ' to Extension Service
workers, would be an advisory com-
mittee of ab least 50 members. This
committee would serve as only the
nucleus of a County Program Plan-
ning and Projection committee, The
advisory group would accept the re-
sponsibility for the success of the
planning.

Many and varied are the problems
envisioned as coming to the front
if such a study were projected, Ex-
tension Service says. Health, nutri-
tion, marketing, schools, churches,

inadequate income and many others
are possible problems that would |
need attention.

The National Safety Council ad-

Roberts, Lockin Tell
Methods Inland Steel
Uses in W’ Wright Mines
(Speclalm Times)

Cinginmati, Ohio, May 8 — The
use of continuous mining equipment
hias been undertaken at mines of
the Inland Steel Co., in Eastern
Kentucky in an effort to keep these
mines competitive with others in
the coal industry, many of which
possess less difficult natural condi-
tions, E. H. Roberts, superintendent
of underground maintenance, and
G, W. Lockin, production engineer
for the company at Wheelwright,
Ky., told delegates to the 1956 Coal
Convention of the American Mining
Congress today.

They said that the coal seam in
which they opeorate supplies coal
with good coking qualities to the
company's Chicago sieel plants but
that operating conditions in the;
mines are difficult and the mine-
able coal seam wvaries in height
from 28 inches to 72 inches with 42
inches being the average,

They pointed out that they in-
troduced the first continuous min-
ing machine at ftheir properties in
June, 1952 and added other models
in 1953 and 1954. They told the
mining meeting that their main
problem fo this time has not been
operating the mining machine in
coal that approaches the lower cut=
ting height, but that natural seam
conditions forces the machine to do
a large amount of extra hard cut
ting. They said that progress has
been made in the use of continuous
mining at their properties and they
are optimistic about its future.

They predicted that ‘a machine
will ‘eventually be builk which will
overcome several praoblems which
they have faced: low height, soft
bottom, interference with timbers
and excessive noise.

The safety director of Llle,06:1_
solidation Coal Company (K¥.) told
the convention that through 'the
tise of roof bolting as a means of
mine roof support his company had

-~

dents from roof falls, 'supply han-
dling, and equipment movement over
the past six years.

M. E. Prunty, Jenkins, Ky., said
that in this period these classes of
accidents had dropped by about 80
per cent. He also pointed out that
use of roof bolting instead of con-
ventional « timbering at his com-
pany’s “mines had resulted in an
increase in production efficiency of
approximately T0 per cent during.
the past six years.

Prunty told the convention that
the use of roof belis fo hold up the
mine roof had also cut the cost of
ventilation while increasing the
quantity of air throughout the:
mines, and had stepped up pro.
duction through the freer and fast.
er movement, of equipment into and
out of the working faces. He warn.
ed coal mining men that while roof
bolting has been a great advance
in roof control, it “is mot by any
means the final answer.” He én-
joined them to “use every effort to
improye these methods and further
reduce roof fall accidents.”
