The use of starter splutions and
the practices of mulching, staking,
and pruning can help grow a bushel
of tomafoes per plant and more.
Starter solutions are extremely

helpful in minimizing the shock of
transplanting. A good starter solu-
tion can be made by desolving one-
half pound of ammonium nitrate
and one pound of 0-30-30 fertilizer
into ten gallons of water. Stir for a
few minutes and then let the solu-
tion set for a couple of hours uttil
it becomes clear. Pour off the elear
solution inte another container and
then apply one-half pint to each
plant.

In his voluminous opinion
Judge Speckman arrived at the
amounts due by allowing each
magistrate $6 per meeting held,
plus allowance for road service
in cases where he held that the
claims were properly filed and
verified, and then deducting the
total of these items from the
amounts which, he said, the mag-
istrates admit hdving received.

“It is shown by the records of
the fiscal court,” the opinion said,
“that - almost invaribly the de-
fendants did not take the trouble
to comply with the statutes by
filing claims for services render- |
ed. Neither did they follow the
statutes in allowing the claims.”

Speckman also pointed out that
the term, *“official services”, is
not sufficient unless the services
are designated and every lelm‘
signed and properly sworn to.,
“The defendant Roberts,” he|
wrote, “is the only one that at-
tempted in any way to comply
with the statutes.” |

Rate Given by UK

Floyd county’'s per capita income
in 1954 has been placed at 3772.00
by University of Kentucky econo-
mists whe have just completed a
new study on personal’ income in
Kentucky.

Kentucky's slow but persistent
climb from its lowly position among
the states in personal income has
continued for another year, it was
diselesed in the study, entitled “Per-
sonal Income in Kentucky Coun-
ties: 1854",

The steady prozress being made
by Kentucky is reflected in various
phases of the UK work, prepared
under the direction of Dr. John L.
Johnson, acting director of the UK
Bureau of Business Research.

"One of the most important trends
of Kentucky income is the gradual

ference between per capita incomes
in Kentucky and the nation,” Dr.
Johnson said.

According to the study, Jefferson
county ranked first in per capita
income in 1954 with a figure of $2,-
038. Placing second and third were
Kenton and Fayette counties with
$1,720 and $1.680 respectively. In
only nine other counties was per
capita income greater than for the
state as a whole. These follow, with
the per capita income amount:

Daviess, $1,617; MeCracken, $1,-
612; Woogdford, $1,558; Franklin, $1,-

556; Boyd, $1.555; Bourbon, $1,520}
Campbell, $1,504; Mason, $1,466; and
Boyle, §1,422,

Reportable to Coroner

Coroner James Carter has noti-
fied the Times that the secretary of
the Coroner’s Association of Ken-
tucky, Dr. W. W Shepherd: has
listed the types of deaths which
must be reported to Carfer’s office.

Deaths which resulted from crim-
inal or violent means, such as homi-
cides or suicides, must be reported
to the office of the Coroner even
though the survival period subse-
quent to the onset is 90 days; abor-
tions, eriminal or self inflicted; ac-
cidents of all forms, such as blows
or other forms of mechanical vio-
lence, crushed beneath falling ob-
jects, culting or stabbing, drowning
(actual or suspected), electric
shock, explosion, exposure, firearms,
fracture of bone, falls, gas poison-
ing (illuminating gas, automobile
exhaust or any other means), hang-
ing, heat exhaustion, sun stroke,
poisoning (food-poisoning, or result-

| means), strangulation (accidental,

If
his invention will really work it may
revolutionize the great outdoor sport
and make our local editor one of
the happiest fisherman in history_l
(If he can invent something to make |
the fish strike.—Editor.) |

His invention, for which he is
seeking a patent, is an 18-inch |
aluminum strip — adaptable to a
fishing pole—equipped with a hook-
setting gadget and a device to pre-
vent a line from snapping under
tension. It also is equipped with a
plunger and spring attachment that
acts as a shock absorber when a
fish is hooked.

“This prevents the line from
breaking under great weight or
when you get jerks from the end
of the line,” explained Mantell. *“You
also get enough leeway, so that
when you reel in the pole won't be
jerked out-of your hand by a fish."”

The hook-setter is fixed to snap
back instantly, once a fish bites. It
can be set for different degrees of
sensitivity.
