"When a driver's totLal points 
reach 6 or 9, he will be notified. If 
his next violation is serious enough 
to bring his points to 12, he will 
lose his driver's license."

Frankfort, Oct. 29 ( Spl.) - The 
Westward march of pioneers into 
Kentucky was re-ena.cted recently 
in Lh e gigantic Daniel Boone Festi­
val at Barbourville. 

A highlight of the fete was the 
annual commemoration of the sign­
ing of the traditional Cane Treaty 
following an Indian feast attended 
by about 700 palefaces and genuine 
Cherokees. 

Indians from Qualla Reservation, 
Cherokee, N. C., 1·eturn each year to 
sign the treaty which gives them 
the right to take all the cane for 
basket weaving they want from the 
Knox Coun ty brakes. They are des­
cendants of tribes who less t han 200 
years ago fought bitterly with the 
white man for possession of the 
area. 

Former Gov. F!em D. Sampson, 
Barbourville, signed the treaty for 
white man. Vice Chief McKinley 
Ross signed on behalf of the In­
dians. 

Pioneer men in buckskin and wo­
men in long cotton dresses and sun­
bonnets mingled on Barbourville 
streets with brightly-painted In­
dians in feathered headdress. 

These marched in parade, beheld 
by more than 12,000 persons. Also 
in gala procession were covered 
wagons, yokes of oxen, bears, coons 
and eight high school bands. 

Ed Gregory and Mrs. Corbin Mel­
ton, both of Barbourville, won the 
"Mr. and Mrs. Daniel Boone Con­
test" by virtue of their costumes. 

Hog calling, husband calling, 
archery, blowgun shooting, square 
dancing, and muzzle-loading rifle 
contests enlivened the festivities. 

Boone is honored because the 
trail he blazed into Kentucky from 
from Virginia pa.ssed through the 
site of Barbourville. In 1'775, he and 
Richard Henderson bought all of 
Kentucky south of the Kent ucky 
River from the Cherokees and sign­
esd the first treaty,

pounds test; those who troll only 
often use line much heavier, up to 
50 pounds test. 

You need .no larger than an ordi­
nary bass-size casting reel; nor is a 
drag handle needed. Lucas disagrees 
with teh oft-given advice that one 
needs a very stiff rod to set the 
hook in a pike's hard mouth. In­
spection will show his mouth to be 
softer than that of a bass, and he 
usually takes a lure much deeper, 
making him easy to hook. Use a 
rod with no more than "medium" 
bass action. Be sure to use a wire 
leader-6 t o8 inches is long enough. 

Lures: Pike are inclined to favor 
a shiny spoon, sometimes with.pork 
rind. On some days you'll get more 
strikes with a nunderwater plug.

A. Yes. They can earn up to 
$2,400 a year and n ot lose any pen­
sion payments. They also can re­
ceive company pensions, interest in­
come, dividends, and other income 
without losin« any pension pay­
ments. 

Q. Does the $1,200 limit on earn­
ings apply ot everyone? 

A. No. When a retired person 
reaches the age of 72, there is no 
limit on the amount he can earn 
and still draw the full amount of 
his pension. 

Q. If a working wife retires at 
age 62 at a lower pension, will her 
payments be increased when she 
reaches 65? 

A. Yes, in some cases, A work­
ing wife who retires at age 62 on 
a reduced pension based on her own 
earnings still can claim a wife's 
pension later, if it is to her ad­
vantage. In some cases .a wife's pen­
sion based on her husband's earn­
ings: might be larger. Thus, a 
working wife can retire early, at 
a•e 62 on her own pension while 
h~r h~sband is still working, and 
switch to a wife's pension when 
he 1·etires at age 65.

F1·ankfort, Oct. 29 <Spl.) -If your 
car is not adequately equipped for 
safety you'll p1·obably be stopped 
soon by a Kentucky state trooper. 

Director of Kentucky State Po­
lice Paul M. Smith says his officers 
are inspecting vehicles which ap­
pear to be in unsafe mechanical 
condition.

nail on planks that my brothers 
had sawed, that is, after they had 
used a few impressive words to re­
mind me of what I was doing. But 
nothing requiring actual sk111 ever 
fell int.o my hands. To this day my 
fingers are largely thumbs, capable 
of makin:g useful rather than artistic 
horse troughs and chicken coops but 
hardly to be trusted in more careful 
sawing and nailing. 

It is a mistake to assume that 
there were no artistic fingers or 
hands in Fidelity. L-<Jng before my 
clumsy efforts at carpentry the 
Union Church was made right there 
by skilled workmen, yellow poplar 
being used throughout. Nails were 
not so commonly used then; hence 
mortised joints were to be found 
where sills and uprights came to­
gether. Planes in the hands of local 
carpenters smoothed away the 
roughness of sawed lumber and left 
surfaces that glistened from long 
use as well as from the original 
planing. Later buildings showed 
much of the same skill, nothing to 
brag but useful and sturdy. Every­
thing from the framework of the 
houses to the single roofs showed 
patient skill that was good for 
that time and place. Only after I 
left home was it at all customary for 
an actual carpenter to be employed 
to erect the ordinary buildings of 
the farm or even the houses them­
selves. I can recall how strange it 
seemed when I was down at Fidel-! 
ity on a visit once, many years ago, 
to learn that a local carpenter had I 
the contract - imagine that - to 
wreck a store building, salv!J€:e the 
material worth using again, and 
then erect one of the stores that I 
still adorns the hill at Fidelity. That I 
was a long way from the older days, 
when a man built his own house or 
barn or store or had a neighborhood 
working that did most of it in a 
single day. Maybe my skill, or lack 
of it, in making horse troughs and 
chicken coops was not to be laugh­
ed at, after all.
