David Moore, 20, of OTkney, Is re­

ported in critical condition at the 
Methodist hospital, Pikeville, as a 
result of head anq face wounds 
caused by a shotgun blast fired 
Monday by Earl Howell, 30. 

Howell was jailed the same day 
by State Trooper Taylor. 

The shooting took place in the 
yard at the home of Moore's par­
ents, Mr. and Mrs. Lindsay Moore, 
County Judge Stumbo said he was 
told. Moore was playing marbles 
when Howell appeared, an argu­
ment followed and Howell had 
Moore on the ground when Moore's 
father came out and stopped the 
altercation, the version of the trou­
ble received here says. Witnesses, 
including the mother of the wound­
ed man, told Stumbo Howell left, 
saying he would get his gun and re­
turn. 

He did return shortly thereafter, 
and fired !rom his car at short 
range. 

Howell was first booked at the 
county jail on a drunk driving 
charge .. A warrant accusing him of 
shooting and wounding with intent 
to kill was issued by Judge Stumbo, 
Tuesday atternoon.

A sanity hearmg was scheduled

cratic opponent, Ex-Governor Law­
rence W. Wetherby. And the race 
between Senator Earle C. Clements, 
Democrat and Thruston B. Morton, 
Republican, was touch-and-go. With 
approximately half the state's pre­
cincts counted Clements' lead stood 
at 2,416. 

Fighting for the lead after trail­
ing a surprisingly strong Republi­
can opponent, Scott Craft, for the 
Seventh district Congressional seat, 
Congressman Carl D. Perkins still 
found the going rough Wednesday 
afternoon. Leaders of both par­
ties here indicated they expect 
Perkins to win but admit the final 
margin may be close, certainly 
closer than at any time in recent 
years. 

In the Presidential race Eisen­
hower apparently has won in Louis­
iana, Texas, Te1messee, Virginia 
and Florida-all in the so-called 
"solid South". 

The Democratic party maintained 
its edge in both houses of Congress. 

Taking advantage of ideal fall 
weathet·, Floyd countians flocked to 
the polls Tuesday in unprecedented 
numbers as a total of 14,788 persons 
cast their votes.

Lawmakers Meet 
Work Deadline 

Frankfort, Nov. 5 (Spl.) -
Kentucky lawmakers for the first 
time have met the deadline set 
by law for publishing the acts and 
journals of a Legislature. 

Responsibility for the' task had 
been transferred to the Legisla­
tive Research Commission by the 
1956 General Assembly. 

Lt. Gov. Harry Lee Waterfield, 
commission chairman, announced 
distribution of House journals of 
the four extraordinary 1956 ses­
sions. The acts of the regular ses­
sion had been printed ahd distri­
buted within 60 days after ad­
journment. 

This marked the first time they 
l;J.ad been made available before 
they became effective.

Sawdust as a mulch produced 
the highest yield of Lathan rasp­
berries in a UK Agricultural Ex­
periment Station horticulture de­
partment test this year.

Improve Service 
Official Says 

Frankfort, Nov. 5- Three ma­
jor airlines were criticized on cer­
tain aspects of their commercial 
air service in Kentucky at a Civil 
Aeronautics Board hearing held 
recently in Washington, D. C . 

State Aeronautics Commission­
er John A. Diskin told the board 
that American, Eastern and Trans 
World airlines could definitely 
improve air service in the Com­
monwealth from Standiford Field, 
Louisville, Greater Cincinnati, 
Airport, in Boone county, and 
Blue Grass Field, Lexington. 

During the "Great Lakes -
Southeast Service" case, Diskin 
said limited or non-stop service 
should be increased from these 
key Kentucky airports to such 
cities as Cleveland, Detroit, Buf­
falo, Toledo, Fort Wayne, as well 
as dozen cities in the Southeast, 
including Knoxville, Atlanta and 
Miami. 

Diskin asked for improved and 
more direct single-plane service 
from Ashland-Huntington, to such 
important cities as Chicago, 
Cleveland, Columbus and Detroit. 
At present, Ashland passengers 
must use connecting service at 
Cincinnati, Charleston, W. Va., 
or Pittsburgh. 

Delta, Northwest, Capital and 
National have applied to enter 
Greater Cincinnati Airport.
