JURY IN TRIAL
OF EX-DEPUTY
. IN DEADLOCK

Messer Offers Invoice
To Prove Whereabouts;
“Pay-Off” Is Alleged

Trial of Cluett Messer, of Estill,
former Floyd deputy sheriff, on a
charge of accepting a bribe while
serving as an officer ended here
Tuesday =afternoon with the jury
hopelessly disagreed.

Second frial of the case was set
for Jan, 14, No date for trial of
another charge against him, that
of obtaining money under false pre-
tense, was set.

The indictment against Messer
was made by Geongie Hamilton, and
this witness testified that from Oc-
tober 4, 1954 to June 6, 1955 he paid
Messer $10 a week on Messer's claim
that he represented the Sheriff’s of-
fice and that he would be protect-
ed in the liquor business. He added
that he was ralded in August and
convicted, and that 30 minutes af-
ter his conviction he went before
the grand jury to indict Messer.

County Court and Sheriff’ rec-
lords showed, however, that Messer
| was a deputy sheriff only from June
15 to June 23, 1955, and Hamilton
claimed only one payment was made
during that period.

The defendant countered with
his testimony and that of S¢l Brad-
ley that they left Estill early on
the morning 'of June 21, 1955, the
payment date on which the indict-
ment was based, that they visited
the Morehead and Mt Sterling
stock markets and bought a hog and
a heifer. These they had butchered
while there, and the defendant pro-
duced the butcher's bill to corro-
borate This statement as to his
whereabouts on the day in ques-
tion. Melda Mosley, employe of Mes-
ser, also testified that they left on
that date while she stayed at Estill
to take care of the business and
that Hamilton did not appear there
to pay $10 as he had elaimed he
did.

Coal proﬁuction in the field rep-
resented by the Big Sandy-Elkhorn
Coal Operators Association is still
ahead of last year at this time, it
was noted in a recent report of the
group. Production ‘was 5.33 percent
aboye the ecorresponding period in
1955.

This tonnage increase amounts to
627,490 tons. Production last year,
ending Nov. 19, was 11,763,310 tons
but fonnage fo Nov. 17, this year,
was 12,390,800 tons, The industry
was enjoying an increased work-
week, too. Average days worked in
the corresponding week last year
were 4.32. It was 4.67 for the week
ending Nov. 19, date of the last re-
port,

Total days worked last year to
this time were 183.05 but it had a
significant climb this year to 196.38
days. Total cars of an average 50
tons each for the corresponding
period last year was 235,266.2 but it
was 247816 cars this year.

Truck mining, which was in
doldrums a few weeks due to a
wage dispute and other complica-
tions is climbing back to normal
in the Big Sandy area. The truck-
ers, though, were lagging in total
production. Last year, at this time,
those in the Big Sandy Elkhorn
group had loaded 8,735 cars.

Cancer sometimes hits children.
In Reader's Digest for December,
a young mofher reveals the suf-
fering and heroism involved when
her nine-year-old daughter was
stricken. Her narrative, address-
ed to . .the dead girl, is entitled
“The Story of Gabrielle,” and is
a condensation of a book to be
published by the World Publish-
ing Co, The author writes under
her maiden name of Catherine
Gabrielson.

Shortly before a recent Christ-
mas, Gabrielle, a ‘“long-legged,
sun-kissed little girl with Iong
straight, sun-bleached hair,” be-
came mysteriously ill, After many
tests and x-rays, an operation re-
vealed a malignant tumor that
had grown out from the spine
and invaded everything.

“It's worse than our worst
fears,” a doctor told the mother.
“There’s nothing we can do. We
couldn't begin to remove it.”

Gabrielle was not told of this
and seemed to recover rapidly
from her operation. She was tak-
en home to the family's New York
apartment to celebrate her 10th
birthday.

But a few days later she was ill
again and returned to the hospital,
There followed weeks of suffer-
ing which the girl endured with
cheerful courage. For many nights
her mother slept at her side to
hold her hand and administer
drugs when needed.

“Sweet dreams,” said Gabrielle
to her mother by way of good-
night on the evening of Friday,
April 25, The little girl could not
speak next day and on Sunday,
less than five months after her
illness was noticed, she died.

A minister read the Twenty-
third Psalm as she was buried on
a hillside facing the bay in the
old Snow Cemetery dt Truro,
Mass., where the family has a
summer home.

Her favorite doll was buried
with her.

The author was born in Virgin-
ia, Minnesota, near the Canadian
border, and was graduated at
Charleton College, Northfield,

It
wasn't quite the way they
imagined it. It was heartbreak,
wves, but so much more.”

[news from a battle front- Old
methods obviously have not
been effective-

Only this week the De-
partment of Safety released
the figures on motor ve-
hicle traffic accidents for
the month of September. If
you make even the most per-
functory - attempt to feel
something of the loss, the
physical suffering and men-
tal anguish of the victims
and their families a8 you
read, the statistics will be-
come more important fo
yOou.

In September there were
61 traffie aceidents in which
70 persons lost their lives in
this state, bringing the num-
ber of those who in this
senseless fashion died during
the first nine months of the
vear to 547. During the same
month, September, 1,139
persons were injured. One
person was killed every 10
hours of every day. One per-
son was injured every 3
minutes, September saw in
all 2,638 motor traffic aceci-
dents, bringing the total for
nine months to 22,750. Al-
ready this year, 9,626 per-
sons have been injured, not
to mention those who died.

Among those who died in
September were two who
were killed in Floyd county
where 27 wrecks injured 12
others during the month.

And yet the awesome pic-
ture is not complete. Not
told in the figures at hand
are the hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars in property
damage, the staggering cost
of hospital and doctor bills,
the cost of litigation. And,
if every statistical item were
complete, the full story of
valuable lives lost, of the
suffering of vietims and al-
so of those who caused their
suffering, ‘would not be
there for us to read. To get
the full impaet of this race
with death in which we all
engage, voluntarily or in-
voluntarily, every time we
drive on car-jammed high-
ways, we must pause to
think and feel.

If we do this, and feel
strongly enough, as certainly
we should, the cruel sense-
lessness of this destruction
of life and damage to per-
son and property, we will
have no fear that any new
regulations the Department
of Public Safety may intro-
duce will be too harsh. On
the contrary, we will enter-
tain the strong fear that too
many drunks, “wild” driv-
ers and actual incompetents
will enjoy wunmerited len-
iency,

Two weeks ago this column asked
for information on the Hargis fami-
ly of Breathitt and Rowan counties.
To which inguiry Mrs, Irma Wick-
er Haney, daughter of Dr. and Mrs.
M. V. Wicker, of Wayland, and wife
of Ova Haney, county superinten-
dent of Larue county schools, sub-
mits a brief resume of the Hargis
family, particularly of Thomas F.,
the appellate judge,

Mrs. Haney's manuscript follows:
Thomas Frazier Hargis, born
Jiine 24, 1842 at Jackson, Breathitf
county, & son of John and Eliza-
heth Weddington. John, born in
Washington county, Virginia, was a
lawyer. He moved to Kentucky in
1826, first to Pike county. In 1839
he moved to Breathitt county. John
served 12 years as Clerk of County
and Circuit Courts of Breathitt
county. In 1850 he became Assis-

tant United States Marshall,

In 1858, he moved his family to
Rowan ‘county. In 1869, John was
elected County Attorney and served
eight years. His' father, Sammel
Hargis, was of English descent and
a soldier in the Revolutionary War,
Elizabeth Weddington, John's wife,
was a daughter of Jacob Wedding-
ton, who was one of the early set-
tlers of Pike and Morgan counties
and & soldier in War of 1812.

With these illustrious parents and
grandparents it is little wonder that
Thomas Fraziel Hargis turned to

the profession of law. But first, the
Civil War came and Thomas Frazier
cast his lot with Col. John S. Mor-
gan and enlisted as a private in
Company H, 5th Kentucky Confed-
erate Infantry, in October 1861, In
QOct. 1862, he enlisted in Ool, An-
drew Jackson, May's 10th Ken-
tucky Confederate Cavalry as a
member of Company E. He remain-
ed with this company until the end
of the war, !

Thomas Frazier Hargis then re-
furned to his father's home in
Morehead and began the study of
law. Soon after he was admitted to
the bar, he started to pracfice with
Judege John M. Elliott, the Appellate
Judge.

On June 23, 1869, he was married
to Miss Lucy S. Norvell, of Nicholas
county, a daughter of William Nor-
vell, a lawyer in Carlisle,

nated a large tract of land and &
nice sum of money to the Christian
Woman's Board of '‘Missions that
helped to support Morehead Normal
School that later became the out-
standing educational institution of
Morehead State College.

Frankfort, Nov. 26 (Spl) — The
Employment Service Division, Hco-
nomi¢ Security Department, plans
to improve and expand services,io
older workers. .

L, P. Jones, divector of Employ-
ment Service, has informed all serv-
ice office managers “that  older
workers in general do not get the
kind and amount of services needed
to gain for them equality in em-
ployment.”

is the policy of the Employment
Service (1) to provide such services
as nceessary to promote for them
equal opportunity for employment
in competition with other workers
of similar gualiifcations; and (2) fo
engaze in educational programs with
employers, labor unions, and the
community to increase employment
opportunities for this group.

In the Emplovment Service, an
“older worker” is not defined in
terms of age brackets. An applicant
is considered an “older worker" for
purpeses of this program if he is
encountering; or may encounter, dif-
ficulty in getting or keeping a job

because of his age.

Jones notified his personnel “to
insure improyed services to older

Your Social Security — 1956 Model

Questions and Answers by Cost Accountants

Have you ever thought of your
social security card as an insurance
policy? You may not think of it as
an insurance policy—indeed it is
in many ways different from any
regular policy—yet. that in effect
is what it is. It promises a certain
degree of protection against loss
of income due to death or old age.
Social Security is Dbasically a
scheme to keep widows, orphans
and old people from being left
destitute.

This is the fifth in a series of
articles containing guestions and

answers on the new 1956 Social

Security law, prepared by fthe
Louisville Chapter, of the National
Association of Cost Accountants as
a public service in answering some
of the guestions on the latest chang-
es in the Social Security law.

Q. Can a wife with earnings un-
der Social Security draw disability
benefits?

A. Yes, at aze 50.

Q. Does income other than earn-
ings affect the disability payments?

A. No, A disabled person can re-
ceive his benefits even if he has
substantial income from invest-
ments.

@. Can children draw benefits
too?

A. Yes, if certain requirements
are met.

@. What are these requirements?

A. The child of a retired worker
can get a child’s monthly benefit
equal to one-half of your benefit.
To_ qualify, the child must file an
application and at the time be un-
der 18, unmarried, and dependent
upon you for support.

Q. How long can a child draw
benefits?

A. Until age 18, if the child is
not disabled. The change in the
1956 law permits disabled children
to draw benefits so long as the
child remains totally disabled, re-
gardless of age.

Census Bureau Conducts
National Housing Survey

The National Housing Inven-
tory, authorized by the Congress
to provide the first measurement
of the Nation's housing since the
1956 Census, will begin locally on
November 28, according to Super-
visor Hobert A. Yerkey of the
Census Bureau's field office at
Cincinnati, which will participate
in the survey.

The survey, to be carried out on |
a sample basis, will furnish infor-
mation on the number and charac-
teristics of dwelling units and the |
gains and losses resulting from
new construetion, conversions and |
demolitions since 1950.

The survey will show size and
age of houses, rents paid, value

cancies, plumbing facilities and
characteristics of families living
in the houses covered in the sur-
vey. Information will be gathered
also on outstanding mortgage
debt, interest rates, use of con-
ventional and government-insur-
ed mortgages, second mortgages
and monthly payments, if amor-
tized.

Supervisor Yerkey pointed out
that all information furnished to
the Census Bureau is kept confi-
dential by law and only statistical
totals and averages are published.
National Housing Inventory in-
formation will be collected local-
Iy by Mrs. Mary Mitchell, of

The driver who drinks even one
drink and takes his ¢ar down the
highway should he ecalled “The
Life and Death of the Party)

Aleohol slows down reflexes the |
|way efficient brakes slow down a |
{ear—with this difference:! a driver
controls his brakes, but elcohol
controls: the driver.

Take a look, for a moment, at
some figures that show what re-
{flexes really mean. They mean, of
course, the difference between life
and  death, but these National
Safety Council data on  “stopping
distances” give a new sharpness to
this meaning: [

A car going 20 miles per lmm[
travels 52 feet between the time a
driver sees the/ danger, applies lhe|
brakes, and brings it to a stop. Al
driver's “thinking distance” at 60
mph-—that is, the time it takes him
Lo see danger and apply brakes—is
66 feet, and the car itself, going' at
a mile-a-minute speed, will travel
336 feet before being stopped by
average brakes.

At 70 miles an hour—the speed at
which so many reflex-fuzzy drivers
travel after bending an elbow—the
“thinking distance’” is 77 feet, and
the stopping distance 332 feet, with
good brakes, and 445 with “passable”
brakes,

There is no way to laugh off these
facts. Nor is there any way to laugh
off the tragic results caused by
iznoring them.

Put it this way: if you'te going
70 miles an hour, you will cover
more ground than the length of a
football field before you can stop
yvour c¢ar. And this Bholds true only
when your reflexes are normally
keen and efficient.

A driver whose mind is fuzzy with
alcohol will take far more time to
gee danger and stop his ear—if,

Danger signals—such as a pedes-
trian’ suddenly stepping into the
street, or an ‘automohile cutting
recklessly out of its proper traffic
lane—don't ' register  automatically
in a befuddled brain. There must
be a dual process of recognition and
transmission, This may take only a
few seconds, but these few seconds
are generally the difference between
life and death on the highway.

Obviously, the ritual of “one for
the road"” can be a prelude, to disas-
