whiskey in a taxicab it provided a 
fine of $19.50, which is lower than 
the minimum set by Kentucky 
statute. The cab drivers also claim­
ed no provisions were made by the 
ordinance for a hearing before the 
Council on their applications for 
licenses. 

Councilman Watt Hale, who 
sponsored the ordinance desiJned 
to curb bootlegging, immediately 
announced that the ordinance will 
be revised and submitted again to 
the Council at its next meeting.

Full publicity will be given in the 
future to drivers whose conviction 
for drunken driving is reduced to a 
lesser offense by the trial JUdge, Don 
a. Sturgill, actmg commissioner of 
publlc safety, announced in Frank­
fort last week. 

'Ihe stake in these reductions is 
mandatol"y return of the motorist's 
driver's license by the Department 
of Public Safety, Sturg1ll explained. 

He gave this picture of the Situa­
tion: 

1. Surrender of his driver's li­
cense is compulsory upon a motor­
ist's conviction fbr drunken driving. 
'Ihe license is sent to the Depart­
ment of Public Safety in Frank­
fort. 

2. At some future date, say two to 
three weeks, the tlial judge will ad­
vise the department that he has 
amended the original conviction to 
some Jesser offense, such as reck­
less driving, speeding, and such. 

3. It then becomes the legal duty 
of the department to return the of· 
fender's license, inasmuch as drunk­
en driving is the only offense for 
which the license must be sunen­
dered. 

4. These reductions in offenses 
have been averaging around thl"ee 
a week. 

When these notices of reduction 
reach him in the future, Sturgill 
said, he will release the pertinent 
details to the press in general; and 
to t."le offender's hometown news­
paper in particular. 

Sturgill announced his new policy 
after Attorney General Jo M. Fer­
guson advised him that judges have 
the unquestioned legal right to 
amend charges to lesser offenses 
after conviction. 

The opimon, wntten by Assistant 
Attorney General Earle V. Powell, 
stated fmther: 

1. The judge of a court of fixed 
terms may r educr. the charge at any 
time before the term expires. 

2. The judge of a court of con­
tinuous session has 60 days after 
conviction in which to reduce the 
charge. 

3. When a judge reduces the 
charge of drunken driving. the De­
partment of Public Safety has no

-Fifty­
eight fatalities have occurred in the 
coal mines of Kentucky dw·ing the 
first nine months of 1"956. In the 
same period la.st year, only 46 deaths 
were recorded.

65 percent of the fatal accidents are 
caused from roof falls. He attributes 
the fatalities to, "someone didn't 
take time to make sure."

announced their decision it meant 
that other coal producing firms 
would have to meet their terms or 
close up shop. The public, it ap­
pears, was not represented at the 
closed-door session, and as a result 
the consumers of coal will just have 
to pay the higher prices or switch 
to other fuels. if they can. 

What does this new increase 
mean to the mining industry of 
Kentucky and to the thousands of 
miners employed today? 

First, it means fewer miners will 
be employed. In order to compete 
in the present-day coal industry, 
mines must be highly mechanized. 
The smaller mines which are not 
fully mechanized either must in­
stall the proper equipment for mass 
production or close down. There is 
no middle ground. Where conditions 
are favorable, many of these mines 
may turn to strip-mining, which 
also immediately cuts deeply into 
the nwnber of employees. The em­
ployee rolls are cut drastically when 
mechanization becomes necessary, 
in some instances the labor being 
cut as much as 75 per cent. This 
simply means that the new $2.40 
daily wage increase obtained by 
Lewis will not become the daily base 
wage of $22.25 for thousands of 
Kentucky miners who hailed the 
settlement with joy. They will not 
have a job. 

Lewis apparently has placed his 
stamp of approval upon the great 
mining combines. They are able to 
save -great sums of money in opera-
tion, he says, and this means 
greater benefits to the few miners 
who will be employed. "That is mod-
ern operation," Lewis was quoted 
a.s sayin&" in Cincinnati last week. 
"That condition is one which I 
think the industry now in its major 
sense is dedicated to continue." In 
other words, Lewis, having built up 
his labor organization big enough to 
en!'orce his terms, now wants to 
see the operators combine to a 
point where they can control pro-
duction and fix not only the price of 
coal but the price that will be paid 
for its production. This means the 
speedy elimination of the small or 
marginal operator, and the dtunp­
ing of his labor force onto the la­
bor market.

It's the weedy, rather listless-ap­
pearing Jakes that hold the best 
promise for big muskies--lakes with 
many shallow bays rimmed by 
sedge, rushes, pads and arrowhead. 
Streams where the current is slug­
gish, rather than swift, are a nat­
ural preference. The spot should 
have many weedy indentations and 
deep pools in the eddies below rocks 
or sunken logs. That's where your 
musky will be lurking. He'll be in 
4 to 8 feet of water where such 
cover is present. 

Muskies are carnivorous and will 
take almost anything alive or mov­
ing. Suckers, redhorse, whitefish and 
game fish are the natw-al prey, but 
they've been known to take frogs, 
mice, baby muskrats, ducklings, 
squirrels, water snakes and even 
mud turtles. 

A £asting ·<:ribute 

Yow· approach to a musky hide­
out must be a stealthy. When he 
takes your lure, be sure you set the 
hook sharply, not once but several 
times, for the cartilage around his 
mouth is tough. Once the hook is set 
and the battle begun, never let the 
fish have an inch of slack line. Ac­
cording to an article in Sports Afield 
magazine by Jack Connor, fully 
three-fow·ths of all lost muskies 
won their freedom by throwing the

In answering Lewis' charge. Keck 
told The Elliott News Monday af­
ternoon that "This matter has been 
handled as expeditiously as possible. 
Several months of delay was neces­
sitated due to Mr. Lewis' disbar­
ment from practice, and I took no 
action until he was reinstated to 
practice." 

J udge Keck confirmed the fol­
lowing answer he gave a newsman 
early this week concerning Lewis' 
charge: 

"Last month I overruled Mr. 
Lewis' motion for a summary judg­
ment. But all of the evidence has 
not been transcribed. I do not have 
the complete record. I could not 
render any judgment until I was in 
possession of evidence in the case 
and had studied the record. 

"As any able attorney knows 
Lewis did not at any time request 
me to vacate the bench. 

"'This case has been pending for 
over a year. Various motions and 
pleadings have been made. This is 
the first time I have ever heard 
Lewis mention politics in connec­
tion with this case as far as the 
court is concerned. His charge is 
absolutely untrue. 

"When the suit was first filed, 
Lewis had heard that I was going 
to disqualify myself which I had 
never considered as I didn't know 
anything about the case or any 
political connection that would pre­
vent me from rendering a fair and 
impartial judgment. 

"Nevertheless, he requested that 
I remain on the bench. 

"When evidence has been given to 
me I will render an opinion that 
I believe to be correct according to 
the law and the evidence. 

"Either side can appeal to the 
Court of Appals if they are not 
satisfied with the ju~ment that 
may be entered."
