The switchboard will be install­
ed shortly after Jan. 1, and bids 
on t he outside plant of the com­
pany, including setting of poles, 
stringing of line and other opera­
tions, will be opened today 
(Thursday). The contract will 
cover approx imately 100 miles of 
line. 

A contract also will be let later, 
possibly about Oct. 15, on con­
struction of a new central office 
building to house automatic 
equipment and to serve as stor.age 
and office space, Gearheart said. 

When the telephone system, 
serving a wide area of the upper 
section of this county, is cu t over 
for operation by automatic equip­
ment, he added, free serv ice will 
be available from Pikev ille to the 
Harold exchange.

Enjoy Water Sports 
But Play It Safe 

Frankfort, Sept. 3 (Spl.) -
You can still enjoy Kentucky's 
lakes and rivers in August and 
early September, but be sure to 
play it safe, as accidents caused 
by rudeness and carelessness, can 
still make water sports quite 
dangerous. 

Such is the advice given by Dr. 
Russell Teague of State Depart­
ment of Health. "Swimming was 
once considered taboo during the 
'dog days' ", Dr. Teague continu­
ed, "but this idea is not generally 
accepted today." 

Because this season is often 
very dry, there is more danger of 
the swimmer being exposed to 
typhoid and other diseases 
through stagnant water. 

Last year 110 Kentuckians 
drowned in boating or swimming 
accidents, the. largest percent of 
them young men between the 
ages of fifteen and twenty-four. 
Thirteen of the victims were wo­
men, the Health Director added, 
with nine of them under the age 
of twenty-five.

Here again Grantland Rice, the 
much respected sports writer who 
died only a few years back, figures 
in the controversary as to whether 
or not Red is the smallest lineman 
to merit All-American recognition. 
As Red tells it, he was in New York, 
back in the '30's for a Notre Dame­
Army game, when at a hotel, he 
met Knute Rockne. Rockne, the 
famous coach of Notre Dame, in­
vited Red to attend a banquet for 
the Notre Dame squad. 

"I told him I didn't have any 
right attending a Notre Dame ban­
quet since I went to Centre. He ask­
ed me why didn't I go to Notre 
Dame. I told him that I would have 
been too small for a school like 
Notre Dame." weaver weighed only 
155 pounds. 

"Well," Rockne said, 'you made 
All-America, didn't you?' ,; 

"So I attended the banquet where 
Grantland Rice and Rockne were 
talking. Grantland commented that 
I was the smallest lineman to make 
All-America. Rockne said, "Well, I 
don't know, I've got one that's pretty 
small.' He was referring to Metzler, 
a guard, who made All-America 
that year. Grantland Rice said that 
he'd like to see him on the scales. 
"We never did see Metzler on the 
scales, so we took it for granted 
that perhaps I was the smallest." 
It is a wonder that a man of Red's 

diminutive proportions could equal 
an All-American's performance on 
the football field. To do that it is 
necessary tp possess a great amount 
of courage and what the old-timers 
call heart. Red had both. As an il­
lustration, here's one of Red's casual 
storie~ concerning the history of a 
missing digit. 

Pointing to the missing finger, he 
said, "I had that finger taken off 
on Wednesday and played on Sat­
urday. And it wasn't necessary to 
take the finger. I was showin' a 
boy how to get down in the line, 
and I said, 'Now you close up your 
fists so if someone steps on it, they'll 
slide off.' And, two or three plays 
later, I put my hand down just like 
that (fingers outspread) and was 
passing the ball with one hand be­
hind me to a back when a fellow 
just walked up and stomped it. One 
of my own teammates, and he broke 
my finger in two joints. We knew 
the referee, who was going to offi­
ciate, would not allow any fistcuffs 
or any dirty play in the game, and

the doctor and he whacked it off.

Red is one of the players who 
loved to play <lefense. In his playing 
days, he backed up the line. He 
says that the line can make a 
line backer look awfully good or 
just awful. And, to Red, one of the 
bitter pills of football is the non­
recognition of good line play. As he 
explains it, "Now, I can remember 
when I played football, 75% of the 
people at the game couldn't tell you 
who the linemen were or even their 
positions. Only thing they could see 
was the man carrying the ball, the 
backfield man. And there's still a 
lot who are that way today. A lot. 
You see them on television. You see 
a lineman but no one knows who 
he is. Of course, I'm naturally pre­
judiced, I was a lineman. And, if 
I had it to do over again, I wouldn't 
consider playing in the backfield. 
You wouldn't have any fun back 
there. The line is where you have 
your fun." 

The modern T formation is not 
new, be emphasized. It was used 
in 1912 at Minnesota under the 
coaching of a Dr. William who later 
published a book on the system 
which is referred too quite often 
today. He says that anyone who 
participated in athletics in 1913, '14, 
or '15, can tell the same thing, be­
cause everyone was U&ing it then. 
The quarterback had to receive the 
ball, he says. It was in the rules. 

In talking about line play, Reg 
told the story of Gus Sonnenburg 
who in pro football was Red's team­
mate and, later, the world's champ­
ion wrestler. "One night Sonnen­
burg and I were in Providence, R. I., 
at a wrestling match, and Sonnen­
burg gets up and offers to bet any­
one in the house $100 that he can 
throw the two wrestlers in the ring. 
Well, as it so happened, we had 
played Providence several times 
that season and a fellow knew 
Sonnenburg from the games. He bet 
Sonnenburg $100 that he couldn't 
throw them. 

"We came back the next Satur­
day. When Sonnenburg got into 
the ring, his opponent approached 
him with his arms high over his 
head, as was the custom. Sonnen­
burg just butted him in the stom­
ach and out he went. The other 
guy was easy, and Gus won the 
$10() and started showmanship in 
the ring." 

Red who made All-America in 
his sophomore year did not repeat 

in his junior year. "And," he says, 
"I'll tell you why." 

"In the first quarter of the Har­
vard game I fractured my ankle. I 
didn't do too good that game with 
the bone sticking through the skin. 
I played the entire game ... and I 
fell out with the coach for the 
simple reason he didn't let my 
handicap be known. It didn't look 
good at all. When I got hurt I told 
him I had an ankle busted up. He 
looked at it and said he thought it 
would be all right. He used raw­
hide shoe thongs, pulled the out­
side of my shoe and wrapped it 
entirely in adhesive tape. Had to 
take the"'snoe · off during· the half 
and put on a larger shoe. At the 
end of the game, when they cut 
my shoe off, the blood poured out 
on the floor. We had an old negro 
trainer who took one look at the 
blood and keeled right over. 

"No, it didn't set right with me. 
Not right at all. Yet," he said, "I 
was dumb enough to leave West 
Point and retum to Centre the 
next year". , 

Is kicking ha1·ct? "No," he said, 
"it's like bunting a baseball. You 
just tap the ball right and it goes. 
The nicest thing about extra-points 
is that there is no record of the 
goal-posts ever moving." 

Red was asked about the alleged 
dirty playing in the professional 
football leagues. He answered quick­
ly, defending the type of play in 
the pro leagues. 

"No, no, they play h arcl but not · 
dirty. At least they did when I was 
with them and I played eight years. 
But they were tough. Power foot­
ball. Of course you have some who 
are, as when I played football with 
the old Frankfort Yellow Jackets, 
are dirty. I remember a boy who 
went to the University of Pennsyl­
vania. Gave me a working over one 
game. Ee kicyed six of my teeth out. 
So I asked him, "Is that the way you 
want to play it? and he said, 'Yes'. 
So he snapped the ball and I 
feinted at him. He looked at me 
and asked me why I didn't do any­
thing to him. A couple of plays 
later I hit h im with the heel of 
hand on the back of his neck and 
they took him to the hospital. I 
thou.;ht I had killed the boy. I 
went to see him that night and he 
told me he was sorry he started it." 

"And tllen the Warner system, 
backs left and backs right, was 
your next trend. And I played foot­
ball in high school when the center 
did not at all face the defense. He 
faced his backfield. And with the 
ball between his legs, he gave the 
ball to the backfield and led the 
interference. As you passed the ball, 
you took a short step, going to the 
right or left." 

"Several other variations followed 
until today it is one continuous 
passing of the ball from the center 
to the quarterback. He cannot pass 
it to the side anymore. The rules 
slow down football in one respect 
and open it up in another. Now in 
the old days, one of the big features 
of football, as I see it, was the 
right to clip (blocking a player 
from the rear). That gave away 
with the grandstand football player 
who ran up and down the field and 
you had to wait on him to line up. 
Because, as long as you could clip 
from the rear, you could jump on 
his heels and he wouldn't jump 
but once. He got out of your way 
from then on. Of course, on account 
of broken ankles and torn up 
knees, that was eliminated. And, 
sometimes, you sorta think perhaps 
some of the rules which have been 
taken out of' the book should have 
been left in. The game of football 
would have been much better." 

"Now long ago it was a ,game of 
defense and kicking. Some teams 
still play that type of ball, but, for 
most of them, football has opened 
up in the spreads and lots of pass­
ing. I know your university (Ken­
tucky) does it. And I want to say 
that the boy (Blanton Collier) at 
the University is doing a good job. 
You know when Bryant was there 
you had to have a foreign language 
dictionary to pronounce the play­
ers' names. I think it good to have 
homestate boys on the team. They 
are the ones who will contribute to 
Kentucky and not the boys from 

other states who leave as soon as 
they graduate." 

"I think," says Red Weaver, 
"that I was very fortunate to play 
football when it had reached the 
highest peak it has ever reached in 
this country. You talk to a lot of 
sports writers and they'll tell you 
the same thing. It's true, for the 
simple reason that e\'eryone came 
out of the service in much better 
condition than a football coach 
could get them in ten years. And 
the season of 1919 has been desig­
nated by many authorities as the 
greatest football ever to be played 
in this country, not by one univer­
sity, but university after university, 
at that time, had the best men and 
the best records were made. The 
boys were just returning from the 
service, a great majority of them. 
They were permitted to transfer to 
any school they wished and still be 
eligible for play that year. So the 
larger schools got 1fu.eil" pick of men. 
We were fortunate at Centre in not 
losing anyone, for the simple 
reason we had played together 
practically all our lives, you might 
say. And, of course, I think that 
was the entire solution of why we 
had such a good team at Centre 
College. 

Red has mellowed. The fierce 
sprit which found a 1'55-pounder 
playing professional football at a 
position where mode1n critics would 
indicate that a man is light at 220 
pounds can flame up after all the 
years, but is is better controlled. Red 
has little patience with the foot­
ball star who attempts to rest on 
his law-els. He has never dodged 
hard work, nor has he used his 
fame as an athlete to set up a 
"soft touch". He has worked in the 
Oklahoma oil fields where he knew 
"Pl"etty Boy" Floyd. In recent years 
he has worked mainly with the 
U. S. Corps of Engineers. 

Today, he is happily married to 
an attractive redhead, and they 
have two redheaded youngsters, 6 
and 8, who turn their red-thatched 
noggins to the names of Shelby 
Stuart and Jim Sam. 

He is philosophical about athlet­
ics and college. "Always remember," 
he advises students who plan to 
take part in college athletics, "what 
you came for. An education is the 
only thing no one can take away 
from you ."

Several months ago A. 0. Stanley, 
former Kentucky governor nnd re­
tired chairman of the International 
Joint Commission on the Canadian­
American boundary, wrote State 
Senator Doug Hays, of McDowell. 
He enclosed a clipping from a Hen­
derson (Ky.) newspaper dealing 
with the distinguished Kentuckian's 
early life. 

'·Your kind and valued interest 
in your old friend is my only war­
rant for imposing this little clip­
ping on you," Stanley wrote Hays. 
"I felt nevertheless that you would 
be interested in Francele Arm­
strong's delightful reminiscences of 
my early days at the bar. 

Stanley last visited Prestonsburg 
in 1950 to accept an invitation to 
speak at the Floyd county Sesqui­
centennial celebration. 

The clipping from the home-town 
newspaper that <lelighte.d ex-Gov­
ernor Stanley was rewntten from 
an article by J. Savoyard in 1909. 
It foll-ows: 

To understand A. 0. Stanley it 
is necesSal'Y to know something of 
his background. His father was a 
graduate of Hanover ~allege and 
the "Louisville University" law 
school. The elder Stanley opened a 
law office in Leavenworth, Kansas. 
After Lincoln's election in 1860 the 
lawyer made a red-hot secession 
speech in a red-hot abolition com­
munity, and as a consequence made 
a quick and veiled exit from Leav­
enworth in the dead of night. 

Mr. Stanley headed back for Ken­
tucky, organized the "Anderson 
(County) Tigers,'' a company of 
Confederate soldiers of which he 
was the lieutenant. When their cap­
tain was killed at Shiloh, Stanley 
became the leader. 

Later Stanley was appointed 
Judge Advocate of the Army of 
Tennessee. After the war the 
confederate returned to Shelbyville 
where he took up_ the practice of 
law. He married Amanda Owsley, 
grandniece of William Ousley, a 
learned Chief Justice of the State 
Supreme bench. Owsley was also 
governor dw·ing the Mexican war -
so A. O.'s uncle, William Owsley, set 
a pattern for the boy who ·was to 
follow in his footsteps. 

A. o. (Augustus Owsley) was 
born in Shelbyville some 89 years 
ago. He was the eldest of seven 
children, an~ at the age of 18 he 
took his share of what was left of 
the family fortunes and went shop­
ping for an education. 

Stanley managed to spread his 
$250 over five terms of college by 
working summers as a day laborer. 
He was graduated from Centre Col­
lege in 1889. Oratory was his long 
suit-need we tell you that? 

This is going to surprise you, 
though . Stanley became a teacher 
following his graduation from Cen­
tre. He taught at Christian Col­
lege a t Houstonville; at Bradford­
ville· and ran a coaching school for 
Centre at Mackville. 

Meanwhile Stanley's father, who 
had practiced law and captained a 
Confederate company, became a 
Campbellite (or Christian) minister. 
He pasto'red churches at Campbells­
ville and Flemingsburg in Stanley's 
younger days. 

After his father went to Flemings­
bw·g, A. 0. started holding teach­
ers' institutes during summer 
months, teaching at the normal 
school in the winter. He managed 
to save $300, and to get ahead on 
reading law at nights. In 1894 he 
was admitted to the bar. 

At the end of his first six months 
stanley had collected only $60 in 
fees. Then came his big ehance. A 
poor farmer came into h is law of­
fice bringing with him a distress­
ingly crippled boy. He wanted A. 0 . 
to take his case and use a local doc­
tor for malpractice. Although local 
doctors refused to testify against 
their fellow, Stanley determined to 
go ahead with the case. 

He was broke, but managed t o 
pick up $75 teaching at Kentori 
County Teachers Institute. While in 
Covington he met an eminent SU!'g­
on who expressed the opinion that 
Stanley's client was a victim of mal­
practice. Stanley took his $75 and 
went to the leading medical college 
in Cincinnati where he learned all 
there was to know about the human 
leg. 

Returning to home base, A. 0. 
brought the case to trial. When the 
doctor was put on the stand the 
young lawyer, "made a monkey" 
of him by asking questions whi::h 
showed up his lack of knowledge. 
Stanley won the case, and got 
a verdict of big damages. He was 
on his way at last. 

After his first major victory with 
a court case, success came easy. 
A. o. Stanley became known as the 
man who had won the malpractice 
suit against the famed doctor thru 
his own superior knowledge of ana­
tomy. With his share of the pro­
ceeds of the damages which were 
awarded to the plaintiff~ whose son 
had been an object of malpractice) 
Stanley forged ahead in his legal 
career.
