Minor arm injuries were suffer-
ed by Pvt. Wilford L. Fuller, 18,
of Rockingham, N. C.

A Fort Knox spokesman said
the three soldiers were *polic-
ing up” a rifle range where their
company had been firing gren-
ades from rifles earlier Friday.
Young Walters, this report said,
picked up a grenade and fossed
it into a_nearby wastebasket, the
“dud” then exploding. '

Oliver Walters, of Emma, fath-
er of the victim, was quoted as
saying he learned that the com-
pany to which his son belonged
had been engaged in bazooka
practise and that three shells
were found on the grounds by the
three soldiers, The one Walters
picked up exploded. The other
two were “duds”. '

All three youths were taking
advanced basic training.

Body of Pvt. Walters was re-
turned to Emma for burial in the
Mosley cemetery. Besides his |
father, he leaves his mother, Mrs,
Loral Ring Walters, Covington,
Ky., one brother, Robert, of the
Air Force, Spokane, Wash., and
two sisters, Betty Walters, of
the WAAF, Trenton, N. J, and
Margaret Walters, of Emma.

M. V. Clark, administrator of
the Floyd County Health Depart-
ment, said this week that regula-
tions on the sale of foods and
beverages at fairs may be pro-
cured at the health department
by any person who plans to have
a concession at the county fair
which opens here next Wednes-
day.

“We recommend that only pre-
wrapped sandwiches, packaged
goods and bottled drinks be sold
in open-air stands where running
water can not be had.

“If there ave persons who are
interested in meeting regulations | o
for the making and serving of hot
sandwiches at the fair we at the
health department will be more
than glad to discuss the regula-
tions with you and help you in
every way that we can.

“We feel very sure that these
state regulations were not devis-
ed for sheer folly but by expert-
ly trained persons who have only
the best health interests of you,
your children and the public in
general at heart. We also feel
sure that when we at yvour local
health department try to provide
the best possible protection that
we can for you, by enforcing
these regulations we are not just

To the Citizens ‘'of Floyd County:

It is not my desire to drag the
Floyd County Health Department
any deeper in the mire, nor to
smear it in any way as its lead-
er, Mr. Clark, did on Monday,
September 3. He told you part of |
story in this paper last week.

Mr. Clark had forcefully and
arbitrarily entered five stands
which were being operated by
Churches and non-profitable Or-
ganizations of Floyd county and
a representative from each of
these stands had contacted me
and had told about the abuse and
the bullying manner in which Mr.
Clark had been showing his
authority. Whereupon, I went
from the speakers’ stand out into
the crowd to locate Mr. Clark. I
found him in the f{fifth stand,
which was being operated by a

{ Church Organization of Wheel-

wright, Kentucky. Mrs. Glen Ed-
wards apparently was in’ charge
of the stand or at least she was
the one who was being drilled
and intimidated by Mr. Clark of
the Floyd County Health Depart-
ment. After listening to Mr, Clark
tell Mrs. Edwards that she could
not cook and sell sandwiches in
the open for a profit and wateh-
ing him lift the lids on the various
itemns for sale to be served to the
public and inspect them as {6

what they were and how they !

were prepared, even to the extent
that he challenged Mrs. Edwards
about the sanitation of the skillet
which she was frying hamburgers
in, asked if she should drop it
on the floor, would she wash it

! and where was her water and did

she have any soap—Mr. Clark
openly and flagrantly doubted
her answers to these gquestions
and expressed himself so.

After some 10 minutes of this
abuse, I told Mrs. Edwards not to
be alarmed or excited, for she
seemed almost at the point of
breaking into tears. I told her
that this man was only being
cranky and that he would not
stop her or any of the other
stands. At -this point,
only words that Mr. Clark said
to me at any time in this contro-
versy and they were unthinkable
words, coming from a man in his
capacity. These were the only
words he said-to me and no oth-
ers. It is true that we almost came
to blows, physically.

I have been praying about the
matter. I have not fully decided
et if this shall be the end of it.
I do hope that Mr. Clark will
apologize publicly in thig paper
for such an outrage and I do hope
that he will admit that this is the

‘whole truth.

U. F. DRILLS 3
HUGE GASSERS

Two Pike County Wells
13,000,000 or Better;
Deep Exploration Seen

Three big gas wells last week
set a production success record
which bested all previous weeks
of the United Fuel Gas Company
in its drilling of hundreds of
wells in Eastern Kentucky.

First of all, there was the rec-
ord or near-record 13,360,000 cu-
bic feet producer hit in the Big
Lime formation on the Majestic
Collieries Coal Company lease in
Pike county, in the Tug River
section. The gas flow came in
“natural” at 2,640 feet with 563
pounds rock pressure.

A second, a test or “wildcat”
well, was drilled in on Knox
Creek of that county, near the|
Virginia line, in the same for-|
mation, and it drilled in at 4.-
400,000 cubic feet. Acidized, the
well shut in at 13,000,000 cubic
feet with 850 pounds rock pres-
sure,

Smallest of the three wells was
drilled on Blackberry Creek, com-
ing in at 2,400,000 cubic feet “na-
tural,” and jumping to 4,300,000
feet after having been acidized.

A fourth well was drilled in by |
United Fuel in Pike county dur-|
ing the week, but its production |
was barely worth mentioning in
comparison with that of the other|
three. A shale well, drilled with-|
in a mile of the largest Big Lime\
producer brought in during the
week, it is producing 200,000 eubic
feet. The shale was reached there‘
at a depth of 5200 feet—deeper
than the deepest well yet sunk in
Floyd county.

Unitd Fuel has several thou-!
sand acres of land in the Majestic
area where last week’s big gasser
was drilled and this week had a
crew of lease men picking up all
available additional acreage. The
three big wells drilled in extend
lineally over a distance of about
10 miles.

Glover C. Spencer, division|
superintendent of United Fuel,|
said his company plans drilling
to the Clinton formation in Mar-
tin and Pike counties this year.
The company's plans call for
sinking at that point, a depth of
about 5,000 feet, an old shale well
in each of these counties.

A well drilled recently through
the Clinton to a depth of about|
5,100 feet on Arkansas Creek, this |
gounty, by Kentucky West Vir-
ginia Gas Company failed to pro-
duce. This was the greatest depth
to which a well had been sunk in
Floyd county.
