Unless we are careful. we 
can be conquered from within, 
without the dropping of a bomb. 
When just one teacher is afraid 
to speak the truth openly, take a 
firm stand publicly for what she 
belieevs in and knows to be right, 
something is bad wrong. When 
just one puts her job before prin­
ciples and ideals it is dangerous. 
When thousands unwililngly ac­
cept theories, methods, ideologies 
they question, danger is lurking 
r.-ar. 

Fortunately for Eastern Ken­
tucky, much that has been. tried 
and abandoned, or later reJected 
elsewhere, has not yet reached 
here. But even here today many 
oi our best educators insist cur­
rent programs from higher auth­
orities offer much to which they 
cannot ascribe. Never in the his­
tory of America has there been 
evaluation and re-evaluation of 
education, as today.

The fund replied that it already 
ls paying for the medical care of 
many who otherwise would be indi­
gent, and that such care is t11e pri­
mary responsibility of tax-supported 
agencies. 

The committee agreed with the 
fund's statements on this matter. 

Recommendations of the com­
mittee included: 

1. FTee choice of doctors "among 
ethical and qualified individuals" 
and on a free-for-service basis is 
in the best interest of good medical 
care. 

2. Making patient visits without 
request or consent of the patient or 
his doctor is unwarranted and is to 
be condemned. 

3. Subsidy payments for doctors 
are to be condemned if they lead to 
monopoly or control of medical 
practice. 

4. County medical societies may 
refuse membership to anyone it re­
gards as engaoed in unethical prac­
tices. It is hoped that differences 
about what is unethical can be re­
solved on the local level.

Lexington, Ky., Sept. 10 (Spl.) -
Kentuckians always have been able 
to compete with the rest of the na­
tion in fashioning the national dish, 
apple pie, because the Blue Grass 
state is an apple-producer. Another 
fruit, also basis of a national dish, 
may get a good foothold in Ken­
tucky. It's the blueberry. 

Carl Chaplin, Kentucky Agricul­
ture Experiment Station Horticul­
turist, is working out blueberry pro­
duction for Kentucky. So far he has 
had considerable success, despite the 
fact blueberry-production requires 
careful handling and certain type 
soils and water-availability. 

Tl·ue blueberries grow well in the 
Kentucky mountains, but sparsely, 
and are known locally as huckle­
berries. Commercially, blueberries 
are produced in Michigan, New Jer­
sey, and New York and one or two 
southern states. They require an 
acid soil high in organic matter, 
which Kentucky docs not generally 
have.

College Park:, Ga., district repre­
sentative of the Nation:Jl Safety 
Council. His 10-part analysis of the 
staLe's h1'!:hway traffic-safety ef­
forts and their effectiveness was 
given at a meeting attended by Lt. 
Gov. Harry Lee Waterfield and 
other state officials concerned with 
highway safety. 

In his analysis, Civils, speaking 
for the National Safety Council, 
made specific recommendations for 
Kentucky to follow in order to im­
prove the traffic·safety program. 

'Ihese recommendations, said 
Civils, are subordinate to the im­
mediate and pressil'lg need for a 

I 
state-wide citizen safety organiza­
tion. 

"Until you ha vc full-fledged, 
V.11olehearted citizen support for 
your highway-safety programs, you 
will not reduce yow· death rate," 
Civils said. 

"Kentucky has a good record this 
year, but won't be able to maintain 
it without good public relations. You 
need someone in authority who will 
say and mean it, 'We will have law 
and order on our highways'," the 
safety expert said. 

The National Safety Council 
analyses are not studies of specific 
government agencies, Civils said, 
but studies of their over-aU effec­
tiveness. 

The 1956 Reorganization Act, 
which created the new Department 
of Safety, appears to be a step to­
ward a substantial improvement in 
the state highway traffic toll, he 
said. Civil paid special note to the 
476 highway deaths in Kentucky to 
date this year saying the number 
was 33 fewer than were killed in 
t11c same period a year ago

$57 million of the bond money to ' 
match federal aid during the first three 
years of the program, as prescribed by 
the 1956 Federal Highway Act. The • 
remainder of the bond money would 
be used for matching federal money 
in future years. 

NO NEW TAXES NECESSARY 
The Legislature also adopted taxes· 
chiefly on heavy trucks. These ta xes are 
now being paid and are enough to 
retire the bonds. 
If Kentucky FAILS to match federaf 
aid (which 1s your money, being paid 
day-by-day, mainly in federal gasoline 
taxes), then these funds would be kept 
by the government to be given to other 
states.

Mcintosh said the camp would be 
built on a 182-acre tract, lying east 
of KY 229 between London and 
Barbourville. The state has leased 
the site to the organization for 
this purpose for an indefinite per­
iod. 

Engineers have set total cost of 
the project at $389,000, Mcintosh 
said, "but about $100,000 is needed 
before we can build the minimum 
facilities to start using the camp. 
The remaining funds will be sought 
over the next four or five years." 

Mcintosh stressed that no aid 
was being sought from federal and 
state sources other than use of the 
land and that all money would be 
raised through private contributions. 

He said quotas have been set for 
each of the 21' counties. They ranged 
from $2,3800 for Owsley county to 
$69,895 for Harlan county. 

When the camp is completed, fa­
cilities will be available for use by 
school and church groups, provided 
they do not conflict with the reg­
ular 4-H Club schedule, Mcintosh 
added. 

The vice-president said camp 
facilities thus far approved include: 

1. A 300-seat assembly building, 
costing $30,000, and a 225-seat din­
ing hall and kitchen, costing an 
estimated $80,000.
