Those who criticiz"e Gov­
ernor Chandler for his 
p1ompt dispatch of national 
guardsmen to Clay and Stur­
gis should, first of all, con­
sider what might have hap­
pened in those to\Yns if he 
had delayed action. 

It is easy to say that noth­
ing would have happened 
except that some Negro chil­
dren would have been pre­
Yented from attending white 
schools. Yet that is placing 
more confidence in humai1 
tempers in the mass than 
past experience justifies. 

One untimely s tatement or 
move by a Negro, one hot­
head among tbe whites a 
single ra ·h act; and viole~ce 
would have been the r esult. 
Those are poss ibilities that 
must be weighed. It is rath­
er late to act after mobs get 
into action.

Attorney Davidson describes for 
pw·poses of clarification of Tract 
A and B another tract of 20 acres 
east of the other tracts.

Later Mayo, 
throus;h his attorney-in-fact, Ed­
win 'Trimble, gt"anted the land 1n 
1853, to John M. Burns.

2, 1664. 

John M. Burns and Keziah, his 
wife, sold this tract Jan. 3, 1870. to 
Sarah B. (Auxier) Denton, wife 
of James Denton. Mrs. Denton was 
the ·;;randmother of John C. c. 
Mayo, Paintsville capitalist. After 
that the tract was sold to Emma. 
Weddington and Robert W. Wed .. 
dington. The price of the tract de· 
scribed sold for $900 in 1870, went 
to the Weddingtons for $1,500, and 
was resold by them to Robert S. 
Friend in 1890 for $7,000. Friend sold 
a part to s. T . Nickles:or l3ig Stone 
Gap, va.. and thereafter many 
transfers of title broke the tract up 
into smaller and smaller pieces. A 
part of the tract became m lMi 
the R. s.

SPORTS AFIELD 
By TED KESTING 

It is well worth while for the 
angler to carry a fishing thermo­
meter and use it regularly, for a 
glance at that glass-ecnclosed drop 
of mercury will not only help you 
find fish, it will indicate what meth­
ods you should use. This does not 

I 

mean you can stick a thermometer 
in the water, look at it, and im­
mediately start catching lots of fish. 
Each time you go out, you have to 

I experiment to find just where they 
are and what they want-but base 

I 
your first efforts on water temper­
ature. 

Here are the depth-temperature 
preferences of fish, as compiled by 
Jason Lucas, angling editor of 
Sports Afield magazine: 

LARGEMOUTH BASS: Under 
55°F.-A sound general rule, with 
few exceptions, is that you won't get 
many at such a low temperature. 
Nor is catching them much sport 
in such cold water - they're semi­
torpid and and fight weakly. 

60' F - L~J,rgemouths will be in 
shallower water. Fishing for them 
is often excellent, especially during 
the middle of a warmer day. Under­
water lures usually best, but some­
times they'll take surface lures more 
readily. 

70 'F. - In shallower water morn­
ings and evenings, but likely to go 
deeper as the water warms. This is 
usually the best temperature for 
bass fishing by any method. 

80°F - Getting pretty warm for 
bass to feed well, but you may make 
fine catches by fishing the shore 
line of a deep lake at the crack of 
dawn and at dusk. 

For smallmouth bass, merely low­
er ull the temperatures given above 
by about eight to ten degrees. 

TROUT: Below 40°F. - In this 
low range, trout seek the deepest 
holes, and they're feeding little. 
Flies are not productive; most use 
live bait or spinning lures. 

45 F - Still deep, but feeding 
more. As temperature rises, they'll 
take wet flies better. 

55°F -. Gradually coming into 
shallower spots and beginning to 
take dry flies. 

65°F. - Too warm for trout to 
feed much. 

BLUEGILLS: Can be caught 
re::tdily through a wide temperature 
range. In fall, when surface temper­
ature drops below about 45 F., they 
go down to around 25 feet or deep­
er, where fishing is generally slow. 

CRAPPIES: Have about the same 
depth- temperature bass. 

PIKE, MUSKY, WALLEYE: Also 
have about the same depth-temper­
ature preference as large mouth bass 
until the first fall frosts. After the 
surface temperature drops to below 
45° you'll get the really big ones of 
these three species.

The 1956 Legislature passed sev­
eral tax measures, now in effect, de­
signed to raise the estimated $4,. 
500,000 needed each year to retire 
the proposed bonds. The 1956 acts 
did not increase state taxes on the 
averll€e motorist to pay off the 
bonds. Most of the increased taxes 
are coming from heavy commercial 
trucks. The principal tax boost was 
the two-cent-a-gallon surtax placed 
on gasoline and diesel fuel used by 
these heavy commercial t1ucks.

I How to kill poison ivy without in­
jury to the tree on which it is 
climbing is explained by N. R. El­
l.ott, Extension horticultunst at the 
University of Kentucky. 

Combine equal parts of concen­
trated 35 percent 2, 4-D and 33 per­
cent 2, 4, 5-D, the latter a brush 
k!ll~r. To them. add nine parts of 
grease, such as is used in cooking. 
Mix well, then appl}' around the 
ivy stem with a small brush or rag 
wrapped around a stick. One appli­
cation will usually be enough for 
vines the size of a lead pencil. 

Vines that are an inch or more 
in diameter require more drastic 

[ treatment. The bark of the main 
stem should be cut three cr four 
times with the axe to peel the 
bark, then the mixtW'e applied to 
the injured part and around the 
stem.

An executive order issued last 
month by Coltl!lllissioner Vego 
Barnes changed the income scale 
determining the responsibility of 
adult children in supporting their 
aged parents.
