Jervis Dies, 
Three Shot 
In Gunfight 
Columbus, 0. Bar 
Scene of Shooting; 
2 Others May Die 

A gwlfight inside a Columbus, 0. bar 
Saturday night resulted in the death of one 
Floyd county man, the critical shooting of 
his brother and the wounding of two other 
men, one seriously. 

Thomas J. Jervis, 35, formerly of En­
dicott, was almost instanUy killed by a 
revolver bullet in his head. His brother, 
John Hardy Jervis, was listed Monday in 
critical condition with a bullet wound in bis 
chest. 

Arnold Carter, 47, barte1;1der at the Old 
Comer Bar, was struck in his left hand by a 
shotgun charge reportedly fired by Thomas 
J. Jervis, and a wild shot from Carter's .~ 
calibre revolver critically wounded a 
bystander. 

The homicide bureau, C9lumbus Police 
Department, said the shooting followed the 
ordering by Carter of the Jervis brothers 
from the bar. The police report said 
Thomas Jervis began kicking a cigarette 
machine when he apparently thought he did 
not receive the correct change and that the 
bartender told the brothers to leave. They 
left, telling Carter they would be back, a 
homicide bureau spokesman told The 
Times. This report says Carter fired, 
killing the elder of the brothers after he had 
been shot in his hand, and that the bar­
tender then shot John Hardy Jervis when 
the latter "went after" the bartender. 

Carter was booked on a charge of assault 
with a deadly weapon in connection with 
the wounding of the bystander. 

The brothers resided at 897 McAllister 
street, Columbus. The scene of the shooting 
is at 937 East Main street.

Census Shows Floyd Suffered 
Loss of 13% in Population 

Official 1970 U. S. Burea.u of the Census 
figures released this week show that Floyd 
county suffered a population loss of 13.8 per 
cent between the 1960 census and last 
year's head-<:ount. 

The county's population, according to the 
new census. is 35,889. In 1960 it was 41.642. 

The official population of Kentucky is 
3,219,311-up 6 per cent from the 1960 count 
of 3,038,156. 

The 1970 census counted 35,358 white 
persons in this county, 98.5 percent of the 
total; 506 Negroes and 25 persons of ot~er 
races. In 1960, 99.2 percent of the population 
was white. 

The census showed 3189 children under 5 
years; 10,111 in ages 5 through 17; 19,072 

people are 18 through 64; and 3517 who are 
65 and older. The population 14 years and 
over included 16,764 married people, 2075 
who were widowed, 689 divorced and 6391 
never married. 

Floyd county's 1970 population was 
classified as 9.5 percent urban and 90.5 
percent rural. 

There were 10,343 households with 35,763 
persons, including 1197 one-person 
households. In addition, 126 were living in 
group quarters. 

The new census counted 11,399 housing 
units in Floyd county--6901 of them oc­
cupied by their owners, 3442 occupied by 
tenants, and 1056 vacant . These included 
va<·ant l' l it!' for seasonal use. The 

proportion occupied by owners in 1970 w.u 
60.5 percent, compared with &7.9 percent tn 
1960. 

Among year-round dweUing units then 
were 10,490 single-family houses, 513 
housing units in multi-unit buildings, lind 
331 mobile homes or trailen. The per­
l"tmtage of occupied units with more thin 
one person per room was 17, compared witb 
28.8 in 1960. Of all the occupied housbrc 
units, 6619 had piped water, toilet and baOa, 
while 3,724 lacked some or all pJumbf'lll,

Collopy Presents 
Technical Paper 

Frank Collopy, civil er;~gineering and 
math instructor at Prestonsburg Com­
munity College, recently presented a 
technicll. paper at the fourth annual 
Kentucky Surveyors Conference Center in 
Lexington. 

The paper entitled, "The State Plane 
Coordinate System-Uses and 
Calculations," was co-authored by Mr. 
Callopy and Robert Joubert, assistant town 
engineer, Brookline, Massachusetts. 

Presented to over 100 participants at the 
conference, the paper described the ad­
vantages of, and the need for, present-{iay 
surveyors to utilize the State Plane Coor­
dinate System ( SPCS) of designating 
boundaries and monuments of property 
surveys with the rectangular coordinates 
referenced to the accepted coordinate axes 
as specified by the U. S. Coast and Geodetic 
Survey. 

The SPCS of determining.boundaries was 
recently used to layout the Interstate High­
way System throughout Kentucky and was 
also used in the 1940's by some of the coal 
mining companies in Eastern Kentucky to 
designate boundaries in their land surveys. 
The modern trend in most states in this 
country is to utilize such a system. 

Mr. Collopy and Mr. Joubert, who were 
classmates in undergraduate days at 
Merrimack College, Andover, Mass. 
Successfully collaborated on this tehnical 
presentation, although they are now 
separated by more than 1000 miles. 

Mr. Joubert has been employed at the 
Town Engineer's Office in Brookline, Mass. 
for the past six years. He is a registered 
surveyor in Massachusetts. Mr. Collopy, 
who is a registered professional engineer in 
Massachusetts, has previously authored 
and presented other technical papers in the 
field of structural mechanics, dynamics 
and vibration.

FRANKFORT, KY. ·With travel and 
boat shows making the rounds and playing 
to packed houses, with sporting goods 
dealers presenting pre-season displays of 
rods, reels and other paraphernalia, and 
with the annual flood of fishing equipment 
brochures that make their way into mail 
boxes, the fisherman or outdoorsman 
cannot be judged too harshly if his fishing 
anticipation mounts to the running~ver 
stage. 

There will be literally, thousands of 
fishermen who this year will be in the 
market for new gear. The old rod and reel 
may be relegated to a corner by a veteran 
angler, the new fisherman eagerly awaits 
the purchase of his first tackle, and some 
who own adequate fishing gear will want to 
get into the swim of things by purchasing 
something new in the fishing world. This all 
makes for a good market, but often is not 
good for the fishermen . 

Many fishermen buy equipment that is 
not suited to their needs. They do this 
through ignorance, pressure or bad advice 
from fishing friends. Just about every 
fisherman who has cast a plug believes he 
is an authority on the equipment offered 
and may often bluster his way into the 
purchase of rods or reels that are not suited 
to his needs. He may use them, completely 
unaware that better suited equipment could 
make him a better fisherman. 

The very best rod of a given make is not 
always suitable for every individual. Some 
variation may be available that is more 
effective, or an angler may be forced to 
change to another brand before he gets 
what is best for him. 

This is not a fluff at any or all tackle 
companies. If every person required and 
demanded the very same equipment, 
eventually there would be but one company 
and one brand. It is said. that there are 
persons for cars and there are cars for 
persons. The same is true of fishing 
equipment . Some would be excellent for a 
given person, but not suitable for another. 

So, what do we do ? 
A prospective buyer shquld first deter­

mine which equipment best suits his par­
ticular type of fishing. This can be done by 
trying out various models made by dif­
ferent companies. If the buyer is not sure of 
his needs, he should ask the operator of the 
store or the salesman who deals in the 
merchandise and in most instances he will 
receive good advice. The seller usually is a 
man of integrity and he will be glad to guide 
a buyer and see that he receives the correct 
equipment. 

If the dealer is unable to help, then a 

person who has had great experience in 
fishing will be able to give detailed in­
formation and guide the new buyer or the 
buyer who is uninformed about his needs. 

Proper equipment can make a fishing 
season much more enjoyable. For a 
youngster it could determine whether he 
should make fishing his favorite avocation 
or whether he will be discouraged because 
of unsuitable or inoperable rods and reels. 

So often a parent has been heard to say: 
"My youngster likes to fish. I want to get 1 

him a cheap rod and reel to start with. An 
inexpensive one is all he needs." 

How incorrect. If the inadequate rod or 
reel is purchased for the youngster, 
chances are that it will actually be all he'll 
need. Frustration with its limited action 
will cause him to abandon fishing for all 
time.

Mr. Harmon said he is hoping the plant 
can get into civilian production but added 
that what he is anxious about, just now, is to 
get back to work on any sort of contract.

To this basic cost would be added $300 per 
unit for a sewage system and $200 per unit 
for an electrical system. A camp store and 
laundry, which are optional, would cost 
another $22,000; a playground, $5,000; a 
swimming pool, $25-$50,00, and a boat 
launching facility, $30,000. These, however, 
are also optional. 

Without a pool and boat launching in­
stallation, a 100-site camp would earn an 
annual gross of $70,000, and operating 
expenses would approximate $42,000. If full 
development of such a site were made, 
including pool, boat ramp, playground, 
all-the expected gross per year would be 
$90,000; operating expense, $48,600.

Perkins Says Budget 
To Hit Ky. Education 

Washington, D. C., february IS­
Representative Carl D. Perkins advised 
Kentucky school superintendents today 
that President Nixon's budget for education 
may mean $13,042,000 less money for 
Kentucky next school year over the amount 
provided by Congress in appropriations for 
the current school year. 

Perkins said that from data submitted by 
the Department of Health, Education, and 
Welfare, elementary and secondary 
education programs would be reduced 
about $2,000,000, vocational education by 
about $1,500,000, education professions 
development by $120,000, and public library 
programs by $500,000. 

Higher education programs in Kentucky 
were allocated $9,044,351 in the current 
year, but under the President's new budget 
would drop to $267,492 because the 
President's proposal does not call for 
allocations to states of student assistance. 

Programs most severely affected within 
these totals according to figures released 
by Perkins, are mathematics and science 
equipment. Under title III of the National 
Defense Education Act, Congress ap­
propriated $948,977 for the current year and 
the President's budget calls for no ex­

provided last year. The President's budget 
does not earmark funds for vocational 
education work-study; $94,161 was 
provided last year. The vocational 
cooperative education program was ap- · 
propriated $333,000 last y_ear; there are 
no funds in the budget for the next school 
year. Vocational education curriculum 
materials and development were given 
$722,259 in the current year and will receive 
no earmarked funds under the budget 
proposal. The Adult Education Act which 
got $1,148,538 for the current year will be 
reduced to $884,693 the next year under the 
budget proposal. 

The state allocation of budgeted amounts 
shows severe reductions in funds for higher 
education with no funds scheduled for 
construction of facilities. 

Public Ubrary Services programs were 
provided $703,594 in Kentucky for the 
current year. Next year, under the 
President's budget, only $324,425 will be 
provided. Public library construction was 
given $127,653 by Congressional ap­
propriations for the current year. The 
budget does not call for any expenditures in 
the next year.

Deep Drilling in East Morgan 
Finds Heavy Flow, Some Gas 

(From The Licking Valley, Courier, West 
Liberty, Ky.) 

Drillers have hit a good.flow of oil and 
some gas in the dee~Kest well being drilled 
by Monitor Petroleum Corporation in 
eastern Morgan county near Moon post 
office, but the flows have been closed off 
and drilling is continuing. 

Monitor proposes to drill the test well to 
the granite, estimated at 9,500 feet or 
deeper in that area. They were down 8,765 
feet Wednesday, and expect to hit the 
granite in about two weeks or sooner. 

Though various pays have been hit on the 
way down, biggest production found thus 
far was in the Rose Run section of the Knox 
formation at between 4,80() and 4,900 feet. 

A drill-stem test was made in the Rose 
Run some weeks ago, and geologists 

estimated a flow of about 400 barrels of oil 
per day from this formation. Also some 
3,000 cubic feet of gas cut the oil and sur­
faced in eight minutes during the test. The 
geologists estimate about 125,000 cubic feet 
of gas production in this formation. 

The Rose Run section is at the bottom bf 
the Knox, said Binck Strickland, Monitor's 
division manager. 

Drillers also hit a pretty good show of oil 
in the Berea, and gas in a number of other 
formations, though not so big as in the Rose 
Run section. 

"We're looking for something big in the 
basal sands" (the Pre-Cambrian atop the 
granite), Strickland said Wednesday. And 
he said the drill bit should be to that depth 
in about 10 days. 

"Looks like we've got a pretty good well 
here in Morgan," he told a newspaperman 
this week.

Monitor now has about 14,000 acres of 
leases in eastern Morgan county, 20,000 
acres in eastern Elliott, 24,000 in western 
Lawrence and 10,000 acres in north-western 
Johnson. 

Now Monitor is looking foreward to more 
exploratory drilling; also they plan to lay 
some connecting pipelines. 

The company hopes to get started early 
in the spring on another deep well in Elliott 
near the Stevens well, and they plan to drill 
a bunch of wells in western Lawrence 
county. Also rumors are heard that Monitor 
plans to drill some shallow wells in eastern 
Morgan, one perhaps on the Ballard Wallin 
farm at the mouth of Dock's Creek less than 
a mile from the deep Moon well. 

Strickland said Wednesday that Monitor 
had drilled two wells in Lawrence cowtty in 
the shallower sands and had good gas 
production. They plan to lay a pipeline this 
spring to connect these wells to Inland's 
line about 1112 miles away, and to drill 
additional wells in that area. 

A recently published report shows the 
state's bonded indebtedness totaled just 
over $1.2 billion at the end of the last fiscal 
year.
