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Carroll Reports

Initial Contract
On New KY 80

Hazard Interchange Job
To Cost $4.15 Million;
Floyd, Knott Work Next

The first contract for construction of
new KY 80has been awarded to Holloway
Construction Company, of Wixom, Mich.,
Governor Julian Carroll announced last
Thursday.

Holloway's contract for $4,159,143.83
covers construction of an interchange
with KY 15 at the western extremity of
the new highway where it joins the
Daniel Boone Parkway at Hazard.

The length of the project is about a
half-mile. Work to be done includes
earth-moving, drainage and surfacing,
as well as the structure by which KY 80
will overpass KY 15,

Transortation Secretary Clavin G.
Grayson explained that traffic will be
maintained on the Parkway and KY 15 at
all times during construction by means of
detours and part-width construction.

Construction will start on other
sections of KY 80 as design is completed,
necessary right-of-way acquired and
utilities cleared, Grayson said.

He expects that bids will be taken on
four sections in Floyd and Knott counties
during the next two months.

Governor Carroll said he expects the
whole length of the new highway to be
under construction by early summer
next year.

The consulting engineering firm,
H.A. Spalding company, of Hazard,
which designed the section of KY 80 just
awarded to Holloway, will supervise
other construction also.

General supervision of construction
on the whole 42.5 mileé new highway is the
responsibility of Brighton Engineering
Company, of Frankfort.

E.V. Hilton, certified civil engineer
of 31 years' experience with the Bureau
of Highways is serving as project
engineer.

Construction is being funded through
the Resource Recovery Road Program

proposed by Governor Carroll and.. .

enacted by the 1976 General Assembly.
Bonds in the amount of $212 million have
been sold by the Kentucky Turnpike
Authority, as authorized by that
legislation.

Retirement of these bonds on a 40-
year schedule will be accomplished by

Mayor Elmer Ferguson said the
board dismissed the officers on the
grounds that '‘they weren't carrying out
their duties as the board wanted."

Harold “‘Beaver’’ Johnson was ap-
pointed temporary town marshal, but
Mayor Ferguson said the police cruiser
was parked near his home Tuesday
morning and that it appeared Johnson
had either quit or been dismissed.

Deputy Sheriffs Ted Isaacs and
Randy Boyd served the community as
emergency officers until Johnson began
work.

One of the cources of contention at
Wheelwright, it was said, was the large
number of speeding citations issued by
the Bateses. Deputy Sheriff Isaacs said
he ran a test Saturday evening on the
speeding situation, using a radar gun. He
said of the approximately 100 cars
checked, the fastest speed recorded was
38 miles per hour—only three miles over
the posted speed limit.

Mine Shutdown Quiet
In County This Week

The shutdown of unionized coal
mines was without reported violence in
this county through Monday and the
preceding week-end, but incidents were
reported in both Pike and Johnson
counties,

An estimated 35 roving pickets
reportedly stopped a Chessie System
train last Saturday, near the Call and
Ramsey mine on Johns Creek, and to
have dumped part of its load of coal.

The same day, a coal truck was fired
upon near the Addington Brothers Coal
Company Mine No, 6 on Daniel’s Creek,
in Johnson county, The truck's wind-
shield was smashed by a bullet, it was
reported.

State troopers were called to the

scene of both incidents, but nobody was
arrested.

Meanwhile, truck drivers got into the
picketing act last Friday when 25 to 30 of
them appeared at an Ashland coal dock,
demanding higher pay, better roads and
increased tonnage for their trucks.

The drivers argue, it was said, that if
Addington Brothers can pay §$50 a day
extra for guards during the picketing,
they could pay their drivers more.

" A group of pickets also was said to
have blocked the road at the mouth of
Deskins Branch, Pike county, stopping
several eoal trucks.

Coal continued to be moved by truck
this week. Most coal shipped by rail was
from independent mines or stockpiles.

As State Rate Rises

Last vear, when Kentucky as a whele
had an increase in serious crime of 21
per cent, Floyd county had a drop of 12.6
per cent.

The total of serious crimes reported
from this county last year was 342 — 47
fewer than in the preceding 12 months.
The county's reported erimes in 1976
included five murders, five forcible
rapes; [wo pobberies, 117 assaults, 117
Casks U “breakingand entering, 123
larcenies and 42 auto thefts.

There was a marked fluctuation in
the erime figures, county to county, and
some sources claim this is more the
result of incomplete reporting of crime
than of crime itself,

Neighboring Johnson county, for
instance, showed a 45.7 per cenl increase
last year, while Magoffin county erime
rose only 13 per cent, and all other
contiguous counties - Floyd, Martin and
Lawrence -- had decreases. Although
Martin county had four murder cases
and three for manslaughter last year, its
serious crime rate, according to the
Kentucky State Police Uniform Crime
Report, dropped 46.2 per cent below the
crime rate in 1975.

The crime rate changes in counties of
this area; Boyd, up 21 per cent;
Breathitt, down 2.5 per cent; Elliott, 89
per cent increase; Knotl, 10.6 per cenl
decrease; Lawrence, 20.4 per cent
decrease; Letcher, 20.5 per cent in-
crease; Menifee, down 43.5 per cent;
Morgan, up 97.5 per cent for the heaviest
increase in the state last year; Perry, up
10 per cent; Pike, 4 per cent decrease.

Although its crime rate was up 89 per
cent, rural Elliott county had only 34
serious crimes last year, and in these
there was not a case of murder, man-
slaughter or rape.

The seventh annual Uniform Crime
Report for Kentucky says, ''Public
education campaigns by police agencies
and other concerned groups have
resilted in a national trend toward a
higher percenlage of rape victims
reporting the offenses against them. It
appears that this trend is now operaling
in Kentucky."

“Fayette county, where the largest
increase in rape reports occurred (in the
1976 report), now has a fully operational
rape crisis center.”

It is believed that the increase in
reported rapes in 1976 represents an
increased willingness by rape victime to
cooperate with the police.

The 1976 crime report shows last
year's violent crime rate to be 2614
vietims per 100,000 Kentucky residents.
This is down from the 1975 rate, which
was 265.8 vietims per 100,000 residents.
The rate per 100,000 Kentuckians in the
property crime category rose from 3,008
in 1975 to 3,024.9°last year, the report
shows.

Secretary® Smith said one way
Kentuckians can help law enforcement
officials reduce the Commonwealth's
crime rateis by becoming involved in the
various crime prevention programs. He
said, '‘Basic common sense is (he
greatest crime deterent we have found.”

$112,000MayGo
For Bridge Work
At Allen Center

Gov. Julian Carroll announced last
Thursday that the Floyd fiscal court will
receive $112,000 for bridge construction
out of the total $30 million allocation of
Local Public Works funds to Kentucky.

County Judge Henry Stumbo; who
earlier had been lold by the governor of
the Floyd county allocation, said the
$112,000 will in all probability be spent on
construction of a bridge to provide access
to the county park under construction
near Allen.

Judge Stumbo said his
derstanding of the new federal funding is
that the $112,000 allocated by Gov,
Carroll is in addition to the $297,000
allocated in the recent update of funds
under the Local Public Works Act for
1977. Before the update [igures were
announced, the county's share was
placed at $284,000.

City of Prestonsburg frunds from the
same source were increased in the up-
date by $33,000, bringing the city’s share
to $762,000.

Because Prestonsburg has been
allocated $45,312 in excess of the

Enjoined Miners
Ruled Ineligible
For Federal Aid

Striking miners are indignant
because they have been refused food
stamps, and their picketing temporarily
closed last Wednesday the Bureau for
Social Insurance office here where ap-
plicants are granted or denied food
stamp certification.

An all-day rain Friday cut picketing
at the Prestonsburg office to & minimum.
But the dissatisfaction with the situation
remains,

It is estimated that 13,000 persons,
including miners and their families, in
Floyd, Johnson, Martin, Pike, Magoffin,
Knott and Letcher counties are being
denied stamps because, stale officials
say, the federal guidelines governing
food stamp issuance forbids the stamps
to members of mine locals under federal
injunction.

Mine locals which are under in-
junction include Nos, 1827 1468, 1834,
8045, 8364 and 1741.

UMW members involved in the
current wildeat strike whose locals
aren't under injunction are eligible for
food stamps, and that is a nettling point
to those denied stamps.

One union miner said, ''We're en-
titled to them just as much as the people
whodon't work but get them.'* He said he
had been out of work five days because
picket lines had been established al the
mine where he was employed. He added
that those pickets were fromr out of the
state.

The strike, which UMWA officials
have sought in vain to end, began with a
protest by West Virginia miners of the
cutback in miners' health benefits. Then
Eastern Kentucky mines were picketed,

Tunnel Blaze
Halted, Repair
Job Under Way

The fire in the Midas railway tunnel,
near Hueysville, was halted last week,
and a special Chessie System bridge and
tunnel crew was at work this week,
making repairs inside the tunnel which
will again permit its use.

There was no guess available as to
the reopening date, but Tom Johnson,
head of the rail company's public
relations department in Huntington, W.
Va., said, shortly after the fire was
reported, that the repair work may
require a month for completion.

Reconstruction of the trestle at the
mouth of Caney Fork of Middle Creek has
been completed, but the wildcal strike
which has paralyzed all union mines in
the area has rendered it of little or no use
since the rail line there was reopened.

The fire which closed the 514-foot
Midas tunnel cut all rail service to 10
mines between that point and Deane,
Letcher county. The mines have a rating
of 200 cars a day, and normally the loss in
coal production would have been heayy
because of the blaze. But, as in the case
of the Middle Creek branch line leading
to David, picketing of mines has most
coal production stopped, anyway.

If the identity of those responsible for
the separate fires is known, officials here
have not been notified, it was said this
week. The fires broke out, almost
simultaneously, the night of July 19.

McBrayer Tells Frustrations
Angling for New Area Industry

Terry McBrayer, Kentucky's
commissioner of commerce, spoke last
week of the frustration he and his
predecessors have experienced while
trying to get industries to locate in
Eastern Kentucky.

“It's hard to get industry to locate in
Eastern Kentucky, but I'll try my darn-
dest every day to encourage plants to
locate there' he said.

In failing to lure industries into the
mountains, McBrayer says he is trying to
do the next best thing -- getting them to
locate in the “‘fringes’” and '‘foothills.”

“If we can encourage them to come
to at least the fringes of the mountains,”
the commerce commissioner explains,
“it'll help diversify the coal industry.”

It’s part of McBrayer's efforts to
help locate “industry up there so that
Eastern Kentucky will not be so
dependent upon coal as its basic
economic product.”

MecBrayer is concerned that, when
coal is not mined or mined at a very low
level, the entire economy of the region **
just goes completely down."

He says this happens when there is a
major strike or even when the miners go
on their annual vacation. The com-
missioner explains when the miners go
on vacation their wives who work in the
plants of the region will also “‘take off.”

“But what we are trying to do,”
McBrayer says, ‘‘is encourage industrial
sifes and development” near the Corbin-
London area, in the vicinity of Morehead
and Mt. Sterling and on up to Greenup
and Carter and Johnson ‘‘--just around
the perimeters of the mountains.”

Clark and Madison counties also fall
in this category, he said.

He explains the objective is to *‘pull
the unemployed -- or whatever -- out of
the mountains to the foothills and let
them commute if they have to.

“If you can’t get them (industries)
into the mountains you just have to get
them in as close as you can to them.”’

There have been some successes in
locating industries in the mountains,
McBrayer says.

He pointed out a sewing factory
recently has opened in Middlesboro.
“Pikeville finally developed a good in-

Hazard Tenants
Withhold Rent

Tenants of the Hazard Housing
Project began withholding their rent
Monday and say they will continue to
withhold it until demands they are
making have been answered. Rental
payments they said, will be deposited in a
special account and held in escrow.

A lenant commiltee was recently
formed to fight a rent hike that would
amount to some residents paying up to 25
percent of their income to live in the
federally-subsidized housing project.
Some of the residents face no increase at
all, while increases for others would still
leave them paying less than 25 per cent of
their income.

The rent hike is not confirmned to the
Hazard project, but involves rent in-
creases at similar facilities in other
areas of Kentucky.

The tenants say they are not opposed

to a rent increase, but instead argue that
the Hazard Housing Commission has
failed to adequately maintain the three
housing facilities in the 14 years since
they were built, They say that the
facilities are in such a condition that no
increase in rent is justified.
Officials with the federal Housing and
Urban Development agency (HUD) in
Louisville have supported the project
manager here in his contention that rent
hikes are necessary in order to make
repairs.

Approximately 150 persons attended
a rally Friday night in support of the
strike. The tepanl committee said it had
the backing of most of the residents in the
243 units. Committee spokesman said the
withheld rents would be put into an
escrow account, pending the outcome of
the strike.

Rev. Winfred Hagens, spokesman for
the committee, said that many of the
project residents cannot afford the in-
crease in rent, since they live on fixed
retirement incomes and that other
housing is not available in the area.

The Desperate Housing Situation

The news growing out of a study made by the University
of Louisville’s Urban Studies Center to the effect that the
state’s housing needs are greatest in Eastern Kentucky is an
understatement.

_The shortage of living units for rent is critical. Locally,
individuals, frustrated in their efforts to put a roof over their
heads, have asked for previews of this newspaper’'s ‘‘For
Rent’’ classified ads. One owner of a house offered for rent
reported receiving twenty telephone calls in a period of
twenty-four hours.

The U. of L. study indicates that in the next five years
285,467 living units will be needed in Kentucky. It is con-
sidered highly probable that Eastern Kentucky needs from
60,000 to 70,000 such units now.

Public housing complexes, we think, are not the answer to
the situation. Low-rent public housing has its place,
providing housing for the elderly, handicapped and the low-
income segment of the growing population. Yet it has in some
degree discouraged private developers who must pay an

almost prohibitive interest
struction.

It is a combination of inflated land prices, exorbitant
interest rates and unreasonable contruction costs that is
driving thousands of young couples into mobile homes and
into a life situation which does not promise any sort of per-

manency.

If the federal government would stimulate the building
trades and a multiplicity of allied industries, it would do well
to look into the possibility of making money available to
private builders at a reasonable interest rate.

And private builders should, we think, include those who

want to build modest homes

for themselves.

Water District
Ready for Final

Project Plans

Bell Engineers, Lexington, have
been directed by the Abbott-Little Paint
Water District to have complete plans
and specifications of the water system
to serve the district ready by October 1,
since the district has cleared the way for
financing the project by accepting the
letter of grant and loan conditions as a
prelude to financing of the work.

A representative of the water district
will soon begin the work of procuring
easements for the water mains extending
through the Abbott Creek and Little
Paint Creek valeys.

Meanwhile, in a move to encourage
the conservative use of water, the district
has instructed engineers to recalculate
estimated water rates to reflect
ascending rather than descending rates
as more water is used, with a lower
minimum than originally suggested.

The proposed rate structure is a new
concept in Kentucky, and water district
officials are hopeful it will be acceptable
to the Public Service Commission,

The district continues to accept tap-
on fees at $150. This figure will be
maintained until engineers' plans are
completed, but after that time the tap-on
fee will jump Lo at least $300, it was said.

Persons desiring water service are
being asked to mail their tap-on fees to
A.L.P., Box 548, Prestonsburg, Ky. 41653.
They will be sent a receipt and also will
be contacted by a representative of the
water district.

Kentucky Afield

Perhaps the best way to describe the
relationship between the Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources and the
hunters and fishermen of Kentucky is by
an analogy to business.

[f the Department were a cor-
poration, then the sportsmen of the state
would be the stockholders in this com-
pany. Their “‘stock certificates’ are the
hunting and fishing licenses which they
purchase each year, and as in a cor-
poration, these '‘certificates’’ entitle the
stockholders Lo a voice in the operation of
the Department through their selection
of members of the Fish and Wildlife
Commission.

The dividends of these stock pur-
chases are not, of course, returned in the
form of financial gain, but there are
dividends nonetheless -- the assurance of
continued quality hunting and fishing for
the residents of the state, of clear
streams and lakes, and of healthy
wildlife populations.

The Department of Fish and Wildlife,
which receives no general revenue funds
from the state, operates almost entirely
on money from its “‘stockholders.”
Hunting and fishing license fees usually
account for around 80 per cent of the
Department’s total income. Another 10
per cent of the total also comes from
hunters and fishermen, but in a different
form.

There is an 11 per cent federal excise
tax on all sporting arms and ammunition
and on fishing tackle sold in this country.
The money collected from this tax is then

prorated back to the states for fish and
wildlife programs -- research projects,
management programs, and land
acquisition for wildlife.

Kentucky's share of this federal
money amounts to about 10 per cent of
the total departmental income. The
remaining 10 per cent is derived from
miscellaneous sources, including
commercial license sales, fines, camp
fees and ‘'Happy Hunting Ground’
magazine subscriptions.

The money collected by the
Department is placed in a separate
account -- the Game and Fish Fund -- and
can be used only by the Deparment of
Fish and Wildlife. A provision of the
federal laws governing fish and wildlife
restoratiion money stipulates that nay
state diverting license revenue to other
uses besides fish and wildlife will lose its
federal funds.

The sportsmen of Kentucky, then,
provide the support for the Department
of Fish and Wildlife, are indeed its
“*stockholders.” And like stockholders in
a corporation, the sportsmen of the
Commonwealth do have a say in how
their money is spent.

Their voice in the running of the
Department is through their elected
representatives, the members of the Fish
and Wildlife Commission. This nine-

member group, with a representative
from each of the wildlife districts in
Kentucky, is the governing board of the
Department. The Commission has a
voice in the Department’s major policy
decisions, including the setting of hunting
seasons, bag and creel limits, license
fees, and size limits.

The commission members are
selected by the licensed sportsmen of
each district at an open meeting, where
five nominees are selected for the post,
These five names are submitted to the
governor, who then appoints one of them
for a four-year term.

According to state law, no more than
five of the commission members may be
from the same political party. Should a
vacancy occur before the expiration of a
member’s term, the appointment is
made from the names remaining on the
list originally submitted by the sports-
men,

These meetings to nominate com-
mission members are publicized in local
newspapers well in advance.

SHERIFF JOE WHEELER LEWIS’
REPLY TO MAGOFFIN COUNTY
ACCIDENT REPORT

After I, Joe Wheeler Lewis, received
a complaint on a station wagon which
had gone to Mount Sterling, Kentucky to
get a load of alcoholic beverages, I
assigned Ollie Leslie to the complaint
who was assisted by another deputy.
While waiting near the Floyd and
Magoffin county line, they observed a
vehicle driver passing by with a bottle to
his head which later was observed as
being a guart bottle approximately half
full of wine.

The deputies chased the vehicle at
approximately 100 miles per hour for
approximately five miles east into Floyd
county, The driver found a place to
quickly turn his car and travel back into
Magoffin county, driving in the center of
the road and refusing to stop for a blue
light and siren, forcing innocent people lo
leaye the pavement to avoid an accident.
Ollie Leslie called Randall Lewis,
another deputy, who was at another
location watching for the above-
mentioned station wagon.

Ollie Leslie's vehicle was hit in the
side by Morgan Joseph while he was
making the turn. Both police cruisers
chased the vehicle over into Magoffin
county, trying to stop him. Near the foot
of the Ivyton mountain, Ollie Leslie went
around Morgan Joseph on the dirt,
Randall Lewis attempted to go around
Morgan Joseph's car and at this time
Joseph's car plunged into the rear fender
which made a complete total out of the
cruiser. Randall Lewis went a few feet
upon the mountain and had a front tire
blow out, which caused him to plunge into
a guard rail.

The whole cause of this accident was
caused by a person driving while
drinking, If he had done what the law
requires anyone to do for a blue light

flashing and a siren blowing "'stop,’ the -

accident would not have happened. The
deputy, Ollie Leslie, had a felony warrant
in his possession for the arrest of Morgan
Joseph issued from the office of Judge
Henry Stumbo and sworn out by Jack
Wicker for the alleged offense of theft by
drawing funds out of the Bank Josephine
in the amount of $1,100, which funds
allegedly did not belong to said Morgan
Joseph.

Why did Morgan Joseph go to Judge
Hearl Border of Magoffin county and ask
him for a warrant for Doug Lewis who
was at this time in Florida on vacation?
Would any reputable citizen attempt to
make a false statement to obtain a
warrant for an innocent person? At this
time Morgan, according to the Salyer-
gville Independent, became very ill.
Several people wanted to help him which
he refused by pulling out his wallet which
had a large sum of money and said he
would pay for his own oxygen so he could
drive himself to a Lexington hospital.

Morgan Joseph drove his vehicle up
the Ivyton mountain on the wrong side of
the three-lane road, trying to pass Ollie
Leslie. Near the top of the mountain,
Joseph lost control of his vehicle and
crashed into the cliff. Morgan Joseph's
car did not crash into the car of Ollie
Leslie and the unidentified person could

Named Lawrence Judge

ASHLAND, Ky.—J. J. (Jake) Jordan
has been appointed by Gov. Julian
Carroll to fill the unexpired term of
Lawrence County Judge James Martin,
according to a governor's aide.

Martin announced his resignation,
effective Monday, and plans to enter
private business.

Jordan, 68, overwhelmingly defeated
Jerry Arrington, of Louisa, in the May
primary for the Democratic nomination
for the county's chief executive post. The
Republican nominee is Phil Carter, of
Louisa.

But, the Kentucky Registry of Election
Finance has disputed the 'outcome,
contending Jordan failed to file a cam-
paign finance report before the May 24
primary.

Jordan, a former sheriff and county
judge, said he failed to file on time
because his wife was critically ill.

Gary Auxier, a press aide to the
governor, said Jordan’s dispute with the
registry '‘is a purely legal matter to be
decided by the . . . registry or by the
courts. It has no bearing on the gover-
nor's decision.”

In response to a suit filed by Jordan on
June 21, Lawrence County Judge W. B.
Hazelrigg issued a temporary
restraining order directing the Lawrence
County Board of Elections to issue
Jordan a certificate of election, thus
placing his name on the November
ballot.

In a counterclaim, the registry said the
restraining order is improper and not in
accordance with Kentucky rules of civil
procedure.

Hazelrigg has scheduled a hearing
Aug. 12 on the dispute.

Daily Air Pollution Index
Is Now Available Toll-Free

Kentuckians wanting to find out the
daily air pollution index for the six cities
where air is monitored by the state can
do so by dialing toll-free 1-800-372-2993.

A recorded message will tell callers
the index readings for Ashland, Hen-
derson, Lexington, Newport, Owensboro
and Paducah, and will provide the
general health effects expected from
certain pollution conditions and any
cautionary statements that might ac-
company that condition.

John Smither, director of the
Department for Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection’s air pollution
control division, said the index for the
cities would be recorded each day at
around 11 a.m., but that if an alert
situation developed, the messages would
be updated as necessary.

“We wanted to provide citizens with
an immediate means of finding out air
pollution conditions, particularly those
persons susceptible to respiratory or
heart problems as a result of polluted
air,"' Smither said.

Before establishment of the toll-free
line, persons had to rely soley on radio or
television broadcasts and newspaper
reports.

“You are assuming, by using only
the media to relay information that
everyone is listening to news broadcasts
which is not true,” says Smither. “Now,
with the toll-free line, it is guaranteed

Extended Idle Pay
Ended Last Saturday

Extended benefits for Kentuckians
receiving unemployment insurance
ended Saturday because the nation's
insured unemployment rate has dropped
below the 4.5 per cent compulsory cul-off
level.

According to James Hayden, director
of the Unemployment Insurance Division
in the Kentucky Department ffr Human
Resources, extra paymeénts will no
longer be available to persons who use up
the regular 26-week benefit schedule
after July 23, unless they establish new
claims.

Unemployed persons already receiving
extended benefits may qualify for ad-
ditional payments until Sept. 3, by trans-
ferring those claims for coverage under
the federal supplemental benefils
program, Hayden said.

Approximately 5,300 Kentuckians will
be affected by the program's ter-
mination. The state’s presenl insured
unemployment rate is 3.5 per cent,
considerably lower than the national
average.

The extended benefits program could
be reinstated if there were dramatic
increases in the state and national in-
sured unemployment rates, hut Hayden
said such changes ‘‘probahly won't
happen in the near future.”

Workshop Slated

The public will be asked to present its
views on possible Kentucky wilderness
areas at a workshop to be held tomorrow
in Lexington by the Daniel Boone
National Forest.

The workshop will be held from 7 to
10 p.m., August 4, in rooms A6 and A7 of
the Agricultural Science Center North,
University of Kentucky. This will be one
of a series ‘'of more than 200 public
workshops being held across the country
this summer to get public help in com-
pleting an inventory of roadless areas in
the National Forest System:.

Those attending will be asked to
suggest additions to or deletions from the
list of areas inventoried earlier by the
Forest Service for possible wilderness
use. They also will be requested to give
their views on evaluation criteria, what
factors should be considered in setting
aside land for wilderness use.

In addition, those who would like to
nominate areas in other states will be
able to submit their nominations at the
workshop so they can be forwarded to the
respective Regional Offices of the Forest
Service.

Persons who wish to participate but
who will be unable to attend may send
their written comments te the Forest
Supervisor, Daniel "Boone National
forest, 100 Vaught Road, Winchester,
Kentucky 40391.

Data collected from the workshops
will help shape a national overview
valuable for land mangement planning,
and valuable to both the Administration
and Congress as the basis for future
action to round out the National
Wilderness Preservation System.

Engineer Blames Stripmining
As ‘Primary’ Flood Cause

Strip mining was “‘primary cause’’ of
Appalachian floods last April, according
to a West Virginia mining engineer who
testified last week before a House sub-
committee.

Jack Spadaro, a representative of
the Appalachian Alliance, attacked a
U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA)
report which mine operators offered as
proof that strip mining did not cause the
floods,

The report, writlen by Willie R.
Curtis, a research hydrologist with the
USDA in Berea, was based on flood data
from Breathitt county and Raleigh
county, W, Va. The so-called Curtis
Report concluded that flooding was less
severe in lhe strip mined areas than it
was in areas that weren't stripped.

Coal industry representatives cited
the report before the subcommittee as
proof that stripping often made the
ground ‘‘more porous’” and less prone to
flooding.

But Spadaro, testifying before the
House Government Operations En-
vironment Subcommittee chaired by
Rep:. Leo Ryan, D-Calif., called the
report “incomplete and inconclusive.”
Spadaro said the report had no in-
formation on soil types, grades of
watershed slopes and other drainage
factors, He offered West Virginia
examples where flooding was more
serious in stripmined areas than in
similar watersheds where there was no
strip mining and heavier rains.

Spadaro, who works for the West
Virginia Department of Natural
Resources but did not represent the state
at the hearings, also called sediment
control dams and ponds ‘‘inadequate.”
He cited the Fishtrap Reservoir, which
receives 507 acre feet of sediment an-
nually from strip-mined land. The U.S.
Army Corps of Engineers has reduced
estimates of Fishtrap's useful life from
100 to 37 years because of sedimentation.

In Pike county, Spadaro added,
26,000 tons of sediment have been
deposited in Miller’s Creek and 4,000 acre
feet of sediment from strip mines get into
streams in McDowell and Mingo counties
in West Virginia annually,

Sediment, Spadaro said, reduces a
stream’s capacity and swells the waler
level during storms. The sediment,
carried into flooded areas increases
damage to homes and property.

Board Requests
20% Workman’s
Comp Increase

The newly-appointed seven-member
Kentucky Insurance Regulatory Board
was presented with a request for a 20 per
cent increase in workmen’s com-
pensation insurance rates here today
during its first meeting.

The board, appointed by Gov. Julian
Carroll last month, voted to hold an
August 15 public hearing on the rate
request. Harold MecGuffey,  com-
missioner of the state Department of
Insurance and nonvoting chairman of the
panel, told the group that his office had
received the filing by the National
Council on Compensation Insurance only
last week,

McGuffey, in a later interview, said
the council made the request, because
workmen’s compensation's insurance
loss experience in Kentucky is getting
“horrible.”

A December 1976 special session of
the General Assembly passed legislation
designed to decrease workmen's com-
pensation insurance rates while ex-
panding benefits injured workers might
receive. Following that action, the
department approved, on March 29, an
overall 20.4 per cent reduction in work-
men’s compensation rates, retroactive to
Jan. 1 of this year,

Louis Hunter, of the National In-
dependent Coal Operalor's Association,
defended the Curtis Report, and added a
statement from a United Coal Co. mining
engineer who claimed the major cause of
the floods last April was building on river
banks by private home-owners, Debris
from these homes—including TV's, cars,
and trailers, according to the engineer—
clogged the rivers and forced them oul of
their banks.

Questioned by Subcommittee
chairman Ryan, however, Hunter
acknowledged that strip mining does
contribute “‘some’ to flooding, But he
insisted that strip mining could in some
instances make the ground more
porous—diminishing flood risks.

Spadaro said areas of the country
subject to flooding should be ‘*'per-
manently protected' from strip mining,
and any drainage into federal reservoirs
should be protected from strip mining
and sedimentation,

According to Spadaro, strip mining
has often meant that half of a coal seam
was left unmined underground. With the
earth rendered so unstable by strip mine
blasting that it cannot be mined. He said
90 per cent of available coal could be got
by underground mining.

Child Loose in Car
Can End Up Killed

“‘Safe as in your mother's arms™ isn't
all that safe, not for a baby or small child
riding in a car.

It takes a heavily-padded sturdy car
seat, well-anchored, to give the
protection needed against sudden stops
and accidents.

It all happens too fast for a mother or
anybody else to keep a child from being
flung forward into the dashboard or right
out of the car, say Extension engineers
with the UK College of Agriculture.

If a baby is under a seat belt with a
grown-up or older child, the jolt or im-
pact could cause injury from the belt
itself, with the other person's weight
behind it. A baby is far safer restrained
by wide padded straps and riding back-
wards in a car seat, the engineers ex-
plain! The seat should be anchored to the
car with a regular seat belt.

A toddler can use the same car seat
facing toward. An older child can
graduate to a bigger car seat, and finally
to the regulation seat belt and shoulder
strap.

There are also high-impact-plastic
reclining bucket seats for babies only.
These are secured with the regular seat
belt. Baby rides backwards and is snugly
restrained with wide car-seat straps.

When you're shopping for a car seat,
look for a strong tubular steel frame,
thick padding, good head support, wide
padded straps, and some type of anchor
that restricts forward movement of the
seat during sudden stops. A two-position
model is handy because you can adjust it
for a sleeping baby.

You should he able to find a reliable car
seat for between $10 and $40. If that
sounds like too much, check the yard
sales and the classified section of your
newspaper. A second-hand car seat in
good condition can serve you just as well
as a new one.

Federal standards demand that any
child restraint system manufactured on
or after April 1, 1971 meet the following
requirements:

—It must fasten in place with the car’s
seat belt and give protection from both
front and rear crashes.

—All straps must be at least one-and-a-
half inches wide. (To restrain as much of
the body as possible, get a seat with the
widest straps that are still comfortable
for the child).

New or second-hand, select a car seat
that gives real protection, then be sure to
install it correctly.

Foil the statistics thal tell us babies
and young children are the most
vulnerable passengers when a car stops
suddenly or crashes.

The residents
say dust, the speed of coal trucks on the
road and its condition are their main
complaints.

Work has been held up because
the necessary papers have not been
received from the state highway
department, the company said.

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Floyd, Other Area Counties
Get Revenue Sharing Increases

Many counties and communities in
Kentucky's Seventh Congressional
District are now getting increased
revenue sharing funds under the anli-
recession act because of an amendment
Carl D. Perkings succeeded in having
adopted a few months ago.

“This amendment which I supported
corrected a problem which caused the
counties and communities in our area to
get less funds than they should,”
Congressman Perkins said.

“The problem was based on how
unemployment was being counted," he
explained

“In rural areas, all the communities
and counties were being lumped together
for the unemployment count, so local
situations were not reflected accurately
The amendment 1 supported requires
that communities and counties be looked
at individually, and as a resull
allocations are very much higher now
than they were three months ago,"
Congressman Perkins said.

‘*“This means that local governments
generally will be able to take unem-
ployed people off welfare, and put them
to work in a way that benefits the com-
munity,"" he said.

The increased revenue sharing
meant for Floyd county, for example,
an increase on three-month allocation
from $5,431 to $24,733; and for its in-
corporated towns: Martin, from $130 to
$571, Prestonsburg, from $1,654 to $8,190;
Wayland from =zero to $297, and
Wheelwright from $118 to $996.

Benefits Cancelled Unjustly

Right-of-way acquisition by the state
Department of Highways to make way
for new KY 80 has resulted in con-
siderable confusion and, in many cases,
bitterness among area land and home
owners displaced by the proposed road
building work. For Luke Woods, a totally
disabled Water Gap resident, the ordeal
has been particularly disturbing.

According to Mr, and Mrs. Woods,
they received a check from the highway
department for $12,500 on June 30 for
their six-room house and lot which will be
taken by the new road. Alter receiving
the amount the Woods were notified by
the Social Security office that unless they
could reinvest the money in land, rebuild
a house and be moved within three
months, a $50 supplemental check which
Mr. and Mrs. Woods receive each month
would be cut off.

**Well, naturally there wasn’t no way
we could do this within the amount of
time they said,” Mr, Woods commented,
"*so, sure enough, they cut our check off.”

In fact, Woods pointed out, they are
having to return last month's check and
pay back another.

According to Mr. and Mrs. Woods,
their ‘‘main'' disability check and sup-
plemental check total less than $200 and

now, in order to rent, they must pay $185
per month. “*You don't have much of a
choice of places to rent around here,™
Mr. Woods said, *'so we just had to take
what we could get."

The Woods' claim that '‘the social
security people' would not agree to let
them just buy the land and materials as
proof of their intention to build, but in-
sisted on the time limitation.

Mr. Woods says the highway
department told him and his wife thal
they were unaware that right-of-way
payments could cause such com-

plications with disability or other
benefits.
That's little consolation for the

Woods' though—they're wondering how

they’'re going to make it.

PART IV: STEAM-PRESSURE CANNING

Use the steam-pressure canning method for all vegetables
except tomatoes, rhubarb, and pickled vegetables. To prevent

possible spoilage and the growth

of poisonous Botulism toxin in

these low-acid foods, they must be processed at 240°F. for the
recommended length of time. It takes the artificial environment
of a steam-pressure cooker at 10 pounds of pressure to get water
that hot., Without pressure, water can never get hotter than
212°F., the temperature it reaches when it boils, That’s why it is
not safe to process meat, poultry, fish and most vegetables by the
boiling-water-bath method.

Correct processing will also depend on the accuracy of the
dial gauge on your canner. Weighted pressure gauges do not need
to be tested periodically, but dial gauges should be tested for
accuracy every canning season. If you do a great deal of canning,
you should have the gauge tested again about halfway through
the summer. Take the whole canner top in to your county Exten-

sion office for testing.

It is neither difficult nor dangerous to use a pressure
canner. Just follow the directions of the manufacturer, or use the
“How To Do It” instructions we give you here. Before starting,
wash the canner thoroughly with hot soapy water. If your canner
has a dial gauge, don’t immerse the cover in water. Clean out the
petcock and safety-valve opening with & string or narrow strip of
cloth. Make sure the rubber gasket fits tightly and is in good

condition.

It is important for correct processing to keep the pressure
steady at 10 pounds. If you are canning on a wood or coal stove,

it will take lots of skill to do this.

STEP-BY-STEP

T Prepare vegetables by wash-
ing, cutting, paring, etc,

2 Fill jars, using either hot-
pack or raw-pack method,

3 Put 2 or 3 inches of boiling
water in the canner.

4 Set filled jars on the rack in
the canner, spaced so that
steam can flow around each
jar, If two layers of jars are
processed at one time, put a
rack between the layers, and
stagger the second layer of jars
so that each jar is not directly
over another jar.

S Fasten cover securely so
that no steam can escape
except through vent (petcock
or weighted-gauge opening).

6 Heat the canner quickly
until the steam begins to flow,
Leave the vent open until there
has been a steady flow of
steam for 10 minutes to drive
out all air,

7 Close the petcock, or place
the weighted gauge on the valve
opening, and allow the pressure
to go to 10 pounds. If your
gauge is accurate, temperature
in the canner will be 240°F.

8 Begin coun ting time.

DIRECTIONS

9 Keep pressure constant by
regulating heat under the can-
ner. Don’t lower pressure by
opening the petcock. Keep
drafts from blowing on canner,

10 When the required
processing time is up, remove
the canner from the heat im-
mediately and allow the
pressure to go to zero.

1T When the pressure regis-
ters zero, wait 2 minutes, then
open petcock or remove the
weighted gauge very ‘slowly.
Don’terush cooling by pouring
cold water over canner.

12 Unfasten the cover and
tilt the lid so the steam escapes
away from you,

13 rake jars from the can-
ner, one al a time, using a jar
lifter and thick potholders or
mitts.

14 set jars on a rack or
cloth, top side up. Allow space
between them for free circula-
tion of air. Keep jars out of
drafts. Follow directions for
completing seals, if necessary.

15 Wait 12 hours before
double-checking seals and
storing jars,

Rural Secondary
Roads of County
To Get $447,614

State Transportation Secretary
Calvin G, Grayson has announced that

Floyd county will receive $447.614 to

support its 1977-78 program for rural
secondary roads.
Similar allocations to other counties
also being announced locally. i
According to Grayson, the Floyd
county program for the fiscal year,

which began July 1, will provide for

maintenance along some 109 miles of
local roads.

Specific improvement projects also
included in that program are: Blacktop
resurfacing for two miles of KY 777,
Garrett-Langley road; two miles of KY
1086, Drift-Wayland road, and 1.9 miles of
the Town Branch road.

The rural secondary road program
was established under a 1948 law to help
maintain and improve the farm-to-
market and other essential rural roads.
It is financed under a formula which
provides that two cents of the tax
collected on each gallon of motor fuels
sold in Kentucky be sel aside for
allocation to support rural secondary
road programs., :

Grayson also announced the 1977-78
Energy Road Program for Floyd county,
which provides for: Blacktop resurfacing
on 5.2 miles of KY 1428, the Pres-
tonsburg-Paintsville road (old US 23),
one mile of KY 1101, the Drift-Honaker
road, and three miles of the Branham’s
Creek road:Development of plans for a
bridge over Levisa Fork at Tram.

Grayson also announced that
Wheelwright will receive $4,046 to sup-
port its 1977-78 municipal road im-
provements program, which began July
1.

The city will use the money to
provide for blacktop resurfacing,
blacktop patching, snow and ice control,
sidewalks, striping and street signs and
1.91 miles of streets and roads within the
city limits,

In Kentucky Last Year

According to the 1976 Kentucky State
Police Uniform Crime Report, released
last Tuesday by Justice Secretary John
L. Smith and Kentucky State Police
Commissioner Ken Brandenburgh, the
months of February, July and August
ranked as the worst crime months in
Kentucky last year, while November,
December and April were the safest

February was the worst month in
1976 for breaking and entering and lar-
ceny; August, the worst for murder,
aggravated assault and auto theft; May,
the worst for rape, and January was the
worst for robbery

Fifty-seven per cent of the 362
murders in Kentucky last vear were
committed with handguns, statistics
show, Almost one-fourth of last vear’s
murder victims were between the ages of
10 and 29, but nine children under the age
of 10 were murdered in Kentucky last
year. Eighty-two percent of murder
victims were males and 74 per cent were
white

More than 40 per cent of the total
number of murders resulted from non-
family arguments, while one-fourth
involved family arguments. Private
residences were the scene for'23.8 per
cent of last year's murders

More than a million dollars were lost
to robberies. The average loss in the
3,375 reported robberies in Kentucky was
$353. Sixty-two per cent of the robberies
were armed robberies.

Highway robbery contributed more

than 40 per cent of all reported robberies,
with commerical house robberies
making up 23.6 percent and residence
robberies contributing 10 per cent. (The
highway robbery category includes any
robbery committed on a Kentucky
streel.)

Kentuckians lost $15,312,733 to
thieves lasl year through breaking and
entering. The average loss in the 31,770
reported breaking and entering cases
was $481. The largesl losses were in
private residences, Nearly 86 per cent of
the total number of reported breaking
and entering cases showed evidence of a
forcible entry, the report says.

More than $14 million was lost
through larceny last year, the report
shows. An average of $222 was lost in the
63,471 reported larceny cases throughout
the Commonwealth.

The largest losses in the larceny
category were from automobiles and
automobile parts and accessories, the
report shows

Law enforcement agencies across
Kentucky recorded 238,558 arrests during
1976, one per cent fewer than in 1975.
Drunkeness accounted for 34.8 per cent of
those arrests.

Police agencies recorded arrest
increases over 1975 statistics in the areas
of murder, non-negligent manslaughter,
forcible rape, larceny-theft, arson, fraud,
buying, receiving and possession of
stolen property, narcotic drug law
violations, offenses against family and
children, driving under the influence,
liquor law violations and runaways.

Arrests for drunkeness, however,
were down last year from 1975, along
with manslaughter by negligence,
robbery, aggravated assault, breaking
and entering, auto theft, other assaults,
forgery and counterfeiting, em-
bezzlement, vandalism, carrying and
possession of weapons, prostitution and
commercialized vice, sex offenses,
gambling, disorderly conduct, vagrancy
and curfew violations and loitering law
violations.

“We're deadly serious about
this," Kimball said. "It's no joke. If
enough voters make themselves heard,
then I think we can undo this mischief.”

Kimball pointed out that the House
not only delayed the application of
tougher auto exhaust standards, but one
day earlier ‘‘voted to permit a
deterioration of air quality in our
national parks and other areas where the
air is now relatively clean.”

Route Settled,
Water System
Work Forseen

Customers and officials of the Water
Gap-Bull Creek Water District met last
Tuesday night at the Tourist Information
Center here to discuss the current status
of the district and hear a progress report
on the three-year-old effort to procure
modern water service for residents of
that section.

Bob Hatfield, chairman of the
district, told the group, which also in-
cluded members of the Big Sandy Area
Development District staff and officials
of other Floyd county water districts,
that the most recent delay in the
initiation of actual woik on the proposed
water system has resulted from the faet
that final plans for the location of the
intersection of new KY 80 at Water Gap

" had not been made. This week, however,

Hatfield announced that a final decision
on the location had been confirmed and,
he said, 'We're ready to proceed.’

Next step toward establishment of
the system, according to Hatfield, is the
design of the remainder of the water line.
‘Now that we know where Route 80 is
going,’ Hatfield pointed out, ‘the rest of
the line can be designed and then laid
accordingly.’

‘Trying to get this thing going has
been a long, drawn-out business, and a lot
of customers who have already paid
can't understand what the holdup is,’
Hatfield commented. ‘It's been a lot
ofcomplicated red tape but now we don't
foresee any more major delays.’

The $571,000 water project is being
funded through the Farmers Home
Administration and the Appalachian
Regional Commission.

“There may be a few on the road but we
will have to talk to these people who are
{rying to haul and convince them to join
us

A spokesman at Addington Brothers
said the price paid for a ton of coal had
gone up 50 cents over the last two years.
He said, however, as far as he knew, the
price of coal wasn't the main reason the
truckers were going to go out. He said the
threat of violence in connection with the
UMW pickets at the mines in Eastern
Kentucky was the main concern of the
truckers.

Kentucky Strip-Mine Laws
Expected To Be Tougher

Tougher strip-mining laws are ex-
pected 1o be enacted by the General
Assembly at its session next winter

Gov. Julian Carroll, who hasn't
championed lougher laws on sirip
mining. is planning to ask for whal one of
his cabinieét members called a “‘complete
over-haul' of the laws in 1978,

His request probably will include a
call for extra mine inspectors and ex-
perts on the environmental effects of
mining

The reason far the lurnabout is, in a
word, Congress

When it passed the first federal
stripmine bill earlier this. month,
Congress said the states could take the
place of the federal government in en-
forcing it if their own laws were at least
as strict

Until now, states have had the sole
authority to regulate strip mining and to
prescribe measures to repair the damage
it causes,

Kentucky officials and leaders of the
Kentucky coal industry want the state to
keep that authority. But the state's law
isn’t nearly as tough as the bill President
Carter is expected to sign into law

And so, the next General Assembly
apparently is going to see the ad-
ministration and the coal industry
working for passage of a new law with
features that neither wanted Congress to
enact.

“‘We've begun working already to
implement the federal bill,”” Carroll told
The Courier-Journal. *‘We'll pul any new

legislation that is needed to the 1978
session.”’

To match provisions of the federal
legislation, the state law would have to
specify:

1. That no debris be pushed over the
“outslope.”’ .

2. That topsoil be separated from
lower deposils for future use.

3. That "‘revegetation’’ be successful
for five years.

4, That the land be returned to its
“approximate original contour.”

5. That prime farm lands be declared
off-limits for mining, and that lands
unsuitable for strip-mining be identified
and declared out of bounds.

6. That operators procure insurance

lo pay for any damage lo people or
property near the mines.
7. That land be returned to a con-
dilion that can support a use equal to or
better than what was possible before
mining.

A NEW BOOK about short trips within
and around Kentucky is available at
newsstands and bookstores around the
state.

Work Near Here

The Williams Co., Danville, Va.

Overnite Transportation Company’s
Prestonsburg terminal warehouse at the
mouth of Rough and Tough, about six
miles north of here.

He Resign Post

Andrew J. Reed, native Floyd
Countian, not only has refused to quit
under fire as chief of police at Richmond,
Ky.— he is doing some firing himsell.

Instead of resigning by Monday, as
ordered last week by four of the city
commissioners, Reed called a news
conference, launched an attack of his
own and alleged that there was an at-
tempt being made in Richmond to treat
policemen as 'political pawns.’

Moreover, Reed announced, the
police force there has organized the
Richmond Police Officers’ Association,
which has made 14 demands on the city.
The deadline for meeting these demands
was sel at 2:30 p.m. yesterday
{Tuesday). The officers also called for
an investigation by the next Madison
county grand jury into the practices of
the city commissioners and the
operations of the police department
They suggested that organized crime
may be operating in Richmond.

Last week’s demand for Reed’s
resignation was in the form of a letter
addressed to him and signed by four of
the commissioners but not by Mayor
Wallace G. Maffett, who voiced some
criticism of the ouster move, Expressing
‘a lack of confidence' in Reed, the lefter
promised that if his resignation was
tendered by Monday, ‘no adverse
comment’ would go into Reed's city
employment record.

The list of demands made on the city
was signed by the police chief and 28
policemen. The other two members of
the force were on leave at the time. The
officers did not say what action they
would take if their demands were not
met,

Reed said at the news conference
that there had been repeated attempts to
have the police ‘lay off certain liquor
joints’

‘l enforce the law," he added,
‘whether you are black or white and
whether you own a liquor store or not.’
Certain people have brought problems to
Richmond, and the Richmond police
department has been attacked by these
people.’

He said federal agencies have been
alerted to the situation.

Flood Policy Demand
Shows Big Increase

State Department of Insurance
statistics show that the number of flood
insurance policies in Kentucky has in-
creased substantially since last April
when 15 Southeastern Kentucky counties
were ravaged by torrential rains.

Insurance Commissioner Harold
MecGuffey said that as of May 31, 10,888
policies were written in Kentucky,
compared to 8,183 on March 31. (Data
computation necessitates a two to three
month delay.)

“While we do not have a breakdown
on policies written in the flood-damaged
areas alone, I would guess that the
severe flood losses in April caused many
home and property owners previously
without flood insurance to take out that
protection afterwards,”” McGuffey said.

The commissioner added that prior
to the April floods, most people carrying
the insurance were those living in high-
risk areas since others thought them-
selves secure from rising waters. That
sense of security, he noted, was shaken
by the April damage. "

MecGuffey also said that even before
the April holocaust many Eastern
Kentucky homeowners had obtained
flood insurance in anticipation of rising
waters from melting snows. While
sudden rains were responsible for the
flood and not the snow, McGuffey noted
that the unusually severe winter was
then actually a blessing in disguise.

Insurance Department figures show
that 979 claims were filed as a result of
the April floods, 853 of which have been
settled with payments totaling more than
$8.3 million. Some 37 claims are still
pending.

All flood paolicies are handled by the
federal governmen! through the Con-
tinental National American Insurance
Co. Any insurance agent may write flood
claims on government-designated areas
through Continental. The federal
government sets the rates and places
limits on each dwelling and business.

TO SAVE ON HOME SALE

So your children are grown and you
plan to sell your home and move into
smaller quarters, but that house you
bought for $10,000 thirty years ago is now
worth $60,000. What do you do about the
$50,000 capital gain you'll realize if you
sell?

The Kentucky Society of Certified
Public Accountants has a number of
suggestions,

First of all, they say, are you sure
your cost basis is only $10,000? You can
add to what you paid for the house all
expenses incurred in acquiring it, in-
cluding legal fees, title search and title
insurance costs, brokers’ commissions,
survey and appraisal fees.

Also, go back through your records
and see if you can't find evidence of
capital improvements you have made,
which would increase the basis and thus
reduce the capital gain. A capital im-
provement is any permanent change that
increases the value of the property. It
includes not only such things as added
rooms, dormers, central air conditioning
and the closing inof a porch, but also new
walks, driveways, storm windows, in-
sulation and landscaping.

If you don't have receipts or canceled
checks to substantiate improvements
made years ago, perhaps the records can
be reconstructed with old photographs or
the testimony of neighbors. Im-
provements made with your own labor
can’t be added to the cost basis, except
for what you paid for materials,

In addition to raising the basis, don't
overlook anything that will bring down
the adjusted sales price. This would
include not only fees paid to brokers and
‘lawyers but also the costs of advertising
the house and any '‘fix-up” costs in-
curred during the 90 days preceding the
signing of the sales contract.

A second suggestion from the CPAs
is to delay the sale of the house until after
reaching the age 65, for then the profit on
the first $35,000 of the adjusted sales
price is exempl from capital gain tax.
Only one member of the couple has to be
65 for both to qualify for htis exemption.

Also, the CPA society advises, if in
selecting smaller quarters you have a
choice between renting and buying, it
might be wiser to buy, since that way at
least part of the tax on your capital gain
is deferred. (Until recently it was
possible in some cases to avoid the
capital gain tax on appreciated value by
leaving the home to one’s heirs, but the
1976 Tax Reform Act ended that
provision.)

To defer a capital gain tax on a home
sale by reinvesting, the replacement
home must be purchased within a
specified interval, so careful timing of
the sale and acquisition of the
replacement is essential.

You might also want to make the sale
fall during a year in which vou realize
capital losses, so these can be used to
offset part of the gain. In other words, if
you have been holding stocks or other
assets that have fallen in value, the year
in which you sell your house might be the
time to get rid of them.

Another possible way to reduce the
capital gain tax is to make the sale of the
house an installment sale, since tax is
due only on the gain made during each
tax year. The tax on $10,000 a year for the
next five years is less than the tax on
$50,000 in one year. And if the installment
sale delays realization of the gain until
after retirement, when your income and
tax brackets are lower, so much the
better. :

To qualify as an installment sale for
tax purposes, the CPAs warn, no more
than 30 percent of the price may be paid
during the first year.

If, after following one or more of
these suggestions, you still end up with a
bundle of taxable income, the CPAs offer
still another way to hold down the tax:
income averaging. If you are eligible,

this lets you spread the income over five
years, which reduces the tax rate.

And if you are still unhappy with
your tax prospects, CPAs have this final
suggestion: many retired couples, in-
stead of selling the old homestead,
convert itinto an investment by renting it
to others, which makes maintenance
expenses and depreciation tax deduc-
tible. Unlike salary or wages, rental
income does not diminish Social Security
benefits.

While old herbalists do not
credit it with any such powers,

some tribes of American
Indians once considered Rattle-
snake plantain, Goodyera
pubescens, an infallible cure

for snakebite and hydrophobia.
So great was their faith in the
remedial virtues ol this peculiar
little woodland plant that,
according to pioneer tales, they
would, on a bet, permit a
poisonous snake to bite them
on the bare foot if this plant
was readily available.

After being bitten by a rat-

tler or copperhead, as the
stories go, the Indians would
immediately apply a poultice
of plantain leaves to the

wound, collect the bet, and go
their way a little bit richer, and
seemingly no worse off for the
experience,

While not mentioning it as a
remedy for spakebite, old herb-
general use about a
century ago, did highly recom-
mend it in the treatment of
“scrofulous ulcers.”

“In the production of this
plant,”” wrote a 19th century
physician, ‘‘nature has shown
her great charity and kindness
toward us. When the fresh
leaves are steeped in milk or
fried in hog lard and applied as

a poultice, they will soon heal
up the most obstinate sore or
ulcer,™

It is recalled that some of
the laterday herb doctors went
a step further. In manufactur-
ing a healing salve, they mixed
rattlesnake plantain leaves with
Balm of Gilead buds and used
mutton tallow instead of lard.
Sometimes they added pepper-
mint leaves to the mixture to
make the salve less obnoxious
to the nose of the user,

Getting its botanical name
from John Goodyear, an early
English botanist, Goodyera
pubescens is relatively rare-and
grows mostly under evergreen
trees in rich woods of all Appa-
lachia. A member of the Orchis
family of plants, it produces
from a rosette of mottled green
leaves a slender eight-to-twelve
inch stem topped with a taper-
like cluster of numerous white
flowers.

Rattlesnake plantain blooms
in Kentucky in July and
August and, in addition to its
medicinal virtues, is accredited
with having mystic qualities of
such nature as to tax the credu-
lity of a witch doctor. Pressed
between two swatches of well-
tanned deerskin ang carnied in
the pocket, leaves of this plant,
in olden times at least, served
as a charm against being bush-
whacked by Indians or out-
laws. Also this talisman, worn
about the neck on a string like
a locket, guarantced that the
wearer would never be hanged,

Like the beginnings of evil,
the origin of these two beliefs
is obscure but it does add to
the attraction and interest of
this curious little product of
the piney woods.

Hands Bound, Teachers Learn
What Being Handicapped Is Like

“You are going to spend the rest of
the day with vour dominant hand
bound,” a group of Home Economics
teachers were told on a visit to the
Eastern Kentucky Rehabilitation Center
at Thelma.

The purpose of the exercise was to
give the leachers an idea of what it is like
to have a handicap.

This fall, these teachers and other
occupational home economics teachers
will have handicapped students in their
classes as a result of Public Law 94-142
which mandates a free, appropriate
educatioh for all handicapped school-age
children,

The 16 home economics teachers
participating in the exercise at the center
are involved in a three-week workshop at
Eastern Kentucky University which
deals with students with special needs.
The teachers are developing modules -
units of specific studies --for handicapped
students.

A part of the workshop included two-
day visits to the Rehabilitation Center
the first and last weeks to observe and
participate in the center’s activities.

The center al Thelma, a part of the
Kentucky Bureau of Rehabilitation
Services in the Department of Education,
provides vocational instruction for
handicapped individuals throughout the
Commonwealth who are sixteen and
older.

Dr. Ann Bardwell, chairman fo the
Department of Home Economics at
Eastern and chief administrator of the
workshop, said the immediacy of PL 94-
142 is one of the reasons for concern of the
vocational education teachers, especially
home economics teachers.

Many of the teachers in the
vocational schools have not had training
in the needs of handicapped students,
said Dr. Richard Howard, the former
Floyd countian who is a special education

Seminar on Disaster

Told How Mt. Manor
Met Real Problem

Representatives of Mountain Manor
Nursing Homes of Prestonsburg and
Pikeville recently conducted a seminar
of “Disaster Preparation” at the Blue
Grass Convention Center, Ramada Inn,
Louisville. The seminar was sponsored
by the Kentucky Association of Health
Care Facilities, Frankfort, K.Y.

Edith Almond, administrator, Fern
Stumbo, R.N., director of Nursing Ser-
vice, Sharon Hall, administrative
secretary, and Hanna Allen, L.P.N.,
Mountain Manor of Pikeville, shared
their experience with thoseattending in a
situation of having no warning or time to
prepare for an evacuation. They told of
their ordeal of evacuating 99 patients
with a limited number of employees as
water rose rapidly in the Big Sandy River
directly behind the Pikeville nursing
home, caring for them for approximately
6 days in disaster shelters with little or no
water, electricity, food, medical sup-
plies, etc., and placing the patients in
hospitals and nursing homes in counties
in Eastern Kentucky. They also told of
their experience in the cleanup of the
facility after having approximately five
feet of water and six inches of mud in the
building and the damage which was
done.

Eleanor Robinson, administrator,
Rita Ramler, R.N., director of Nursing,
Eunice Hall, R.N., assistant director of
Nursing, and Patsy Evans, activities
director, Mountain Manor of Prestons-
burg, related their experience in
evacuating their nursing home after
being alerted and having time to prepare
for the evacuation. They moved 56
patients and spent the night in a disaster
shelter. Luckily, their nursing home was
not flooded.

Mountain Manor of Pikeville is still
recovering from the flood damages and
hopes to reopen in the early fall.

and rehabilitation specialist at Eastern
and one of the workshop instructors. A
teacher participating in the workshop
said many of the handicapped students
will be placed in vocational programs by
school guidance counselors, The idea is
for the student to learn a trade so that he
can be employable upon graduation from
high school.

~In a recent public hearing on the
state's plan for education handicapped
youngsters, Dr. Stella A. Edwards,
assistant superintendent of the Bureau of
Education for Exceptional Children,
said, "'Of the 181 school districts in the
state, few have personnel who are
qualified in all exceptionalities. We have
to do the best with what we have. Part of
the problem is money. The state does not
have enough money to pay special
education salaries which teachers can
get in other states.”

Dr. Bardwell said that according to
federal law, teachers, parents and ad-
ministrators must work together on the
local school district level to provide a
free and appropriate education for
handicapped children. It is the respon-
sibility of the school district to provide
that education.

Low Income Families May Get
$250 Aid on Fuel, Utility Bills

Low income Kentucky families may
qualify for up to $250 in payments for fuel
and utility bills incurred during the past
severe winter.

Through the Special Crisis In-
tervention Program enacted recently by
Congress, the Kentucky Department for
Human Resources was allotted $4.6
million from a national pool of $200
million for distribution among low-
income people burdened by high energy
costs,

In most instances, Human Resources
will forward payments for eligible
families directly to the utility company
or fuel supplier. The application period
begins July 18 and ends Aug. 31.

Available on a first come, first
served basis until the funds are
exhausted, the payments will be made
for households with incomes no more
than 25 per cent above the national
poverty index.

The program will provide assistance
two classifications of needy households,
emphasizing the special problems of the
elderly and other persons living on fixed
incomes.

“Those people whose utilities have
been shut off or are faced with a threat of
discontinuance or are currently unable tq
obtain service may be eligible for
payments of up to $250,"" said Com-
missioner Gail S. Huecker of the
department’s Bureau for Social In-
surance. -

The second category provides direct
cash allowances of up to $50 for house-
holds which prove they are enduring
financial hardships as the result of
having paid energy bills since Oct. 1,
1976.

How nice that the management of the
plush new Watson's Store in Weddington
Plaza announces they do not plan to be
open Sundays.

The bill permitting stores to remain
open on Sunday in Kentucky -- like some
other bills -- was reportedly pulled
hurriedly on the floor and passed just
before closing of the legislative session
that year, with no time permitting op-
position to organize effectively.

Anyoneinclined to question report on
mounting criticism of education in
general can find numerous magazines --
including many outside the field of
education -- largely devoted to the sub-
Ject, not written by an amateur writer
like “Yours Truly," but by what one old
fellow called ‘‘authoritators!’’

The causes of all poverty cannot be
attributed to social injustice, though its
prevalence can not be denied. Lack of
education and even shiftlessness are
partially responsible in some instances,
often for generations. School ab-
senteeism runs high among those in the
lowest economic stratum. Teachers
cannot teach children who stay home! No
decent person wants any worthy and
needy individual or family removed from
welfare rolls, but numbers there are not
deserving or indigent; and we all know
“relief”” has become a political pawn for
unserupulous officials, alse that
corruption in welfare is rampant, as
publicized, Able-bodied recipients should
be required to work. Millions on welfare
are just as able to work as those doing so
to support them via taxes. The plain truth
is laboring people today can seldom hire
the unemployed to do anything, because
Unely Sam pays them much more for
doing nothing! One major reason for the
unparalleled rise of America to great-
ness was the fact that the poorest person
wishing to forge ahead or achieve suc-
cess could do so.

Smith Savs Juvelile Crime
‘One of Biggest Problems’

“Juvenile delinquency is becoming
one of the biggest problems we are facing
in the eriminal justice field," according
to Justice Secretary John L. Smith.

“Local officials don't seem to know
what to do with juvenile offenders, The
courts don't seem to know what to do with
them, either. It's a puzzling dilemma for
us to deal with," he said.

Smith's remarks came at a meeting
last Thursday of the Bluegrass chapter of
the Kentucky Council on Crime and
Delinguency at the Blackburn Correc-
tional Complex. The council is composed,
mainly, of Department of Justice and
Department for Human Resources
personnel.

Smith had praise for a “Juvenile

tucky. I believe it would work for a

For some, a good slap on the wrist is
sufficient. But for most, I believe a
program such as Judge Miller's is one
positive approach.”’

Judge Miller ''has found that com-
mitments to the Department for Human
Resources have decreased in Marshall
county because of the innovative
program. He has found thal those
juveniles who have participaled in the
program are showing up in his court far
less frequently than they did before being
sentenced to a weekend in the county
lock-up,” Smith said.

He said juvenile offenders are, for
the most part, becoming more criminally
sophisticated. Juvenile delinquency is
increasing nationwide, Smith said, '‘and
this was an increase that criminal justice
officials across the nation were un-
prepared for."

Smith called on the Kentucky Council
on Crime and Delinquency members (o
help solve the juvenile delinquency
problem. “You have the opportunity to
be a highly organized and vocal force in
presenling constructive ideas lo the
Kentucky criminal justice system," he
said. "'Your concerned input is essential
to making the system meet the needs of
the people.”

Engineers Plan To Cut
Sediment in Fishtrap Lake

(In The Courier-Journal)

The Army Corps of Engiffeers says the
strip-mine sedimentation that is filling
Fishtrap Reservoir in Eastern Kentucky
has slowed, but not enough to discard
plans for '‘rescue’’ measures.

Among the ‘rescue’’ measures—
although it is considered unlikely—is
construction of another dam or dams
upstream from Fishtrap to catch
sediment before it gets to the $54 million
Pike County impoundment.

Col. George Bicher, district engineer at
Huntington, W. Va., said his office,
within the next month or so, will com-
plete a study of options for attempting to
extend Fishtrap's endangered life.

Bicher said that construction of one or
more sediment-trapping reservoirs is an
alternative, but one that he considers
unlikely because of the cost and
geographic factors.

Meanwhile, the U.S. Geological Survey
(USGS) also is completing a study on the
sedimentation problems at Fishtrap.

Survey officials here declined to
comment on the findings, but
Congressional sources have suggested
that the conclusions will run counter to
the corps’ assurances that sedimentation
has slowed down.

The USGS became involved after the
General Accounting Office (GAO) issued
a report in 1973 saying that sediment
from nearby strip mines was so heavy
that Fishtrap’s seasonal pool would be
wiped out within 34 years—far short of
the 100-year life expectancy of the
project.

At the time, the corps said it would
need at least $1.2 million to reclaim
disturbed land and to build sediment-
catching dams to save Fishtrap from a
premature death.

Another endangered corps project, the
Carr Ford reservoir not far from
Fishtrap, apparently has been helped by
the construction of three separate
sediment-trapping structures, each built
at a cost of some $500,000.

Questions about Fishtrap’s future were
raised ‘recently by Rep. Carl Perking,
whose 7th District includes that lake and
Carr Fork, during a meeting with Bicher
and other corps officials.

Perkins suggested that the corps
consider a filtration system for Fishtrap,
something along the lines of Carr Fork,
which he called ‘‘the most wonderful
thing I've seen.” A

Bicher explained in a telephone in-
terview last week that the problems
facing the two lakes are vastly different.

Carr Fork, he said, covers a drainage
area of some 58 square miles. The
sediment-control structures are aimed at
regulating the runoff from a 3.3-square-
mile area near the lake, he said.

But Bicher continued, the Fishtrap
drainage area is 395 square miles and,
unless the sedimentation sources are pin-
pointed, an extensive and prohibitively
expensive system of filters would be
required.

Bicher said the corps is convinced that
the rate of sedimentation at Fishtrap has
slowed since the 1973 GAO report. But he
acknowledged that the slower rate had
occurred for reasons unknown to the
corps.

“It is due to nothing we have done,”
Bicher said. ‘‘Maybe the strip mining in
the area is tailing off. Maybe the mining
companies are more closely following the
rules now. We just aren't sure."”

Bicher said that at the time of the GAO
report Fishtrap was filling at a rate of 2.6
acre-feet per square mile each year,.
(One acre-foot is the equivalent of a
depth of one foot over an area of an acre. )
Corps measurements now, he said, show
a filling rate of 1.9 acre-feet per square
mile.

“‘This means that the recreation life of
the project would be extended for some
time'" beyond the GAO’'s estimates,
Bicher said. ‘'In the worst case, some
recreational benefits would be impaired,
but we belive that in no event will flood
control be a problem.

“The project can meet the design
capacity for handling flooding,"" he said.
*'Our calculations reflect that the flood-
control capability of Fishtrap will con-
tinue."’

Bicher said he is not aware of the
conclusions of the USGS study, which
was conducted over a period of several

years. USGS does not plan to complete
and release its findings for some months,
according to an agency official.

Bicher said a draft copy of the corps’
study when it is completed, will be sent to
higher corps officials for consideration

Following that Bicher said, public
hearings may be held in the Fishtrap
area to obtain comment and explain the
steps the corps will take to deal with the

sedimentation threat.

Silt from strip mines is not the only
problem Fishtrapis facing. The lake also
is clogged with tons of garbage and
debris floating in from tributaries of the
Levisa Fork of the Big Sandy River, on
which Fishtrap is built about 12 miles
from Pikeville.

The April flooding in Eastern Kentucky
accentuated the garbage-debris
problem. Although the corps is carrying
out a lake-cleaning program, officials
says that Fishtrap's reputation (area
residents call it Trashtrap Lake) is
keeping tourism .far below projected
levels.

School Bus Safety
Stressed to:Drivers

“Tell them to take six big steps for
safety,"” Lt. E, Bivens of the Kentucky
State Police public affairs office told
school bus drivers who gathered at the
Montgomery County Area Vocational
School in Mt. Sterling.

*“These youngsters look up to vou,” he
said. "'Tell them ‘When you get off the
bus, move away from it quickly. Take six
steps away before you cross the street or
stop to talk.' '

It has been many years since a child
has been killed while actually riding in a
bus. But, accidents happen every year
before the students board the bus and
after they get off the bus, Bivens recently
told the 150 bus drivers who attended the
training from counties surrounding
Montgomery. Some came from Berea,
others from Richmond and Paris.

Bivens urged the bus drivers to seek
the help of law enforcement people,
school principals and superintendents
when they feel specific situations could
endanger lives.

“If someone repeatedly passes vou
whenilis against the law, go to the police
and sign a warrant for his or her arrest,”
he said. *‘And, let schoo! officials know
that classes on school bus behavior and
conduct are really important at the
beginning of each year. Children need to
know what is expected of them."

Bivens and other state police officers
are helping the Department of
Education’s public transportation
division present the training sessions.
