Flood d mage 10 the county was placed 
at 1,500,000. An entire section of line was 
lost here and the same lo s \\aS suffered 
in maller communities. Post-flood woe 
of the company al o were compounded. 
Mr. Scott ·aid, as homes were vacated 
and telephone custo~ers moved to other 
locations. 

leanwhile, South Central Bell is 
returning in orne areas of the county to 
aenalline--to the old telephone poles­
and abandoning underground cables The 
company i spendmg about $700,000 on 
aerial cable along US 23 from Prestons­
burg to Auxier and in some Beaver Creek 
areas. and on cable that is more flood 
resi tant. 

''We have to do omething to protect 
ourselves and the public from outages," 

cott <;aid. "And,'' he added, "the cost of 
cable ranges from $8 to $25 per foot." 

Beginning of construction of a major 
v.ork center at Water Gap to house all 
plant and construction forces has been 
delayed by a modification of plans South 
Central Bell has purchased a four-acre 
site for the center. 

Construction of central office struc­
tures here and at Wayland is expected to 
begin oon, smce they are scheduled for 
occupancy next month. The building here

$110,000 Grant 
Made by ARC 
Congres~man Carl D. Perkins an­

nounced last Friday that the Ap­
palachian Regional Commission has 
awarded a grant in the amount of $110,000 
to the Water Gap-Bull Creek Water 
District for the construction of its water 
system. 

In addition to the ARC grant, the 
Farmers Home Administration will 
provide a $276,000 grant as well as a loan 
for the project in the amount of $164,000, 
the Congressman said. 

Total cost of the water system is 
estimated at $571,000, of which $21,000 
will be pro\·ided by local sources, mainly 
through hook-on fees. 

Rain Was Heavy, 
Road Damaged 
But Flood-No 

Hundreds of Floyd countians nervously 
waited out the threat of another flood last 
week-end as rainfall ranged from in­
termittent to heavy for a period of four 
days. 

A few homes were invaded by surface 
water in this county, but most of this 
flooding resulted from road construction 
where dramage had not been provided 
for a heavy runoff. 

County Judge Henry Stwnbo said he 
found in a tour of the county Sunday that 
several roads were damaged by water 
and earthshdes and that at least one 
bridge will require repair. He said he was 
calling Frankfort Monday for state High­
way Department work on state­
maintained roads that have been 
damaged. 

Among the roads listed as damaged 
were tho eon B1g .Mud Creek, Mill Creek 
and Abbott Creek. The bridge that was 
damaged is on Cushaw Branch of Left 
Beaver Creek 

Adding to the nervousness of 
homeowners and business people were 
the fla h flood v;arnings issued by the 

ational Weather Service for the Big 
andy and Licking rivers. US 23, between 

Stanville and Betsy Layne, was closed by 
slides of rock and dirt which were 
loo encd by four days of rain. Southbond 
traffic was temporarily routed via 
Prater Creek and Mud Creek to Harold. 
KY 80 at Allen was partially blocked 
Saturday by a large rock which rolled 
from the nearby h1lls1de. 

Flood-prone 'alyersville had a close 
call but Licking river crested at 18 feet, 
below the danger point. Martin county 
reportedly was hardest hit by the r1se of 
tream , and it was sa1d approximately 

150 fnmliics were temporarily evacuated 
from the1r homes.

5-Cent Increase 
Set on Gas Here 

Bill H. Howard, superintendent of the 
Prestonsburg Utilities System, an­
nounced this week a gas rate increase of 
5 cents per 1,000 cubic feet. 

The increase is the result of a 5-cent 
increase made by Prestonsburg's sup­
plier of gas, the Kentucky West Virginia 
Gas Company. 

"We have passed on exactly the 
amount of the increase to the city-we're 
not trying to make any money through 
the increase," Mr Howard aid. "In 
fact,'' he added, "the city system will 
lose money because of the rate change." 

The new rate, effective Sept. 1, will 
bring the cost of gas to consumers within 
the corporate limit of Prestonsburg to 
$1.45 per 1,000 cubic feet, and $1.85 to 
customers outside. The minimum charge 
w1ll stand, unchanged. 

Howard satd the new increase IS the 
third to be made by Kentucky West 
Virginia since last October 31. 

Growt Rated Fifth 
Floyd county has m the last SIX years 

had a population gam of 6,700 and ranks 
fifth 10 growth rate among the state's 120 
counties, accordmg to a new report 
prepared by the Universtty o Louis 
vtlle's Urban Studies C nter and 
published by the U S. Bur .. u of th 
Census. 

K ntuck. • pop a• y 
than 207,000 between 1970 and 1!17 , the 
new report shows. That 1s a 6.4 per cent 
increase-from 3,220,711 in 1970 to 
3,428,000 as of July 1, 1976 

During the six-year period, the report 
says, more than 66,000 people moved into 
Kentucky, and the rest of the growth was 
the result of a larger number of births 
than of deaths in the state. 

Fayette county showed the greatest 
growth, with an increase of 13,80()--from 
174,323 in 1970 to 188,100 in 1976. 

Other countie · whith high growth rates 
were Christian (increased 10,500), Bullitt 
(8,800>, Pulaski (7,700>, Floyd County 
(6,700), Hopkins (5,900), Warren and 
Whitley counties (5,800 each>, Laurel 
(5,600), Boone (5,300) and Oldham 
(5,200). 

The counties which showed the 
heaviest losses were Jefferson t-6,000), 
Campbell (-4,100) and Fulton and Meade 
counties (-700 each). 

Rock, Mud Sli 

Despite the huge loss in Jefferson 
county, it represented less than 1 per cent 
of the total population. The loss was 
caused by people leaving the county 
rather than a decrease m the birth rate. 
The county howed n net loss of 36,700 
people through migration , althrough 
birth outnwnbered deaths by 30,700. 

Ar hough the report does not say so 
specifically, a large number of those who 
left Jeffer on county apparently moved 
mto adjacent counties. Bullitt and 
Oldham counties, for example, showed 
the highest percentage changes in their 
population (33.8 per cent and 35.4 per 
cent, respectively) and the highest 
percentage of people moving into the 
counties (23.4 per cent and 30.5 per cent). 

Other counties which showed high 
percentage increases in population were 
Jessamine (25.4 per cent> , Whitley (24.1 
per cent), Johnson (23 per cent), Pulaski 
(21.8 per cent), Knott (21 per cent). 

'Laurel county and Martin (20.5 per 
cent). 

Dr. Michael A. Spar, codirector of 
population research at the Urban Studies 
Center, explained that all the population 
figures in the report, except for the 1!170 
figures , are estimates and therefore have 
been rounded off to the nearest hundred.

Outgo Exceeds Income, 
Story of UMWA Trusts 

August 8, 19'77-The United Mine 
Workers of America (UMWA> Health 
and Retirement FWlds today announced 
that for three of the four trusts, July 
expenses will exceed income generated 
by July coal production . 

The 1950 Pension Trust and the 1974 
Benefit Trust will close the gap between 
income and expenses by dipping into 
their financial reserves. The 1950 Benefit 
Trust, which has no reserves, will meet 
its expenses by drawing upon its line of 
credit with the Riggs National Bank. 

Income generated by July coal 
production will not in fact be received by 
the funds until mid-August, since UMWA 
wage agreements specify that em­
ployers' contributions for tonnage mined 
and hours worked during each month are 
not due until the loth of the following 
month. But drawing upon past ex­
perience and data developed by the 
federal government's Bureau of Mines, 
the funds have developed projections of 
July income which they believe will be 
within 10 per cent <in one direction or the 
other) of the actual amounts received. 

The funds estimate that income for the 
month will total $48 million. Of that total, 
approximately $15 mill~on will go to the 
1950 Pension Trust, $13.8 million to the 
1974 Pension Trust, $5.2 million to the 
1950 Benefit Trust, and $14 million to the 
1974 Benefit Trust. 

Although the largest share of income 
goes to the 1950 Pension Trust, which 
pays pensions to 82,300 mine workers who 
retired prior to 1976, the $15 million which 
is expected to be received will fall some 
$5 million short of the $20 million needed 
to meet expenses each month . Reserves 
will be used to make up the difference, 
leaving the 1950 Pension Trust with just 
about enough money to cover one 
month's expenses by the end of August. 
During any subsequent months that 
income drops below $20 million, those 
reserves will be further eroded. 

The net expenses of the 1950 Benefit 
Trust, which has 224,000 beneficiaries, 
were about $8 million in July. During the 
same period, the net expenses of the 1974 
Benefit Trust, which has 597,000 
beneficiaries, were $18.7 million. These 
expenses were somewhat higher than the 
rate anticipated during coming months, 
when the impact of the cost-sharing 
measures introduced on July 1 will begin 
to be felt. The cost-containment program

has not yet reduced expenses because 
medical bills are generally paid 30 to 60 
days after services are rendered. Thus, 
July payments are for medical services 
rendered during May and June. 

But like the 1950 Pension Trust, the 1974 
Benefit Trust has been steadily eroding 
its reserves, a pattern which is expected 
to continue even after the effects of the 
cost-sharing measures become evident. 
At the end of July, the 1974 Benefit Trust 
had assets of about $16 million. By the 
end of August, those reserves are ex­
pected to drop to $11.4 million. 

Only the 1974 Pension Trust, which 
covers the 5,000 miners who have retired 
since the beginning of 1976 and which will 
pay the pensions of miners who retire in 
the future, remains on a firm financial 
footing . During July, the 1974 Pension 
Trust's income substantially exceeded 
its expenses: income was $13.8 million 
and expenses were about $8 million. At 
the end of July, the 1974 Pension Trust 
had reserves valued at more than $337 
million . 

Although the reserves of the 1974 
Pension Trust are expected to mount to 
more than $348 million by the end of 
August, those reserves cannot be trans­
ferred to any of the other trusts. By law, 
only the funds' settlors, the United Mine 
Workers of America and the Bituminous 
Coal Operators Association, can shift 
money from on trust to another, and then 
they can shift only future income; they 
cannot divert existing assets or make 
loans from one Trust to another. 

Coal production-and hence, the fWlds' 
income-was not at normal levels during 
July, largely because nearly all mines 
shut down operations for a week or more 
during the month as is customary during 
the industry vacation period. Production 
was also adversely affected by flooding 
in the Johnstown, Pennsylvania area 
which resulted in the closing of several 
mines, and by scattered series of work 
stoppages. 

The last month during which coal 
production was at normal levels was May 
of this year . In JWle, when income for 
May production was received, em­
ployers ' contributions to the funds 
totaled $62.3 million, with $19.5 million 
doing to the 1950 Pension Trust, $17.7 
million to the 1974 Pension Trust, $6.8 
million to the 1950 Benefit Trust, and 
$18.3 million to the 1974 Benefit Trust.

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Deer Hunting Dates 
Set at Lex. Depot 

Seven days have been scheduled for 
deer hunting at the Lexington-Blue Grass 
Army Depot this year. Bow-hunting will 
be on October 15·16 and 29-30. Gwt­
hunters wtll be in the field on December 
3-4 and again on the 17th Either buck or 
doe may be taken. 

The nwnber of hwtters must be limited 
and will be elected by the lottery 
method. Persons under the age of 14 are 
not permitted to hwtt and hunters bet­
ween the ages of 14 and 16 must be ac­
companied by an adult who has been 
selected to hunt. 

To be eligible for the annual event 
interested persons must send a post card 
to the depot with the following in­
formation· ~arne, address, phone 
number and method of hwtting-bow or 
gwt. Only one name on a card and one 
card for each applicant is acceptable and 
must be post marked no earlier than 
August 15 and no later than September 
15. All cards must be addressed to: 
Chairman, Wildlife Management Sub­

All hwtters, in addition to a valid, 
Kentucky hwtting licenes and deer tag, 
are required to pay to the depot a ten 
dollar fee.

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ADD Board Receives 
Flood Study Report 

Members of the Big Sandy Area 
Development District executive board 
along with city and county officials from 
the five counties of the district heard the 
conclusions of a three-month flood 
abatement study recently concluded by 
Howard K. Bell Engineers at a meeting 
Monday night of the ADD executive 
committee. 

Joe McCauley, executive director of 
Big Sandy ADD, said similar surveys are 
being conducted by all of the state's 15 
ADD districts in an effort to identify 
particular problem areas in terms of 
flooding and make recommendations as 
to projects designed to alleviate water 
damage. McCauley explained that in­
formation provided by the study will be 
used in Big Sandy ADD's application for 
part of the $7 million dollars which the 
state has made available for flood 
abatement projects. The study conducted 
by the Lexington-based engineering firm 
is being done at an estimated cost of 
$15,000. 

Representative of the firm, John R. 
Smiley, a Prestonsburg native, outlined 
seven areas in .Martin, Prestonsburg and 
East Point and gave cost estimates on 
recommended projects. Projects in 
Prestonsburg included a levee at 
Prestonsburg Community College­
$20,000; a floodwall at Mays Branch with 
pump-$350,000; levee at Prestonsburg 
high school-$85,000 (or $150,000, 
depending on the type of construction); 
West Prestonsburg levee system­
$70,000 (or $200,000, depending on type of 
construction), and city floodwall im­
provements on which no estimate was 
made. Assistance with right-of-way for 
its stream improvement project was 
recommended for the city of Martin with 
no cost estimate, and a $250,000 levee and 
floodwall with pump was listed for the 
East Point area. 

Smiley pointed to the entire north end 
of Prestonsburg from the city Ooodwall 
to the college as the town's biggest 
problem area and he suggested that the 
University of Kentucky might be willing 
to provide aid for the $20,000 earthen 
levee which was proposed to protect the 
campus. Re{erring to the May's Branch 
floodwall, Smiley said HUD might lend 
some support to the project since housing 
developments in that vicinity would be 
protected and he also mentioned the 
Army Corps of Engineers as a possibility 
for help with that project. Prestonsburg 
high school would be afforded protection 
according to the study by the con­
struction of either an earthen levee or 
concrete wall bordering the river behind 
the football field. 

Smiley said the flood abatement study 
findings show that the most practical 
means err protection for flood-prone West 
Prestonsburg would be in the form of an

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nearest hospital and waited outside the 
operating room with considerable 
anxiety while the surgeon took certain 
measures.

The ADD board will then select "four or 
five'' of the projects named most needed 
by the counties, rank them in order of 
their deemed importance and apply for 
part of the state money. ''Since this is one 
of the districts hardest hit by flooding we 
would hope that one-half to one million 
dollars might be approved for projects in 
the five counties," McCauley said. 

Final decision on which projects to 
apply for is expected to be made at a Big 
Sandy ADD meeting, Aug. 29.

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Pickets Spurn Plea 
To End Coal Strike 

Last Saturday's television appeal by 
Arnold Miller, president of the United 
Mine Workers, for members of the union 
to quit the wildcat strike that has 
paralyzed unionized mines in Kentucky, 
West Virginia and other states was an­
swered by defiance of strike leaders, and 
no end of the stoppage was in sight this 
week. 

The threat of spreading the strike and 
of sending armed pickets into coal areas 
was heard. The situation remained static 
in Floyd county, where only independent 
mines continued to operate. 

The strike followed the cutback July 1 
in medical benefits. 

Meanwhile, a Floyd coWlty union 
member, AI Wilson, of Auxier, an­
nounced that he proposes to make an 
open fight against what he described as 
an effort to destroy the UMWA "by a 
handful of agitators." 

"Some of us went along with these men 
when they pulled us off the job before 
vacation, but now some men have taken 
control of a movement to destroy our 
union," he said. 

Wilson alleged, in a prepared 
statement: 

"They (the agitators) are using the 
union itself to hide behind. They have 
taken over control of our local leaders 
and have taken the leadership away from 
our district officers. I am calling on all 
members, active and retired, and their 
families, to demand a right to return to 
work before we are destroyed." 

While defiant members of United Mine 
Workers vowed to spread the strike, West 
Virginia legislative leaders voted to 
request that the U.S. Department of 
Labor try to negotiate a settlement. 

"We're going to spread the strike. 
That's the only statement we have to 
make," said one of about 75 miners who 
gathered Sunday afternoon in an empty 
lot near Charleston and dispersed in car 
caravans to shut down mines in neigh­
boring states. There were to be no 
speeches, the miner said, as the men 
went about the businesslike execution of 
a strike plan worked out at small 
meetings, by telephone, and on CB radios 
over the last few days. 

Meanwhile, a coal mining sub­
committee of the West Virginia 
legislature voted Sunday to ask the 
Department of Labor to try to negotiate a 
coal strike back to work agreement and 
start a department investigation of 
medical benefit cutbacks that are the 

prime issue in the wildcat walkout. 
The motion also asks the department to 

investigate what Sen. Alan Susman, D­
Raleigh, subcommittee co-chairman, 
referred to as "outside influence" in the 
strike. Susman said some pickets In his 
area "were found to be from Chicago. 
They had been hired to come in and shut 
down the mines." But Susman would not 
say by whom they had been hired. 

Del. T. J. Scott, D-McDowell, another 
member of the committee, said there is 
"utter chaos in southern West Virginia 
mines. We've got to do something fast." 

He said, "Ninety per cent of the miners 
in McDowell county want to go back to 
work," but are being intimidated by a 
small minority. 

The miners appeared unmoved by 
UMW President Arnold Miller's 
Saturday night television appearance in 
which he told them that further striking 
will not help them regain the medical 
benefits which were cut July 1. 

"Arnold Miller said what he had to say 
andwe'vesaid what we're going to do," a 
miner told one television reporter. All 
reporters were asked to leave the 
meeting by miners who said, "We don't 
want anyone to get hurt. There're plenty 
of mad people here." 

Several miners said SWlday they did 
not think Miller's television appearance 
Saturday had influenced miners to return 
to work. "It's still the same old line of 
bull," said Homer Grounds, president of 
Cedar Grove Local 6243.

Evidence from the shooting of a United 
Mine Workers union member recently in 
eastern Pike county will be turned over 
to a grand jury for further action, a State 
Police official said last week.

Woodrow Wagner, 22, of Phelps, was 
wounded by a shotgun blast early Sunday 
(Aug. 7) near a Canada Coal Co. tipple. 

Wagner, who suffered multiple wounds 
from shotgun pellets, said he was shot by 
private guards as he rode his motorcycle 
past the tipple. 

Six guards from Johnson Safety and 
Security Co., Inc. of Lexington, were on 
duty at the site, Dillon said, but they 
claimed Wagner fired at the tipple before 
he was shot. 

Wagner said Thursday he was unar­
med and had "no idea" why he was shot.

Washington Woman, 
Brought To P'burg, 
Finds Better Care 

When 81-year-old Mary Fogarty 
checked into a Washington, D. C. nursing 
home early this spring it was only for a 
two-week stay while her closest friend, 
Maureen Mayo, who shared a home with 
and cared for her came for a visit to 
Prestonsburg, her hometown. 

Although Miss Fogarty suffered to 
some extent from the infirmities of her 
age and from a stroke which she had 
suffered more than 20 years earlier, she 
was generally healthy. able to walk with 
no trouble, and was quite communicative 
at the time of her admission to the nur­
sing home. 

When Miss Mayo returned to 
Washington her friend was in a coma, 
having suffered another stroke, and 
apparent neglect had left her wasted and 
dangerously dehydrated. "Her doctor 
said it was one of the worst cases of gross 
neglect he had seen," Miss Mayo said. 

Realizing that now Miss Fogarty would 
need extended care, Miss Mayo had her 
ailing friend brought by plane here and 
admitted to Mountain Manor Nursing 
Home. 

"I had visited Mountain Manor while 
on my trip here," Miss Mayo com­
mented, "and I was impressed." 

Now, since coming to Mountain Manor 
more than three months ago, Miss 
Fogarty-"Fogy," as she is called by 
friends-has gained weight, is beginning 
to walk again with the aid of a walker, 
and is as alert as ever. 

Miss Mayo credits her friend's 
recovery to the quality of care which she 
has received at Mountain Manor. 
"Everyone here seems cheerful and 
genuinely concerned," Miss Mayo said. 
"We couldn't be happier." Miss Mayo is 
moving here from Washington to be near 
Miss Fogarty as well as her relatives. 

Miss Fogarty's background is varied 
and interesting. A native of Michigan 
City, Indiana, she served during World 
War I as a Yeomanette (the equivalent at 
that time of a WAVE) and worked during 
the war in Washington, D. C. At the 
conclusion of the war she marched in the 
victory parade with Gen. Pershing (but 
only after waiting on the famed military 
leader so long she developed varicose 
veins>. In Washington she served in a 
number of positions with the Veterans 
Administration and became well-known 
as an educational rehabilitation training 
specialist whose duty was to place and 
oversee all veterans who entered any 
school in the District. Possibly her most 
illustrious student was Senator Inoye, of 
Hawaii and, according to Miss Mayo, she 
often spoke of his talent and predicted 
that he would, some day, return as a 
member of Congress. 

Eleanor Robinson, administrator of 
Mountain Manor, and Patsy Evans, 
recreation director, said "Fogy" has 
improved to the point where she is able to 
attend church services and other ac­
tivities at the nursing home.

Floyd county has 3,000 acres of 
abandoned strip-mined lands which will 
require reclamation under the new 
federal strip-mine act, the U.S. Soil 
Conservation Service (SCSl announced 
last week. 

The state has, in all, 101,637 such 
wastelands, and 81,360 of those acres are 
in Eastern Kentucky. SCS estimates it 
will cost $160 million to do the Kentucky 
reclamation job. 

Perry, Knox and Knott counties, with 
15,640, 12,000 and 9,702 acres, respec­
tively, have the greatest acreage to 
reclaim in the eastern coal field. Pike 
county, Kentucky's top coal producer, 
had only half the abandoned strip-mine 
lands that are in Floyd, according to the 
Soil Conservation Service survey. 

Glen Murray, SCS state con­
servationist, said, ''When President 
Carter signed into law ... the new federal 
strip mine regulations he set in motion 
the potential apparatus to reclaim some 
101,000 acres of abandoned surface

Pennsylvania General, 5.5 per cent in­
crease in private passenger rates. All 
three requests will be heard Sept. 15 at 10 
a.m. 

-Insurance Services Office <ISO) of 
Kentucky, a 3.7 per cent increase for 
bodily injury and personal injury 
protection and a 17.4 per cent increase 
for peoperty and physical damage. ISO 
has further proposed an elimination of 
the bumper discount in its filing. The ISO 
hearing has been set for Aug. 30 at 10 
a.m. 

-An additional ISO request for a 12.5 
per cent increase in homeowners in­
surance has also been set for Aug. 30.

mined areas in the Eastern and Western 
Kentucky coalfields." 

"Landowners may enter into a 3- to 10-
year-long term agreement with the 
Secretary of Agriculture to become 
eligible for cost share assistance," he 
pointed out, adding: 

"Cost-share assistance could run up to 
so percent. Exceptions could be made 
here to reduce matching cost-share if (1) 
the main benefits to be derived from the 
project are related to improving off-site 
water quality, off-site esthetic values, or 
other off-site benefits, and (2) the 
matching share requirement would place 
a burden on the landowner which would 
probably prevent him from participating 
in the program according to the act." 

Under the Presidentially-approved act 
a conservation plan would be developed 
for eligible and participating 
unreclaimed mining area in the nation. 
"This means," according to Murray, 
"there will be a good deal of latitude 
from one site to the other. Plans will vary 
based upon expected land use, site and 
soil conditions, and the age of spoil 
area." 

U.S. Soil Conservation Service 
technicians believe the average cost of 
reclamation per acre will run around 
$1,600. This will depend on existing 
conditions and the previous or expected 
land use. 

Woodland areas, predominant in the 
east, may cost as low as $500 due to 
limited site preparation needs. On the 
other hand, other sites being restored 
may go as high as $2-$3,000 per acre 
because of the need for more extensive 
shaping and grading procedures. 

These restoration endeavors will go a 
long way toward enhancing Kentucky 
water quality, Murray emphasized. On a 
three-year average, SCS roughly 
estimates that 120 tons per acre per year 
of sediment is being washed into the 
Commonwealth's streams and rivers 
from unreclaimed surface mined sites. 

This sediment has caused untold 
amounts of off-site damages in the form 
of channel filling, excessive reservoir 
and lake sediment deposits, bottomland 
swamping, and degradation of fishing 
waters .

Last Grant Checks 
Soon To Be Mailed 
To Flood-Stricken 

The last grant checks to victims of the 
April floods in southeastern Kentucky 
will soon be in the mail, according to 
Ronn Padgett, disaster assistance 
coordinator for the division of Disaster 
and Emergency Services <DES). 

Padgett said that 98 per cent of the 
7,099 applications for aid under the In­
dividual and Family Grant program 
have now been processed and that the 
remainder will be reviewed as soon as 
the files are complete. 

Of the 7,099 originally submitted, 4,610 
have been approved, 2,272 have been 
denied and 149 have been withdrawn. 

Nearly $16 million has been dispersed 
through the program with the federal 
government paying 75 per cent and the 
state paying the remainder. 

Padgett said that the DES individual 
assistance staff has worked with em­
ployes of the state bureau of social in­
surance and individuals hired to work 
with the program on a full-time basis 
since the floods. Fifteen counties were 
declared disaster areas by President 
Carter making the victims eligible for a 
variety of assistance. 

The DES staff is also administering a 
public assistance program, providing 
more than $10.2 million in aid to local 
governments, water districts, hospitals, 
schools and other non-profit 
organizations.

What IS a District Judge? 
In Floyd County, the District Judge will do the work 

now being done by five City Police Judges, four 
Magistrates, County Judge, Judge Pro-Tem, Trial 
Commissioner and Juvenile Judge. Floyd County will still 
have· a County Judge (now known as County Judge 
Executive) and Magistrates, but their duties will be 
limited to fiscal matters, making up the budget and 
supervising the spending of the county tax money. 

The District Judge will preside over all civil cases 
where the amount involved is $1500, or less, all juvenile 
matters, and the violation of a II state laws and city and 
county ordinances, except offenses punishable by 
penitentiary confinement or death. 

In addition to the other duties, the District Judge will 
also preside over a new court, known as the Court of Small 
Claims (matters under $500). 

It is estimated that 68 of every 100 persons having 
business before the courts will come first to the District 
Court. 

The office of District Judge will require a person with 
not only a law degree, but also with considerable ad­
ministrative ability. It will require a person with good 
health, good nerve and a willingness to work long hours. 
How the office is operated for the first time may set the 
pattern of justice in Floyd County for a long time to come. 

Believing that I am qualified for the job, I respectfully 
urge you to vote for me in the November election. If I am 
elected, the fact that my residence is next door to the court 
house (and jail) will somewhat ease the problem of having 
your District Judge available after hours. 

The office is non-partisan and I welcome the vote of 
my Republican friends as well as my fellow-Democrats.

NOW AVAILABLE AT 
A voluntary flouride mouthrinse 

program is soon to be conducted 
throughout practically every county tn 

Kentucky. The program is being spon­
sored by the Board of Education, the 
local health department, and the Dental 
Health Branch, Kentucky Department 
for Human Resources, and will begin tn 
the Floyd County school system, grades 1 
through 8, shortly after the opening of the 
new school year 

Participation is completely voluntary, 
thus parents or guardians must fill out 
and sign a consent form before a child 
can take part in the weekly mouthrinse. 
Sometime during the first few weeks of 
school, this consent form and a pamphlet 
explaining the program will be given to 
each student so that he may take them 
home for his parents to read over and 
sign. 

Then, once a week, for 30 weeks , the 
children who are participating in the 
program will take about one tablespoon 
of flouride mouthrinse solution, swish it 
around the teeth for one minute, spit it 
back into the cup, absorb the solution 
with a paper napkin, then throw the cup 
away. The mouthrinse has been 
thoroughly tested and is safe and ef­
fective in preventing dental decay. In 
fact, when flouride mouthrinse is used 
regularly by children age 5 through 14 
(cavity prone years), there are 30 to 40 
percent fewer cavities in that the 
mouthrinse makes the teeth tough 
enough to resist decay. 

Monday, August 22, a community 
health nurse from the Floyd County 
Health Department will conduct an 
outpost clinic at Hamilton's Kentucky 
Food Store in Teaberry. Clinic hours will 
be from 10 to 12 and 1 to 2 with the 
following medical services being 

available: Immunizations, TB skin tests, 
diabetes screening and blood pressures. 

All persons in the Mud Creek area are 
welcome and urged to take advantage of 
these free medical services being offered 
in their community. 

August is Immunization Action Month . 
. the right time to check to see that 

everyone in your family ts fully protected 
against polio, measles, rubella , tetanus , 
whooping cough, diphtheria , and mumps. 

The health department along with the 
Floyd County Board of Education would 
like to remind all parents having children 
entering the first grade this fall that 
certain immunizations are required 
before a child may enter school. 
Therefore, if you have children enrolling 
in the Floyd County school system for the 
first time, you should check wtth your 
family physician, the Floyd County 
Board of Education, or the Floyd County 
Health Department , !depending o n 
where they received their shots), in order 
to obtain a record of their previous im­
munizations and to determine if any 
immunizations are needed before they 
enter school. 

It's a well established fact that good 
health and scholastic achivement go 
hand in hand, so prepare your child for a 
healthy school year .

Crippling Polio Fails To Deter 
Knott Woman as a Teacher 

"If l hadn't learned to ride a horse, I • 
m1ght never have had an education." 
said Ursula Davidson, who has taught 
school in Eastern Kentucky for almost 30 
years. 

"We didn't have good roads and I 
couldn't walk," Ursula recalled. "My 
father would help me mount the horse 
each morning and walk along beside me 
until we reached the highway. Then he 
would take the horse back home and 
meet me in the afternoon." 

She continues to live in her childhood 
home at Carrie, about four mlies from 
Hindman. The house is located about one 
and a quarter miles from Highway 80. A 
polio victim at age 2. Ursula sometimes 
uses a wheelchair, but generally walks 
with a brace and crutches. 

Getting an education proved to be a 
challenge, but Ursula graduated from 
Morehead University with an A.B. 
degree in biology and English. She later 
attended the University of Kentucky and 
obtained a Master's in botany. 

Ursula rode horseback again during 
the early years of her teaching career at 
Lower Mill Creek school in Knott county. 
In 1953 she got her first car, which was 
equipped with hand controls, and she has 
been driving since. 

For the past 25 years, Ursula has 
taught biology and freshman English at 
M. C. Napier High School in Hazard. 
Winston Fields, the principal, was one of 
Ursula's students, some 15 years ago. 

What are the difficulties of a high 
school teacher with a disability? 

"I really haven't had many, but I recall 
being turned down and feeling 
frustrated," Miss Davidson said. "On 
one occasion, I was told I couldn't lake a 
course in recreation which I needed to 
complete my teaching certificate." 

She insisted and argued until the 
faculty agreed that she could lake the 
course. 

She was later turned down for a 
teaching position. "One superintendent 
told me that seniors in high school 
wouldn't want a handicapped teacher," 
Ursula said. "Another, who was less 
bold, wrote a nice letter explaining that 
my application had been denied because 
of my handicap."

How do students respond to a teacher 
with a handicap? 

"The students have never displayed 
any feelings of resentment and I have 
never had any unusual discipline 
problems. The young people are a joy to 
\\ork with and frequently ask me to 
speak to groups about living with a 
disability," she says. 

Last October lJrsula was selected as a 
delegate to represent Kentucky at the 
White House Conference on Handicapped 
Individuals in Washington, D. C. Ursula 
attended the conference and is con­
tinuing to work with the 19-member 
steering comm1ttee appointed by Gov. 
Carroll to study the needs of Kentucky's 
handicapped individuals. 

"The primary goal of the conference 1s 
a mass awareness program geared to 
teach people how they are more alike 
than different,'' explains Ursula. "The 
key to living wtth a handicap is to 
recognize your abilities. as well as your 
disabilities." 

She emphasized that the media could 
help in the thrust for public awareness by 
depicting handicapped individuals in a 
more positive and realistic way. "The 
media should depict handicapped per­
sons as 'normal' and include them in 
situation comedies as members of a 
family and on talk shows discussing 
topics other than their disability." 

Ursula has always regarded her an­
dicap as a "challenge" and believes that 
"any person, regardless of a handicap, 
can have what he or she wants by going 
after it and working for it."

Johnson County schools opened their 
doors Monday and were overwhelmed by 
the rush of new pupils. 

Delafields Found at Jenny Wiley 
More Than Stage Romancing 

Supt. Orville Hamilton said enrollment 
jumped from the 4,100 students of last 
year to 4,600 yesterday, a jump of 500 the 
system had not anticipated. 

Johnson schools have been subject to 
continuing steady growth in enrollment 
since the beginning of the current coal 
boom in Eastern Kentucky. Hamilton 
said, however, he thought the economy 
had leveled off, and he expected an in­
crease in the neighborhood of 100 to 200 
pupils. 

"We were surprised, and it has put us 
in a bind.'' He said the Johnson system is 
"bonded to the limit" as far as building 
new buildings. indicating there is no 
money to put up new schools or additions 
to house the growth. 

Hamilton said his first move would be 
to tell the 50 Paintsville students who had 
enrolled at Central Elementary there 
would not be room for them This would 
mean they would have to go to city 
schools. 

Next, he said, youngsters from Lick 
Fork of Jennys Creek will be transferred 
from Central to Porter Elementary, 
where there is room for them, and 
teachers will be added at Porter.

When the curtain falls on this sum­

mer's final production at the Jenny Wiley 
Summer Music Theatre Sunday night 
(Aug . 21 ), some of the cast members will 
no doubt pack their bags and hurry off to 
what they probably consider more ex­
citing, more glamorous jobs . 

But for the husband and wife team of 
Dan and Tina Delafield, leaving the 
theatre will probably be a bit harder. The 
theatre at Jenny Wiley first brought 
them together three years ago.

After his first year here, appearing in

To Tina (who uses her maiden name of 
Tina James onstage), Jenny Wiley was 
an escape from the hunger she had ex­
perienced when she was trying to land an 
acting job in New York City. She, too,

Both say their first summer together at 
Jenny Wiley was a variation of the old 
formula of "love at first sight." They 
were interested in one another, but both 
were too busy to do anything about it. 

The hectic rehearsal schedule of the 
theatre made dates between the two 
impossible. The only time they really had 
a chance to talk to each other was during 
the bus rides to and from the Pikeville 
College dormitories, where the company 
was being housed. 

After that summer, Tina went on tour 
for five months with a show, and Dan 
landed a job waiting tables and doing bit 
parts at Diners ' Playhouse in Lexington. 
When Tina returned to Diners' after 
the tour, she was thrilled to find 
Dan there. 

"I guess that was the beginning, " she 
said. "That first night, we talked for a 
long, long time, and then Danny left with 
a girl. • 

"I just went up to my bedroom and 
pouted." 

Because both had been cast in the 
Jenny Wiley production of "Godspell," it 
was easy for them to land parts in a 
Diners' production of the show. 
That 's when they began to get serious 
about each other. 

After a separation (caused by each of 
them having separate jobs), the two 
made a vow never to work separately 
again. After returning here last summer 
for the Jenny Wiley productions of 
"1776," "South Pacific," "The Grass 
Harp" and "Showboat," they began a 
rather extensive tour of "God spell," the 
show that had brought them together 
initially.

"By the time we've been 
onstage for a while, things are pretty 
much forgotten," Dan said. " We pretty 
much try to keep the upsets to a 
minimum." 

Another drawback of the marriage­
theatre combination is the prospect of 
having to sit in an audience and watch 
your mate being romanced onstage by 
someone else. Both say that, try as they 
may, they are never comfortable in such 
situations. But it is just "an occupational 
hazard," according to Tina.

After they leave Jenny Wiley, the 
Delafields plan to travel to Pennsylvania 
to star again in a production of "But­
terflies Are Free. " Beyond that, 
their plans are somewhat 
nebulous. Because the plans for the 
1978 season at Jenny Wiley are not 
complete, they can't say if they will be 
making a return trip to the theatre here. 

Whether or not they return, both say 
Jenny Wiley will always be a "special 
place" for them. It brought them 
together and helped keep them together 
until they could be married in May. 

And working together for the couple, 
according to Dan, " is the only way."

NOUN: Black bass fair on artificial 
nightcrawlers off points; bluegill fair off 
deep rocky banks; clear to murky, 
falling slowly, 11 2 feet above pool and 81 
degrees. 

LAUREL: Trout fair at night still 
fishing corn and worms off deep banks 
and points; crappie fair around stick 
ups; clear, stable at power pool and 80 
degrees.

Task Force 
Recommends 
Legislation 

The Energy Task Force of the 
Governor's 1,000-member Economic 
Development Commission met at Frank­
fort last week to make recommendations 
for 1978 legislative action, according to 
Development Secretary William L. Short 
who is vice-chairman of the commission. 

The recommendations completed by 
the Energy Task Force Aug. 11 will be 
presented to Gov. Carroll at the third 
annual Conference on the Economy in 
October. 

Carroll will use those recom­
mendations in preparation of his 
economic legislation package for the 1978 
General Assembly, according to Short. 

Recommendations and suggestions 
offered by the Energy Task Force in­
cluded the following: 

-Development of a comprehensive 
program for training in the energy 
disciplines; 

-Development of workshops to allow 
inter-relations and contacts with in­
dustry; 

-Making available more money to 
Natural Resources for the development 
of more technical expertise; 

-Movement by the state to get 
technical assistance to meet 
requirements; 

-Endorsement of Gov. Carroll's ef­
forts for coal haul roads; 

-Comparative study between states 
on standards and development of know­
how to make value judgment of causes 
and effects; 

-Making monies available to build 
roads; 

-Making available more research and 
development monies for desulphuri­
zation; 

-Mapping out a program on direct use 
of coal and low-BTU gasification; 

-Study by the state on the possibility 
of a "site bank" program. 

CITY USING HAWKS 
TO GET RlD OF RATS 

SATELLITE BEACH, Fla.-Taking a 
cue from nature, city officials plan to use 
birds of prey to attack a growing rat 
population. 

Two red-tailed hawks were to be 
released today in front of City Hall. A day 
later, more hawks and maybe barn owls 
may be released, said City Manager 
Richard Shinn. 

"From what I've read they should be 
very effective," said Shinn. "Rats and 
mice are their favorite dishes." 

Shinn has been searching for ways to 
get rid of the rats, estimated at hundreds 
in this city of 8,000. The problems was 
brought home to him last month when his 
cat showed up lugging a six-inch rat. 

The hawks are being supplied by 
Carlton Teate, director of the Florida 
Wildlife Sanctuary in Melbourne, who 
nursed the injured hawks back to 
health. The sanctuary routinely takes in 
injured animals.

Even though students are lacking in 
the educational basics, the · industry 
representatives agreed that the majority 
of students coming from the vocational 
schools are nQt laz.y. ''They are willing to 
work and have a positive attitude. They 
are interested in improving themselves," 
said Herbert Vogel of General Electric.

Phone Company 
Asks Rate Boost 

Representatives of South Central Bell 
Telephone Co. filed a request Monday for 
a $54.2 million rate increase with the 
State Public Service Commission. 

The increase, if granted, would result 
in an approximately 18 per cent increase 
in the total billing costs to the firm's 
customers. 

According to South Central Bell of­
ficials. the rate increase was requested 
because of mcreased demands for ser­
vice and due to the impact of high level 
inflation on the firm's operating costs. 

"The total costs of providing service 
has risen from $15.43 per customer per 
month in 1970 to $30.21 today. Continuing 
inflation offers South Central Bell no 
choice but to ask for higher telephone 
rates in Kentucky," J.D. Matheson Jr., a 
vice·president at the company's 
headquarters in Birmingham, Ala., said 
in his testimony to the PSC. 

A half-billion dollar construction 
program 1s needed m 1977-1979 if the 
company is to maintain, improve and 
expand its services to Kentucky 
customers, according to J F Gallagher, 
general manager for operations and 
plans at the Louisville plant. 

To meet the demands for service, 
Gallagher said the firm needs to un­
dertake construction programs of $166.2 
million in 1977, $188.5 million in 1978 and 
$197.3 million in 1979--a total of $552 
million. 

"Inflation is the greatest single factor 
causing the increase in construction 
spending. Of the $552 million the com­
pany needs to spend during the next three 
years, $93.7 million can be attributed 
directly to inflation," Gallagher testified. 

PSC Chairman Barkley Sturgill, of 
Prestonsburg, sustained all motions to 
intervene. The intervenors include the 
state Attorney General's Office of 
Consumer Protection, the Jefferson 
County Attorney's office, and the City of 
Louisville. 

Sturgill said that the South Central Bell 
witnesses would be available for cross­
examination when the hearing is 
reconvened on Sept. 19 in the com­
mission's Frankfort office. 

SBA Extends Time 
To Apply For Loans 

Governor Julian Carroll has been in­
formed that the Small Business Ad­
ministration has approved an extension 
to September 30 of the lime for victims of 
the April flooding in Eastern Kentucky to 
apply for disaster loans. 

Last Friday, the Governor requested 
the extension because of President 
Carter's signing of legislation on that day 
providing for markedly reduced interest 
rates on such loans. 

Without the extension, the application 
date would have been August 19 for flood 
victims. The original limit was June 2, 
but an extension to August 19 had already 
been secured.

AN ORDINANCE TO ADOPT VARIOUS 
STANDARD CODES RELATING TO 
INSPECTION ACTIVITIES OF THE 
CITY OF PRESTONSBURG, KEN­
TUCKY, AND ENFORCEMENT OF 
BUILDING PROVISIONS AS 
PROVIDED IN SAID CODES. 

SECTION NO. l. WHEREAS, it is the 
desire of the City Council of the City of 
PrestonsbW'g, Kentucky, to adopt, in all 
respects, the various Standard Codes 
relating to building, gas, plumbing, 
housing and fire prevention, and 

WHEREAS, the adoption of these 
Codes with current amendments is done 
to facilitate proper inspection activities 
by the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, 
relating to construction and to main­
tenance of buildings within the corporate 
limits of said town and relating to the 
prevention of hazards such as fire; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT OR­
DAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF 
THE CITY OF PRESTONSBURG, 
KENTUCKY, that the following Codes 
are hereby adopted by reference as 
though they were copied herein fully:

One & Two Family Dwelling

( 1977 Edition) 
SECTION NO. 2. BE IT FURTHER 

ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL 
that any matters in said Codes which are 
contrary to existing ordinances of the 
City of PrestonsbW'g, Kentucky, shall 
prevail and, to that extent any existing 
ordinances to the contrary are hereby 
repealed in that respect only. 

SECTION NO. 3. BE IT FURTHER 
ORDAINED that within said Codes when 
reference is made to the duties of certain 
officials named therein that designated 
official in the City of Prestonsblll'g, 
Kentucky, who has duties corresponding 
to those of the named official in said Code 
shall be deemed to be the responsible 
official insofar as enforcing the 
provisions of said Code are concerned.

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Ky. Fire Crews 
Join Firefighters 
Assisting in West 

Fire crews from the state Division of 
Forestry today are receiving equipment 
and training in Boise, Idaho, in 
preparation for assignment to one of nine 
western states suffering major fires. 

Elmore Grim, forestry director in the 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection, speculated 
that the 2(}-men crew would probably be 
sent to northern California. 

Each member of the crew, along with 
all other firefighters, is being provided 
with aluminum shelters . "These 
shelters, which act as heat shields, are 
given to the men to protect them if 
caught by a fire," said Grim. 

''The fires are moving so fast that it is 
possible for a firefighter to get under one 
of these shelters and have a fire move 
right over him," he added. 

The crew was among 1,200 additional 
firefighters called by the U. S. Forest 
Service this week-end and, along with 
fire teams from the Daniel Boone 
National Forest and the Job Corps Center 
at Pine Knot, are the Kentucky con­
tingent among a force of 15,000 currently 
in the West. 

Grim said that there should be no 
alarm about possible fires here in the 
state or the ability to control any fires. 
The division still has adequate fire­
control personnel on hand, according to 
Grim, and the crew sent west is expected 
to return in two weeks. He also noted that 
Kentucky's fire season won't begin until 
mid-September. 

Lake Wildlife Area 
Closed-to Hunting 

The opening of Kentucky's squirrel 
season is Saturday, August 20, but 
Seventh District Supervisor Tommy 
Cantrell says there has been some 
confusion over whether squirrels may be 
taken in the Dewey Lake-Floyd county 
area. 

To set the record straight, Cantrell 
says squirrels may not be hunted on the 
Dewey Lake Wildlife Management Area, 
which is closed to all hunting this year, 
but they may be taken in the remainder 
of Floyd county which is closed only to 
deer hunting. 

Cantrell and other Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources employes have 
been busy posting signs explaining the 
regulation on the Dewey area but, 
because of the large number of access 
roads, it was felt the signs might be 
overlooked by some hunters. 

The opening phase of the squirrel sea­
son will continue through Oct. 31, Can­
trell said, and hunting is expected to be 
about "average" despite last winter's 
severe weather. The season will reopen 
November 17, c1ose during the g\Dldeer 
season Dec. 3-5, and then continue 
through December 31. The daily bag 
limit is 6 and the possession limit, after 
two or more days of hunting, is 12.

Monday of this week. 

"We think this will catch us up and we 
are pretty confident we will be able to 
meet future payrolls," Bailey said. 

The U.S. Department of Health, 
Education and Welfare <HEW) an­
nounced it was speeding up medicare 
payments to the hospital chain after it 
announced a one-week delay in paying its 
employes because of cash-flow problems. 

"We aren't asking for handouts," 
Bailey said. ''We are asking for money 
for services already rendered. The state 
and federal governments have been very 
cooperative in helping us speed up the 
payment system." 

Bailey said the $343,000 is for payments 
due for the fiscal year ending June 30, 
1977. He said payment to the hospital 
system normally takes around six 
months. 

HEW had indicated nearly $500,000 was 
due ARH, but Bailey said the final figure 
was due to normal adjustments in the 
money as it proceeds through the system. 

The ARH facilities, originally set up by 
the United Mine Workers union for its 
members, have suffered from recent 
cutbacks in that union's medical benefits 
and the UMW Health and Retirement 
Fund's decision to end a system of 
retainer payments.

Maintenance Workshop 
Twenty-three custodians of Floyd 

county schools attended a maintenance 
workshop held in Prestonsburg recently. 

Floyd County's school district is one of 
about 30 which asked the state to conduct 
the workshops, said Sam Pollock, 
director of the maintenance and 
operations unit for the Department of 
Education. The workshops stress energy 
conservation measures, school safety, 
use and care of equipment, and care and 
cleaning of the school building. State 
personnel demol'strate the latest 
cleaning techniques. 

The cost of an average home ranges 
between $39,000 and $50,000. Payment on 
a house costing $32,000 is approximately 
$240 a month, and this does not include 
insurance or property taxes, explained 
Mrs. Rieman. 

"There are many factors driving up 
the cost of housing. '' Some of these 
factors are increased property taxes and 
insurance, the higher cost of construction 
materials, land and wages. Government 
regulations and codes, with which 
builders must comply, can also increase 
final cost to the home buyer. 

Advantages both ways. It's good for the corporation regard­
less of size, because the premiums for life insurance on 
corporate-owners, executives, key employees . all em­
ployees .. . are tax deductible as a busmess expense under a 
recent government regulation.

Comments 

Have you ever been "ripped off" by a 
business but didn't know what to do about 
it? Kentucky has one of the best Con­
sumer Protection Laws in the nation, and 
it provides relief for consumers who feel 
they have been taken advantage of. 
Under the law, all unfair, false, 
misleading or deceptive business acts or 
practices in the state are declared 
illegal. 

To help consumers use the Consumer 
Protection Law, a toll-free consumer 
hotline has been established. Ken­
tuckians can call 1-800-372-2960 free of 
charge to obtain information or 
assistance with a consumer problem. 
Staff members are available from 8 a.m. 
to 5 p.m., five days a week to answer 
consumer questions. 

Most of the calls on the consumer 
hotline are from people who have pur­
chased a product or a service from a 
business and are later dissatisfied. 
Approximately ninety percent of these 
complaints are due to a lack of com­
munication or a misunderstanding 
between the business and the consumer. 
Callers are asked to write down all of the 
facts of their complaint, and to send 
copies of any letters, contracts or 
receipts they received from the business 
to the Attorney General's Consumer 
Protection Division. Our office will then 
contact the business and arbitrate or 
mediate the problem. If a fraudulent 
business practice is discovered, then the 
case will be turned over to our attorneys 
for investigation. 

However, if you have an emergency 
situation that requires immediate action, 
you can call the consumer hotline and 
quickly receive the necessary in­
formation needed to solve your problem. 
If we cannot directly answer your 
questions, we will refer you to the proper 
agency that will be able to help you. 

Occasionally calls on the hotline come 
from consumers who have been ap­
proached by a business promoter with a 
deal that "sounds too good to be true." In 
this situation, callers will be seeking 

• advice on whether or not to invest their 
money in the business. While our office 
cannot advise you as to how to spend your 
money, we can tell you whether previous 
complaints have been filed against the 
business. 

If you have a complaint about a 
business act or practice, the Attorney 
General's Office, Consumer Protection 
Division is available to assist consumers. 
Our office has found that it can most 
effectively deal with written complaints 
and encourages you to write if you have a 
problem. Enclose copies of all letters, 
contracts or receipts that will help us 
understand your complaint, and send this 
information to the Attorney General's 

•1 Office, Consumer Protection Division, 
Frankfort, Kentucky 40601.

State Fire Crew

Forest Service. 

The l(}man crew will join a 3,500-man 
force fighting the fire, which is in the 
mountainous area inland from Monterey.

Governor Julian Carroll ordered 
Kentucky food stamp offices to remain 
open until7:30 p.m. each day, beginning 
last Tuesday, after federal officials ruled 
that striking United Mine Workers 
Union members may not be denied food 
stamps, if they are eligible otherwise. 

<The reference to "food stamp office" is 
to the Bureau for Sociallnsurance Office 
operated in each of the several counties 
to handle applications for good stamps. 
The stamps are issued from postoffices.) 

"Now that we have the green light, we 
want to work as quickly as possible to 
process the applications of families in 
Eastern Kentucky," Governor Carroll 
said. 

At the governor's request, Human 
Resources Secretary Peter Conn ordered 
extra food stamp workers sent into Floyd 
and six other Eastern Kentucky counties 
affected by the federal ruling. Conn said 
26 extra workers had been assigned in 
these counties. 

''If it is found to be necessary to handle 
the caseload, we are prepared to send in 
even more," Carroll said. 

Governor Carroll was notified the 
afternoon of Aug. 9 by telegram from the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture that the 
Department, in consultation with the 
U.S. Department of Labor, had deter­
mined that the current UMW work 
stoppage is not within the purview of 
existing federal court injunctions.

Kentucky 
Afield

Have you ever had that feeling of 

enraged helplessness brought on by 
watching someone violate a fish or game 
law or commit an act of vandalism which 
will probably cause you to lose a favorite 
hunting spot to "Posted" signs? 

Or have you, as a sportsman or as a 
citizen concerned about wildlife con­
servation, ever wondered what you could 
do to help stop such illegal acts as deer 
poaching, livestock shooting or tres­
passing? 

Of course, it's highly inadvisable (and 
sometimes downright dangerous) for a 
private citizen to confront a violator 
directly, but now there is a way for you to 
report quickly and accurately any game 
law violations which you witness. 

The National Rifle Association of 
America has created a program called 
"Help Our Wildlife" <H.O.W.) and the 
Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife has adopted a modified version 
of this plan along with fish and game 
agencies in many other states. 

The basis of H.O.W. is encouraging 
citizens-particularly sportsmen and 
rural residents-to report promptly any 
and all game law violations or acts of 
vandalism which they might witness. 

To make this reporting easier, the 
department of fish and wildlife will 
supply to anyone who requests them a 
nwnber of violation report cards. These 
cards provide space for pertinent in­
formation which can lead to the arrest 
and conviction of those violating fish and 
wildlife regulations. The cards also 
contain the name, address and telephone 
nwnber of the county conservation of­
ficer and are available from the local CO 
or they may be obtained by writing the 
Division of Public Relations, Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources, Frank­
fort, Kentucky 40601. Those requesting 
the cards from the Frankfort office of 
fish and wildlife will also receive the 
name and phone number of the con­
servation officer in their county. 

All information submitted on the cards 
will be kept strictly confidential and the 
cards need not be signed nor the sender 
identified in any way. 

Besides its value in helping con­
servation officers apprehend game law 
violators, the H.O.W. program should 
also serve as a deterrent, since it will 
both make people more aware of the 
problems of illegal hunting and will also 
provide an effective way to report 
violations. 

The success of H.O.W. will depend 
largely upon the willingness of sports­
men and landowners to report violations. 
We must begin to recognize the poacher, 
the game hog or the vandal as the 
criminal he actually is, a criminal who 
causes untold thousands of dollars in 
damages each year in property damage 
and loss of our precious wildlife resource, 
and who gives the entire sport of hunting 
a bad name.

structions from the USDA that food 
stamp applications from participants in 
the current work stoppage could not 
legally be honored. The USDA ad­
ministers the food stamp program at the 
national level. 

The county food stamp offices which 
will be remaining open are in Floyd, 
Pike, Letcher, Knott, Johnson, Martin 
and Magoffin counties. 

According to Secretary Conn, some 400 
applications for food stamps were filed 
with the Department but not acted upon, 
in accordance with earlier USDA in­
structions. Conn said that food stamp 
workers would be contacting those ap­
plicants as quickly as possible to rein­
stitute processing of those claims. 

Commissioner Gail Huecker of the 
Bureau for Social Insurance, which 
administers the food stamp program at 
the state level, estimated there could be 
several thousand miners who could now 
file applications under the new ruling.

protecting the environment. 
The project focuses on a coal·burning 

technique known as pressurized fluidized 
bed combustion <PFBC). AEP is 
collaborating in the development with 
two European manufacturers, STAL­
LAVAL Turbin AB, of Sweden, and 
Babcock & Wilcox, Ltd., Britain's major 
supplier of utility boilers. 

AEP Chairman W. S. White, Jr. said 
that the PFBC process holds great 
promise as an effective and economic 
alternative to the use of "scrubbers" for 
flue-gas desulfurization to meet air­
quality requirements . In the PFBC 
technique, coal is burned at high 
pressure in a bed of inert material such 
as limestone, which absorbs most of the 
coal's sulfur and leaves the waste gases 
virtually free of sulfur dioxide. Air 
heated in PFBC "combustors" is fed at 
high pressure to a large industrial gas 
turbine, which generates electricity. 

The new stage announced last week, 
the result of a six-month feasibility study 
recently completed, will be the com­
bustion testing of eastern Ohio higher­
sulfur coal in a PFBC pilot plant at 
Leatherhead, England, operated by that 
country's National Coal Board. Data 
from such testing would be used in the 
detailed engineering design stage of the 
project, which in turn would determine 
the cost estimate for the construction and 
operation of a PFBC combined-cycle 
demonstration plant in the United States. 

A major conclusion from the feasibility 
study just ended was that the project 
would be able to bypass its original 
concept of an air-heater cycle alone and 
leapfrog directly to the combined-cycle 
arrangement. This step, the studies also 
showed, would result in a generating 
efficiency greater than that of a con­
ventional coal-fired power plant 
equipped with scrubbers. At the same 
time, emissions of sulfur dioxide and 
oxides of nitrogen from the PFBC would 
be below Environmental Protection 
Agency standards and thus assure clean 
air. 

The relatively high-sulfur eastern Ohio 
coal was selected for the Leatherhead 
testing (which will concentrate on the 
characteristics of such coal when burned 
in a bed of dolomite) because it is con­
templated that the eventual demon­
stration facility, if built, would be in 
eastern Ohio. The location is the Tidd 
Plant of Ohio Power Company, one of the 
AEP System utilities, at Brilliant on the 
Ohio River. Tidd, built in the 1940s and 
housing two generating units totaling 
210,000 kilowatts, had been placed in the 
status of deactivated reserve only last 
year. 

The cotnbined-cycle operation would 
produce approximately 170,000 kw of 
electricity~s.ooo kw from the new gas 
turbine and 105,000 kw from an existing 
conventional steam turbine-generator.

Laetrile Pros and Cons Heard 
By Legislative Study Group

Legislators paneling a study sub­
committee on the controversial drug 
laetrile Tuesday heard from both sides of 
the battle to make the drug available for 
use by cancer patients. 

During an ail-day session speakers 
from the U.S. Food and Drug Ad­
ministration, the Kentucky Medical 
Association, the Kentucky Division of the 
American Cancer S<>clety and Victory 
over Cancer Action League (VOCAL> 
stated their varied positions concerning 
laetrile. 

Dr. William Joseph Evans of the FDA 
strongly opposed the drug's use against 
what he called "a disease that 
Americans fear more than they fear 
war." 

Dr. Evans said the drug "is of un­
proven merit and uncertain identity, " 
and often leads cancer patients to forego 
known effective treatments. He further 
cited the case of an eleven-month-old 
New York child who he said died from 
ingestion of one to five laetrile tablets 
which results in cyanide poisoning. 

Others opposing laetrile were Dr. Carl 
Cooper, of Bedford, representing the 
KMA and American Cancer Society state 
president-elect Dr. Bruce Hamilton, of 
Shepherdsville. 

In favor of the drug's use and 
availability were four members of an 
Ashland area group called "Make Today 
Count" and G. Edward Griffin, author of 
"World Without Cancer". Griffin is 
president of VOCAL, based in Westlake 
Village, California. 

Make Today Count is an organization 
of persons who have--{)r are concerned 
with-catastrophic diseases including 
cancer. 

One of the group's members, Mary 
Margaret Kazee, identified herself as a 
housewife and retired 28-year-old em­
ploye of the Department for Human 
Resources. She takes laetrile tablets 
daily and said, "I'm willing to submit my 
body for testing of this drug." 

She told the study committee she pays 
60 cents for her laetrile tablets but noted 
that other friends with cancer pay $1.05 
each. 

Following breast cancer surgery and 
cobalt treatments, Mrs. Kazee went to 
Mexico for laetrile treatment and a 
supply of the drug, she said. 

A co-leader of Make Today Count and a 
registered nurse, Mrs. Vera Richey also 
has cancer but said she gets her laetrile 
from an Ohio physician. The physician 
was "recently raided" she told the 
subcommittee. 

"Laetrile alone is not as effective a s it 
is when used in conjunction with enzyme 
therapy, diet, and vitamins and 
minerals," claimed Griffin, whose book 
on laetrile promotes its uses and 
legalization. Griffin said he favor& 
"separation of science and government" 
on the issue. 

Griffin also criticized studies showing 
laetrile to be ineffective. He called for 
studies which prove surgery and 
radiation and chemotherapy to be ef­
fective in curing cancer. "Radiation, in 
fact, causes cancer," he said. "And those 
who undergo chemotherapy live no 
longer than those who do not. " 

KMA representative Dr. Carl Cooper 
said his organization opposes the drug for 
five reasons : 

1. Laboratory research has found 
laetrile ineffective. 

2. In laboratcry animals the drug has 
not been effective in the prevention of 
cancer. 

3. Use of laetrile may postpone other 
useful therapies. 

4. Families often go bankrupt buying 
the drug which is not working . 

5. Some reports show toxic results from 
use of laetrile. 

Dr . Hamilton, representing the 
American Cancer Society said there is 
nothing to support the use of laetrile and 
reiterated many of Cooper's reasons 
against the drug . 

State Rep. Ron Cyrus (D-Greenup), 
who initiated the study committee, said 
he had already drafted legislation to 
legalize laetrile in Kentucky. He said the 
proposed bill would soon be prefiled for 
consideration by the 1978 legislature.

Cyrus noted that his bill would 
designate the Department for Human 
Resources to administer a program 
whereby Kentuckians could sign consent 
forms for laetrile prescriptions. He said 
the bill would eliminate "bootleg prices" 
currently being paid by cancer patients 
in the black market.

Kentucky Economic Report 
Indicates '77 Excellent Year 

The year of 1977 is shaping up as one of 
the best years ever for Kentucky's 
economy, according to a Commerce 
Department study prepared for Com­
merce Commissioner W. Terry Mc­
Brayer. 

The study, which covers the first half of 
1977, shows a substantial increase in 
Kentucky's economic growth over the 
comparable period last year. 

"This is great news for Kentucky," 
McBrayer said of the findings. "Our 
economy is growing much faster than 
last year and faster than the nation in 
general. I'm extremely pleased. Our 
hard work is paying off," McBrayer 
added. 

The Commerce Department analysis is 
based on a variety of leading economic 
indicators, and enables department 
officials to determine future economic 
trends in Kentucky. ' 

Included in the findings : 
-New investment by Kentucky 

business and industry in 1977 has nearly 
doubled the 1976 amount. From January 
through June, 1977, investment in new 
and expanded manufacturing plants 
totaled over $178 million. About 6,000 new 
jobs will be created by this in estment. 

-1977 nonagricultural wage and salary 
employment in Kentucky stands more 
than 30,000 higher than 1976. Job in­
creases were recorded in all major 
employment sectors, wholesale and 
retail trade leading with over 9,000 new 
jobs. Other important growth areas 
include construction, up by 9,000 new 
workers , manufacturing and govern­
ment, each up by 5,000 jobs. 

- 1977 unemployment rates have 
reached their lowest levels in over two 
years. Statewide unemployment stands 
at 5.3 per cent, a one per cent drop from 
the same period last year. 

- Personal income received by Ken­
tuckians is expected to reach $20 billion 
in 1977, an increase of about nine per cent 
over 1976. 

- Kentucky coal production during the 
first six months of 1977 is estimated to be

Strong sales of automobiles and trucks 
helped contribute to the increased 
revenues. 

"These facts make us very op­
timistic," McBrayer said. "Nothing is 
holding us back from achieving a sound 
economy for Kentucky. Not even the cold 
winter of 1977 could stop us," said Mc­
Brayer." 

In any category, construction, 
manufacturing, agriculture or energy, 
we're growing. It 's growth we can be 
proud of, but growth we must maintain 
and build upon in the future, " McBrayer 
conduced. 

Gov. Carroll Stresses 
State Government 
Can't Do Everything 

Gov. Julian Carroll said last 
Wednesday that after 18 years 
of public service, he continues 
to be amazed at the workings of 
Kentucky's biggest business­
state government. 

The occasion was " State 
Government Day," with ac­
tivities centered around a multi­
media presentation on 
operations of the various 
departments and agencies in 
state g!lvernment. The program 
is meant to explain what ser­
vices the state provides to its 
citizens. 

However, in his remarks, 
Gov . Carroll stressed that state 
government must accept a 
"respo:tsibility to the people of 
Kentudty . . . that we cannot do 
everything for them." 

"One of our major problems 
is the fact that we've told them 
(the citizens and taxpayers ) for 
years-for decades-that we 
can do everything for them," 
Gov. Carroll said. But he said 
government should asswne only 
services that should be offered 
and can be rendered effectively 
and efficiently. 

Gov. Carroll said that to help 
Kentuckians understand state 
government, officials and 
emplo)·es of state government 
must stop assuming that 
citizens now understand the 
complexities of government and 
its services. This asswnption, 
he said, " dooms us from the 
beginning. '' 

The governor addressed some 
criticism of state personnel, 
saying, "Sometimes I fear we 
forget our real purpose .. . and 
that is to serve the people." He 
said that public employes are 
sometimes more concerned 
with perpetuating their jobs 
rather than providing services, 
and that this attitude has helped 
undermine public confidence in 
state government. 

Carroll said the "State 
Government Day' ' multi-media 
presentation will be made 
available to groups around the 
state who request it. He said 
that V'lhile the presentation 
cannot hope to explain fully the 
complexities of state govern­
ment, it may help improve the 
public 's perception and un­
derstarding of its services and 
concerns.

Floods Indicate Need for 
Disaster Preparedness 

Frankfort, Ky.-Kentucky 
Senator Walter D. Huddleston 
last week told State Disaster 
Preparedness Officials that he 
intends to continue to press for a 
new comprehensive disaster 
law. 

Four members of the State 
Division of Disaster and 
Emergency Services, headed 
by Executive Director Wilbur 
R. Buntin, Jr., were in 
Washington to meet with the 
Senator and to discuss a bill that 
he has submitted with members 
of the Senate Armed Services, 
Public Works, and Govern­
mental Affairs committees. 

Huddleston said that the 
recent floods in eastern Ken· 
tucky, coupled with the 
problems in the nuclear 
preparedness program have 
convinced him that there is a 

! serious need for new legislation. 
He noted that the basic 
legislation now governing civil 
preparedness programs was 
enacted in 1950. 

Buntin said that he was 
pleaeed with the reaction of the 
committee staffs, noting that 
they generally agreed that 
there is need for extensive 
reform. The Huddleston bill 
would redefine the roles of the 
Federal Disaster Assistance 
Administration <FDAA) and the 
Defense Civil Preparedness 
Agency (DCPA>.

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Surface Mines Pay Fines 
A total of $53,800 was paid in fines to the 

state Department for Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection last 
month by 10 coal companies and one 
quarry operation that either violated 
state surface mining regulations or 
water quality statutes. 

The companies fined for strip mining 
violations were: 

-s & 0 Coal Co., paid $2,000 and 
agreed to reclaim land at Risner in Floyd 
County not included in the strip mine 
permit granted the company. 

-Marty Corp. paid $2,000 and agreed 
to remove material that slid from their 
surface mining operation near Wilstacy 
in Breathitt County onto a public 
road and into a stream. The company 
also agreed to reclaim the disturbed 
area. 

-Dave Cheek Coal Co. paid $2,000 and 
agreed to complete reclamation and to 
build a silt structure on their site near 
Adele in Morgan county. Division of 
Reclamation inspectors had cited the 
company for failing to backfill, grade, 

and seed the site and to construct a silt 
control structure. 

-T & T Darby Coal Co. paid $5,000 and 
agreed to reduce the bench width, 
maintain adequate silt contro, cover 
1uger holes and backfill and grade a strip 
mine site at Holmes Mill in Harlan 
County. The fine results from the com­
pany's failure to comply with an earlier 
agreed order with the department. 

-Middle Fork Mining, paid $2,000 and 
agreed to reclaim an area not included in 
their mining permit near Walverine in 
Breathitt County. The company also 
agreed to apply for a permit for the 
disturbed area and to post bond to insure 
its reclamation. 

-Brushy Mining Corp. paid $4,000 and 
agreed to divert water runoff from a slide 
area on their operation at Lower Brushy 
in Pike County, created by pushing 
materials over the outslope. The com­
pany also agreed to terrace dirt on the 
operations' bench rather than placing it 
on the outslopes. 

-Flackey Construction Co. paid $1,000

after selecting the proper 
forked twig- usually cut from 
a peach, hickory, or dog­
wood, the water witch would 
grasp one fork of the twig in 
each hand w1th his fingers 
turned upward so that the 
free end of the branch would 
be higher than the level of his 
hands. Then he would wander 
slowly over the premises until 
the twig suddenly began to 
twist downward. When it 
pointed directly at the 
ground, there the well was 
dug and water found. 

Witching, dowsing, or 
divining for water is a very 
ancient practice and its 
origins supposedly stem from 
the Scriptures. In Numbers 
(XX) it is written that "there 
was no water for the congre­
gation" until Moses "lifted 
his hand, and with his rod he 
smote the rock twice; and the 
water came out abundantly." 

Whatever the origin, this 

But despite the skepticism 
(and ridicule) that has long 
haunted water witches, they 
have more often found water 
than not-and in the most un­
likely places. The ones w'! 
have known were men of un­
questionable character and 
used their "gift," always 
without charge, solely for the 
benefit of th~ir fellow men. 
To charge a fee for such an 
accommodation, they 
believed, would be to lose 
their gift forever. 

Scientific investigators 
delving the mysteries of water 
witching have concluded that 
the twisting of a forked twig 
in the hands of a conscien­
tious practitioner is purely 
physic-a result of a "reflex 
action stimulated by impres­
sions subconsciously 
received." 

But to its proponents, the 
efficacy of water witching is 
not a matter of speculation or 
conjecture, but an ascertained 
fact. They believe, like 
Shakespeare, that there are 
things in heaven and earth 
not hitherto dreamed of in 
our scientific philosophy.

"I took a 
piece of plastic clay, And idly fashioned it 
one day, And as my fingers pressed it 
still, It bent and yielded to my will. I 
came again when days were past; The bit 
of clay was hard at last. The shape I gave 
it still it bore, But I could change it then 
no more. I took a piece of living clay, And 
gently formed it day by day. Molded it 
with power and art, A young child's soft 
and loving heart. 1 came again when

If all teachers kept the meaning of the 
last beautiful poem in mind, there would 
be fewer dropouts, less misbehavior in 
the classroom. If parents, particularly 
mothers, devoted more time to 
cultivating the minds of their 
preschoolers more "A" students would 
be the result. Many Floyd countians 
years ago in the First Methodist Church 
of Prestonsburg one evening heard the 
late Bishop Darlington address a crowd 
under auspices of the Floyd County Club. 
Some remember his saying that if you 
start in time you can teach a child to love 
a snake and hate a bird. How true!

One of the surest ways to improve a 
child's standing in school is to give him a 
few chores at home. Idleness has been 
called the devil's workshop. Too many 
youngsters~ven good ones from the 
best of families-have almost nothing to 
do at home. All many know is TV, play, 
sports, good times, staying on the go. 
Some go all summer without reading a 
good book. There are numerous ex­
ceptions, and countless youths today 
excel on any test, character included. 
But look at the average, and more 
especially at the high percentage which 
falls beneath same. Their potential 
should be tapped. Multiple diamonds are 
in the rough, waiting until some teacher 
or Christian leader discovers and 
develops, inspires, and challenges them, 
particularly the ones whose parents 
cannot or do not. 

A "death pill" is just out abroad, so 
folks can end their misery and lives 
easily, anytime they wish! Some will 
favor its wide usage in time.
