The Floyd fiscal court has set Sept. 1 as 
the effective date of its order demandmg 
that trucks hauling coal over roads in the 
county be covered. 

In a special meeting Aug 15, a week 
after the order was voted, the court 
called on all county officers, includmg 
the county detective, to help enforce the 
regulation. It set the minimum fine for 
violation at $25 and the maximum at $100. 

At the same mf'eting the county tax 
le\'y was set at 18.4 cents per $100 
,·aluation, and Gary Lynn Goble was 
employed to audit the general and 
re\'enue sharing funds and to make 
SE'ttlement with the sheriff on 2,400 
listed as due the county on taxes. 

The court also directed that all in-
urance on county-owned property be 

advertised for bids when policies are 
renewable, the county clerk to notify the 
court in advance of the expiration dates 
of all insurance policies. 

The Left Beaver and Right Beaver 
volunteer fire departments were each 
voted $1.000 of revenue sharing funds. 
and .6 mile of the Ferguson cemetery 
road and .4 mile of the Home Branch 
road were made a part of the county 
system. 

1\leeting again Monday of this week, 
the fiscal court adopted a resolution 
authorizing County Judge Henry Stumbo 
to contact Joe . lcCauley, executive

School Board Wins Fight 
For F.,lood Loss on 9 Buses 

Superintendent of Schools E P 
Grigsby, Jr. last week received proof 
that it pays to stick to your guns-if you 
have the ammunition. 

And the Floyd County Board of 
Education had it 

Soon after last April's destructive 
flood, a controversy between the board of 
education and a federal agency began. At 
issue was the value of nine school buses, 
vintage 1965 to 1970, that were "totalled" 
by the water All were used as 
replacement vehicles and for special 
tnps outside regular use for transporting 
pupils. All were in approved running 
condition. 

For the nine vehicles Health, 
F.ducation and Welfare <HEWl in 
Atlanta offered only $4,700. Grigsby and 
the board balked. Federal regulations 
provide that similar vehicles or the 
repair of those damaged should be made. 
They got estimates on repair, prices of 
operable buses of the age of those ruined. 

They enlisted the help of Congressman 
Carl D. Perkins. 

Three weeks ago, Albert Beattv of 
HEW, reinspected the nme buses. ·' 

Th1s week the board received notice 
from HF.W that 1t will allow the school 
system $60,004 instead of $4,700 

l\Ieanwhile, the board of education has 
received its initial grant of $533, 825 for 
flood damages to county schools, mainly 
those of Harold, Betsy Layne and Martin . 
This 1s 75 per cent of the total $711,767 
allowed, and the remainder will be paid 
in monthly installments 

The flood damage was assessed, a few 
weeks after the flood, but the needed 
federal funds "'ere delayed, and so the 
board of education undertook the repair 
of the schools at its own expense in order 
to get them rt'ady for their opening this 
week. The schools \\'ere ready, although 
repair work has not been completed. 

Superintendent Grigsby said the grant 
funds do not at th1s time include the cost 
of repair of the bwlding at :\larlin which 
was under renovation when the flood 
came That work was 99 per cent com­
plete at that time, but floodwaters did 
approximately $200,000 damage to the 
foundation, walls and floors. 

The work under wav at Martin at the 
lime of the flood had r;ot been completed 
to the pmnt of bemg turned o\'er to the 
board nf education, and so the problem of 
adjusting the financial loss is between 
the federal agency ahd the contractor, 
and the school board is not a party, 
Grigsby aid. 
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Blast Blamed ·n Woman's Injury Seen 
As Loca s Vote

The huge boulder which crashed into a 
Mare Creek home last Thursday af­
ternoon, seriously injuring Mrs. Bertha 
Mulkey, was dislodged as the result of 1\ 
nearby strip mine blast, accordmg to 
findings of a state Department of l\Iines 
and Minerals investigation. 

Although it has not been determined 
whether state blasting laws were 
violated, D. T. Froedge, director of the 
division of explosives and blasting, said 
that blasting at the Genex-Greer Mining 
Company's strip job near the residence 
which is situated at the head of the Shop 
Branch of Mare Creek caused the one-ton 
rock to roll into the house. 

The boulder, which rolled off the steep 
hillside just behind the Mulkey home, 
ripped a large hole in the area of the 
bathroom and plowed into the adjoining 
utility room where Mrs. Mulkey was 
standing. The rock struck a large freezer 
and pinned Mrs. Mulkey against the wall 
beneath the freezer. Mrs. Mulkey's 
husband, who was sitting on the porch 
said he heard the crash and then heard 
his wife scream. Mr. :\lulkey then lifted 
the freezer away from his wife and her 
son removed the injured woman. 

Mrs. Mulkey reported that she was 
hanging up a towel after drying her hair, 
"and the next thing, the freezer was on 
top of me." 

"It came from behind so sudden," she 
said. "I had big holes in my legs down to 
the bone." Mrs. Mulkey said the freezer 
saved her from being struck directly by 
the rock, "but it tore everything all to 

pieces; turned the bathtub upside 
down " 

Mrs. Mulke~ sustained three cut 
n ons in h r left leg, a evered ankle 

11g nt, a lacerated muscle, and 
crushed bones in two fingers of her left 
hand, in addition to numerous 
lacerations on her face and body. l\1r 
Mulke:> reported his wife underwent 
three hours of surgery and required more 
than 200 stitches. "They say they'll have 
tn operate again in about six weeks," he 
aid. 

Mr _ MulkE:•y's 16-year·old daughter 
Darlene, who was standing in the 
bathroom. narrowly escaped serious 
injury when she was thrown into a corner 
of the room away from the direct path of 
the boulder. She sustained a broken tooth 
and back injuries but d1d not require 
hospitalization. 

Ray Mullins. vice-pres1dent of the 
London, Ky.-based mining company, 
confirmed that company personnel were 
blasting at the time of the incident but 
said, "We don't know what caused 1l (the 
boulder) to roll down the hill." 

Jim Smith, a Shop Branch resident, 
reported that blasting from the strip site 
had thrown rocks into the creek belov. his 
house and Mrs. Mulkey's . on, Billy 
Stratton, smd tremors from blasting had 
caused cracks m the foundation of his 
home. 

Dr. G. A l\Iaddiwar, of Our Lady of the 
Way Hospital, ~Tartin, where Mrs. 
l\lulkey is recovermg, said Mrs. Mulkey 
"w1ll probably be disabled for a long 
time from a function a I point of view "

$5,000 Mistake 
Made by State 

The state Department for Military 
Affairs says it will try to persuade a Pike 
county man to voluntarily return a $5,000 
flood relief check he accidentally 
received because of a typing error. 

But, Tom Little, a spokesman for the 
department, said it would go to court if 
necessary to recover the money ac­
cidentally paid Floyd Blankenship, of 
Majestic. 

Blankenship was sent money under the 
Individual and Family Grant program 
which was actually due Lloyd 
Blankenship, who also lives in Majestic 
and is unrelated to Floyd, for property 
damage as a result of last April's 
flooding. 

Little admitted the name on the 
voucher was mistyped in the Military 
Affairs Department. The state 
treasurer's office went ahead with the 
payment, not knowing it was in error. 

A check has since also been sent to 
Lloyd Blankenship. 

Little said a registered letter would 
first be sent Floyd explaining the 
situation and asking him to return the 
money, which could be done in in­
stallments.

He said the application for the grant 
was handwritten and "in Lloyd's 
signature the first letter can be easily 
mistaken for an F . The typist, when she 
typed the voucher for the check, just 
typed Floyd. It was a quirk of fate that 
both Floyd and Lloyd lived in Majestic."

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The Well Does Run Dry 
The miners' health funds were not inexhaustible, as they 

should have known. The well can and does run dry. 
Coal operators blame strikes and attendant periods of non­

production for much of the shortage of hospital funds, since the 
funds are created by a royalty paid by the operators on coal 
actually mined. But that is only part of the story. 

Beneficiaries abused the miners' health program. Possibly 
encouraged by some doctors, they made unnecessary calls for 
medical or hospital treatment. Another heavy drain on the fund 
came from the fact that the union has apparently done a poor job 
of policing its own records, of purging from the I ist of those 
eligible to medical cards those cardholders who had quit the 
industry for other employment. One miner recently told of more 
than 100 medical cards being issued to members of his local and 
of those cards remaining in effect while approximately half of 
the original membership of the local was gone. Thus coal miners' 
cards could be held by carpenters, plumbers, whatever and still 
drain the resources of the health fund. 

But the United Mine Workers are not alone in ignoring fiscal 
"facts of life." New York City is one example of a political body 
which operated on the theory that money could be spent with the 
greatest abandon, for whatever cause, without the inevitable day 
of reckoning. The federal government has temporarily bailed out 
this, the world's greatest financial center, but the final crisis lies 
ahead. 

And the federal government which came to the rescue of that 
city faces the same inevitable moment of truth. Bureaucratic 
waste, a continued program of "spending ourselves rich," with 
expenses drowning income an'd the national debt mounting by 
the year-this is a situation which cannot continue forever. The 
well will run dry, and then the programs on which every one of us 
to some degree depend, whether we know it or not, wi II grind to a 
sudden halt. 

Then-shall we all go on strike?

Joe Sisler, of Kenco Associates, in· 
dicated that every possible effort will be 
made to move the project toward com­
pletion as soon as possible. He indicated 
that several changes in the original 
conception would have to take place due 
to the proposed location of the new high­
way. Sisler added that he would 
recommend that the Left Fork of Bull 
Creek area, which is the area most ef­
fected by the highway, should be 
developed as a supplementary arm to the 
basic project. The development of the 
Left Fork of Bull Creek area would come 
at the time that the highway construction 
was nearing completion and an 
economical location and construction of 
water lines could then take place. Sisler 
also recommended that plans for service 
to Water Gap, as originally proposed, 
and the Right Fork of Bull Creek should 
continue. He has called for a meeting 
with the Farmers Home Administration 
to discuss the possibility of including the 
Katy Friend area in the initial portion of 
the project as it is to be developed. 

Curtis Hatfield, water district chair· 
man, and Dallas Calhoun, treasurer, 
indicated to the engineers that the 
present signers to the water district are 
becoming quite frustrated with the fact 
that no obvious progress is taking place, 
although an ARC grant of $110,000 has 
been made. The commissioners said they 
felt that the residents and signers have 
been reasonably patient to this point but 
that some obvious action was going to 
have to take place soon. They also in· 
dicated that some residents had even 
contacted County Judge Henry Stwnbo 
and that the Judge had run into the 
same problems the district has had in 
obtaining highway plans to allow com­
pletion of the project. Judge Stumbo 
indicated to Mr. Hatfield that he would 
provide all assistance possible in helping 
the project move to a speedy completion . 

The engineers indicated to the water 
district commission that they were 
prepared to proceed with the final plans 
in the areas that are effected by the 
Highway Department. The plans for the 
area along KY 3 from Lancer to Water 
Gap were already completed, they said. 
Upon completion of the plans in the next 
60 days, they will be submitted to the 
proper state authorities for approval, 
and then should be advertised for bids 
prior to the first of the year . It is hoped 
that, following receipt of bids, con­
struction can start in the early spring and 
completed in the summer of 1978. 

Mr. Hatfield said residents may still 
sign on for a $150 tap fee during the next 
30 days as plans are approaching com· 
pletion. After that date, the tap on fee will 
be a minimum of $200. County Attorney 
Harold Stumbo said that the half·dozen 
easements needed for the project would 
be processed and procured by him as 
soon as they are received from the 
engineer.

FLUORIDE :\IOUTHRI:'<SE PROGRAM 

All of Floyd County's children in 
grades 1 through 8 soon will be bringing 
home a consent form to be signed by their 
parents. Parents who sign this consent 
form will be giving their permission for 
their child to participate in a fluoride 
mouthrinse program which will be 
conducted throughout the Floyd county 
school system for the purpose of 
preventing tooth decay or cavities 

Once a week, for approximately 30 
weeks, children taking part in the 
program will take about one tablespoon 
of fluoride mouthrinse solution, swish it 
around their teeth for one minute, spit it 
back into a cup, absorb the solution with 
a napkin, and then throw the cup away. 

Governor Carroll has designated state 
funds to pay for the program, so there 
will be no cost whatever to parents or 
schools . Participation is completely 
voluntary. and so all children taking part 
in the program must present a signed 
consent form to their teachers . 

The fluoride mouthrinse program is 
being conducted, statewide, through the 
joint effort of the schools, local health 
departments. the State Dep tment of 
Education, and the State Bureau for 
Health Services. This school mouthrinse 
program has been thoroughly tested and 
IS safe and effective in preventing dental 
decay Havmg your child participate in 
the program could result in as much as 30 
percent to 40 percent fewer cavities, 
since the fluoride solution makes the 
teeth strong and tough enough to resist 
decay.

Although I am convinced the vast 
majority of the 5.5 million Vietnam f~ra 
veterans who have thus far trained w1der 
the current Gl B1ll have done so m an 
exemplary fashion that ',I;Jll benefJt the 
nation for years to come. there have been 
enough exceptions to create a real 
education overpayment problem for the 
Veterans Admwistr·ation To help 
overcome this pr·oblem. Congress 
enacted legislation to change the \1. ay the 
Veterans Administration pays Gl Bill 
allowances. 

Last fall, for example. v. hen veterans 
registered for school, they received an 
automatic advance payment covering 
the first six weeks of school and their 
regular monthly checks v. ere prepaid at 
the start of each month!) trawing period. 

Th1s year, advance payments will be 
made only to those students who appl) ao 
days before registration, and the mon· 
thly payments wHI come after each 
month of training had been completed. 

Students will get the same dollar 
amount as before, and possibly even 
more because of a recommended cost of 
living increase in GI Bill allowances 
which must be acted on by Congress But, 
the timing of the payments will be dif· 
ferent and veterans should plan their 
personal finances accordingly. 

To smooth the transition to the new 
payment procedure, we are emphasizing 
to students and to schools that other 
forms of Veterans Administration 
assistance are available . Among these 
are Veterans Administration loans for 
education that are interest free until nine 
months after the student leaves school. A 
work-study program is also available 
through which the Veterans Ad­
ministration will pay an additional $625 
per semester, and $250 of this will be paid 
in advance. 

More details on the pay changes and 
other Veterans Administration 
assistance programs may be obtained by 
contacting the Veterans Administration 
or campus Veterans Affairs counselors in 
your area.

Prison Inmates Back Stephens' 
Plan 1"'o Abolish Parole Board · 

About 300 mmates at the Kentucky 
Stale Penitentiary have endorsed a 
proposal to eliminate indeterminate 
sentences and parole. 

A petition with the names was sent to 
Atty. Gen. Robert Stephens, who ad­
vanced the proposal June 1 in a speech at 
Lexington. 

Stephens commented he has received 
hundreds of letters in support of his 
suggestion. 

"But I was really uncertain about the 
reaction from the prisoners themselves," 
he said. "1 had been advised by people 
that they were totally opposed to my 
plan." 

Stephens seeks a law under which a 
prison term would be fixed firmly for a 
spec1fic type of crime everywhere in the 
state. The convicted person would serve 
it out, and no premature releases would 
be allowed. 

In a letter from the state prison at 
Eddyville, Ben Shaffner, a convict, 
submitted the petition which told 
Stephens: 

"We overwhelmingly support your 
proposal that you intend to propose 
during the 1978 session of the Kentucky 
General Assembly to abolish paroles and 
be replaced with shorter and deter­
minate sentences. 

"We feel that the parole board is a 
failure, that it acts arbitrarily and that 
ItS rulings and decisions are not equitable 
and not in the best interest of justice. 

"It has served no useful purpose in the 
past or present and any future would in 
all probability he as meaningless." 

Shaffner then attached a copy of the 
signatures of other inmates 

Stephens said his proposal envisions 
the reduction of prison terms in view of

"These Cmore inarticulate) prisoners 
would prefer equality." 

Under Stephens' plan the 1978 
legislature would set out crimes and 
appropriate sentences in detail. 

He said the present t.: .S. attorney 
general and some of his predecessors 
have considered a similar proposal for 
federal prisoners.

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Housing School 
Is Held at EKU 

An Appalachian Housing Training 
Program IS being held this week at 
Eastern Kentucky University in R1ch· 
mond. 

The program, sponsored jointly by the 
Kentucky Development Cabinet and the 
Kentucky Housing Corp. will be con· 
dueled by the Housing Assistance 
Council, a federally-funded, non-profit 
organization out of Washington. D.C. 

According to Development Secretary 
William L. Short, who is Gov. Carroll's 
alternate on the Appalachian Regional 
Commission (ARC), "This intensive 
training program will cover all facets of 
housing, and is designed to give trainees 
a good working knowledge of available 
housing programs and the procedures for 
the1r implementation.'' 

The 25·30 trainees include represen· 
tatives from Eastern Kentucky Area 
De,·elopment Districts, community 
development organizations, housing 
development organizations, city ad· 
ministrators and others. 

They will study establishment and use 
of pre-development loan plans, basic 
land and housing development processes, 
Farmers Home Administration, Rural 
Rental Housing Program, HUD. Housing 
Assistance Programs and other state and 
federal housing programs. 

According to Darrell Gilliam. ARC 
Program manager in the Development 
Cabinet, one full day also will be devoted 
to a workshop designed specifically for 
staff members of the Development 
Cabinet's ARC section and the Kentucky 
Housing Corp. This workshop will deal 
with the Kentucky Appalachian Housing 
Program which recently was awarded 
$1.75 million in ARC funds, Gilliam said. 

With the increasing emphasis on coal 
in the U.S. energy picture, "housing for 
Eastern Kentucky coal miners as well as 
other citizens of that area could become a 
critical problem," Short said. 

"The Appalachian Housing Training 
Program is the first effort of its kind for 
Kentucky," he continued, "and is an 
integral part of the development of 
programs to provide better housing for 
Kentuckians living in the Appalachian 
area." 

The training program at Eastern 
Kentucky University will be the first part 
of a two-part training program. The 
second component will consist of a 
review of the areas already covered with 
special emphasis placed on problems 
experienced by the trainees in the in· 
tervening period. 

The Housing Assistance Council 
designed the curriculum for the program 
and w1ll provide a training manual as 
well as instructors.

Various speakers listed Perkins' 
authorship and support of programs for 
the poor, from school lunches to black­
lung benefits for miners to Head Start 
and libraries in rural areas . 

Perkins in brief remarks returned the 
thanks, expressing appreciation for the 
community action members' own 
commitment to the nation's poor. 

"I think you have touched so many 
poor people that government agencies 
never touch,'' Perkins said. 

As for lingering criticism of alleged 
waste in welfare programs, Perkins said,

Perkins pledged to continue his fight

"In winter an ag(.>d mountain couple 
were beside a log fire in their cabin The 
old man said. 'i\ta, you're standm on a 
hot <.'oal.' l\la replied laconically. 'Which 
font, Pa"' " 

Correction v.as mailed Pr. Peale, with 
an invitation to attend i\laytov..n 
Homecoming and see for h imself. He 
accepted the kindl} crit1ctsm m the same 
spirit, but did not retract or sa:. \\ hether 
or not he ever came here 

Our young folks in par ticular have 
often felt embarrassed when av.ay 
because of the general impression most 
people have of all Appalachia. This may 
be one reason that numbers make no 
effort to return here for permanent 
residence. One of our Ph.D's was back 
not long ago. He came to discuss the book 
he is writing on this part of the state It 
was a joy to emphasize the "white" in­
stead of the "black" condit ions < nothmg 
rae ial) existmg through every 
generation, to explain obstacles over­
come by stalwart forebears who had a 
nucleus m every hamlet , determined to 
forge ahead, never to give up, to be 
victorious though many who could and 
should have helped were making fun of 
the inhabitants of the hills. He said that 
for sometime after leavmg he saw home 
through the glasses of writers who pic­
lured only the gloom, but that he had 
acquired a different viewpoint, plus a 
genuine appreciation for those who keep 
on keeping on, despite opposition and 
false reports usually included in accounts 
of Appalachian life. As this columnist 
more than once has pointed out in 
publications, no one denies the existence 
of flaws and undesirable conditions, but 
cities have their slums, too, even though 
Uncle Sam has poured billions into them. 
No one cites Harlem as typical of New 
York, so why should such a gauge be 
applied to the hills? 

One example was a July, 1976 Courier· 
Journal story about Mrs. Alice Lloyd, by 
Billy Reed, parts of which are quoted 
here, with permission from the Courier­
Journal: 

"The sophisticated Boston lady who 
arrived in Knott county in 1916 hardly 
seemed to be the sort of rugged in­
dividualist who was dest ined to spread 
the light of education to the darkest 
corners of a remote mountain area where 
ignorance was a way of life .. . l\lrs. 
Lloyd was graduated from Radcliffe . In 
Knott county, where only 20 of the 1000 
residents could read and write, her 
presence doubled the number of college 
graduates ." 

First , it should be said this writer knew 
Mrs. Lloyd well, and would be among the 
last to detract one iota from her noble 
character and work. We loved her sin­
cerely, owed much to her, having met 
E dgar through her We have known Dr. 
June Buchannan since 1924, admired her 
greatly, also Dr. and Mrs. Will Hayes, all 
of whose dedication to youth here has 
endeared them to everyone. This column 
is not a case of sour grapes but it is in 
defense of truth and our mountain 
heritage, which is far superior to what 
hundreds claim or imply. No one knows

Perhaps those who say Knott coun tians 
were unlearned m1916should be told that 
the late French and Burnam Combs 
already had law degrees from untver­
sities Josiah Combs, brother of t.hese 
men, secured an A B. from Transylvania 
In 1911, another degree from lhe Sor­
bonne in Paris, brought a Jo'rench bride 
back to the US .. taught in various 
colleges and universities, was an author. 
editor and lecturer at home and abroad. 
Drs. J ohn Wes and Richard Duke had 
medical degrees from U .K. before 1916. 
Townsel Combs took his in engineering. 
All were born in Knott county Others in 
several disciplines could be named, but 
this s ide of Appalachian life is 
overlooked. 

Now , who thinks ignorance was a wa> 
of life in our adjacent county back in 
t916? Not only did numbers secure a 
thorough education but many 
distinguished themselves in various 
fields wherever they went, as hundreds 
of our youth are doing across the nation 
today. One major reason the Floyd 
County Hall of Fame was established in 
1955 was to enable our youth to see, first ­
hand, how many citizens in every 
generation had made distinctive con­
tr ibutions to society. 

If we vtsited Louisville, described the 
city in its infancy, then gave erroneous 
information concerning the education 
and knowledge of its people, some 
there would feel as many here do when 
the hills are downgraded in wholesale 
fashion . It would take pages to reply 
adequately to those exploiting the dim 
side of life here. Those wishing to know 
more of the early period can read Kit­
teneye Slone, In Remembrance, by his 
daughter, Verna Mae Slone, of Pippa 
Passes. Mrs. Slone ably defends her 
ancestors. Some of our very own still 
portray and describe the worst of Ap­
palachia , where M.A.'s and Ph .D.'s may 
reside on the same block or highway with 
illiterates, or millionaires live next door 
to welfare clients. The remarkable part 
of this is that in most instances each 
respects, admires and enjoys the other. 

After all, Kentucky provided the only 
Abe Lincoln, and God sent His only Son to 
humble occupants of a lowly cottage in 
barren , hilly country, whose inhabitants 
lived close to nature and Him. True. we 
do owe much to outsiders: pioneers, 
explorers, circuit riders, industrialists, 
financiers, educators, etc . But our 
section also has much to give the outside, 
values that no earthly sum can purchase, 
if we hold fast to the good things here and 
do not sell them for a m~ss of pottage 

Whatlsa District Judge? 
In Floyd County, the District Judge will do the work 

now being done by five City Police Judges, four 
Magistrates, County Judge, Judge Pro-Tern, Trial 
Commissioner and Juvenile Judge. Floyd County will still 
have a County Judge (now known as County Judge 
Executive) and Magistrates, but their duties will be 
limited to fisca I matters, making up the budget and 
supervising the spending of the county tax money. 

The District Judge will preside over all civil cases 
where the amount invo lved is $1500, or less, all juvenile 
matters, and the violation of all state laws and city and 
county ordinances, except offenses punishable by 
penitentiary confinement or death. 

In addition to the other duties, the District Judge will 
also preside over a new court, known as the Court of Small 
Claims (matters under $500). 

It is estimated that 68 of every 100 persons having 
business before the courts will come first to the District 
Court. 

The office of District Judge will require a person with 
not only a law degree, but also with considerable ad­
ministrative ability. It will require a person with good 
health, good nerve and a willingness to work long hours. 
How the office is operated for the first time may set the 
pattern of justice in Floyd County for a long time to come. 

Believing that I am qualified for the job, I respectfully 
urge you to vote for e in the November election. If I am 
elected, the fact that my residence is next door to the court 
house (and jail) will somewhat ease the problem of having 
your District Judge available after hours. 

The office is non-partisan and I welcome the vote of 
my Republican friends as well as my fellow-Democrats.

State Com Crop May Be 

132 Million Bushels 
Corn growers in Kentucky expect to 

produce 132 million bushels of corn for 
gain in 1977, according to the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture's July crop 

( J production report. This figure compares 
with 88 million bushels produced in 1975 
and 138 million in 1976. 

Growers expect to average 93 bushels 
per acre this year, compared to 102 last 
year, and 77 two years ago. 

U. S. corn production is forecast at a 
record 6.33 billion bushels, 2 percent 
more than the 1976 crop and 9 percent 
above the 1975 crop. "If the production 
forecast is realized, this would be the 
third consecutive year that a production 
record has been set," the report said. 
Much of the nation's corn crop was in 
good condition at the end of June despite 
lingering droughts in many areas. 

Kentucky growers expect to harvest 1.5 
million acres of corn in 1977, compared to 
1.3 million in 1976, and 1.1 million acres in 
1975. 

Corn stocks in storage in Kentucky on 
June 1, 1977 totaled 15.8 million bushels, 
according to the USDA. Farm stocks 
totaled 12.2 million bushels and off-farm 
stocks totaled 3.5 million bushels.

Saccharin Issue 
D~adline Aug. 31 

Time is running out for public com­
ments on the proposal to ban the ar­
tificial sweetener saccharin, with an 
Aug. 31 deadline for written statements. 

A spokesman for the Food and Drug 
Administration (FDA) said there has 
been•a heavy response to the proposal. 
He said every letter will be read and 
considered. 

Comments should be sent to the 
Hearing Clerk, Food and Drug Ad· 
ministration, 5600 Fishers Lane, Rock· 
ville, Md. 20857. 

The deadline originally was in June, 
but the FDA extended the time for 
comments after receiving two more 
studies, one general in nature and one 
linking saccharin with bladder cancer in 
men. 

The proposed ban would prohibit use of 
saccharin in food, in drugs where it is 
used to improve flavor and in cosmetics 
and other items which are likely to be 
ingested, such as lipstick, mouthwash 
and toothpaste. 

No recall of products made before the 
ban takes effect is planned. 

FDA is considering allowing the 
product to be sold as a nonprescription 
drug for use by diabetics and others who, 
for medical reasons, must restrict their 
intake of sugar. 

Elvis Records Sell 
Out Locally After 
Rock King's Death 

The news of the death of rock 'n roll 
king Elvis Presley last Tuesday shocked 
the music world and sent Elvis fans into a 
state of genuine grief. It also caused the 
sales of Elvis records and tapes to soar at 
a phenomenal rate. 

Floyd county stores which stocked 
Elvis' music were no exception and by 
Wednesday most had sold their entire 
stock of his recordings. 

''We had 45 of his records and tapes," 
J.R. Frisby, manager of the Pres­
tonsburg Sundry Store pointed out, "and 
by Tuesday afternoon they were all 
gone." The next day, reported Frisby, 35 
additional records and tapes arrived at 
the store and Frisby said "there was a 
long line waiting at the door and we sold 
out again, immediately. There were 
actually people who got mad because we 
didn't have any more." 

The story was the same all over the 
country: 

The RCA record-pressing plant in 
Indianapolis will be "working 24 hours a 
day, seven days a week," to catch up 
with the demand for Elvis Presley 
records, a company spokesman said. 

Dick Veleta, RCA distribution 
manager, said 250,000 copies of Presley's 
latest album, MOODY BLUE, were sold 
nationwide yesterday. 

"There is only one word to describe it 
and that's incredible," Veleta said. "The 
orders we've had have been gigantic. 
Everybody in the country wants Elvis 
Presley records. 

"The plant will be working 24 hours a 
day, seven days a week to catch up with 
the demand. We are gearing up to full 
capacity. 

Veleta said the Indianapolis plant 
handles 50 per cent of the manufacturing 
and distribution for Elvis records and 

Panel Asks How Regional Hospitals Can Be Saved 
Ways to help the McDowell and eight 

other Appalachian regional hospitals will 
be sought, beginning tomorrow <Thurs­
day) by a team of federal health-care 
professionals. 

HEW Secretary Joseph Califano has 
said that the team will try to find what 
must be done to transform ARH "into a 
medically and financially viable health 
care system. 11 

The hospital chain is "a critical 
regional health resource," Califano said. 
He added that HEW "will do all in its 
power" to bring financial stability to the 
health care system. 

HEW announced two weeks ago that an 
interim Medicare payment of $500,000 
was being made to ARH to keep its 
hospitals and clinics open another 60 
days while long-range solutions were 
sought. 

The health care system, based in 
Lexington, has said it encountered 
severe financial problems this summer 
because of cutbacks in United Mine 
Workers union health benefits. 

The private hospital system said the 
average monthly payment from the 
UMW health fund dropped from $1.4 
million in the first six months of 1977 to 
about $500,000 in July. 

Trustees of the union health fund 
blame the cutbacks on wildcat strikes. 

ARH operates health care facilities in 
Harlan, Hazard, Middlesboro, West 
Liberty, McDowell, Whitesbury and 
South Williamson in Kentucky and at 
Beckley and Man, W. Va., and Wise, Va. 

In July, a year ago, 67 per cent of the 
McDowell hospital's patients were 
medical card holders. ln July, this year, 
only 13 per cent had cards. 

The Courier-Journal in a recent news­
story by Mike Winerip discussed the 
situation at McDowell as applying to the 
hospital and members of mine families. 

Every staff member at the McDowell 
clinic has stories of card holders who 
have aggravated medical problems 
because they avoided coming in. 

. . .a surgeon at the clinic recom­
mended a hernia operation for a young 
boy. Without the surgery the hernia could 
continue to protrude and become a bowel 
obstruction, the doctor says. 

The child's father is on strike and the 

family cannot afford the $250 
hospitalization fee so they decided 
against the operation. 

Because the payment is supposed to be 
made before hospitahzat10n, people are 
bemg scared off, Jerry Frost, ad­
ministrator of the McDowell Regional 
Medical Clinic, says. 

Frost said some of the confusion would 
have been avotded had the UMW mailed 
fact sheets explaining to card holders 
what they would have to pay for vtsits. 

He gave a few examples: For a $12 
routine visit, a card holder would pay 
$4.80. The typical $17 cost for treatung a 
new illness would cost the card holder 
$6.80. A $35 physical would cost $14. 

Barbara Moldauer, a spokesman for 
the UMW health fund in Washington, said 
such a list sounded like a good idea. 
However, she said the union could not get 
the information out before the October 
newsletter. 

A special mailing would cost $30,000, 
which would be too expensive, she said. 

As a result of the drop in visits, spokes· 
men at several Kentucky hospitals and 
clinics have said their institutions are in 
serious financial condition. 

The clinic and hospital m McDowell, 
for instance, are in senous financial 
trouble. 

Last year 65 per cent of the 33,000 visits 
made to the clinic were by UMW card 
holders. Since July 1 the average has 
dropped to 40 per cent. Daily clinic visits 
have dropped from between 72 and 119 
since. 

In June 34 per cent of the patients 
admitted to the McDowell hospital were 
card holders, but in July only 10 per cent 
were. 

As a result Frost is having trouble 
meeting payrolls and is worried that he'll 
lose his doctors. 

Under the old program, the UMW 
guaranteed a doctor at McDowell $40,000 
a year. There is no such guarantee under 
the new system. 

"This guarantee was important for 
attracting doctors," Frost says. 
"Without it I don't see how we can keep 
them over any length of time." 

The hesitancy of card holders to be 
hospitalized or have family members 
hospitalized is reflected in the decline in

surgery in the area. In June, before the 
change, 50 operations were performed at 
the McDowell ARH. In July, 25 were 
performed. 

Dr. 'Mary Alice Hall, chief of starr at 
the McDowell clinic, tells this story of an 
elderly woman with a history of 
diabetes: 

"In the past she has come in regularly, 
but this time she put off coming three or 
four days. She said she didn't have the 
money. When she finally got so sick she 
had to come, her sugar count was 650. <A 
normal count is between 70 and 110). Now 
she's hospitalized and she could go into a 
coma. 

"It angers me," says Dr. Hall. "For 
years the fund provided full coverage 
and then they took it away with 10 days' 
notice. The union was not prepared, we 
were not prepared and the people were 
not prepared. 11

Every year at this time students begin 
earthing for apartments close to 

campus in which to live for the next 
chool year . If you have ever had to go 
partmcnt huntmg, then you know the 

frustration that arises if you do not know 
the ncce sary questions to ask, or 
pecifu: claus s in lea e agreements to 

\\ atch out for. 
Kentucky's Landlord-Tenant Act 

·tatutorily outlines the rights and 
re pon.:ibilitie of landlords and tenants . 
Ho e \ er, this act pnly applies to the 
Lexington-Fayette county and Louisville­
Jefferson county areas. Whether you live 
m the e areas or not. you should be 
careful to find the answers to the 
following questions before renting : 

- Is there a lease agreement? Insist on 
receivmg a written lease £rom the land­
lord e. ·plalning the terms for the renting 
period, and the length of time that the 
lease is to be in effect. Make sure you 
understand all of the terms of the lease. 
Never sign a lease until you have read 
the entire document and fully understand 
what the lease includes and what it does 
not include. The more details clearly 
explained in writing, the better the 
agreement for both the landlord and the 
tenant. 

- What about the security deposit? 
Understand under what conditions the 
landlord can keep your deposit. Check 
the lease to see if the deposit is forfeited 
for damage to the apartment, or for 
failure of the tenant to pay rent or meet 
other conditions of the lease. Insist on 
inventorying the apartment with your 
landlord and making a signed Jist of 
damages that exist when you move in . 
Then when your lease ends, review the 
apartment with the landlord and note any 
new Hems of damage that may affect 
your deposit. 

- What about repairs to the apart­
ment? F ind out who is responsible under 
the lease for any necessary repairs. 
Outline with your landlord, the 
procedures you, the tenant, must follow 
to give notice of needed repairs. 

- What about eviction? Under what 
ond1tions can the landlord terminate 

your lease? Find out how much notice the 
landlord must give you before you have 
to move out of the apartment. You'll also 
want to know how much notice you must 
give the landlord if you want to leave 
before the lease is up. 

There are many other questions that 
you may want to ask the landlord before 
renting the apartment, but remember 
these basic suggestions : 

1 Ask for a written lease agreement. 
2. Read and understand the entire lease 

before you ign it. 
3. Make a s1gned damage list so you 

won't later b charged for damages 
existing at the time you rented the 
apartment. 

4 Follow your lease provisions and pay 
your rent on time so you won't be subject 
to eviction. 

If you have any questions about your 
rights or responsibilities as a landlord or 
a tenant, contact the OCfice of the At­
torney General, Consumer Protection 
Division, Frankfort, Ky. 40601. The office 
has found that it can most effectively 
dt>al with written complaints and en­
courages you to write if you have a 
consumer complaint. However, if you 
have an emergency situation or just need 
orne information, call the toll free 

consumer hotline number at 1-110()..372-
2960. 

Geiser Urges Increase 
Of Storage Facilities 

Beverly G. Yeiser, Sr., executive 
director of the Kentucky ASCS, last week 
appealed to farmers to protect their 
grain supplies through proper farm 
storage. The grain storage situation is 
tight, and substantial increases are still 
needed in farm storage capacity, he said. 

Mr. Yeiser said that the problem of 
inadequate grain storage facilities is not 
new. The tremenoous increase in grain 
production in recent years was not ac­
companied by a corresponding expansion 
in storage facilities. All-out production, 
prompted by strong price incentives, 
directed producers' efforts toward in­
creasing production.

Most sincere Christians are aware 
today of God's Divine Visitation upon the 
earth. This has often been referred to as 
"the Charismatic Movement." In reality 
we are experiencing the fulfillment of the 
Old Testament Prophet Joel and the New 
Testament Apostle Peter's preaching 
from the Day of Pentecost. In Acts 2:17 
"And it shall come to pass in the last 
days, saith God, I will pour out of my 
Spirit upon all flesh." 

This sovereign move of God's Holy 
Spirit is being visited upon all 
denominational and non-denominational 
churches alike. There are at least fifteen 
New Testament reasons and fulfillment 
of the great experience known as the 
Baptism of the Holy Ghost. In one 
chapter alone. I Corinthians 14, the 
scriptures proclaim the experience is 
beneficial to< 1) The individual Christian, 
I Cor. 14:4: "He that speaketh in an 
unknown tongue edifieth himself;" (2) 
The Church is benefitted, I Cor. 14:5: 
"For greater is he that prophesieth than 
he that speaketh with tongues, except he 
interpret, that the church may receive 
edifying"; (3) To God, I Cor. 14: "For he 
that speaketh in an unknown tongue, 
speaketh not unto men, but unto God"; 
<41 To the unbeliever, I Cor. 14:22: 
"Wherefore, tongues are for a sign, not to 
them that believe, but to them that 
believe not:" 

If Paul states this experience is 
beneficial to (1) the individual Christian, 
(2) the church, (3) to God, (4) to the 
unbeliever, doesn't this include all of 
God's creation? Shouldn't we be in­
terested in learning and experiencing 
more of God? 

God's Divine Visitations are set forth 
all through both Old and New 
Testaments. The word of God sets forth 
divine visitation in dual general respects, 
salvation and its blessings, and judgment 
because of sin. In the last days two 
tremendous paradoxes are evident. 
God's word teaches it is a great day of 
sinning, debauchery and apostasy. The 
Bible also teaches a great day of revival 
in the outpouring of the Holy Spirit. It is 
sad to see how rampant sin has become 
throughout the land. Likewise, I believe 
it is displeasing to the heart of God that 
so many churches seemingly have no 
knowledge we are living in the days of 
revival or God is moving by His Spirit 
throughout the earth. 

In the book of Job, one of the Qldest 
books in the Bible, the patriarch ex­
claimed (Job 7:17-18), "What is man, 
that thou shouldest visit him 1" The 
Psalmist David said, "When I consider 
the heaven, the work of thy fingers, the 
moon and the stars, which thou hast 
ordained, what is man, that thou art 
mindful of him and the son of man, that 
thou visitest him?" God desires to have 
fellowship with man far beyond the 
ability to mentally assert and understand 
the truth of the scruptures. By His Holy 
Spirit he wants to give you the experience 
of John's gospel, 7:38: "He that believeth 
on me as the scripture hath said, out of 
his belly shall flow rivers of living 
water." 

Neither individuals nor churches are 
complete without the experience of the 
Baptism of the Holy Ghost. ln the book of 
Acts, chapter 8, we read of Phillip's great 
revival at Samaria. In verse 6, the people 
gave heed unto Phillip's preaching. This 
is proven by their desire to be baptised in 
water. Also in verses 6-7 great exploits of 
healing occurred. In verse 8 great joy 
came to the city. In verse i2 they were 
baptised in water, which is a vital 
teaching and commandment of the New 
Testament. 

Yet another experience was lacking. In 
verses 15-16 we are told they had not 
received the Holy Ghost. In verse 17, 
"They received the Holy Ghost as hands 
of the apostles were laid upon the 
believers." 

This Thursday night, August 25th, at 
7:30 p.m. at the First Assembly of God 
Church at Martin, Ky. a teaching 
ministry on the Baptism of the Holy 
Spirit will be taught. The instructor will 
be Pastor Lorie Vannucci, a teacher and 
pastor for twenty-three years . He is a 
graduate of Elim Bible College of 
Rochester, New York which is one of the 
most respected Pentecostal Bible 
colleges in America. 

The church is located one-eighth of one 
mile beyond the First Guaranty Bank of 
Martin. All students are encouraged to 
bring notebooks for each session.

3 Vietnam Vets 
Receive Awards 

Gov. Julian M. Carroll has presented 
awards to three Kentucky Vietnam 
veterans who are making significant 
contributions to their commWlities . 

The Editor's Choice Awards were 
presented in ceremonies in the G<>ver­
nor's office to Gary D. Wall and James L. 
Cherry, both of Louisville, and Vernon 
Rose, of Radcliff. 

These state finalists are eligible to 
participate in the national competition 
from which 10 national finalists will be 
selected to represent Vietnam veterans 
across the nation. Selection of the 
national finalists will be made in the fall 
at the Kennedy Center in Washington, D. 
C. by a committee of distinguished 
journalists. 

The Editors' Choice Awards program 
is sponsored by No Greater Love, a 
national, non-profit, humanitarian 
organization that seeks to recognize the 
veterans of the Southeast Asian conflict. 

Wall, an employee of the Kling Co. in 
Louisville, is a staff sergeant in the 438th 
MP Company, Kentucky Army National 
Guard in Louisville.

Rose, who served in the U.S. Army 
from 1967-'68, suffered a combat injury 
that left him 100 per cent disabled. He is 
active in volWlteer work to benefit 
military personnal, particularly disabled 
veterans.

Knox in 
1974, Rose has served in that capacity 
without pay. He now has a staff of 15 
volWlteers rendering a variety of ser­
vices to military personnel at the base.

The city of Hazard is the ARC grant 
recipient. 

A portwn of Barkley Lake has been 
proposed as the site for one of the largest 
and most intensive fish populatiOn 
studie ever attempted, Fish and Wildlife 
Commissioner Arnold L Mitchell an­
nounced Monday. 

The study, as designed by the Reser· 
voir Committee to the Southern Division 
of the American Fisheries Society, is 
planned for the Crooked Creek Em­
bayment of Barkley Lake. Crooked 
Creek is on the Land Between The Lakes 
shore, across the lake and slightly north 
of Lake Barkley State Resort Park. 

Biologists from 14 states as well as 
representati,·es from several federal 
agencies and universities will conduct 
the study, Mitchell said. The purpose of 
the project is to gather data which will 
help fisheries biologists make more 
accurate estimates of fish populations 
Accurate population estimates are 
essential for almost all projects designed 
to improve fishing, so the results of this 
study should lead to better fisheries 
management throughout the South, 
according to Mitchell.

During the study, scheduled for Sep­
tember, 1978, Crooked Creek embayment 
~ 1ll be blocked so no f1sh can e1thcr enter 
or lea \'e the study area. Several 
populatwn estimates w11l then be made 
using various sampling techniques, after 
v.hich the 284 -acre bay v.Ill be treated 
with rotenone, a f1sh toxicant , and all the 
fish in the study area collected and 
cataloged. 

This actual count of the fish in the area 
will then be compared w1th the 
population e timates to ver1fy the ac 
curacy of the estimation procedures. 

:\-litchell said that natural recruitment 
from other areas of the lake hould 
replace the fish in the study area Within 
one month. 

Other aspects of the study will include 
an assessment of the effectiveness of fish 
attractors and a check on estimatmg 
methods used in pollution-caused fish 
kills. Also, a bass tournament will be held 
in the study area to determine the effects 
of such contests on black bass 
populations. All bass caught durmg the 
tournament will be released outside the 
study area, Mitchell said.

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Friendship Force 
Director Na med 

Frankfort, Ky. Gov. Julian M. Carroll 
has appointed Martha Layne Collins 
state director of The Friendship Force, a 
non-profit. private organization designed 
to promote world peace through " the 
force of friendship ." 

In announcing the appointment of Mrs . 
Collms, the Governor said, "The pursuit 
of peace has to be one of the most crying 
needs of our day. This citizen-to-cittzen 
approach is a promising one, and Martha 
Layne 's personality, dedication and 
proven record of public service make her 
an ideal person to head this effort." 

l\lrs. Collins presently is the state's 
Supreme Court Clerk. She is a former 
school teacher in Jefferson and Woodford 
counties and has worked in various 
political campaigns since 1970. 

The Friendship Force was chartered in 
March, 1977 with the intent of creating an 
environment for establishing personal 
friendships between citizens of the 
United States and citizens of other 
countries. The Friendship Force was 
announced March 1 by President Jimmy 
Carter to a meeting of the National 
Governors' Conference. At that time, the 
President asked the governors to 
designate state directors in their home 
states. 

The Friendship Force grew out of a 
project started by President and Mrs . 
Carter in 1973 when he was the Governor 
of Georgia. They made possible a 10-day 
exchange between 200 Georgians and 200 
citizens of the State of Pernambuco in 
Brazil. 

Rosal)'nn Carter was one of the 
travelers on the first flight, and she is 
now national honorary chairperson of 
The Friendship Force which takes the 
same format and amplifies it to include 
potentially all the states of this country 
and all the nations of the world. 

The state director already has received 
inquiries from across the Commonwealth 
and the "interest in this exchange 
program to promote world peace is 
encouraging," Mrs. Collins reported. 

She explained that a plane load of 
citizens from a designated city will fly to 
a city outside the United States for a 10-
day stay. The same plane will bring an 
equal number of citizens from that city 
back to the U.S. to stay in private homes 
while the Americans are visiting abroad. 

Mrs. Collins noted that persons nor­
mally will not know the country to which 
they will be assigned when they sign up 
for an exchange. "An important aspect of 
The Friendship Force is that people be 
willing to accept assignments any place 

for the purpose of establishing friend­
ships m the world. The reason for such a 
procedure is to dtscourage the idea that 
the program is simply an inexpensive 
wa} to be a tourist," Kentucky director 
Collins said. 

On every citizen-exchange visit, each 
traveling ambassador pays $250 
regardless of the origin or destination of 
The Friendship Flight. The low cost is 
made possible through gifts from m­
dJviduals, corporations, and foundations. 

At present. Kentucky's first departure 
city has not been selected, and a 
departure date has not been set. 

The Governor said Mrs. Collins will be 
working towards having a cross-section 
of Kentuckians on every flight, and that 
the demand for seats on the inttial flight 
will exceed available space. 

The President's goal for 1980 is to have 
a flight a month from all 50 states and 
countries all over the world.

Unemployment 
Drops in July 

Unemployment figures for Kentucky 
released last week indicate that 8,200 
people who were on the state's unem­
ployment roster in June found jobs or left 
the labor force in July. 

The estimated number of persons 
seeking but not finding work during July 
was 62,700. That total is 8,200 fewer than 
in June. This represents a 0.5 per cent 
decrease in the Kentucky unemployment 
rate, which dropped to 4.2 per cent in 
July from June's 4.7 per cent rate.

Robert MacDonald, Department for 
Human Resources chief labor analyst, 
attributes most of the rate decrease to 
school-age youth who looked for summer 
jobs during June but dropped out of the 
labor force in July because they were 
unable to find employment. 

The total number of jops in Kentucky 
decreased 12,500 in July, mostly because 
of seasonal layoffs within the school 
systems. 

The largest employment gain was in 
construction work, representing 3,700 
new employes. The largest decrease was 
in agriculture, down 13,800 workers . In 
Kentucky ' s industries, employment 
increased slightly during the month.

centers and unload on a fee basis . Ac· 
cording to Berry, the cost to local 
government would be far Jess than the 
cost of acquiring and opera! ing a 
sanitary landfill. 

Materials W11oaded would be sorted 
into recyclable and unrecyc lable 
materials with recoverable waste sold to 
industries engaged in recycling while the 
balance of the materials would be 
composted at the collection centers 

The compost would then be sold fo r 
fertilizer . 

Berry said, " To put the plan into 
legislation and then to implement it 
would require that we receive input from 
the various private industries a nd 
counties and mW1icipal governments 
that have been involved at the var ious 
aspects. " 

Although the proposal would r equire a 
substantial revenue commit m ent 
initially, Berry said that revenue derived 
from W11oading fees from local govern­
ment and the sale of recyclable materia ls 
and composts would substantially offse t 
future maintenance and operating costs . 
"In fact, those costs might be completely 
offset and it is possible that the un­
dertaking would be profitable, " he sa id. 

The Governor was successful , through 
his chairmanship of that commlltee, in 
setting up a subcommittee on waste 
management. 

The subcommittee acquired a $100,000 
grant from the Environmental Protec­
tion Agency and at Carroll 's urging 
designated Kentucky as the pilot state fo r 
a demonstration project on waste 
management. Part of that money will be 
used for technical aspects of the com· 
mission's work.

Police May Lose 
$95,000 Funding

Julian M. Carroll, the Law 
Enforcement Assistance 
Association (LEAA) threatened 
to suspend its allocation of more 
than $94,700 to the state police 
this year. 

LEAA began taking action to 
suspend funds to the state police 
earlier this month after it was 
notified by the Kentucky 
Commission on Hwnan Rights 
of Kentucky's practice of sex 
discrimination in its officers 
selection process. 

Last month, the commission 
found that two Lexington 
women were discriminated 
against because of their sex 
when they were denied ad­
mission to a state trooper cadet 
class because they failed to 
meet a 5-foot-6 minimum height 
requirement.

Health Systems Agency 
To Hold Public Heariitgs BACK-H E AND 

ENDLOAD R WORK The East Kentucky Health Systems 
Agency, Inc. has scheduled a public 
hearing on September 7 in each of the 
nine planning distncts served by the non­
profit organization to review a proposed 
Health Systems Plan being developed by 
the agtmcy under the provisions of Public 
Law 93·641. The hearing for this area will 
be held at Prestonsburg Community 
College. from 7 to 9 p.m. 

A long-range document in nature, the 
Health Systems Plan is being designed to 
promote local level Comprehensive 
Health Systems which will address the 
availability, accessibility and costs of 
health care to all residents in the 68· 
county health service area. Other 
planning factors such as quality, ac· 
ceptability and continuity of care are 
considered in the plan. 

The five·year goals and objectives set 
forth In the proposed plan will provide 
the foundation for the development of 
short-range priority objectives of im· 
plementation plans to be developed 
annually by the East Kentucky Health 
Systems Agency. The Health Systems 
Plan should be of use to area residents 
and the health community as a guide to 
how health systems should change over 
time. In addition, the plan should provide 
an effective planning, organizational and 
communications bridge with other 
related agencies at the state and local 
levels. 

Fifteen major areas of concern to 
consumers and providers in the health 
service area were identified through 
local forums and analyses of health 
systems and health status data. These 
fifteen components of the plan include 
mental health services, health man-

services, cancer, maternal and infant 
care, long term services, prevention· 
detection services, heart disease, dental 
problems, and health education. 
Technical advisory groups made up of 
specialists in the particular areas of 
concern have ass1sted in the preparatiOn 
of the major plan components.
