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Court Asks 
EDA Opinion· 
On Span Bid 

LQw Bid on Bridge 
At Allen Rejected, 
Contract Delayed 

Assistant County Attorney 
Greg Stumbo said in a telephone 
call from Atlanta Tuesday af­
ternoon that E DA has recom­
mended that all bids on the Allen 
bridge be rejected and that the 
project be readvertised. A 30-day 
extension of time to permit 
readvertising for bids has been 
promised by E DA, he added. 

The Floyd fiscal court last Wednesday 
rejected the low bid on constructiOn of a 
bridge to connect the county park under 
construction near Allen w1th KY 80, and 
awarded the contract to the next bidder, 
but a meeting with EDA officials m 
Atlanta was arranged Tuesday to reach a 
final decision on the project. 

The award was made to Bush & Bur· 
chett, Prestonsburg contracton;, on their 
bid of $308,725. but the contract has not 
been signed. 

"We propose to lay the entire 
proceeding out before EDA for a final 
decisiOn," Greg Stumbo, assistant 
county attorney, said. County Judge 
Henry Stumbo, County Planner Claude 
Swiney and representatives of some of 
the bidders were expected to accompany 
him to Atlanta. 

The low bid was offered, Monday of 
last week, by Kay & Kay Constructing, 
Inc., London, Ky., which originally asked 
$258,719 for the work but whose bid rose 
after recalculation of concrete work to a 
total of $295,759. 

The court delayed final action at 
Monday's meeting till Wednesday af­
ternoon. At the second meeting it was 
pointed out that ,Kay & Kay Constructing 
had omilted from its bid the name of the 
minority busme s enterprise required by 
EDA for projects which it funds. This 
EDA requirement provides that every 
contract shall include a commitment to 
use at least 10 per cent of the contract for 
minority business enterprises, and that 
each bid shall include the name of such 
minority bidder and the work to be 
performed. 

Jerry Fisher, EDA's legal adviser, was 
consulted by telephone, and his opinion 
as expressed at that time was that unless 
the minority business form was com­
pletely filled out. the bid was "not 
responsive'' and, therefore, could not be 
considered by the court. 

After that, the court voted 
unanimously to award the contract to 
Bush & Burchett.

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Workman Gets 
Life; Defender 
Asks New Trial 

Public Defender Garv E. Johnson filed 
:\1onday motion and g~ounds for a new 
trial for his client, Bobby Workman, who 
last Wednesday morning was held guilty 
by a circuit court jury here of the murder 
nine years ago of James Chaffins and 
was sentenced to life imprisonment. 

· The jury received the case late last 
Tuesday, but failed to reach a decision 
before court adjourned for the day. Its 

rdict was announced about an hour 
after court reconvened the following 
morning. 

In his grounds for a new trial Johnson 
listed these reasons, among others: 

-That the verdict was "Oagrantly 
agamst the evidence." 

-The evidence was insufficient as a 
matter of law to corroborate the 
testimony of Mickey Porter who was 
described in the petition as "an ac­
complice to the charged (Time." 

-The ev1dence was insufficient to 
sustain the verdict "where the evidence 
used to impeach the prosecution's own 
witne:ssees" was itself impeached and 
was used as substantive evidence to 
prove defendant's guilt. 

-Defendant's rights to confrontation 
under the Sixth Amendment \\ere denied 
him. 

-Defendant's rights were denied when 
the court refused to permit him to submit 
evidence that he had pas..-;ed three 
polygraph tests and also refused Sgt. 
Godby. State Police polygraphist. per­
mission to testify. 

-The court failed to declare a mistrial 
after learning that a newspaper account 
of the trial was taken into the jury room 
during the jury's deliberations and after 
learnmg that at least three persons had 
read that article, or portions uf it, and 
that at least one juror had in the presence 
of others commented on the article.

The nat1onw1de str1ke of soft coal 
miners began at midmght fonday and 
continued through Tuesday on a quiet 
note m the Big Sandy valley, one of the 
heaviest coal-producmg areas affected. 

State Police at Pikeville said Tuesday 
afternoon that there has been scattered 
picketmg but no violence. 

Trucks hauling coal from independent 
mines continued to travel durmg the day, 
a KSP spokesman said. 

Yet there was uneasiness over the coal 
fields. One local union president was 
quoted by a relative as saying the miners 
arc determined to stop the movement of 
all coal. "We'll even stop the trains from 
running," he was quoted as saying. 

Robert Carter, district UMW 
president, said, however, that there are 
no plans at this time to set up picket lines 
and shut down· independent mine 
operations 

The strike, expected by many to be a 
long one, followed the failure of 
negotiations between the Umted Mine 
Workers of Amenca and the Bituminous 
Coal Operators Assoc1at10n. Wages, 
frmge benefits and the right to stnke are 
obstacles in the way of a settlement, and 
of the three wages is the least wornsome, 
1t has been reported.

present US 23 at the mouth of Johns 
Creek, near AuXJer. 

Apparently there was little 
disagreement over the path a new four· 
lane US 23 will follow between Prestons­
burg and Paintsville. Some represen­
tatives of the Johnson county-seat ex­
pressed a preference that the route 
follow the present US 23 from Hager Gap 
into PaintsvUle. An alternate would be to 
join US 460 at Staffordsville, then swing 
northeastward and join the existing US 23 
at KY 201. 

At the Prestonsburg end, the new road 
would eliminate the present Abbott 
Mountam route and enter Abbott Creek 
in the Big Branch vicmity, from there 
joinmg the present US 23 from the 
western end of West Prestonsburg. 

One of the alternate routes discussed 
was the present US 23, but nobody 
favored i l. 

Big Sandy ADD's transportation group 
endorsed the Inez-Auxier route for the 
KY 40 .corridor as the most beneficial of 
the three routes proposed. The route to 
Uly:;ses, Lawrence county, was rejected, 
but it was later said that a road serving 
that section because of large coal 
holdings will be built, possibly even 
before the main corridor work. 

Russell Williamson. of Inez. chairman 
of the ADD committee, said, "Ulysses 
has a lot of good points. It is six miles 
shorter, it would cost $21 million less to 
bUild and it would take very few houses. 
We would also get it two or three )ears 
quic!Cer than any other road. But I have 

always smd that KY 3 the southern 
route-fits Martin count) 's road system 
better than any other." 

Yet Williamson said that the most 
important corridor must be from Kermit, 
W. Va . to Inez. From there, traffic can 
move up U.S. 52 north into West Virginia. 

Jim Smith, a central planner with the 
Kentucky Department of Transportation 
in Frankfort, said, "An overall systems 
viewpoint shows that KY 40, Paintsville, 
fits in best with the state and regional 
transportation network." But Smith 
added that the southern route would not 
make much difference in that network. 
He ·aid the present route from Martin 
county to US 23, near Auxier, is the most 
heavily travelled route by Martin 
countians. Engineering figures show that 
an estimated 5,900 vehicles v. ould use 
that route in the year 2003, compared ' 
with an e imated 4,500 that would use 
the Paintsville corndor. 

The Department of Highv.ays IS doing 
a location study on the US 23link between 
Prestonsburg and Paintsville, in which 
all six corridors will be screened, 
regardless of any consensus at last 
Wednesday's meeting Factors involved 
in that study are environmental, ar­
cheological, and social effects, DOT 
spokesman Jim Smith said, as is cost and 
displacement of persons. 

The study will take at least two years 
and the design :stage another tv.o, Smith 
said.

Where Will the People Go? 
Tne Ashland Daily Independent in its edition of Dec. 2 offered 

an editorial argument for the Ulysses corridor of KY 40 into, and 
from, Martin county, and asks, "Where will the coal go?" 

The Independent argues reasonably and well for Its own 
hometown and home county, Ashland and Boyd, pointing out that 
if a proposed bridge across the Tug Fork of the Big Sandy and a 
road from Inez to Kermit are built, as suggested by Russell 
Williamson, Inez banker and civic leader (who, incidentally, 
voted for the southern corridor from Martin county to join US 23, 
near Auxier), Martin county's coal will be going to West 
Virginia, which already has enough of its own. 

But The Independent fails to ask the big question: "Where will 
the people go?" 

Not to Ulysses, in Lawrence county, certainly, as The In­
dependent suggests. And, even if the road were built to Ulysses, 
would that turn Martin county coal into Kentucky from West 
Virginia, if the suggested Kermit bridge and road are ever bui It? 

We think of this KY 40 corridor Into Martin county as more 
than a mere coal-haul road. It Is being planned, surely, to serve 
people as well as coal. Hopefully, Martin county will have people 
long after Its last lump of coal has been mined. 

And these people are interested in getting to the hospitals and 
schools and other services that are in the Prestonsburg-Paints­
ville area and which any road that is built should make not only 
accessible to them but also convenient. 

While on the subject, The Times would compliment the Big 
Sandy Area Development District on its choice of the Warfield­
Auxier route as one that is practical and best-suifed to serve 
regional needs. That is what Big Sandy ADD is for-to consider 
matters such as this from the regional point of view and to act 
accordingly.

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Union miners face days of idleness and 
lack of income at Christmas time but say 
they are determined to stick the strike 
out, however long it may be. 

At the same time, electric power plants 
and steel mills are better prepared for 
the layoff, some having stockpiled coal 
enough to last three months. 

Mineworkers will be hard-hit by loss of 
medical benefits, and union funds are not 
at their onetime high to meet strike 
emergencies. The chain of Appalachian 
regional hospitals also will suffer added 
woes during a year that has already seen 
them losing ground. 

The money circulated by .10,000 free­
spending miners also will be lost to the 
general economy. 

But there was a general attitude of

Almost every predatory animal and 
bird including man loves to eat the 
cottontail. And well man should. A 
freshly-killed, field-dressed rabbit taken 
in the autumn , hung up by the heels in the 
smokehouse and allowed to chill over­
night is some of the best wild game 
eating in the world. 

When rolled in flour and fried in a 
covered skillet, wild rabbit is indeed 
gourmet fare. To top off this feast, milk 
gravy made in the skillet where the 
rabbit was fried has a taste you wouldn 't 
believe. When spooned over a chunk of 
thick cornbread, this gravy approaches 
the sublime in goodness and appetite­
satisfying quality . 

Modern methods of farming have 
changed autumnal rabbit hunting from 
what it used to be. In more recent days 
weed and broomsedge fields that once 
provided excellent rabbit shelter are 
kept clean as a whistle by mowing 
machines. The corn shock that once 
provided both food and shelter, is no 
more and for many other reasons, the 
rural countryside no longer is the fine 
habitat it once was for rabbits. All of 
which is a pity and a great loss . Beside 
the good eating provided, rabbit hunting 
was fine sport. To go afield on a briJ'!(i 
November or December day with a good 
rabbit dog was the epitome of country 
sport. And when there was plenty of food 
and shelter, there was never any shor­
tage of rabbits. 

A h<'althy adult Molly Cottontail will 
produce at least two litters each summer 

and given half a chance, most of these 
progeny will be living in the briar pat­
ches come hunting season. At one time 
each weed and briar field could be ex­
pected to be the residence of three or four 
rabbits and there was usually one or two 
more in every half dozen panels or split 
rail fence. 

There's still quite a few rabbits left, but 
strangely enough they are mostly 
congregated in or near urban areas. As 
evidence of that fact, traffic killed 
rabbits are more often seen on highways 
on the outskirts of towns. 

The cottontail is a wonderful little 
animal and for generations was the 
prime quarry of farm boys armed with a 
.22 rifle or a single-barrel shotgun. 

While it is considered a meek little 
criter and devoid of weapons of defense, 
it does have courage and wi , on oc­
casion, fight like a demon. It efers to 
run away from danger wpenever 
possible, but will sometimes fight by 
leaping over its adverSary, kicking it on 
the back and head with its strong hind 
feet and legs . We have seen a rabbit 
vanquish a small snake and bluff off a 
housecat in this manner.

Carroll Proposes 
Regional Councils 

Gov. Julian Carroll announced last 
Friday that he is proposing creation of 
multi-agency, state regional councils in 
possibly four areas of Kentucky because 
of his dissatisfaction with state govern­
ment's ab1lity to respond , to local 
government needs . 

The announcement, made in an ad­
dress to the Kentucky Association of 
Counties (KACO ), represents one of the 
first major legislative initiatives of the 
governor for the 1978 session of the 
General Assembly. 

Carroll compared the proposed 
councils to the federal regional council 
which has the authority to handle 
requests across federal agency lines. 

Agencies within the regional concept 
will include development, finance , high­
ways , natural resources and "probably 
one or two others," according to Gov. 
Carroll . He added that the Department 
for Local Government probably will be 
the finance arm of the regional councils . 

Gov. Carroll explained that managers 
in these regional offices will be able to 
secure state agency response across all 
s tate government lines. He said he had 
seen during the Eastern Kentucky floods 
last spring that when he placed a per­
sonal staff member in Pike county with 
authority to cross agency lines, "things 
got done." 

The governor asked for the assistance 
of the board of directors of KACO and of 
the Local Government Advisory Com­
mission in establishing and im ­
plementing the new concept of state 
government response. 

He called 1978 "a landmark year for 
county government," and pledged state 
support to counties in this landmark 
year. 

The governor was the luncheon 
speaker for the final day of KACO's 
three-day conference for all elected 
county officials in Kentucky.

After weeks of struggle, the new black 
lung law has been agreed on by a 
Congressional conference headed by 
Congressman Carl D. Perkins, and 
Congressman Perkins called it a victory 
for both the black lung victims and the 
future of the coal industry in Kentucky. 

The long struggle to make the different 
bills passed by the House and Senate 
conform, basically centered on how the 
fund to pay black lung victims would be 
established, but before that numerous 
agreements were reached on other 
important provisions. 

"I wanted to make sure that we got as 
fair a deal as was humanly possible for 
the assessment on coal to pay the black 
lung claims, and I feel we have done that. 
No fees will be excessive on deep mined 
or strip mined coal, and the fund will be 
large enough to pay the claims,·· Perkins 
said. 

But he emphasized that one of the main 
things he wanted- the major reason for 
the new legislation-has been won, and 
he called it the automatic review of all 
previously denied claims. 

' 'This means that everyone who has a 
claim for black lung benefits, and who 
has been denied, will get his case 
reviewed, and it will be reviewed under 
standards which are more fair than some 
previously used," he said. "Black lung 
victims will be able to submit new 
evidence. and this will help thousands of 
victims who have been unjustly denied," 
Congressman Perkins said. 

"Also,'' he said, "where there is no 
medical evidence, and the miner is dead, 
affidavits will be allowed. But, if the 
miner had worked for 25 years or longer 
prior to his death, and was disabled by 
black lung, his widow is entitled to 
benefits. '' 

The Kentucky Congressman, who was 
the original sponsor of black lung 
legislation which first passed in 1969, said 
that there were numerous other im­
provements which will go "a long way to 
making sure that the people with just 
claims who have been denied, now can 
look forward to receiving their benefits." 

He also said that while concessions had 
to be made to the Senate so far as the fee 
on coal was concerned, the best possible 
outcome was achieved.

basis, because coal from the Western 
states has a much lower Rtu than our 
coal, and so our coal would have paid a 
disproportionate share under the Senate 
formula of the black lung fund," he sa1d.

Council Says Voc Instructors 
Urgently Need Pay Increases 

There is an urgent need for salary 
increases for vocational education in­
structors, according to recom­
mendations compiled last week by the 
State Advisory Council on Vocational 
Education. 

The recommendations were compiled 
from a survey, done periodically by the 
council, on the needs of vocational 
training programs in the state. 

The council advises the Kentucky 
Department of Education through the 
state Board for Occupational Education 
on state vocational education programs. 

According to the council's report, 
nearly all14 vocational education regions 
in the state expressed the need for salary 
increases. The report noted, "The ability 
of vocational education to attract and 
hold qualified, competent personnel is

severely hampered by the limitations 
imposed by the state salary schedule. In 
some areas of Kentucky, particularly 
highly industrialized areas, the situation 
is critical. If the quality of vocational 
education in the state is to be maintained, 
sharp increases in salaries are 
necessary." 

The report recommended that salaries 
of vocational personnel be increased well 
beyond the normal annual increment so 
as to become comparable with those paid 
in business, industry, and local school 
districts. 

The council also recommended: 
-That each area vocational education 

center in the state have vocational 
guidance services available on a regular 
basis. 

-An increased funding level for post­
secondary and adult education 
programs. <An October survey indicates 
that 6,771 applicants were denied op­
portunities for upgrading their skills, just 
four months into the new fiscal year.) 

-That career exploration op­
portunities for students be increased. 

-That accountability be built into each 
program, and cooperating and coor­
dinating agreements with existing 
agencies with placement potential be 
developed. 

-That equipment in voc.fJonai school 
be updated to industrial standards. 

The Advisory Council report com­
mends vocational education personnel 
for providing job-entry skills to the 
students but says, however, that 
vocational education must stress 
''providing personal skills and 
developing the personal traits necessary 
for success in the world of work."

Circuit Court Order Enforces 
$6,500 Levy Against Coal Firm 

Franklin circuit court has enforced an 
order of the state's environmental 
department assessing a coal preparation 
plant $6,500 for discharges of black water 
into an Eastern Kentucky stream. The 
action is believed to be the first en­
forcement of an administrative order by 
the court. 

The order, signed more than two years 
ago by then Sec. John Stanley Hoffman of 
the Department for Natural Resources 
and I<~nvironmental Protection, asked 
Eastern Coal Corp., of Lebanon, Va., to 
pay the civil penalty for three discharges 
of coal solids into Pond Creek in Pike 
county from the company's plant near · 
McAndrews. 

The company felt the penalty was 
excessive and petitioned the Franklin 

ircuit court for relief, but did not move 
for the matter to be submitted to the 

court for judgment following their ap· 
peal. 

The department moved for a di missal 
of the coal company's appeal based upon 
a local rule of the court providing for 
such di missals for failure to prosecute 
an appeal for a period of one year. 

At the time of dismissal, department 
attorney Joe Zaluski also a ·ked for en· 
forcement of the admmistrative order. 

Eastern Coal is the seventh company 
this year to pay civil penalties to the state 
after being charged with violating state 
water pollution statues. Approximately 
$85,000 m penalties has been collected 
this )'ear .

Question Is, 'Where Do You Get Answers?' 
When you need an answer to a 

question , where do you go to find it? 
That 's what many Kentuckians are being 
asked these days . 

Kentucky coordinators and steering 
committees for the White House Con­
ference on Libraries and Information 
Services are conducting surveys to find 
out where people go for information and 
where they think answers can be found. 

Daniel Kreutzer, chairman of Ken· 
lucky's White House Conference ac· 
tivities and assistant state librarian, 
said, "We know the people go to family, 
friends, public library, radio, minister, 
another office, television, newspaper, 
and magazine for information. If there 
are any others, we would like to know 
specifically what they are also. But what 
would greatly help the survey effort is to 
know which are utilized the most, 
moderately or only occasionally." 

Kreutzer added, "Citizens can also let 
us know what kinds of information they 
need. Examples are : Fiction, nonfiction, 
medical and health care, child rearing, 
education guidance programs, consumer 
information, ecology, legal information, 
news and current.. events, management 
publicatiOns and government 
publications." 

He said surveyors would also like to 
knoY. if people use their lecal public 
library. how often they go and what is 
usually their main purpose when they go. 
"Are the available statewide library 
services, such as interlibrary loan, state 
and federal government publications, 
talking book machines and records, 
copies of magazine articles, large print 
books and films, used by library patrons' 
From someone who doesn't ever use the 
library, we would like to know if there's a 

particular reason," Kreutzer said. 
The information needs survey forms 

are being made available to libraries 
across the state. "But the form really 
isn't necessary for someone to let us 
know his or her needs. We welcome 
letters from every citizen- students, 
classroom groups, farmers, factory 
workers, public officials- no matter 
what their occupation is. For anyone who 
wants to inform us of his or her in· 
formation needs, we want to listen," 
Kreutzer emphasized. 

The survey results will be used to 
determine the existing and future in­
formation needs of Ke'ntuckians. The 
results are one of the preparatory steps 
preceding the Governor's Pre-White 
House Conference on Libraries and In­
formation Services which will be held 
next fall. Conference participants will 
study existing information resources and 
needs and will prepare to recommend 
future library service developments at 
the White House Conference on Libraries 
and Information Services in Washington, 
D. C., in 1979.

f<~orty percent of 120,000 H.S. juniors in 
Florida just failed simply math tests. 
The state announced no more graduation 
for ''below par" students. In six counties 
a high percentage of students did well on 
communication skills Mass failure is not 
limited to locales with heavy minority 
population, according to multiple news 
media. 

Causes of low standards are 
numerous: Poor salaries in some states, 
forcing many of the best teachers into 
other fields or states; John Dewey's 
progressive education theories that 
swept the U.S. in the 1920's; integration, 
though long due; teacher tenure without 
a merit system, the "pass-them-on" 
ideology of recent decades ; emphasas on 
socializallon instead of academic ex­
cellency; those teachers who do not 
teach; bad discipline in some homes and 
schools; excessive TV-ing by millions; 
too little study. 

Wise parents limit TV time and censor 
programs. This pays high dividends. 

Poor reading is a major complaint, 
since competent reading is basic to 
progress in all curricula Instructors can 
inspire pupils to see the life-long value of 
systematic reading, a habit that alert 
parents initiate in preschool days . Ef­
fective teachers nourish the practice. A 
portion of students in most public schools 
come from backgrounds minus desirable 
reading materials. Countless well­
educated celebrities had limited formal 
schooling, some not completing the 
grades, but they educated themselves by 
mdependent reading, for which there is 
no substitute. 

More than one honor student comes 
from low economic strata. Even some 
deprived parents value books more than 
toys. 1'\umbers do motivate their 
children. Other underprivileged 
youngsters have dedicated teachers who 
light the embryonic spark that 
challenges them to choose Knowledge 
Boulevard in preference to Stagnation 
Avenue ! Perhaps the highest and most 
prized accolade bestowed on teachers is 
hearing a grateful former student say, "I 
owe it all to you," as some do . Youths 
with educated parents sometimes at­
tribute their ambition and thirst for 
knowledge to the personal interest of an 
understanding teacher. 

Teaching is more than a profession. It 
is a calling. Teachers have golden op­
portunities . Helping mold young minds 
daily for three-fourths of each year is a 
priceless and a precious privilege. It is no 
caricaturized version to say enemies of 
America are out to conquer the world, 
piecemeal fashion- not by guns or 
missiles- but by capturing the minds of 
men; nor is a do trlnaire "ceded to admit 
they are doing a good job ! Modem 
philosophy that children should be 
allowed to make up their own minds 
carte blanche is fallacious and un­
scriptural. Youngsters of all ages require 
continuous leaching and training to learn 
to discriminate well. The process is 
gradual, and a monumental task for 
parents and teachers throughout all 
adolescence. Failure to recognize this 
creates problems 

Flaws in education cannot be 
alleviated without cooperation among 
parents and teachers . "Tit for tat," is 
wrong, parents blaming teachers en­
tirely, and vice versa We are all 
responsible. But censure of the system 
may increase unless most of us can 
become more objective. Human nature is 
largely the same everywhere, and the 
majority of us are quick to defend our 
own profession, political party, 
denomination, family , friends, etc ., 
regardless of charges or guilt, as men· 
tioned in this column last week. This 
practice is as bad as it is natural. Quality 
performance, high criteria, good 
character, integrity. and truth should 
always be upheld. 

More parents now recognize that 
teachers have full hands, particularly 
since drugs and other evils proliferated. 
Some communities observe Teacher 
Appreciation Week. In others, parents 
attend school as students for a day, 
leaving pupils at home. Schools invite 
parents to teach a day, to walk six hours

in Teacher's shoes! .Mothers and dads 
who e 2 or 3 are sometimes trying may 
be unmmdful that teachers deal with 30 
or more, of widely divergent per-

onalities, needs, and learning levels, in 
a sangle grade. 

In home, school, and society, character 
bualding has frequently been neglected 
during this materialistic age of per· 
massiveness. Stat is tics show that con­
duct, attitudes, habits, and I.Q.'s of 
children are well formed before school 
entrance, pla::ing chief responsibility for 
satisfactory progress in school on 
parents and home, but without 
minimizing the role of teachers and 
school. Experts insist that the person 
who is "boss" when a baby is one year 
old- be it parent or child- will remain 
so, with rare exception. As a rule, the 
type of behavior children manifest at 
home repeats itself in the classroom. 
Obedience to parents insures respect for 
authoritacs in school and elsewhere. This 
holds true for lack of submissiveness , 
too . Records show that a higher per­
centage of "rowdies" and criminals 
resented correction and reproof in 
childhood, more often than not. Un­
mistakably, increasing lax discipline and 
requirements by many superiors in 
various places along Childhood Highway 
has helped caw;e and aggravate school 
problems, in addition to being to blame 
for innumerable. other misdemeanors far 
worse in some instances! 

Learning is almost impossible where 
there is an absence of discipline and 
order. 

Right now, known U.S. coal reserves 
are estimated at 4.36 billion tons.

One Facility Closes, 
Another Set To Open 

Frankfort, Ky.-A new correctional 
mstitutwn will open its doors by next 
:;pring, and an existing mstitution wlll be 
clo mg, Justice Secretary John L. Smith 
announced today. 

The new facili ty- the Eastern Ken­
tucky Correctional Facility-will be 
located on the 650-acre site of a former 
resort area in Powell county which has 
been vacant for a couple of )ears, Smith 
said. rt will initially handle the 
placement of inmates from the closing 
facility, he said 

The institution which w11l be closing is 
the Frenchburg Correctional Facility, a 
minimum security mstitution, Smith 
. aid . The federal government owns the 
property on which the Frenchburg 
facility is located. Smith said he and 
corrections officials have tried un­
successfully on three occasions to either 
obtain clear title to the property or obtain 
a long-term lease. 

The . ecretarv sa1d the new institution 
will occupy an· existing 64-room unit on 
the property, and renovations will begin 
soon to make the facility suitable for a 
correctional institution. He said the 
Frenchburg inmates will be transferred 
to the Powell county institution as soon as 
renO\'ations will allow the move. 

A new medium security in:;titution and 
forensic, psychiatric hospital are already 
on the drawing board for the existing · 
grounds at the Kentucky State Refor­
matory near LaGrange. 

Secretary Sm1th said the expansion at 
LaGrange and the opening oft he Eastern 
Kentucky Correctional Facility \\ill help 
the corrections sy tern meet the inmate 
housing demands which are anticipated. • 

He said the opening of the new in­
. titut ions will also help ease the over­
crowded conditions at other institutions 
in Kentucky. The entire correctional 
s~stem is currently operating with an 
mmatc population approximately 35 per 
cent over the in titutions' rated 
capacities. 

The site of the new mstitution i . near 
the Powell county community of West 
Bend, 25 mile. southt'ast of Winche ter . 
It is only 40 miles from Frenchburg, and 
Smith said the current Frenc burg staff 
will be offered employnH.'nt at the new 
mst tt ul1on .

Requiring Helmets 

11le state law requirinl all motor· 
cyclists to wear protective helmets 
should not be repealed, according to the 
majority or students who attended the 
Kentucky Youth Traffic Safety Advisory 
Committee regional conference held last 
'lbursday at Jenny Wiley State Park. 

Forty-four of the 45 high school 
students attending the conference voted 
to go on record as opposing the current 
attempt to repeal the mandatory helmet 
law during the 1978 session of the Ken­
tucky General Assembly. 

"The helmet has kept me from getting 
hurt before on a motorcycle. It's a good 
law and should be kept,'' Kenny Thacker, 
a Knott County Central High School 
student, said. 

"I've been involved in a motorcycle 
accident and I can only say that when you 
wreck, you're going to wish that you had 
a helmet on," Terry Whittaker, a student 
at Magoffin Cotmty High School, added. 

The group's decision, favoring 
retention or the mandatory helmet law, 
will be forwarded to the interim 
le&islative committee on highway safety.

Agencies Take Part 
In Disaster Exercise 

Twelve agencies of Kentucky state 
government took part in a massive 
nat ural disaster response exercise last 
week. 

Wilbur R. Buntin, executive director of 
the state's Division of Disaster and 
Emergency Services, said the exercise 
was designed to test the ability of each 
agency to respond to particular 
problems. It also tested new procedures 
put into effect in the state's emergency 
operations center. 

Agencies taking part in the operation 
included the Kentucky State Police, 
Kentucky National Guard, Department 
of Transportation, Department for 
Human Resources, the Department of 
Education, Public Protection, the 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection and the 
Department of Public Infonnation. 

The exercise, designed by the DES 
comprehensive disaster planning staff, 
simulated a flood along the Cumberland 
River in eastern Kentucky. Messages 
were channelled into the operations 
center just as they would be during an 
actual disaster. 

As requests for assistance were 
received, tasks were assigned to the state 
agencies with assets to meet the request. 

Buntin said that he is very hopeful the 
exercise will determine the adequacy of 
procedural changes and communications 
improvements made since the April 
floods. 

KET Satellite Service 
Expected in January 

The three four-foot square concrete 
piers, on which the "dish" of KET's 
satellite receiver will rest, have been 
poured, according to Bob Klein, KET 
director of engineering. 

The receiver, when installed, will pick 
up public Broadcasting Service (PBS> 
transmissions from a Western Union 
commercial satellite. KET is currently 
utilizing common carrier terrestial lines 
to pick up program "feeds." 

"We are due to receive our dish on or 
about the twentieth of December," says 
Klein . "Actual use will begin in January, 
1978 with the possibility of discontinuing 
present terrestial service in February of 
'78.'' 

Satellite reception will reduce 
operating costs and will permit an in­
crease in the number of programs which 
PBS can transmit.

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Wellman Appointed 
Adjutant General 

Gov. Julian Carroll today announced, 
Dec. 5, his appointment of Billy G. 
Wellman as state adjutant general. The 
appointment is effective Dec. 9. 

As adjutant general, Wellman will 
head the state Department of Military 
Affairs and command the Kentucky 
Army Guard, Kentucky Air Guard and 
serve as director of the Division of 
Oisaster and Emergency Services. 

Wellman. who has served as chief-of· 
staff of the Kentucky Army National 
Guard since 1975, will be promoted from 
his current rank of colonel to the two-star 
position. He will take a leave of absence 
from his federal . civil service position 
with the guard to accept the Governor's 
appointment. 

Gov. Carroll said Wellman was one of 
three men he considered for the position. 
The other two are Brig. Gen. Wilbur 
Buntin, Jr., deputy adjutant general, and 
Col. Taylor Davidson, regional director 
of Selective Service in Atlanta and past 
director of Kentucky Selective Service. 

"This is one of the most personal ap­
pointments that a Governor must make, 
and given the superb quality of all three 
of the individuals I considered, it was one 
of the toughest selections I have ever had 
to make," said Gov. Carroll. 

The Governor said the selection of 
Wellman to be Kentucky's adjutant 
general was made "after extensive 
discussions with all the men." 

Wellman will succeed Maj. Gen. 
Richard L. Frymire who recently 
resigned to devote more time to his 
Madisonville law practice. 

Wellman began his career with the 
Kentucky Army National Guard in 1951 
and participated in the ROTC program 

while attending Western Kentucky 
University. He earned a commission in 
1956, serving as a tank officer. 

His military training covers virtually 
all army branches, including the ad­
jutant general corps, armor, engineer. 
military police, and infantry. He is also a 
graduate of the U.S. Army Command and 
General Staff College and the Senior 
Commanders Orientation Course. 

He is a graduate of Morehead State 
University. 

Wellman has worked full lime for the 
Guard since 1957, serving in a variety of 
capacities. 

He holds the U.S. Army Commendation 
Medal, the Kentucky Commendation 
Ribbon, Kentucky Distinguished Medal, 
U.S. Army Meritorious Service Medal 
and the Armed Forces Reserve Medal. 

He and his wife, the former Betty 
Triplett, of Hitchens, now live in Frank­
fort. They have two children, John, 21, 
and Marabeth, 15.

Federal Blastin Regulation 
Blasted by Divi ion Director 

Proposed new federal regulations on 
the use of explosives for surface coal 
maning were cnticazed at the fourth 
annual blastmg conference in Lexmgton 
last week 

The two-day conference was sponsored 
by the Divis1on of Explosives and 
Blasting of the Kentucky Department of 
Mines and Maneral 

D T. Froedge, d1v1s1on d1rector, told 
the group that proposed federal blastmg 
regulations would work a hardship on 
surface coal mane operations He urged 
the group to encourage the1r 
congressmen to oppose the proposed 
regulations. 

Froedge termed the proposed 
regulations "harassment tact1cs. ' He 
said the proposals did nothing to promote 
safety and "in some cases hindered 1t." 

One of the proposed regulations, 
Froedge said, would reqwre pubhc 
notification of detailed blastmg 
schedules, which he sa1d would be Im­
practical, costly and unrealistic 

Froedge saidl<entucky's blasting 
regulations, "are the best in the country" 
and are sufficient to assure safety. 

Among other speakers on the program 
was Joseph Fiedoreck, of Pittsburgh, 
Pa., an official of the federal Mining 
Enforcement and Safety Administration 
I MESA). 

He discussed changes in MESA 
regulations, noting that these were 
aimed at promoting safety at blast sites. 
"We want to eliminate the 'mob scene' in 
blasting area by minimizing exposure of 
personnel.'' 

Fiedoreck said Kentucky is the largest 
consumer of explosives in the United 
States. Froedge said this is due to the 
large amount of surface coal mining in 
Kentucky. About 500 million pounds of 
blasting agents are used each year in 
Kentucky, Froedge added.

F1scal courts of counties w1th a 
population less than 75,000 are required 
to prov1de a county jail and maintain its 
upkeep, according to a; opinion of the 
state Attorney General's Office. 

The opinion, written by Charles W. 
Runyan, assistant deputy attorney 
general, said that if the state Supreme 
Court's final ruling on the Home Rule 
case determines that a fiscal court is not 
a teg1slatave body, then the state would 
bear the jailer's fees. 

A separate opinion, also written by 
Runyan, said that the fiscal court is 
responsible for providing facilities for 
juveniles held in custody pending trial. 

Both opinions were issued at the 
request of Wayne T. Rutherford, Pike 
county Judge, regarding the effect on the 
fiSCal court by the new judicial system. 

Actually, Kentucky statute says that 
counties not containing a city of the first 
ot second class-Pikeville is a fourth 
class city-must maintain a detention 
home or arrange for the use of private 
homes for this purpose, the opinion notes. 

The opinion added tbat the Department 
for Human Resources may assist 
counties in these efforts providing state 
appropriations are available through the 
General Assembly.

A graduate of Johns Creek High, 
Miss Blackburn is a junior medical technology student at Pikeville College. Miss 
Jacobs Is a graduate of Allen Central High School and is a sophomore medical 
technology student at the college. 

Sixteen students in a physics class at Pikeville College recently conducted a 
unique experiment in calculating horsepower. Each of them ran up the 99 steps 
leading from downtown Pikeville to the college campus. They then figured out 
their individual horsepower rate for the exercise. 

Dr. Jitendra Ghosal, instructor of the physics class and associate professor of 
chemistry at the college, explained that horsepower is computed by determining 
the weight of the object (person), multiplying that by the distance run to obtain 
the total number of foot pounds, and then dividing this figure by 550 foot pounds 
per second, the amount of one horsepower. 

Among the sixteen students, the quickest running time was 15 seconds. The 
slowest was slightly under 40 seconds. The highest calculated horsepower was 
li--z; the lowest, was •'2.

For Combs, initiation into the alcoholic 
lifestyle came at the age of 11 with the 
introduction of a bottle of beer. 

''1 blacked out the first time I drank I 
even got ~ick . But that dtdn't top me, I 
drank at every opportunity." 

"When it comes to alcohol," laughed 
Combs, "the alcoholic i. the shrewdest 
fella in the world." 

Combs went on to sav it bothered him 
becau_e he couldn't drink like his friends. 
They could handle II, he could not. ''I 
didn't want to tell my friends I was 
alcohohc." 

"All my hangups were alcohol­
soluble," Combs said, "but ingested 
alcohol produced a Jekyll and Hyde type 
of behavior in me " 

Unlike most Alcoholics Anonymous 
<A.A. ) members, Combs is not 
anonymous in hi alcoholism . 

"I'd heard about A.A. in the early GO's 
but kept telling my. elf I wasn't an 
alcoholic. They were subhuman. I'd 
admit I had a problem with alcohol but 
told myself I could quit any t me, hke I'd 
donE' ten thousand times before." 

Combs says he must now condition 
himself never to take the first drink. 
"There is no way for a drunk to drmk," 
he smiles. 

"I've learned more about life and 
living through A.A. than anything I'd 
ever studied. I'm not concerned about 
making it tomorrow without a drink. My 
past behavior is past. I try to make 
amends I have no control over yesterday 
or tomorrow. I only control today " 

A fa•·orite A. A. saying of Dan Jack 
Combs is, "One drink is too much, and a 
truck load is not enough."

week, and a meeting was called to study 
the situation, with members of the new 
board of trustee'S which will take office 
next month invited. Only one, Don 
Daniels, appeared, Davis said. 

Davis said it had been hoped that the 
new firefighting equipment could be 
acquired to serve not only Wheelwright 
but other communities, including Melvin, 
Bypro, Buckingham and others. This 
plan would have included solicitation of 
funds from the other communities to help 
with the purchase of the equipment, 
which was offered for $45,000. 

But, the board chairman said, Trustee­
elect Daniels held that the equipment 
must be restricted only to the service of 
Wheelwright and could not leave the city 
limits. · 

"So the fire truck went back to Ten­
nessee," Davis said. 

The fire truck and equipment owned by 
the city were ruined Nov. 21 in a fire 
which partially destroyed the building 
housing the fire department and city hall. 
The loss was uninsured. Two juveniles 
have been accused of starting the blaze. 

Davis said that, even with a fire truck, 
Wheelwright high school and gymnasium 
are vulnerable, since the nearest fire 
plug is a quarter of a mile away. He said 
the Wheelwright water system is owned 
by Mountain Investment Company, 
which also owns most of the town, and 
that he has never succeeded in getting 
fire plugs installed at the school. 

"The board of education offered to pay · 
half the cost, and city water serves the 
school but no fire plugs," Davis added.

ASCS Head Announces 
Feed Grain Set-Aside 

The 1978 feed grain program calls for a 
10 per cent set-aside of corn, grain 
sorghum and barley acreage, Will Boggs, 
chairman of the Floyd County 
Agricultural Stabilization and Con­
servation <ASC) Committee, reported 
last week. 

Announcing this conditional action now 
will give USDA the opportunity in 
January and February to review the 
world and domestic situation again and 
revoke the set-aside if conditions change 
substantially. 

Mr. Boggs said the set-aside provision 
was included in the program because of 
record world and domestic grain stocks. 
Also, current farm prices are below the 
effective loan rate and estimated cost of 
production, he explained. The 10 percent 
set-aside is expected to reduce U. S. feed 
grain production by about 7 million tons, 
and should result in a 4-million-ton dif­
ference in U.S. stocks. 

Participation in the program is 
voluntary. However, non-participants 
are not eligible for price support loans, 
disaster or target price payments. 
Farmers participating in the program 
must set aside one acre for every 10 acres 
actually planted for harvest in 1978. 
Under cross compliance rules farmers 
who do not participate in the program 
are ineligible for loans and payments on 
other crops.

Bobcats May Be Endangered; 
States Act To Protect Them 

tate Unemployment 
Shows Slight Rise 
During Last Month 

Unemployment rose slighUy durial 
October to 4.3 per cent, compared to 4.1 
per cent in September, according to 
statistics released Nov. 15 by the 
Department for Human Resources. 

As its skin becomes more valuable to 
hunters and trappers, the bobcat, once 
found throughout the country, is 
threatened with becoming an en­
dangered species, according to a survey 
conducted by the National Wildlife 
Federation. 

As a result, eight states have taken 
administrative or legislative steps to 
save the lynx refus, also known as the 
wildcat and bay lynx, by imposing 
restrictions on its e~eploitation since the 
beginning of 1977, the NWF study 
revealed. The study covered all statea 
but Alaska and Hawaii. 

About half of the 48 contiguous states 
questioned reported that they regard the 
bobcat as in jeopardy, almost in 
jeopardy, or already endangered. 
Delaware was the only state listing the 
bobcat as extinct. Only Kansas and North 
Carolina said their bobcat populations 
are increasing. 

A lucrative spotted fur market, en· 
couraged by strict enforcement of 
limitations on skins and furs of many 
foreign cats, has increased bobcat 
trapping and is the major reason for the 
decline of the small but fierce wild cat. 
Because of the bobcat's once widespread 
distribution and abundance and its un· 
protected status under many states' 
laws, it was a prime candidate to replace 
the now-forbidden skins of exotic 
animals. 

Second most often mentioned reason 
for the bobcat's decline was loss or 
serious alteration of habitat. 

Indiana, Maryland and Ohio are the 
only states listing the bobcat as en­
dangered, protecting the animal from aU 
hunting. Only Texas and Wyoming, 
which list it as a predator, continue to 
allow unrestricted hunting. In other 
states, the bobcat falls under a variety of 
classifications, with efforts being made 
to protect the creature by changing its 
status. 

The original survey, supervised by 
Michal Berg~r. NWF's assistant director 
of conservation for biological matters, 
was made in 1976. A recent 1977 update 
showed the number of states calling the 
bobcat a predator, with few or no hunting 
restrictions, had decreased from eleven 
to four. Those making the change were 
mostly western states with relatively 
large and stable bobcat populations. 

New Mexico, with about 48,300 bobcats, 
and Colorado, with about 30,000, reported 
the biggest bobcat populations. However, 
only 15 states gave an estimate. Bobcat 
populations were believed stable by 25 
states. 

Fifteen states, the survey found, 
classify the bobcat as a game animal, 
allowing it some protection by reiUlating 
the hunting season and the number of 
animals that can be taken. Seven of these 
states also list it as a furbearer, which 
allows regulated trapping. Louisiana 
classifies it as both a predator and a 
furbearer and limits the hunting seasoo 
to three months. 

The survey showed that although many 
states are aware of and concerned about 
declining bobcat populations, an absence 
of population data has prevented most 
from imposing hunting quotas. Of the 
states where it is hunted, only Virginia 
reported any restriction on the number of 
the bobtailed cats to be taken during a

statewide. 

Efforts are underway by the U.S. Fish 
and Wildlife Service to determine the 
status of the bobcat nationwide and to 
decide whether it should be placed on the 
official endangered species list. The 
NWF report suggests that the states­
since they've already demonstrated their 
concern-should make their own bobcat 
population studies, using federal aid-to­
wildlife-restoration funds. 

Bobcats have adapted to a number of 
habitats, including swamps, deserts, and 
mountain country. They are nocturnal, 
but are often seen during daylipt. They 
prey mainly on rodents and rabbits, but 
occalionaUy kill a young deer by 
pouncing on its back. 

Robert MacDonald, chief labor analyst 
for the state, said "The current increue 
in unemployment is due to more person1 
being unemployed from firms covered by 
Kentucky's Unemployment Insurance 
Program, plus an increase in the number 
of persons who have exhausted their 
regular unemployment benefits." 

The rise represents an increase of 3,100 
persons in October bringing the total of 
unemployed Kentuckians to 65,700 which 
is 3,400 less than October of last year. 

According to MacDonald, the current 
national rate is 6.3 per cent, a full 2 per 
cent higher than the October rate for 
Kentucky.

In ~ovember, 1975 
Kentucky voters approved an amend­
ment to the state Constitution which 
restructured the court system. 

Kentucky Supreme Court Chief Justice 
John Palmore explains the old and new 
court s1tuations: 

"Before the judicial amendment, the

was the principal trial court Above the 
circuit court was the Court of Appeals, 
which is now the Supreme Court. It was 
to this court that all appeal· were taken.

" In placl' of these courts, we now have 
a four-her s)stem. consisting of the 
c1rcuit court, Court of Appeals, Supreme 
Court and the lower courts, the district 
court." 

Palmore said the advantages of the 
new system are already becoming ap­
parent. The new appellate courts have 
alread) eased the backlog of cases 
"tremendously," he said. "When I first 
came on (the Court of Appeals, now the 
Supreme Court) ... I would sa) the court 
stayed between 14 to 18 months behind. 
anywhere from 1,200 to 1,600 cases 
behind. We were able to get our 700 to 800 
cases per year, so the backlog kept 
backing up It was an evergrowing 
monster. 

"Now, I'd say we have less than 100 
cases in our court tOday to dispose of 
We're almost current. People are getting 
the1r cases decided much more promptly 
than they used to," Palmore said. 

Palmore said the additiOnal judges in 
the appellate system are largely 
responsible for easing the backlog. He 
noted that the Court of Appeals meets in 
three-judge panels across the state,

<judges> to do the work," he sa1d. 

He added that the number of judges on 
the Court of Appeals can be expanded 1f 
the caseload shows the need for more 
judges. 

Palmore said the number of distn<;t 
courts is also an ad van tag e. There\\ ill be 
113 d1strict JUdges, begmning Jan 1, 
whereas the present number of JUdges m 
police, county-quarterly and magi ·tenal 
courts IS more than 700 

Palmore md th hl'W court system will 
probably cost more than the old, smce 
there 1s a ne\\ Court of AppeaL;, plus the 
district cour' judges' ·alaries of $27,500 
each. But, ht> ~md the speed efficiency of 
the new courts would make them "well 
worth the expense " 

'The HC'h system will not be as con· 
fusing as the pre ent system," according 
to William Davis, executive d1rector of 
the Administrative Office of the Courts 
<AOCJ. "Citizens with misdemeanor or 
relatively small civil cases will know 
exactly where to go, rather than go from 
one court to another to find the right 
court." 

Davis was referring to the present 
system's problem with overlapping 
jurisdiction. The jurisdictional problem 
was one of the major reasons behind the 
judicial amendment to the Kentucky 
Constitution. passed by popular vote in 
:\'ovember, 1975. 

"As the system now operates, a 
misdemeanor committed withm a city is 
resolved by the police court," he said. 
"Unless, that is, the offense was com­
mitted by a juvenile. In that case, the 
case goes to county court. 

"County-quarterly, police and 
magisterial courts can each try civil 
cases involving up to $500 claims," Davis 
continued. "And there is also the 
question about territorial jurisdiction. 
Police courts try cases within the city-

'But after Jan. 1, all misdemeanors 
and CIVIl cases involvmg amounts up to 
$1 500 w11l be tr1ed m one place the 
di tnct court," DaVIs said. 

'The dio;;tnct court 'h 111 be concerned 
v.1th all misdemeanor, traffic violations 
and local ordmance VIOlations," he sa1d 
"In addition, juvenile matters, un­
contested probate and, in some cases, 
local admm1strative cases will come 
under d1stnct court review." 

Davis said civil cases w1ll be handled 
either in thed1strict court, for matters up 
to $1,500, or in thl' district court's small 
claims division. "The small claims 
divisiOn will handle cases involving 
amounts up to $500. No attorneys will be 
necessary for cases in small claims 
court, although persons mvolved in cases 
there are allowed to bring counsel. But 
the counsel will not be allowed to speak 
for his client." 

Dav1s noted that a limit of 25 ap 
pearances per year will be applied to 
persons using the small claims division. 
It is hoped that pnvate businesses won't 
be usmg the courts as a collection 
agency,' he said. 

"The judicial article and legislation 
included provisions for district judges to 
appoint trial commissioners to handle 
cases which involved minor affairs that 
would be too time-consuming for the 
district judge,'' Davis said. 

t-;ot all counties will have a district 
judge. Counties such as Jefferson and 
Fayette have several judges, while those 
w1th smaller populations may have to 
share a judgeship with other counties. In 
those smaller counties, where the district 
JUdge is not a resident, the JUdge can 
appoint a local attorney as trial com 
missioner and allow the commissioner to 
handle the less-demanding matters. 

Davis pointed out that the com­
missioners do not have the same 
authority as the district judge possesses. 
"The state Supreme Court has already 
defined the trial commissioner's 
powers," he said. The trial commissioner 
may hold examining trials; set bail; 
accept pleas of guilty and impose sent­
ences on offenses punishable only by a 
fine of $100 or less; conduct preliminary 
mquiries and order temporary custody in 
juvenile cases. probate wills and appoint 
executors and administrators of such 
estates. 

"The trial commissioner's salary is 
limited to $7,200. In fact, only a few will 
be able to receive the maximum amount 
because there are funds available for an 
average salary of $6,500. But he or she is 
notre tricted from continuing to operate 
a law practice," Davis said. He said the 
trial commissioner can be replaced by 
the district judge at the judge's pleasure. 

Davis noted that the chief district 
judge in a district can be empowered by 
the state Supreme Court to appoint ad­
ditiOnal trial commissioners if the 
district's workload warrants it. 

Also serving the district court, as well 
as the circuit court, is the circuit court 
clerk Circuit clerks are elected to six­
year terms and have been elevated to 
state official status. In addition to their 
court duties, circuit clerks will continue 
to sell motor vehicle operators' and boat 
licenses. 

"Kentucky is divided into 56 judic1al 
circUits. which are served by 87 elected 
circuit judges,'' Davis said. "In January, 
the circuit courts will handle appeals on

3,534troy ounces of silver from x-ray film 
during the past 15 months. Selling at $4.65 
a troy ounce. the VA was able to add 
$16,433.10 to its supply funds. 

Nationwide, the VA's 172 hospitals 
reclaimed 287,697 troy ounces of silver. 

In Kentucky the Louisville VA hospital 
reclaimed 1,855 ounces, worth $8,625.75, 
and the Lexington VA hospital reclaimed 
1,679 ounces, worth $7,807.35. 

The nation currently consumes more 
than five times the amount of silver it 
produces, making the VA program an 
important contribution to the nation's 
supply.

ARH Hospitals Face 
Stiff Curtailments 

(From Thf!' Kentucky Businr s Ledger) 
The financially-troubled Appalachian 

Regional Ho:;pitals, Inc., health care 
group may be forced into further cost­
cutting measure as a result of decreased 
uhhzalion of the cham's facilittes. 

"The real problem is if our utilization 
does not go back to where it normally is, 
we're obviou ·Jy going to have to make 
further cuts," said Dr. David K 
Heydinger, ARH prestdent. 

A ctecrea ,e In health care benefits 
' provided through the United Mine 

Workers of merica Health and 
Retirement Funds has Jed to a 40 per cent 
reduction in utilization of the 10 ARH 
facilities in Kentucky, Virginia and West 
\'irgima b} l\IW beneficiaries, who are 
major users of the hospitals. 

For ARH, the drop in utilization means 
a monthly revenue loss of about $500,000. 
"That· unknown among hospitals. It's 
overwhelming," ·aid Dr. Heydmger. 

Last summer ARH took a number of 
actions, including a reduction in hospital 
personnel, in an effort to cut operating 
expen es by $3 million annually. 

In terms of possible future cost­
trimming, Dr. Heydinger said. "We're 
talking here a bout cutbacks m programs. 
But you're talking about a lot of people 
too. 

"And we're talking in this context 
about the closure and divestiture of 
perhaps a couple of facilities-at least 
the major portions of them," he said. 

ARH has faced financial problems 
virtually from the first day the hospital 
chain was formed The group was born 
out of the old UMW Miners Memorial 
Hospital Association. ARH purchased the 
UMW hospitals in 1963 when they were on 
the brink of closing-due to financial 
problems. Dr. Heydinger noted ARH was 
formed without capitalization and today, 
85 per cent of the chain's income is 
provided through Medicare, .Medicaid 
and the UMW Funds.

Disruptions in any of these three 
sources of income results in fiscal 
problems for ARH. 

ARH has programs designed to provide 
a full spectrum of cradle-to-grave health 
care services for the communities the 
hospitals serve. 

However, in view of continued fiscal 
problems, Dr. Heydinger said ARH may 
have to refine its service mission and 
provide the levels and types of health 
care which can be supported through 
current health care payment policies. 

Earlier this year, ARH asked HEW for 
assistance in overcoming the chain's 
financial problems. However, a HEW 
task force said the hospital group could 
survive without federal help if certain 
organizational changes were made. No 
recommendation for the provision of 
federal funds was offered by the panel. 

A reduction in programs and servtces 
of ARH facilities would have the impact 
of transforming the hospitals from health 
care centers into illness care hospitals. 

Dr. Heydinger said the major 
philosophy at ARH is "bottom line." 

''Right now, everyone is looking at the 
bottom line. This system has to get on an 
in-the-back operating basis. It just has 
to," he said. 

"I just know that as a system we are 
now down to the point where we will 
either continue with our health care 
programs as they are, or we will pull 
back to illness care, for the most part, 
because we can no longer continue to 
haYe the deficits we are now having," he 
added.
