His trial is set
for Feb. 2.

Dates for the other murder trials will
be set by Circuit Judge Hollie Conley,
perhaps during the first week of court.
These include Pearl Jean Miller, charged
with the slaying near here of her
husband, and Ernie Lee Cole, of Melvin,
who is under murder indictment in the
slaying of his brother,

Commonwealth’s Attorney James R.
Allen said there is a possibility that Cole
will not be brought to trial. His mental
condition has been cited, and relatives of
the slain man have indicated they will not
prosecute him.

The manslaughter case in which Cisco
Neeley is charged in the auto-wreck
death of Mrs. Loretta Howard, near
Hueysville, is slated for trial, perhaps
early in the term.

Another major trial expected during
the term is that of Gary Lee Castle, who
is charged with the armed robbery of the
TCT Service Station on Katy Friend,
near here, Castle also is charged with the
shooting and wounding of the station
attendant.

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Pickets from Ohio stop at Archer Park here, en route to Kentucky River area.

United Mine Workers' pickets from
Ohio made Llheir second “‘invasion’ of
Kentucky Tuesday, with a reported 500
men in a mile-long caravan, and their
first stop after entering the state was
Archer Park here.

The stop at the park was in the nature
of a rally before continuing into the
Kentucky River coal field with the
avowed intention of stopping non-union
coal preduction.

The caravan was escorted by a heavy
contingent of stale troopers and al Ar-
cher Park more than 20 Kentucky Staie
Police cruisers were counted.

The meeting here was orderly, but
newsmen were barred from contacting
one sizeablé group in'a meslip sepirale
from the main body of pickets.

On their first visit to the area two
weeks ago, the pickets forced some coal
trucks to dump. their loads along US 23,
but there was no such incident along the

route Tuesday. In fact, little coal was
being trucked to claim their attention.

From here the pickets passed through
Wayland, where 200 cars were counted.
They followed KY 7 to the South-East
Coal Company operation at Deane,
Letcher county, and a Hazard State
Police spokesman told The Times late
Tuesday afiernoon that that was the only
stop reported. The pickets there, he said,
numbered only 337, in contrast to the
greater number reported to have been
here,

The KSP spokesman said one
“flareup’” had been reported but that
troopers later announced ‘‘everything
was all right.”' He said thé carava we<
having more problems with traffic than
from any other source. He added that the
pickets apparently came ready to stay,
since many had sleeping bags and other
camping equipment in their cars.

Four Rescue Squads Search
Stream for Missing Child

One day last week, Iwo-year-old Kerry
Eugene Johnson had fun throwing sticks
into Beaver Creek, near his grand-
parents’ home at Martin. He was ac-
companied then by an older boy.

Last Saturday noon he went back to the
creek alone. He may have thrown more
sticks into the stream. But he did not
return home,

Word that the child was missing
initiated a search of the creek banks and
the stream itself that lasted until Sunday
afternoon. The Floyd County and the Left
Beaver Rescue Squads were joined by
similar groups from Knott and Magoffin
counties. Many Martin citizens,
disturbed by the child's disappearance,
took part in the search.

What had happened was written at the
waler's edge. There were two of the
child’s toys. In the mud was the print of
his coat where he had slipped and fallen.

Around 1:30 p.m. Sunday, perhaps 150
yards downstream from the spot where
these signs of tragedy were found, the
child’s body was recovered from drift-

wood that had accumulated near the
opposite side of the creek.
An inquest was held later by

Magistrate Kenneth Roberts; the ver-
dict, accidental drowning,

Ulysses Road
To Be Built

State Transportation Secretary Calvin
G. Grayson announced last Thursday
that his department will contract with
consulting engineers to design a coal
transport highway from Martin county,
near Inez, to Ulysses in Lawrence
county.

Grayson said the Department of
Transportation *will conduct a public
meeling on the proposed Inez-Ulysses
connector when engineers identify a
desirable location for the roadway. The
department also will hold a public
meeting on the proposed connector
between US 52in West Virginia and US 23
near Prestonsburg when environmental
studies are complete, Grayson an-
nounced.

““This proposed Inez-Ulysses connector
in no way lessens the need for a major
highway through Martin county,' said
Grayson. ‘1 have authorized the use of
state funds for preliminary engineering
so we will be prepared when funds
become available for either of (hese
projects.

“There is definitely a need for both the
Inez-Ulysses connector and the major
highway through Martlin county,”
Grayson said. “The connector would
provide access for coal in Martin county
to the markets in the north while the road
between US 52 and US 23 will allow ac-
cess lo the state transportation net-
work,"" he said.

It was the first call of the pickets in the
Kentucky River coal field since the
current strike began.

Robert Carter, UMWA District 30
president, said earlier Tuesday af-
ternoon that the last he had heard of the
pickets they ‘‘were heading for Hazard"
but they had not spread oul farther than
Deane by late afternoon

The caravan was organized in a
meeting last Sunday at Wilkesville, O.,
where Don Nunley, a former District 6
board member, insisted that none of the
pickets take with them either firearms or
intoxicants.

Meanwhile, contract negotiations
continued without appreciable headway.

EDA Extends
Span Contract
Time 45 Days

County Judge Henry Stumbo an-
nounced Monday that the Economic
Development Administration (EDA) has
granted the Floyd fiscal court a 45-day
extension of time in which to readvertise
for bids and award a contract on the
bridge which will connect the county
park under construction at Allen with the
present KY 80.,

The extension followed the recent
rejection by the court, at EDA's
suggestion, of all bids offered earlier on
the construction job. EDA held that none
of the bidders were in full compliance
with federal requirements, particularly
with the provision that which demands a
minority participant in the work.

The fiscal court has asked a 60-day
extension, but Judge Stumbo said he
thinks the 45 days allowed will be suf-
ficient to get the project under contract.

Failure to do so within the time
prescribed would mean that the court
will lose the $454,000 grant made by EDA
for the work.

Meanwhile, work on the park itself is at
a halt, with the general contractor, Big

$100,000 Coal Severance Check
Funds Sewer to Medical Center

The Prestonsburg Ulilities Com-
mission received Monday a $100,000
check from the Kentucky Department of
Finance for construction of a two-miile
extension of the Prestonsburg sewer
system to the Highlands Regional
Hospital.

The $100,000, which came from coal
severance lax funds, was recommended
by County Judge Henry Stumbo as
chairman of the Big Sandy Area
Development District. Big Sandy ADD
approved the release of the funds for that
purpose because the hospital serves the
region.

Work on the sewer extension from the
new National Guard armory siteon US 23
to the hospital area is being done by the
Don Sharp Co., Winchester construction
firm, and is roughly half-complete.

Stewart & Nash, Lexington con-
tractors, last week began a $115,000 work
which is designed to increase the

capacity of the water plant here from 1 to
1'% million gallons a day. This includes
installation of tube settlers and mixed
filter media.

The city of Allen has taken official
action to sell the Allen water system lo
the city of Prestonsburg, but the transfer
is not expected to become final until after
Jan. 1. The City Ulilities Commission’s
approval of the transaction will follow a
review of the sales conlract, easements
and other items, Bill Harvey Howard,
utilities system superintendent, said.

The voters of the incorporated part of
Allen approved the watler system trans-
fer at the November election. In return
for the water system Prestonsburg
assumes indebtedness against the Allen
system.

A river crossing of a six-inch water line
to serve the Town Branch area here was
being made this week.

Martin Yards
Close, Leaving
125 Unemployed

All movement of coal on the Big Sandy
Division of the Chessie System ended last
Friday and in all probability will remain
so until a settlement of the strike
situation is reached..

Cessation of rail shipment of coal from
the area came on the same day that a
trestle on Right Beaver Creek, above
Wayland, was dynamited. This incident
was not given, however, as the reason for
the end of rail shipments.

The trestle was on the rail line leading
to National Mines operations on Caney
Creek, whose workers are UMWA
members, and reportedly to some mines
which are non-union.

As a result of the self-imposed Chessie
embargo on coal shipments, all employes
of the Martin railway yards—
approximately 125 of them—have been
laid off, and they are not expected lo
resume work until the current strike is
over.

Engines of coal trains (hus im-
mobilized were taken into the Russell
yards for storage, as a precautionary
measure, The Times was told.

The Martin yards were completely
closed, it was explained, because they
handle no manifest trains bearing freight
shipments of motor vehicles of box cars
carrying perishables.

The Elkhorn City terminal has not been
closed, since shipments south are routed
from that point.

Shoe Company
May Not Close
By Year’s End

The Prestonsburg Shoe Comppny
branch of the U.S. Shoe Company had by
early this week phased out three sections
of its operation following the recent
announcement of its plans to close the
plant.

The work force had been reduced from
the approximately 335 employed prior to
the closing announcement to about 200,

The plant may not finally close its
doors, however, until the first week of
January. The cutting room has already
been closed. So have two lines in the
fitting room.

It is estimated that 60 percent of the
shoes sold in the United States are
foreign-made, and this is one reason
given for the closing of the plant here. A
U.S. Shoe official was guolted as saying
thal it was decided it would be better to
close one plant entirely than to have all
the company’s plants working only part-
time.

The shoe factory employees here are
mostly women.

Asked how the women have received
the news that their jobs are at an end, a
company official said, “Real good.”

Some are discouraged, he said, and
these are women who are the principal
wage-earners for their families, ‘‘But
others,' he added, ‘‘have said the plant’s
closing will let them catch up on their
housework. And some have laughingly
pointed out that they will collect
unemployment insurance.”

Pilot Projects
Study Courts

William E. Davis, director
of the Administrative Office of
the Courts, has announced
that a regional court ad-
ministration project involving
two pilot regions has been
initiated by the stale Supreme
Court.

Objectives of the project are
to equaljze work among
judges ‘within a region; lo
expedite the disposition of
litigation within regions; to
promote uniform practices
and procedures within regions
and throughout the state, and
to increase the responsiveness
of the Administrative Office of
the Courts to the needs of the
trial courts.

The Central Region is
composed of the counties of
Hardin, Hart, Larue, Nelson,
Green, Marion, Taylor,
Washington, Adair, Casey,
Cumberland, Monroe, Clinton,
Russell, Wayne and Bullitt
and is under the ad-
ministrative direction of
Circuit Judge Robert M.
Spragens of Lebanon.

The Eastern Region, with
Judge James S. Chenault,
Richmond, as administrative
judge, is composed of the
counties of Bath, Menifee,
Montgomery, Rowan, Estill,
Lee, Owsley, Clark, Madison,
Carter, Elliott, Morgan,
Breathitt, Powell and Wolfe.

Procedures to implement
the goals of the experimental
project were established by
order of the Supreme Court.
By utilizing monthly
statistical reports from each
county in the region to
determine a need for judicial
transfer, the administrative
judge in each region has the
power Lo exercise temporary
judicial assignment authority
assigned to him by the Chief
Justice. He may also use this
authority to assign judges in
cases ofkinship
disqualification.

The circuit judges in each
region have indicated their
interest in the standardization
of local rules and procedures,
as well as experimentation
with innovative court
management practices.

An evaluation of the
regional court administration
project will be made at the end
of its first year of operation by
the circuit judges within the

pilot regions and the Ad-

ministrative ‘Office ‘of the
Courts.

Pippa Passes, Ky.—Twenty-seven
area residents living in seven easlern
Kentucky counties contributed to the
recently published issue of ‘‘Mountain
Memories,'' .the journal of Alice Lloyd
College’s Oral History Project.

Central theme of the issue is what the
students who edited the magazine refer
to as the “‘self-sufficient lifestyle of
mountain people.”

“Many of our resident historians
(persons interviewed for the Oral History
Project) vividly recall memories of the
hard work they endured . . . and through
their interviews we have observed a
sense of satisfaction and ac-
complishment within themselves,” wrote
editors Gracie Alexander and Kaye
Byrd, both sophomores from Campton lo
Wolfe county, in the magazine's
foreword,

“Working on this issue made us realize
the importance of knowing the hard
times and the added burdens of the life
our forebears faced,” they wrote.

Ron Daley, director of ALC's Ap-
palachian Learning Laboratory, said he
hopes the current issue will be used by
area teachers as a "mini textbook' on
Appalachian culture. He said about 1500

copies of the journal have been
distributed to eastern Kentucky
teachers,

The 27 resident historians are from
Floyd, Wolfe, Knott, Johnson, Perry,
Pike and Leslie counties.

“Mountain Memories'' begins with an
interview with Delphia Ramey, of
Wheelwright, dealing with farm life at
the turn of the century.

An article titled, ““In the Depression, If
You Didn't Grow It, You Didn't Eat,"
features interviews with six people who
demonstrate the strength and strong
character of mountain people during the
depression. Interviewed were Dicy
Baldwin, of Denver, Johnson county;
Roberta Daniels, of West Prestonsburg,
Floyd county; Marvin Gullett, of Busy,
Perry county; Lilly Moss Foster, of
Drift, alse in Floyd county; Melvin
Profitt, of Hazel Green in Wolfe county,
and Charles Clark, of Garrett, former
superintendent of Floyd county schools.

Rush Stewart, of Shelby Gap, in Pike
county, was inlerviewed for an article
about bee keeping and honey bees. The
article was prepared by Cheryl Osborne,
an ALC freshman from Leslie county.
George Wells, of Boones Camp, Johnson
county, was interviewed about making
sorghum in an article prepared by Jean
Kelly, a sophomore from Blacksburg,
Virginia. Other contributors included
Hershel Hale, of Topmost, Knott county;
Evelyn Hall, of Halo, Floyd county; Eliza
Fields, of Busy, Perry county; Hester
Watts, of Watts Fork, Knott county;
Arville Amburgey, of Carr Creek, Knott
county; Bertie Madden, of Amburgy,
Knott county; Lois Mutter, and Loretta

Ramsey, of Ashcamp, who also con-
tributed an article about home remedies.
“Blacksmithing'' is the litle of an
article based on an interview with Nora
Fairchild, of Leander, Johnson county.
Deremia Johnson, an ALC sophomore
from Pike county, spent the summer
interviewing local residents for the Oral
History Project.

Housing Corp.
Boosts Income
Limit on Loans

A family of four in Floyd and 35 other
Eastern Kentucky counties with an in-
come up to $19,000 a year can be eligible
for a loan from the Kentucky Housing
Corporation.

The board of directors, meeting in
Frankfort last Thursday, veted to add
$1,500 to the $17,500 income limit
previously allowed Eastern Kentuckians.

The higher income limits for residents
of the eastern counties was recom-
mended, because ‘‘the Appalachian
region of Kentucky has experienced the
least amount of housing development in
the entire Commonwealth,”” the direc-
tors' report said. The report was
presented by Ralph A. Coldiron, III,
director of the housing corporation’s
Appalachian program.

The eligibility limits remain at $17,500
in the remaining 84 counties.

Because il has the power to issue tax-
exempt bonds, the housing corporation
can provide single-family housing loans
at 7% per cent,

This is 1.7 per cent lower than the
average rate charged for conventional
loans by banks and savings and loan
associations in Eastern Kentucky, ac-
cording to a staff report of the housing
corporation.

Housing corporation loans have been
made in only seven of the 36 counties to
date and these loans represent less than 1
per cent of the total number of the cor-
poration’s loans, Coldiron said.

One factor is the reluctance of Eastern
Kentucky banks and savings and loan
associations to act as originators of
housing corporation loans,

Al present, only two lenders in the 36
counties, Pikeville National Bank and
First & Farmers National Bank,
Somerset, are participating in the
housing corporation's program and they
have originated only one of the agency’s
loans (by Pikeville National), Coldiron
said.

The private lenders consider the
process required by federal guarantee
agencies as too lengthy, Coldiron said.

The water is
running down the middle of the road to
the bridge. If there is any work done on
the ends of the bridge a private citizen
has to do it, then come along the coal
trucks to tear it up.

There is a foot bridge which is 50 years
old that has rotten flooring on it. The wire
on each side is rusted out so it is unsafe
for crossing.

There was money appropriated for a
bridge, but they claim the state is going
to build one.

There are
several elderly citizens who need the
bridge fixed to travel to the hospital in
cars.

Kentucky's unemployment rate crept
slightly upward in November, reaching
4.5 per cent, according to figures
released last Tuesday by the Department
for Human Resources.

Aim of KAC Program

The program
acts asa challenge to the ingenuity of the
teachers who initiate the proposals and
select the artists for the residencies,”
Carpenter explained.

According to the program guidelines,
projects may involve architecture and
environmental arts, creative wriling and

poetry, dance, drama, folk arts, music.
film, photography, visual arts and-or
crafts.

The arts commission will select the
proposals to be funded based on their
creativity, the competence and
prolessionalism of the artists involved,
and the potential for {ollow through in the
school after the residency is complelted,
said Carpenter.

Last year, teachers initiated projects
as varied as an artist-weaver in-
residence at Berea Community Schools,
and an architect and a photographer al a
middle school in Daviess Counly, to a
political cartoonist from the St. Louis
Post Dispatch at Jeltton Junior High
School in Paducah

Last year’s 10 projects in nineé school
districts were selected from 30 ap-
plications submitted to the arts com-
mission, said Carpenter. The residencies
lasted from one to several weeks.

The arts commission will help teachers
locate professional artists when
necessary, and will also help teachers as
they draw up their proposals, said
Carpenter

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ADD’s To Be Boundary
For Ky.'s Solid Waste
Planning Management

The boundaries of the state’s Area
Development Districts (ADDs) have
been designaled as the area boundaries
for solid waste management planning for
Kentucky.

In notifying the Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) of the
designation, Gov. Julian Carroll said that
any problems with respect Ilu
metropolitan areas in the state will be
handled by the Department for Natural
Resources and Environmental
Protection. The department will consider
exceptions and will determine any
necessary modifications in the area
boundaries, according to the Governor.

The designation is the first step in the
development of a slatewide management
plan called for in the federal Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976.
The act, which provides for the closing of
all open dumps in 1983, calls on states o
designate areas which have common
solid waste problems.

Thestate plan toimplement the federal
act will prohibit the opening of new
dumps and provide for resource recovery
from non-hazardous solid waste, disposal
of all solid waste in a sanitary landfill,
the closing or upgrading of all open
dumps and a means for establishing
some implementation ability,

By March of next year the EPA will
publish regulations conlaining guidelines
to assist in the further development of
state plans.

According to officials in the state en-
vironmental department, the regional
approach was taken in the federal
legislation because of cos! effectiveness
and because regional disposal resultsin a
volume of solid waste sufficient enough
lo make resource recovery economically
feasible,

God did not send his Son to the
learned, but to a peasant home. The Bible
says the foolish things of the world shall
confound the wise. (I Cor. 1:27). So be it.
Some ingist Jesus' resurrection deter-
mines his deity. This is in direct con-
tradiction to scripture. Without the virgin
birth Christ would have been mere man,
incapable of saving anyone. He would not
have been part of the Trinity. Nor could
he have lived a sinless life.

More sermons, books, articles, stories,
poems, hymns, songs, elc. have been
written about him than about scores of
the most distinguished celebrities
throughout the annals of time. He was the
Word made flesh, truth itself. Attempts
were made against his life from the
moment of birth, and others to destroy
the word, down through the centuries,
but none succeeded. Though faulty trans-
lations are becoming common, Holy Writ
will be preserved.

While pagan in origin and badly
commercialized today, Christmas still
wields the magic of its majectic central
figure, the one who trod the shores of
Galilee centuries ago, pointing humanity
to a better way of life, willingly going to
the eross of Calvary to make it a reality.
In magnificent gesture, many have
risked their lives when rescuing others,
or by donating some organ or blood to
save a friend or loved one, exemplifying
love of enormous magnitude. Still, no
love ever matched that which God
manifested when he gave hs only Son to
die in the place of you and me, instead of
murderers, and reprobates of every type.
It symbolizes Christmas, since the
Yuletide is for GIVING, giving of means,
gifts, and self, putting others first. To
children it is ““Gimme! Gimme!"’ Real
joy comes not from receiving but from
giving, especially to those with the least
or who have some unique need.

To the aged woman across the creek,
crippled and feeble, living alone, her
income s0 meager there can be no extras
for holiday meals, her smile so genuine it
warms the heart. To Judy who broke her
engagemen! and sacrificed her future to
keep the children together when Mom
and Dad met tragic death, who managed
to handle the insurance like an adull so
that none of them suffered. They are all
grown and gone now. Judy is an old maid.
She has no regrets, only memories. To
Grandpa Smith in his wheelchair, in that
run-down shanty, caring for hiimself,
without a living relative. He whittles
most of the day, whistling and humming
tunes, swapping yarns with each
passerby. To Bob Perritt whose dear wife
died in childbirth leaving the baby and a
toddler of two. With both grandmothers
deceased, Bob quit his job, opened a shop
in the rear of his house so he could tend
the babies himself—not much income
there now, but an abundance of love and
emotional security when most needed. To
Sister Brown down by the railroad track,
the one who hobbles on one leg, whose
hushand deserted her and seven young
children so long ago the date has slipped
her mind. It was before government aid
became available. She managed,
nevertheless—God alone knows how—
and the miracle of it is thal nobody ever
heard her complain or criticize a soul.
Folks who call to lighten her load find
their own mysteriously borne to Cloud
Nine! To poor Dick Joiner, who knows his
illness is lerminal; yet he greets folks
with a grin and no trace of self pity. To
the foreign students attending college,
for whom trips home are out of the
question. To that new family in town
whose language, nationality, and religion
are vastly different. They, too, will
respond to love, to friendship.

In every locale one could name many
more unsung individuals whose lives can
be made brighter, their days happier if
we just pause to give a bit of time and
self, It takes so little for some, and does
so much for donors themselves. Years
ago, my husband and I visited two
women, almost blind, on New Year's
Day. The house was as clean and neal as
could be. One exclaimed that they had
received two of the nicest Christmas gifts
ever. She wanted to show them lo us.
Wrapped in tissue paper, they were
placed in our hands, two lovely Christ-
mas cards that had warmed their
precious hearts.

In the words of the late renowned
evangelist, Dwight Moody, *“Not what we
get but what we give, measures the
success of the life we live.”

Voluntary Testing

Of Auto Emissions
Begun in North Ky.

Frankfort, Ky.—The long-awaited
lesting of automobile emissions in
Northern Kentucky has partially begun
with Lhe lesting of municipal fleet carsin
Florence, Covington and Newport by the
state Division of Air Pollution Control,

Voluntary testing of private cars,
planned for shopping centers in the area,
is still to come because of an overdue
generator that will make testing units
mobile.

“*We are having to set up now where
electricity is available, which is why we
went with the fleet approach,” reports
John Smith, air quality director with the
state Department for Natural Resources
and Exvironmental Protection.

Personnel with the division's Florence
office have tested City of Florence police
cruisers and Newport municipal cars and
will continue to test fleet cars in the area.
Times and sites for testing will be made
public for persons who would like to have
their cars tested.

The Northern Kentucky area was
selected early as the target for voluntary
testing of because of the high level of air
pollution traceable to automobiles. The
Environmental Protection Agency,
which estimates that Northern Ken-
tucky's pollution level is twice what it
should be, granted the state $224,000 to
pay for sampling equipment and vans (o
transport the equipment.

What state officials hope to find out,
during the testing of fleet cars and
voluntary testing, is how many people
will voluntarily have their cars lested
and what impact testing will have on the
repair industry. The division also hopes
to find out what level of automobile
emissions should constitute failure and
what percentage of cars should fail to get
a needed reduction in air pollution levels.

The voluntary program, Smither says,
it will run at least a year and probably
until mandalory lesting is required.

PUBLIC NOTICE

On October 3, 1977, the Supreme Court
of the United States affirmed the Federal
Communications Commission’s (''FC-
C"") decision to allow privately-6wned
terminal equipment to be connected to
existing telephone networks without the
previously-required payment to the
telephone company for an in-
terconnection or ‘‘protective’” device.
The effective date of the FCC's ruling is
October 17, 1977, after which any person
may purchase and install his or her own
telephone equipment in either a
residence or business provided that the
attachment of such equipment is done
pursuant to the standards set forth by the
FCC inits original ruling. If you desire to
purchase your own telephone equipment,
you must comply with each of the
following requirements:

(1). Any privately purchased equip-
ment must be of a type that was either in
use on a carrier system as of October 17,
1977, or if the equipment is newly-
manufactured, it must have been
properly ‘‘registered’”” by the
manufacturer with the FCC before it can
become available for private usage.
Your local telephone company will in-
form you of the type of equipment that
now qualifies for private ownership.

(2), Qualifying privately-owned
equipment can only be installed at
private line installations. If you are
currently receiving multiple party
service, you may not install private
equipment on the system.

(3). All privately-purchased equipment
must be connected through a standard
telephone company jack. The telephone
company may still charge for installing
such jack if one if not already in place.

(4). Once a customer elects to install
his own telephone equipment pursuant to
these provisions, the customer must
notify the telephone company im-
mediately.

(5). Customer-provided equipment will
not be maintained or repaired by the
telephone company. However, telephone
companies are still obligated to respond
lo service complaints even where
privately installed equipment may be at
fault in order to determine whether or not
the problem is in the private telephone
equipment itself or, instead, in the
company's own lines.

(6). Those persons who provide their
own telephone equipment may be eligible
for a reduction in their monthly service
charge by the telephone company to the
extent that they replace company-owned
telephones with their own equipment.
The exact amount of such a reduction for
each company will be subject to this
Commission's approval.

By order of the Public Service Com-
mission of Kentucky, each telephone
company operating within the state is
obligated to furnish relevant information
regarding private telephone ownership.
Accordingly, you are advised to consult
with your telephone company before you
purchase any private telephone equip-
ment,

The Question Box answers from the Bible
to questions from readers.

QUESTION:

Is Christmas a pagan
holiday? If it is, then should the Christian

ANSWER:

There is no doubt that the origin of
Christmas and its many festivities
are based in paganism from deep
within antiquity. The very date of
December 25 was the supposed
birthday of Mithra. It was also the
date of the "‘rebirth of the Sun"'. For
on this date the Sun again started to
be victorious over the gods of dark-
ness. Hot cross buns come from
Babylon where they made bread in
the form of a cross to honor the god
Tammuz. Even the jovial personage
of Santa Claus can be connected with
the Norse god, Thor. According to
legend he was a jovial, elderly,
friendly and heavily built man, He
also had a long, white beard and his
favorite color was red. He never
rode on horseback but was drawn by
his two white goals in a sleigh. He
lived among the icebergs in the
great North and at yuletide entered
the peasants’ cottages through their
chimneys.

It appears that the apostles did not
observe Christ’s birthday. However,
after their deaths the church started
to keep various dates for His birth.
Some felt the spring was best, others
felt that other times of the year fit
the occasion better. Two dates
seemed to come lo the forefront,
January 6 and December 25. It
seems that in A.D. 336 that the
Roman bishop decreed that Christ's
birthday was to be celebrated on the
25th of December. He probably
based his authority to set church
festivals upen the fact that earlier

bishops of Rome had changed the

day of worship from the seventh day
to the first day of the week and had
also fixed the observance of Easter
to be always on Sunday rather than
rotating throughout the week.
Eventually the Roman Christmas
date was accepted, though even
today the 6th of January is con-
sidered to be Christmas by those of
Eastern Orthodoxy.

Then is it wrong to observe Christ-
mas? Just because its origins are in
paganism doesn't make the modern
festival pagan necessarily. 1 believe
it is a time when the Christian can in
a very real way point to the birth of
our Redeemer. It can be made to
serve a very real purpose. When all
the world is focusing their eyes upon
Christ as at no other time of the year
the Christian can point to him as the
one who is the answer to the world's
problems. He is the only one who can
bring peace to hearts as well as
nations. Instead of buying unneeded
gifts for others, let the Christian buy
for those who are less fortunate. By
doing so God will be glorified. Give
to your church an extra offering for
whatever purpose you desire. Give a
gift to Christ.

Yes, it is all right to observe
Christmas if we observe it with the
spirit of Christ and not of the spirit of
selfishness. The choice is ours—to
make it a pagan holiday or a
Christian holy day.

Beautiful Memories—
December 18, 1977

My son, Stephen Lee Best, went to be
with the Lord Dec. 18, 1976, ''An empty
cup was filled beyond emptying
By the presence of one who passed
Through the hills of my being, and went
away."”

In his own words Stephen has ex-
pressed for me what I need to say. In his
quiet, humble manner he went about his
daily tasks. Even his close friends
scarcely knew him except that he loved
them and that he was a "‘minute man'' in
their times of sorrow and despair. One of
his dear friends once said of him, “He
will not only give you the shirt off his
back, but his coat also.”

Stephen's thoughts were not harnessed
to time nor locale; his heart and com-
passion were universal, This is best
revealed by the following copy of a letter
and poem which follows which he mailed
to Radic Moscow in 1971,

Cliff, Kentucky
July 1, 1971

Radio Moscow

International Broadcasting Section
Moscow,

Union of Soviet Socialist Republics

Gentlemen:

May this letter, in some small and
quiet way, express my grief, my sorrow,
at the deaths of George Dobrovolsky,
Vliadislav Volkow, and Viktor Patsayev.
This is not the first time your people, and
ours, have mourned the death of
spacemen, nor shall it be the last.

Those of us who remain, however,
those of us who are only tiny, earthbound
specks of matter without the daring and
ability to undertake such great ad-
ventures, must not let these men die in
vain. As surely as I am human, I am
convinced that someday we can dissolve
our childish differences in the vacuous
seas of space. We have, perhaps more in
anger than in humility, taken the first
fumbling steps down a long, cruel, but
someday, immensely rewarding path-
way. We must not now turn back in fear,
for by turning back, we shall only find
ultimate chaos, Perhaps something I
wrote, concerning earlier and similiarly
tragic events, can best express my
feelings:

A Man’s Thoughts, to a Man

They say our countries are enemies.
Perhaps, but

I really don't think se.

Oh,

we preach different ideologies,

but ideologies flow

down treacherous rapids of difference,
toward Time’s calm oceans

of same.

Then

we may see

what mankind can be,
when we've climbed
from Earth's sod

and starslopes

we've trod,

and birthed us a God
in the image

of Man,

All T now know

is what the Ages will show
that we both were men,

of Icarus, kin;

that we both flew above
this world’s hate,

and it's love;

that my name was Grissom,
and yours,

Komarov.

The same thoughts must hold true for
these latest who have died, and those who
will die in the future.

I would appreciate any effort on your
part to see that a-copy of this letter
reaches the families of Dobrovolsky,
Volkow, Patsayev, and Komarov.

He received a reply from Radio
Moscow stating they had read his letter
and poem five times over their station;
that copies of the letter had been sent to
the four families as he had requested,
and the original letter from him *‘is being
placed in our archives.”

As time has gone by, I am persuaded
there is no death but merely the fulfilling
of God's master plan; that Stephen has
only changed habitats and has reached
the ultimate goal of life everlasting and is
basking in the sunshine of God's love and
care. Of this I am convinced by some
excerpts from a poem I found in the trunk
of his car several months after his going
away.

‘‘Who can say death is tragedy? Could
it be simply a transformation from a
chrysalis to a beautiful night dwelling
moth?

“I tell you now it is no simply
decomposition of flesh! It is just the third
step on the ladder—animal to man and
something more wonderful.

“Be brave when the reaper confronts
you—for the meek shall inherit the earth,
but

The strong, by God, will stride the
paths between the stars.”

Walk on, my son, but walk slowly—
wait for me until my Lord says “Its
enough, Frankie—you, too, may come
home now."

From time immortal, Merry Christ-
mas, friends, and may the Lord's
blessings bring you peace and love.

Kentucky is embarking on a new
slaggered vehicle registration program
designed to reduce the wailing lines at
counly courthouses, according (o the
state Department of Transportation
(KYDOT)

KYDOT Division of Motor Vehicle
Registration Commissioner O. B. Arnold
said license plates will be available at
county courthouses by January 1, 1978,

“We are now moving to a staggered
registration whereby license plates will
be issued according to the month of
vehicle purchase,” Arnold said. *‘The
program will take about six years to
phase in.”"

As in previous years, all cars must be
licensed by March 1, and (rucks, which
are not included in the new system, must
be licensed by April. But, when new cars
are purchased during 1978, and as out-of-
state vehicles are licensed in Kentucky,
new tags will carry new renewal dates.

“Few people realize the tremendous
price we pay for irresponsible drinking in
this country,” Transportiation Safely
Corrdinator Bennie Maffet said recently.

According to Maffet, the combination
of drinking and driving is one of the
major factors coniributing to motor
vehicle accidents in the United States.

He pointed out that a special study
conducted by the National Safety Council
showed that 55 per cent of the Christmas
season's fatal traffic accidents involved
a drinking driver.

“And 1 am particularly concerned
about Lhe number of young people in
drinking-and-driving accidents each
year. Nearly 20,000 people under the age
of 25 die in traffic accidents each year
and, in half these deaths, alcohol is a
contributing factor,"” Maffel said.

*“You see, il's the social drinker, not
the drunk, that is the big problem on our
streets and highways, After all, the social
drinkers vastly outnumber the actual
drunks,” he added.

Unfortunately, most people have the
mistaken idea that a few drinks will not
affect their driving ability. But, the
scientific facts are that the driver’s
ability to react quickly in an emergency
situation is seriously impaired after only
a few drinks,"” Maffet said.

*It is true that even a very intoxicated
person can perform the mechanical
functions of driving. He can start the car,
get it going and even steer it but the
important thing is that he does not have
the judgement or reflexes to do these
things safely, even after just a few drinks
at a holiday party," he said.

“*After a few drinks, even a good driver
becomes a hazard to himself and to

accidents occured on dry reoads during
clear weather,

*'The typical accidents we investigated
during the holiday last year involved a
single passenger vehicle leaving 4 two-
lane road and striking a fixed object
Usually the object was a lree and, in
most instances, alcohol or excessive
speed was involved,”" he said

According to Maffet, seven fatalilies
occurred during the Christmas holiday
week-end in 1976.

Medal for Valor

Army National
awarded the
Medal for

Valor
S-Sgt. Hugh C. Ross and SP5 Harmon
D. Cross, both of Frankfort, and Sgl.

John R. Larka, of Paducah, received the
award from Maj. Gen. Richard L
Frymire, Kentucky's adjutant general
during the annual conference of Lhe
Enlisted Association, National Guard of
Kentucky

Ross and Cross were honored for their
roles in the rescue of several flood vie-
1ims in Pineville April 5. The two medical
evacuation helicopter crewmembers
rescued three elderly women stranded on
4 church rooftop after several other
rescue atlempls had been foiled by swift
water current and high voltage lines
dangerously near the roof

In high winds, Cross was lowered by
hoist approximalely 70 feel Lo the rooftop
and the two men worked to lift the women
into the aireraflt one-by-one. Meanwhile,
the helicopter, flown by Capt, Willoughby
Goins and CW3 Billy Tomlinson, had to
hover in deteriorating weather

The heavy load and low fuel forced the
aircraft to leave Cross on the roof until
the women could be delivered to a
hospital and the aircraft could be
refueled.

Later in the day, the same technique
was used to rescue an elderly man.

Larka earned his award for rescuing a
fellow National Guardsman who was
drowning in a Fort Hood, Tex. swimming
pool. During annual training in July,
while off-duly, he saw a small Guards-
man altempting to pull another man
from the pool, with no success.

Larka raced to the scene and saw that
the victim was lying on the bottom of the
pool, under 10 feel of water, He managed
to pull the apparently lifeless victim
from the pool and first aid was ad-
ministered. His efforts were credited
wilh saving the individual's life.

Frymire and others attending the
conference had high praise for the three
men, noting that their professionalism
served as an example of the type of
response Kenluckians can expect from
their National Guardsmen

Old Christmas at Jenny Wiley

Take a day in January. To many
persons, young and old, it is the af-
termath of Christmas, and cold weather,
together with a dull, pewter sky, makes it
a dreary time. But to some aged citizens
of the Commonwealth and to others who
are learning about Old Christmas,
Kentucky towns still are clusters of
brigh! decorations, strung like lights on a
holiday tree

Turn a pine tree on its side and you
have an idea of the shape of Kentucky.
With your hand touching the tree aboutl a
fool beneath the starpoint or Lhe angel
wing. you will be locating a part of the
Commonwealth where 0ld Christmas
will be celebrated at 3 p.m. Jan. B in May
Lodge at Jenny Wiley State Resort Park.

No, Jan. 8 is not Old Christmas Day,
but Jan. 6 is. The founder of this unusual
observance (at least in this modern age
when Chnstmas has been marked on
Dec. 25 since a calendar change was
made centuries ago), Mrs. Edith Fitz-
patrick James, of Prestonsburg, explains
that in the “old days if the wealher was
too bad, the most convenient day nearest
Jan. & would be selected for the
gathering. We try to schedule Old
Christmas on the Sunday closest to Jan
6, suo more folks can gather in."

Kathrvn Frazier, director of the Old
Christmas program, and regular par-
ticipants in the program invite everyone
to visit the park and enjoy a holiday
even! that has none of the com-
mercialization, shopping burdens or
frustrations that seem to accompany
Dec. 25

“We will have pickin’, singin’, story-
telling and dancing,’” said the director
“Of course, the dancing will be mostly
folk dances that were enjoyed in England
and other of the Isles.”

Who belter to add know-how to such a
celebration than Dame Edith James who
had the best of the holidays with two
observances? “It wasn't that we actually
celebrated Christmas on Jan. 6, but we
always talked it and heard stories aboul
how it was different. There was a time
when old folks believed Jesus was born
on Jan. 6, and they continued to observe
Christmas on that date, though the new
date of Dec. 25 became popular.”

Like river town families along the
Ohio, the Licking, the Green or others in
the state, Mrs. James recalls how boats
brought the holiday surprises when she
was a girl growing up along the Big
Sandy. "‘Our cousin, Mertie Weddington,
sent such pretty, little Christmas things
on the boat from Ironton, Ohio. She sent
the fanciest little crackers that would
light and pop. We never missed arrival of
any of the boats during the holidays."

Mrs. James and her parents, Jasper
and Rosalind Evelyn Parsons Filz-
patrick, spent Christmas with relatives
in Garfield House (Col. James A. Gar-
field, later President Garfield, made the
house in Prestonshurg his headquarters
during a Civil War campaign). “The tree
at Garfield House always was a tall one,
standing in the corner to be put of the way
of frolicking voungsters."

She remembered how she and her
teenage friends made the most of two
Christmas Days.

“When it would come near Old
Christmas, Daddy and the older ones
around would start on tales of 0Old
Christmas, how the animals were sup-

“Workmen's compensalion
in Kentucky is a mammoth
problem,” said White, who
represented the American
Insurance Association.

He said the problem is in the
law and its interpretation, not
in the rating standards. And
he also said a state-operated
workmen's compensation
fund, like those in Ohio,
California, West Virginia and
Colorado, is ‘not a viable
alternative” to the Kentucky
problem.

Echoing White's concern for
economic stability, James
Catlett, representing the
Kentueceky Industrial
Development Council, said
Kentucky already has lost at
least 1,000 jobs because of the
rising cost of workmen's
compensation insurance.

Catlett said several large
industrial firms have either
left Kentucky or declined to
expand their Kenlucky
operalions because of
“‘inequities in workmen'’s
compensation.”" He said
businesses could get better
rates in neighboring states.

“The problem seems to be
with the law,”" said Larry
Westmoreland, representing
lhe Independent Insurance
Agents of Kentucky, an
organization of 2,500 mem-
bers.

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Illiteracy May Spawn P—'uﬂpil Tests

Concern about the number
of illiterate high school
graduates (hroughout the
United States has prompted
the state to move toward
competency testing
programs, Dr., Donald Van
Fieet, director of Special
Programs for the Kentucky
Department of Education,
said recently.

Addressing the Lexington
Rotary Club, Van Fleet noted
that such testing is expensive.
Heis currently responsible for
the development of a com-
petency lesting program
which will go before the
legislature for funding in 1978,

A task force organized by
the governor is in the process
of identifying what com-
petency levels students should
master in reading, writing and
arithmetic, The next step will
be to develop diagnostic tests

elementary or high school
years received three different
sets of answers from teachers
in those grades.

Elementary leachers said
the curriculum is too crowded,
Van Fleel conlinwed. Middle
grade teachers felt they had
not been adequately trained in
college for teaching the basic
skills and high school teachers
said it wasn't their job to teach
the basics.

Van Fleet acknowledged
that some pupils are more
difficult to teach than others.
The adult population in
Kentucky has the least formal
education, he said, The adulls
have only 9.9 years of
schooling compared lo the
national average of 12,2
“Children of parents in-
terested in education do

beller,"" he added.

While national lest scores
are declining, they are on the
rise in Kentucky, the educator
said. “'If we don't do anything
we're going to cateh up (with
the nation)."

After the tests have been
developed and implemented,
remedial programs will be
introduced lo aid students who
did not score well. Students
and parents in Florida have
responded f{avorably to
receiving a computer sheet
noting in which areas the pupil
18 strong or not strong, the
speaker said. It helps the
student know more about his
or her abilities than report
cards indicate,

Health Tip

NOSEBLEED
(From the American
Medical Association)

How do you stop a nosebleed? Almost
everyone has his own pel remedy.
Remember when someone told you to
insert a small wad of paper under the
upper lip? After awhile the bleeding
stopped. Of course, the paper probably
didn't really help and the bleeding would
have stopped anyway.

Some individuals, particularly
children, have frequent nosebleeds even
though they have no serious disease.
Small blood vessels under the delicate
nasal lining may rupture easily,
especially during violent exertion.
Nosebleeds are common following a blow
on the nose.

Exposure to high altitudes can cause
nose bleeds. High blood pressure
sometimes is to blame

Loss of blood usually is much less than
the vietim thinks, and unless bleeding
persists, this loss usually isn't serious.

The American Medical Association
offers several approaches that might
help to curb nosebleed—

—Have the victim sit upright, unless he
is faint.

—Apply large, cold, wel towels over
the face, nose and back of the head and
neck.

—Pinch the nostrils together, The
bleeding point often is near the tip of the
nose.

—Keep ‘the victim quiet. Avoid
cottghing, blowing the noseé or walking
about during or soon afler a nosebleed.

—Even talking should be avoided.
Breathe through the mouth.

—If bleeding is severe or prolonged,
see a physician.

Buying Christmas gifts for an out-
doorsman can be a problem, particularly
if the buyer doesn’t know whether a plug
is something you put in a shotgun to limit
its capacity or something to cateh bass
on.

Gift giving should be simplified by the
fact that hunters and fishermen never
have enough gear, tackle or accessories.
But most outdoorsmen also do have very
specific ideas about whal they wanl or
think they need, and this ean complicale
things.

Of course, if you start finding fishing
tackle or hunting supply catalogs strewn
strategically around the house, open 1o
certain pages or with particular items
circled in red ink, you have a pretly good
idea what the sportsman wanls for
Christmas. But if such subtle hints aren’t
forthcoming, you'll have to improvise.

If the sportsman on your list shops
regularly at a certain sporting goods
store, the clerks will probably have
several suggestions. Or a fishing buddy
or hunting partner may be able to help
wilh the selection.

But often a gift certificate, or even
cash, is the best way out. Al least half the
fun of acquiring new gear is going to the
store, trying out the various items,
swapping a few tall tales with the boys
and maybe picking up a hot tip or two
before making the final purchase.

The larger the purchase, the more
involved the recipient should be in the
selection. A boat and motor, a shotgun,
even a new rod and reel or a tackle box
are, in a sense, rather personal items
which even a knowledgeable outdoors-
man hesitates (o select for another. So
it's often better to forego the element of
surprise in favor of making sure the
sportsman gets exactly what he wants.

One gift, however, that you can feel
safe in giving is a 1978 hunting or fishing
license. This is something every sports-
man needs, it's good for an entire vear,

Make Christmas
Merry and Safe

The Christmas tree lights thal set a
child's face aglow with wondrous joy
can be a potential source of tragedy.
Each Christmas season hundreds of
people suffer electrical shock or burns
caused by faulty tree lights. Related fires
have resulted in death,

The Department for Human Resources
reports that in 1975 alone, over 1,200
people nationwide sustained injuries
associated with Christmas tree lights,
Since so many incidents of this nature
are never reported, it is impossible to
calculate the full extent of the problem.

In an effort to prevent possible
tragedies, E. Edsel Moore, manager of
the pesticide and consumer product
safety program, has outlined a number of
safely precautions consumers should
take.

According to Moore, decorative lights
should be examined for cracked sockets,
A faulty socket may be worsened when
replacement bulbs are added. Add-on
connectors, used for plugging in ad-
ditional strings of lights, can become
loose, exposing bare wires,

Following an initial inspection for
deterioration in the insulated wire, one
should grasp the wire about one inch
from each socket and connector and
rotate in a crank-like fashion. Any ex-
posed wire is hazardous.

Each socket should also be inspected
with bulb in place for exposed bulb
contact wires. Thin, hair-like filament
wires may have been improperly
trimmed or extended, presenting shock
hazard.

Finally, the bulb should be removed
and inserted several times to insure
against exposed socket contacts. When
insulated wires become loose at the point
of entry and slide through the socket,
extending beyond its top, there is great
potential for elecirical shock.

Moore concluded, ‘‘These simple,
precautionary measures can help to
insure a safe and merry Christmas for
consumers and retailers alike."

Combs May Get
U. S. Post

Former Gov. Bert Combs is being
considered for a presidential ap-
pointment to the General Advisory
Committee on Arms Control and
Disarmament, The Courier-Journal
reported last week.

The White House press office, however,
would neither confirm nor deny the
report.

It will be at least two weeks before a
group of appointments are made to the
committee, a White House spokesman
said.

Combs, now a Louisville lawyer, said
he would rather not comment, when
asked if he had been approached about
the appointment.

He did confirm reports that FBI agents
have been interviewing his acquain-
tances as part of a pre-appointment
check.

Combs said he has no special
knowledge about arms control and
disarmament, but the White House press
official said no expertise is required.

The committee has been meeting about
12 times a year in Washington, and the
members draw a per diem but no salary.

The committee may contain up to 15
members appointed by the President and
confirmed by the Senate.

When the nsing cost ol
steel and labor made it im-
possible for the Russell
Harrington Cutlery Co. (suc-
cessor to the John Russell
Co.) to make the knives with-
substantial compen:
sating increase in the original
price, manufucture of Bar-
lows was discontinued.

The Barlow was the first
honest-to-goodness, sturdy
folding pocketknife that
could be sold at a price
within reach of the masses—a
knife that could be used for
whittling out everything from
a toothpick to a sled runner
and slicing everything from a
corn on the toe to a side of
meat in the smokehouse. It is
indeed a true piece of Ameri-
cana and a keepsake without

Prestonsburg S
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State Collects Second Fme
Of $25,000 from Coal Firm

Harlan Fuel Company has paid a
$25,000 civil penalty to the state after
being charged with violating Kentucky
water pollution statutes. The penalty
equals the largest civil penalty ever
imposed for a water quality violation
paid in September by Blue Diamond Coal
Co.

Harlan Fuel, charged by the state
Department for Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection with 20
discharges of black water, coal solids or
coal particles into Slater's Fork of the
Cumberland River, is the fifth company
to pay a civil penalty following the filing
of administrative complaints by the
department against seven coal com-
panies last April. The Blue Diamond
settlement resulted from the same group
of complaints.

In addition to the penalty, Harlan Fuel
has agreed to implement a seven-point
“waler pollution abatement plan''
developed by the company.

State officials expect implementation
of the plan to correct what was generally
termed a “‘maintenance’’ problem with
the company's coal preparation plant, No
estimates as to the cost of corrections
were available but the company has
already spent $400,000 since 1975 to im-
prove the general conditions of the plant.

Other companies charged with water
pollution last April that have reached
agreement with the department and the
penalties they paid are:

—Pathfork-Harlan Coal Co., Harlan,
$9.000.
. —Newera Coal Resources, Pikeville,
$23,800.

—Crescent Coal Co., Millers Creek,
$7,000.

Negotiations with the remaining two
companies are in progress, according Lo
department aitorneys.

Plans New Coal Processor
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Chart depicts process of proposed demonstration plant,

The American Electric Power System,
of which Kentucky Power Company is a
part, last Thursday announced plans to
construct a demonstration plant in south-
eastern Ohio to prove a new coal-
cleaning process that could lead to the
wider use of high-sulfur coal.

In pilot-plant operation, the unique
process, developed by Otisca Industrial,
Ltd., Syracuse, N. Y., has removed
significant amounts of sulfur, ash and
other impurities from coal by passing it
through a bath of heavy liquid. Based on
the principle of specific gravity, the
process separates coal particles, which
float to the top, from the impurities,
which sink to the bottom. After drying,
the coal is then ready for burning, while
the impurities are collected for disposal.

W. 8. White, Jr., AEP chairman, said
that the company's investment in the
demonstration unit will be $6.7-million,
Construction will begin as soon as
possible, with production scheduled
within two years. It is expected that the
unit will produce 125 tons of clean coal
per hour when in full operation.

McJunkin’s Branch
At Allen To Close

The Allen branch of the McJunkin
Corporation will end 50 years of
operation Jan. 1 with its merger with the
Pikeville branch, it was announced last

_week.

The company, a major supplier of oil
and gas drilling and electrical equip-
ment, will transfer five of its six em-
ployees al the Allen branch to Pikeville.

The demonstration plant will be built in
the Muskingum Mine area of Ohio Power
Company, another operating subsidiary
of AEP. The cleaned coal will be used at
Ohio Power's nearby Muskingum River
Plant.

Significance of this announcement
lies in the promise of the new process to
make higher-sulfur coal, prevalent in the
Eastern states, more usable for electric
power generation, and lo do so more
efficiently and at less cost than by other
means. This is important, White ex-
plained, because of the environment-
related prohibitions or inhibitions in-
volved in the use of such coal without a
substantial reduction in its sulfur con-
tent,

In 1976 the AEP System used almost 36
million tons of coal to generate about 90
percent of its electric power at 13 coal-
fired power plants in five coal-bearing
states. In general, coal in Ohio and In-
diana is high in sulfur; in Kentueky and
northern West Virginia, medlum in
sulfur, and in southern West Virginia and
Virginia, low in sulfur.

*We must make maximum use of the
coal available within our service area,
and we see, in Lhe Otisca process, a
means to this end,” White said. Aside
from . making the c¢oal more en-
vironmentally acceptable, he added, the
process also improves its Btu level,
resulting in more kilowatthours of
electricity per ton burned. ““Thus,” he
concluded, *‘we get an improved en-
vironment, as well as greater efficiency
and economy at a lower cost than would
otherwise be possible."

In addition to Ohio Power, three other
AEP System utilities operate coal-fired
power plants, They are Appalachian
Power Company, Indiana & Michigan
Electric Company and Kentucky Power
Company.

It could cost the stale an additional $3
million or more annually to house
prisoners in local jails after the new
district courts go into operation Jan. 2,
according to state Finance Department
projections.

Moore said he took into consideration
the fact that many prisoners may only be
lodged in jail for part of a day before
being released under the pre-trial release
system, instead of spending a couple of
days in the jail.

Under pre-trial release, a judge can
order a prisoner released pending trial if
he meets certain conditions.

Moore said it was difficult to tell if he
had given pre-trial release enough
weight in making the projection,

' OSHA To Revoke 1,100 Regulations

More than 1,100 safety rules that have
no direct or immediate effecl on worker
safety or health are to be revoked, Labor
Secretary Marshall and Assistant
Secretary Eula Bingham announced in a
joint news conference

The (wo officials explained that
provisions proposed for revocation in-
clude such examples as 10 of 12 pages ol
rules on portable wood ladders, toilet
seat requirements, and specificalions for
fire extinguisher mounting heights

The Occupational Safety and Health
Administration (OSHA) is also issuing
special directions Lo inspectors that will
in most cases eliminale citations and
penalties for violations of rules that have
little or nothing to do with employee
safety and health.

“A few months ago, Dr. Bingham and |
announced that we were redirecting the
agency to focus on the serious hazards
in the workplace,”” said Marshall. "'The
action is another significant step in our
efforts.

“Unnecessary and overly complex
regulations place a tremendous burden
not only on businesses but also on our
limited inspection resources. As a result,
worker health and safety suffers.

“Thousands of working people suffer
serious accidents and illnesses each
year,” explained Marshall, “'yet to the
best of our knowledge none has been
caused by the shape of a toilet seal or
because a fire extinguisher was two

inches too low. That's why we are today
taking steps to eliminate this kind of
picayune regulation

“Tt is in the interest of business,
American workers and OSHA to stop nit-
plcking and concentrale our efforts on
the real hazards to life and limb."

Dr. Bingham said, ‘*The significance of
this action goes beyond the obvious
henefits to employers and workers,
Today's announcemeni marks one of the
few times in history a government
regulatory agency has decreased ils
rules, rather than adding more.”

Dr. Bingham pointed out that the
standards revocation project is only a
beginning step in the agency's efforts to
streamline and simplify job safety and
health regulations. She added that Lhe
agency also will be proposing complete
revisions of several major sections of Lthe
general industry standards covering
guch topics as walking and working
surfaces, fire protection and machinery
and machine guarding.

The proposed revocation project in-
cludes four specific elements, which
were explained by the assistant
secretary,

“First, we are announcing our in-
tention Lo revoke more than 1,100 job
safety and health provisions from the
general industry standards,” she ex-
plained.

‘Most of the rules we are proposing for
revocation,” Dr. Bingham said, “were

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Recollections of Christmases

As long ago as 1 can remember,
Mommie and Pa and *'us children'' had
lived on a little bank, at the foot of a hill,
in next-to-the-last-house on the head of
the Conley Fork of Abbott.

Across the branch from us, there was
another hill, with a big cedar tree right at
the tip-top of it.

It was a pretty tree. Its limbs were long
and thick; a little ways from the ground;
then they tapered off, until one limb at
the top pointed straight toward heaven.

And it was an endurable tree; its trunk
was sturdy, and its rools were deep-
down.

This tree provided a good place for the
song-birds to build their nests during the
summer. And after the first red-birds
would herald the arrival of snow in the
winter, its branches would often become
heavy-laden, and gusts of wind would
send swirls of snowflakes along the hill-
fop.

Not once, back then, did it ever occur to
me that our cedar was put here on this
earth for a Christmas tree—for at that
time none of us had ever heard of
celebrating that Great Day in such a
manner.

Nor were “‘us children™ ever led to
believe in Santa Claus. As soon as we
were old enough to understand what
Mommie and Pa were talking about, they
said to us:

‘“There's not any such-a-thing as a
Santie Claus.”

Just as one of the greatest realizations
of my life came with the assurance that:
“God is in His Heaven, and all is right
with the world,” the saddest an-
nouncement 1 had to accept during my
childhood was the one made by my
parents about the jolly old elf.

For 1 wanted that ''big, fat, white-
bearded, rosy-cheeked, good-hearted,
old feller” we'd heard so much about
from the more well-to-do girls and boys
in our little neighborhood, to sq-u-e-e-z-e
down through our chimney, and find our
stockings hung on big, old nails right
beside our fireplace, and for him to hunt-
around in that great, big pack he was
reported to have flung over his back, and
find pretties for us, just like those other
children were always claiming he'd
found for them!

But not once, during all those years,
did any Santa Claus ever sel foot on the
hearthstone of our little household.

And so we spent our Christmases this-
a-way:

We'd all gather in a semi-circle around
our wood-fireplace, and talk about things
like:

Whether we were going to have enough
canned-goods, and pickled stuff, and
shuck beans, and dried apples, and
streaked meat to feed us the rest of the
winter ;. .. .

And what chance there was of the cow
giving milk up to springtime . . .

Or if there was any hope of the hens
laying enough eggs during the cold spells
for usto buy stuff like flour, and salt, and
soda, and sugar, and coffee, and lamp-oil

About that time, somebody'd always
bring out the newest copy of Ladies’
Birthday Almanac, and I can still just
aboul see the looks on the faces of my
blessed family when Pa'd read portions
such as these to us:

“Heavy snow across Plains;

“Rain and unsettled in West;

“*Cold and squally in East,;

**Mostly fair in Appalachian Region” . .

By the time we'd get a pretty fair
notion of what the coming months held in
store for us (weatherwise), and we
children would begin getting restless
because no reindeer hoofs had been
heard on our board-roof, Mommie'd
always give a little quick jump, out of her
cane-bottomed chair, and march just like
@ queen to the “press' beside the
fireplace.

For ‘twas in there that she and Pa had
hidden what we always referred to,
mouth-wateringly, as, '‘Little Ben Davis
apples," they'd gathered from the trees
in our garden, the fall before, and had
wrapped, oh, so carefully, in pages
they'd torn from Cardui calendars, and
Sears and Roebuck and Montgomery
Ward and Padgett Marble Company
catalogs, and had packed them in a little
nail-keg to save for Christmas evening.

And Mommie would always put the
apples in her big, old apron pocket and’'d
walk out about middle-ways of the floor,
and start calling out:

“Eliza . .. Will . . . Pat” ... and on
down to “Julia, and, finally, “Docia."”

As she'd call our names, she'd place a
little, wrinkled, Ben Davis apple in our
cupped-up hands.

After she'd given the choicest apple of
all to Pa, she'd always return (empty-
handed) to her cane-bottomed chair
beside the fireplace.

For "twas understood that she'd never
take an apple for herself, or accept one
from any of us, until after we'd all joined
together in a little chant, that went like
this:

“P-l-e-a-s-e take an apple, Mommie, so
you can eat it with the restof us!"

Then, the greatest honor that could've
been bestowed upon anyone on this earth
was given to one of us children:

For it was then that Mommie'd pick-
out the one she wanted to make that
Great Presentation to her.

One memorable Christmas Evening
she chose me to do her that honor, and as
I placed that little apple inside Mom-
mie's precious, gnarled hands, | knew, in
some small measure, how Three Wise
Men must've fell when they presented
their gifts to the Christ Child, so long ago.

For some reason, it wasn't long after
I'd made this gift to Mommie, that 1
began lo understand (and to forgive) her
and Pa for telling us children ‘‘There's
not any such-a-thing as a ‘'Santie’
Claus."

But it has long been aptly said thal
“children will be children."” And so it was
that understanding and forgiveness could
not erase the longing in my heart for
pretties at Christmastime. And this
feeling persisted until after one glorious
day, when Mommie and Pa and ‘'us
children had moved to a house, about a
mile away, right in the middle of
Bonanza,

And I was sitting beside Sister Julia in
a big, old seat inside the Bonanza school-
house, trying to get my lessons when a
little wisp of a woman who wouldn't have
weighed an ounce over 90 pounds, and
was wearing a white middy-and-skirt
{with a red tie hanging down the front),
and canvas slippers that couldn't've been
a size bigger than 4!, and with salt-and-
pepper colored hair, done up in a twist on
the top of her head, and eyes that pierced
the very soul, came slipping inside our
schoolroom—just exactly like a little
snowbird.

Directly, our teacher said to us:

“Children, Mrs. Lloyd has something
she wants to talk with you about."

It was then that Mrs, Alice Sarah
Geddes Lloyd, that grand, little lady
from far-off Boston who'd built Caney
Creek Communily Center (now Alice
Lloyd College) so well that *‘Aunt"
Suzanne, who lived across the creek from
that school, in a one-room, windowless
log cabin, had described it as ‘‘a city
drapped straight from Heaven,"” . . . told
us she wanted Lo start one of her schools
right there in Bonanza. And she said she
would like to send us some teachers from
“Away-Off-Yonder."

The parents in our little neighborhood
were all well-pleased when we school-
children bore Mrs. Lioyd's message to
them that evening, and the next year
Bonanza Community Center was started.

As Christmastime drew near, '‘them
Caney Creek teachers,” as all of us
respectfully called them, began talking
about a program . . .

And soon we joyfully and untiringly
practiced carols, and stories, and poems,
and ‘‘plays,” day in and day out.

Then, one never-lo-be-forgotten day,
one of our teachers said to us, “‘Children,
Mrs. Lloyd is going to send us some
Christmas *‘pretties’."

Some of the boys and girls in that
schoolroom laughed and slapped their
hands; some of them cried for joy; and a
few of the big boys stomped their feet on
the floor for a long time, after we heard
that announcement,

For a while, T was numb and
speechless from shock. Pretties for me at
Christmastime? After all those years of
heartaches: ‘‘Surely,” 1 thought to
myself," there must be some mistake"

But, directly, one of ‘‘them Caney
Creek teachers’ said, ‘“‘Children, we
must have a Christmas-tree to put our
pretties on;"" then asked, ‘Do any of you
know where we might find a pretty, big
cedar tree?’’

[ knew right then and there where we
might find “a pretty, big cedar tree''! It
was standing on the tip-top of a hill,
across the branch from next-to-the-last-
house on the head of the Conley Fork of
Abbott Creek! Right where it'd been
standing, lo, those many years!

It was then that I whispered-to-myself:

“Why, that cedar was put here on this
earth for a Christmas tree.”

I ran every step home after school had
turned out that evening, and said to
Mommie and Pa:

“P-l-e-a-s-e let them Caney Creek
teachers have our cedar tree, so they can
put them Christmas pretties Mrs. Lloyd
is going to send us on it!"

And to this day, I believe the tears that
came into my parents’ tired, blessed
eyes, came not so much from sadness in
parting with something long-cherished as
from joy at being able to provide a tree
for the first Christmas pretties any of
their children were ever to receive.

Mommie and Pa and us children were
there when the big boys brought the sled
bearing our cedar into the schoolyard.
We picked up all the limbs that had
shattered from its branches, to take
home with us for keepsakes. We noticed a
bird's nest on one of the branches.

The nest was still there when we saw it
on that wonderful Christmas Evening.
But our cedar had been miraculously
transformed into something . . . the likes
of which we'd never seen;

It glittered with tinsel, and icicles, and
bells and snowflakes, and angels . . . and
on its top limb there was a star . . . with
its farthermost point reaching right
toward Heaven . . .

All over that tree, and on the floor
beneath it, there were pretties,

After our program had ended, there
came a knock outside that classroom
doar. . ...

And then that Santa Claus, his very
own self, stomped inside, with a great,
big pack flung over his back; and, pretty
soon, he started calling out names of
children that were in our school, from the
Conley Fork and the Frazier Fork, and
the Left-Hand Fork of Abbott, and Bee
Fork, and Copperas Lick, and Cliff, and
the Elliott Point, and the Long Fork and
the Lick Fork of Jenny's Creek, and
Little Paint, and Middle Creek, and the
Purity Holler, and Bonanza . . . (in-
cluding everyone of us children . . . ex-
cept me),

My family huddled around me, and 1
heard some of them say, “Don’t cry,
Honey."” But I cried, and [ cried , . .

Until finally, as I was wiping the tears
onmy coat sleeve, [ got a glimpse of that
“big, fat, white-bearded, rosy-cheeked,
good-hearted old feller” stretching his
arms clear around lo the far side of the
topmost limb of that Christmas tree . .

And . . . before long, he brought down a
pretty.

It was a doll! A beautiful doll, with
dark brown curly hair, and pearly-white
teeth, and pink fingernails and toenails!

And it had on a white dress, covered all-
over with lace, and set off with little bows
of ribbon .

Finally, Old Santa squinted his eyes,
and started looking at a card that was
tied around that doll's neck . . . And, aflter
what seemed like a miniature eternity,
he gave a big, deep, ""Ho! Ho! Ho!"" and
called out :

“This here last “‘purty'"is for . . . D-o-c-
i-a B-a-l-d-r-i-d-g-e!"”

The card around my dell’s neck bore
the message:

“Merry Christmas From Caney Creek
Community Center."

Years passed, and after I'd completed
my learning at Bonanza High School, I
went to Mrs. Lloyd's Caney Creek
Community Center, where college
students were called, "‘Caney girls'" and
“Caney Boys."” and 'twas there I met a
*Caney Boy'' named Carl. And after we
were married, and our Judy and our
Susie were born, Mrs. Lloyd signed her
letters to us, “Your Mother." And she
called our children, *'Caney's Grand-
children."” She'd send boxes and barrels
of “‘pretties” to our schoolchildren, and
always she'd plea with us to remain in
our beloved hill country.

And, asalways, we minded her, until . .

Carl accepted a job, teaching at the
University of South Carolina, and 1
taught first grade in one of the schools
there.

The last year, during our stay there,
Christmas was nearing, and, through 1
knew full well that Mrs. Lloyd sent
“pretties” only to children in what's
referred to as ‘‘the Appalachian
Region,”" I wrote her a letter, which
(paraphrased) read:

“Our Dear Mrs, Lloyd,

““The hearts of sharecroppers’ children
can ache for lack of ‘pretties’ on
Christmas morning, just as much as the
hearts of our beloved mountain children
can ache. My 12 little girls need doll-
babies; my 13 little boys need red
trucks!”

It takes six days to get a reply to a
letter sent from Columbia, South
Carolina, to Pippa Passes, Kentucky
(where Alice Lloyd College is nestled),

Exactly six days from the time I sent
my plea to Mrs. Lloyd for ‘‘pretties,”
Carl called from the University of South
Carolina to the school where 1 was
teaching.

“There’s a package here for you."

“Where's it from?"" 1 asked.

*'Caney Creek Community Center!"
came his reply.

We opened the package at home, that
evening. And in it there were: bells, and
tinsel, and icicles, snowflakes, angels,
and a star for my children’s Christmas
tree. _

And it also contained 12 little (hand-
dressed) dolls, and 13 little, bright red
trucks.

As Carl held one of those trucks in his
hands, I saw a look of sadness in his face,
and finally, he said to me, **When I was a
child, T would gladly have given good
years of my life, just to have found a little
red truck, like these, under a decorated
tree, even just once, on Christmas
morning."

More years have passed now, and Carl
and Mommie and Pa, and most of us
children, and Mrs. Lloyd have gone to be
with the One whoese birthday we are
about to celebrate.

I think of them often, and especially at
Christmastime.

And 1 think of those little Ben Davis
apples, and the beautiful cedar tree, with
my doll hanging on its {op-most limb.

But, oh, I think most of all about a tiny
boy of more than half a century ago—and
about the little red truck he didn’t find
“‘under a decorated tree, even just one on
Christmas morning."

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'Mining Men Hear Bitter Truth
Of New Strip-Mine Regulations

By JIM PARKS
(In The Courier-Journal)

Lexington, Ky.—Despite being
responsible for enforcing the toughest set
of federal strip-mining standards yet
enacted, Walter N. Heine stressed to a
large audience of Kentucky coal men
yesterday that states will continue to
have crucial roles in determining how the
standards are applied.

The federal government's chief strip
mine law enforcer greeled more than
1,000 Kentucky coal operators here with
conciliatory words and a plea for their
cooperation in applying the new federal
strip mine law.

Heine siressed the large role of the
state government in enforcing the law
next year and minimized the federal
government's clout. He conceded,
however, that the agency may have little
choice in the matter during its first year
of existence due to current funding
delays that have resulted in Heine being

} tle new agency’s sole employee to date.

‘1 intend to make this a program ac-

. live and responsive to state needs," said
Heine, who until recently was the main
enforcer of Pennsylvania’s strip mine
and reclamation laws.

He expressed confidence in the ability
of states to enforce the federal law and
pledged that future federal regulations
will “provide the greatest degree of
regional interpretation and flexibility."

It will be my intent—and I will expect
my staff—to be altentive to your con-
cerns and not be disagreeable even when
we disagree,” he said.

“We all know that the law is not per-
fect,” he said. At some point, some
adjustment will be necessary,”

After the speech, Heine said he in-
tended for his remarks to be conciliatory
toward the coal industry. ‘I also hope the
whole progam will be conciliatory,” he
said.

Then he added, *“We also have a very
strong mandate from Congress. We can’t
compromise away the key features of the
act."”

Heine'’s remarks were greeted politely
Dy what state Natural Resources
Secretary Robert Bell described as the
state’s largest gathering ever of coal
men.

The Department for Natural
Resources and Environmental
Protection had prepared for 750 people at
the meeting, but 1,005 registered, and
others atlended without registering.

When attorney Marrs Allen May, of
Pikeville, tried lo__'p'm Heine down on

how flexible he would be in interpreting
regulations, Heine answered, ‘‘as
flexible as the law allows.”

The crowd laughed.

Later, as a state official described in
detail the new law's requirements, many
operators shook their heads and mur-
mered “‘impossible.”

And, when an unidentified South-
eastern Kentucky mine operator con-
fronted Heine after his speech with the
problems involved in complying with the
act on very sleep mountainsides, Heine
said, ““There may be some areas where
mining will not be possible.”

While most of Heine's speech was
conciliatory, he said he expected states
to enforce the law and, that operators,
“who scoff at the law and continuously
violate it, will soon find out what the
penalties were put into the law for.”

Most of the law’s initial provisions for
new mines go into effect next year on
Feb. 3 and on May 3 for existing mines.
For the most part, the states will be
responsible for enforcing the law most of
next year because Heine's Office of
Surface Mining Reclamatlion and En-
forcement now has no staff.

Most of the work done on regulations to
enforce the lJaw has been done by a task
force of 35 people borrowed from other
government agencies.

The appropriations for Heine’s office
are tied up in Congress in a conference
committee. Because the bill invelved
now includes money for the controversial
Clinch River breeder reactor and the B-1
bomber, Heine said il is impossible to
predict when money will be approved for
a staff.

Heine said he had done as much as
possible to get the office established.

Office space has been rented for
regional offices, and some people have
been interviewed for key jobs in the
agency, Heine said. He should be able to
begin hiring people as soon as the money
is appropriated, he said.

But it may be midsummer before the
agency is able to get a “‘handle on the
situation,’” he said.

The agency will have about 800 em-
ployees, Heine said. About 200 will be in
Washington, 192 in Charleston, W. Va.,
156 in Knoxville, and the other 250 in
regional offices in Indianapolis, Kansas
City and Denver.

The law will prohibit operators from
bulldozing dirt and rock over steep
hillsides and will prohibit them from
leaving visible highwalls or cliffs along
mountainsides when they've removed
the coal.

In the words of the act, the operators
will be required to shore the dirt and rock
and replace it on the bench on mountain-
sides, returning the land to its ap-
proximate original contour.

The act also requires operators to plan
for subsequent uses for the mined land
before they start mining it.

Other regulations cover mining on
prime farmland, the return of topsoil to
the mine site, control of drainage from
mine sites, dams created while mining,
blasting and replanting mine sites.

Paul Patton, a coal operator from
Virgie, asked Heine about regulations
that cover the surface activities of un-
derground mines for the first time.
Patton said it would be impossible for all
the state's underground mines to comply
with the act by May 3 because the
available engineers and construction

equipment could not do the job.

Heine noted thalt deep mines disturb
little surface land and that the
regulations contain some provisions for
extending the compliance date. "It will
have Lo be judged as we go along," he
said.

In an interview after his speech, Heine
said he doubted Lhat the law would put
very many small coal operators out of
business, as many indusiry spokesmen
have argued.

He said that they will change their
attitudes after they understand the
regulations and have some experience
with them.

The same claims were made in Penn-
sylvania a decade ago when a strict law
was adopted there, Heine said, but coal
production grew at a faster rate afler
the regulations were adopted than
before.

Most of the regulations don’t affect
small operators—producers of less than
100,000 tons a year—until January 1979.
