Leaders Dissatisfied
AsOne Grant OK’d

The Economic Development Ad-
ministration (EDA) dashed the hopes of
counties and cities in the Seventh
Congressional district for grants on a
wide variety of public projects when fund
allocations were announced, shortly
before Christmas, and the lone grant
made for the aréa was greeted with less
than enthusiagm.

When Congressman Tim Lee Carter's
district, the rockribbed Republican
Fifth, received six of the 14 EDA grants
made in Kentucky, Seventh District
Congressman Carl D. Perkins com-
mented, ‘“‘They must have had a
Republican computer down there.”

And when EDA’'s one grant in the
Seventh district was made for extension
of Salyersville's water system instead of
a new elementary school, Big Sandy
ADD, as well as Magoffin school of-
ficials, was unhappy. The Salyersville
preliminary grant approval was for
$446,000.

Joe McCauley, executive director of
Big Sandy ADD, said area planners are
disappointed that the water extension
project, lowest on the ligt - nrigrities,
got the grant and in doi .iay have
killed off Magoffin coun .ances for a
$1.5 million elementary school.

The disgust of planners was heightened
by the water extension grant for Salyers-
ville because, they said, water for the
new lines won't be available for three
years yet, and the city isn't sure of its
source of supply.

“*The board of education and the county
government agree that the No. 1 need is
for children. They wanted no competing
application for fear they would lose the
school—and they did lose it,” Mr. Me-
Cauley commented.

County Judge Borders had even
refrained from filing for funds for a new
jail, fearing such an application would
hurt the chances of the school.

Big Sandy ADD had a dozen other
projects, but Magoffin received the only
consideration, presumahly because of its
high unemployment rate.

McCauley said Kennoy Engineers, of
Lexington, worked with Salyersville
Mayor John Combs in readying the
application for waler extension funds.

“Some consultants could care less
about how the project fits into
priorities,’” he added.

Strike Enters
Its 80th Day

The strike of approximately 300
members of the O0il, Chemical and
Atomic Workers International Union
against the Kentucky West Virginia Gas
Company entered its 80th day Tuesday,
and the end is not yet in sight,

The last meeting of company and union
representatives with a federal mediator
was held Dec. 30 at South Point, 0.,
without result. Another meeting is
scheduled Jan. 12 in Winchester.

Since the onset of the strike, the
company has reported nine separale acts
of vandalism which damaged gas lines
and in some instances inlerrupted ser-
vice.

R. T. Daniel, company representative,
said nobody could say who is guilty of the
dynamitings but added that such in-
cidents occur only when there is a strike.

Hubert Halbert, president of the OCAW
local union, declared the blasts were not
the work of union members. He pointed
out that others may have seized on time
of strike as an opportunity for them to
‘‘get back'' at the company. “*And they
have reason to do so,” he added.

The last line damage resulted at
Christmas. On Christmas eve a six-foot
section of an eight-inch line was ripped
out near Eastern, and on Christmas day
a 16-foot section of the same size line was
damaged on Turkey Creek. A 10-inch line
also was dynamited near Fourseam,

PSC Approves
Beaver-Elkhorn
Service to 144

The Kentucky Public Service Com-
mission has granted a certificate of
convenience and necessity to the Beaver-
Elkhorn Water District for the con-
struction of water distribution facilities
in the revised service area of the David
Water District and has ordered the
district to refund tap fees to 56 applicants
who cannot reasonably and feasibly be
provided with water service at this time:

According to a study conducted by
Kennoy Engineers, Inc., Beaver-Elkhorn
can provide service at this time to 144 of
its 203 applicants.

The Dec. 15 commission order requires
the company to refund the tap fees, with
interest al a rate of six per cent, to the 56
applicants who cannot be provided with
service at this time.

The commission also ordered the
district to attempt to secure financing to
provide water service to any of these 58
applicants “where conditions result in
the area being economically and
hydraulically feasible for water ser-
vice."

Financing for the proposed facilities in
David, which will be operated by the
David Water District, will come from a
$300,000 federal Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) grant and a $286,000
grant from the Appalachian Regional
Commission (ARC).

people telling Christmas stories. We try
to pick a Sunday for Lhe party, one that
falls closest to Jan. 6.”" This year's Old
Christmas party at May Lodge, Jenny
Wiley State Resort Park, will be 3 p.m,
Sunday, Jan. 9.

Pickers and singers are invited from
all over—from Tug River, Russell and
Levisa forks of Big Sandy, from up Big
Sandy and from down Little Sandy, from
Beaver and Johns Creek and along the
Licking.

The group also joins in Christmas
chanting, sans music, and '‘sometimes
we do singing from puddle noles.”
Puddle notes are described by the
vivacious, white-haired Floyd countian
as ‘‘shaped notes."

What happened to the date of Christ-
mas? Mrs. James said the custom of Old
Christmas was a survival of days in Old
Europe when the Julian Calendar
marked Jan. 6 as the day of the birth of
the Christ Child. **When the present day
Gregorian calendar was accepted in 1752,
many early Anglo-Saxon settlers in
America did not want to discontinue their
heritage and discard old customs,'’ she
said.

Another version explains that for about
300 years after the birth of Jesus in
Bethlehem, Christians celebrated on
various dates. In the fourth century,
Bishep Liberius and Christians of Reme
marked the birth on Dec. 25. However,
Christians of Egypt always celebrated
Jan. 6, a custom still observed by many
members of the Eastern Orthodox
Church.

As adventurers and their families
began leaving the coastal areas and
crossing rivers and mountains to make
new homes, they carried tradition with
them. In the landlocked log houses of the
Appalachian Highlands, Old Christmas
customs were locked in with them for
many years, then gradually gave way to
Dec, 235.

“We'll have music makers from up and
down the creeks,” said Mrs. James, "‘and
we'll dance the Killikranke and maybe
the sword dance. Do come and observe a
joyful time."

Carroll Office
Confirms Study
Of Highway 40

Governor Julian M. Carroll's office
lasg week confirmed the statement made
a week earlier by State Senator Jim
Hammond in The Floyd County Times
that the Kentucky Department of Trans-
portation has been asked to expedite a
project planning and environmental
impact study for an improved route in
the KY 40 or KY 3 corrider in Eastern
Kentucky.

The study is examining both the
existing routes and alternative locations
for a highway between Paintsville and
the West Virginia stale line near War-
field, Martin county. The study will
consider potential use, probable cost and
the environmental impaet of each
alternative 3

It will also include consideration of a
new crossing of Tug Fork.

Senator Hammond requested that the
Department of Transportation look into
the feasibility of a more southerly route,

The study, already under way for some
time, includes an alternate route south of
KY 40, between Prestonsburg and Inez,
according to State Transportation
Secretary John C. Roberts, Roberts said
the project is being planned as a regular
federal-aid primary project, should
funding become available for con-
struction.

No schedule for completion of the study
has been made. Roberts said that any
final decision about routing is still many
months away, since the project must be
reviewed by various local, state and
federal agencies for its impacl on the
environment.

Mine Foreman Wins
Discrimination Case

In an unprecedented lawsuit over mine
safety, a 27-year-old underground coal
miner has won 8% months” back pay and
reinstatement in his job as section
foreman.

On December 6, Steve Ratliff returned
to work on the evening shift at Standard
Sign and Signal Company’s May Mine in
Pike county. He had been fired last
March 23 for refusing to take his crew of
men into a mine which had been closed
down by federal mine safety officials for
hazardous roof conditions

Ratliff filed safety discrimination
charges against Standard Sign and
Signal under section 110(b) of the 1969
Coal Mine Health and Safety Act. He
apparently was the first mine foreman
since the passage of the Act to file safety
discrimination charges against any coal
company.

In late October, the Council of the
Southern Mountains and United Mine
Workers of America District 12 filed a
Joint suit to force the Department of the
Interior to conduct investigations into
110¢b) cases. If that lawsuit is won, such
investigations will greatly improve the
chances for more miners like Steve
Ratliff who are fired because of actions
related to safety matters

Last year, federal funds were allocated by HUD in such
fashion that the Seventh Congressional district occupied the
stepchild role while Republican areas of the state were favored.

Two weeks ago, federal EDA funds followed that example, and
only one application for funds from this district was honored
while six of the fourteen projects funded in Kentucky are in the
heavily Republican Fifth district.

Although Congressman Tim Lee Carter, of the Fifth district,
insists there was nothing political about the recent allocation of
funds, the pattern established may indeed justify the Seventh
district’s Congressman Carl D. Perkins’ statement to the effect
that EDA in.determining which projects deserve funding ‘must
have had a Republican computer down there.”

Motives are difficult to read, but the facts of political life being
what they are, we wouldn’t be surprised if the Democratic
Seventh didn‘t get its comeuppance.

But all is not lost. Chances are that within a few months we will
be using this example of alleged political favoritism to get more

than our share.

Then it will be Tim Lee Carter’s turn to yell bloody political

murder,

A New Year for Politics

A new year will bring to Floyd county, among other things, a
political campaign for county offices. This is truly politics at the
““grassroots,”” with neighbors, friends, sometimes even kinsmen,
aligned against each other, and the final results often hinging

upon a few votes.

The importance of these offices is sometimes lost to the
electorate as the emotional becomes the overriding factor. On
occasion, the candidates themselves lose their dignity and sense
of direction in the heat of battle.

That is viewing negatively the upcoming struggle for position,
power and influence. But it is important, we think, for us all to be
aware of the dangers inherent in local politics.

We think it is important that the voter make an earnest effort
to determine who will best serve in each office and that he or she
demand of these candidates for office more than promises of
official conduct that is entirely foreign to that candidate’s
past record as a private citizen.

Those who will put these officials into office should demand
that they as candidates do not substitute for their own qualifica-
tions statements attacking their opponents and distracting the
voters’ attention from the real issues.

We long ago decided that if a candidate’s only recom-
mendation for support lies in his ability to downgrade his op-
ponent his qualifications are not those which fit an individual for

public service.

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Hammond Co-Sponsored 4 Bills

Senator Hammond in

Frankfort, Ky.—First-year Sen. Jim
Hammond (D-Prestonsburg) saw Senate
Bill 20, the last of four bills which he co-
sponsored, complete its long journey
through both legislative houses during
the final day of the recent special session
of the General Assembly. SB 20 relates to
the new judiciary courts system.

However, later that Dec. 18 afternoon,
Hammond watched with disappointment
as his amendment to House Bill 28 was
defeated by a roll call of 15 to 21 with one
abstention. His amendment had provided
for increased availability to the public of
insurance statistical data used as a basis
for rate increases.

Other legislation co-sponsored by
Hammond that now awaits the Gover-
nor’s signature includes:

—Senate Bill 5, which provides for the
establishment of a division of mine safety
analysts within the state Department of
Mine and Minerals.

—Senate Bill 6, relative to the sales and
use tax, would exempt machinery used
directly in the processing and packaging
of raw materials and finished products,
the processing and packaging of farm
and dairy products for sale and the ex-
traction of minerals, ores, ‘coal and
natural gas.

—Senate Bill 18, which requires
election ineach county of a county judge-
executive, beginning in 1977 for a four-
year term.

Two bills, still under consideration in
committee, could not be voted on because
of time limitations. House Bill 21, co-

sponsored by Hammond, provided for
county marshals as peace officers and
Senate Bill 28, introduced by Hammond,
would have established a review board to
regulate workmen’s compensation in-
surance rates.

Hammond is currently vice-chairman
of the Senate Cities Committee and a
member of the committees on Industry
and Labor and Judiciary Statutes.

In addition to his current legislation,
Hammond also spoke of his involvement
in the development of his section of
Eastern Kentucky. The area is rapidly
growing into the center of a 13-state area
which Hammond proudly described as
having two-thirds of the nation’s
population and controlling three-
quarters of the country’s financial
reserves and with enough fossil energy
(coal, oil and gas) to meet the nation's
energy needs for the next 300 years.

Hammond is also one of his area’s
biggest boosters for the creation of Ky 80
which will close the gap between 1-75 and
US 23 and help create an economic
development corridor connecting the
Kentucky River valley with the Big

~Sandy river.

He said his recommendation to Gov.
Carroll for the needed improvement of
Ky 40 has led to the Governor ordering a
needs study by the Kentucky Department
of Transportation for the reconstruction
of Ky 40 between the Prestonsburg-
Paintsville area and South Williamson,
terminating in South Williamson with
highway access into Inez. Reconstruction
of Ky 40 south and parallel to existing Ky
40 will also give access into Inez.

In addition, reconstruction of US 23 and
Ky 119, due to be finished in 1985, will
give direct access to Cincinnati and
Columbus from the Big Sandy area,

Hammond said this will give Eastern
Kentucky an outstanding system of high-
way transportation, connecting existing
rail and barge facilities. He noted this
will be a definite attraction for out-of-
state industries seeking relocation as
well as a significant asset to existing
industries in the Kentucky River basin
area, while also helping move more coal
to market.

If you are building or purchasing a new
home, you should be concerned with how
a home warranty works. You may also
want o check into the HOW—Home
Owners Warranty program. The HOW
Program, established by the National
Association of Home Builders, is now in
Kentucky.

HOW gives consumers a nationally
insured, len-year warranty on the
structural integrity of a new house.
During the first two years of the
warranty, the builder must made good
any defects in the workmanship and
materials. After two years, the national
insurance plan directly insures the owner
against major structural defects for the
next eight years.

However, if the builder cannot or will
not perform his warranty obligations in
the first two years, this same insurance
program backs the builder's warranty.
And, if the house is sold before the
warranty coverage has expired, lhe
remaining coverage passes to the new
owner.

When you are considering buying a
new house, ask the builder whether he
offers a warranty and then compare
warranties among different develop-
ments. To find out if the builder offers a
HOW warranty, ask him or check with
your local home builders’ association.

If you decide to purchase a HOW-
insured house, ask the builder for all
information materials explaining the
HOW program. When you sign the
contract to buy a HOW-insured house,
you should get a copy of (1) the warranty
agreement that has been signed by both
you and the builder; (2) a consumer
information booklet that explains HOW
in detail and (3) a “‘Certificate of Par-
ticipation" in the master insurance
policy that underwrites the warranty.

Before you move into your new house,
have a “walk through” with the builder
and develop a “punch list” of things that

you want fixed. Under the HOW
program, this ‘‘walk through” is a
requirement.

If the repairs you requested on the
“*punch list”" are not made by the time
you move in, give the builder a
reasonable time to make good on his
guarantees, Then if you have a complaint
about delays in repairs, put it in writing
and send it to your local HOW council.
The council will contact the builder in
your behalf and, in most cases,
corrections will be taken care of. If,
however, after 10 days, the builder still
has not responded you have the right to
request conciliation of your complaint.

When you take possession of the house,
make certain_that the manufacturers
warranties on such things as the furnace,
water heater, air conditioner and thes
major appliances are handed over to you.
Fill out and mail the cards that make this
protection effective,

If, after you move in, you notice ad-
ditional items that need repair, contact
the builder to have them fixed. If the
builder takes no action, contact the HOW
counci}, putting your complaint in
writing, If, after 10 days, the builder
doesn’t respond, you can request con-
ciliation.

If conciliation does not resolve the
problems, either you or the builder can
request arbitration.

Pesticide Applicator
Training Scheduled

By JOHN SPARKS
County Extension Dept.

All pesticides will begin to be labeled
as ‘‘General” or as ""Restricted''. Many
of the pesticides that you growers have
been using may fall in the ‘‘Restricted”
class. You will not be able to continue
using these pesticides unless you become
a certified applicator.

If you apply pesticides to your own or
rented property or to your neighbor’s as
a favor for some service he has per-
formed for you, you are a private ap-
plicator. However, if you charge a fee for
applying pesticides Lo another property,
then you are a commercial applicator
and must obtain a commercial ap-
plicator’s license through DNREP.

If you employ workers who apply
pesticides to your own or rented
property, they will not be required to be
certified. They will, however, be working
under your direct supervision, and if a
restricted-use pesticide is to be used, you
will have to instruct them as to the
proper precautions and applications
techniques and how the workers can
contact you, if needed.

You can become a certified private
applicator by attending the Pesticide
Applicator Training Program January 7
at 1 p.m. at the Floyd County Library.
There is no fee or test involved in
becoming a certified private applicator—
just attend the training meeting. It will
take about 214 hours of your time, so plan
your schedule. If you can't make the
meeting, thee will be two more meetings:
Weeksbury, January 20, 6:30 p.m. at the
Community Center, and another
scheduled for Bonanza.

The training will be conducted by the
Extension Service. Certification will be
done by DNREP. For more information,
call the County Extension Office, 886-
2668.

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Transportation Report Shows
Importance of State’s Rivers

By JIM CLARKE

Frankfort, Ky —Few if any Ken-
tuckians remember the giant, flatbottom
riverboats that once plied our rivers with
their rich cargoes of pelt, Eastern
Kentucky hardwood and other goods or
the hard-drinking and hard-fighting
rivermen whose exploits have become a
permanent part of Kentucky folklore,

But the importance of Kentucky's
waterways still is very real and very
major force to the economic growth and
development of the Commonwealth as
was pointed out in a recent report
compiled by the Kentucky Department of
Transportation (KYDOT) here.

In announcing the release of the report,
KYDOT Secretary John C. Roberts
revealed that more than 195 million tons
of cargo were transported via Kentucky
waters in 1974 alone, including almost 100
million tons of coal.

“Waterborne transportation is par-
ticularly suited for bulk freight—such as
coal, aggregates, petroleum produced
for farm commodities—and is quite

efficient in the consumption of energy,”
the secretary said.

In cataloging the state's rivers, the
report shows that 71 per cent of all
Kentucky waterborne cargo moves along
the Ohio-Mississippi River system that
stretches 660 miles from Catlettsburg to
the far western end of Fulton County.

Of the 139 million tons of cargo hauled
on this system, coal accounted for 67
million tons, petroleum products 21.5
million and aggregates 18.4 million.

Roberts also pointed out that with the
completion of the 253-mile Tenn-Tom
Waterway, which will connect the
Tennessee River at the point near the
Tennessee state line to the Tombigee
River near Selma, Ala,, the tonnage
figures will greatly increase.

The secretary said “the Tenn-Tom
Waterway will allow more Kentucky coal
to be transported via river barges."”

Current projections estimate over 18
million tons of coal will be carried
through the waterway in its first year of
operation around 1986.

The report also states that since the
depth of the Ohio River is subject to
considerable seasonal flunctuation, 11
locks and dams have been constructed to
maintain the required nine-foot channel
depth.

The Tennessee River was ranked
second in 1974 for cargo tonnage with 27
million tons (14 per cent); the Green
river was third with 15.6 million followed
by the Cumberland River, 10.9 million;
the Big Sandy River, 1.4 million; and the
Kentucky River, 652,607 tons.

The navigable mileage—at least 5.5
feet deep—of Kentucky rivers totals 1,453
miles, with the Ohio River the longest at
664 miles.

The Kentucky River is the second
longest with 266 miles. But the report
states that since the mandering nature of
the river results in a very round-about
route between points, there is little
commercial navigation activity on the
Kentucky River.

The navigable mileage of the other
rivers in the state is listed as follows:
Green River—149 miles; Upper Cum-
berland River—105; Mississippi—80;
Cumberland River—71; Tennessee
River—63; Barren River—30; Big Sandy
River—13; and Licking River—10 miles.

Jobless Rate
Increases 2%

Frankfort, Ky.—Eastern Kenlucky’s
unemployment rate went from 6.1 per
cent in October to 6.6 in November, ac-
cording to figures released by the
Department for Human Resources. This
was higher than the state rate of 5.4 per
centl during November, but below the
national rate of 7.4 per cent.

Floyd county held at 7 per cent
unemployed. Martin county’s 3.4 per cent
was lowest in the area.

The number of unemployed persons in
the area was estimated to be 17,198,

Robert MacDonald, chief labor market
analyst for the department, says that 84
counties had a higher rate in November
than in October, 17 counties registered a
decrease in their unemployment rate,
and nine counties remained the same.

Three Kentucky counties, Bourbon,
Union and Woodford, shared the lowest
unemployment rate, 2.3 per cent. Powell,
at 13.0 per cent, and Edmonson’s 13.2 per
cent were the highest.

Chandler Views
Old, New Issues

Frankfort, Ky.—*"If we'd been a little
more diligent, we could have beat the
Judicial Article the first time, and I wish
to God we had,”” A. B. Chandler, former
Governor of Kentucky, told the Senate
recently.

The 78-year-old Chandler, speaking
from the seat he occupied as a state
senator more than 46 years ago, em-
barked on what he called a sentimental
journey.

Interspersed with his recollections of
his years in state and federal govern-
ment were observations on legislation
currently before the special session and
short quips.

He took issue with a newspaper story
which had called him old, but noted
“there are three states of life, youth,
maturity, and ‘my don't you look good."
He put himself in the last category.

Chandler commented on the death

‘Ppenalty. “You've got to have a death

penalty. The one thing they fear is the
death penalty.' He also castigated police
for “hiding in the weeds, waiting for
someone going 10 miles per hour above
the speed limit,"” instead of chasing
criminals,

Chandler said, '‘We budgeted carefully
and left money in the bank’' in his days in
state governor. He added that would be
considered ‘‘subversive'’' nowadays.

He said that he had ‘‘hand picked'" Lt.
Gov. Thelma Stovall and announced that
she would be his Secretary of State.

He recalled that he had had one
disagreement with Mrs. Stovall, ‘‘She
was a women'’s libber, and I am a male
chauvinist pig.”

Middle Schools Become Part
Of State Educational Picture

Frankfort, Ky.—Recognition of the
special educational needs of
preadolescent and early adolescent
youths has been a determining factor in
the growth of middle schools in Ken-
tucky, according to D. C. Anderson,
director of the Division of Supervision-
Accreditation-Organization,

The development of middle schools in
Kentucky is part of a national trend as
educators begin to gquestion whether
junior high schools are bridging the gap
between elementary schools and senior
high schools.

More than 80 middle schools are
presently operaling in Kentucky, with
most concentrated in the western part of
the state. They are usually a combination
of any three grades between five and
eight, Some existing junior high schools
operate with a middle school concept.

In describing the students, who are
between 10 and 14 years old, Anderson
said, “They’re ‘in-betweeners.” They're
not children and they're not yet adults.”

As more educators realize that, they
also recognize that the transition from
the self-contained classrcom of the
elementary school to the highly depart-
mentalized high school can be a difficult
one, Middle schools are often begun to
help bridge the gap.

““The junior high school is all too often
just a ‘little’ senior high," Anderson said,
“without recognizing the different needs
of the youngsters in that age group.”

According to Anderson, middle schools
in Kentucky first ‘‘started getting down
to brass tacks’' in 1965 and the concept
has been gaining momentum ever since.

Most middle schools offer a wide range
of exploratory courses and career
education courses. Many of the courses
last from six to nine weeks to give the
students a chance tosee how they like the
subject before moving on to another
area.

Exploratory courses may vary from
courses in foreign languages, industrial
arts and home economics to inviting local
people to explain what they do. Having a
local doctor speak to a class may alert
the children to health care fields as
career possibilities. Students may gain
insight into the local government of their
community by having the local judge or
sheriff speak.

“The middle schools are encouraging
true team teaching,”” said Kent
Richards, a general education super-
visor. He explained that teachers may
coordinate activities to help a child’s
weak subjects.

A child who does poorly in English but
well in industrial arts courses may im-
prove his English skills if his English
teacher gives letter-writing assignments

which concern ordering parts.

A math teacher may work with a home
economics teacher to help a child having
problems in that area. Comparison
shopping for the home economics class
may improve the child’s math skills.

*Fhe middle schools are holding the
interest of the youngsters, meeting their
needs, and keeping them from dropping
out," Anderson said.

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Point Reduction Law Draws
Mixed Reaction from Officials

Frankfort, Ky.—State transportation
officials are expressing mixed reactions
to the legislation that would reduce
penalty points against Kentucky drivers
caught speeding on interstate and four-
lane limited access highways.

The measure, tacked onto House Bill
21, eliminates penalty points for
motorists ticketed for speeding up to 70
miles per hour on interstate and four-
lane limited access highways only. Point
assessments remain the same on all
other roads.

Since Governor Julian M. Carroll did
not sign the bill, it will become law
without his signature,

Speeders still will be subject to a fine,
officials pointed out, under a uniform fine
schedule provided for in the house bill
itself.

Under current law, motorists are
assessed three penalty points when
ticketed for speeds up to 70, The new
amendment changes that law to read
that those caught exceeding 70 miles per
hour will receive six penalty points.

The original House Bill 21, which
provided for a uniform traffic fine
schedule, got strong support from (rans-
portation officials who agreed, along
with nearly everyone else, that it could
work to effectively reduce the load on the
state’s already overburdened courts.

But the amendment, which affects the
point system was not so universally
accepted. Enforcement of the point
system is a direct responsibility of the
transportation department and its
Division of Driver Licensing.

State Transportation Secretary John C.
Roberts indicated that his major concern
is the safety of all motorists on Kentucky

highways. The new point system raises
the possibility that motorists might also
be prone to drive faster on roads other
than those with four lanes and limited
access, as well,

“That, in turn, could provoke a rise in
our fatal and injury accident rate,” he
said,

“There is no doubt that the points
levied against the driver’s license helped
to keep speeds down close to the 55 mph
limit,”” says State Director Eugene
Hodges of the Division of Driver
Licensing. ‘1 am confident that in some
cases the points were a stronger
deterrent than the fines that could be
given for violations of the 55 mph speed
limit."”

The 55 mph limit was imposed as a
fuel-saving measure in 1974 in response
to the Arab oil embargo. An unexpected
benefit was the reduction of fatalities,
especially on the high-speed four-lane
arteries.

All safety officials are convinced that
lowered speed cuts down the number of
accidents occurring on interstates and
other four-lane highways and lessens the
severity of those that do occur.

To what extent ‘55" as a safety factor
has been is hard to assess. The number of
lives that could be saved by strict
adherence to the 55 mph speed limit has
been estimated as high as 300 per year in
Kentucky.

Nationally, the statistics indicate that
the number of fatalities has dropped by
as much as one third on the interstates
and that possibly half of that reduced
figure may be attributed directly to the
55 mph speed limit.

Under the new law, points will still be
assessed against drivers caught driving
in excess of 70 mph and accumulation of
12 points within two years can still mean
loss of license for the driver.

State Transportation Safety Coor-
dinator Bennie R. Maffet points out that
drivers can still be stopped and fined for
going faster than 55 mph. He added that
the task of enforcing the law will be more
difficult under the new law,

Maffert said that it may be premature,
however, to say that speeds will
automatically increase because of the
law ““‘and therefore we can't say for sure
how safety will be affected.”

He added that it is not yet known what
effect passage and signing of the bill
would have on future federal funding of
highway projects in Kentucky.

Three (as Firms
Win Rate Boost

The state Public Service Commission
hasgranted rate adjustment increases to
three gas utilities serving customers in
Floyd county.

The new rate schedules for the three
companies, Bucks Branch Gas Co.,
Martin Gas Co. and Auxier Road Gas Co.
became effective for gas supplied on and
after Dec. 1.

A $1,453 rate adjustment increase was
granted the Bucks Branch firm. The
approved increase was an amended
filing of the firm’'s original request for a
$2,268 increase. The new rates establish a
minimum monthly bill of $3.20 for the
firm’s customers.

The new rate schedule of Martin Gas,
setting a minimum monthly bill of $3.15,
increases the firm’s present rates by
$6,297.

Auxier Gas will increase its rates
$0.173 per MCF under the newly-
approved schedule. The firm's minimum
monthly bill will be $4.00.

All three companies were granted
increases because of comparable in-
creases in the wholesale cost of gas
from their supplier, Columbia Gas of
Kentucky.
