Drowns on His 
14th Bi thday 

Arthur William Collins, of Stone Coal, 
near Pikeville, drowned July 4 on his 14th 
birthday in the tail waters of Dewey Dam. 

The fatality was the only one reported 
in Floyd county, despite heavy holiday 
highway and lake traffic. 

The youth, a son o'f Charles Claude and 
Lona Little Collins, and another boy were 
wading across Johns Creek in the stilling 
basin area below the dam, early Monday 
evening, when he stepped into deep 
water. Randy Sutherland, 16, of Virginia, 
a brother of young Collins' wading 
companion, saw that the two boys were in 
trouble and contrived to get his brother to 
saf~ty but failed to reach Collins, 
moments later. 

The Floyd County Emergency & 
Rescue Squad was notified of the tragedy 
at 8:10p.m., and the body was recovered 
at 9:25 p m., near the point where the 
youth submerged. 

Six persons reportedly witnessed the 
tragedy. In the nearby recreation area

Dewey, Trouble 
Fish trap, Debris 

Tourists are staying away in droves 
from Fishtrap Reservoir in Pike county 
because its surface is an unsightly mess 
of floating debris. At Dewey Lake where 
the surface is uncluttered but where a 
deadly silting-in is going on, deeper 
down, as many as two million persons a 
year come visiting. 

Silt has become such a problem at 
Dewey that for the third year Boy Scouts 
camping at Camp Shawnee, in the 
German bridge area of the lake, are 
being bussed across Cow Mountain to the 
swimming pool at Stratton Branch, miles 
away. 

"It's because of the silt," a Boy Scout 
leader told The Times last week. "Where 
the boys used to swim they let down now 
and sink to their knees in mud, and in a 
few minutes the swimming area is pure 
mud." 

Construction of small dams in the 
headwaters of the lake has been urged 
for more than a year, but no action in that 
direction has been taken. Meanwhile, 
siltation studies continue there. 

The beneficial effect of such structures 
is apparent at the new Carr Creek 
Reservoir in Knott county where silt 
structures were built at the junction of 
streams with the lake. 

Although the estimated 60,878 visitors 
at Dewey over the four-day July 4 week­
end is down from other years, the loss is 
not believed to be connected with silt. 
The surface of the lake is as beautiful as 
ever except when spring rains or heavy 
rainfall at other seasons turns it muddy. 

The Goble Branch camping area at 
Dewey was filled to capacity over the 
holiday period, boating was heavy and 
few accessible points along its shore 
were unpeopled. 

The heaviest holiday influx of visi 
was last Sunday when an estimate 
on a traffic count placed the num 
almost 24,000. The count for last Fri 
was 7,295; for Saturday, 14,000-plus, and 
on the 4th itself in excess of 15,000.

Chief of Police 
Here Quits Post 
In Sunday Move 

The resignation of Ralph "Hack" 
Thornsbury as chief of Prestonsburg 
police became effective at midnight 
Sunday. 

Because the resignation was not 
submitted till Sunday and city offices 
were closed the following day for the 
Fourth, no successor was immediately 
appointed. Mayor Harold Cooley could 
not be reached Monday by telephone. 

The retired police chief was reluctant 
to discuss his reasons for leaving the 
post. He said the matter of salary did not 
result in his decision, but he did say that 
the retirement system for city police 
here "isn't worth a nickel." 

"There are several reasons why I 
resigned, but I'd rather not stir up 
anything," Thornsbury told The Times. 
"I just figured it wasn't worth working 
under pressure and conditions as they 
are." 

More than a year ago, Thornsbury led 
the entire police force in a brief walkout 
protesting "conditions" and pay. But the 
present situation has no connection with 
that crisis or conditions which created it, 
he emphasized. 

Thornsbury has been a member of the 
police force here about 15 years, the last 
two as chief.

As of June 24, all of the nation's 40,000 
community drinking water systems are 
required to take special steps to insure 
that their water is safe to drink. 

JW1e 24 was the date the En­
vironmental Protection Agency's first 
set of drinking water health regulations 
under the Safe Drinking Water Act went 
into effect.

Under the regulations all community 
water systems will have to sample their 
water routinely to make sure it's clean 
enough to meet EPA's new standards. 
And, just as important to consumers, 
people using a public water system must 
be told by the water supplier if their 
water is found to be Wlacceptable for 
health reasons. 

EPA's new standards cover con­
tamination by bacteria, which can cause 
waterborne diseases such as typhoid, 
cholera, dysentery, and hepatitis. They 
also cover nitrate, which is of concern in 
that it can cause an anemic condition in 
very young children. 

Also included are limits for such 
inorganic chemicals as arsenic, cad­
mium, lead, merchur, chromium, 
fluoride, barium, silver, and selenium, as 
well as for pesticides endrin, lindane, 
methoxychlor, toxaphene, 2, 4·D, and 2, 
4, 5-TP Silvex. 

There is also a maximum level for 
turbidity <murkiness), which can in­
terfere with the disinfection of water, and 
for radioactivity. 

The "public notification" process is a 
new idea, spelled out by Congress when it 
passed the Safe Drinking Water Act in 
late 1974. Congress believed that con­
sumers should be guaranteed the right to 
know when and if a problem exists that 
affects the quality of their drinking 
water. The idea was that consumers can 
participate fully in making decisions 
affecting their health only if they know 
all the facts . 

Notification about such problems may 
be made by means of a notice ac­
companying water bills, in the news­
paper, or on TV and radio. The notice will 
explain what the problem is and what is 
being done about it. It will also suggest 
precautions the consumer can take 
himself, if such measures are seen to be 
necessary.

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Mine Water Hearing 
Slated a t Pikeville 

The U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency announced last week that it will 
hold two public hearings to receive public 
comment concerning the proposed 
issuance of more than 700 water pollution 
control permits to coal mining operations 
in Kentucky-58 in Floyd county. 

The standard permit proposed for the 
facilities is a "model" developed by the 
EPA for issuance to mining operations. 
The permits would be issued under the 
National Pollutant Discharge 
Elimination System (NPDES) and would 
restrict the amounts and types of 
pollutants that may be discharged into 
lakes and streams. 

The Eastern Kentucky hearing will be 
held August 16 at 2 p.m. in the Chrisman 
auditorium of Pikeville College. 

The hearings had previously been 
planned for July 6 and 8, but were 
rescheduled due to a large portion of the 
mining industry being on vacation during 
early July. 

The Kentucky Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection, Division of Water Quality, 
will co-chair the hearings to receive 
public comment regarding State cer­
tification of the proposed permits. 

Both oral and written comments will be 
received at the hearings. The regional 
administrator, or his designated 
representative, reserves the right to fix 
reasonable time limits on the length of 
oral presentations.

$1.9 Million, Carroll Says

Governor Carroll announced last 
Thursday that he will distribute 
$1,905,000 to Kentucky school di tricts. 
The allotment amounts to approximately 
3 for every pupil in average datly at­

tendance CADA>. 
The financial assistance 1s intended to 

ease the financ1al problems many chool 
districts are experiencing thts f1scal year 
because of harsh winter weather, spring 
flooding and the implementation of 
specialized programs in the local 
districts. 

CT\\o weeks ago GO\rernor Carroll 
applied to the U.S. Office of Education 
for $5.7 million in federal grants to help 
Kentucky chool di trict affected by Ia t 
winter's damage. Tht> amount asked for 
Floyd County wa $25,354. Pike county 
schools claimed $692,000 damage.) 

"Durmg the winter I met with local 
school superintendents when many 
schools were closed for prolonged 
periods and being confronted with fuel 
cutbacks and htgh utility bills," Carroll 
said. At that time the governor indicated 
a concern for the plight of local school 
districts by endorsmg a Department of 
Education regulation change in 
calculating ADA. "The change increased 
state funding to local school districts by 
$700,000," he indicated. The fiscal 1977 
state support to local school districts 
through the Minimum Foundation 
program is approximately $393 million. 

Department of Education officials 
encouraged the governor to make a 
supplemental allocation to local school 
districts from the Minimum Foundation 
program. After considering this 
possibility, the governor requested an 
attorney general's opmion as to the 
legality of such an action. The opinion 
indicated that the contemplated 
allocation, because of the peculiarities of 
Minimum Foundation program statues, 
would be a supplemental appropnation. 
The 1976 General Assembly's regular 
session, removed all supplemental ap­
propriation authority from the governor. 

Following the attorney general's 
opinion. Gov. Carroll wrote each c 1 
district superintendent: 

"Since the law will not allow me to 
provide additional funds to your district 
through the Foundation program, I have 
looked to other areas where funds may be 
available." 

Carroll added, "The funds to support 
our allocation will come from three 
sources: the School Food Services 
program, the Identification and 
Evaluation of Exceptional Chtldren 
program, and the Governor's Con· 
tingency Fund.'' 

Several school districts are converting 
from catered cafeterias to fully· 
functional kitchens. Besides, much 
kitchen equipment was lost in the 
Eastern Kentucky floods. Each district 
has been establishing evaluation com­
mittees to outline educational needs for 
all exceptional children. These 
specialized programs have contributed 
to the budgetary difficulties in local 
school districts. 

The funds distributed from each of 
these programs must be spent in those 
program areas. This, however, still 
provides individual districts with 
flexibility, since in most cases the state 
funds will free other funds that would 
have been spent in these specialized 
areas. 

The amount of exceptional children· 
related funds that will be distributed is 
$800,000, while the amount of School Food

tests These tests or1gmated m France, 
early in the century. and were qwckly 
adopted an the U S , w1th maxed results at 
all levels, from college down the lane 
There are several types of mtelhgence. 
mtellectual, mechan1cal. social. m­
ventlve, creative, etc Unfortunately, 
most tests were and are htmted to the 
first-named. They fail to take note of 
other assets of equal value m the chald or 
m an adult. Countless tndividuals­
particularly children-suffered dread­
fully, sometimes for long periods, 
because of poor showmgs. By classifymg 
and grading pupils, plus other means, 
results or scores often became known, 
sometimes embarrassmg siblings as 
well. Ch1ldren to whom grades meant 
much often gave up, stopped trying, 
perhaps "for keeps." Despondency and 
discouragement were common. 

Sadder still was the fact that most tests 
were prepared by experts who had no 
children of their own. or by persons in 
urban areas who knew httle of life 
elsewhere, putting youngsters in rural 
sections and small towns at a tremen­
dous disadvantage in many cases. This 
calls to mind the related story of an 
experience at Pippa Passes, years ago, 
when some promment educators from 
the East came for a VISit. While there 
they tested a number of the Caney Creek 
<now Alice Uoyd College) boys who did 
not do too well on the metropolitan· 
oriented tests that included use of dial 
phones-then strange to these parts. At 
the conclusion of the examination the 
men in charge asked students if they had 
any questions. Quick as a Rash­
according to report-one teenager whom 
some of us remember stood and with 
rapid fire turned the tables by asking has 
interrogators questions about wahop and 
pawpaw trees, coon hunting, pickled corn 
and beans, et cetera. The visitors got the 
message quickly! 

Many teachers know students who on 
occasion underwent standardized tests 
with a splitting headache, severe cold, 
fever, or some other handicap because 
those conducting the tests could not 
return to repeat them. Ordinarily, the 
same chUd would have scored much 
higher when up to par. Native in­
telligence is vastly different from the 
acquired type. A per"Centage of children, 
urban or rural, lack opportunities early 
in life, have meducated parents, few 
magazines and books In the home, little 
interest in readiq, and frequently 
emotional insecurity for scores of 
reasons-all certain to affect his 
responses and scores. It was years before 
most outstanding authorities in the field 

'"Of tests and measurements recognized 
and admitted that the I.Q. of an in­
dividual can and often does fluctuate, 
that it can be raised by several means. 
Tests rarely reward a child for good 
behavior. effort, creativity. com­
mendable facets, resources worth no less 
than a high I.Q. Thomas A. Edison had a 
very limited formal education, but it was 
said no man could hire him, though he 
could hire almost any man he wished 
because of his inventive genius. His 
teacher had called him a dunce. Heart­
ache was not uncommon among pupils 
who made low marks on the I.Q. tests, or 
of whom too much was expected because 
one scored high. Organizations men· 
tioned in this item urge parents to ask 
educators to abandon these tests. Let's 
do! More teaching, less testing-great 
reetpe! 

Two weeks ago Mr. Allen had a mar­
velous editorial on the deteriorating 
quality of education, the inability of 
many students to speD simple words, the 
need to return to more emphasis on 
fundamentals, the old-fashioned Three 
R's. He struck a responsive chord in 
many parents and teachers. Ask any 
person who employs a large number and 
gets numerous applications yearly, if it is 
not evident that on the whole, almost 
everywhere, the educational system is 
going downhill. You know what the reply 
will be. 

No one should lay all blame on 
educators. TV takes a high toll. Early 
habits, refusal to discipline in home and 
school oftimes aggravate the problem.

Moon's Church Isn't 
Christian, Panel Says 

A commission of the National Council 
of Churches commission has concluded 
that the Unification Church, founded by 
controversial Korean evangelist SWl 
MyWlg Moon, is "not a Christian church" 
and that many of its teachings are "in­
compatible" with the historic Christian 
faith. 

The study, researched for a year by the 
Commission on Faith and Order, was 
issued last week. Its principal author is 
Sister Agnes Cunningham of Mundelein, 
Ill., president of the Catholic Theological 
Society of America . 

The report is a critique of Moon's 
"Divine Principle," the theological 
guidebook for members of the 
Unification Church. 

''The Unification Church is not a 
Christian church," the study said, 
because "its doctrine of the nature of the 
Triune God is erroneous, its Christology 
is incompatible with Christian teaching 
and belief (and) its teaching on salvation 
and the means of grace is inadequate and 
faulty." 

The commission said Moon parts 
company with the Christian faith when 
he claims that: 

- The Bible has less authority than 
Moon's teachings. 

- Original sin was transmitted to Eve 
through union with "Lucifer" and that 
she in turn passed on sin to Adam. 

- The Jewish people were responsible 
for Jesus' "failure" (death) on earth. 

The day the report was released to the 
press, a group of South Korean 
Presbyterians visiting Nashville, Tenn., 
told reporters that Moon is regarded as a 
"heretic" in his homeland. Moon's 
church, they added, "is no genuine 
Christian movement at all. Moon is not 
the messiah of Korea."

Stripes, followed by men riding 
gleaming, freshly-curried horses, boys in 
jeans and girls in pantaloons or fancy 
frocks with satin sashes and hairbows. 

The planks placed across • 'wood 
horses" would provide a table suf­
ficiently strong to hold fried thicken. 
baked ham. roast ox, corn. green beans, 
potato salad. white cake, chocolate cake, 
marble cake. apple pie and blackberry 
cobbler-all washed down with lemonade 
and watermelon dribbles. 

There would be that solemn moment 
when the local preacher gave thanks for 
all blessings and special gratitude for 
those who gave their lives that others 
might be free and a prayer for those who 
were spared. 

More local history has likely been 
given at July 4th celebrations than any 
other one day, for historical addresses 
were an important part of the day. So 
what if some celebrants dozed through 
part of the history~nough remained to 
continue to instill in everyone a spirit of 
patriotism. 

On July 4, 1876, Col. J. T. Hazelrigg 
stood before a crowd of Morgan coun­
tians inWest Liberty and said, "We are 
assembled today to celebrate the cen­
tennial anniversary of American In­
dependence, to revive the memories of 
the long ago; to gather up from the 
rubbish and ruins of the past the 
brightest era of our history . . . and to 
rekindle upon the altars of our hearts the 
fealty, and repledge our devotion to the 
grand structure of civil and religious 
liberty bequeathed to us by the fathers of 
the republic."

Burial Sites Sunrey 
Begun; Help Needed 

Volunteers in Floyd county are 
working closely with the Kentucky 
Historical Society < KHS) to pinpoint the 
exact location of family cemeteries and 
burial sites. The United States Geological 
Survey team has advised the Society that 
it will include the exact latitude and 
longitude of these sites on the newly 
revised topiographical maps. 

This effort is part of the cemetery 
records survey project started by the 
KHS in 1976. The deadline for submitting 
names, dates and other genealogical 
information found in the county 
cemeteries is July 1, next year, Lewis 
Woods, director of the project. said. 

After the information is compiled, it 
will be edited, indexed and published. 
The records will be placed in the KHS 
genealogical library and will be made 
available to anyone who needs them, at 
or near cost, Woods said. Each county 
will also receive a copy of the records of 
its cemeteries and burial sites. 

Woods said the project is still open to 
any civic organization or individuals who 
would like to participate in the survey. 

In Floyd county, volunteers are 
desperately needed to complete the 
survey project before the deadline date.

When the April flood left the Harold Elementary School with its library com­
pletely destroyed, as well as all classroom furniture and supplies flooded, the 
outlook was grim indeed.

Kentucky Afield 
By JOHN WILSON 

"Old Whiskers" isn't much to look at, 
but he proves the old saying that beauty 
Cor the lack of it) is only skin deep. Under 
that ugly skin of a catfish there's some 
really beautiful meat just waiting to be 
turned into a mouth-watering fish fry. 

And a catfish isn't as particular about 
what he eats as are some of the "fancier" 
game fish we often wear out our arms 
and our patience on. He'll take 
everything from an occasional artificial 
lure to special home-made concoctions 
which smell so bad the cat will try to bury 
them. 

The variety of a catfish's appetite is 
matched only by the number of methods 
fishermen have devised for catching 
him. Kentucky anglers go after catfish 
with everything from cane poles to rods 
and reels which look like they belong on a 
deep-sea fishing expedition. 

The heaviest tackle will show up below 
the dams at Kentucky and Barkley 
Lakes, where anglers "fish the boils" for 
big blue, channel or flathead cats. For 
those who want their catfish angling 
exciting, this is the way to go fishing. 

The "boils" are the turbulent areas 
immediately below the dams where 
water from the generators is discharged. 
The water will actually boil up, 
sometimes as much as 18 inches, above 
the surrounding surface. In addition to 
water, the generators also discharge fish 
which have been sucked into the intakes, 
and catfish gather at the outlets for an 

\ easy meal. 
Expert boil fishermen prefer flat­

bottom boats with small outboard 
motors. They run the bow of the boat into 
the boil, when let the motor hold the craft 
stationary against the flow of the water. 

They then lower a hunk of cut bait 
directly down into the boil, using a 20 
ounce sinker to counteract the upflowing 
current. And they pull out some mon­
strous fish. The state record blue catfish, 
a 100 pounder, was taken from Kentucky 
Dam. 

must be checked every 24 hours and must 
be removed from the water after use. 

A favorite trotline bait is small bluegill 
or other bait fish, but cut bait or special 
catfish mixtures can also be used. For 
the family on a combined fishing and 
camping trip, a trotline is sometimes an 
ideal choice. It can be set just before dark 
and run just after daylight, freeing the 
day for swimming, sight-seeing or other 
amusements.

Coal Men Fail To Agree 

HJ<i Hl'I>GET

Congress. 

Some Kentucky operators see hard­
ships which will put many miners out of 
business. West Virginia operators say it's 
no more than what they're already 
required to do under state law and say 
they're glad the industry over the 
country is being required to meet con­
ditions under which they already are 
working. 

ln any event, President Carter appears 
ready to sign the compromise Senate­
House measure when and if finally voted. 

Rep. Morris K. Udall, D-Ariz., 
predicted both the House and Senate 
would go along with the compromise 
legislation the committee approved last 
Thursday. 

"There were compromises on both 
sides, but I think it's a good, strong bill," 
said Udall. "I think we'll be at the White 
House sometime during the last 10 days 
of July for a ceremony I've waited a long 
time for." 

The bill agreed to by the conferees is 
less stringent than the measure approved 
by the House in April but stricter than the 
Senate version approved in May. 

It would impose national en­
vironmental standards on coal strip 
mining for the first time and would 
require coal operators to restore the land 
they mine to its original contours in most 
instances. 

And it would impose a tax of 35 cents-a­
ton on strip-mine coal and 15-cents a ton 
on deep mined coal to pay for restoration 
of past strip mine excavations that now 
scar the landscape. 

An estimated 60 per cent of the nation's 
coal is now produced through strip 
mining, where layers of topsoil and rock 
are "stripped" away to get at the un­
derlying coal. 

Environmentalists, who have long 
sought a tough strip-mine bill, said they 
would have preferred the tougher House­
passed bill, but could live with the 
compromise. 

John McCormick, lobbyist for the 
Environmental Policy Center, said, "The 
important thing now is to see that it is 
properly enforced." 

Sponsors of the legislation have tried to 
get it enacted for six years. Former 
President Gerald R. Ford twice vetoed 
such a bill. 

In resolving major differences between 
the House and Senate bill, the conferees: 

-Agreed to a Senate proposal to give 
small Appalachian strip mine operators 
more time-until January 1979-to meet 
the standards. 

-Approved a Senate-passed proposal 
allowing flat bench like land resulting 
from strip mine operations io be left 
behind by coal operators, but only in 
instances where this land could be used 
for a specific public purpose-such as

-Went along with a plan permitting 
strip mmmg m environmentally fragile 
"alluvial" valleys in the West as long as 
it does not interfere with farmmg.

Such valleys contam 2 per cent of the 
stripable coal m the West 

Adopted the House proposal that 
would give western landowners the right 
to veto or to stnke the best deal for the 
mining of federally owned coal beneath 
their land. 

-Agreed to the Senate rule that strip 
miners show they can restore prime 
farm land before bemg permitted to dig 
for coal in such areas 

-Rejected a Senate exemption that 
would have allowed the Tennessee Valley 
Authority to strip mine in national 
forests.

He recommended. hrst. total 
reevaluation of the organizational 
structure of the Federal D1 aster 
Program. "The MRP and individual and 
family grant program have so many 
defects that there is a serious question as 
to whether continuation IS justified," 
Ford aid 

"Consideration should be giVen to 
providing allowances creating an in­
centive to relocate outside the flood 
plains. Rewards for the irresponsible 
should be eliminated," he added. 

"It is a scnous error of judgment to 
provide relief programs that encourage 
relocation in the flood basins for similar 
disasters to take the same toll in a 
relatively short time. The professional 
staff needs to be enlarged so that 
response can be prompt and training 
programs for temporary employes 
should be upgraded " 

The Owensboro enator also recom­
mended a comprehensive disaster plan 
to be used in future disasters. He said 
headquarters should be established m 
advance and in the disaster areas. 

"It seems apparent from these visits 
that one of the first decisions was a major 
mistake-to locate the headquarters out 
of the disaster areas. Problems with 
implementation of programs become 
worse as one moves farther away from 
headquarters," Ford said in the report. 

A third suggestion was for long-range 
flood control in the flood-prone eastern 
Kentucky valleys. 

"Multi-agency effort is absolutely 
essential if such a plan is to be im­
plemented," Ford said. "The planning 
and coordination of local, state and 
federal agencies in public work projects 
related to flood protection is extremely 
important. 

''The long range objective should be 
incorporated into the construction of 
bridges, the use of roadfill for dams and 
levies, and housing sites at all times." 

He said the long range plans should be 
incorporated in the design and con­
struction of U.S. 119 and U.S 460 now 
under construction in southeast Ken­
tucky. 

He noted the Nashville District of the 
Corps of Engineers is completing a three­
year study of the Cumberland River 
Basin in order to recommend projects 
that would reduce flood damage, but 
noted that under existing law, the cost­
analysis would be a deterrent in the ef­
fort. 

He said the Corps' Huntington District 
has completed substantial studies in the 
Big Sandy River Basin and can soon 
make recommendations on suggested 
measures. 

"The people of these basins are im­
patient," Ford declared. "They believe 
very strongly that enough studies have 
been done. Response after response to 
each disaster is another study."

The tate's Division of Pupil Trans­
portatiOn \\Ill hold 22 regional training 
session for school bus drivers this 
summer, includmg one at Allen Central 
High School , July 19-20. 

Paul E . Jones, head of the division, 
estimated that 3,500 bus drivers will 
attend the two-day sessions in their 
respective areas 

"We are urging all newly hired bus 
drivers and those who have not taken the 
training in the past two years to attend," 
sa1d Jones A tate police officer and two 
staff persons from the pupil trans­
portation di\'i ion will conduct each 
session. 

It has been 19 years since a child riding 
in a school bus has been killed in an 
accident on Kentucky roads, Jones noted. 
but , accidents occur each vear while the 
buses are loading or unloading. 

Preventing these accidents is the main 
reason the division includes training 
segments on defensive driving and on 
loading and unloading children. The 
training sessions will also deal with 
emergency first aid, accident analysis, 
and reporting, as well as Kentucky 
regulations and laws pertaining to pupil 
transportal ion.

Gish says he doesn' t attempt to cover 
news as news outside Letcher county, 
but covers news affecting the area in­
cluding strip mining, local law en­
forcement and the Scotia Mine disaster, 
all controversial subjects in his county. 

"The strength of the Eagle lies in the 
closeness the paper has to the people who 
read it," he says. "A good newspaper is a 
repository of community history, pic­
tures and documents." 

With a circulation of 6,800 compared to 
2,100 when he took over, Gish says he 
delights in publishing stories from the 
people in his community. Gish corrects 
only spelling or glaring grammatical 
errors, leaving the flavor and meaning of 
the message unaltered.

Marriage No Bar 
To Participation 
In School Events 

Any board of education policy denying 
a married student the right to participate 
in extracurricular activities associated 
with the school interferes with the 
married student's civil liberties, ac­
cording to an opinion from the Attorney 
General's office. 

The opinion was in response to a letter 
from Nita Weissinger, Franklin, Ky., 
asking whether school officials have the 
right to deny her daughter participation 
in high school extracurricular activities 
upon her marriage. She also asked the 
Attorney General's office to 'Consider 
whether a child is being denied his or her 
civil rights in such a matter. 

According to Weissinger, her daughter 
had served one year of a two-year term 
as band field commander at her high 
school. When school officials learned that 
the daughter planned to marry before the 
start of the second year, they said she 
could not longer be field commander, 
Weissinger said. 

In answer to Weissinger's question, 
Assistant Attorney General Robert F . 
Chenoweth said, " ... we are quite cer­
tain that only a local board of education 
has the power and authority to adopt 
rules, regulations and policies affecting 
the management and control of the 
schools in the district and also the 
governing of the conduct of. the pupils 
attending those schools." 

He cited several cases in Ohio, Texas 
and Utah that upheld participation by 
married students. 

"Local school boards may not establish 
policies or regulations which serve to 
discriminate against married students. 
The state right to attend school should 
include the right to participate in ex­
tracurricular activities," Chenoweth 
added.

Are you among the ranks of the 
unemployed? If you are unemployed. you 
know the difficulties involved in sear­
ching for an interesting job for which you 
are qualified. 

Many people hire private employment 
agencies to find them employment 
These agencies provide career coun· 
seling and specific job suggestions. They 
also set up job interviews for their ap­
plicants, furnishing details and in· 
formation about prospective employers. 

Before obtaining the services of an 
employment agency, familiarize 
yourself with the state regulations 
governing them. The state Department 
for Human Resources has exclusive 
jurisdiction over the administration and 
enforcement of these regulations . 

Fee schedules will vary from agency to 
agency. All private employment agen­
cies must post this fee schedule in a 
conspicuous place in their respective 
room. The fees are often based on a 
percentage of the clients anticipated first 
year's salary. 

Responsibility for payment of the 
placement fees will vary. In some in­
stances payment of these fees may he 
assumed either partially or totally by the 
employer. Before accepting employment 
make sure there is an understanding 
between you and the employer on who 
will pay the placement fees. 

One Kentucky citizen obtained a 
position through a local employment 
agency which told him that his em­
ployment would be permanent, with 
opportunities for rapid advancement. He 
paid the agency $387, based on a per· 
centage of his anticipated first year's 
salary. After only one month with the 
company, he was fired, without just 
cause. 

The agency can only collect a 
maximum of 20 per cent of your gross 
earnings to date. Any fees collected in 
excess of the 20 per cent must be 
returned to you immediately. Therefore, 
nine per cent of this consumer's $387 was 
returned to him. 

Kentucky law also prohibits such 

agPncws from nd\'crtising for positions 
that are not ;wa1lable or from in­
tentionally :;ending an unknowing ap­
plicant for a position where there is a 
:;trike or where a strike is pending. 

All employment agencies must be 
licensed through the Department for 
Human Resources. Contact this 
department before applying w1th an 
agency to insure that the agency is a 
leg1t1mate business m Kentucky. The 
address is: Department for Human 
Resources, Bureau of Administration & 
Operations, Division of Licensing & 
Regulations, 107 Rridge Street, Frank· 
fort, Ky 40601. 

If you have any questwns about em· 
ployment agencies contact the Office of 
the Attorney General, Div1sion of Con­
sumer Protection, Frankfort, Ky. 40601. 
The office has found that it can most 
effectively deal with written complaints 
and encourages you to write when you 
have a complaint However, 1f you have 
an emergency situation call the Con· 
sumer Hotline. The number is 1-800-372-
2960.

The poet who said, "Only God can 

make a tree," knew what he was talking 
about. When we consider the multitude of 
inanimate objects in this universe the 
tree is one of the most important and the 
most interesting to man. 

The products of the forest made it 
possible for the early settlers to survive. 
It provided the materials for building 
their houses; fuel for heating their 
houses in winter and for cooking their 
food the year around. In colonial times 
most of the kitchen utensils were made of 
wood. There were wooden plates, bowls, 
forks and spoons. Those who could not 
afford plates had to settle for a trencher. 
This consisted of a long, scooped-out 
piece of wood that extended the full 
length of the table. All the food was 
dumped into this trough and all members 
of the family dipped it out with wooden 
spoons. 

Since we are all surrounded by trees on 
every hand, it is surprising to learn how 
little the average person knows about 
them. It is a rare individual that can 
identify more than twenty different 
species. I was amused recently by a 
student from the University of Vermont. 
We were standing under the shade of a 
huge red oak, talking about how the in­
come of the farmers of Appalachia could 
be increased. He said, "Mr. Moore, I 
should think that you could realize a 
co?si?erable sum of money by having 
thts btg maple tree cut into two by fours." 

Sometimes I sit on my front porch and 
watch the swaying to and fro of the 
leaves of the ancient oaks in my front 
yard. They seem to be whispering to each 
oher, "Little man, five centuries look 
down upon you, we were firmly anchored 
in the earth long before you were born. 
We have felt the numbing chill of the 
winter winds, the broiling heat of the 
summer sun; yes, we have survived 
many generations of God's creatures 
that roam the earth. Yet we know that 
the inexorable forces of nature wm 
cause us to wither and die and be 
replaced with another generation of oaks 
whose topmost boughs will be reaching 
for the sky a hundred years from now."

Schools To Send 
Leadership Teams 
To 2-Day Workshops 

Local leadership teams from each of 
Kentuck~' school districts have been 
invited attend a two-day workshop 
designe to help them develop skills in 
staff development. 

The Kentucky Department of 
Education CKDE) is sponsoring five, two­
day workshops in July to help local 
school districts identify processes and 
gain skills for designing and im­
plementing staff development programs 
on the local level. 

According to Juanita Jones, director of 
KDE's staff development unit, "The 
workshops should enable each district to 
do a much better job of implementing 
staff development activities through a 
systematic approach to professional 
growth."

concerned. I have found that trees are 
like animals: they respond to good 
treatment. Too many people plant them 
and then forget them. 

My first priority when I purchased a 
f~rm was to see to it that all the steep 
htlls were planted to trees. This was 
some 25 years ago. At that time most 
people of the hill country thought you had 
to be some kind of nut to clear a thicket of 
brush from a hillside and stick it full of 
small seedlings no larger than a match 
stem in diameter. One old man, who 
stopped to visit with me while I was 
engaged in this kind of work, said, "Son, 
don't you know that these little sprouts 
will never amount to nuthin' in yore 
lifet~me? They will never be waist high 
and 1f you want my advice you've got too 
damn many sprouts already''. As the old 
man took his departure, he gave me a 
look of utter contempt as if to say, "You 
pore fool; nothing can be done fur you." 

The man with whom I was talking has 
long since passed on . The thirty thousand 
little seedings are some forty feet tall and 
more than a foot in diameter. I have 
worked closely with the Department of 
Forestry and have some beautiful fields 
of white pines and white oaks. 

If this sounds like braggin ·, I refer you 
to what Dizzy Dean said about his pitch­
ing. Some said, ''Diz, you brag too 
much." He replied, "It ain't braggin' if 
you can back it up." I would like to 
modestly report that I can back it up by 
showing two Tom Wallace Awards for 
good forestry practices. 

I have never planted a single tree, 
except locust, with the hope of receiving 
any financial gain from it in my lifetime, 
but I have a strong belief that every 
individual ought to contribute something 
to posterity.

A Mystery to Researchers 
By HELEN PRICE STACY 

In a book published in London in 1789, 
J .F .D. Smyth states that in 1769 he was 
touring the United States to America and 
after crossing the Holston River three 
times finally came to the home of Cap­
tain Sam Stalnaker. 

"The inhabitants had erected a kind of 
stockade," Smyth recorded, "for 
protection against Indians, but all had 
left it a few days before our arrival , and 
returned to their respective homes." 

Capt. Stalnaker remained, and the 
touring party stayed with the frontiers­
man, scout and Indian friend two days in 
order to find out what route to take. 

" The old pioneer, still wise in all the 
learnings of the wilderness, described a 
new route to Kentucky which had 
recently been discovered, and was 
nearer than that commonly used. " 

A descendant of Capt. Stalnaker, 
Jeanne Bridges Forney, of Dayton, Ohio, 
began research into the life of Stalnaker 
whose name appeared in papers of 
General George Washington, Gov. 
Dinwiddie and Dr. Thomas Walker. 

Dr. Walker was surveying for the 
Loyal Land Company and in 1746 was 
moving west to find a place for a set­
tlement. Writing in his diary, he said, "I 
hoped Stalnaker would pilot me as far as 
he knew, but he was on his way to the 
Cherokee Indians and his affairs would 
not permit him to go." Stalnaker is said 
to have directed Walker to take.the trail 
to the great gap. The mountains later 
would be named Cwnberland for the son 
of King George II . 

Two years later, Dr. Walker and five 
companions ran into Stalnaker at a 
Dunkard village on the Holston and a 
week later helped him finish his log 
cabin, recorded in Tazewell County, Va., 
as "the first house raising to occur in the 
Holston Valley.,' 

The descendants of Capt. Samuel 
Stalnaker have spent much time sear­
ching county histories, diaries and 
papers of men of history as well as 
records of pioneer settlers in order to find 
out about the man who some historians 
credit with being the first white man to 
enter Kentucky by the great mountain 
pass now known as Cumberland Gap. 

According to descendants, Stalnaker's 
name indicates German parentage.

Shenandoah Valley or Pennsylvania. 
Chalkley gives 1733 as the date of 
Stalnaker' s settlement in Southwest 
Virginia. 

Stalnaker's name appears in the 
following books "Records of Southwest 
Virginia ;" "Westward-the Romance of 
the American Frontier;" "History of 
Tazewell County;" "A Tour of the United 
States of America:" "Now and Long 
Ago," and in the Virginia Magazine of 
History and Biography. 

The last-named publication explained 
that "In 1752, Samuel Stalnaker, after 
whom a fort was named, qualified as 
captain in the militia." 

Capt. Stalnaker might prove a 
challenge to historians. He merits study 
by students of history in order to give 
credit for any early explorations in 
Kentucky. 

''Where he was born, whom he married 
and when or where he died," stated the 
Dayton, Ohio, descendant, "all these are 
unknown facts." But, she added, "We 
who are his descendants, claim him with 
pride."

Ubtquitou a ragw d and perst tent 
a broom edge, blue chicory is a com· 
mon way tde wildOov.er of summer. If 
th1s weed wa n't o plentiful, it would 
most likely be of gl'('at demand for 
domesticated flower gardens It has a 
beautiful blo som and, according to 
\\ ildflo~ er arti t and other authorities 
on color, is one of the purest blues tn the 
color pectrum of the floral world. 

Because it readily takes to pa ·ture and 
hayftelds, farmers generally hate 
chicory. It crov.ds out pasture gra ses, 
adulterates v. inter hay, and at times and 
under certain conditions can become an 
all-around nuisanl:e. But \\hat many 
American farmers may not know is that 
in certain parts of Europe, chicory was 
once cultivated as fodder for ltvestock. It 
was also cultivated as a salad plant and 
its young, tender roots were cooked for 
table use. And as most everyone knows, 
the long. fleshy, mulky root has long been 
dug, dned, roasted and ground and used 
for adulterating coffee. 

In the United States, however, pure 
food la~s prohibit uch u e Without 
proper notiftcation on the label. For those 
who may be interested, chicory may 
ea ily be detected in ground coffee by 
putting a spoonful of the mixture in a 
glass of clear, cold water. The coffee will 
float on the surface, but the ch1cory wtll 
separate and discolor the water as it 
precipitates. It is said that years ago 
when ground coffee began to appear in 
country grocery stores, backwoods 
merchants used this testing method to be 
sure they were getting the "pure coffee" 
they had bought from the drummer.
