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Board Adopts 
Salary Raise 
For Teachers 

arne Jones Head 
At Martin; Await 
HEW Funding Aide 

Under a new salary schedule adopted 
at last Wednesday night's meeting of the 
Floyd County Board of Education, 
teachers in Floyd county schools will 
earn $705 more during the coming school 
year than in the 1976-'77 term. 

"The adoption of this salary schedyle 
represents a lot of work and a lot of input 
from different groups and individuals," 
sa1d Supt. Pete Grigsby, Jr., who cited 
the cooperation of the Floyd County 
Board of Education staff, the Floyd 
County Education Association and the 
state board of education as vital in its 
formulation. 

Under the new schedule salary of the 
beginning teacher with minimum ex­
perience has been increased from last 
year's $8,263 figure to $8,968. The other 
end of the salary scale which would be 
paid teachers holding the Ph.D. degree 
with eleven year's experience is $12,683, 
compared to last year's $11,978. 

Grigsby said the schedule represents 
100 per cent of the county's total 
allocation for salaries for the year. 

Hired by the board to replace Denward 
Johnson, who resigned as principal of 
Martin Elementary during a special 
board meeting in June, was Bobby Jones, 
of Burton, a teacher and guidance 
counselor w1th 18 years' experience at 
Wheelwright and Osborne Elementary 
schools. Grigsby said of Jones, "I feel 
personally that he will do an outstanding 
job at Martin and will prove to be a fine 
administrator."

The body of Dewey Lake's fifth victim 
this summer, James H. Franklin, was 
recovered from the Stratton Branch 
swimming area shortly after noon 
Friday 

Franklin, 52-year-old postmaster, and 
merchant of Staffordsville, was last seen 
at the swimming area Thursday after­
noon. When he failed to return home 
that evening, his family began inquiries 
in an effort to find him. 

Discovered 1n water about seven feet 
deep, the body was brought to shore by 
Gary Maynard, of Beauty, and officials 
were then notified. Park Rangers 
Beverly, Hayes, Dewey Reservoir 
manager Dean Murray, State Trooper 
Sizemore, State Detective Isom and 
Coroner James Carter were called to the 
scene where a cursory examination was 
made. Coroner Carter, assisted by 
members of the Floyd County 
Emergency and Rescue Squad, ac­
companied the body to Highlands 
Regional Medical Center where Carter 
said a thorough examination of the body 
showed no indication of foul play. A 
definite ruling had not been made in the 

( death Saturday awaiting a decision as to 
an autopsy which Carter recommends. 

A history of heart disease has given 
rise to specUlation that Franklin may 
have suffered a heart attack while 
w1mming early Thursday evening. 
A veteran of World War II. Franklin

Betsy Layne Youth 
Electrocuted Monday 

Victim of electrocution, Larry N. 
Simpson, 17-year-old Betsy Layne youth, 
was killed instantly Monday afternoon 
when he came in contact with high­
voltage winng while working on air­
conditioning ducts beneath a house at 
Betsy Layne. 

According to reports, young Simpson 
who had previously been doing work on 
the flood-damaged house, returned there 
Monday with another worker who sub­
sequently left, and Simpson continued to 
work alone. 

Following discovery of the body, the 
death was investigated by State Trooper 
James Stephens, County Judge Henry 
Stumbo, County Attorney Harold 
Stumbo, and Sheriff Joe \\'heeler Lewis. 
Although heavy rainfall hampered of­
ficials, it is urmised that the power 
source was left intact, and that Simp­
son's death occurred when he touched a 
transformer at approximately 2 p.m.

Kennith Shepherd, who had been 
released under bond in the shooting death 
May 27 of Darrell R. Hicks near David, 
was dead on arrival at Community 
hospital in Warsaw, Ind., Monday, victim 
of a self-inflicted shotgun wound to the 
abdomen. 

According to the sheriff's office in 
Warsaw, Shepherd's brother·in-law, 
Glenn Pitts, said that he was mowing his 
la·wn at about 5:40 Monday afternoon 
when his eight-year-old son, Mike, and 
Miss Mia Harris ran from the house to 
tell him that Shepherd had shot himself. 

Officials in Warsaw said that the 
weapon was a 12-gauge shotgun, and that 
members of Shepherd's famlly said that 
he had been despondent since his arrival 
there. 

Following the May 27 exchange of shots 
between Shepherd and Darrell Hicks 
near the Hicks home on the Open Fork of 
Middle Creek near David in which Hicks 
was fatally wounded by a shotgWl blast, 
Shepherd was jailed here, himself 
wounded in the left forearm by a .22-
calibre bullet.

The budget for the f1scal year 
beginnmg July 1 and ending next June 30, 
which emerged from Monday s sess10n 
revealed a number of changes mo t m 
the form of salary and personnel cut­
backs, from the budget presented to the 
fiscal court by County Judge Henry 
Stumbo for approval or reJection at last 
Tuesday's meetmg. At that t1me 
Magistrates Bill Wells, Kenneth Roberts 
and Dewey Roberts declined to rule on 
the budget m objection to certam budget 
provisions and because of the1r con­
tention that they had not had uff1c1ent 
time to examme cop1es of the budget 

From the budget total of $962,928, the 
fiscal court cut $36,000 from the payroll 
and personnel of vanous county offices 

Salary of the Commonwealth's At­
torney was reduced from $5,040 to $2,000 
and the secretary of that office recel\ ed 
a cut from $7,200 to $3,600 These figures 
represent only the salary supplements 
paid by the coWlty. Bulk of the salary 
payment for the CommonV>ealth At· 
torney's office come from the state 

Several cutbacks were made m the 
County Judge's office mcludmg the 
reduction of a ecretary's salary from 
$7,409 to $3,700 and the same reduction 
for other help and expen es The judge' 
expense allottment was reduced from 
$2,772 to $1,800. The salary of the pro-tem 
judge remained the arne at $10 272 

The County Attorney's salary was cut 
from $12,000 to $6,000 for the next 1x 
months. CSince the state \li til take over 
payment of the County Attorney's alary 
as of Jan. 1, this actually represents no 
reduction.) Allotment for office upplies 
was cut from $1,200 to $600

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Dewey "Experiment" May Determine 
Future of Tiger Musky in State

Within the next few years, Kentucky 

anglers may have the chance to decide 
for themselves if the tiger musky gets its 
name from its coloration or from its 
disposition. 

If this fish does prove to be nasty­
tempered, it comes by the trait honestly; 
with a muskellunge for a mother and a 
northern pike for a father, it couldn't be 
anything but mean. 

Its disposition, along with its rapid 
growth rate, is what makes the tiger 
musky a promising fish for Kentucky 
waters. It is supposed to grow to the 30-
inch legal size faster than a musky and is 
easier to catch, according to results in 
other states where this hybrid has been 
stocked. 

The tiger musky has the long, lean 
toothy look typical of members of the 
pike family, but can be separated from 
both his parents by his distinct, tiger-like 
stripes. He's been around since the early 
1960's , and the current world record is 26 
pounds, seven ounces. But no one knows 
for sure how big the fish can grow. 

Like Frankenstein's monster, the tiger 
musky is a product of the laboratory. 
Since musky and northern pike spawn at 
different temperatures, it is most 
unlikely that a tiger musky would occur 
naturally. But he can be produced easily 
under hatchery conditions. 

Approximately 1,500 of these fish were 
raised at the department of fish and 
wildlife 's Clark Hatchery this year and 
were recently stocked in Dewey Lake in 
Eastern Kentucky when they were four 
to five inches long. 

But some legal sized tiger musky 
should start showing up on fishermen's 
stringers this year, since 580 of these fish 
were placed in Dewey two years ago. 
Dewey Lake was chosen for these ex­
perimental stockings because of its high 
rough fish population. 

Charlie Bowers, the director of the 
department of fish and wildlife's 
fisheries division, expects the tiger 
musky to grow fat and sassy on the carp, 
shad and suckers which infest the lake. 
Enough of these predatory musky could, 
in addition to offering some exciting 
angling, actually help restore a more 
favorable balance between game fish 
and rough fish populations, Bowers says. 

While some bass fishermen have ex­
pressed fears that stocking musky or 
other large predator fish in a lake will 
decrease bass populatipns, Bowers 
maintains that such stocking programs 
will actually have the opposite effect. 

Studies at Cave Run Lake, for 
example, show that carp are the favorite 
food of the musky there, while the 
primary predator of the largemouth bass 
is the fisherman .

Seventeen persons died as a result of 
traffic accidents on Kentucky roadways 
over the Fourth of July week-end. 

Lt. Ernest Bivens, State Police safety 
education director, said he is "very 
upset, especially since 13 of those killed 
were between the ages of 15 and 33." 
Traffic deaths are the number two killer 
of young people in this country. 

Last year, 21 persons died over the long 
week-end. "It's ::.hameful that we have 
come to be pleased with a reduction and 
just expect so many people to die each 
holiday," said Bivens. 

So far this year, the traffic toll is 428 
compared to 433 this time a year ago.

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A $4,800 salary for six months for a 
juvenile judge and a cut of $750 for a 
clerk and car expense of $250 provided by 
the budget is not immediately applicable 
since the post has been assumed by the 
County Judge's office. 

Also reduced in the new budget are 
jury flmds, from $6,000 to $3,000, and the 
salary of the Commonwealth's Detective 
from $4,000 to $2,000. Eliminated from 
the Tax CommissiOner's office was $6,000 
for a county mapping program. 

The fiscal court increased 
hospitalization insurance for county 
employees from $24,000 to approximately 
$45,000, depending on the total employed 
during the coming fiscal year. Stx 
thousand dollars was set aside for county 
civil defense and the Floyd County 
Emergency & Rescue Squad's allotment 
" upped from $2,000 to $6,000. 

Dist. 1 Magistrate Bill Wells said the 
funds freed by the cutbacks would be 
used for roads-"primarily gravel." 

Concerning the matter of magistrates' 
salaries and expenses which had caused 
some dispute among the fiscal court, the 
new budget allows $100 per month ex­
penses with an additional $100 available 
for special expenditures which must be 
documented by magistrates. The 
magistrates originally asked a set $200 a 
month for expenses and requested that 
the expense account boost be made 
retroactive to last January 1. These 
requests were termed excessive by Asst. 
Atty. Gen. Charles Runyan in a letter to 
Floyd County Attorney Harold Stumbo 
last week. Salary for magistrates ef­
fective January 1 will be $1,000 per month 
according to the budget. 

Many of the budget's revisions depend 
on the assumption that the state will 
make up the salary losses caused by the 
county fund cutbacks after January 1. 
County Attorney Harold Stumbo pointed 
out that this may not be necessarily true. 

''No one is certain at this time what the 
state will be willing to take over after the 
first of the year," Stumbo said. If the 
state fails to assume certain salary 
responsibilities as expected, he pointed 
out, certain coWlty positions "may be 
hurting." 

County Judge Henry Stumbo said he 
believes revisions in the budget will be 
necessitated when decisions on state 
policy concerning the positions in 
question become final.

Washington Meet 
On Handicapped 

"It was like trying to get a drink of 
water from a firehose, we were so busy,' ' 
says Gerald Williams of his experience 
as a delegate to the White House Con­
ference on Handicapped Individuals . The 
conference was held recently in 
Washington, D. C. 

Williams and the others. in Kentucky's 
delegation came back tired- they started 
early each morning and kept going until 
10:30, 11 or even midnight each night of 
the five-day meeting. "Our people were 
beautiful. "They worked hard and really 
knew their job," says Mary Louise 
Sandman, executive director of the 
Kentucky White House Conference and 
chairman of the group. 

Another member of the delegation was 
Barbara Curry, ombudsman of the 
Department for Human Resources. She 
attended in the capacity of observer, 
someone who could provide information 
to the delegates and report back to her or 
his home state on the actions taken at the 
conference. 

Curry and Williams feel that people are 
becoming more aware of the problems 
confronting individuals with han ­
dicapping conditions and that some of the 
old images are being destroyed. 

Another delegate, Sandra Deaton, 
Lexington , thinks that the conference 
was an important step forward: "If just 
some of the suggestions are im­
plemented, a lot of progress will be 
made." She also says that it was her

impression that all the workshop groups 
wanted to see more preventive programs 
and early diagnosis and treatment of 
handicapping conditions. 

Harry M. Sparks, Jr . of Frankfort was 
an alternate delegate. He, too , believes 
that the event was "a big step forward in 
bringing problems to the attention of the 
general public, especially problems of 
employment and education . Over and 
over, I heard people with handicaps 
saying that they want to work, they want 
to have meaningful jobs, but they 've got 
to get the education and training to be 
able to get those jobs." 

Sparks says that he noticed many 
conferees with handicaps seemed to 
develop a sense that together, they could 
be far more influential than they would 
be as representatives of agencies serving 
individual conditions. 

Several Kentucky delegates say that it 
was an "unbelievable" experience to 
have so many individuals, with such a 
differing range of handicaps, attending 
the conference. "They had to learn to 
adjust to each other," Sandman notes . 
"For example, those in wheelchairs had 
to slow down in the halls, to ac­
commodate people with other mobility 
problems . '' 

However, another of the alternates, 
Joan Page, of Frankfort, has a different 
opinion. She criticizes the "custodial and 
dictatorial attitude" of the conference 
directors, noting there was little op­
portunity for free discussion among 
participants, and that only two minutes 
were alloted for asking and getting a 
response to questions . She further feels 
that needs were identified, but no 
solutions were presented to meet those 
needs. 

Sparks cites two needs he feels were 
identified : 

- A need for a coordinating agency to 
disseminate information and to provide 
specific responses to specific questions . 

- A coordinated system t serve the 
individual with more than one han­
dicapping condition. 

Sparks said that at present. the 
multiply-handicapped person must often 
go to several agencies to get needed help, 
and because that person is being served 
by one agency, another agency may not 
accept him-her in its program. 

Sparks feels that if all handicapped 
people work together to make the vublic 
more aware of their problems. they'll 
gain a tremendous response . Williams is 
also hopeful : ''I think we'll see some very 
definite results in two or three years, 
particularly in the areas of trans­
portation, housing and accessibility "

Two days after the publication of this 

column on Modern Education the 
July 11th issue of U.S. News & World 
Report arrived with an article wherein 
the U.S. Commissioner of Education 
expressed the same philosophy in regard 
to emphasis on the basics in academic 
stud> .

In America no signs say "Able-Bodied 
Here and Handicapped Here." Bus 
drivers do not order disabled people to 
the back of the bus. We are free to come 
and go. No laws govern our conduct. But 
I assert that we experience segregation. 
You may ask, "How can handicapped 
citizens consider themselves to be 
segregated in today's society"" 

As one who has had a severe cerebral 
palsy involvement all of my life, I know 
from personal experience that many 
forms of segregation are not spelled out. 
My parents were not told that I must go 
to a certain school, they were just told 
that 1 could not go to school. No sign has 
ever forbidden me to enter a public 
building or told me which restroom to 
use. Architectural barriers have been 
more than enough. No bus drivers or 
conductor has told me where to sit, but a 
few have refused to carry me since I 
cannot get off and on unassisted. Some 
cab drivers have made me feel smaller 
than a grasshopper-and some won't 
even take me. No law has kept me from 
marrying and establishing a home, but 
society's belief that it's beyond my reach 
has had much the same effect. 

The segregation handicapped people 
experience is different from that ex­
perienced by racial and other groups, but 
we have many things in common. Like 
all other segregation, our problems are 
a result of ignorance and misun­
derstanding on the part of others. 
Education can do much to break down 
the barriers of ignorance and prejudice. 
The President's Committee on Em­
ployment of the Handicapped and similar 
groups are helping the public see 
disabled persons as whole individuals 
with certain limitations. 

The outsider may be puzzled about the 
fact that handicapped people today are 
making more noise about their rights 
despite having more opportunities than 
ever before. This is again a similarity 
with other minority groups. Research 
has proven repeatedly that people on the 
bottom of the socioeconomic ladder 
seldom are able to voice their longings 
and desires. Once they make a few gains 
they become more vocal and are able to 
express their goals more clearly. No 
newcomer to the ranks of the han­
dicapped myself, I freely admit trying to 
break through barriers that I would have 
accepted 20 to 30 years ago. For example, 
as a teen-ager I accepted the fact that all 
colleges and universities were closed to 
people like myself. The thought of joining 
with other handicapped students in legal 
action to force a college or university to 
make its campus accessible never oc­
curred to me. 

The line between reality and un­
necessary segregation is often unclear. 
When a group of my friends decides to go 
for the week-end to the mountains, where

chitectural l:larners, I usually go too. In 
spite of my feedmg difficulties, I attend 
an increasing number of public dinners. 
All of this wmts up the fact that much of 
the segre~tion we experience can be 
mitigated y our own attitudes and our 
own willin ness to assert ourselves in 
spite of o limitations. 

While progressive laws, better 
education, and special devices can do 
much to prevent the segregation of 
handicapped people, true integration in 
the long run depends on overcoming the 
barriers of ignorance and misun­
derstanding. When we are able to see 
each other, handicapped and nonhan­
dicapped alike, without labels, then we 
will have overcome the most subtle kind 
of segregation.

Assembly, policy-making body of the 
Church of God, issued a strong statement 
urging presidents of major American 
television networks to eliminate the use 
of profanity and violence from their 
telecasts. 

Supporting action recommended by the 
church 's Commission on Social Con­
cerns, the Assembly protested ·•an 
alarming mcrease in the use of profanity, 
v1olence and portrayal of life-styles in­
consistent with Christian values in an 
increasing number of telecasts." 

Dr. W E. Reed, executive secretary of 
the church's Execut1ve Council, ex­
plained the action began with the Oh10 
General Assembly and proceeded 
through the Commission to the General 
Assembly, which has concluded annual 
sessions here. 

He said the Assembly's resolution 
noted the current trend of " profanity on 
television is detrimental to the well-being 
of our families-especially our children 
and youth."

Safety Posts 
Still Vacant 

Mines and Minerals Commissioner 
Harreld Kirkpatrick told a spectal 
subcommittee on 1\lming Legtslat ion 
Implementation that the state should 
complete trainmg ol its deep mine in­
:pectors and safety analysts by Oct 1 

Kirkpatrick told the subcommtttee that 
tht> statE.' has htred 19 safet) analysts. but 
said the initial salary proposal had 
discouraged applicants in the P1keville 
and Hazard districts. He satd Gov . Julian 
Carroll responded to the lack of ap­
plicants by ratsing the pay scale for· 
safetv analvsts. 

The Haza~d district has since received 
applications for the positions available. 
Kirkpatrick said. but Pikeville still has 
not filled its analyst positwns. He sa1d he 
expects more interest in the jobs after 
the national miners' vacation ends later 
this month. 

Kirkpatrick said the analysts would be 
responsible to one of two supervisors. 
One supervisor will cover mining 
districts in Eastern; 1 he other supervisor 
oversees distncts in the western part of 
the state. 

The safety analyst program is part of a 
deep mine safety legislative package 
approved in the December 1976 special 
session of the Kentucky General 
Assembly. Another part of the law 
established a deep mine inspector 
program, and created a state Board of 
Miner Training, Education and Cer­
tification. 

Kirkpatrick said that in late September 
the department will send applicants for 
mine inspector posit10ns to an eight-day 
training course in Beckley. W. Va. After 
completion of the course, the applicants 
must pass a two-day examination to 
become inspectors, he said. 

The inspectors will then be assigned to 
a mining district near their home area. 
In Pike county, Kirkpatrick said, about 
20 mspectors will be assigned to the 
county's 450 deep mines. 

Concerning the miner education, 
training and certification program, Lynn 
Tackett, coordinator of the industrial 
education unit in the Bureau for 
Vocational Education, said the training 
program should begin in either August or 
September. The program has hired some 
85 part-time instructors. 

Tackett said the training program 
would be conducted in five vocational 
education regions. Madisonville. Owens­
boro, Paintsville, Hazard and Harlan. 
Thirty teacher-coordinators have been 
approved by the state and await approval 
by the federal Mine Enforcement Safety 
Administration <MESAl. 
. Tackett said the program aims to be 
the best in the nation, and said it may 
construct three simulated deep mines to 
aid in miner education. 

Inexperienced miners will be required 
to complete a 48-hour training course 
under the certification program. and 
experienced miners must take a 16-hour 
retraining course.

Social Sec. Office 
Says Wage Reports Due 
For Household Workers 

Quarterly wage reports and social 
security contributions for household 
workers are due by August 1, according 
to Jim Kelly, social security manager. 

"People who pay a household worker 
$50 or more in cash wages in any 3-month 
quarter must send a report of the wages, 
along with the social security con­
tribution, to the Internal Revenue Ser­
vice within one month after the end of the 
quarter," Kelly said. 

Quarters are January-February­
March, April-May-June, July-August­
September, October-November­
December. Wage reports and social 
security contributions for the 2nd quarter 
of 1977 are due by August 1, Kelly said. 
"The date would be July 31, but July 31 
falls on a Sunday this year," he said. 

People who employ household workers 
may file the wage report on a form 
available at any Internal Revenue 
Service Office- Employer's Quarterly 
Tax Return for Household Employees 
<for social security>." 

The social security contribution for a 
household employee is 5.85 percent of 
covered wages, and the employer pays a 
matching amount. 

Social security contributions help build 
retirement, disability, survivors, and 
Medicare hospital insurance protection 
for workers and their families. People 
who employ household workers can get a 
free copy of the leaflet, Social security 
and your household employee, at the 
social security office located on Auxier 
Road, Prestonsburg.

One reason why insects are so hard to 
control is that they have the same five 
senses possessed by man . As a matter of 
fact, some entomologists have voiced the 
suspicion that they have other senses of 
wh1ch man has not suspected or become 
aware. In their domestic life many in· 
sects show such ingenuity and in· 
telligence that naturalists have often 
wondered if they didn't have something 
more than instinct to guide them. They 
were here on earth long before man and 
it may just be they will be here after he is 
gone and the next period of geologic lime 
could very well be the " Age of Insects ." 
One thing for certain, insects are without 
peer in the art of survival. 

Hardly a year goes by without scien· 
tists discovering new facts about these 
incredible fellow travelers. One recent 
discovery is that while some angry bees 
and hornets seem to attain the speed of a 
.45-caliher bullet . they really aren ' t going 
that fast A scared bare-foot boy can 
ususally outrun a provoked bald-faced 
hornet. 

l\lost insects , entomologists say, fly 
much more slowly than they seem to 
travel. Although dragonflies can cut 
through the air at a rate of 40 miles per 
hour, the top speed of a hornet is about 25 
mph. Providing they are not heading into 
a wind, a honey bee in a hurry can travel 
at the same speed as a hornet. But if the 
wind is much over eight m1les per hour . 
bees fly close to the ground in order to 
lake ad\antage of wmdbreaks in their 
line of night. 

Honey bees have been known to travel 
up to 8 1 ~ miles fnr food . On the average, 
however. beekeepers say they do not 
usu:;ally fly more than two miles in 

search of nectar . 
Mosquitoes get the most mileage per 

gallon of fuel , and monarch butterflies 
can fly the farthest. 

Male mosquitoes dawdle along at two 
and a half miles per hour , but some 
scientist once figured out that they got 
450 million miles per gallon of nectar­
their fuel. 

What female mosquitoes get from a 
gallon of fuel (animal blood l has not been 
figured out- at least as far as we know. 

Big old horseflies. scientists say. can ' t 
do over 15 mph and as for flight distance, 
a good tailwind helps all insects. With a 
good breeze behind 1t , some en· 
tomologists beheve a monarch butterfly 
could probably cross the Atlantic Ocean 
without refueling . Without a wmd, the 
monarch butterfly has chalked up a 
laboratory flight record of 650 miles. 

As these few facts alone indicate, the 
world of insects is an mcredible place 
and with their amazmg ability to adapt , it 
is not inconceivable that ultimately they 
will inherit the earth .

Procedure Changed for GI Bill Checks 
A previously announced procedure that 

would have caused a break between 
summer and fall checks for veterans 
attending school under the GI Bill has 
been changed. 

Kenneth McDonald, director of the VA 
regional office in Louisville, said Ad­
ministrator of Veterans Affairs Max 
Cleland has relaxed the procedure that 
would have caused a break between 
summer and fall checks. Students who 
continue in the fall with less than a 
month's break will be paid on schedule 
providing the student is continuously 
enrolled or preregisters early enough to 
allow for processing the paperwork. 

There is no change in the legal 
requirement that allowances be paid at 
the end of the month rather than at the 
beginning, McDonald said. That law will 
result in a so-day break between the 
"prepayment" check which came May 1 
and the "postpayment" check that wi11 
come July 1. 

Students who are not eligible for con­
tinuous payment because there is more 
than a calendar month break between 

terms have the option of receiving either 
an advance payment or regular end-of­
month payment

payment for the first partial or full 
month, plus the following month, only if 
the student makes a written request 30 
days prior to registration and the school 
agrees to process the advance payments.

Modern Service Facilities for 
A $3.9 million contract for ap­

proximately 1.5 miles of US 23 near Lock­
wood in Boyd county led the list of the 
latest highway projects to be announced 
last week. 

The contract award was announced by 
State Transportal ion Secretary Calvin G. 
Grayson who said that the project will 
provide for grade and drain construction 
and surfacing, to be carried out from 
about one-half mile south of Lockwood 
north to the White Creek road CKY 757). 
Contractor on the project will be Bizzack 
Brothers Construction Corp., Frankfort. 

Awarding of the US 23 contract 
followed a June 23 bid-letting which 
resulted in more than $20.5 million worth 
of bridge and road improvement con­
tracts being approved statewide. The 
figure raises to nearly $160 million the 
total value of highway contracts awarded 
thus far this year_

Floyd Fire Departments 
Benefit from State Funds

Seven Floyd fire departments and the 

Floyd County Emergency and Rescue 
Squad are among the state groups which 
will benefit from a total of approximately 
$515,000 allocated to Kentucky fire 
departments and rescue squads for the 
improvement and expansion of existing 
facilities. 

State Fire Marshal Warren Southworth 
said the grants have been made to 466 
eligible fire departments and 157 rescue 
squads. Allocations have also been in­
cluded for volunteer firefighters' work­
men's compensation insurance. About 
$118,000 has been budgeted in that area. 

Each of the 466 fire departments are to 
receive $783.26 from a total $365,000. The 
department must maintain a fire truck 
and have a chief and at least 12 
firefighters in order to meet state 
requirements for the funds. Southworth 
noted that all applications are verified by 
state field investigators employed by the 
fire marshal's office. 

Another fund provided $150,000 to the 
rescue squads, with each receiving 
$955.41. Rescue squads were included in 
the grants for the first time two years ago 
when $50,000 was directed to them. Each 
squad must remain active if their grants 
are to continue, Southworth said. 

The Eastern Kentucky area en­
compassing what was the Seventh 
Congressional District until1972 received 
$53,261.68 for 68 fire departments and 
another $14,331.15 was budgeted for 15 
rescue squads.

Education Program 
For Migrant Young 

Kentucky's Migrant Advisory 
Council met for the first time 
last week as members got 
acquainted with the state's 
educational program for the 
children of migrant workers. 

Federal regulations require 
that states receiving federal 
funds for the education of 
migrant children set up an 
advisory council made up of 
parents of children who would 
be served or persons 
knowledgeable of the needs of 
migratory children, said Don 
Hart, director of the Division of 
Compensatory Education in 
Kentucky's Department of 
Education. 

Kentucky will receive $2.73 
million dollars this year "to 
meet the special needs of 
migrant children," Hart said. 
That is an increase from the $1.9 
million received last year and 
$80,000 the year before. 

As of January of this year, 
7,555 migrant children had been 
identified in Kentucky. L. D. 
Knight, unit director for 
Migrant Programs, told the 
newly-appointed advisory 
council, "We tend to think of 
migrant workers as a steady 
stream constantly moving from 
place to place." 

Knight explained that federal 
regulations define migrant 
children as "any child whose 
parents have changed school 
districts within the last five 
years in search of agricultural 
employment." 

Last year 45 school districts 
offered migrant programs. In 
the coming year 55 districts will 
offer programs ranging from 
remedial classes for migrant 
children to tutorial assistance in 
the home. Nineteen districts are 
sponsoring summer schools for 
migrant children. 

It was stressed that the 
migrant child does not have to 
be educationally deprived or 
functioning beneath his grade 
level for the school to receive 
funds. Gifted programs can be 
planned for· migrant children as 
well as remedial programs.

Baptists' Report 
Critical of TV 

The Southern Baptist Convention has 
approved a sweeping report on the 
morality of television. 

The report, written by executives of the 
denomination's Christian Life Com­
mission, was adopted by the 16,000 
messengers (delegates) to the recent 
annual business session of the Southern 
Baptist Convention in Kansas City. 

"Television fails us, and it fails itself 
when it dumps into our homes a steady 
stream of illicit sex, casual violence, 
alcohol promotion, materialism, 
vulgarity, blaspheming, cursing and the 
dead-in notion that everyone should eat, 
drink and be merry because tomorrow 
we die," declared Foy Valentine, 
executive secretary of the Christian Life 
Commission, in presenting the television. 
document to the messengers. 

"If we do not control television, 
television will control us," Valentine 
added. "Christians cannot in­
discriminately give television our eyes, 
our minds and our time." 

Specifically, the program calls on 
Southern Baptists to "courageously 
confront television's moral challenge, 
evaluate television's impact, use moral 
discernment regarding television, 
communicate their convictions about 
television to station and network officials 
as well as congressional representatives, 
the Federal Communications Com­
mission, the Federal Trade Commission 
and advertisers, and cooperate with 
others concerned about current tele­
vision programming.'' 

In a related development, messengers 
accepted an amendment commending 
the producers of "The Wonderful World 
of Disney."

Hager Is Member 
Of Task Force 

Ronald L. Hager, assistant superin­
tendent, Floyd County Board of 
Education, is one of 30 Kentuckians who 
have been selected to serve on a metric 
task force which will help local school 
districts prepare for the transition to the 
metric system. 

''The task force will provide resource 
people more conveniently located to help 
schools· and communities make the 
transition to metrics," said Lydia Wells 
Sledge, math consultant for the Kentucky 
Department of Education. 

Other members selected from Eastern 
Kentucky are Wanda R. Maxey, of 
Flemingburg, Stewart McPeek, of 
Pikeville, Virginia K. Murphy, of 
Grayson, Richard Russell, of Hazard, 
Sherril Slone, of Jeremiah, Jenny H. 
Templeton, of Ashland, Marvin E. 
Wilson, of Booneville, and Pam Douglas, 
of Stearns. 

A metric workshop for members of the 
task force will be held July 18-21 at the 
Holiday Inn Midtown in Louisville. They 
will receive instruction on activities for 
teachers in classrooms, on how to hold in­
service programs for teachers, and on 
how to plan metric programs for 
presentation to community civic groups. 

In September 1975 the State Board of 
Education resolved that by the school 
year 1980-'81 the metric system will be 
the predominant system of measurement 
taught in Kentucky schools. "The 
workshop will help us accomplish that 
goal," Sledge said. 

Members of the task force will also 
preview the educational series, 
"Measure Metrics," which was 
developed and financed by a 25-state 
consortium under the direction of the 
Agency for Instructional Television. 

The keynote address at the workshop 
will be given by Dr. Robert Kansky, 
Professor of Mathematics Education at 
the University of Wyoming in Laramie. 
Kansky is a member of the U.S.

Solvent Refined Coal 
Utilized Successfully 

Electricity from a new type of 
clean-burning coal was 
generated commercially for the 
first time. 

The fuel was produced from a 
high-sulfur coal by the solvent 
refined coal <SRC) process, 
under development by the 
Energy Research and 
Development Administration 
<ERDA). The process cleans 
coal by removing almost all of 
its ash content and most of its 
sulfur. 

The successful first com­
mercial run of SRC coal was at 
Plant Mitchell, Putney, 
Georgia, using a 22.5 megawatt 
pulveried-coal-fired boiler. 

With SRC fuel, utility 
power plants could make use of 
the nation's abundant reserves 
of high-sulfur coal while 
minimizing pollutant emissions. 
Preliminary results from the 
Plant Mitchell run of SRC coal 
indicate that this could be done 
with some modification to 
conventional coal·fired plant 
design. 

Solvent refining uses a coal­
derived aromatic solvent to 
dissolve the organic com­
ponents of coal. The solution is 
filtered to remove ash and in­
soluble organic materials. After 
recovery of the solvent, a pitch­
like material remains, almost 
totally free of ash and with 
substantially less sulfur then in 
the original coaL

Summer Blood Needs 
More, Donbrs Fewer 

The word "rare" can mean life or 
death to patients who depend on Tri-State 
Red Cross Blood Center and local Red 
Cross bloodmobile visits. 

During the summer months, the blood 
donor is often a "rare bird." As more 
patients require blood around this time, 
less donors seem to be around to give it 
through the Red Cross Blood Program. 
The reason is that accident rates tend to 
increase and more people take off for 
vacation. This situation makes blood 
even more the precious resource that it 
is. 

It is more than a rare occurance that 
Tri-State Red Cross Blood Center finds 
itself low in blood supply which over 90 
hospitals depend upon daily. It happens 
each summer that people forget that it 
takes their own blood to save a life. 

Rare also refers to blood type. A net­
work of Red Cross blood centers, the 
National Red Cross Rare Blood Donor 
Registry and a frozen red ceU bank in 
Washington, D. C. and centers including 
Tri-State in Huntington, make sure blood 
for persons with rare types can be ac­
commodated. Without records and a 
stockpile of rare blood, a patient with a 
rare blood type may have little chance to 
live. 

Take the case of Rev. David Crum, of 
Seth, W.Va. Rev. Crum's blood type is 0 
negative, which alone is uncommon. But 
what makes his blood rare is the lack of 
certain protein factors called antigens. 
Because no other match for it has ever 
been found, Rev. Crum donates blood 
every so often and his red cells are kept 
frozen and in storage at the center should 
he need it. 

No matter what your type is, patients 
need you in the summer months when 
donors could be a rarity.

Gardening Tips from Extensron Specialists at the 
University of Kentucky College of Agriculture 

Taking a moment's resp1te from 
gardening a few days ago by stretching 
out on the ground under one of my 
chestnut trees, 1 observed an in­
chenumon fly straddling a caterpillar. 
more than twice its size, making its way 
across fallen leaves and twigs. 

This fly, which looks something like a 
dirt dauber, soon came to a small hole 
bored in the earth and with ease born of 
instinct and experience, upended the 
caterpillar and carried it underground. 

Emerging from the hole, the laboring 
insect gathered up bits of leaves and 
after tamping them into the top of the 
hole, made like a terrier digging for a rat 
and finished the job by filling the hole 
with dirt. Then it flew away. 

The action of this fly brought to m ind 
an old conservationist saying, "Take 
care in stepping on bugs. The life you 
save may help your own." 

Gardeners who have fought injurious 
insects all spring may not be in any mood 
to heed this saying. It is the truth , 
however, that many insects are on man 's 
side in the struggle for survival. En-

tomologists say that e ight out of every 10 
living creatures are insects and if more 
than a small fraction were pests, human 
tenure upon the earth would be 
precarious indeed. 

Beneficial insects prey upon harmful 
ones. Likewise they serve as food for 
more desirable forms of wildlife. They 
produce silk, honey, wax, shellac and 
dye. They pollinate more than 50 
valuable crop plants, act as scavengers, 
and improve the soil by aeration and 
fertilization. 

Some of the insects that are of great 
economic value to the gardener include 
the tiny ladybug, the dragonfly, preying 
mantis , tumble bug, doodle bug , damsel 
fly and aphis lion. The tiny black and red 
spotted ladybug is especially valuable 
because it devours incredible quantities 
of aphids, scale insects and other garden 
plant feeding species. 

With all the poisons available, it is still 
doubtful if cabbage and lettuce could be 
grown in Kentucky without the help of a 
little wasp imported long ago from 
England. 

Because it eats its way into the cab­
bage head, the cabbage caterpillar is 
difficult to reach and kill with poison. But 
not for the little imported wasp. It hunts 
down the caterpillars , lays its eggs on 
them and lets the young wasps do the 
rest. 

The spider is not a very handsome 
thing to look at, but it is of great benefit to 
mankind. While making itself a nuisance 
by spinning dust-gathering cobwebs 
inside houses, it also gobbles up every 
fly, mosquito and moth that comes with­
in reach. Garden spiders are also death 
on leaf-sucking aphids, weevils and 
cucumber beetles. Without insects to 
serve as pollen carriers, such things as 
apples, cherries, plums, onions, clover 
and alf&lfa could not produce seed.

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Girl 'Too Dumb To Learn' 
Now Recognized as Talented 

Senior Citizens 
We would like to invite you to eat with us! 

Jul1e is no longer easily discouraged, 
but she still remembers the phrase used 
by those closest to her, "You are just too 
dumb-you'll never learn anything." 

Both attractive and talented, Jul1e only 
recently learned to tell time. With the 
help of a tutor, Julie is learning to read 
and write more proficiently. Although 
she did not graduate from high school, 
she has a number of skills, such as 
knitting, crocheting and flower 
arranging. She earns a living by workmg 
as a clerk in a fabric shop in Ashland. 

Julie has a handicap a learning 
disability. 

Randy is a 22-year-old high school 
graduate with two jobs, but his handicap 
is more noticeable than Julie's. He was 
born with cerebral palsy which affected 
the right side of his body During the day, 
Randy works as a drill press operator, 
and spends his spare time doing 
bookkeeping for his father's firm in 
Lexington. 

Both Julie and Randy are successful, 
despite their handicaps, because of a 
special program offered at the Eastern 
Kentucky Rehabilitation Center in 
Thelma, located a few miles from 
Paintsville. 

"The center is only one of eight in the 
United States," according to Carroll 
Burchett, the center director. "The 
center pr'ovides medical treatment, 
physical and occupational therapy, 
recreation and adjustment services to 
the students as they learn one of 17 dif­
ferent vocational skills." 

Each student who enrolls in the cen­
ter's program is assigned a counselor. 
The counselors work with the students 
during their rehabilitation program to 
help them interpret test results, to 
determine what services are needed and 
how to make the wisest career choice. 

"The center's program is not just 
designed to teach the students a job skill, 
but to help them learn to accept their 
disabilities," said Burchett. "They can 
learn to care for themselves and live 
independently.'' 

The center offers adjustment services 
and special classes to teach students how 
to care for themselves. "These special 
classes teach social skills and basic 
things which we use everyday," said 
Julie. "Students learn how to select, 
organize, decorate and clean an apart­
ment. They learn to prepare meals and 
how to care for their personal clothing." 

"The most important thing a student 
learns at the center," said Randy, "is 
how to get along well with others." 

Julie and Randy were two of about 30 
graduates who returned to the center for 
an alumni luncheon on June 25. Since 
opening in 1973, the center has served 
approximately 1,400 persons and 290 
have graduated. Why do some of the 

graduates return to the center? 
"We are still eoping with acceptance 

problems," Julie answered "The staff at 
the center care about the students and 
they teach us to care more about our­
selves as people. · 

Randy returned to the center to talk 
with those graduates who have not found 
employment. " 1\lany employers are 
skeptical a bout hiring a handicapped 
person. but there's always one who will 
take a chance." Handy said. 

The center is coordinated by the 
Bureau of Rehabilitation Services, 
Kentucky Department of Education.

19, 1977 in sealed envelopes, no later than 
9:00a.m. Eastern Standard Time. At this 
time the bids will be opened and publicly 
read aloud in the Floyd County Fiscal 
Court Room. 

The Administrative Regulation Review 
Subcommittee voted to file the regulation 
after hearing opposition from the AAA 
Clubs of Kentucky and Assistant 1\t­
torney General Gerard Gerhard who said 
that registration should be based on the 
birth month of the owner. They said this 
system would result in more even 
distribution of the work load. 

However, since law requires that a 
license plate stay on the vehicle, some 
subcommittee members thought that the 
transfer of cars between owners having 
different birth months would cause more 
confusion.

Some Anti-TB Medication 
Off Prescription Drug List ANNUAL MEETING 

A dozen drug produces including one 
brand of anti-tuberculin medication, 
isoniazid, have been removed from the 
list of prescription drugs available in 
Kentucky, as a result of action by the 
state Drug Formulary Council. 

The council, attached to the Depart­
ment for Human Resources <DHR>, is a 
regulatory body which designates the 
prescription drugs and their equivalents 
which can be legally dispensed by 
pharmacists. 

The 12 drugs, produced by Kasar of 
Niles, Ill., were ordered removed from 
the list after it was reported to the 
council that the manufacturer is under 
federal injunction and has failed to 
provide date requested by the council. 

The injunction prohibits Kasar from 
manufacturing any of its products. 

Council consultant Dr. Fred Shainfield 
said the council "acted to protect citizens 
of the Commonwealth from ineffective or 
potentially harmful drugs." 

Meeting last week, the council learned 
th~t at least one of the company's 
products was purchased by DHR which 
dispensed it to tuberculosis hospitals. 

Dr. Shainfield said he is notifying 
federal Food and Drug Administration 
officials, tuberculosis hospitals in 
Kentucky and other appropriate agen­
cies concerning the council's action. 

"If and when this company can 
reassure the Formulary Council of the 
effectiveness and safety of their 
products, the council will reconsider the 
drugs on an individual basis," said Dr. 
Shainfield. 

Richard Manuel, a purchasing agent 
for the state Department of Finance and 
Administration and a licensed phar­
macist, said the last state contract with 

' 
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Kasar was April 9, 1976. Manuel noted 
that since DHR no longer operates 
tuberculosis hospitals, it no longer 
purchases drugs for them. 

"Chances of any of Kasar's isoniazid 
being in the hospitals is remote," Manuel 
said. "By now it would be at least 14 
months old and probably used or 
destroyed," he said. 

Manuel said isomazid has been pur­
chased under three contracts since April, 
1976, but from another manufacturer. 

Dr. Shainfield noted that the federal 
injunction on Kasar's manufacturing 
does not necessarily mean the company's 
products on pharmacy shelves are 
defective. He said it is not yet known 
exactly why the injunction was imposed 
but "if the company's products were 
shown to be harmful, a seizure of the 
drugs from pharmacies would have been 
ordered," he said.
