While the Wlauthorized strike situation 
remained without radical change an 
effort was made to reach a solution of the 
health benefits problem. Arnold Miller , 
UMW president, met with Bituminous 
Coal Operators Association officials in 
Washington Monday, presumably to ask 

, , the operators to help the health benefits 
program with an allocation from the 
pensil)n trust fund, hut there was no 
indication of success. 

Incidents of violence growing out of the 
strike were at a minimum. A fire which 
Friday night caused an estimated $20,000 
damage to the mdependent Witten Coal 
and Mining Co. tipple at Van Lear was 
suspected of having been deliberately 
set, but there was no indication that the 
blaze had any connection with the strike. 
The Witten operation had been men­
tioned at a meeting of miners at Jenny 
Wiley State Park last Thursday as a 
possible target for picketing, but pickets 
had not appeared there.

Seek Receivers 
For Auxier Firm 

The Prestonsburg City Utilities 
Commission last week filed suit in circuit 
court to collect from Forrest Music, 
doing business as the Auxier Water 
Company, $32,542.15 which the com­
mission claims was due as of July 11 for 
water sold at a wholesale rate to Music 
for distribution to Auxier area 
customers.

The court was asked to appoint a 
receiver to handle affairs of the Auxier 
company and also requested that the 
Prestonsburg water commission be 
given a lien on all the assets of the Auxier 
system, such lien to be superior to any 
held by the Citizens Bank of Paintsville 
or the First National Bank of Prestons­
burg. 

In order to provide a continuity of 
operation of the defendant company, the 
Public Service Commission was made a 
party-defendant in the suit.

After Church Built 

The Pine Grove Baptist Church at 
Price will soon open its new building for 
worship services-if the state doesn't 
stop the construction job that is now 
hetter than 90 perc<'ilt c.ompl" e 

The small Southern Baptist 
congregation at Price and in the 
surroWlding area began planning a new 
sanctuary three years ago. Its members 
began contributing to the building fWld. 
The site was cleared of trees, hlasting 
was done in preparation of the foun­
dation . Pastor, deacons, men, women­
everybody worked. 

A large sign outside proclaimed that 
this was "The Future Home of the Pine 
Grove Baptist Church." 

After all that and with completion a 
matter of weeks away, a state fire in­
spector-whose residence is nearby­
demanded that the Rev. Ishmel Elliott, 
pastor and leader of the building en­
terprise, produce the plans for the 
building. 

There were no plans. The small 
congregation had extended itself in the 
effort to finance the undertaking, bad 
raised approximately $12,000, and had 
borrowed more money from a bank. It 
had no money for the feeing of an ar­
chitect; in fact, it had not considered that 
an architect was needed. 

The inspector, Gary Fugate, of Price, 
insisted that it was his duty to report the 
infraction, and he did. 

tJpshot of the matter is, the church and 
iu p " nr have received from an .attorn~>v 
for the state Department of Insurance 
thi notice : 

" Om· records indicate that the plans 
and specifications for the . . structure 
have not been submitted to the Fire 
Marshal's office for approval. If I do not 
hear from you in 10 days of the date of 
this letter, the Department of Insurance 
will call a formal hearing ... " 

With the work so near completion and 
no plans or specifications available, the 
church has asked County Attorney 
Harold J Stumbo for advice. He, too, 
found the situation puzzling, if not 
exasperating. Stumbo wrote the 
Department of Insurance, in part : 

"In southeastern Kentucky a small 
church like this does the labor and thev 
take up contributions. There are many 
new churches which cannot afford an 
architect . The enforcement of such a Ia w 
or regulation will have the effect of 
eliminating small churches ... in the 
future. I urge you to consider these 
factors on behalf of the church."

McDowell ARH 
Begins Layoff 
Of Employees 

Benefits Cutback 
Reduces Hospital 
Service Demands 

Reduced health and retirement 
benefits to members of the United Mine 
Workers Will result in layoffs of em­
ployees at the McDowell Appalachian 
Regional Hospital this week and in all 
probability more next week. 

Edward Collins, administrator of the 
McDowell hospital , said Monday morn­
ing that he was not certain how many 
will he laid off hut that the layoff no­
tice was due for posting by 3 o'clock 
that afternoon. 

Mr . Collins said one doctor who has 
been on vacation returned to work 
Monday, another was to return Tuesday, 
but the extent to wh1ch medical services 
will be in demand will determine the 
number of layoffs next week. 

The drop in demand for medical ser­
vices, with a resultant layoff of hospital 
workers, followed the cutback of medical 
benefits by the UMWA Health and 
Retirement Fund <popularly known as 
The Fund>. Until the reduced benefits 
were announced, miners' health ex­
penses were paid entirely by The Fund, 
which was subsidized by the Bituminous 
Coal Operators' Association. Now, the 
miners must pay the first $250 of their 
hospital bills and 40 per cent of doctor 
hills. 

Although McDowell and the other eight 
hospitals in the ARH chain are most 
severely affected, the miners' loss of 
henefits is expected to hit all hospitals 
authorized by The Fund to accept 
beneficiaries for treatment. 

ARH President Dr. David Heydinger 
said in an open Jetter to employes that the 
effects of the cutbacks will be 
"devastating." 

Heydmger said the system's cash flow 
will he reduced by se\·eral million dollars 
in the coming year, a situation that "is 
impossible for the Appalachian system to 
withstand." 

Heydmger pointed out that the hospital 
system has already lo t $1 nullion

Danger of N.Y.-Type 
Blackout Unlikely 
Says Kentucky Power 

The possibility of a widespread power 
outage similar to that which affected 
~uch of New York City last week is 
virtually out. of the question in the service 
territory of the American Electric Power 
System, of which Kentucky Power is a 
part. 

That assurance came from Waldo S. La 
Fon, executive vice president of Ken­
tucky Power. 

He said that the AEP System has been 
d~veloped over the years on the prin­
CI~Ies of _widely dispersed generating 
umts. wh1ch are integrated and in­
t~rconnected with a highly protected 
h1gh-vo1tage transmission system and 
has been designed, engineered and built 
with reliability uppermost in mind. 

''AEP has in service more than 1 300 
miles of 765,000-volt transmission li~es 
largest in the world. And additions to that 
system are being added at the present," 
he said. "This extra-high-voltage net­
work makes it possible for AEP 
operating companies to ship and receive 
large blocks of electric energy over 
greater distances and to operate with 
greater flexibility than ever before." 

He added that on many occasions large 
power generating units have been lost 
without affecting electric service to a 
single customer. The transmission 
network makes it possible for losses of 
generation in one section of the system to 
be picked up immediately from other 
locations. 

"Every major community on the AEP 
System has more than one source of 
power available to it from our trans­
mission network,·· Mr. La Fon said.

"Crime prevention will he a total State 
Police program" and will become a 
routine function for all troopers, 
sergeants and detectives, accordmg to a 
memorandum to all Kentucky State 
Police personnel from Commissioner 
Ken Brandenhurgh.

"With all personnel involved now, we 
are going to realize more citizen in· 
volvement, and hope to make crime 
prevention a part of daily living habits 
for all the citizens we serve, particularly 
in the rural areas of the Com­
monwealth," Brandenhurgh said 

He said citizens in areas where the 
State Police are "their police depart­
ment'' can expect to he contacted hy a 
trooper who will assist them in joining 
''Operation Identification" and having a 
free security survey.

Un.,til this year, Civil Defense got the $6,000 appropnat1?n wh.tle 
the Rescue Squad drew only a third as much. Now that 1ne~U1.ty 
has been erased. With all due respect to Civil Defense, we ms1st 
it has never met individual or even group needs as has this 
volunteer group of men who seek no personal rewards, not ev~n 
personal recognition, while doing heroic tasks when the hero1c 
loses its glamor and often is even distasteful.

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The grant money can he used for un­
met needs arising directly from the 
flooding.

South Central Bell Asks 
$54.2 Million Rate Boost 

Citing regulatory refusal to recognize 
the "real world" of inflation and higher 
costs, South Central Bell today asked the 
Kentucky Puhlic Service Commission for 
a statewide increase in telephone rates. 

Approval of the $54.2 million increase. 
the company said, would make possihle a 
three-year, half-billion dollar program of 
service improvement and expansion that 
is essential to avoid impairment of 
telephone service in the state. 

"We must hreak the constraint of 
inadequate rates if we're going to meet 
our customers' needs," said Paul D. 
McCandless. vice president in charge of 
Kentucky operations for the company. 
"We've reached an extremely critical 
point that too few people recognize .. 

"Our success in staving off ohvwus 
declines in service quality may have 
fostered, in some people, a sense of 
complacency, an impression that good 
service can he provided forever on a 
"shoestrmg'," l\lcCandless said. 

"Without higher rates," McCandless 
continued, "a widely noticeahle decline 
in the quality of telephone service is 
certain The only question is when." 

McCandless said the company needs to 
make capital outlays of more than $550 
million to keep up with Kentucky's 
economic growth in the years 1978-1980. 

The P.rogram also would provide new 
telephone service to 4,700 customers now 

on a waiting Jist-a Jist that is growing 
daily. And it would, by 1981, make at 
least two-party service availahle to 
everyone who wants it. A company of­
ficial said Friday that many of these 
awaiting phone installation are in this 
area. 

"Our present rates simply don't cover 
all of those costs." 

The company proposed increases that 
range from $3.47 to $5.56 a month for 
basic monthlv residence service, and 
from $5.34 to. $11.44 a month for basic 
monthly business service. 

Discussing the company's proposal to 
increase the rate for local calls from coin 
telephones from ten cents to 25 cents, 
McCandless said, "the same logic ap­
plies to the requested increase in coin 
rates. The dime rate was set in 1952. It's 
clearly outdated. Coin users should share 
in the increased costs of telephone ser­
vice." 

McCandless said that hy proposing the 
25-cent coin rate, the company was ahle 
to reduce the requested hasic service 
increase hy $2.70 a year per customer. 

Other changes proposed would in­
crease charges for installing or moving 
telephones. and for many husiness 
equipment items and services.

Hot Weather Slows Fishing 
Frankfort, Ky., July 18-The latest 

heat wave to sweep Kentucky has pushed 
surface water temperatures to the upper 
80's and low 90's on the state's major 
lakes, reduced fishing pressure and 
generally slowed fishing. The lake-by­
lake rundown, as compiled by the 
Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources:

In Fund Update 

Both Floyd county and Prestonsburg 
gained from an allocation update of funds 
to he released through the Local Public 
Works Employment Act of 1977, as 
determined by the Economic Develop­
ment Administration. 

The latest spending level for Floyd 
county is $297,000, an increase of $13,000 
from the earlier projected allocation of 
$284,000, while Prestonsburg will gain 
$33,000 over the previous figure of 
$729,000. The city's allocation is now set

These funds, available only to areas 
where the average 12-month unem­
ployment rate is at or above 5.5 percent, 
will finance construction of the long­
planned Prestonsburg municipal 
building and will a lso provide a major 
part of the construction cost of a bridge 
across Beaver Creek to connect the Allen 
recreation center, now under con­
struction, with the present KY 80.

One group of four surgeons 
stated It would cost them nearly $100,000 
annually. Such reports seem common. A 
surve) taken h) the Association, 
however. showed a hout one-half of the 
uncovered physicians responding could 
not even find a company to sell them the 
"umbrella" coverage at any price 

Doctor Parks stated that the matter 
was of concern to everyone The KMA, he 
said, was continuing to seek alternate 
solutions to avert a crisis and to work to 
assure the availability of insurance 
coverage so that medical care would not 
suffer. 

Additional legislative relief will he 
supported during the next session of the 
Kentucky General Assembly. hut it is 
imperative that some strong measures 
he taken in the immediate future. He 
stated this was a KMA priority of today. 

"This is a people problem," Doctor 
Parks said. "and that's our main con­
cern. If doctors can't purchase necessary 
CO\'erage, the citizens of Kentucky would 
face an increasing shortage of 
physicians' and hospital services and an 
adverse effect on medical costs would 
occur.''

IFGP provides 
grants of up to $5,000 per family 
for losses and damages not 
covered hy other government 
disaster relief programs. 

Approximately 700 ap-
plications remain to he 
reviewed hy eight Military 
Affairs panels. Their judgments 
are based on information from 
Human Resources offices in 
each of the 15 Kentucky 
counties declared national 
disaster areas. 

Human Resources stopped 
taking applications July 5. 
Through July 11, 6,575 claims 
had been forwarded to 1\Iilitary 
Affa1rs During the review, 147 
applications have been with­
drawn, 1,640 have heen denied 
and 4,175 have heen approved. 

The grants are funded in a 75-
25, federal-state ratio with 
Human Resources and Military 
Affairs administering the 
program under federal 
guidelines. Military Affairs said 
it expects to complete review of 
the remaining applications 
w1thin the next 10 days.

MAKE FROZE"' YOGURT 
1:'1< ICE CREAM FHEEZER 

Frozen yogurt is a real crowd-pleaser, 
a nutritious · ummer dairy dessert. It 
need not he ~tore-bought either. 

Get out the old wooden ice cream 
freezer, or one of those new-fangled 
electric models, and make your own. It 
will taste similar to the commercial 
product, hut it won't cost nearly as much. 

Here's the recipe from Dr. Sherrell 
Foree, UK Extension nutritionist, who 
starts you out with yogurt that you make 
at home for about 22c per serving. Use 
scalded whole milk, because the huller 
fat makes a smoother-textured frozen 
product. You could substitute skim-milk, 
hut then add 1 cup whipping cream for 
the butterfat and smooth texture. 

Heat 3 quarts of whole milk to 140 
degrees Farenheit (or just scald it>. Cool 
it to 120 degrees <lukewarm), then stir in 
6 tablespoons of unflavored commercial 
yogurt. 

Put the yogurt in two or three big glass 
jars (such as 3-pound peanut butter jars) 
or a crock container and set in a warm 
place (85 to 110 degrees) for 3 to 6 hours. 
Or you could leave it overnight, but no 
longer than 8 hours. 

Your oven is a good place to incubate 
the yogurt. If you have a gas oven with a 
constant pilot light, put the yogurt on the 
middle rack and shut the door. 

To use an electric oven, place a pan full 
of boiling water < 3 or 4 cups) on the lower 
rack and shut the door. Replace the 
hoiling water every hour or so. 

Don't stir the yogurt while it's in· 
cubating. It should be about the con­
Sistency of commercial yogurt when it's 
ready. When you tip the jar, mixture 
should move slightly without flowing <the 
consistency of custard or thick gravy>. 

Now refrigerate the yogurt until it is 
thoroughly chilled, ready for making 
frozen yogurt 

Frozen Yougurt 
6 cups chilled homemade yogurt 
1 1.':! cups sugar or honey <omit if you like 
a less-sweet dessert) 
3 envelopes unflavored gelain (softened 
in 34 cup cold water> 
1 4 teaspoon salt 
111z cups evaporated milk 
llr.z cups sliced peaches, blueberries or 
other fruit 

Scald the evaporated milk, stirring 
once in a while to keep film from for­
ming. Add sugar or honey, salt and 
softened gelatin. Allow mixture to cool. 

Puree fruit with a blender, or mash it 
with a fork. Stir the fruit and homemade 
yogurt into the cooled milk mixture and 
refrigerate for 2 hours or more. Now, 
transfer it to your ice cream freezer and 
proceed as for ice cream. 

Make it before dinner and then let it 
"ripen" until you serve it. In case there's 
any left, put it in a regular freezer con­
tainer before it melts and store it in the 
freezer. 

One cup of frozen yogurt provides 
nutritive value similar to that in 1 cup of 
milk.

Filed Last Week 
List Coal Firms 

Obilutlries 

Coal companies were named in thrl'e ol 
four damage suits filed in c1rcuit court 
here Ia t week and askmg a total of more 
than a million dollars. 

In one of the actions Dewey Waters, 
owner of a gas lease. one oil well and two 
gas wells on the J. W. James property on 
Johns Creek, seeks to recover from the 
Circle C Coal Company, which leased and 
mmed coal on the same tract, $180.000 
damages, plus $100,000 punitl\'e 
damages . 

Waters claims the coal company hroke 
four gas lines and that in a 40-day period 
gas escaped into the atmosphere to his 
damage of $8,700. For allegedly cutting 
and destroying his access roads to the oil 
well and tank and creal ing surface 
conditions wh1ch resulted in shdes. 
falling of trees and road hlockage over a 
pE>riod of 15 months he asks $29,700. 
Plamtiff's loss of profits from closed 
roadways was placed at $1900 a month. 

An even heavies damage of $140,000 is 
ela~med on the allegation that plaintiff's 
nghts of drilling and locating new wells 
were hindered and held in ahevance for 
18 months. -

In another action James Wehh. Jr.. 
Blanch Vtcars. Imogene Radden, Ber­
nice and Herman Porter ask of Adams 
Coal Enterprises, Inc .. lessor of coal on 
their holdings, S250.000 for ending 

• oduction from two gas wells from 1973 
to the present time and for pushing 
overbW"den over one producing well. 
breaking the casing and causing loss of 
gas. 

Plaintiffs also ask $500.000 futW"e 
damage to a well whose production was 
described as "totally and completely 
lost An added $35,000 was asked for loss 
of profits O\'er a five-year period, plus 
SS,OOO damages on one occasion to a 
producing well now in operation, and 
S1800 cost of repair. They ask that the 
coal lease he cancelled. 

Orhin !\-loore and others sued Premium 
Elkhorn Coal Corp .. alleging that the 
company entered upon their land. con­
structed a roadway and changed the 
natural houndary of the tract.

Some youths use money they've earned 
to buy a bicycle, pay for a camping trip 
or maybe to purchase a tape recorder or 
the like, but at Woodsbend State Boys 
Camp in Morgan County, it is used to buy 
a horse and four pigs. 

"We have two horses now," said Clyde 
Mays, assistant camp superintendent. 
"The boys made enough money at last 
year's Sorghum Festival in West Liberty 
to buy another horse and the pigs. Now 
they are anxious to get started on 
building a small barn to shelter the 
animals." 

The camp, located a few miles west of 
West Liberty, is a treatment center for 
youth~ under guidance of the Kentucky 
Department for Human Resources. At 
present there are 44 boys being 
rehabilitated at the center. 

Established in the 19605, the facility 
occupies a broad valley in one of the 
region's most scenic areas. Green 
meadows stretch far into the distance to 
meet hills that rise gently from the valley 
floor. 

Together with the camp program, 
caring for the animals and participating 
in varied activities, the youths are kept 
husy. 

"We're planning a camping trip to 
Grayson Lake State Park," said Mays, 
"and later on in the y'*lr a trip to Dale 
Hollow Lake. The boys also are working 
on roadside clearing, a job they un­
dertake twice each summer." 

The road work is on route 205, from the 
junction with US 460 at Grassey Creek all 
the way to the camp. Youths clear away 
hushes and weeds, even trees, for about 
30 feet on each side of the road that leads 
to the place that is home to them for 
about three or four months. A talk with 
homeowners along the road will let 
anyone know how much they appreciate 
the boys' work. 

One reward for their labors is access to 
two swimming pools. Mays explained 
that youths painted the Kiwanis Com­
munity pool in West Liberty and the pool 
at Pleasant Valley Country Club, not far 
from camp, and in return get to use the 
pools each week. 

"Each boy also does woodworking, and 
most of them are working on a bench or 
stool to take home with them when they 
leave," said Mays. "They soon will start 
work on furniture items to seU at the 
Sorghum Festival in West Liberty in 
October." 

For the past three festivals, youths at 
the state facility have sold handmade 
benches, tables, stools, and other items 
from trees that neighbors want removed 
from their land or trees that have blown 
over in windstorms. The furniture is 
handsome and beautifuJly finished in a 
way that is both rustic and elegant and is 
extremely durable. 

"The money they make this way and 
£rom other projects," explained Mays, 
"goes into the camp canteen. That's how 
they got the two horses and pigs. The 
boys do work for nearby landowners and 
farmers, and the money they make on 
week-ends or after 4 p.m. is their own 
personal money to keep." 

In the autumn youths contract to area 
farmers to help house tohacco and do 
other necessary farm work. 

"This work and caring for the horses 
and pigs as well as planting and caring 
for a two-acre garden is quite satisfying 
to the boys," said the assistant 
superintendent. "A great many of those 
here are from large towns where they've 
had no opportunity to get to !mow 
animals. It means a lot to them." 

The boys will build the barn on land of 
Mrs. Eva May who lives next door to the

camp. "W<' don't know what we'd do 
without her," Mavs said. "She lets the 
boys keep the pig~ on her land and has 
done much to help out here through the 
years." 

Youths from the Woorishend camp 
traveled to Danville recently to assist in 
getting a new facility, the Danville 
Treatment Complex, ready for its 
opening. 

"Of all things the youths have been 
involved with, their trip to Pineville to 
help flood victims, has been the most 
meaningfuJ," Mays said. "Two boys kept 
diaries of their experiences in the flood 
area and all of them were able to put into 
practice what we teach them here at 
Woodsbend and other similar facilities. 
They cared for the flood victims and 
pitched right into help them. They spent 
two weeks in Pineville and did such a 
great joh they got a memo of ap-

pr!'ciat ion !rom Comml<;sHm!'r Jack

But that right will he 
taken away from you unless you make 
yourself heard ... It 's admirable to he 
tolerant and sensitive to people's civil 
rights- hut you have to draw the line 
somewhere, and a homosexual teacher 
who flaunts his sexual ahherations 
publicly 1s as dangerous as the religious 
cultists . Homosexuals· have not only 
come out of the closet hut they have 
become militant. !\lany of these militant 
gays are not fighting for their own c1vil 
rights hut are attempting to win converts 
to their way of life." 

Dr. Silverman of Harvard Medical 
School asserted. "What is needed now is 
a grass-roots movement against these 
militants.·· 

Dr. Charles Socarides, a leading 
authority on the treatment of 
homosexuality warned, ' 'Homosexuality 
militates against the family, drives the 
sexes in opposite d1rect10ns and neglects 
the child's growth and sexual identity."

Rights' Movement Threatens the 
1'\ation's Children," by Maury Breecher. 
Police officials are alarmed as shown by 
quotes from "Homosexual Attacks on 
Children Are Increasing," by Steve 
Rothman: "The number of homosexual 
molestations of young boys has increased 
just incredibly." said Los Angeles Police 
Chief, E . M Dav1s. 

··1 have actually seen homosexuals 
recruit young boys," said Sgt. Herman 
Clark, of Flint, Mich., police juvenile 
bureau. "It's a fact of life. Let's tell it like 
it is ." 

Capt. Chas. Delau, head of police in­
vestigatiOns unit in Cleveland, said that 
police there consider homosexual en­
ticement of youngsters a great danger, 
and he demanded harsh treatment for 
offenders . 

Chief of Detectives, M. R. Wilson , of 
Providence, R . I., claims that 
homosexuals who prey on young boys can 
endanger the lives of their victims. 
"There are cases where children have 
been murdered by homosexuals, for fear 
of being found out," he explained. 

Capt . Dennis Storenski of police 
juvenile division in Houston said a two­
man team there works on nothing but 
homosexual-related cases with children. 
"Boys are turned into male prostitutes 
and selling themselves for $15 or $20. 
When they are subjected to that for a long 
time . they turn homosexual them­
selves ." 

"Homosexual attacks on children are 
sharply increasing, unleashing a 
whirlwind of tragedy that sometimes 
ends in the murder of the young vic­
tims," police warn. 

Dan Schwartz in "Your Tax Dollars 
Will Pay to Teach Children Respect for 
Homosexuals," said San Francisco plans 
to teach school children greater respect 
for homosexual life-styles, and that the 
American taxpayer will help foot the bill 
for it. The schools there will receive more 
than $8 million in federal funds, part of 
which can he used for all kinds of 
programs. In San Francisco, called by 
many the "gay capital of America," an 
estimated one in five residents is a 
homosexual. The school board passed a 
resolution by a 7-0 vote. It noted that the 
Gay Advisory Committee and the city's 
Human Rights Commission had 
recommended that sex education 
teaching be revised "to accurately 
reflect gay life-styles" and "respect for

Richmond. Ky.-One of Kentucky's 
major crops, that of corn, is heing 
threatened by the infestation of the 
destructive Japanese beetle. 

Dr. John E. Shirley. director of farms 
at Eastern Kentucky University, adv1sed 
the state Agriculture Department earlier 
this week that the beetles were attacking 
the silk of corn being grown on some 
farms in Madison County. 

Shirley feels the Japanese beetle could 
cause major damage to the state's corn 
production as the insect spreads across 
Kentucky. During the annual ladtson 
County Field Day. a yearly tour of 
several farms in the county, Shirley said 
he observed 10-12 beetles at the top of 
each ear of corn. From this personal 
observation he terms the infestation of 
Japanese beetles as "large scale". 

The Japanese beetle was first brought 
into the United States during the early 
1900's from Japan on cherry tree root 
stock. In the past, the beetles have been 
known to feed on rose hushes or attack 
ornamental trees, fruit trees and fruit, 
and some other crops. According to Chris 
Christensen, extention entomology 
specialist at the University of Kentucky, 
the Japanese beetle was observed in corn 
in this state last year for the first time. 

Following Dr. Shirley's notificat10n 
this week, Assistant Commissioner of 
Agriculture John Anderson visited 
Madison county Thursday to inspect the 
damage caused by the beetle. Additional 
study will he given the problem by 
Commissioner Tom Harris who made a 
visit Saturday afternoon.

What can a farmer do to rid hts corn 

crops of these destructive beetles? From 
information he received from 
Christensen, Shirley gives this advice 

"If a farmer sees that he will suffer a 
10-15 percent crop loss, then he'll have to 
spray," says Shirley. But the chemtcal 
costs are rather high and he feels man) 
farmers cannot afford to spray unless 
they do have at least the 10 percent loss 

He recommends using the pesticide 
Sevin on the corn crops. The best time for 
treatment is during the spring. Shirley 
said the corn may have to be sprayed 
several times to destroy the beetles, but 
the chem1cal will not damage the crop up 
until harvest . Cost of Sevin is about seven 
dollars per acre plus the cost of ap· 
plication .

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The Disguised Killer 
By GEORGIA S. DA \'IS 

Childhood's great killer in disgu1se, 
rheumat1c fever. is a common cause of 
heart disease in adults and young 
children. It's apparently caused by a 
infection which may appear also as 
scarlet fever or nephritis of the kidney 
and is more common in colder months, 
especially in the spring. 

A sore throat with respiratory infection 
is a characteristic stage of its onset. 
Culture of the bacteria may show 
hemolytic streptacocci. After this in­
fection, the child will show joint pains. 
There may be swelling and redness of the 
arm and leg joints, skin eruptions, a 
pneumonia-like condition, heart mur­
murs and changes in the elec­
tracardiogram. Another sign is St. Vitus 
dance. In severe cases, small fibrous 
nodules may appear on the knuckles, 
elbows, knees, ankles, spine and other 
bony prominences, also heart muscle 
inflammation. The white blood count 
may he elevated. and other such as the 
sedimentation rate show various 
disturbances. 

The mitral and aortic heart valves may 
he damaged. Loud murmurs produced by 
them mean true inflammation. Slight 
murmurs may disappear. With recovery 
from the acute stage the inflamed valve 
becomes scarred, and does not properly 
close, resulting in a leak, or it becomes 
narrowed. 

The heart enlarges by a heavier work 
load demanded by the leaking or ab­
structed valve and stretches out by

weakness of the mflamed heart muscle. 
Later it may develop irregular rhy­

thms and finally arterial fibrillation. 
Rheumatic fever may lead to a low­

grade infection for months or years. Its 
tendency to recur is ever present after a 
cold or sore throat This acute stage may 
he shown by vaguJ joint pams referred to 
often as "Growing Pains," hy skin 
rashes, nervous twitching, nosebleeds, 
poor appetite, weight loss, abdominal 
pain. and an "out of sorts" child. 
Recurring attacks may appear every few 
months 

Wherever the streptacoccus is 
prevalent, rheumatic fever is found. The 
sore throat with fever is .the potential 
threat and should be treated early. 
Prompt treatment with penicillin is 
necessary with large doses up to 100,000 
units twice a dav. If this treatment is 
given it may again appear two or three­
weeks later so if the streptococcal <beta 
hemolyptic> infection is found by lab 
tests, a fuJI course of penicillin for ten­
davs is advisable. The early stages of 
rh~umatic fever may he very hard to 
diagnose . Often several weeks of bed rest 
is advisable before the child can be 
judged free from the active infection. 
This is why a child, after a bout of 
rheumatic fever, should be seen at least 
every three-months, even if the heart has 
escaped damage. 

Often its best for a child to have daily 
doses of penicillin for several years after 
the attack, some say for life. Penicillin, 
aspirin and cortisone derivitives are the 
major drugs for the disease. 

If the heart is permanently damaged 
by rheumatic fever, the course of the 
disease may he fatal in a matter of weeks 
or months. A striking fact, is that adults 
in their thirties to fifties or later who can 
never remember having acute 
rheumatism in life may be found to have 
valvular deformities due to rheumatic 
fever in earlier years. They may only 
remember the old story of "Growing 
Pains." These people may be unaware 
until a severe strain is placed upon their 
heart such as atheletics, pregnancy, or 
infections. Sometimes total irregularity 
of the heart leads to heart failure . 

Cardiac surgery has played an im­
portant role in this area of rheumatic 
valvular disease. Rapid progress is being 
made in fashioning artificial values of 
human tissue or plastic materials. 

Men and women with rheumatic heart 
disease usually live useful lives under 
medical care and now, after cardiac 
surgery, their life expectancy has been 
greatly improved.

Kentuckians on the road this summer 
should he wary of dishonest mechanics 
that perform improper car repairs. A 
Kentucky motorist recently vacationing 
in the South expenenced steering dif­
ficulties, and stopped at the first 
mechanic's garage he spotted on the 
highway. The mechanic insisted on 
realigning the front end and replacing all 
of the hall joints for a cost of over $100. 
Encountering further difficulties with the 
steering on his return trip home, the 
motorist took his car to his local repair 
shop and discovered that the realignment 
had been done improperly, and that the 
hall joints had been unnecessarily 
replaced. 

There is little that can be done 1f you 
have car repairs performed while 
vacationing away from home, and later 
are dissatisfied with the repairs . Avoid 
being in this predicament by having your 
car serviced before you leave on 
vacation. Have your mechanic or local 
dealer check the car thoroughly and 
replace worn parts and bald tires. 

However, if you find yourself in 
another state with car problems, there 
are several precautions you can take to 
avoid dishonest repair shops. First, 
check the reputation of the repair shop 
with local citizens, if possible. Ask if the 
garage is affiliated with the national 
trade association or a national dealer­
ship. Check to see if the mechanic who is 
working on your car is certified by auto 
manufacturers,noil companies or related 
industry organizations, or the state. 

Next, before authorizing any work to 
be done, get a written estimate that lists 
each repair to be made separately and 
the cost involved. Make sure there is a 
notation on the estimate that advance 
approval must be made if additional 
work is necessary. Have the estimate

Representative Carl D. Perkins said 
last week that he expected his bill, H. R. 
4544, the Black Lung Benefits Reform 
Act of 1977, to be up before the House of 
Representatives late next week. 

The Black Lung hill cleared the 
Education and Laoor Committee, of 
which Perkins is Chairman, on March 31. 

Perkins said he was confident of a 
favorable vote by the House Rules 
Committee next week, which action is 
necessary to enable the bill to be brought 
up before the fuJI Membership of the 
House. 

The Black Lung bill faces its stiffest 
test on the Floor of the House. Last year a 
similar bill sponsored by Perkins cleared 
the House by only 27 votes of the 393 
members voting. This bill died in the 
Senate. 

Perkins stated that he expected 
favorable action by both the House and 
the Senate this session, with the 
President signing the Black Lung bill into 
law.

Okay Building Plans 

Although the office of State Fire 
Marshal Warren Southworth expects to 
review 2,500 proposed building plans for 
adherence to fire codes and regulations 
for the handicapped before the end of the 
year, a state official has expressed 
concern that hundreds of other con­
struction projects could be implemented 
without prior approval.

Stanley Boyd, chief building inspector 

for the office, said a lack of information 
is probably responsible for the non­
compliance with state law rather than an 
unwillingness to follow the statutes. He 
said the office will correct the problems 
by mailing written notices explaining 
state building requirements to every 
mayor, fire chief and county judge in 
Kentucky as well as local inspectors .

Boyd explained that local officials 
could advise contractors to submit their 
plans to the state fire marshal's office 
when a building permit is issued for the 
construction. The office reviews con­
struction and remodeling plans of 
buildings such as institutional facilities, 
places of assembly, businesses, 
educational facilities, industries, high 
hazard occupancies (such as chemical 
storage areas), residential buildings of 
three or more units and storage buildings 
such as warehouses. 

Including Bo:,ld, the fire marshal's 
office employes six people for the review 
of the plans. The process can take a 
matter of minutes to a full day with 
major projects requiring several con­
ferences as the building progresses. 

Boyd said many unreported projects 
are discovered by ten field investigators 
while they are making routine visits to 
approved, completed structures. He 
noted that an tmapproved building could 
be held liable for possible damages 
arising from noncompliance with state 
fire codes or regulations designed to 
benefit the handicapped. 

Moreover, those builders who oc­
casionally insist they are immune to 
state law can be summoned to Frankfort 
for a ·legal hearing. They may be liable 
for a $500 per day fine and-or a 60-day jail 
sentence for each day the problem goes 
uncorrected.
