For City, County

Municipal Bldg.,
Bridge Projects
Promised Funds

Allocations of funds by the Economic
Development Administration (EDA) will
finance construction of the long-planned
Prestonsburg municipal building and
will also provide a major part of the
construction cost of a bridge across
Beaver Creek to conneet the Allen
recreation center now under construction
with the present KY 80.

The amount earmarked for Prestons-
burg is $729,000. The county's share of the
total of $30 million to be made available
to Kentucky communities is $284,000.

Announcement of the availabilily of
these funds was made last week by
Senators Ford and Huddleston and
Congressman Perkins to County Judge
Henry Stumbo, Prestonsburg Mayor
Harold Cooley and the Big Sandy Area
Development District,

The actual awarding of the grants will
await receipt from city and county of
additional and required applications.
Neither was included in the first round of
grants some months ago, but their ap-
plications were held by EDA until last
week’'s second round of grants.

Joe McCauley, executive director of
Big Sandy ADD, expressed pleasure at
the new turn of events following the
earlier disappointment. He said four of
the five counties in the district have been
allocated a total of $1,485.000. Other
allocations made include $107,000 to
Johnson county, $111,000 to Magoffin and
$254,000 to Pike.

The funds were made available under
the 1977 Public Works Act to help local

Mud Creek Mine
Hearing Slated

A hearing on a petition to bar a Floyd
county strip-mine operator from storing
rock and debris above the homes of
neighboring families will be held next
Monday by the Department for Natural
Resources and Environmental
Protection.

The petitioners, Willard Johnson and
Edgar Howell, are asking the state to
deny the Sterling Hamilton Coal Com-
pany's request for a hollow fill permit
and lo revoke the mining permit granted
for the operation at Teaberry on Mud
Creek. The proposed fill is at the head of
a hollow and is described as being 450
feet above several homes. Johnson and
Howell also claim that state mine in-
spectors have cited Hamilton-owned
mines 28 times in the last three years for
silt control violations and improper
handling of slopes below the operations.

Charles Dahlenburg, of the Ap-
palachian Research and Defense Fund,
which is representing the petitioners,
said, “'It’s a matter of life and death for
our clients. If those silt ponds fail, the
hollow fill comes down on them."

Hamilton said fears of his silt dams
and ponds are without basis, that the
April flood came and nothing happened.
“I've done everything the slate
reclamation people asked me to do.”

Pay Raise Dated
From January 1

Meeting for the first time since the
May 24 primary in which all its members
were involved, the Floyd fiscal court
voted unanimously Monday that salary
increases previously voted be retroactive
to last Jan. 1.

Dewey Reservoir Manager Cites
27-Year Death Toll at Lake

In the 27 years of its impoundment 35
persons have lost their lives by drowning
in Dewey Lake, Dean Murray, resource
manager, Corps of Engineers, said last
week in a discussion of the Corps' at-
tempts to emphasize the importance of
waler safety.

Already this season, lwo have drowned
there, and a third died by electrocution
while in the water, working on a
houseboat,

The comparatively small area covered
by the lake and the great number of boats
it has atlracted is one of the problems at
Dewey, he pointed out. For example, he
said, an estimated 45,000 persons were in
the lake area on Memorial Day, and 700
water craft were in operation. The lake
has an area of only 1,100 acres. Because
the impoundment narrows sharply in its
upper reaches, the number of boats on it
are mainly confined to only a part of
those 1,100 acres.

Ten of the 35 who have drowned were
boating. Most of the others were
swimming. The first victims, three in one
accident, drowned May 13, 1951 when a
boal capsized.

The Corps of Engineers, however, does
not emphasize only boating safely.

Literally hundreds swim in the lake at
undesignated, unsupervised points, and
this is one of the great dangers. Most
swimming fatalities have occurred at
Stratton Branch, German bridge and
Goble Branch.

All the victims but four have been
males.

Percentage wise, the number ot
fatalities has been small, since it is
estimated Lhat the lake has attracted to it
17,453,043 visitors since it was im-
pounded. “But one life is too precious to
lose,” Murray remarked.

Mr. Murray said the Corps is en-
couraging everybody to take an active
part in learning the principles of water
safety and in practicing it. Corps of
Engineers personnel has films on waler
safety and the equipment required for
safe operation of all sizes of water craft,
and it shows these at every opportunity.

Dewey Lake is patrolled this year only
by Corps personnel. The state Division of
Boating has not had an officer there
during 1977. As a consequence, many
violations go undetected, one of which is
the operation of a boat drawing one or
more skiers without a second person in
the boat itself.

Senator Hammond said he decided to
“‘go public”” with this information. *The
press,” he said, '‘is the only thing that
can protect me, because if 1 go public and
anything happens to me, people will
suspect something. I hope | am not being
paranoid.”

He added that the legislation which he
plans for the 1978 General Assembly
session will aim for a single board to
regulate all insurance rate adjustments
in the state—"increases as well as
decreases."

He said such legislation could cut into
insurance company receipts.

He added that he had no intention of
casling suspicion on legitimate business
but indicated he thought organized crime
may be involved.

Supreme Court

Upholds Sykes
Murder Term

The Floyd circuit court conviction of
Robert D. Sykes as a conspirator with
three others in the slaying of Mrs. Gladys
Deskins in 1971 in the Johns Creek section
of Pike county was upheld Friday by the
Kentucky Supreme Court.

Sykes, who was tried here in Sep-
tember, 1975 on a change of venue from
the Pike circuit court, was given a life
pen term. The jury found him guilty of
conspiring with Mrs. Deskins' husband,
Boone Deskins, Willard (Woody)
Christian and William Eugene Thompson
to kill the women.

Prior to the Sykes trial here, Deskins
himself and Thompson were convicted in
Pike county lrials and sentenced to life
terms.

The Supreme Court opinion, written by
Justice Pleas Jones, said, in part:

“This court is of the opinion that Sykes
had more than a ‘tolerably fair trial’,"”
Justice Pleas Jones wrote for the court.

Alleges Fraud
Marred Voting
In 4th District

The lone contest action filed as an
aftermath of the May 24 primary election
is that of Sandy Boyd against Herschell
Hamilton, the declared winner of the
Democratic nomination for magistratein
District 4, On the face of the official
returns Boyd lost the election by only 28
voles, _

Boyd's suit was filed last Wednesday,
the last day for a primary contest action.

His petition alleges that *‘there was
such fraud, iptimidation, bribery or
violence in the conduct of the . . . elec-
tion' that Hamilton cannot be adjudged
to have been fairly nominated. He asks
that the nomination of Hamilton be set
aside and that he (Boyd) be adjudged the
nominee; or, in the alternative, that the
nomination be declared vacant.

The petitioner asked that the vote
totals in two precinets be disregarded in
the final tabulation. These precincts are
Head of Mud and Antioch.

In the Head of Mud precinct, Boyd
alleges, the votes recorded on the voting
machine were 10 more than the number
of voters who signed the precinet
signature book, and Merie Tackett,
deceased, was one of those listed as a
voter. In the precinct 379 votes were
tabulated but only 269 signed the precinel
register, the pelition claims.

In Antioch precinclt 367 votes were
recorded by the voting machine but only
359 signed the signature book, it is
alleged. The petitioner also claims that
at least 15 of the signatures on the
register were signed by the same person
and that Sie Hamilton, deceased, was
listed as having voled.

Bovd alleged that there were other
instances of fraud and improper voting in
the two precincts but these were not
particularized.

OUTDOOR

The first song of the whippoorwill
heard in springtime once signified to
farmers that corn planting time was at
hand. In due time came the melody of the
wood thrush, which some ornithologists
described as the most spiritually
satisfying music in nature. But to farm
boys the wood thrush song meant that
corn hoeing time was at hand and there
would be little time for going fishing,
hunting wild mulberries and indulging in
other boyish pleasures.

With modern methods of farming what
they are, songs of this sweet singer of Lthe
woodlands do not portend long hours of
toil in the offing. For thalt reason, we
think it well to tell a bit more about this
delightful little bird and how it lives,

Slightly smaller than a robin, the wood
thrush has a rust colored head, extra
large eyes and distinct brown spots on a
snowy breast. It usually stays in the
dense shade of deep woods where its eyes
are not hurt by bright sunlight.

An early riser, it begins its songs at
dawn, sings for an hour or so, briefly
again at noon and near the close of the
day. Its song inculcates all the beauty,
glory and nostalgia of nature, and
whoever hears the sweet, flutelife notes
is not likely to forgel them.

Most birds sing from a perch, but the
wood thrush often performs in flight, It

may interrupt its performance to drive
off a marauding jay, but it can launch
into the air and flutter back to its perch
without missing a note,

The wood thrush winters in the brushy
woodlands of Mexico and Central
America and returns to Kentucky about
mid-April to fan out in the eastern half of
the United States and Canada. The males
arrive first, start claiming territory, and
burst forth with that magnificent music
old time farm boys labeled the “‘Corn
Hoeing Song."

When the females arrive, mated pairs
build nests of grass and weed stalks in
the forks of trees or on horizontal limbs.
Streamers of cloth, paper, or strips of
plastic, which wave and rustle in the
summer freezes, often dangle from Lhe
nests. Ornithologists think perhaps these
decorations are added to scare off hawks
and predatory jaybirds,

The wood thrush has more or less
accepted civilization and often becomes
a bird of lawns, gardens and shade trees,
and whoever has one of these mellifluous
psalmists around his premises is ex-
tremely lucky: In the hush of the late
afternoon, its lranscendent melody
brings back sweet-sad recollections of
long ago. As it lends charm to the
twilight, it gives cheer to the dawn.

FISHTRAP: Crappie fair over sub-
merged cover; bluegill slow in inlets and
bays: in tailwaters, trout fair; clear,
stable at summer pool and 80 degrees.

CAVE RUN: Musky fair to good
trolling and casting deep runners in main
channel and over old road beds; bluegill
slow to fair along deep banks; clear,
stable at summer pool and 77 degrees

DEWEY: Crappie fair over submerged
cover; clear, stable at summer pool and
74 degrees.

LAUREL: Trout good night fishing off
deep banks; crappie fair in timbered
coves; walleye fair casting crank baits
and still fishing worms along shallow
banks; clear, stable at power pool and
77 degrees,

GRAYSON: Bluegill slow in inlets and
bays; crappie slow around stick ups and
over submerged cover; in lailwaters,
trout fair; clear, stable, six inches below
summer pool and 72 degrees.

HERRINGTON: Black bass fair
casting artificial nighterawlers off points
and deep banks; catfish fair on soft
crawfish along deep banks; clear, stable
at summer pool and 78 degrees.

State Troubles Assessing Coal
Delays County Tax Evaluation

The state Department of Revenue
undertook this year for the first time the
assessment of coal holdings, and the
difficulties it has encountered has
delayed the property evaluation ad-
ministrators (tax commissioners) of
Floyd and other coal counties in having
their tax assessment lists ready for
public inspection,

Tax Commissioner Lovel Hall's office
said Monday that the coal assessment
print-outs for Floyd county were
received from Frankfort only last Friday
and that preparations are being rushed to
set theinspection period possibly as erly
as next week. The public inspection
normally is held here, the first week of
June.

Some counties expect to be as late as
July 1 with the inspection.

Kentucky's first effort to find all
mineable coal and to assess it for
property tax is being ignored by
thousands of property owners and balked
at by dozens of coal companies, state tax
officials say.

According to Kentucky law, failure to
file a tax return or report is punishable
by a fine or jail sentence, as is failure to
give complete information when
repeatedly asked to do so.

Officials of the Department of Revenue
say they are too busy trying to cope with
what one of them has called the “‘mon-
strous job"* of valuing the state’s coal to
even think about prosecuting any one
right now.

““We haven't even discussed it,"
Tarleton Rogers, who is in charge of the

program, said.

And while they aren't pleased with the
situation, they say the amount of revenue
at stake, about $1 million, "‘is a peanut in
the barrel’ compared Lo the $91 million
in coal severance tax money collected
last year,

In theory, however, the potential state
property tax revenue is enormous.

The 1976 legislature placed a state tax
of 31.5 cents per $100 valuation on “‘coal
in place.”’ About 20 billion tons of coal in
Kentucky are congsidered mineable by
today’s methods, according to the U.S.
Bureau of Mines. The difficulty started in
valuing, and taxing, all those tons.

State officials say the problem is three-
fold: 1. It is not clear who owns it all;
2. It's not clear how much of it belongs to
any one owner; 8. I’s hard lo put a price
tag on any one tract because such a
judgement must take into account the
coal’s quality, how close it is to existing
mines, railroads and roads, how thick the
seam is, how much rock is above it and so
on.

“The larger corporations have had a
higher rate of compliance than individual
property owners,'' Rogers said, but he
and Maurice Carpenter, the com-
missioner of revenue, agreed thal even
some of the largest companies were less
than candid.

“We got resistance to filling in those
blanks,”" Carpenter said. ‘'The big
companies were reluctant to give us that
information. We got some responses by
very few."

PART 1: THE BASICS

Over the next few weeks we plan to bring you a potpourri
of information on canning, These weekly articles will add up to
an almost-complete replay of our popular circular, “Home Can-
ning of Fruits and Vegetables,” now in short supply at county
Extension offices around the state, We will also include any new
recommendations, such as on canning tomatoes, that have come
out since the 1976 edition of our circular,

Our information is based on food-preservation research
conducted by food scientists in the U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture (USDA). Most home economists and most manufacturers
of food-preservation equipment fall back on USDA for these
important ground rules that will insure a safe, high-quality

product

Some of your questions may still go unanswered, because
there is never enough room to put EVERYTHING down that
everyone would like 10 know. If this-happens, the county agent
for home economics in your local Extension office is a good
person to go to with & food-preservation problem. Chances are
she can help, or she'll know where 1o find the answer for you,

The Ground Rules

Safe canning procedures are based on two elementary facts:

I. The correct temperature and the correct processing
time are necessary to destroy food-poisoning and food-
spoilage bacteria, spores, and micro-organisms.

2. A tight seal is necessary to keep the food safe until

you're ready to eal it.

Then, storage in a cool, dark place is necessary to keep the
food quality high over the months to come.

Canming is @ lot of hard work. You want the results to be

worth all your time, effort, and investment in equipment. So

can only fresh, high-quality produce, and do it right. Each new

season, (ake time to study an up-to-date canning manual, then

follow carefully the step-by-step directions given for each fruit

The safety
break, planned and pperated by the Right
Beaver REACT team, in cooperation
with those who donated coffee, cups, sofl
drinks, doughnuts and rolls, was cen-
tered at the junction of KY 7 and 80 at
Lackey. Free coffee and other refresh-
ments were served Lo road-weary
travelers from Friday noon through
Saturday midnight and again on Monday
from 6 a.m. through midnight.

In addition, the REACT monitors
handled all calls on emergencies and for
motorist assistance on Channel 9 of the
Citizens Band radio service.

Miss Hendricks became aware of the
department and its legal staff through an
environmental law course developed
recently at the U.K. law school.

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Columbia Begins Drilling,
Seeking Further Gas Sources

Columbia Gas Transmission Cor-
poration has begun a major drilling
program aimed at developing additional
sources of gas. Work is under way on
more than 30 wells out of 99 scheduled in
five states this year at a cost of $15.5
million.

The program includes 68 development
wells in areas where there are known to
be gas deposits, and 31 exploratory wells
in areas where there is believed to be
gas.

Of the 99 wells, 32 are scheduled in
West Virginia (28 developmental and
four exploratory); 25 in Kentucky (20
developmental, four exploratory and one
deeper drill); 22 in Ohio (eight
developmental and 14 exploratory); 11in
New York (five developmental and six
exploratory) and nine in Virginia (five
developmental, three exploratory and
one deeper drill),

Columbia already operates nearly
5,900 wells in the Appalachian region.
More than 10 per cent of the gas il sup-
plies to 75 distribution companies in the
East and Midwest comes from these
wells and from purchases from in-
dependent producers.

Columbia also has resumed weork on
two experimental gas well programs in
cooperation with the federal Energy
Research and Development Ad-
ministration (ERDA), seeking to develop
technology for freeing gas trapped in
dense rock formations underlying the
region.

Two tests have taken place so far this
spring, and more are planned during the
summer and fall. Columbia is providing
about $4.25 million of more than $9
million for these projects.

One program involves three shale
wells, drilled within an area of about one
mile in Lincoln County, W. Va. A second
program includes tests on 13 shale or
sandstone wells in Ohio, West Virginia,
Virginia and Kentucky.

Massive hydraulic fracturing is being
employed in both programs. This
technique had not been used anywhere in
the East until these programs got under
way last year. Massive hydraulic
fracturing entails use of very large
volumes of liquids and sand to force new
eracks in very tight formations and to
extend existing fractures.

Columbia alzo has an interest in a third
ERDA shale-gas project. Liquid ex-
plosives are being used in this three-well
program on Columbia leases in Lincoln
County, W. Va. The actual testing is
being handled by a West Coast firm.

Many of the region’s gas-bearing fields
at fairly shallow depths have been
depleted, and Columbia also has been
exploring ultra deep areas after
establishing that a geological formation
called the ¢Rome Trough” has the
potential for prolific gas production.

The company has been involved in five
deep wildcat tests in West Virginia—
ranging in depth from 13,222 to 19,537
feet—with no commercially producible
gas finds being made. The cost of the
wells has been $29 million; Columbia's
share has been $8 million.

Other Columbia exploratory efforts
since 1969 have cost $12 million. Only
eight of 60 wells drilled were com-
mercially productive,

Other construction projects by
Columbia Transmission, including ex-
tensive work on its underground gas
storage system and on the company's
18,000-mile pipeline network, will raise
overall construction and supply ex-
penditures in 1977 to $87.3 million.

About $15 million will be spent this year
to begin a large new storage field, un-
derlying parts of Fairfield and Hocking
Counties, Ohio.

authorization from the Federal Power
Commission (o carry oul the first phase
of the Crawford storage project. This will
take about four years for completion and
will provide storage for about 32 billion
cubic feet (bef) of gas. Of that volume, 40
percent will be available for winter use
by Columbia customers,

Columbia has offered the 75
distribution companies it serves an
oppertunity to contract for storage space
in Crawford.

In addition to Crawford, 33 more wells
are to be drilled in the Coco storage fields
in Kanawha County, W. Va., il the FPC
approves that project. The work will take
about three years and will provide an
additional annual turnover of 8.4 bef of
the stored gas from those [ields for
winter use. Coco expenditures this year
will total about $2.2 million.

Columbia Transmission now has 350
storage fields with a total capacity of 590
bef in Ohio, West Virginia, Pennsylvania
and New York, About one-third ‘of
Columbia's overall winter deliveries
came from underground storage.

Included in the Transmission com-
pany's gas development expenditures for
1977 is about $2 million in payments for
rights to possible new gas discoveries by
producers in the Gulf of Mexico. The
Gulf is the source of a large portion of gas
oblained , by Columbia to supply
wholesale customers in Kenftucky,
Maryland, New York, Ohio, Penn-
sylvania, Virginia, West Virginia and the
District of Columbia.

Other companies in the Columbia Gas
System also are involved in developing
new gas supplies for the pipeline com-
pany in the Gulf, from other offshore
areas, from Alaska and from overseas.

—Coal Leader Urges Cooperative
Effort To Improve Mine Safety

The head of the nation’s second largest
coal producing company told Congress
last Thursday that, “it is time to put
aside the good-guys-bad-guys at-
mosphere that has clouded government,
labor and industry efforts to bring
grealer safety to Lhe nation's coal mines"
especially in light of President Carter's
call for greatly increased coal produc-
tion.

Ralph E. Bailey, chairman of Con-
solidation Coal Co., said that the federal
Coal Mine Health and Safety Act of 1969
and government enforcement efforts
have dramatically improved the physical
condition of the nation's coal mines and
equipment and substantially reduced the
fatality rale. Bul further improvements
in safety will require a shift in emphasis
to safety training and education, and
enforcement tailored to the root causes of
accidents, he said.

Bailey, in testimony prepared for a
House Labor subcommittee, said that
while safety gains were made as the
result of the law, "‘the thrust of much of
the enforcement effort is misdirected.”
He said that a study of accidents in his
company found that more than 85 per
cent were related to lack of training and
education, poor work habits or lack of
motivation. “‘In other words, even if the
mine and equipment were in perfect
condition and in full compliance with the
law, a substantial majority of the ac-

cidents would still have occurred,”
Bailey said.
Robert H. Quenon, senior vice

president of Carter 0il Co., also said th
under the 1969 law, “all wviolations,
whether serious or trivial, are made to be
of equal severity. And, over the long
term, both inspectors and operators lose
sight of the conditions and factors which
are really important.” He said that
meeting the standards then becomes an
end in itself.

Bailey and Quenon were members of a
panel of coal executives and safety ex-
perts that testified in a joint presentation
by the National Coal Association, the

Elkton To Be Locale

Lou
Gossett, who portrayed the character
Fiddler in “Roots,” will play the title
role.

Jerrold Freedman wrote the story
‘‘Hawkins'' and will direct the movie.

Filming, which will begin July 11 and
run for approximately three weeks, will
be done entirely in the Commonwealth.
Sherman plans to film in Hopkinsville,
Pembroke and Guthrie as well as Elkton.
Betty Lampkin, executive assistant with
the Kentucky Film Commission, was
instrumental in showing Elkton and the
sorrounding area to Sherman.

According to Secretary Short, who is
chairman of the Film Commission, the
production of “Hawkins'' in the Elkton
area will have ‘‘a significant economic
impact on the area.”

Tom Clark-Todd, executive director of
the Film Commission said, ‘‘We are glad
to be working with such a high caliber
production company, and we're doing all
we can to aid E.M.I. Television in the
production of this picture.”

In
addition to their prepared remarks, the
panel presented an in-depth 237-page
industry analysis of the operation of the
1969 law.

That analysis concluded that the
causes of violations usually have little
relationship to the causes of accidents
and that enforcement of the law Is
frequently directed as issuing violation
notices and mine closure orders, and not
at reducing accidents. It said that the
level of disabling accidents in un-
derground coal mines which can be
prevented by current enforcement
practices has reached a relatively fixed
plateau.

Not enough attention, the report said,
has been given to the fact that accidents
are most often caused by human factors
which can only be corrected by training
and direction. Many regulations have

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Court Ruling Gives
Widowers, Husbands
Social Security Break

A widower or a hushand can get
monthly benefits on his wife's social
security record without proving
dependence on her under a recenl
decision by the U.S. Supreme Court,
according to Jim Kelly, Prestonsburg
Social Security manager.

Previously, a man was required fo
prove he was dependent on his wife to get
benefits on her record if she retired,
became disabled, or died after working
long enough in jobs covered by social
security. A woman did not have to prove
she was dependent on her husband to get
benefits on his record.

“Starting with payments for March,
1977, neither men nor women have lo
prove dependency. Husbands and wives
can get reduced social security payments
starting at 62 or full payments starting at
65,"" Kelly said.

Widowers and widows can get
payments starting al 60—or starting at
50, if they're disabled.

Men who think they may be eligible
under the court ruling can getl in-
formation aboul applying for benefits by
calling or writing any social security
office.

“Social securily payments may be
affected by earnings,"” Kelly noted. ‘“You
can earn as much as $3,000 in 1977 and
still get vyour full social security
payment. But over $3,000, social security
payments are reduced by $1 for each $2
earned.

“That means that if your full social
security benefit is $225 a month, you
could earn over $8,000 for the year before
your social security payment would be
reduced to zero,” he said.

“But no matter how much you earn for
the year,' he said, ‘‘you can get your full
social securily payment for any month
you neither earn over $250 nor do sub-
stantial work in your own business."
Kelly cautioned, however, that these
earnings allowances do not apply to
persons receiving disability payments.

A man already getting social security
benefits may also be eligible for
payments on his wife’s record under the
court ruling, according to Kelly. "‘But he
can only be paid an amount equal to the
higher benefit—not both benefits,” he
said.

The Prestonsburg Social Security
office is located on U.S. 23 between the
entrance to Jenny Wiley State Park and
the Highlands Hospital. The phone

Julian Carroll announced last
Wednesday the establishment of a four-
state consortium that will guide long-
range recovery efforts in states hard-hit
by the disastrous aApril flood.

Gov. Carroll said the consortium will
locate its of fices at Pikeville College. It is
a project of the Appalachian Regional
Commission (ARC) and involves the
states of Kentucky, Tennessee, Virginia
and West Virginia.

In a joinl stalement, the governors of
the four states said the consortium would
be the first step in the long-range
rebuilding effort.

“No other agency is equipped to ad-
minister this kind of comprehensive
recovery program,'' said Gov. Carroll,
“We are pleased that the offices will be in
Pikeville. because it is centrally located
and accessible Lo the other three states,
and because it lies in the center of Lhe
region devastated by April’s flooding.”

Approval for the project came durng a
conference call Monday among Gov.
Carroll and Governors Ray Blanton, of
Tennessee, Mills Godwin, of Virginia and
Jay Rockefeller, of West Virginia. Gov.
Rockefeller was chosen chairman of the
consortium,

At an early May meeting in Atlanta the
ARC voted to provide initial funding for
the consortium. Initial funds will total
$200,000—%$100,000 from ARC and $25,000
from each of the four stales.

The objective of the ARC project is to
prepare a program for the economic
recovery of the 45-county, four-state
disaster area, Lo seek special funding
from Congress to assist in implementing
the program, to direct specific capital
investments into the area in con-
formance with the program and to help
define the future role and policy of ARC
in disaster occurrences.

Gov. Carroll emphasized that the
program will not be a “‘study program,"
but an “‘active program of investments in
recovery projects.”

An executive director will be hired to
oversee the program. In addition, a
policy board composed of the four
governors or their alternates, and the
federal co-chairman (non-voting) of
ARC, has been established.

The four flood-state governors said a
long-range economic recovery program
should be ready for presentation to
Congress late this year. The ARC
program will complement existing state
and federal efforts.

Over a three-year period, ARC will
provide up lo an additional $300,000 for
planning and administrative purpposes
to be matched by up to an additional
$75,000 from each state,

Another task of the group will be to
analyze the total nature and extent of
flood damage and to plan for the
redevelopment of the area.

The consortium approach will allow
participation by the residents of the
affected areas and local governments in
this flood recovery effort. An evaluation
will be made as to redevelopment, new
development, flood protection facilities
and identification of funding sources to
implement recovery activities.

Gov. Carroll said that as part of the
program he will appoint an Economic
Recovery Advisory Committee com-
prising local elected officials, Area
Development District directors and
citizen representatives. Along with
similar committees from the other three
states, the committee will serve as an
advisory body to the Consortium Policy
Board.

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Mine Inspectors, Analysts
Get Pay Raises, as of June 16

Kentucky Commissioner of Mines and
Minerals H. N. Kirkpatrick announced
last week that the Department of Per-
sonnel has approved a recommended pay
improvement plan for the state's mine
safety analysts, mining inspectors, and
mining instructors

Salaries for state employes in these job
classes will be raised, effective June 18,
according to Personnel Commissioner
Addie Stokely.

Citing Gov. Carroll's long-standing
interest in Kentucky deep mine safety,
Kirkpatrick said, "‘These badly-needed
pay improvements will enable the
Department of Mines and Minerals to
recruit and retain workers at salaries
generally comparable to those paid by
federal and industrial employers.”

Commissioner Kirkpatrick, noting the
Governor's commitment to securing top-
quality mine safety personnel, said, *“We
are determined that the national (rust
placed in Kentucky coal as a key energy
resource will continue to be a trust wisely
made and zealously guarded by the
coordinated efforts of the Governor, the
state’s Mines and Minerals officials, and
the on-location men who ultimately are
responsible for guaranteeing that this

is matched by our knowledge, and
practice, of the latest and best safely
measures."'

Kentucky Veterans’
Unemployment Rate
High, Data Shows

Although the April unemployment rate
in Kentucky was 4.4 percent, well below
the national figure of 6.8 percent, Ken-
tucky’s veterans did not fare nearly as
well, according to Department for
Human Resources (DHR)-figures.

Nationally, the rate of unemployment
for veterans between the ages of 20-34
years standds at 7.3 percent. The Ken-
tucky rate for the same group is 7.9
percent.

DHR, in cooperation with the U.S.
Department of Labor’s Veterans Em-
ployment Service is fighting unem-
ployment among veterans.

U.S. Secretary of Labor, Ray Marshall
said, "'Of all the priorities facing the
nation, perhaps one of the most urgent is
finding jobs for the unemployed veterans
of the Vietnam conflict.”

According to Robert Barnes, Veteran's
Employment Representative for Ken-
tucky, '“An even greater problem is the
disabled veteran who came home to face
anolher disability—the indignity of being
able to support himself or a family.”

**More and more employers in Ken-
tucky and throughout the nation for that
matter, are finding that disabled
veterans can fill many occupational
needs," said Barnes.

He urged all employers to interview a
disabled veteran for the next job opening.
““When placed in the right job, one which
utilizes their abilities, disabled veterans
make fine employees,"” Barnes stated.

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epidemic in the state, Hernandez told the
Council for Health Services that “in 1977
one case of measles is one too
many."'But, he said, ''We are seeing a
trend of parents not immunizing their
children against a lot of things like polio,
diphtheria, whooping cough and other
communicable diseases."

During the first week of this month, 57
cases of measles were reported to stale
health officials compared with 33 for the
same period last year, Hernandez lold
the citizens' advisory body. He reported
that 746 cases of lhe disease were
reported during May, representing a 73
per cent increase over lasl year.

“In 1969, just 74 cases of measles were
reported and we thought we had it
locked,” Hernandez said. But he noted
that a dangerous trend exists which could
bring about an outbreak of other diseases
if parents do not make sure their children
are immunized.

“*Measles is the one that just happened
to hit us this time,’" he said, indicating
the possibility of other epidemics. The
paradox, he noted is that '‘we should not
have to be so concerned with this
problem beeause we have the ability to
eliminate many of these diseases en-
tirely."

Council for Health Services Chairman
Dr. John Bell asked Hernandez if en-
forcement of laws requiring im-
munization of school children would have
prevented the recent measles epidemic.
Hernandez speculated that perhaps one-
half of the reported cases could have
been prevented. He said 32 counties have
been identified where compliance with
the school immunization law was less
than 70 per cent.

Additional health services staff are to
be placed in those 32 counties to help with
the immunization program, Hernandez
reported.

“We must maintain a level of service
and public awareness or we stand a
chance of future outbreaks of polio or
other communicable disease," he said.
Currently small children have low levels
of immunity to polio, he indicated.

Hernandez announced that a meeting
later this month still bring allied health
professionals, school officials, parents
and teachers logether to discuss publie
awareness about immunization. He
reported that immunization action month
has been set for August, about the time
many children return to school.

He emphasized, however, that final
responsibility for childrens’ im-
munizations rest with parents who have
no excuse for neglect because vaccines

Service.

Whitmer, whose staff will conduct the
service from the Kentucky Bar
headquarters in Frankfort, said the
special toll-free WATS telephone line
throughout the state will be operative on
July 1. The state-wide service excludes
Jefferson county, which is served by the
lawyer referral service of the Louisville
Bar Association.

On or after that date, a person may
telephone, without charge, from
anywhere in the state to Bar
headquarters in Frankfort. There the
Lawyer Referral Service staff will refer
the caller to an attorney in his area who
has expressed a desire to accept the type
of case the caller appears to have.

The referral plan is a public service
whereby a client, not otherwise
represented, will be referred to a
practicing lawyer selected from a panel
for an initial consultation period of up to
1% hour for a fee of $10.00. Any additional
time spent or service rendered to the
client is at a mutually agreeable fee.

Dairy Industry in America
More than 350 Years Old

By NEVYLE SHACKELFORD

Along with being the month of roses
and brides, June is also the month of the
dairy cow and for more than 350 years
this gentle farm animal has contributed
tremendously to the agricultural
economy of North America.

Historlans say that the dairy industry
had its beginnings in this country one
cold, blustery day in March 1624. This
was when the good ship, ‘'Charity,” late
of Devon, England, sailed into the harbor
of Plymouth Colony with a bull and three
heifers on board—the first of such
animals to arrive in the Colonies.

These animals were imported by
Edward Winslow, who later became
governor of the Plymouth Colony. The
existing governor, William Bradford, in
taking ‘note of the arrival of these
animals, described them as ‘‘the first
beginning of any cattle of that kind in the
land."

With each arriving ship the cattle
numbers grew and at the time were

valued more for their hides and their.

worth as draft animals, than for their
milk and butter. As the story continues,
in a few years the Massachusetts Colony
had its first oversupply of cattle.

By 1632, as an early history states,
there was in New England not only a
domestic, but also an export demand
from the West Indies. This led to dairy
breeding for sale, but the market was
soon overstocked. The price of cattle
went down from 20 to five pounds per
animal and milk was peddled for four
cents a gallon.

Cowkeeping in those early days of
settlement was a far cry from dairy
practices today. In this effort whole
towns would go together, hire young men
as ‘‘cowkeeps,’ and pasture the cattle on
common grazing lands. At that time
croplands were fenced in to keep the
cattle out.

The cowkeeps trained the cows to obey
the sound of a horn and to follow them to
and from the grazing grounds each
morning and night. A young cowkeep
received 10 pounds for herding 100 cows
all summer, However, for each time he
failed to bring in all the cows at night for
milking, he had to forfeit three pence
from his salary.

These cows were not the prolific milk
producers found on most farms today.
Milk yields were extremely low. As
colonial farmer and writer, Israel
Acrelius, once reported, ‘“Where the
pasture is fair, a cow does not give less
than two quarts of milk at a time—that is,
twice a day." Cows of today commonly
produce at least 25 quarts a day and it is
not unusual for a cow to produce twice
that amount. Some exceptional animals
have produced 75 or more quarts of milk
in a single day.

Workmen’s Comp Rate

Reduction Is Approved

Kentucky Department of Insurance
Commissioner Harold McGuffey last
Tuesday approved an overall 34.8 per
cent reduction in workmen's com-
pensation insurance rates for un-
derground coal mine employers. The
decision is to be retroactive to Jan. 1 of
this year.

The decrease was requested by the
National Council on Compensation In-
surance and reviewed at a May 24-25
public hearing before the Department of
Insurance. The Kentucky Coal
Association intervened, stating that the
reduction could be even greater.

The department approved an overall
20.4 decrease for all other workmen's
compensation insurance rates in late
March. The underground coal mine rates
were heard separately because of the

There was not much improvement in
Colonial cows until after 1790, when
farmers began to produce forage crops in
mere abundance; As the half-starved
animals ate better, the production of
milk began lo increase.

By the mid-
1800's, a top New York dairy farmer
grossed $62 in butter, cheese and milk
from each of his 41 dairy cows. This was
about three limes the earnings per cow of
the average dairy farmer at that time, It
was from these early beginnings grew

today's great modern dairy industry.

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Jenny Wiley Summer Theatre:
‘Launching Pad’ for Show People

(The following article by Keith
Shannon, of Prestonsburg, first appeared
as a two-part feature in the Kentucky
Kernel, University of Kentucky student
publication. It develops the theme that
the Jenny Wiley Summer Theatre has
served as a launching pad for yvoung
actors and actresses who have moved up

to television, stage and screen
prominence —Editor.)
On Thursday nights on television

screens across the country, the high-
pitched voice of Ron Palillo as Arnold
Horshack can be heard echoing through
the halls of a mythical high school . . |

“OH MR. KOTTERRRR . . .!"'

Seven years ago, thal same voice
resounded among the hills surrounding a
small eastern Kentucky ouldoor theatre.
Back then, there was no Arnold Hor-
shack, and Palillo was a thealre
“‘unknown."’

But that tiny theatre, the Jenny Wiley
Summer Music Theatre in Prestonsburg,
seems to have a penchant for unknown
actors who are destined to make some
kind of name for themselves someday.

During the 1968-'70 summer seasons,
Jenny Wiley employed a whole regi-
ment of actors who were pointed
in just such a direction.

Palillo was one of those young actors.

At that time, a patron scanning the
souvenir program at the theatre wouldn't
have been able to find Ron Palillo. But
listed as an actor-director-graphic artist
was the short-haired, soft-spoken Ronald
G. Paolillo.

His acting that summer consisted of
character roles, not a great deal different
from the type of role he has on Welcome
Back, Kotter. He appeared as Barnaby
Tucker in Hello, Dolly! and Senex, the
old man, in A Funny Thing Happened on
the Way to the Forum. He directed
productions of Little Mary Sunshine and
Spoon River Anthology. And he drew a
whole truckload of pictures for souvenir
programs and press releases.

Now things are a little bit different for
Ronald G. Paolille.

He has shortened his name by one
letter. (“*They told me ‘Paolillo’ was too
hard to remember.”') And he doesn't
have to draw pictures unless he feels like
it.

His role on Kotter has been such a
success that he may have a series of his
own soon.

Success has not dampened his
memories of Prestonsburg and Jenny
Wiley, though. He recently said he
harbors fond memories of that summer,
I really love Kentucky,"” he said. “‘It's
the only state I feel absolutely calm in."”
He even raved about the topography and
the (gasp!) weather.

He said he was considered a ‘‘little
tyrant'” when he directed the shows at
the theatre. His direction of Little Mary
Sunshine called for a very broad comedy
style that was hard for some to achieve.
Because Spoon River was a workshop
production (i.e. more like an af-
terthrought), the rehearsals had to be
scheduled behind all of the others.

That meant that Palillo's rehearsals
were held late at night. Sometimes. the
lines of Spoon River could be heard
coming from the theatre as late as 2 a.m.

But he did some unusual things with
the show. He threw out some of the songs
typically performed with it and replaced
them with contemporary folk music. His
actors were more mobile than usual
readers’ theatre Lroupes.

His acting style was just as broad and
comedic as it is today. His scream of
“Mr. Vandergelderrrr . . .!"" in Hello,
Dolly! was strangely similar to that of
Arnold Horshack screaming for his
teacher.

Margarel Silbar, who played the title
role in the same production that summer,
thinks Palillo always showed the
potential to become famous.

““I think Ron Paolillo was destined to do
well," she said. *‘Aside from being rather
physically unigque, he was a theatre
person inside out and backwards.

‘‘He used to eat, sleep and drink
nothing else but career. That's what it
takes."

After Palillo left Jenny Wiley, he
received a degree in thealre from the
University of Connecticut and began to
trudge Lthe seven-year road that led to his
becoming an ‘“‘overnight Success.'" As
recently as three years ago, he appeared
in Play It Again. Sam at Winchester,
Ky.'s Barn Dinner Theatre. That was
followed by appearances in A Mid-
summer's Night Dream with Mickey
Rooney and Hot L Bailtimore. After that
he was ‘‘discovered” for his role on
Kotter.

Ron Palillo says he “would love to"
come back to Kentucky.

But it looks like the chances for that
might be rather slim. When the pilot for a
possible series based around the
character of Welcome Back Kotter's
Horshack was aired last month, the
ratings were ‘‘dynamite," according to
Palillo.

If the series becomes a permanent part
of television, he will not only star in it,
but he will also try to keep up his co-
starring role in Kotter.

“It will sort of make television history
because no one has ever starred in a
show and co-starred in another one at the
same time,” he said.

But Palillo’s success story is not the
only one that started at Jenny Wiley
State Park . . .

A young Lexington native, Jim Varney,
strutted across the Jenny Wiley stage as
Marco the Magnificent in Carnival! in
1969. Now he struts across the stages of
such talk shows as The Tonight Show,
Dinah and The Mery Griffin Show doing
comedy routines about growing up in the
mountains.

After leaving Jenny Wiley, Varney
appeared at the Pioneer Playhouse in
Danville, Ky. From there, he went to
Nashville, Tenn., where he started to do
comedy routines for Opryland and some
clubs there. He recently completed a
television pilot called Hearts of the West,
based on the film of the same title.

Varney uses a unique approach to his
comedy. Rather than using typical
stand .up monologues, he uses characters
that are made up of composite traits of
people he has known throughout his life.
He calls it a type of ‘‘conglomerate
c¢haracter."”

The results (such as a routine based on
the beauty queen contestant who is using
hair rolling as her talent) can be very
effective.

But the thealre's success stories don’t
end with Varney. Working along with
him that summer was a young lady
named Cynthia Bostick. She had the title
of “apprentice,"” meaning that she was
required to do technical work as well as
the usual theatries. It also meant that
she, along with the other apprentices,
had to submit to spending part of the
summer with a blue stripe painted along
the length of her nose.

But in a few years, that didn't matter.
Bostick went on to become Miss Ken-
tucky the following year and later
enrolled in the American Academy of the
Dramatic Arts. After graduating from
that institution a year earlier than most
students, she found an agent and started
doing commercials. And more com-
mercials.

She classifies herself as looking like
“'your typical housewife.” This has led
her to memorable one minute debuts for
Mop and Glow, Grease Relief (*‘I never
get the products that flow off your
mouth."") and Excedrin. She cut her teeth
in the commercial.making business as
an excited user of Certs.

Bostick has one film to her credit, soon
to be released as That's the Way of the
World, with a soundtrack by Earth, Wind
and Fire. She recently appeared on a
segment of television's Andros Targets.

But there's more.

Bill Hayes worked along with Bostick
and Varney. He didn't have to contend
with the indignity of having a blue streak
down his nose because he was cast in lead
roles for the summer. He played Paul,
the lame puppeteer in Carnival!; Albert,
the talenl manager in Bye, Bye Birdie;
and Billy in Anything Goes.

A few years after Jenny Wiley, Hayes
landed a role in the Broadway production

of Grease. Sometime later, he went to
Seattle, Washington, to visil a friend.
Two days later he had a job there.

Hayes has since appeared in a
television movie enlitled The Private
Life of Walter Chapman, which was aired
in January,

There is another side to the story of the
Jenny Wiley Summer Music Theatre.
While some actors were lrying to work
their way up, another was gradually
phasing out what had earlier been a
lucrative acting career.

Tommy Kirk had been one of Wall
Disney Studio’s biggest stars in the late
50's and early 60's. He had appeared in
Old Yeller, The Swiss Family Robin-
son, The Shaggy Dog, The Monkey's
Uncle, and Bon Voyage.

Kirk didn't have to paint his nose blue
either,

Appearing in leading roles in Anything
Goes, Hello Dolly!, Little Mary Sunshine
and A Funny Thing Happeneéd on the Way
to the Forum, Kirk fell in love with the
town of Prestonsburg. Today, in what he
refers to as '‘semi-retirement,” Kirk
says he hopes to come back and visit,

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No Wheelchair Prisoner

Although Wilma Vanlandingham lives
in & wheelchair, she lives independently.
She participates in sports activities,
drives a car equipped with hand controls,
and recently boarded a plane and flew to
Washington, D, C, to attend the White
House Conference on the Handicapped.

Wilma uses a wheelchair because she
was born with a calcium deficiency
which prevented the proper development
and functioning of her bones. For the past
four years, she has worked as a clerk-
typist at the Eastern Kentucky
Rehabilitation Center in Thelma, a small
town outside Paintsville. In her spare
time, she works to improve conditions for
the handicapped.

‘“The attitude which a handicapped
person develops about his or her
disability can mean success or failure,”
said Wilma. "'An attitude of inferiorily,
even if it is the reflection of attitudes
around the individual, is no less real and
no less damaging.”'

As one of the 30 participants from
Kentucky in the White House Conference,
Wilma studied social attitudes, culture
and recreation. Later she related some of
the recommendations made at the
conference to improve social attitudes
and to help eliminate prejudices about
handicapped individuals.

**It is not possible to change attitudes
by passing a law, but it is possible to
direct behavior," she said. ''In addition
major businesses and governmental
agencies can help the effort by removing

architectural barriers, translating
elevator buttons into braille and
broadcasting captioned news on

television."

Another recommendation is tagged
“mainstreaming services'' by Wilma. By
this she means that services should
be provided to handicapped persons in
the same ways as they are provided to
others. The handicapped do not need and
should not be segregated into separate
parks, restaurants, theaters, schools,
employment or housing. ‘“When han-

public schools, the other children can
grow up thinking of them as being more
alike than different,” Wilma explained.

Encouraging companies and service
agencies who deal with handicapped -
individials to develop a policy of af-
firmative action was another suggestion

“It should be a matter of routine for
companies and agencies to inform their
employees of this policy,” added Wilma.
“From the sales clerk to the garage
mechanic, every worker should receive
a clear statement of the employer’s
position on this issue, reinforced as
necessary by in-service training.”'

Informing the public about new
legislation and the issues can help
promote better understanding and ac-
ceptance of persons, regardless of
handicaps. '‘The continued effort to
provide awareness of the handicapped
person’s needs through the media is a
vital way in which each disabled in-
dividual can help.

““Last, but not least, just being a good
example yourself is one of the most ef-
fective ways to change attitudes and
combat prejudjce,’” Wilma said.

The national plan of action developed
during the conference will be submitted
to Congress and printed by the end of the
year,

Rural Med Grants
Raised to $4,000

The Rural Kentucky Medical
Scholarship Fund has been increased
from $3,500 to $4,000 for medical students
who are first loan applicanls, The ap-
plicant must be a residenl of Kentucky
and agree to practice in an approved
rural area of the state one year for each
loan received, Forgiveness features are
applicable to recipients who establish
practice in designated critical counties of
Kentucky.

According to Dr. G. L. Simpson,
chairman of the board of trustees, the
Fund, which is one of the nation's pioneer
scholarship funds for medical students,
now has 210 physicians in practice in 87
Kentuckycounties, 55 students enrolled in
medical school and 28 recipients in
residency training.
