Of Housing
Is Viewed

P’burg-County Plan
To Assist Elderly
Receives Allocation

Prestonsburg and Floyd county ap-
parently will soon share federal funding
to provide housing for the -elderly,
handicapped and economically disad-
vantaged,

The new federal housing planning, as
explained here, envisions a drift away
from the construction of housing com-
plexes to which the elderly, for example,
are moved. Instead of that, which many
have described as a disruptive influence
in the lives of the aged as they are
required to move from homes and neigh-
borhoods long enjoyed, funds are being
allocated for the repair of homes which
they now, or may later, occupy.

Congressman Carl D. Perkins last
Friday announced that a grant of $61,236
has been made by HUD from Section 8
existing reservations funds. Perkins’
office said the funds are to be used to help
up to 60 lower-income families to get safe
and sanitary housing at reasonable rates.

The comparatively small grant, it was
explained here, does not cover any major
part of the program but will be used
mainly for planning and administration.
The program itself will offer the owner of
a dwelling which is occupied by an
elderly person, for instance, an op-
portunity to borrow at a low rate of in-
terest the money needed to repair it; and,
once it is repaired, will permit the owner
torent it at a higher rental figure without
penalizing the elderly occupant, since the
government would pick up the difference
in rental charge.

Holbrook Says Mobile Home
For His Use Was HUD’s Idea

The Housing and Urban Development
Administration (HUD) wants back the
mobile home that its says it through
mistake assigned to Glenn Holbrook, of
Prestonsburg, for use after the April
flood, but Holbrook says he isn't moving.

He and his wife are living in the trailer
on the farm of his father, Johnny
Holbrook, on Meade Branch of Abbott
Creek, and he has “No Trespassing"”
signs posted.

“They aggravated me to death, in-
sisting 1 was entitled to the trailer. I
moved it to Meade Branch, then moved
in—and the very next day they notified
me they would pull it,"’ Holbrook told The
Times Tuesday.

‘I have employed a lawyer and am just
sitting still, waiting to see what hap-
pens,"” Holbrook added.

An unemployed mechanic at the time
of the flood, Holbrook was initially ap-
proved for temporary housing a few days
after the Big Sandy left 21 feet of mud
and sand in the public housing unit where
he and his wife, Anna, lived.

But it was determined later that
Holbrook was not eligible for temporary
housing and had made his public housing
unit again habitable, according to Harold
Panter, Pikeville district manager for
HUD.

Holbrook said he “‘never asked for the
trailer in the first place,’ when he visited
the flood relief center at Auxier a few
days after the flood, “'but they (disaster
officials) talked me into it and now they
want it back.

“I didn’t even know you could get a
trailer,"” Holbrook said, ‘‘but they came
to the house about two weeks later and
told my wife we could get a mobile home
for temporary housing.

“*My wife, told them we didn't want a
trailer, but they called again and later
they called me af work,

Holbrook said when he was offered the
trailer again, ‘I said, ‘What's the catch?'
They said there was no catch, they would
put it in and make all the connections and
I could live in it for one year. Then I
would repay them the cost."”

Holbrook said he '‘signed a contract”
with a HUD official and the trailer was
brought May 26 to a site down the road
from his parents’ home on Meade
Branech.

But the HUD director claims ‘‘there
was no contracl signed. He is probably
referring to a landowner's permit he
oblained to have the trailer placed at his
parents’ home."

Holbrook said officials dug a well,
installed eleetrical connections and a
septic tank soon after the trailer arrived.

Around the first of June, Holbrook said,
“Ireceived a letter from HUD that said it
had all been a mistake and that I wasn't
eligible for the trailer.”

‘I think what happened was they made
a big mistake and now they're trying to
wiggle out of it,"" Holbrook said, “but it
may be harder for them to get out of it
than they think.™

Panter said he suspected that Holbrook
**'simply doesn’t want to live in the public
housing unit anymore. That's why he
wants to keep the trailer.” He said the
situation showed “a lack of un-

Water District
Customers Plan
Boost Protest

Customers of the Beaver Elkhorn
Waler Distriet on Left and Right Beaver
Creeks protesting a proposed rate in-
crease and a lack of what they term
“responsible service'' will carry their
complaints to the state Public Service
Commission for official airing in July.

Spokesman for the so-called Water
Protest Commission, Gary L. Martin, of
Estill, said the consumers' protest
centers around a proposed 58 percent
rate increase to households and a 23
percent hike to businesses.

“Our position which we are expressing
through our attorney in Frankfort,"”
Martin pointed out, “is simply that we
shouldn’t have to pay an increased rale
when Beaver Elkhorn is losing a large
part of its water through leaks and
waste.”

Martin said that last year Beaver
Elkhorn lost 74,000,000 gallons of the
168,000,000 gallons which it produced and,
according to Martin, the PSC, at a
hearing in Frankfor!, June 7, claimed the
water district has lost half of the total
which its lines have carried,

Martin said the company blames the
leaks on the fact that they must utilize
the pipes of the old system in the
Wayvland-Estill -area, but, said Martin,
“Beaver Elkhorn had federal money
available to them for the purpose of
laying an entirely new system
throughout their service area, which they
never did.” Martin said residents knew
of one large leak that has gone unchecked
for four years.

At the June 7 hearing, according to

Judge Stumbo added that the
retroacltive expense increase was voted
after he had informed the magistrates
that he, as chairmen of the Budget
Commission, would not approve the
budgeting of funds for their salaries as
previously voted. *'You'll have to
mandamus me,"” he said he told the
magistrates.

Johnson Gas Company
Ordered To Correct
Alleged Violations

The Kentucky Public Service Com-
mission has granted a rate increase for
gas service to one Johnson county utility
and ordered another to begin immediate
steps to correct nine specific violations of
commission regulations.

In a June 7 order, the commission
observed that the Davis Branch Gas Co.,
Paintsville, has a lengthy history of non-
compliance with PSC regulations.
Although the PSC wrote to the Davis
Branch president, C. C. Hall, on Jan. 13,
1975, asking the company’s intent to
correct 10 violations, an Aug. 10, 1976
audit revealed no such response on file
with the commission.

Another check three months later still
did not show a response from Davis
Branch. The utility was ordered to ap-
pear before the commission last January
to explain its apparent disregard of PSC
regulations, but due to inclement
weather and conflicting schedules, the
hearing was not held until May 10.

In addition, Davis Branch has been
ordered by the PSC to file an immediate
scheduled plan for compliance and then
bi-weekly progress reports until all
violations are corrected.

The Winmar Corp. was granted an $804
annual rate increase for gas service in
Johnson county in a June 6 PSC order.
Although the utility had requested an
additional $944, the commission ruled
that the granted rates would be sufficient
to pay operaling expenses, service ils
debts and also produce a reasonable
return on investmient.

Winmar customers will pay minimum
monthly bills of $2.50.

In coaching the Martin Purple Flash basketball teams, Coach Halbert led them to a record of
528 wins and 331 losses. He was selected by his peers and fellow coaches as Floyd County Coach of
the Quarter Century. In 1965 he coached the East Kentucky All-Star team. Under his guidance and
direction, the Martin Purple Flash basketball team was the 1965 Fifteenth Regional Champions.

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Teach Them To Spell “World”
Before Sending Them Outside

The state Department of Education grants accreditation to
schools on the basis of well-defined guidelines. Has the school a
fully accredited faculty? Is its curriculum as broad or com-
prehensive as demanded? Are its textbooks in full compliance
with the state-approved list? And so on.

So it was that a few days ago several small, church-sponsored
Kentucky schools were called to task. If one is inclined to be
charitable, it should not be too difficult to sympathize with those
whose duty it is under state law to review the standards of the
schools and to chalk up marks for or against them.

But the Rev. Bob Brown, chairman of the department, may
have had an unguarded moment when he asked one minister
connected with a school which was nearing the blacklist rating
how his school, sequestered as it was, could prepare students to
go out and face the world.

The minister answered the question by alluding to the growth
and protection of young plants in a hothouse until the day when
they have developed enough to be transplanted in the open air, to
endure the wind and storm as well as to thrive in sunshine and
rain.

A statewide educational system and the principle of equal
opportunity in themselves call for standardization, but this
emphasis on equipment rather than its use, quantity rather than
quality, the veneer of a smattering of knowledge about many
things rather than the solid wood of the basic Three R’s has
never prepared young people for the realities of life.

A teacher of the first grade from another county recently told
of the subjects she was required to teach her pupils: Consumer
Education . . . Career Planning. Imagine the interest she could
create among these toddlers in career!

The curriculum has for several years messed around with New
Math which, after the youngsters have become thoroughly
confused, has lost its appeal to the curriculum planners.

Is a youngster prepared for the stern realities of life by ex-
posure to many areas of learning and yet not given the training
that enables him to read, write, spell and do elementary arith-
metic?

We do not have any answer to the situation except to suggest
that education get its feet on the ground and return to fun-
damentals, It is very mystifying, this concern for training pupils
to face the outside world and failing to teach them how to spell
"'world.”’ i s

Major Mining
Expected Here
After Leasing

A major mining operation in a coal-
rich area barely outside the Prestons-
burg ecity limits is in the planning stage.

The area planned for deep-mine
development lies in Mayo Branch and
was leased by the J. R. M. Coal Co., of
McDowell, from the Mayo heirs. Several
coal seams underlie the acreage.

Edgar Jones, president of J. R. M.,
said Tuesday the schedule for actual
mining is indefinite at this time. But, he
said, whatever J. R. M. does will be by
deep mining. The coal, he said, would be
trucked to a preparation plant.

A seam of coal in the hilltop area there
is reported to be 16 feet thick, but iis
removal would be by surface mining. Mr.
Jones said that if any mining is done by
this method on the tract it will be by a
firm other than J. R, M.

Surface mining of the thick seam, it
also has been unofficially reported,
would create perhaps 200-300 home sites
on the levelled mountaintop.

The coal company is interested in the
possibility of reopening the seam which
was mined some 60 vears ago by the
Eureka Coal Company and transported
across the Big Sandy to a rail tipple via
aerial trainway. Eureka, which was
owned by a railway union and at the time
was unique among American coal mining
operations, went broke, leaving unmined
most of the coal seam.

J. R. M. Coal Company presently is
engaged in deep mining in the Frasure’s
Creek-McDowell area,

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! Corps Promises Visit Here Bk o s

The US. Army Corps of Engineers
promised Saturday to visit Prestonsburg
this summer ‘“to evaluate what else the
Corps can do” to prevent future flooding
in lowlying sections of town that aren’t
protected by the levee.

But Corps officials added that no
funding is currently available to study
flood control needs along the 172-mile-
long Levisa Fork of the Big Sandy River.

Joining Congressman Carl D. Perkins
at hearings in Belfry and Pikeville
Saturday, top brass of the Huntington
district of the corps said that unusually
heavy concentrations of rainfall in a 30-
hour period and a high rate of run-off
accounted for the **500-year"’ flood April 4
that left a total of $64 million in damages
from the Breaks of the Big Sandy
downstream to Louisa where the Levisa
joins the Tug Fork to form the Big Sandy
River.

The corps conducted the hearings—the
first the agency has held in Eastern
Kentucky since the flood—at the request
of Perkins.

A large crowd attended the Saturday
morning session in Belfry, where corps
officials presented preliminary plans for
levees, flood walls, a river diversion
project at Matewan, and channel
modification at Welch that (ogether
would provide high flood protection to 27
percent of the people living in the Tug
Valley flood plain.

The proposed Plan V, estimated at $83
million, could not be completed before
1981 at the earliest, and angry Tug Valley
residents demanded immediate relief for
a larger number of people.

The afternoon hearing in Pikeville
drew less than 20 people, and no Pikeville
city officials attended. Commonwealth's
Attorney John Paul Runyon was the only
Pike county official present, but
Prestonsburg City Manager Curtis Clark
was present to ask for improvements in
the $371,000 levee and pumping station
the corps built here in 1959.

Clark told corps officials that ad-
ditional pumps were needed because
ponding areas had been filled and
developed, reducing storage capacity
during floods. He asked if the corps could
acquire additional ponding areas in
Prestonsburg but was told land
acquisition is a local responsibility.

The City of Prestonsburg originally
agreed to maintain ponding areas when
the levee was built, but later allowed
them to be developed, according to Bill
Sinozich, assistant chief of planning. in
the Huntinglon corps office. Now, ad-
ditional pumps may be necessary, he
indicated.

The corps will investigate the need for
and feasibility of increasing pumping
capacity and extending the levee lo
protect sections of town that have grown
up since 1959.

The April flood crested at 51.7 feet in
Pikeville, 45.9 feet in Prestonsburg, and
42.2 feet in Paintsville, according to
figures provided by Bill Sinozich,
assistant chief of planning in the Hun-
tington corps office.

The flood crest at Pikeville was only
one foot lower than the peak in 1957, and
since the April disaster the corps has
been criticized for its previous
assurances that Fishtrap Lake and the
Pound and Flannagan reservoirs—
completed between 1968 and 1974—would
prevent a recurrence of the 1957 deluge.

It was those assurances, says Runyon,
that led to construction of the Fairview
residential section and the Pike County
High School in the flood plain. Both were
under water April 4,

Perkins and Col. George Bicher,
however, defended the effectiveness of
the impoundments. ‘'Pikeville would

have been destroyed," Perkins said, had
it not been for the reservoirs. Bicher said
the impoundments reduced the April
flood level by 13.6 feet in Pikeville, 11.6
fest in Prestonsburg, 10.8 feel in Paints-
ville, and 13.2 feet in Louisa,

Bicher waved aside a charge by one
Elkhorn Creek resident that the corps
accidentally released water from the
impoundments during the flood. No
water was released from any dam,
Bicher stated, In fact, all four reservoirs
were filled substantially less than their
capacity, he reported. Following the
heavy rains, Fishtrap Lake stood at 69.5
per cent capacity, Flannagan at 65.6,
Pound at 47.8, and Dewey at 39.7.

“We never anticipated that Fishtrap
Lake (and the other reservoirs) would
completely eliminate flooding at
Pikeville," said Bicher, who joined the
Huntington office just two weeks ago.

Each flood is unique, explained
Charles Mclntyre, chief of planning in
Huntington. ‘“‘In our hydraulic com-
putations of the 1957 flood," he related,
“it was concluded that a sufficient
amount of waler would have been stored
to. restriet the flood .by ten feet in
Pikeville."

In 1977, however, the runoff and
rainfall patterns were different, MciIn-
tyre said, and the three dams above
Pikeville actually restricted the flood
cresi by 13.6 feet in Pikeville.

“The dams held back more in 1977 than
we anticipated we could have held back
in 1957," he concluded.

MclIntyre and Bicher admitted that
they were using unofficial rainfall
figures obtained from bucket surveys
conducted by the National Weather
Service, which reported 15 inches of
rainfall April 3-5 around Bradshaw, W.
Va., over the divide between the Tug and
Levisa watersheds.

Moreover, they said, it is the respon-
sibility of the weather service, not the
corps, to predict flood stages and give
flood warnings. The corps is willing to
participate in forums to create a more
adequate warning system, Bicher said.

The engineers also said a re-analysis of
the Haysi dam project is “in order”
following the April flood. They said that a
MecClure River impoundment eight miles
from Haysi, Virginia, would help protect
Elkhorn City but they didn't know how
much,

The project, authorized by Congress
years ago but never funded because of
projected costs, is a ‘‘good, sensible
project’’ that should be re-evaluated for
cost effectiveness, they said. The Mc-
Clure River empties into Russell Fork,
which in turn feeds into the Levisa.

The corps, which is responsible for the
design of the $60 million cut-through and
river diversion project in Pikeville,
determined prior to the April flood that
the project, once activated, would
prevent the flooding of Pikeville,

Since the record flood in April,
however, the corps has found that had the
cut-through been operational at the time
of the flood, the waters would still have
dealt “‘significant damage'' to Pikeville's
central business district.

Bicher said modifications totaling $3.3
million are necessary. These include
raising the roadbed of U.S. 23 by three
feet on the lower end of the cut, adding
gate closures al both ends, and enlarging
the collection system and pumping
station that will handle the water coming
into the old riverbed loop from Harold's
Branch and Ferguson and Cloe Creeks.

The *‘guite large and quite expensive™
pumping station and ‘“‘extensive’’
collection system account for the largest
portion of the cost of the modifications,
Bicher stated.

If the improvements are made,
“Pikeville could be spared any damage
from a storm comparable to the April,
1977, flood,” he said.

Bicher assured anxious homeowners
below the cut that the new channel would
not increase the flood crest downstream.
The major effect of the cut, he said, will
be to increase the velocity of the river
and modify the timing of the flood crest
downstream.

The corps estimates the Levisa will
increase in velocity anywhere from six to
ten feet per second through the cut.
Runyon said figures he received from the
state highway department show that the
cut will quadruple the velocity—from
four to 16 feet per second.

The engineers did not know the velocity
of the Levisa during the recent flood.

Mrs. Robert Easton, who lives in the
fourth house below the cut, pointed out
that the river crested nine feet above the
proposed lop of the rip rap (stone wall
protecling a river bank) below the cut.

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Corps officials agreed that the rip rap
would probably have to be raised and
extended further downstream but could
not say how far,

Runyon asked Bicher if the corps
would allow the cul-through to become
operalive before downstream protection
is assured, '‘You won't go ahead and
authorize the cut-through (to become
operative) before knowing what will
happen downstream, will you?'" Runyen
asked.

Bicher replied he was unsure about
commitmenls and “rules of
engagement’’ made by the various
agencies working on the projeet. Sinozich
said this week, however, that the
downstream residents could be assured
that the cut-through would not intensify
flooding beyond normal conditions.

The corps says the cut-through,
designed to carry a maximum of 71,000
cubic feet of water per second, would
have been adequate to carry Lhe river
without backing water upstream. The
actual river flow through the cut,
Sinozich said, would have been *‘right
near'’ the design flow had the cut been
operative during the flood, bul he didn't
know the exact figure.

UMWA Elects
Arnold Miller

Arnold Milier last week won reelection
to his second five-year term as president
of the United Mine Workers, but not by
vote of the miners in District 30 in
Eastern Kentucky.

The Pikeville-based District 30 returns,
slow in coming in, showed Lee Raoy
Patterson, Miller’s strongest opponent in
the three-man race, was getting almost 4
votes to 1 for Miller.

The official count of the vote will not be
made till July 1, but the lead Miller piled
up was so convincing that both his op-
ponents, Patterson and Harry Patrick,
conceded.

West Virginia union members gave
Miller his victory. On the whole, Ken-
tucky miners showed a preference for
Patlerson.

With more than 500 of the union's 855
locals reporting, Miller had 40 percent of
the vote, Patterson had 34 percent and
Patrick had 26 percent.

Patterson carried Kentucky by a
substantial margin, but not by as much
as his supporters had hoped.

Bobby Noffsinger, president of Pat-
terson’s home District 23 in Madisonville,
expressed disappointment that the
Kentuckian did not get more votes on his
home turf.

*“I thought Lee Roy would do a little
betterin this district and in District 19 (in
southeastern Kentucky) than he did,"”
Noffsinger said yesterday.

Latest Kentucky totals, as compiled
bby United Press International, showed
Patterson ith 7,678 votes, incumbent
Arnold Miller with 4,196, and UMW
secretary-treasurer Harry Patrick with
1,760.

With 50 of 53 locals in District 23
reporting, Patterson unofficially polled
4,220 votes, compared with 2,695 for in-
cumbent Arnold Miller, and 624 for
Patrick.

Final unofficial returns in District 19,
based at Middlesboro, gave Pallerson
1,422 votes, Miller 916, and Patrick 607.

Corn Crop Hlt
By Insects

Kentucky's corn crop is being
damaged much more than usual this
year by the combination of dry weather
and high populations of insecls, reports
Wesley Gregory, University of Kentucky
extension entomologist

“The two problems are related,’’ he
says. "Normally, there’s enough spring
rain to keep corn growing rapidly so that
the crop out-competes the insect attack.
This year, dry weather up through early
June put corn plants under such severe
stress that insects have the upper hand.”

Eight insecls are ganging up on the
state's corn crop. The entomologist says
that mosi of the damage is being done by
cutworms, armyworms, first generation
of European corn borers and common
stalk borers. However, high populations
of corn root aphids, corn leaf aphids, flea
beetles and thrips also have been ob-
served in some fields.

Another potentially-damaging insect
can be expected to join the attack about
the third week in June. That is when
entomologists look for the first
generation of Southwestern corn borer
larvae to become active

Gregory advises corn growers to check
their fields and to spray with appropriate
insecticides if damage warants, He of-
fers these guidelines for determining
when treatment will pay: Cutworms if 3
percent or more of the plants are cut or if
there is leaf feeding up to the 4-leaf stage,
armyworms if there is 25 percent or more
feeding damage and small worms are
present, and European corn borers if al
least 35 percent of the plants show shot-
hole whorl feeding.

“*We don't have such specific
guidelines on when it pays to spray for
flea beetles, corn leaf aphids, corn root
aphids and southwestern corn borer,"”
says Gregory. ‘‘But we know that unless
we get more rain, high populations of
these insects likely will build up to levels
that will require spraying to prevent a
significant loss in yields.”

There are numerous insecticides
available for controlling corn insect
problems. Taxaphene generally is rated
the broadest spectrum and lowest in cost,

according to the entomologist. Others
include Nudrin, Lannate, Furaden,
Dylox, Diazinon, Thimet and Sevin,

These can be applied as sprays or as
granular whorl treatments.

“Before buying an insecticide, make
sure you know what pest or pests are
causing the damage,”’ Gregory advises
corn growers. “‘Then you will be able to
decide which insecticide to use, when to
apply it and how to apply it for best
results. Contact your local county
agricultural extension agent for specific
recommendations and to get a free
publication on controlling corn insects."

The entomologist offers this example
of how to control cutworms in corn that
won't be harvested for silage: Use
Toxaphene 6 |b.-gal, EC at the rate of 2
guarts per acre, mixed in at least 25
gallons of water. Apply the spray ina 6 to
8-inch band directed to the base of the
plants. Cost is about $4 per acre,

In contrast, control of armyworms
requires a broadcast spray covering the
rows and middles. For foliar pests such
as European corn borers, flea beetles
and corn leaf aphids, use a cone-type
nozzle tip and direct the spray over the
tops of the plants.

Cities May Continue
To Collect Fines
On Parking Bills

Citles will continue to receive revenue
“generated from fees, fines, and for-
feitures related Lo parking, unless the
fine is collected as a result of action
taken in the Court of Justice,"” according
to legislation adopted during the winter
special session of the Kentucky General
Assembly.

But the police court that normally
would bandle such actions has been
abolished by the Judicial Article.

As a result, cities may find themselves
failing to budget for printing parking

tickets, collecting such money and
bookkeeping chores that would be
required.

Parking tickets won't be part of the
uniform traffic citations, according to an
interpretation by the Administrative
Office of the Courts.

The Department for Local Government
is urging cities to check their budgets
carefully for items related to parking
enforcement to assure that funds will be
available.

Cities budgeting on a fiscal year will
have to allow for sueh items from
January 1, 1978, to July 1, 1978, Those
budgeting on a calendar year will have to
include such costs in the full-yvear budget.

The Floyd County Times
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Public Meetings Part
Of Water Quality Plan

Public meetings on water qualily are
taking place throughout Kentucky as the
state environmental department con-
tinues its work on a comprehensive water
quality plan, according Lo John Tapp in
the department’s water qualily division

Tapp is the state 208 director. He said
that 208 refers lo that part of the federal
Water Pollution Control Act Amend
ments of 1972 which requires com-
prehensive statewide water quality
plans

The public meetings are being held
both to inform citizens and to enable
them to contribute to Lhe planning
process, Tapp said. Since the the plan-
ning involves everything from
agriculture to industry, from foresiry to
construction, evervone could be affected
in some way, he added.

Fulure meelings will keep people in-
formed about both the problems and
solutions as work on the plan progresses

“We—the division of water quality,
conservation and forestry—are studying
agriculture, forestry, and construction in
grealest detail,” Tapp said. (All three
divisions are in the Department [or
Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection.)

Tapp said that study might determine
such things as' how much sediment is
acceptable in a stream or how a par-
ticular kind of waste disposal mighl
affect cerlain underground water sup-
plies, Tt might also determine where
agricultural run-off is a problem.

“We need to deal with run-off, whether
as sediment or chemicals, because it

interrupts the biological life of sireams.
To solve the run-off problem, the plan
might provide a manual of good
managemenl practices,'’ Tapp said.

He also said that much of the 208 effort
is educational and the response volun-
tary. “‘The compleled plan will show
deficiencies and strengths of existing
programs and will be implemented
primarily through existing agencies,’* he
said

Tapp said that it would probably be
another year before there’s a real
assessment of Kentucky's water quality
problems and the direction of the state
should take

The state plan must be submitted to Lthe
Environmental Protection Agency by
Nov, 1, 1978.

ASCS Reminds Farmers

To Report Acreage

Farmers who have planted corn should
reporl Lheir acreage to the Agricultural
Stabilizalion and Conservation Service
{ASCS) by September 1. Those who have
planted acreage such as corn this year
and fail to report such acreage may be
ineligible for program benefils in 1978.

According to proposed legislation, if
the Secretary of Agriculture declares a
set-aside for 1978 crops, 1977 planted
acreage could be used to determine set-
aside requirements.

ASCS employees will make random
checks of farms to verify thal acreage
reports are accurate.

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Yatesville Dam
Cut by Senate

A Senate subcommittee, in an
acknowledged move to avert a veto by
President Carter, voted last Wednesday
to deny funds to eight of the water
projects he wants eliminated.

Among the eight projects was the
Yatesville reservoir in Lawrence county,
near Louisa.

Approximately $7.2 million had been
recommended for the Yatesville project
in fiscal 1978. The proposed project has
drawn opposition from a coalition of state
environmental groups and has been
called "'the worsl'' of all proposed Corps
of Engineers projects in Kentucky by
those against its construction.

The action came one day after the
House refused by a vote of 214 to 194 to
halt funding for 16 of 17 projects Carter
wants to kill as being environmentally
and economically unsound.

The House vote was viewed by many as
a victory of sorts for Carter because the
margin was far smaller than had been
expected.

Sen. John Stennis, D-Miss., chairman
of the public works appropriations
subcommittee, said the panel’s action
was a ‘“‘good faith effort” to find a
common ground with the President.

But he said there had been no advance
consultation with the White House before
the vote to kill the projects located in
seven states—including three that are at
least partly inColorado.

“Frankly, I don't want to see this bill
vetoed,” Stennis told reporters.

The other projects knocked out by the
subcommittee are LaFarge Lake, Wis.;
Lukfata Lake, Okla.; Meramec Park
Lake, Mo.; Fruitland Mesa, Colo.;

Staff of Nine Handles ‘Legal’ Drugs in State

Kentucky law says that nine Depart-
ment for Human Resources (DHR)
employes have “the full power and
authority of peace officers in this slate,
including the power of arrest and the
authority to bear arms, and . Lo enter
upon premises at all times for the pur-

pose ol mlkmg_ inspections (o seize
evidence

Those nine employes are N, Earl
Becknell, head of DHR's Narcotic and

Drug Control Program, and his staiff.

Becknell recently explained that the
problems of drug abuse f[all into lwo
areas. The first is the street traffic
problems of illegal possession and sales,
which are the concern of the Kentucky
State Police and other law enforcement
bodies. The second area, under his of-
fice's jurisdiction, concerns problems
with professional licensees and others
registered with the federal Drug En-
forcement Administralion.

Becknell and his staff enforce Ken-
tucky laws on “‘controlled substances,"
drugs which have a potential for abuse
The provisions of the act give DHR the
authority for licensing manufacturers,
wholesalers and distributors of con-
trolled substances. Furthermore, il
requires that firms keep records of all
drugs they receive or dispose of. The act
also requires practitioners (physicians,
pharmacists, dentists, veterinarians and
research personnel) (o keep similar
records

“We're concerned with the problems of
legal drugs that are diverted into illegal

channels,” Becknell says. ““We inspec!
the drug wholesalers at least once a year,
and visit pharmacies and other legal
outlets as parl of our enforcement ac-
tivities."

One recent case,
in Eastern Kentucky, took an unexpected
turn: Two of Becknell's men visited an
office while they were gathering in-
formation on a forgery case, but swore

Reclamation Plan by McCoy

The invention, which perhaps is more
accurately described as "a teaching
invention," will permit the miner, he
says, lo keep all his mining equipment in
operation without interference from
machinery used in reclaiming the mine
site. And, it is claimed, when the last of
the coal is mined the site will have been
filled in and the land restored lo its
original contour and ready for seeding or
planting.

The method includes more than one
bench or terrace. One bench would be
occupied by trucks, shovels and other
equipment needed to remove the coal.
Another would support a lateral con-
veyor on the highwall, and this would
remove overburden from the active
section of operation to fill in and shape
the land behind it.

This, it is pointed out, would eliminate
the use of trucks to backhaul earth and
rock for filling in the area that has been
mined.

Mr. McCoy said one operator who had
studied the method said it would save
him the use of three trucks and wages
amounting to $21 or more per hour. Now
protected by the Patent Office registry,
the method is ready for showing to coal
men over the area. It already has been
outlined to Governor Carroll and officials
of the Department for Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection

It's faster, more economical and the
end resull is a satisfying contour of the
mined slope, with no spillage down the
mountainside, the inventor claims.

their nest, and finding that first egg was
like finding the proverbial golden egg. It
meant [ would have a treat for supper.

During the winter we didn’t have eggs
because hens won't lay in cold weather if
they aren't kept in a warm place. Dad
had his hands full keeping us warm and
clothed. 1 can still smell the fresh air
and the happy sound of the hens and the
gentle thawing of the snow and the slow
warming of the golden sun.

Soon afterward, Dad would throw his
ax over his shoulder and say, “Ruthie,
would you like to go with me to burn the
tobacco bed?” After days of cutting and
pulling brush we would stand and watch
it burn all day and into the night.

Mom always fussed; she needed me at
the house, but most likely I would end up
by Dad's side. Whether working in the
fields or riding my horse, I preferred it to
house work.

I remember a golden autumn af-
ternoon walking home from school and as
I turned the bend I smelled smoke from
the first fire of the season. Dad could
have the coldest house warm before the
average man could get the fire started. I
suppose it was the Indian in him.

And in November came the big day for
butchering. That meant fresh meat for
the first time in a long time, except for a
chicken on Sunday or wild meat oc-
casionally. Dad would get going before
dawn heating kettles and kettles of
water, and by noon we would have
wonderful rich, brown soup and biscuits
and lots of meat with squash and sweet
potatoes saved for that day, It was a day
you would never forget.

And mid-December was the
celebration of going to Lexington lo
watch our tobacco sell. Listening to the
auctioneer was like being in anther time
and place. Mom and I would go shopping
for Christmas presents while Dad stayed
at the tobacco house until our tobacco
sold. We didn't buy very much, but it was
a grand day.

Our year of work usually amounted to
four of five hundred dollars but we
never felt deprived or poor.

We got a couple of outfits in the fall and
one for Easter and always new shoes. It
never occurred to me to ask for anything
more. I never really wanted things we
couldn’t afford, The happy look on Dad'’s
face when we did get a new outfit was all
[ needed.

And now when I look at my daughters’
bulging closets and hear, **Mom, I don't
have anything to wear," and look at the
driveway where their very own car sits, 1
remember what 1 had when I was
their age. They wouldn't understand
because they never lived in the good, old
days when life was simple and families
weren't caught up in the fast-paced
society of keeping up with the Joneses,
Then it was all working and sharing and

“earing.

My heart cries for all children—my
own, and especially children of the
ghetto. They will never know the magic
of going to the barn and finding a
newborn calf or colt or tiny, fluffy chicks
or running through a field of clover at
dusk or sitting on the porch with your
family listening to the whippoorwills’
lonesome sound and looking at the silent
hills that surround you and feeling at
peace and happy. r

I never dreamed that one day I would
be caught up in rush, rush world of jumpy
nerves and polluted air and crumbling
moral and social values.

Yes, my wish for every child of this
world would be to spend his youth as I
did—underprivileged.

Against ARH Set Later

A ruling in the case of a Jenkins woman
who claimed she was fired for refusing
her supervisor's sexual advances
probably will not be issued for two or
three months, according to Edmund P.

Robert Thernsberry, former ad-
ministrator of Whitesburg's Appalachian
Regional Hospital took the witness stand
in Lexington last Wednesday to rebut
testimony by his former executive
secretary, Ruth Tackett.

Miss Tackett, 44, who worked for
Thornsberry three years, filed a com-
plaint against Appalachian Regional
Hospital (ARH) Inc., officials, claiming
she was fired last Sept. 1 for spurning
Thornsberry's advances.

If you see a wild animal acting
strangely, leave it strictly alone. There’s
always the possibility that it has rabies.

Although this dread disease is most
commonly associated with dogs, virtually
all mammals can contract rabies and
transmil il to man. Foxes, bats and rats
are among Lhe most common carriers of
rabies, but skunks may actually be more
dangerous, since they can carry the
rabies virus for six to eight months,
according to Joe Bruna, director of the
Department of Fish and Wildlife's game
management division.

This means that even a *‘deodorized”’
skunk bought from a pet store and cer-
tified disease-free could suddenly
develop rabies months after il is pur-
chased, Bruna says.

A wild animal with rabies often does
not exhibit the fear of man that is natural
among wild creatures, This can lead
many people to think that the animal is a
lost “‘pet.’” Children are especially prone
to try to adopt such an animal.

A couple of years ago, a group of
yvoungsters at a church-sponsored
children’s home captured a fox. They
thought the animal looked sick, so they
brought it tothe Game Farm at-Frankfort
for Lreatment. After a few days, the fox
died, and the Department of Health
confirmed that it was rabid. Two of the
Game Farm employees and all the
children who had come in contact with
the fox had to take the painful series of
rabies shots.

All children, particularly those living
in rural areas where the chances of
encountering wild animals are great,
should be warned about the dangers of
handling, or even approaching, any
animal that is acting sick or unusual, or
which does not seem to be afraid of them.

Rabies is transmitted from one animal
to another, or to man, by the saliva from
the diseases animal, usually through a
bite. But the virus can enter the skin
from any open wound which the saliva
contacts.

Any suspicious animal should be
reported to the local authorities—either
the county health department, the local
conservation officer or the sheriff’'s of-
fice. If someone is bitten or otherwise
attacked, he should seek immediate
medical aid and every attempt should be
made to kill or capture the animal.

By the time the symptoms of rabies
appear, it is too late to counteract the
disease by vaccination. Health depart-
ment officials can determine, by
examining the animal’s head, whether or
not it is rabid. If the animal cannot be
located, then the victim usually must
undergo the rabies treatment as a
precaution.

Of course, all dogs, cats or other pet
animals should be innoculated as
directed by a veterinarian, and even an
immunized pet should be watched closely
if it is bitten by a suspected rabies

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Cost-of-Living Increase Club in 16th Annual Prog'ram

In Social Security Pay
Scheduled, July 1st

A cost-of-living increase in monthly
social security benefits will be included
in checks delivered on July 1, according
to Jim Kelly, area social security
manager.

The increase will amount to 5.9 percent
for most people getling social security
payments. The automatic cost-of-living
provision was added to the social
security law in 1972,

“People getting social security checks
don't have to do anything to get the
higher payments,” Kelly said. ''The
increase will be added automatically,”

The increase is based on the rise in
consumer prices from the first 3 months
of 1976 to the first 3 months of 1977,

With the cost-of-living increase,
average social security retirement
payments to retired workers will go from
$221 to $234 a month. Average social
security disability payments to disabled
workers will go from $248 to $262 a
month. Averagesocial security survivors
payments lo widowed mothers or fathers
with two children in their care will go
from $517 to $547 a month.

Patrol Boat Explodes, Burns

An accidenl is something that can
happen to anybody, even when the best
precautions have been taken against it.

Dean Murray, resource manager.
Corps of Engineers, which is stressing
water safety, reports this week one
patrol boat equipped with all prescribed
safety measures, all of which were being
used in the correct manner—and all
demolished through an unexplainable
accident.

Operator of the inboard-outboard
molor boat, David Jackson, 21, of Rt. 114,
Magoffin county, who has been with the
Corps for the past five years, had stopped
on the way to Terry's boat dock last
Friday evening to caution some campers
who were in a restricted area. After his
motor had stopped running, he checked

his fuel, noting thal he had a quarter of a
tank, after which he followed normal
procedure and at his second attempt to
start the motor, it caught. Apparently
something else did, too, for the motor
cover blew off, striking him on the
shoulder. Jackson immediately
tightened his life jacket buckle and went
overboard. A good thing, too, for the boat
promptly went up in flames.

While safety precautions did not
prevent this accident, Murray pointed out
that it may have averted a tragedy. "'The
boat can be replaced; a man can't. We're
just thankful there was no loss of life."

He added that he thought it might be of
interest to the public to realize that ac-
cidents can happen to anyone, even lo
those best trained to avoid them.
