Gov, Julian Carroll unveiled plans for a new state library building last Thurs-
day at a breakfast for members of the Governor’s Advisory Council for Library

and Archives.

The new structure will be located in west Frankfort near King's Daughter's
Hospital. The approximately 126,000 square-foot structure will house state
library offices. Carroll said the building should be ready for occupancy by Sep-

tember, 1978.

The new library is being built under a lease-purchase contract. Carroll ex-
plained that this arrangement allows the state to design the building, lease it
from the building firm, and later buy it. This way, the agency for which the
building is being built can have input into the design of the building.

Carroll remarked that the new state library building will be practical in design.
“The state does not have to build mausoleums or Greek-columned structures to

house its offices."”

Lawrence County Candidate
Sues State Election Registry

J. J. Jordan, the Democratic nominee
for county judge executive in Lawrence
county, has won the first round of his
fight to remain on the November ballot.

Jordan obtained a lemporary
restraining order last Wednesday
requiring the county board of elections to
issue him a certificate of election.

He also filed suit against the Kentucky
Registry of Election Finance, the county
board and County Court Clerk Gallie
Isaac.

The circuit court suit asks that the
county board be restrained from obeying
any instructions issued by the registry
and that the board be required to issue
Jordan a certificate.

The state registry ordered Jordan’s
name removed from the November
ballot on ground that he failed to submit a

campaign finance report before the May
primary.

Jordan contends that no formal
notification was served on him and that
he learned of the registry's decision,
primarily through the news media and
“this caused the publication of various
news stories which reflect adversely
upon my candidacy and personal
character."

John Craig, executive director of the
registry, said every delinquent candidate
was notified, as was the commonwealth’s
altorney in each county.

Craig said the commonwealth's at-
torney had to decide upon each case. *'If
any candidate’s failure to submit a
campaign finance report was a wilful
violation of the law, then it's up to the
commonwealth's attorney to present the
case to the grand jury."

Craig said Jordan submitted his report
after the May 24 primary, a point on
which Jordan agreed.

Jordan said, however, in his suit that
the delay was caused by the critical
illness of his wife, who was admitted to a
Huntington, W. Va. hospital on' May 9 and
released May 27.

The affidavit further states that Jordan
explained the circumstances to his
commonwealth’s attorney, who agreed
that he had a valid reason for being late.

Jordan’s suil further contends that he
was given no opportunity to contest the
registry's decision and that the voters
would be denied their civil rights if he is
kept off the ballot.

Jordan said he was informed that more
than 100 candidates for local offices in the
state failed to file on time but were ex-
cused by the registry.

Craig denied this, declaring that '‘no
one has been excused. We still have a
number of candidates who haven't filed
their reports and we are working on their
cases."

If Jordan wins his suit, his opponent in
the fall will be Republican Phil Carter, of
Louisa.

IRS Remmder Issued
To Flood Victims

Individual and corporate taxpayers in
the flood-stricken areas of Eastern
Kentucky are being reminded by the
Internal Revenue Service (IRS) of the
provisions for filing amended Federal
income lax returns,

Form 140X for individuals and Form
1120X for corporations must be filed lo
claim deductions for complete or partial
destruction of properly because of the
flooding if those deductions were not
already claimed on an original return for
1976.

Losses to business property are
generally deductible in full while non-
business losses are limited to the amount
of loss exceeding $100, according to the
IRS. Deductions are not allowed for the
portion of any loss reimbursed or ex-
pected to be reimbursed by insurance or
other compensation.

Amended returns—both individual and
corporate—must be filed within three
vears from the due date of the original
return or two years from the date of the
tax payment, whichever is later.

Taxpayers already should have
compiled lists of those items damaged or
destroyed, and determined their value
immediately before and after the loss
occurred. Before-and-after photos of the
damaged property and judgments of
appraisers are helpful in establishing the
amount of loss.

The Water District office revealed at a
Public Service hearing in Frankfort, on
June 7, 1977 that the reason for the
propoSed rate increase in water was
because the District has been operating
al a deficit since 1974.

However, the Beaver Elkhorn Water
District carelessly invested $15,000 for a
survey for a sewer project to operate
along with the water project. If the water
district is operating in the red, why did
they invest this much-needed $15,000.
Many other items were discussed at this
hearing that have been kept away from
the publie, such as, all the customers of
the water district at the present do not
have meters, and can use all the water
they want for a specific charge.

The proposed rate increase by the
Beaver Elkhorn Water District would
rajse the small consumers (household
users) by 58 percent and the large con-
sumers (commercial users) by only 23
percent.

Martin was taken to a hospital by
Tommy Caudill, who was listed as a
witness of the shooting.

“The record establishes the injuries
were the result of criminal conduct which
resulted in personal physical injury to
the claimant,”’ Shelley Riherd, of
Glasgow, ruled. “This incident was
promptly reported to police and the
claimant in no way contributed to the
infliction of the injuries.”

The board said Martin has been jobless
since the day he was shot and probably
never would be able to work again as a
carpenter.

It said he is undergoing a series of
operations, taking physical therapy and
trying to retrain himself for employment
as a draftsman.

Martin had no income, real estate or
personal property ‘“of any significant
value,"" another requirement for ob-
taining stale compensation under the
program, the board said.

The board figured lost wages on the
basis of a maximum $150 per week for 47
weeks—minus a $500 emergency award
previously granted.

It said the question of future com-
pensation is being left open-—and
depends on how Martin gets along in job
rehabilitation, other employment or
receiving government benefits.

“No arrests or charges have been
made in the case and the identity of
(Martin's) assailant has not been
established,” Riherd said.

Only as Driver Must Woman
Take Name of Her Husband

A married woman in Kentucky cannot
be compelled to take her husband's
surname when filing for a license (with
the exception of a driver's license),

according to an
opinion.

Carolyn S. Bratt, a Lexington attorney,
requested the opinion on behalf of her
client, Mrs. K. P. Gail, who applied to
lake a test for a salesman'’s license from
the Kentucky Real Estate Commission,

The commission returned Mrs, Gail's
application stating that she must apply
under her ‘“‘correct married name,"
which they contend is ‘‘Gail Ponnacha,"
a combination of her given name and the
given name of her Indian hushand,

According to the opinion authored by
Assistant Depuly Altorney General
Charles Runyan, “K. P. Gail” is the
"*Indian equivalent of a married
woman's use of her husband’'s name in
the United States.”

Runyan wrote that the use of a
husband’s surname is Kentucky common
law (unwritten), In his opinion, a
married woman can use any name she
pleases, excluding any intent to defraud,
by simply using the name or going to her
county court for a name change under a

Altorney General's

statute that allows her Lo do so,

However, in the absence of a Kentucky
appellate court ruling on the common
law, a commission regulation requiring
use of the “‘married legal name'" would
probably be upheld in federal courts
because Kentucky courts had not ruled
against it.

Like the Department of Trans-
portation, the commission could justify
the regulation by saying that it was
needed for proper identification,

The opinion concluded that “K. P.
Gail" should be recognized in Kentucky
as Mrs. Gail’'s married name, since it is
recognized in India and does not violate
public policy.

Unlikely LeTTers

April Flood Study
May Lead to Inquiry

WASHINGTON—A study that may
lead to a full scale Congressional inquiry
into the correlation between strip mining
and record-level April flooding in
Eastern Kentucky and West Virginia has
been initiated by House investigators.

The role of strip-mining in intensifying
the damage has been a public issue since
record level flooding hit coal-producing
areas of Kentucky, Tennessee, Virginia
and West Virginia,

A field trip to the area by a staff in-
vestigator and a review of pertinent
scientific papers led the subcommittee
staff to conclude that there is cause-and-
effect relationship between flood levels
and strip mining.

““Most of the evidence, not all, but
most, indicates there is a link between
strip mining and water runoff and soil
movement,’" said a subcommittee aide.

“There is a more conclusive link
between stripping—particularly auger-
mining—and sedimentation and erosion
into streams."

Rep. Leo Ryan, chairman of a House
Government Operations subcommittee,
is expected to decide during the summer
whether to turn his subcommittee on
conservation, energy and natural
resources’ onto the issue. Hearings, if
they are conducted, could not occur
before early fall.

If Ryan gives the green light, as an-
ticipated, the subcommittee would
continue with its investigation and then
come up with recommendations to
Congress and President Carter for
corrective action, if needed.

As an investigative body, the Govern-
ment Operations Committee has a free
hand to look into the activities of any
federal agency and the effectiveness of
federal laws.

Earlier, under another chairman, Rep.
Henry Reuss, D-Wis., the same sub-
committee carried out an investigation of
detrimental effects to federal reservoirs
caused by inadequately regulated strip
mining.

The subcommittee found that the
Army Corps of Engineers and the En-
vironmental Protection Agency (EPA) in
at least one instance—Fishtrap Reser-

voir in Eastern Kentucky—had a poor
record,

Siltation from nearby strip mining was
determined to be filling Fishtrap at a
quick rate, thus substantially reducing
the lake's projected life-expectancy.

Because of widespread stripmining in
another nearby area, the corps con-
structed a costly silt-filtering system to
protect the integrity of Carr Fork
Reservoir,

The Ryan subcommittee could become *

involved in the flood-strip issue through
water-pollution control law or, as is more
likely, on the ground that the about-to-be-
approved strip-mine control bill is
related to flood situations,

“‘We have a responsibility here Lo see
that a law like the pending strip-mine bill
works,” a Ryan aide said. “If we could
develop a record here, it would be helpful
as the Department of Interior draws up
regulations.”

Various observers and citizens groups
throughout the Appalachian region
charged after the floods April 3 and 4 that
strip mining had a direct impact on the
intensity of water runoff.

They charged that sediment from strip
mines had clogged streambeds, forcing
high water even farther out of the banks
of streams, and that strip-mine distur-
bance and deforestation had reduced the
water-retaining character of the land,

Gov. John D. Rockefeller IV of West
Virginia, among others, agreed with the
general theory that strip mining con-
tributed to the intensity of flooding in the
region.

But Kentucky Gov. Julian Carroll and
Robert Bell, the state's natural-
resources secretary, disagreed that strip
mining had any more impact than other
types of massive land disturbance, such
as urban development and highway
construction.

New Strip Mining Method

Further information from last week's
issue of The Times regarding new strip
mine method, devised and patented by
Charles M. McCoy, of Prestonsburg,
Ky.:

In studying the problems caused from
stripping operations of our presenl day
method, we see Lhe damages to the land
and the environment. the greal scars lefl
in the mountains, the great dirt, mud and
rock slides caused by pushing the rock
and dirt over the cut down the mountain
sides, destroving the limber below,
contaminating the streams, killing the
fish, routing and destroying the wildlife
habitation, defacing the land and ruining
its natural beauty. Thus the beautiful
home land we love will ultimately be
destroved, unless something is done to
stop it

I don’t mean stop the operation, I mean
stop the present way of doing it. I have
devised a way of doing it which will put
the land back in its original condition,
and nothing pushed down the mountain
side. We can get the coal and save our
land and preserve the natural beauty
thereof for our people to live in, for the
oncoming generations to see, for the
tourist from far and wide to come and see
our beautiful unigue scenery. They won't
come and see a land of desolation, the
land of the lost.

The method I have devised will be
cheaper for the operator, thus making
him more profit and doing it faster.
Naturally, he should be pleased with the
plan. The landowner should be pleased,
as his land won’t be torn to bits and left in
unusable condition, also preserving or
saving most all his timber.

It should be pleasing to the people in
general, as they won’t be living in a
forlorn, dismal country side. The beauty
of their land will be preserved.

Today's use of huge trucks in carrying
away the overburden from off the coal
and piling it wherever they can, and a lot
of it is pushed over the hill, is an ex-
pensive, inefficient way of doing the job,
and the reclamation in this manner is
very poar.

If an operalor prefers (o have a ver
tical highwall without ledges, borings
can be made into the side or face of the
wall and steel shafting ¢can be inserted to
pul the conveyor system on, which will
work just as well as on ledges. The
shafting can be made in such way to hold
the conveyor system securely in place,
and of course can be used over and over

Some may wonder about handling the
rock. especially large rock. A new kind of
blasting material or explosives has been
devised, which fragmentlizes the rock
and overburden into small, easily con-
veyed material, also making il easler on
other machinery in the operation, it will
last longer and operate more efficiently

All operations are different, the con-
veyor system can be adapted to any and
all of them.

Perkins Blasts

July is the high noon of the vear—the
time when another golden period of
sunshine and warmth begins its down-
ward slide into brown autumn and drear
winter. By about a minute each, the days
grow progressively shorter and by the
end of the month at least 30 minutes of
daylight have been lost.

In the meantime tomatoes, green
beans, roasting ears, bell peppers,
cucumbers and many other wonderful
delicacies from the garden are appearing
on dining room tables of this good land.
Blackberries are ripening on briars in old
fields and by the wayside, and from the
depths of the swamps comes the basso
profundo, '‘jug-of-rum, jug-of-rum,” of
the bullfrog

Except for the “‘calk, calk, calk," of the
caterpillar-eating raincrow calling from
secret hiding places in the woods and the
haunting cry of the whippoorwill drifting
from the same places at twilight, the bird
music of spring is easing off. Soon this
music of the wild will be replaced by the
dry orchestration of the katydid, jarfly,
cricket and all the other eclacking,
rasping insects of autumn

In old fields and in waste places,
daisies, Queen Anne's Lace, milkweed,
forbidding thistles, blue chickory and
pungent varrow add their beauty to the
day and to the season, while from time to
time crashing thunderstorms jolt the
hills and sheets of rain turn dusty country
lanes into ribbons of warm mud that feels
so delightful to bare feet. At night the
blinking lights of fireflies trace curious,
graceful arabesques against the back-
drop of a darksome sky and from a fence
post somewhere out there, the disturbing
tremolo of that tiny little waif, the
screech owl, adds to all this wonder of
July.

As that eminent outdoor writer, Hal
Borland once said, July is indeed a
picnic—"‘red canoes, sunburned necks,
softball games and ice tinkling in lall
glasses.” Il certainly is a month for fun,
relaxation and letting the hair down but
for those who live down on the farm,
there are some jobs that must still he
done Lo extend the crop year.

For instance to have late cabbage Lo
store away for winter, get the plants in
the ground by late July. If collards are
wanted for late summer greens, plant the
seed by the middle of the month. Other
garden crops that can be planted in early
July with a reasonable expectation of
satisfactory harvesits are beans, broe-
coli, sweet corn, cucumbers, sweet
pepper and tomateoes. An old time
planting date for late roasting ears was

July 4, Kale can also be seeded in mid
July.

After July 1, much labor can be saved
by mulching, which inhibils weed growth
and conserves moisture. Grass clippings
from the lawn make excellent mulch, but
don't use more than an inch at any one
time. Otherwise this form of muleh will
overheat and give off a rotting odor

Injurious insects and plant diseases
seem o build up at this time of year so
keep a sharp eye out and take steps to
keep these pests under control. Bul in
completing these chores, don't lose sight
of the fact that July is recreation month.
Take time out to have fun and above all,
take time out to enjoy the fruits of your
labor because, as Emerson once said in
effect, it is the soul’s highest duty to have
fun and be of good cheer,

SUMMER HEALTH HAZARDS

Winter is commonly the time for colds
and flu and sneezes, Bul there are some
diseases and accidents that do their
worst in hot wealher.

Same of these are obvious, Sun strokes
and heat strokes are more likely to occur
in July and August than in January. Too
much exposure and loo much exercise in
the hot sun may produce sun stroke,
Prolonged excessive heat, either in or out
of doors, can cause heat stroke, In either
case it is important to keep the victim
eool and call a physician at once.

Sunburn - has hospitalized many a
vacationer. Everyone should know, says
the American Medical Association, that
gradual exposure to the sun, beginning
with a few minutes a day, is the
recommended course. Bul many of us
forget to watch the clock and to take
precautions against sunburn in the ex-
citement of the first day at camp or at the
seashore.

The bacteria that cause diarrhea and
stomach upsets multiply much faster in
lukewarm foods, and it's important to
keep cold foods in refrigeration and to
keep hot foods hot.

Swimming is fine exercise and also is
good for cooling off on a hot day. Those
with sinus or ear lrouble should be
careful aboul swimming. Swimmers
should make certain that the water is
safe from pollution, A clear mountain
stream may look attractive. It also may
be loaded with gerns. And there still are
cases of typhoid and disentery from
drinking untreated water. Campers can
disinfect water by boiling or by com-
mercial disinfectant tablets.

If there are horses or cows around,
there is likely to be tetanus. Tetanus
(lockjaw) is very serious. It can be
prevented by injection of tetanus toxoid.
If your family hasn't had tletanus
boosters recently, get your shots before
going to the country.

Flies, roaches, mosquitoes and ticks
are troublesome in the hot months. In-
secticides and screens usually can keep
them under control. In tick country it is
important to make a close examination
after disrobing and remove all ticks.

Consumer Comment

A local bank recently received a bill
from California for a listing in a business
directory. The invoice staled that a
person in the bank “authorized’ the
listing. After c¢lose inspection of the in-
voice, the bank accountant noticed at the
bottom of it there were Lthe statements
“THIS IS NOT A BILL, this is a
solicitation. You are under no obligation
to pay unless you accept this offer.”

The Attorney General's Consumer
Protection Office has recently been
swamped with complaints about such
deceptive solicitations, and the com-
plaints are coming from businesses all
over Kentucky.

Another very similar problem
volves merchandise
are really just solicitations,
Companies typically telephone local
businesses asking if they can send a few
samples of their merchandise. They
assure these businesses that con-
firmation of the order will be made
before shipping, but often these con-
firmations are nol made with an
authorized employe, or are not made at
all.

The merchandise shipment usually
includes several dozen times more than
the few agreed upon, along with a bill for
hundreds of dollars more than the nor-
mal retail price of the order. When local
merchants attempt to return the mer-
chandise, the company refuses to accept
delivery and demands payment for the
order,

Before paying a suspicious bill com-
pare it to your purchase order for the
merchandise, and check each business
invoice for proper signature, type of
product, number of units, price per unit,
total cost, and date of delivery. If the
invoice does not contain the correct in-
formation or if it does not contain a
disclaimer such as *““THIS IS NOT A
BILL'' or ““This is a solicitation. You are

in-
“invoices which

under no obligation lo pay unless you
accept this offer’’, report the company to
the Attorney General’s Consumer
Protection Division or lo the Postal In-
spection Service in Cincinnati, Ohio,
45201 for investigation. Also, be sure you
do not pay a bill before delivery of the
merchandise is made. You may end up
paying for something that you never
receive.

Any mailed material that could be
mistaken for a bill or invoice, but is
actually a solicitation for an erder,
cannot be mailed unless the words ““THIS
IS NOT A BILL" are printed on the front
of the invoice in easily readable type. It
does not have to be printed on the en-
velope. The phrase must be typed in
boldface capital letters thal are at least
as large as the other print and of a
contrasting color form the background
against which it appears.

Any solicitation that states it has been
approved by the Postal Service or the

Postmaster General or that it conforms

to any postal law or regulation is non-
mailable. These matters should be
reported to either the Attorney General’s
Office or to the Postal Inspection Service.

Remember to always check bills
carefully to be sure that the proper
amount, price, personnel signature and
dates are included and that you do not
pay for merchandise that has not been
delivered.

If you have any questions aboult mail
solicitations or phony invoices, contact
the Office of the Attorney General,
Division of Consumer Protection, Frank-
fort, Ky. 40601. The office has found that
it can most effectively deal with written
complaints and encourages you to write
when you have a complaint. However, if
you have an emergencysituation, call the
Consumer Hotline. The number is 1-800-

Floyd county has always produced its
share of musicians—{iddlers, banjo
pickers, guitar or mandolin playvers—but
most of these have been of the "‘front
porch' or ‘'shade tree' picker variety
and relatively few have developed their
musical skills Lo a professional level. An
exception is Jimmy Thornsbury.

Always a fine musician, Thornsbury, a
native of Emma, headed west in 1962
where he met his wife, the former Edna
Byrd, of Texas, and it was in the Phoenix,
Ariz. area that he renewed his lifelong
interest in 5-string banjo and guitar.

First appearing on what his wife called
“a little radio show,” Thornsbury was
soon booked at small clubs in Phoenix,
and, after picking up a full backup band,
he began playing shows at a popular
Phoenix eclub, '‘Magoo’s."" Under the
performing name Jim Beam, Thorns-
bury played several years at the club and
toured with such stars as Tom T. Hall,
Leroy Van Dyke and Bobby Bare. More
recently, Thornsbury and his group, The
Moonshine Music Co., have worked
regularly out of the El Tango Mexican
Restaurant and recently appeared in a
country festival along with Ronnie
Milsap, Donna Fargo, The Earl Scruggs
Revue, Hank Williams, Jr., Mel Street,
Johnny Paycheck, Asleep At The Wheel,
and others.

The 39-year-old Thornsbury has made
use of his mountain music background in
his performances which are made up of a
combination of bluegrass, couniry and
even rock. His skill on the 5-string banjo
as well as lead guitar and vocals make
Jim Beam and group top calling cards in
the Southwest.

Thornsbury does not hesitate to let
audiences know where heis from and one
entertainment publication, “‘Spotlite,”
said of the performer: "*He talks freely of
his early days in Floyd county, Ken-
tucky, of walking up the hollow every
morning to drink from the creek, not
because he had to, (for they had a well
just outside the house that brought water
up in a pail), but, because he thought the
creek water tasted a little sweeter."

Mine Vacation
Breaks Strike
For Two Weeks

More than 10,000 Eastern Kentucky
and West Virginia miners were on strike
last week protesting a cutback in the
UMWA health and retirement funds, but
the annual two-week miners’ vacation
began Saturday, at least temporaraily
cancelling the walkout.

About 2,000 miners were off the job in
District 30 alone, it was said.

Health and Retirement Fund officials
conceded that the "“wildcat'' walkouts
resulted mainly from the cutbacks which
will result in miners having to pay up to
$500 a year for their families' medical
and hospital expenses, beginning July 1.
The Fund has been taking care of all that
expense.

The fund is created by per-ton royalties
paid by coal operators on coal mined and
the man-hours worked. Strikes were
blamed for the loss in royalties to the
point that the Fund was unable to carry
the entire health cost load.

UMW President Arnold Miller,
reelected only last week, said he forecast
the cutbacks earlier this year. He also
said wildcat strikes such as the current
one only worsen the situation.

*I don’t blame them (the miners) for
striking,”” Miller said. ‘*This is not a one-
way street. The operators are going to
have lo cooperate. I can’t solve this by
myself."

He added, “It’s time for the mem-
bership of this union to learn that you
have tolive in reality, They (the miners)
were warned March 21 that if the wild-
cats didn’t stop, this would happen.
There's no mystery about it."

Miller asked the Bituminous Coal
Operators Association (BCOA) to take
company royalties from the financially
healthy 1974 pension trust and put them
into the troubled 1964 and 1950 benefit
funds. But BCOA apparently was un-
willing to do this.

Hazard Hopes To Get Gas System
Repairs Under Contract Soon

Hazard city officials are hopeful
reconstruction of the leaky gas
distribution system which the city bought
from Floyd county private owners can be
hegun by August 1.

''We were losing 50 per cent of our gas
through leaks at one point last winter,”
Mayor W. P, Morton said in a telephone
interview.

Contract bhids to start service line
repairs are scheduled to be opened July
14. “'If we have four good months for
construction, we should be a good way
along on replacement of the entire
system hefore winter comes,” he said.

The replacement will be paid for in
part with $1.3 million in federal funds
approved this week. The Economic
Development Administration will
provide $900,000, and the Department of
Housing and Urban Renewal $400,000.

“We got a low-interest loan from two
local banks to pay our one-third share,
and the EPA and HUD will provide the
rest,” Morton said. ‘“The HUD funds
were hased on a threat to public health
and safety from the old gas lines,"” he
added.

‘‘We had two businesses damaged by
gasleak explosions last fall and winter. A
harber shop blew up one hour after it had
heen closed and two male restaurant
employees were burned in an early
morning restaurant explosion last Oec-
toher."

During the worsl of last winter, some
area residents had to leave their homes
for a short period.

The municipally owned gas company
has 2,200 customers.

“We serve all the way from Jeff
downriver to Hazard, Airport Gardens
and Bulan in Perry county, as well as
Emmalena, in Knott county,"” Morton
added.

The city-owned firm gels some of its
gas [rom its own wells, but buys most of
its supply intra-state from the Kentucky-
West Virginia Gas Co. "I wish the city
owned more wells, hut it takes about
$100,000 to drill one now."

Morton said city officials had been
working on its application for gas line
replacement since last October.

With reports from federal authorities
that gas deliveries next winter will fall
far helow last year's level, shortages are
expected to he more acute and man-
datory cut-offs will he more severe,

Morton said Hazard plans to continue
its gas conservation efforts next winter,

—Jefferson County, $1,200 to ftrain
Volunteers in Corrections in presenting a
structured personal development
program for female correctional in-
stitutions in Kentucky:

—7th Step Foundation, $22,000 to
continue the operation of the Kentucky
State Penitentiary 7th Step program
which works for rehabilitation of the
“hard core incorrigible" criminal,

—Boone County, $15,500 to determine
the feasibility of a regional jail for Boone,
Grant and Gallatin counties.

As Kentucky Girls Sweep Series

As in the first game of the Kentucky-
Indiana all-star basketball series played
in Indianapolis a week earlier, McDowell
High School's All-American Geri Grigsby
led the Kentucky girls’ squad Saturday
night to victory over Indiana at Freedom
Hall, Louisville,

In the 71-54 win the Floyd county star
broke the series scoring record with 30
points. Her 24 points in the game at In-
dianapolis was the record till she went on
a second-half rampage Saturday night.

Incidentally, the Kentucky All-star
boys defeated Indiana at Freedom Hall,
85-84, to make a clean sweep of their 1977
series, Both games were played Satur-
day night.

Wrote Cindy Morris in The Courier-
Journal of the girls' victory:

For the Indiana Girls All-Star Team, it
was like trying to catch a locomotive
last night at Freedom Hall.

They grasped, and fought, and came
close, but they could not catch up with the
Kentucky All-Stars, who pulled away in
the final quarter to win 71-54. Kentucky
now has a 3-1 record against Indiana in
the two-year series.

Kentucky held a slim four-point lead at
the end of the first and second quarters,
and led by five going into the final period.
But the lead mushroomed to 21 with only
three minutesto play—primarily because
of Kentucky's Miss Basketball, Geri
Grigshy, who scored 30 points, 22 of them
in the final half.

Grigsby, whose point total broke the
All-Star scoring record of 24 she sel
during last week's 78-69 win over In-
diana, scored four consecutive field goals
during Kentucky's fourth-quarter spree.

The 5-foot-5 guard from McDowell
knifed through Indiana's defense on
repeated drives to boost Kentucky to a 67-
46 lead.

The Hoosiers, who had played fighting
catch-up ball all night, hung in deter-
minedly, but were hopelessly behind and
could only narrow Kentucky's lead to 17.

Kentucky coach Roy Bowling from
state girls’ champion Laurel County was
not the least surprised.

Nevertheless, the Hoosiers held

Kentucky in check throughout the first
three quarters, although they led only
twice, Indiana’s high-point woman, Dru
Cox, swished a 17-footer seconds into the
game to give the Hoosiers a 2-0 lead.

Kentucky quickly tied it up and went
ahead with a jump shot from outside by
Jennifer Lyons, a 5-10 forward from
Bellevue.

Lyvons, a center during the regular
season, scored 12 points during the first
half at forward. While Indiana keplt the
pressure on Grigsby, who likes to barrel
in close to the basket, Lyons became a
formidable presence.

After leading only 4542 with 7:33
remaining, Kentucky began to click.
Grigsby scored two consecutive field
goals to widen the gap to seven. Jayna
Farris, of Corbin, connected to make it
51-42.

It was the beginning of the end, and
Indiana called a timeout.

The margin widened to 13, 15, 17, 18,
and 21 with field goals by Grigsby and
Debbie Johnson, a scrapper from
Lexington Tates Creek.

At about that time, Grigsby started to
smile the way she does during practice.

She was still wearing the grin as she
bounced out of the locker room, in
complete uniform and sopping wet,

“Excuse my appearance,” she told a
circle of reporters jovially. I just got
thrown in the shower, They've gol
Jennifer in there now."”

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Aid to Unemployed Fathers
To End as Idle Rate Drops

Kentucky's two-year-old public
assistance program for unemployed
fathers will end July 1 because the state's
unemployment rate dropped below the
compulsory cut-off level during a four-
month period which ended in May.

Gail Huecker, commissioner of the
Department for Human Resources’
Bureau for Social Insurance, said the
final checks for June have already been
issued to approximately 7,800 Kentucky
families with unemployed fathers par-

Senate Passes
2 Clean Air
Amendments

The Senate has passed twec amend-
ments by Senator Walter (Dee) Hud-
dleston designed lo assure that com-
pliance with clean air standards does not
impair the development and use of new
coal and other energy technologies.

Huddleston said that if new clean air
performanee standards ‘‘are applied
prematurely to unproven technologies it
could result in either hindering the
progress of necessary research and
development of that technology or
eliminating investigation of the
technology entirely."

Huddleston and Sen. Edmund Muskie
{D-Maine), floor manager of the clean
air billnow before the Senate, both urged
the Environmental Protection Agency to
work closely with the Energy Research
and Development Administration to
make sure energy research technology is
not impeded. :

The first Huddleston amendment urges
special consideration be given small
businesses and government facilities,
especially those engaged in energy
research and development, in their ef-
forts to meet clean air standards.

It would require that the National
Commission on Air Quality, which will
conduct a study of alternative pollution
control strategies for new construction in
areas with excessive air pollution,
specifically address the problems of
small business and government agen-
cies. Huddleston said he is especially
concerned about those government
facilities engaged in the development of
cleaner uses of coal.

The second Huddleston amendment
deals with the application of the ‘‘best
available control technologies’ to new
emission sources in areas that already
meet air quality standards.

The amendment clarifies the definition
of ‘*best available control technology'’ to
make sure all new technologies are in-
cluded.

““It is the purpose of my amendment to
leave no doubt that in determining the
best available control techniques that all
actions taken by the fuel user be taken
into account—be they the purchasing or
production of fuels which have been
cleaned or upgraded through chemical
treatment, gasification or liquefaction,
use of fluidized bed combustion, and (or)
post-combustion treatment of emissions
with clean-up like stack scrubbers,"
Huddleston said,

Legislation enacted by the 1974
General Assembly requires the state to
halt the unemployed fathers assistance
program when Kentucky's unem-
plovmenl rate falls below 5.5 per cent
{based on a four month average). A 5.2
per cent average was recorded for the
period which ended in May.

The program was previously scheduled
to be discontinued April 1, but the severe
winter resulted in a higher-than-expected
unemployment rate and postpon d the
program’s demise for three months, Miss
Huecker said.

“Those who experienced difficulty
finding work during this past winter
really benefited from this program. With
the economy currently on the upswing,
we anticipate an expanded job market
which should provide opportunities for
our unemployed fathers,” she said.

Miss Huecker urged them to visit or
contact their local Manpower Services
office for information about additional
assistance available through the federal
Comprehensive Employment and
Training Act (CETA).

Families of unemployed fathers are

Kentucky Afield

By HOPE CARLETON

Kentucky's big lakes cén get rough in a
hurry when the wind cimes up, and
sometimes fisherman are forced to stay
off the water because of unfavorable
weather. Al other times, particularly on
holidays or long week-ends, it seems that
there are just too many pleasure boats
roaring around the lake to permit much
productive [ishing

But there's no reason to just sil on the
dock and wish you would be out fishing,
Instead, try tailwaters—the streams jusl
below the dams. Many of these lailwalers
oifer some good fishing either from the
bank or from a boat, and fishing pressure
is usually light

Here is a brief rundown of the angling
opportunities below the dams at 15 of
Kentucky's major lakes and a descrip-
tion of some of the other facilities
available. So give lailwater fishing a
try—you'll prebably find it a most satis-
fying alternative to lake fishing.

BUCKHORN: Trout, crappie, white
bass, bluegill and catfish harvested
spring through fall. The first three miles
are Lhe most productive. Bank fishing
only. Parking area, camping and picnic
tables available. No launching ramp.

GREEN: Trout, white bass, crappie,
bluegill and catfish the year around.
Bank fishing best within two miles below
dam. Parking area and rest rooms
available. No launching ramp.

GRAYSON: Crappie and trout har-
vested spring through fall. First mile
most productive, Parking area available.
No launching ramp.

CUMBERLAND: Trout, crappie, white
bass and bluegill the year around. Good
fishing for some 30 miles. Camping,
parking and launching ramp (for
johnboats and up to 20 HP oulboards)
available.

ROUGH RIVER: Trout, white bass,
crappie, bluegill and catfish harvested
spring through fall. Most productive
area, first four miles. Parking area and
camp sites available. No launching
ramp.

NOLIN: Trout, white bass, crappie the
year around. Most productive area, firsl
mile. Parking available, no launching
ramp.

This
is the most important insurance you can have, and it
is free for the asking Jesus himself issues the
“policy’” 'For by grace (God's mercy) are ye saved,
through faith, (in Jesus) and that not of yourselves It
is the gift of God: Not of works, lest any man should
boast,”” (Ephesians 2 8-9) God's blessed Son. Jesus.
gave his life. and spilled his precious blood on Calvary,
to provide soul insurance for all who would repent of
their sins, and receive him into their hearts, through
faith, trusting Jesus for eternal life, (Romans 5 8)

Many people died last might Where did their
immortal souls go? The Bible. God's Holy Word,
pictures two places — Hell and Heaven. The only way
to stay out of Hell and get to Heaven is through
Jesus, God's son, and the soul insurance he gives to
all who repent and believe. “"He that believeth on fum
is nol condemned but he that believeth not 1S
condemned already. because he hath not believed in
the name of the only begonen Son of Ged,” (John 3: 18)

For all have sinned and come short of the Glory of
God,”” (Romans 3. 23) There is none righteous. no, not
one,” ([Romans 3 10). Any God-called preacher should
preach often about Hell and the awful punishment in
Hell, which burns with fire and brimstone, “"Where
their worm dieth not, and the fire is not quenched,”’
{Mark 9: 43-48) Moreover, the Soul's Destiny is fixed
when death strikes

Coming back from a trip to Kentucky this summer, |
noticed a large sign along the road in Tennessee, which
read

If you go to Hell
it's your own fault

“How true that 1s,"" | thought

God does not arbitrarily put a person’s soul in Hell.
*God sent not His Son into the world to condemn the
world, but that the world through him might be
saved,”” (John 3. 17). A person’s soul goes 1o Hell
because he will not accept God’s love. and his
remedy for sin — Jesus Christ, God's Son. A person’s
soul goes to Hell because he will not repent of his sins,
and come to Jesus and receive him into his heart as
his own personal savior and lord. ""He that believeth
not the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God
abideth on him,” (John 3. 36). “The unbelieving shall
have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and
brimstone,” (Rev 21' 8)

Let me add quickly: Jesus died and spilled his
precious blood at Calvary for sinners. But this does not
automatically keep sinners out of Hell or take them to
Heaven. | wish preachers would give more Emphasis
to this point. Jesus only provided the remedy for man’s
sins by his death on Calvary. There is something for
man to do himself before the saving process is
completed. Man must seek Jesus and accept Jesus,
man must repent of sin and believe in Jesus Jesus
himself came into: Galilee, preaching the Gospel of the
Kingdom of God. and saying: '‘the time is fulfilled, and
the Kingdom of God is at hand. Repent ye and believe
the Gospel.” (Mark 1. 14-15) Jesus does not force any
man o accepl him The predestinated choice belongs to
man If a man refuses to receive Jesus, he has already
rejected him and is headed toward Hell. Beware!
Jesus himself says. 'Behold | stand at the door (of your
heart and knock, if any man hear my voice, and open
the door, | will come in to him, and will sup with him
and he with me ” {Rev. 3 20)

You can g6 to your doctor, and get medicine for your
allments, but if you do not take the medicine, it will do
you no good. | can hold out my hand with a twenty-
dollar bill in it, meaning to give it 1o you, but it is not
your money until you receive it into your own hand.
The choice is yours. Likewise with Jesus. He came to
call sinners to repentance, but Jesus’ love is effective in
a sinner’s life, only when the sinner repents of his sins,
and recewes Jesus into his heart, through faith, as his
own personal savior and lord. ""As many as received
him, to them gave he power to become the sons of
God,”’ even to them that believe on his name,"”’ (John
1: 12)

There is a Hell to shun, and don’t you ever forget
it. Let's see what the Bible says about Hell' It is a lake
of fire, (Rev 20 15) Hell is a bottomless pit into
which the angel from Heaven will cast that old serpent,
the Dewil. (Rev. 20 1-3) Jesus himself speaking in
Matthew 25 41 to those on his left hand who had no
soul insurance ~‘Depart from me ye cursed, into
everlasting fire, prepared for the Devil and his
Angels.”" Jesus talking in Matthew 13: 41-42 says "the
Son of Man shall send forth his Angels. and they shall
gather out of his kingdom all things that offend, and
them which do iniquity, and shall cast them into a
furnace of fire. there shall be wailing and gnashing of
teeth.'’

A most vivid description of Hell s given by Jesus
himself: ‘There was a certain rich man, which was
clothed in purple and fine inen, and fared sumptuously
every day And there was a certain beggar named
Lazarus which was laid a1 his gate full of sores, and
desiring to be fed with the crumbs from the rich' man's
table And it came to pass that the beggar died, and
was carried by the angels into Abraham’s bosom,
{referring 1o Heaven) The nich man also died and was
buried; and in Hell he lift up his eyes. being in
torment, and seeth Abraham afar off and Lazarus in
his bosom And he cried and said, “'Father Abraham,
have mercy on me, and send Lazarus that he may dip
the tip of his fingar in water and cool my tongue, for |
am tormented in this flame "~ (Luke 16 19.31)

Thus you can see the contrast belween Lazarus and
the Rich Man Lazarus did not get to Abraham's
bosom because he was a Poor Man. But he did gel
there by believing in God. He had soul insurance. The
rich man did not 'go to Hell because he had barrels full
of money He went 1o Hell because he worshipped his
money, and had left God out of his life. He had no
soul insurance. The rich man is still in torments in
Hell, and he will be in Hell forever and forever, Poor
Fellow! And millions more are there with lnm The Bible
says. ‘for wha! is @ man profited, if he shall gain the
whole world, and lose his own soul, (Matthew 16 26)

There is a Heaven to gain, where all is peace and
joy. love and happiness. Only those who have soul
insurance will go to Heaven. Jesus speaking in John 3.
16 says. “for God so loved the world that He gave his
only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in lum
should not perish, but have everlastng life * Neither Is
their salvation in any other (except Jesus), for there s
none other name under Heaven, given among men,
whereby we must be saved,  (Acts 4 12} Jesus
himself speaking in John 14 6 says. “'l am the Way.
the Truth and the Life; no man cometh to the Father,
but by me,'~ Another scripture says, “‘Believe on the
Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt. be saved, (Acts 16
31) Another scripture says, 'that whosoever believeth
in Him {Jesus) should not perish. butl have eternal life,”
{John 3 15) First John 5 11-13 puts it this way “‘and
this is the record, that God hath given-to us eternal
life. and this life is in His Son. He that hath the Son
hath life. and he that hath not the Son of God hath
not life. These things have | written unto you that
believe on the name of the Son of God, that ye may
know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe
on the name of the Son of God! God does the saving
through His Son Jesus; Man, through faith in Jesus,
does the believing in this same Jesus. It is clear from
the scriptures, and many more, that God, the Father,
intrusted into the hands of Jesus. His blessed Son,
all aspects of salvation and complete soul insurance.

You have now heard the Gospel, dear friends,
enemies, and sinners Today is the day of salvation
“behold now is the accepted time: behold now is the
day of salvation,”’ (Il Corinthians 6: 2) You might not be
alive tomorrow. This might be your last chance to getin
touch with Jesus, God's Son, "in whom we have
redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of
sins.”" (Ephesians 1: 7). “"The blood of Jesus Christ, His
Son, cleanseth from all sin,”” (First John 1. 7). Choose
you this day whom ye will serve.” (Joshua 24: 15).

The Sinner's Prayer. Won't you pray this Sinner's
prayer with me, right now, and mean every word of it
from the bottom of your heart, and get your soul
insurance from Jesns, this very minute? "Lord Jesus, |
know that I'm a sinner, and deserve to go to Hell
because of my many sins. But | now confess all my
sins to you, having been led by the Holy Spirit, and |
now repent of all my sins, and ask you to blot them
out with the precious blood you spilled for me at
Calvaly; through faith in you, dear Jesus, | now accept
you and receive you into my heart as my Savior and
Lord. | believe, dear Jesus, that you are God's Son; that
He raised you from the grave on the third day, and that
you aré alive forevermore up there with the Father in
Heaven making intercession for me. | believe that there
is none other savior except you, dear Jesus.

Jesus was listening: he heard your prayer. He has
already written your name in his Lamb‘s Book of Life.

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Ominous fog enshrouded the state
recently when little air movement
combined with normal indusiry and
traffie to cause poor air conditions. Many
wonder, “What can be done about it,
especially if it gets worse?”’

What could have been done, had the
situation worsened, was enactment of
‘“preplanned abatement strategies' by
the state Division of Air Pollution. The
strategies, or emission reduction plans,
call for reduction of air contaminant
emissions by industry and some
regulation of traffic flows in cities with
air pollution problems.

“Our emission reduction plans are
primarily aimed at major industries,"”
says John Smither, director of the
division. **On a given day the pollutant
responsible for poor conditions or an
alert situation might be particulates,
sulfur dioxide or any other pollutant and
we can require emission reductions or
industries emitting that particular
pollutant.”

The division knows the source of
various air pollutants because state
regulations require sources of air con-
taminants to apply for construction and
operating permits with the state
Department for Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection. Required in
the 'applications is analysis of the
properties and volume of air con-
taminants based on samples taken under
normal operating conditions. Also
required is formulation of standby plans

by the industry if a reduction or
elimination of emissions becomes
necessary.

When an alert level is reached, as it
was in May in Lexington, Louisville and
Northern Kentucky, industries are
equired to put their standby plans into

peration and reduce emissions by 25 per
gent.

Specifically, coal or oil-fired electric
Bderating plants are requested to use
fuqs having low ash and sulfur content
andto conduct soot-blowing only between
nooy and 4 p.m. when atmospheric
turbylence is highest.

emissions are to be achieved by “‘cur-
tailing, postponing or deferring
productions and all operations.”

If air conditions go beyond the alert
stage to warning or emergency condi-
tions the division can require maximum
reduction or closing of pollution sources.
With motor vehicles, persons are
requested to use public lransportation
and are urged not to drive in downtown
areas in cities unless absolutely
necessary.

“We can also ask the Department of
Transportation to cease work on any
projects that are causing traffic
congestion,”” Smither said, adding that
while transportation is discouraged it is
best to keep existing traffic moving to
reduce pollution. The division is con-
sidering drafting regulations that would
require auto emission inspections, but
legislation won't be ready until next
year.

Presently monitoring stations are
opering in Ashland, Henderson, Louis-
ville, Lexington, Newport, Owensboro
and Paducah. Pollution levels for ozone,
sulfur dioxide, carbon monoxide,
nitrogen dioxide and total suspended
particulates are determined from air
samples taken daily in those cities and
converted to a number on a scale of 0 to
500. When the total for all four pollutants
reaches 200 or more (excepl for ozone,
with a 117 limit), an alert is called for
that locale, addressing the specific
pollutant,

Wanted—‘Angels’ for Theatre

The Jenny Wiley Summer Music
Theatre production of ‘‘Godspell” is in
need of some angels.

Wings or halos are not needed. Instead,
the job is open to anyone who is in-
terested in keeping the theatre alive.

No auditions are necessary, All that is
required is the purchase of a patron's
ticket from the theatre.

Immediately lhereafter, the pur-
chaser's name is added to a plaque in the
theatre lobby which is headed with the
words, ‘“Our Angels.” For the entire
season, the patron is entitled to fringe
benefits which include standing reser-
vations for the best seats in the house.

There are already about 100 “‘angels”
for this season, which includes
productions of ‘‘Godspell,” ‘‘Oliver!"”
and *“‘Camelot.” Jenny Wiley could still
use more, though, according to Dr.
Henry A. Campbell, Jr., president of the
Jenny Wiley Drama Association. He said
patron’s ticket purchases have not in-
creased in proportion to rising produc-
tion costs.

In addition, the purchase of two mobile
homes to provide housing for company
members has created an added expense,
the bulk of which must be paid for by
patron’s ticket sales.

There are five basic types of patron’s
tickets, all of which entitie the purchaser
to attend as many performances as he or
she wishes for the entire summer.
Patrons’ seats, the best in the theatre,
are held until 8:15 each evening, 15
minutes before curtain for each per-
formance.

Ed Newman Smith, general manager,
said a patron’s ticket can be a bargain for
a theatre fan who enjoys seeing more
than one performance of the same show.
A single patron pays only $25 for the
whole season, compared to a single adult
season licket cost of $15 for only four
admissions.

A family patron’s ticket costs only $50,
with patron's benefits being extended to
members of the purchaser’s immediate
family. Again, a comparison to regular
season ticket rates shows a savings of $10
for a family of four adults at $15 per adult
season ticket.

The purchase of more expensive
patron’s tickets entitles the patron to
bring guests other than immediate
family. A $120 sustaining patron’s ticket
purchase includes two season tickets for

guests. For $30 more, an organizational
patron’s ticket (which includes 10 season
tickets for guests) can be bought.

Loyal fans of the theatre can purchase
the $500 benefactor's ticket. Benefactors'
names are engraved on a separate
plague in the lobby of the theatre.

Benefactors are entitled to “‘whatever
they want,”” according to William
Campbell, assistant general manager,

Patron's lickets may be purchased by
sending a check to the Jenny Wiley
Summer Music Theatre, P. O, Box 22,
Dept. B., Prestonsburg, Ky. 41653. The
number of cards needed and the names of
persons to receive them should be in-
cluded.

Patron support is essential to the
continued success of the theatre, ac-
cording to William Campbell. All three
shows scheduled for this summer will be
expensive to produce.

“To continue the quality we have
established in the past three years, we
need to continue al our present budget,"”
he said.

That quality has resulted in a good
reputation for the Jenny Wiley Summer
Music Theatre in theatrical circles
across the country, Campbell said.

““At our auditions at the Southeastern
Theatre Conference this year, people
were begging us to hire them. We
combine the people we get at those
auditions with people in the community
here to get the caliber of people that we
want."

He also pointed out the value of the
theatre to the community. The theatre
attracts tourists to Prestonsburg and
Jenny Wiley State Park, The employes of
the threatre (55 of them this summer)
rent housing in the community and do
their shopping there.

““The amount of revenue from the
company and the tourists the theatre
brings in is substantial,”” he said. *‘And
the cost of keeping it up is minimal
compared to that."”

“Godspell” will be presented from
June 24 through July 4 and each Friday
through August 21. "“Oliver!"” will run
from July 6 through July 24, and
*Camelot” will be presented July 27
through August 21. Performances are
nightly, Wednesday through Sunday.

Stonehenge of Eastern K entuéky

It's been used as a blacksmith shop,
millhouse, church, school, hog pen, bear
pen, road and just about anything such a
formation could be used for, including a
barn. It's Barn Rock, an unusual natural
bridge in the Johnson county community
of the sane name.

Barn Rock is well known locally, but
not too many travelers are aware of this
rock that is 63 feet long and 37 feet wide—
wide enough for a road on top and high
enough for a road through the opening
beneath.

Lloyd Hill, of Flat Gap, remembers
that the rock served well as a country
school. ‘It was always comfortable and
open on two sides and didn't seem like a
school.”

Writing in The Paintsville Herald a few
years ago, Dana Lyons said Barn Rock

might be ‘‘the rarest natural
phenomenon existing in Johnson county
today.”

Alonzo Skaggs in the 1960s said his
father acquired Barn Rock from the
Stenson family well over 100 years ago
when “my father swapped his place at
Red Bush for this one,” adding, *‘people
used to swap farms like they swapped
knives."

As a flailing floor for grain, Barn Rock
was unequalled. Years ago, the Skaggses
used the rock to thresh wheat and oats.
““You talk about an ideal place to thrash

grain,”" Skaggs said, “‘was on that large
bare rock. It also was the passway for all
our neighbors when they passed our
house, Everyone rode their horses under
iy

In appearance, Barn Rock looks like
an elongated Stonehenge, and like
Stonehenge, figured in worship services.
“‘Church has been held off and on at the
rock from about 1900 till the 1960s."

An unusual feature of the rock is a hole
which leads to an underground cavern.
““It's called the Bear Hole," Skaggs said.
“It's so big it would hold 30 or more hogs.
Whenever 1'd go in there to feed the hogs
in the winter, it would be so warm
steam would be standing just inside."

The giant formation algo shelters trees,
one an ash that is considered somewhat
rare in the county and another an old-
fashioned chestnut.

According to Lyons, “‘the view of the
rock from the Skaggs' yard is like one
from a storybook.” The yard slopes
gently to a dip that goes beneath the
formation and on top a well-tended layer

of lush grass extends over the edges,
Ltapering oul to bare rock.

The Skaggs family members con-
sider themselves caretakers of the
rock and several years ago when road-
builders wanted (o make a road in the
area they were warned nol to harm the
rock. Little damage was done as the
roadway was built through the opening
that since those years has been used as a
place to hang tobacco to cure.

Hill described the rock as '‘beautiful
and unusual and similar to Natural
Bridge in Powell county in looks.” He
said local people were familiar with Barn
Rock and its uses through the years.
““Skaggs used to have a millhouse on one
side of the rock and beneath one part he
operated a blacksmith shop."

Sixty-six years ago, when a school was
wanted in the neighborhood, it was
decided to hold classes beneath the roc
“Pupils had the outside world as part
their classroom,' Hill said. In 1911 B4
Rock School was built.

Barn Rock has served well as a na

For safée eating, they need to be
processed at a higher temperature than the 212°F reached in your
boiling-water-bath canner. Pressure canning is the only sure way
currently known to kill spores that cause deadly botulism toxin
to develop in canned low-acid vegetables, meats, poultry and fish.

Preparing Fruits & Vegetables

Choose fresh,

firm fruits -and young, tender vegetables. II

possible, process them within a few hours of when they are
picked. Sort them for size and ripeness, and can only the perfect

ones.

Wash them thoroughly, even if they are to be pared. Dirt con-
tains some of the hardest-to-kill bacteria. Wash them in small
batches. Don't leave them to soak, or they will lose some of their

good flavor and food value,

STEP-BY-STEP DIRECTIONS

1 Prepare fruit for canning
by washing, peeling, coring, etc.

2 Fill jars, using either hot-
pack or raw-pack method.

3 Fill canner half full of
water.

4  If you are using the hot-
pack method, bring the water
to a boil. For the raw-pack
method, have the water in the
canner hot, but not boiling.

5  Have a pan of extra boil-
ing water ready.

6  Using a jar lifter or thick
pot holders, place the filled jars
on the rack in the canner with
enough space between them to
allow water to circulate freely.

7  Add more boiling water
to a depth of about 2 inches
over the tops of the jars. Pour
the boiling water down the side
of the canner, not directly
onto the glass jars.

8  Put the lid on the canner
and bring the water quickly to
a rolling boil.

9  Start counting processing
time. Keep water boiling the
whole time. Add boiling water
if needed to keep the jars
covered by about 2 inches of

water. This is extremely impor-
tant, as it insures proper
processing and a good seal.

10 When processing time is

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The Jenny Wiley Summer Music
Theatre production of “‘Godspell” is in
need of some angels.

Wings or halos are not needed. Instead,

‘the job is open to anyone who is in-

terested in keeping the theatre alive,

No auditions are necessary, All that is
required is the purchase of a patron’s
ticket from the theatre.

Immediately thereafter, the pur-
chaser’s name is added to a plague in the
theatre lobby which is headed with the
words, “Our Angels.” For the entire
season, the patron is entitled to fringe
benefits which include standing reser-
vations for the best seats in the house.

There are already about 100 ‘‘angels”
for this season, which includes
productions of ‘“‘Godspell,” “Oliver!"
and *‘Camelot.” Jenny Wiley could still
use more, though, according to Dr.
Henry A. Campbell, Jr., president of the
Jenny Wiley Drama Association. He said
patron’s tickel purchases have not in-

creased in proportion to rising produc-

tion costs.

In addition, the purchase of two mobile
homes to provide housing for company
members has created an added expense,
the bulk of which must be paid for by
patron's licket sales.

There are five basic types of patron's
tickets, all of which entitle the purchaser
to attend as many performances as he or
she wishes for the entire summer,
Patrons' seats, the best in the theatre,
are held until 8:15 each evening, 15
minutes before curtain for each per-
formance,

Ed Newman Smith, general manager,
said a patron’s ticket can be a bargain for
a theatre fan who enjoys seeing more

) ﬁun one performance of the same show.

A single patron pays only $25 for the
whole season, compared to a single adult
season ticket cost of $15 for only four
admissions.

A family patron’s ticket costs only $50,
with patron’s benefits being extended to
members of the purchaser’s immediate
family. Again, a comparison to regular
season ticket rates shows a savings of $10
for a family of four adults at $15 per adult
season ticket.

The purchase of more expensive
patron’s tickets entitles the patron to
bring guests other than immediate
family. A $120 sustaining patron’s ticket
purchase includes two season tickets for

guests. For $30 more, an organizational
patron’s ticket (which includes 10 season
tickets for guests) can be bought.

Loyal fans of the theatre can purchase
the $500 benefactor's ticket. Benefactors’
names are engraved on a separate
plaque in the lobby of the theatre.

Benefactors are entitled to ‘“‘whatever
they want,"”” according to William
Campbell, assistant general manager.

Patron's tickets may be purchased by
sending a check to the Jenny Wiley
Summer Music Theatre, P. 0. Box 22,
Dept. B., Prestonsburg, Ky. 41653. The
number of cards needed and the names of
persons to receive them should be in-
cluded.

Further ticket information can be
obtained by calling (606) 886-9274.

Patron support is essential to the
continued success of the theatre, ac-
cording to William Campbell. All three
shows scheduled for this summer will be
expensive to produce,

“To continue the quality we have
established in the past three years, we
need to continue at our present budget,”
he said.

That quality has resulted in a good
reputation for the Jenny Wiley Summer
Music Theatre in theatrical circles
across the country, Campbell said.

“*At our auditions at the Southeastern
Theatre Conference this year, people
were begging us to hire them. We
combine the people we get at those
auditions with people in the community
here to get the caliber of people that we
want."”

He also pointed out the value of the
theatre to the community. The theatre
attracts fourists to Prestonsburg and
Jenny Wiley State Park. The employes of
the threatre (55 of them this summer)
rent housing in the community and do
their shopping there,

“The amount of revenue from the
company and the tourists the theatre
brings in is substantial,” he said. ‘‘And
the cost of keeping it up is minimal
compared Lo that."

“Godspell” will be presented from
June 24 through July 4 and each Friday
through August 21. “Oliver!" will run
from July 6 through July 24, and
“*Camelot” will be presented July 27
through August 21. Performances are
nightly, Wednesday through Sunday.

Stonehenge of Eastern K entuéky_

It's been used as a blacksmith shop,
millhouse, church, school, hog pen, bear
pen, road and just aboul anything such a
formation could be used for, including a
barn. It's Barn Rock, an unusual natural
bridge in the Johnson county community
of the sane name.

Barn Roek is well known locally, but
not too many travelers are aware of this
rock that is 63 feet long and 37 feet wide—
wide enough for a road on top and high
enough for a road through the opening
beneath.

Lloyd Hill, of Flat Gap. remembers
that the rock served well as a country
school. ‘It was always comfortable and
open on two sides and didn't seem like a
school, ™

Writing in The Paintsville Herald a few
years ago, Dana Lyons said Barn Rock
might be ‘'the rarest natural
phenomenon existing in Johnson county
today."

Alonzo Skaggs in the 1960s said his
father acquired Barn Rock from the
Stenson family well over 100 years ago
when “my father swapped his place at
Red Bush for this one," adding, “people
used to swap farms like they swapped
knives.”

As a flailing floor for grain, Barn Rock
was unequalled. Years ago, the Skaggses
used the rock to thresh wheat and oats,
*You talk about an ideal place to thrash

grain,” Skaggs said, “was on that large
bare rock. It also was the passway for all
our neighbors when they passed our
house. Everyone rode their horses under
s

In appearance, Barn Rock looks like
an elongated Stonehenge, and like
Stonehenge, figured in worship services.
*Church has been held off and on at the
rock from about 1900 till the 1960s."

An unusual feature of the rock is a hole
which leads to an underground cavern,
“It's called the Bear Hole,'" Skaggs said.
"It's so big it would hold 30 or more hogs.
Whenever 1'd go in there to feed the hogs
in the winter, il would be so warm
steam would be standing just inside."

The giant formation also shelters trees,
one an ash that is considered somewhat
rare in the county and another an old-
fashioned chestnut.

According to Lyons, “the view of the
rock from the Skaggs' vard is like one
from a storybook." The yard slopes
gently to a dip that goes beneath the
formation and on top a well-tended layer

/
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of lush grass extends over the edges,
Ltapering out to bare rock,

The Skaggs family members con-
sider themselves caretakers of the
rock and several years ago when road-
builders wanted to make a road in the
area they were warned not to harm the
rock. Little damage was done as the
roadway was buill through the opening
that since those years has been used as a
place to hang tobacco to cure,

Hill deseribed the rock as “beautiful
and unusual and similar to Natural
Bridge in Powell county in looks.” He
said local people were familiar with Barn
Rock and its uses through the years,
“*Skaggs used Lo have a millhouse on one
side of Lthe rock and beneath one part he
operated a blacksmith shop."

Sixty-six years ago, when a school was
wanted in the neighborhood, it was
decided to hold classes beneath the rock.
“Pupils had the outside world as part of
their classroom," Hill said. In 1911 Bagn
Rock School was built.

Barn Rock has served well as a natyral
formation, sheltering untold scoreg of
woodland animals and birds. When
mountain ingenuity took hold more than
a century ago, the big rock found new
life. Who knows what the futge will
bring? In years ahead, Barn Fock might
still have a few chapters to add to its
ancienl past.

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Parents Urged To Speak Up on G’ro up L.Q. Testing

The National Education Association,
representing 1.6 million teachers, has
recommended that grop 1. Q. tests be
discontinued. A similar recommendation
has been passed by the National
Association of Elementary School
Principals, Yel parents, whose children
lake these misleading lests, have so far
failed to speak up to their school boards,
and the tests are still being administered
in schools across the nation.

Arlene Silberman, writing in the July
Reader’s Digest, says: “I believe that
reducing a child’s intelligence to a single
number, as though it were a zip code, is
both unwise and unfair.” It can influence
your child’s “‘ability group’ placement
and determine future educational op-
portunities up to and including college,
she believes.

Frequently the tests are a measure of
information rather than intelligence.
Silberman cites lhe standardized lest
guestion that asks for a word similar to
“‘dollar, peso, mark, lira’"" from this
category: '‘change, franc, foreign,
purchase, bank.” A well-traveled child
may recognize ‘‘franc' as being the
proper selection. But an intelligent child
who has never encountered the word
“franc’ before may correctly assume

that these are all money words and selecl
“bank'’ or “'purchase.’” The child would
be marked wrong.

Children who are quick and facile may
score higher than those who stop to think
and reason. The more questions that are
answered in standardized group lesting,
the higher the score can be.

**Success in life," Silberman points out,
“resulls from a mix of abilities and al-
titudes. Think of some of the charac-
