For Better Pay 
Asked in Report 

In 1ts final report to Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley last Wednesday, final day 
of its session, the grand jury called on the 
Floyd f1scal court for a series of actions 
and concluded with the recommendation 
that , ' 'in the event the fiscal court does 
not carry out the above-stated recom­
mendations, each member be asked to 
come before the September grand jury 
and explain why." 

One paragraph of the report, which 
was signed by Glenn S. Anderson, 
foreman , dealt with the salary raise 
recently voted the magistrates. Noting 
that members of the grand jury had read 
in The Floyd County Times of the salary 
increase, the jury wrote: " .. .it is our 
recommendation that all magistrates, as 
well as the county judge, be fulltime."

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fiscal court "should pursue the 
possibility of removing the jail from the 
third floor of the courthouse and building 
a new jail." 

<Repair of plumbing in the jail has 
been begun , but doubt has been ex­
pressed that overflow of stopped-up 
commodes and lavatories can be ef­
fectively contained and kept from lower 
floors.) 

Discussing the problems of pollution in 
the county and garbage service 
problems, the report recommended 
"that our Representative and Senator 
make an effort at the next Legislative 
session to have I egislation passed 
prohibiting the use of plastic throwaway 
bottles in this state." 

"It has been brought to our attention," 
the jury added. "that open coal trucks 
traveling the roads of this county are 
overloaded and that coal falls from the 
trucks, as a result of that. It is our 
opinion that the Floyd fiscal court should 
pass an ordinance requiring any type of 
truck that has contents that may spill, be 
covered.'' 

Other recommendations by the grand 
jury included these: 

1. That the courthouse restrooms be 
repaired; lights through the courthouse 
should be cleaned and faulty bulbs 
replaced, and the ceilings repairs. 

2. That a pay phone be installed on th·e 
first floor of the courthouse; all electric 
clocks in the building repaired, and ash 
trays and spittoons provided for court­
house hallways. 

3. That the fiscal court give attention to 
the construction of ditches needed to 
keep county roads in repair. 

4. That as soon as the Courthouse 
Annex work is completed the fiscal court 
should have the parking area at the rear 
of the courthouse resurfaced and marked 
off so that jurors and officials and their 
employees will have parking space. 

5. That a fulltime, competent main­
tenance man be employed to take care of 
plumbing and the upkeep of both the 
courthouse and the new annex.

A Different Perspective 

In the April 13 "Times" an article 
appeared announcing that a much· 
needed water line to the David Com­
munity was going to be delayed unt1l 
September 1. The article seemed to place 
the blame for the delay upon propert) 
holders along Route 850, where the water 
hne 1s to run. It is my wish as a resident, 
and as a member of the Route 850 
Community Action Group to place this 
delay of the wat(•r line's constructiOn in a 
slightly dtfferent perspective. 

Smce the beginmng of the David Water 
Project, it has been assumed that we 
would grant free access to the line 
through our properties. Given the 
benefits of a water line, this was not 
unreasonable . Yet we were never given a 
firm statement of the line's location, or of 
the wtdth of the easement We were 
constantly confronted with 'Variable 
~ idths, and placements, and v. ere never 
granted reasonable assurance of access 
to the utility seeking to extend itself 
through our lands. In light of more recent 
developments, it is doubtful that the 
Utility ttself played a major role in this . 
However, it did build a resentment and 
distrust suff1c1ent to prevent our signmg 
an easement not containing written 
statements of our rights. 

Adjustments to the route of the line 
were also necessary. Had the line 
followed the original route, housing and 
land development along the 850 Valley 
would have been largely frozen as 1s by 
the splitting of habital land into narrow 
tracts unsuitable for housing. Thus, what 
benefits gained by housing in David 
would have been lost along the 850 Valley 
. .. an area of far greater residential 
potential. 

The problem climaxed on March 30 
when the Beaver Elkhorn Utility an­
nounced suits against the landholders. To 
deal on a more equal footing. and to 
protect ourselves from arbitrary action, 
we organized ourselves into the Route 850 
Community Action Group. We have met 
with representatives of the Company 
several times, and have achieved what 
seems to be a working relationship with 
the Utility. As of last Saturday, April 23, 
a great majority of the easements have 
been signed. With only a little more ef­
fort, all can be negotiated. There should 
be little reason why construction cannot 
begin immediately. 

The development of one community 
cannot take place at the expense of one's 
neighbors . To create housing in one area 
by limiting its development in another is 
the most ridiculous of economics. As was 
stated m writing to the Utility's counsel 
some time ago, it was not, nor is it now 
our Intention to stop the David Water 
Project. Our only purpose Js to broaden 
its scope to meet the needs of both 
our communities.

Here's why: 
I. At the end of the term to \\hlch hE' 

was elected at the November clectwn he 
will have held office, \\ 1thout m­
terruptwn. for a f.ew month· longer than 
38 years. 

2. He has never been defeated in an 
electiOn, and w11l rellre undefeated 

Judge Stumbo will pass the usual 
rettrement age before his next term of 
office ends. and he says he almost 
dec1ded not to seek re-electwn thts vear 
"If I had listened to my wife, I ~ould 
ha\·e rettred at the end of this year," he 
:;aid. "But there are a few more roads 
and bndges that I want to bwld, and [ 
want to Sf'e the county's soltd-wa ·te and 
comprehenstve health programs working 
before I quit," he added 

Judge Stumbo was first elected in 1939 
when he ran for the short term as 
i\lagtstrate in what is now District 3 A 
magistenal election there had resulted tn 

a contest between Willie Hall and :\Iartm 
L Johnson. and both lost right to the 
office. Governor A B. Chandler ap· 
po1nted Ornery Hall. son of the 
Democratic candidate, till the office 
could be ftlled by popular vote. 

Stumbo then \\aS elected to two .fuJI 
four-year terms as !\1ag1strate before 
entering the race for County Judge in 
1949. 

He has held the judge's office ever 
since, and in no election has hts victory 
margin been considered narrow 

Before entcnng poltt1cs he was a 
nul\ld\ -;pctwn \lUrker, and before that 
ht> \\orked tn Left Heaver Creek coal 
mn £"'- I've been remmded that I could 
claun Black Lung benefits," he recall , 
·but I ha\e an mcome and work. and it 
\\ ouldn 't be nght." 

He got into pol1t1cs when. he says, he 
was asked to do so by the late Wa)'ne 

tumbo Judge Sttombo says he was 
"\\alkmg track 'at the time and that his

HUD Draws Blasts 
As Flood Aid Slow 

The name of HUD is mud, in some 
quarters. 

l\lainlv with officials and citizens of 
those Eastern Kentucky areas which 
were left deep m mud by the early·April 
flood. 

Officials said this week that more than 
5,000 Eastern Kentuckians have filed for 
temporary housing and Bill Kalbus. HUD 
official, admitted that fewer than 700 had 
been afforded the hoped-for shelter. 

County Judge Wayne T. Rutherford, of 
Pike county. was acrimonious in his 
criticism of the federal agency. On one 
occasion he said. ·'Not one of the 200 
mobile homes sent into Pike county has 
been occupied. The flood of red tape 
rolling out of Washington is almost as 
devastating as the floodwaters them­
selves. We need help-not excuses. not 
bureaucratic mumbo-jumbo." 

Floyd County Judge Henry Stumbo 
was less vehement in his criticism of 
HUD, but he sa1d this week, "They're 
dragging their feet, to some extent. They 
should have got in quicker w1th more and 
forgot some of the technicalities because 
people are suffering." 

An aide who keeps Gov. Julian Carroll 
posted on flood relief efforts said his 
office gets 15 to 20 calls a day from flood 
victims, most of them staying with 
friends or relatives and trying to find 
housing. 

A third approach is to use "existing 
resources," such as vacant apartments, 
to house flood victims, but Kalbus said 
there are "very few existing resources" 
in the 15 mountain counties where the 
floods were worst. 

Provided the aid is a matter of 
''receiving the applications, determining 
eligibility and then actually getting the 
work done," he said. That's not simple. 

For example, 1,317 grants for home 
repairs have been approved. 
Specifications have been drawn up and 
bids invited for 949 of the repair jobs. Of 
those, 845 are now under contract and the 
work has probably started, Kalbus said. 

As for mobile homes, he said, 986 have 
been ordered, 640 have arrived at staging 
areas at Pikeville and Corbin, and 605 
have been dispatched to sites where flood 
victims will use them. So far, 276 are

occupied. 
"The terrain over there has created 

unbelievable problems"-in finding 
trailer sites. movmg the trailers and 
setting them up. Kalbus said. 

Recent rains have made the problems 
worse, reducing some trailer sites to seas 
of mud. he said. Crews had to halt house­
trailer work in Belfry because of a storm 
Thursday. 

Even in day weather, he said, "It's not 
easy towing a 65-foot mobile home across 
these mountain roads. We're faced with 
the problems of towing mobile homes 
from the staging areas to the sites and 
then setting them up in the mud and 
muck. The mud has to be dug out." 

HUD is lending private land for groups 
of trailers in some areas. Kalbus said. 
That, too, is complicated. 

HUD must get the landowner to agree. 
The Army Corps of Engineers then 
surveys the land and develops plans and 
specifications for lighting. water and 
sewer lines and gravel drives. Then, 
contractors are invited to bid, and the job 
goes to the low bidder, Kalbus said. 

He said there are more than 450 people 
working on he temporary housing effort, 
including permanent HUD employes, 
people assigned by housing authorities 
a.cross the country and people hired 
locally. 

Tom Dorman, aide to Gov. Carroll, 
who spent eight days in the flood region, 
said he understood the difficulties, but 
added he wondered if the process could 
be streamlined. 

·•we're talking about people who need 
to live somewhere. It's been a month. 
We've got a need here for some quick 
reaction." he said. 

Kalbus said he didn't know how the 
procedures could be changed. "Congress 
had mandated our functions by law, by 
the Disaster Assistance Act," he said. 
"We are given a mission assignment. 
Based on our regulations, which in turn 
are based on the law, we go out and 
provide this assistance." 

Jack Ingram. head of HUD's London 
office, said last week that "HUD people 
are going all they can, working 15 hours a 
day and seven days a week in order to 
rehouse families as quickly as possible."

Scientists say a maJor earthquake in 

San Francisco IS IliP\'it.Ible They point to 
the fault line that runs nght through the 
heart of the cit v. and \\ arn that if the 
earthquake erupts along the fault as 
expected, as many as so,ooo to 100,000 
people could die. 

·'The C'ItV that \\aits to Die," a one­
hour speci~l about the imminent danger 
San Francisco faces will air on KET 
Saturday, :\lay 14 at 9 p m <ETl, and 
Sunday, i\lay 15 at 5 p.m 

The progrc~m candidly states that San 
Francisco is not prepared for the major 
earthquake that most scientists belive is 
inevitable and features several 
American experts who are deeply con 
cerned by the Indifferent attitude toward 
minimizing the effect of the disaster. 

What experts say ts particularly 
negligent is the continued building of 
institutions along this same fault line. 
Besides the Berkele) University stadium 
and li schools, such emergency centers 
as the police department, the civil 
defense building and the county hospital 
are located on the area most vulnerable 
to an earthquake. 

The film demonstrates that structures 
built close to rock foundations are less 
vulnerable to earthquake tremors than 
those set on softer soil. Scientists warn 
that because of the pressure to expand In 
downtown San Francisco engineers are 

not adhering to these safety principles 
The key to savmg the city, narrator 

Paul Vaughan pomts out, ts un­
rlerstanclmg the causes of the 1906 quake. 
Through the use of photographs and rare 
film footage, the 200 mile brenk along the 
San Andreas l''ault IS shown The 
pressure of rock moving in opposite 
directions caused cracks m the earth as 
wide as 20 feet in some areas. 

The program also shows some footage 
of the earthquake that hit Anchorage. 
Alaska. Taken by a sailor who just 
happened to have his camera on at the 
moment of impact, the sequence shows 
people being swallowed up by the earth 
and the water being sucked from the 
city's harbor, leaving it completely dry

Court Upholds 
Judges' Primary 

The l;tate Supreme Court last Thursday 
upheld Kentucky's nonpartisan primary 
for district court judges, overturning a 
lower court ruling that it is un­
constitutional. 

The unanimous ruling setting aside the 
April 25 decision by Jefferson Circuit 
Judge George B. Ryan came less than 
one hour after the court heard oral 
arguments on the issue. 

The brief, one-page ruling, which will 
be followed later by a written opinion 
explaining the Court's reasons, also 
suspended an injunction Ryan had issued 
against Secretary of State Drexell Davis 
keeping him from certifying the names of 
the Jefferson County district judge 
candidates. 

The ruling lifts the suspense for the 244 
candidates who have filed for the 113 new 
judges' positions, which are on the ballot 
for the first time this year. The district 
judges will replace the current local city 
and county courts next year under the 
new Judicial Article.

Perkins Hopes 
EKCEPToGet 
$10.5 Million 

A total of $10,535,000 will be available 
for new public service jobs in Eastern 
Kentucky under economic stimulus 
legislation expected to clear Congress 
within a few days, Congressman Carl D. 
Perkins said last week. 

The $10.5 million will go to the Eastern 
Kentucky Rural Concentrated Em· 
ployment Program, and is part of the 
$71,565,000 total going into Kentucky. 
Additional funds will come in from the 
state's allocation, which is separate. 

The public service jobs program is a 
major part of President Carter's 
Economic Stimulus Package sent to 
Congress more than two months ago. 

Rep. Perkins was one of the original 
sponsors of the legislation, and it follows 
a proposal that the Eastern Kentucky 
Congressman has been advocating for 
years. 

"This allocation of funds will put 
unemployed people to work fast, doing 
productive things in their communities­
doing jobs that need to be done," Rep. 
Perkins said. 

"When the jobs created through this 
program are tied in with the public works 
jobs program, which should also pass 
Congress shortly, we will be seeing 
significant benefits in our area," he said.

Another deceptive business prac tice 
has cropped up in Eastern Ken tucky in 
the aftermath of severe flooding last 
month that left thousands of families 
homeless. 

State Fire Marshal Warren Southworth 
said his office has learned through the 
federal Department of Housing and 
Urban Development (HUD) that some 
people are attempting to sell mobile 
homes by falsely advertising: "HUD 
disaster mobile homes for sale, make us 
an offer." Southworth said that these 
very mobile homes may have sustained 
flood damage. Too, he said, insurance 
companies may have reimbW"sed the 
owners for a total loss of the "HUD" 
trailers. 

Southworth said any person ap­
proached by another who claims to be a 
HUD employe could verify that em­
ployment by contacting local HUD of­
fices. Or, those with questions about 
buying mobile homes can contact the fire 
marshal's office through a toll-free

The mine tragedies in eastern Ken­
tucky last year prompted state and 
federal government mine officials to set 
up new regulations governing mine 
safety training classes.

Kentucky has approximately 2,200 
mines, including both surface and un­
derground, and more than 30,000 miners. 

Lynn Tackett, in the state Education 
Department's Bureau of Vocational 
Education, supervises a new unit that is 
working in cooperation with the Mining 
Enforcement and Safety Administration 
(MESA) and the state Department of 
Mines and Minerals in the training and 
retraining of mandatory safety stan­
dards established by MESA, in the U.S. 
Department of Interior. 

Tackett said that under the new 
regulations, coal mine operators must 
adopt training programs for inex­
perienced and experienced miners, 
training miners for new work assign­
ments and annual training of miners. 
Thus, Kentucky has set up a mine 
traimng program that coal operators can 
use to meet the state and federal training 
requirements. 

The Bureau of Vocational Education 
has offered or is presently offering ap­
proximately 34 mine safety classes in the 
coal producing regions of the state. 
Classes are also being planned for cer­
tified mine supervisory personnel in gas 
detection, roof and rib, ventilation, first 
aid, principles on mine rescue and law. 

"The coal-producing counties are 
included in Hve vocational education 
regions," said Tackett. "All but one of 
these regions have a full-time teacher 
coordinator employed by the Bureau of 
Vocational Education to coordinate the 
mine safety standard training program." 
All of these teacher-coordinators have 
had several years experience in the 
mining industry. 

Jimmy Cartwright serves as teacher­
coordinator in Region 2, Madisonville; 
Norman Goble. Region 11, Paintsville; 
Raymond Cochran, Region 12, Hazard; 
and Burnett "Bill' Halcomb, Region 13, 
Harlan. 

"We are planning to hire 85 part-time 
instructors," Tackett said. The coor­
dinator and instructors must be certified 
by MESA and the Bureau of Vocational 
Education to teach the mine safety 
classes. The classes are organized in 
cooperation with MESA and the 
Department of Mines and Minerals to 
insure that persons completing and 
passmg each course will be accepted for 
certification and-or qualification, 
Tackett added. 

"By June, '77, we plan to have conduct­
ed approximately 50 courses in which 
some 2,000 mining industry employes will 
have participated," said Tackett.

Last spring the weather was ver~ 
fa~orable for root rot, bean moswc and 
bacterial bhght. 

The mo t common bean disca e that 
the whtte half rwtner had were root rot 
rhizoctonia l and bean mosiac. 
The fllllgi which decays the lower 

tern and roots of gl'een beans are 
present in almost all soils m whtch beans 
are grown . ThiS fllllgi shows up when 
weather become:> tmfavorable for the 
best growth of bean plants 

The tap root and lower stems are af­
fected by the fWlgu· and show reddish 
lestons \\ htch later turn brown to black. 

The red colored taproot may deca;>, 
shrivel and die The way the stem decay 
does cause confusiOn, makmg it look 
like worms have bored through the 
stems . 

In controlling root rot you need to 
rotate 4 to 5 years betwt•en bean crops 
which 1s helpful and the longer the better. 
Plant after the soil has warmed m order 
to produce rapid, vigorous growth. Cool 
s01l · do mcrease the incidence of root 
rots. Shallow plantings may be helpful. 
Seed treated wtth captan can reduce 
seedling rots ( 1 teaspoon per pound of 
seed), spray the furrow, where seeds are 
going to be dropped with captan before 
co\·ering the seeds< l teaspoon per 20 feet 
of row as dust or mix in waterl. 

l\1o t bean varietie are usceptible to 
root rot under certnrn conalt•ons but 
some more o that oth rs Whtte half 
rlUlners c~nd Kentucky \\onder pole 
beans are among the mo t usceptthle 
wtth vine type beans more su ceptible 
than the bu h vanettes 

Bean vtruse are cnusmg senou<;

of leaves yellow mottling, and dead area 
along the vems of mfecled leaves You 
can t£'11 by pulling the plant and looking 
at the root .

Bean ) ell ow mo iac "tru 1 carried to 
beans by a phtd~ from \\lute and al tke 
clover or othel' r£'lat£'rl legumes. \\'htte 
and nlstke clover should be destroyed m 
fence rows and near the garden. Control 
of aphids may help keep the disease from 
spreadmg Use malathion at the rate of 1 
tablespoon per gallon of \\atcr 

In general, bush beans are more 
tolerant to the nrus disease than Ken­
tucky Wonder pole and white half runner 
beans. Later plantings of these beans 
may escape the disease

Consumer Comment

What you see IS what ;-.ou get! This 
popular phrase sums up the meaning of 
the "as is" clause in used car contracts 

The Attorney General's Division of 
Consumer Protection receives phone 
calls daily from consumers about used 
cars. Generally, their complamt con· 
cerns a recent used car purchase w h1ch 
1s not functioning. The consumer usually 
thinks that the car dealer must fix the car 
or reimburse them for repairs . But. the 
car dealer is under no obligation when 
the consumer has ::signed an "as 1s" 
contract, which means that the con­
!'umer is accepting the car just like it is 
for better or worse! 

When the consumer buvs a used car , 
the contract usually says that the con 
sumer is buying the car " as is, " or has a 
30-day warranty under which the dealer 
pays half the reparr costs while the 
consumer pays the other half. These 
contracts mean "hat they say. 

Regardless of what the salesman said, 
or what seems fair , an "as is" contract 
means that the consumer has purchased 
the car without any guarantee or 
warranty whatsoever. The dealer is 
under no obligation 1f it falls apart. 

If the contract states that the warranty 
is for 30 days, with the repair costs split 
between the dealer and the consumer, 
check the details. Many times there is a 
clause requiring the work to be done at a 
particular place and the cost may be 
higher than average. Remember that rf 
the warranty is for 30 days, the dealer 
does not have to do anything if the car 
begins to have problems or stops 
operating on the 31st day after the sale.

What Is a District Judge? 
In Floyd County, the District Judge will do the work 

now being done by five C1ty Police Judges, four 
Magistrates, County Judge, Judlfe Pro-Tern, Trial 
Commissioner and Juvenile Judge. Floyd County will still 
have a County Judge (now known as County Judge 
Executive) and Magistrates, but their duties will be 
limited to fiscal matters, making up the budget and super­
vising the spending of the county tax money. 

The District Judge will preside over all civil cases 
where the amount involved is $1500, or less, all juvenile 
matters, including the violation of all state laws and city 
and county ordinances, except offenses punishable by 
penitentiary confinement or death. 

In addition to the other duties, the District Judge will 
a I so preside over another new court, known as the Court of 
Small Claims (matters under $500). 

It is estimated that 68 of every 100 persons having 
business before the courts will come first to the District 
Court. 

The office of District Judge will require a person with 
not only a law degree, but also with considerable ad­
ministrative ability. It will require a person with good 
health, good nerve and a willingness to work long hours. 
How the office is operated for the first time may set the 
pattern of justice in Floyd County for a long time to come.

Johnson Judge Defends 
Carroll, R.elief Efforts 

"It is totally reckless and un­
conscienable to blame the state or 
Governor Carroll for either the 1977 flood 
disaster in Eastern Kentucky or its af­
termath." 

So said Johnson County Judge James 
C. Witten in response to critics of 
Governor Carroll and Kentucky's 
disaster relief efforts in the wake of the 
1977 flood along the Cumberland and Big 
Sandy Rivers in Eastern Kentucky. 

"I can only speak for the efforts that 
were expended here in the five counties 
of the Big Sandy Area Development 
District <ADD>," Judge Witten said, 
"but the response time from the state 
and federal agencies was immediate and 
without reservation." 

The Johnson judge's comments were in 
reaction to criticism levelled by some 
Eastern Kentucky groups at both the 
Governor and individual relief agencies 
for what was characterized as " ... a lack 
of adequate response." 

''Within hours of the knowledge of the 
flood and its effects, state and federal 
representatives were not only on the 
phone but were landing in large numbers 
at local airfields with personnel, 
equipment and supplies. I don't know 
how we could have expected any greater 
response than that," Witten continued. 

"Furthermore, thanks to the efforts of 
local c1vil defense volunteers, we ex­
perienced the utmost degree of coor­
dination between local, state and federal 
agencies in their assistance efforts." 

Judge Witten placed the responsibility 
for any "disaster relief gaps" on what he 
described as "the suddenness of the 
heavy rainfall and the relative inertia or 
response time of local government of­
ficials" in mobilizing local civil pefense 
organizations. 

"Governor Carroll and every agency of 
state government was in contact with me 
by the time we had a clear picture of the 
flood and its damage. In addition," 
Witten said, "hardly a day has passed 
since, that some agency has not been in 

touch with me about local disaster relief 
needs." 

''Floods in Eastern Kentucky, even 
devastating floods, are not uncommon. 
We are familiar with them and try to be 
prepared for them. I can only commend 
the Kentucky National Guard, the 
Federal Disaster Assistance Ad­
ministration and other state and federal 
agencies for their work. There was a 
minimum of red-tape," Witten added. 

Commenting on suggestions for the 
improvement of flood relief programs, 
Judge Witten said, "The Congress should 
be more realistic about flood control 
measures. There is little that govern­
ment can do to prevent such natural 
disaster as earthquakes or tornadoes, but 
floods and their resulting devastation can 
be minimized if funds are made 
available. Finally, it is tragic that so few 
people in Eastern Kentucky had taken 
advantage of the National Flood In­
surance Program. They have not 
because, like so much legislation coming 
out of Washington, the unique charac­
teristics of Eastern Kentucky were not 
taken into account. If the provisions of the 
Flood Insurance Program were applied 
strictly to Eastern Kentucky, most of our 
houses and businesses would be built on 
stilts ." 

"Our people will pay a reasonable rate 
for flood insw-ance protection, but we 
will not be forced into a dictatorial 
program of zoning and building codes in 
rural areas when the result of that 
program is that we pay for insw-ance 
which, if we enforced the codes, would 
never be needed. The National Flood 
Insurance Program must be amended to 
allow for the limited amount of ap­
propriate building sites in Appalachia," 
Witten concluded.

The Judic1al Article, an amendmmt to 
Kentucky's constitution, was passed by 
voters in November, 1975. It reformed 
the court system which had existed in the 
state since 1891. Under the article, all

county courts in Kentucky were in­
corporated into the state court system. 

ln order to prevent counties and cities 
from losing revenue due to 1m 
plementation of the article, the special 
sessiOn of the General Assembly 
provided that the base court revenue of 
local courts be returned to localities , The 
General Assembly also directed the 
Department for Finance and Ad­
ministration to draw up regulatwns 
govcrnmg the return of this revenue to 
counties and cities. 

Under the regulations, the finance 
department will notify city mayors and 
county judges of the necessity of 
determining the base court revenue 

Base court revenue is determined by 
averaging net court revenue for the three 
fiscal vears ended June 30, 1974, 1975 and 
1976 <'Net court revenue means the gross 
revenue collected by a local government 
from fees, fines and forfeitures assessed 
by a local court minus the operating cost 
of that court. These fines don't include 
parking fines unless collected by an 
action taken in a local court.) 

The regulations require each unit of 
local government to respond with a 
determination of the base court revenues 
by July 15. They can respond in one of 
three ways: That they didn't have a local 
court as of June 30, 1976; that they are 
including a statement of their base court 
revenue; or that their court system was 
operating as a defict and no reim­
bursement is available. The finance 
department will mail forms to cities and 
counties for the localities to fill out, 
regarding this information, and return. 

The finance department will review 
each base court revenue determination 
through an audit process, and will notify 
cities and counties of the result of the 
review. 

Under the laws passed by the General 
Assembly, localities must provide 
"reasonably available'' space to the 
state for district and circuit courts to 
operate in. In addition, any income that 
counties or cities derive from new or 
existing sources as a result of the im­
plementation of the Judicial Article 
would be subtracted from base court 
revenues. 

In determining net court revenue, the 
regulations noted, any item of expense or 
revenue should be included in the 
computation "if the item will be assumed 
by the state in connection with the 
operation of the court after Jan. 1, 1978" 
when the state will asswne full 
responsibility for the new court system 

The first quarterly payment to counties 
and cities who will be reimbursed by the 
state, will be made on or about Jan. 31, 
1978.

I would like to take this opportunity to let you know that I have tried my very best 
during my 3112 years in office to make you a good Magistrate. I have tried to fix every 
road and bridge in the district when I had the equipment and materials to do this with. 

When I was elected Magistrate the Floyd County Road Department had two 
graders that would run and some old equipment. This equipment was shared among 
the four districts. During my term in office the Floyd Fiscal Court has purchased two 
new graders, two dump trucks, two bulldozers, one backhoe, one tractor trailer to 
haul the equipment. This equipment was bought out of the coal severance tax money, 
also this equipment is shared among each district. The Fiscal Court paid $37,500.00 for 
the land for the Mini Park at Minnie, Ky. for Dist. 3. The right of way has been bought 
from C. and 0. Railroad for the new Cushaw bridge at Printer, Ky. During my term of 
office I have blacktopped two and one tenth miles of the Frazier Creek road which 
cost $100,883.45. The Salisbury Road blacktopped two and one tenth miles, the cost 
$82,500.00. Weeksbury road .6 of a mile, $12,000.00; Arkansas road has been resur­

faced with the help of the Kentucky State Highway Department and during my first 
year in office the Dinwood road at Martin was resurfaced. The Floyd Fiscal Court 
bought the land for the new Floyd County Park at Allen, Ky., and the work has now 
begun on it. 

The above was all paid for out of the coal severance tax money. In the new Fiscal 
year 1977-78 Floyd County will be allotted $256,000.00 in severance tax money. On 
February 2 the Fiscal Court met with the highway engineer and this is what was 
proposed for Dist. 3: 

Simpson Branch at Drift, one mile to be resurfaced; Bryant Branch road, one 
mile to be blacktopped; Garbage Hollow at Wheelwright, one mile to be blacktopped; 
Frozen Road at Jack's Creek, one mile to be blacktopped. 

The following proiects have already been approved by the State Finance Officer 
out of the recreational funds for Dist. 3: Wheelwright Swimming pool, $36,300.00; City 
of Martin, $20,000.00; Weeksbury Community Center, $12,000.00; Mini Par~ at Minnie, 
$32,000.00. 

I'm sure that everyone wi II agree that this past winter has been the worst in many 
years, and the recent flood has not helped matters any. I am trying to get the roads 
and bridges that were damaged fixed again. A Federal official and the county road 
foreman finished their inspection this week of the roads and bridges.

"For example, the report gives us a far 
more accurate picture of the crash 
situation, as it really is, on our highways 
than we ever were able to put together in 
years past," says KYDOT Traffic Safety 
Coordinator Bennie Maffet. 

The report is the result of a Ia w 
enacted by the 1974 Kentucky General 
Assembly, which took effect at mid-year 
1975, that requires all law enforcement 
agencies to forward reports of all ac­
cidents investigated to Frankfort. In the 
past, mandatory reporting applied only 
to fatal accidents. 

It is compiled by the Kentucky State 
Police and furnished to enforcement, 
highway engineering and other traffic 
safety offices in KYDOT and other 
agencies. 

Maffett, who heads the Kentucky 
Office of Highway Safety Programs 
<OHSPl, said that OHSP will use the data 
as "an improved planning tool" in 
helping Kentucky agencies develop and 
obtain federal funding for various traffic 
enforcement, engineering and 
educational programs. 

During the past fiscal year, OHSP­
approved grants to state and local 
agencies amounted to more than $1.8 
million. 

Among the facts disclosed in the 1976 
report, it was revealed that drivers under 
the age of 25 were involved in more than 
35 percent of all traffic accidents . 

The death rate was higher for those 25 
and over who were casualties in almost 
55 per cent of all fatalities reported 
during the year. 

And interestingly enough, drivers 
under the legal driving age of 16 were 
found to have been involved in six fatal 
accidents, 231 injury crashes and 403 
other accidents where property damages 
only were repported.

State Transportation Secretary Calvin

$8.5 million in contract awards made 
April 21 for road and bridge im­
provements in Eastern Kentucky. 

The largest contract awarded calls for 
grade and drain work and blacktopping 
along about 1.3 miles of Somerset-London 
road <KY 80) in Laurel county, beginning 
about 1.3 miles west of Interstate 75. It 
was awarded to Watts and Call Con­
struction Co., Inc. of Lexington on a low 
bid of $1,486,630. 

In Leslie county, another major con­
tract also was announced for a bridge 
and approaches over Middle Fork of the 
Kentucky River on KY 2009 at Hoskin­
ston. The successful bidder ($489,246) on 
that project was C and C Contracting 
Corp. of Williamsburg. 

Bridge awards included these: 
-$138,685 for replacement of a 

l\lagoffin county bridge over the Licking 
River on the Royalton-Lakeville road 
( KY 867), one mile southwest of KY 7, by 
Apex Contracting, Inc .. of Paris. 

-$92,312 for decking repairs on two 
Johnson county bridges; one located over 
Big Paint Creek on the Paintsville· 
Prestonsburg road <US 23Xl, and the 
other crossing the C. & 0. Railroad and 
KY. 1428 on the Paintsville-Auxier­
Prestonsburg road <US 23), near West 
Van Lear. 

Contractors on those projects are 
Ramco Construction Co., Inc., of Frank­
fort, and All-Points Construction, of 
Lexington, respectively. 

Both projects were awarded to All­
Points Construction under a single 
contract. 

-$6,000 to clean and paint a Breathitt 
county bridge, located over Troublesome 
Creek on Lost Creek-Davies Road (KY

Voting membership includes 30 
representatives of groups out-side the 
Federal Government such as the 
American Cancer Society, represen· 
tatives of industry and labor 
organizations as weU as consumer 
groups devoted to health. All meetings of 
the Clearinghouse and its subgroups are 
open to the public.

Sewage Treatment Plants and Collector Lines 
The required planning is being done throughout the County to qualify for federal funds. To date, 
all RURAL AREAS are at the BOTTOM in the federal priority system. Not ONE dollar is 
available right now for these projects in Floyd County. 

Without federal assistance, sewage treatment by conventional methods would cost each of you 
at least $30 per month. Federal dollars will be necessary to accomplish this task. 

Revenue Sharing Funds 
During the first two years of Revenue Sharing, Floyd County received only $212,168 per year. At 
my request Congressman Perkins arranged for James Allen (County Attorney) and myself to 
meet with the Washington Revenue Sharing Office people in Washington. 

Result: Our annua I revenue rose to $363,704 per year, plus a $258,000 check for adjustment over 
the first two years. This one conference has been worth $875,000 to Floyd County. 

Our Floyd County Magistrates a II know that Revenue Sharing Funds must be spent within two 
years of being received. These funds cannot lie idle in financial institutions. 

Manpower Programs 
Many of you know that I have always worked with OEO, CETA, EKCEPTS, CAPs, to provide 
every possible job for our Floyd County people. I have served on the Board of a II of these 
organizations and presently am a member. I will work to continue to bring every possible job to 
our County. 

Coal Haul Roads 
Our economy depends on hauling coal. At present neither the State of Kentucky nor any of its 
Eastern Counties can maintain the roads needed to support our coal industry and have the 
roads in a condition that is suitable for all of our Citizens. 

I am working with Congressman Perkins, Governor Carroll, Senators Ford and Huddleston to 
get SPECIAL FEDERAL FUNDS for our coal haul roads. This is necessary if we are to provide 
the types and quality of roads needed for our Area. 

Onty large sums of money will accomplish the above. It costs NOTHING to PROMISE better 
roads. It costs HUNDREDS of THOUSANDS of dollars to BUILD and MAINTAIN good roads. 

The Mud Creek Water Problem 
Floyd County's elected offici a Is, offici a Is of E DA, and the Public Service Commission all placed 
faith in Pikevi lie's pledge to supply the necessary water to Sandy Valley and Mud Creek. We all 
know that this was a mistake. It will be corrected by building the WATER TREATMENT 
PLANT for Sandy Valley and Mud Creek. This is a top priority project. 

The Next Four Years, 1978-1981 
In my past years as your County Judge, I have worked to help bring over $16,000,000 in federal 
grants and loans to our County for water projects, hospital facilities, parks. The next "County 
Judge-Administrator11 will have more time to work on new programs and improve upon the 
operation of old ones. 

With my BROAD EXPERIENCE, with MORE TIME, and the DESIRE to bring existing plans 
and programs to a successful conclusion, I PLEDGE to you that EVERY EFFORT will be 
made to provide mor jobs, better roads, expanded recreational facilities, improved services to 
all Citizens in so far as it is honestly and humanly possible to do so.
